THE INSURGENTS WIN.

Rio De Janeiro in Posses-
sion of the Rebels.

WAR CLOUDS IN THE EUROPERN SKY

Floods Break Out Afresh in
"Spain and Portugal,

Wr. Gladstone Will Unburden His Mind
in Edinburgh on Wednesday—Ac-
oldent to the Earl of Craven—Dis
tress in the English Mining Distriots—
Romantie Marriage of a Bavarian
Princess—New South Wales Subsidises
the New Steamship Line,

Buexos Avmes, Sept. 17.—-Official ad-
vices received here announce the repeated
bombardment during the past few days of
Rio de Janeiro, and private advices just
received say that Rio has practicaily been
captured by the insurgents, who are also in
Ppossession of thé town of  Nictheroy, of-
posite Rio. The official advices say that
Nictheroy has been shelled time and again
by the insurgent war vessels, and that the
garrison of Nictheroy was finally compelled
to surrender, after making a gallant resist-
ance. After the surrender of Nictheroy
the garrison aud civil guards are reported
to have sided with the insurgents, who
have received large additions to their fleet.

The President Left Rio.

The forts. for several days remained
loyal to the President and replied warmly
to the fire of the warships, but the latter
are not known to have sustained any serious
injury and were certainly liable to drive
the President and his Government out of
Rio. The President, with a body of troops
still adhering to his cause, is encamped at
the village of Santa Anna, 12 miles from
Rio, where he is awating the onslaught of
the rebels. In spite of the seemingly
desperate position in which he is placed,
the President is not disheartened, nor is he
without friends. The official reports receiv-
ed here say that Congress has passed a vote
declaring itself loyal to Peixoto and sustain-
ing him in his struggle with the insurgents.
The rebel fleet now numbers nine vessels,
large and smalil, all under the command of
Admiral de Mellos,

. Rebel Reinforecements,

In addition the rebels have been rein-
forced by the naval forces of Cabras Is-
land, situated in the Bay of Rio de Jan-
eiro, about one mile from the city. Fort
Cabras is one of the principal defences of
Rio, and is also the state prison from
which all the better class of prisoners,
especially those confined for official offences,
have been liberated and joined the rebel

* forces. Fort Villegagnon is now said to be
holding a neutral position in the rebellion,
with the probability’ that its gartison will
side with the insurgents in the near future.
Other advices say that the garrison of Fort
Villegagnon has already joined issue with
the insurgents, and the latter are having
things all theit own -way. Fort Santa
Cruz, at the entrance to the harbor, is
still loyal, the official advices say, and
it seems likely that this fortress will
hold out longer than the others,
as the  insurgents are said to be
highly incensed at the resistance it has
made, and to be prepared to wreak venge-
ance upon its garrison when it surrenders,

Restrained By Foreign Warships,
It is not believed, however, that the in-
»surgents will act too harshly with the
soldiers at Santa Cruz, as the policy ot the
insurgent leaders since they have landed
has been one of conciliation. - This modera-
tion upon their part is due in a great meas-
ure to the fact that the foreign warships
have had a healthy, restraining influence
upon the movements and actions of the in-
surgents, Fort Santa Cruz must surrender
before many more days pass, for the garri-
son 18 short of proyisions, and the rebels
have control of the waterways leading to
the fort, and they have taken care that no
food shall reach the plucky garrison from
the land side. Several attempts made by
the troops of the garrison to obtain pro-
visions bave been defeated by the rebels.
De Mellos Assured of Success.

The above facts are admitted in the
official didpatches received here, but the
private advices go a great deal further.
According to this information the rebels
have so silenced opposition with the guns
of their ships that they have been able to
land strong forces of sailors and marines,
and they have seized and retained pos-
session of the arsenal and custom house.
Admiral de Mellps, the insurgent chief, is
receiving reinforcements on all sides;
troops, money and provisions are being
placed at his disposal, and he feels confi-
dent of ultimate success,

Peixoto To Sarrender,

A conference has taken place between the
friends of President Peixoto and Admiral
de Mellos, at which the former sought to
make terms With the insurgents. Admiral
de Mellos is reported to have replied that
unconditional surrender was the only thing
which he would accept. The insurgents in
the south are said to be supplying Admiral
de Mellos with arms and ammunition, be-
sides sending him money and provisions.
Beveral vessels so laden are said to have
slipped past the forts, and two other vessels
chased by ‘the Government warship Tira-
dentes are said to be on their way to Rio.
The damage done by the bombardment of
Rio de, Janeiro  and Nictheroy is much
greater than at first believed. Prepara-
tions, as the private despatches referred to
were sent, were being made by Admiral de
Mellos to gather together a sufficient force
of troops and sailors, and to march upon
Santa Anna with the intention to capture
the President if possible. The moment

The  Bussés Crowded on Every Tri
Many COhurch-Worshippers Use This

Citizen Kelly, true to his word, started his
bus line along King-street east yesterday.
After a couple of weeks of preparatior his
two large busses came forward in good
shape, They were elegantly painted, good
Suuday tints being used. The busses bear.a

the inside of each is placed a receiving box,
over which is placed the words, ‘Donations
for Orphanage.”

Citizen Kelly was dressed in hisbest, wear-
ing a white bouquet on his lapel. He was the
pink of neatness and propriety itself.

HONORING CANADA'S PREMIER

4 RUMOR THAT HE MAY RETIRE
AFTER THE NEXT SESSION.

His Appointinent to the Judicial Com-
mittee of the Privy Oouncil now
Spoken of ms the Reward for His
Behring Sea Labors—Dr. Dawson and
__Mr, Bowell May Be Knighted.

OrTAWA, Sept. 16.—Some surprise is felt
that no further honors have been conferred
in connection with the Behring Sea arbitra-
tion, but it is rumored that the ‘delay is
caused by some little difficulty in settling
immediately the reward to Sir John Thomp-
son for his valuable services.” A  peerage
has been hinted at, but it is well
known that Sir,John is not a rich man, aud
the British Government has long. since set
itself against the creation of any more poor
peerages. That he will be made an Im-
perial Privy Councillor, in succession
to Sir John Macdonald, the first Cana-
dian enjoying that honor, is pretty
generally - understood, and it is now
ramored that his further honors will
take the more substantial form of an ni?-
pointment on the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council with a salary of £5000
sterling per annnm.

The question of such an .appointment
was freely discusseed about two years ago,
when it was stated that a 1econstruction of
the Judicial Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil was contemplated, with representation on
it given to Canada, Australia and South
Africa. Atthat time the names of Sir John
Thompson and Mr. Justice (now Sir
Henry) Strong were mentioned, but since
the promotion of the latter to the Chief
Justiceship of the Supreme Court he may
be id ly disposed of.

May Retire After Next Sassion.

“Mark my words,” said a prominent

“‘after next session of Parliament Sir John
’i&:omplon will retire from politics to the

dicial Committeeof the Privy Council.

step towards the estahlishment of a system
of getting about in Toronto on Sundays.
If we can size up the situation aright we
say that the victory of the people for their
liberty is almost won. Citizen Kelly makes
a mistake in collecting fares by a subter:
fuge. Let him not beat. about' the bush,
but collect his mnoney the same as he would
do were the day Saturday_ instead of Sun-
day. The law cannot interfere with him,
despite the assertions of the Pharisees to
the contrary. We are well advised in
stating that Citizen Kelly or .any other
citizen can run a bus or any other kind of a
vehicle on: Sundays] and charge what he
likes, and collect his money openly and
aboveboard. The law won’t interfere with
him. The restrictionists will no doubt
appeal to'the law. That’s the way the
Pharisees used to do in Jerusalem. But the
law will not sustain them.

The vote of 13,000 citizens proved that
half the city desires a medium ot getting
from place to place on Sanday. Kelly’s
busses yesterday showed that a medium ot
a certain kind is possible from this time on.

But by next Sunday another step in ad-.

vance must be taken. Let Citizen Kelly
appoint a conductor to collect fares and
not allow his clients to contribute towards
the expenses of his bus line under the guise
of contributing to an Orphan’s Home.
When each bus is manned by a conductor
we will have gained our victory. = We will
then ' have a street . car system in
operation in Toronto on ‘Sunday.
Not, it is true, an electric. or even
a bob tail service, but still what
is to all iotents and purposes a
street railway system. People will be able
to travel along all the main thoroughfares
for a five-cent fare. That is the principal
characteristic of a street railway service.
For some time it is possible there may be
no accommodation provided on some of the

! routes, and during the 'winter it is possible
. there may be irregularities, and the system

may get run down, although we do not ex-
pect these things to turn out so. The end
of sammer is not the best time to set in
motion an innovation of this kind. But
this we can say with' confidence : Let the
bus system succeed or not this winter, the
people will not lack the means ‘of getting
about next spring and sommer. 1f we
don’t have the trolleys by that time we will
have two or three hundred vehicles to take
their place.

The World believes Citizen Kelly has
made the first move in the solution of the
Sunday car problem. If he isbacked up
as he.should be by the 13,000 street car
voters we prediet that a further vote will
require to be taken to determine the run-
ning of cars on Sunday in Toronto, With-
out vote of any kind we can establish a car
system. We made a beginning yesterday.
When things are running at full head next
summer (perhaps sooner) the cjty will be
ready to call off the imperfect system and
substitate the trolley.

In addition, the hot chinook wind rush-
ing through and blowing from the mouth of
the tunnel will give two cropg of wheat a
year within a radius of 500 mileg,

The London Electric Review gives a brief
description of a plant just installed in a
Swiss town by a Geneva company. Four
hundred horse power, generated by water
power, is transmitted to a paper mill 20
miles distant. The total efficiency of the
transmission is 78 per cent.; the lines are
made of bare stranded copper seven milli-
meters in diameter, and the loss is 600
volts, or 9 per cent.; they are carried on
wooden poles and are protected by light.

‘THE ANGLICAN SYNOD,

What Was Done at Siturdny’s Session of
the Churchmen,

“‘The bishops unanimously believe that
the independence of their house should be
preserved, and we believe it is for us to
decide on what occasions we should sit with
the'church 'and lay delegates.” Bishop
Machray spokejthese words Saturday morn-
ing and every one of the fourteen assembled
bishops approved. Thereupon evary one an-
ticipated an exc'ting war, and a. debate of
historical ' 1mportance seemed not im-
probable.  The  whole question of
a church . aristocracy and demo-
ecracy in Canada seemed about to
be finally determined. But the hierarchy
silently threatened, and Dr. Langtry be-
came alarmed and his party gave up with-
out a struggle.

The constitution as finally settled reads:
““The synod shall consist of two houses, the
bishops constituting the upper, the laity
the lower house,”

Then a long debate resulted when Bishop
Machray proposed the manner of voting
at the synod. It was soon agreed
that the clergy and laity should
vote by orders when required. The
question over which much time and
enthusiasm was wasted ‘was whether the
synod should decide questions by a major-
ity of individual votes or by a majority of
the dioceses voting.

The smaller western dioceses seemed dis-
trustful and were unwilling tu pit them-
selves when voting against the overwhelm-
ing odds of ‘the eastern dioceses’ delegates,
They described themselves as most needy,
and the retention of the original clause
would be disastrous.

Sympathy prevailed, and an amendment
of Dr. Gusdale's passed.

This amendment was, however, a com-
promise, and the old Roman system of
tribal voting will only be allowed when two
delegates from three dioceses object to a
motion, which has passed.

An amusing question was raised when the
president of the synod was to be named.
The_ printed report recommended that dig-
nity to be styled as primate. The Bishop
of Nova Scotia and the Bishop of Huron
complained that their parishioners did not
know the meaning of the word.
They were unable to tell whether
it ‘meant jew's-harp or mandolin.
The Bishop of Toronto recommended a
title which satisfy both those who value
accuracy and the parishioners of Huron
and Nova Scotia. The president of tne
synod will be the primate of all Canada,
metropolitan of the province and arch-
bishop of the diocese. He shall be elected
by the metropolitans from among their own
members. He shall hold office for life, but
may resign. < Clauses 4, 5, 6 went ' through
with a rush. It was decided that ‘‘The
synod shall have power to deal with
all matters dealing with general interest and
well-being of the church within its jurisdic-
tion. But it shall impose no canons which
involve penalties or disabilities on the pro-
vinces or dioceses which belong to no prov-
vince without their consent.”

The synod shall deal with matters of
doctrine, worship, discipline, all agencies
in carrying on the general work of the
church, the general missionary and educa-
tional work of church education, transfer
ot clergy, rearrangement of provinces and
shall be an appelate tribunal.

The synod will agsemble in Convocation
Hall Monday, 10 a.m. They will discuss
the arrangement of traveling expenses.

George R. Gray put the 16
pound shot 47 feet against his own record'of
46 feet 73{ inches, made in New York in 1891.

The previous record was his own, 15 feet 2
inches, made in Boston in 1890. Puffer
equalled his record of 25 2-5 seconds in the
220 yards hurdle,

The track was fast, but not a track record
was broken nor equalled. Stage’s failure to
run 100 yards in less than 10 seconds was a
disappointment, but a- strong wind militated
agaiust him,

R SR

THEIR ACTION STRENGTHENS THEM
IN PUBLIC ESTEEM,

At Least So Says the London Correspond-
dent of The New York Tribune-—-The
Governmen' Using Coercion in Ireland
—Contini . » o the Discussion Over
the Appoiniiunent of the Duke of Con-
naught,

New Yorx, Sept. 16—The Tribune special
cable letter says:

The Lords and Home Rule,

LoNDON, Sept: 16.—The result of Mr.
Gladstone’s attempt to legislate on Home
Rule was so far a foregone conclusion tha
the Lords’ rejection was quietly accepted bot
bere and in Ireland. Some of the Ulster so-
cieties showed their gratification by a display
of burning tar barrels and, under provoca-
tion, by wrecking a few Nationalist houses.
The Government newspapers failed utterly
in their attempt to decry the House of Lords.
The much-talked-of crusade against the
Upper Chamber proved an utter failure, as
the peers’ rejection of this measure increased
their strength in the public eye rather than
Jed to their discredit. Several peers were
careful to show that in rejecting Home Rule
they were acting not in the
interests of their own order, but purely
with a desire to safeguard the constitutional
right of the electors to be consulted before a
measure of such importance wds placed on
the statute book. These tactics have borne
fruit and the collapse of the projected out-
cry against the House of Lords is so complete
that it became necessary for the National
Liberal Federation to hurry outa circular,
which may be taken as an effort to begin a
fresh campaign against the Upper Chamber.
This document is signed by Dr. Spence Wat-
son, Mr. Hart, Mr. Schoadhorst
and Mr. Hudson, the secretary. Names
like these are not likely to be regarded as of
the slightest weight outside the wire-pullers
whom they control. The charges in the
circular ddclare that the threatened and in-
sulted nation is burning with a just im-
patience to chastise the Lords for having
flouted the popular will. For seven years
they assert the Home Rule question has been
subjected to a discussion more full and
thorough than any ever beiore given toa
political proposal, and so on in the most bom-
bastic tones. This declaration shows the
confused state of the Radical mind.

still Under Discussion.

Home Rule as an abstract question has
undoubtediy been much discussed, but Mr.
Gladstone had no clear mandate to pass the
measure which the Lords rejected. It is the
grievance of the Unionist ¥party that Mr.
Gladstone designedly concealed the details
of his bill until be introduced it; that he

it through such phases of change
that in many details it was a new measure.
The House of Lords has vot rejected any
legislative demands approved by the elector-
ateand the threat of the tailors of Topley-
street to end or mend the Upper House has
so far recoiled upon themselves as to create
more ridicuie than consternation.

Doing as Their Predecessors Did,

Although the Irish benches were silent the
Opposition elicited the fact for the informa-
metion of the constituencies that the condi-
tion of Ireland is pretty much the same as
while the House was deluged with charges
about the crimes of the *‘Bloody
Balfour” and his hirelings. The
police still Carry out evictions,
and local firebrands are guilty of offences as
bad as two yvears ago.

The Duke of Cambridge,

There is undoubtedly a widespread feeling
against the Duke of Cambridge, who draws
nearly £12,000, which constitutes his pension
as a member of the royal family, besides
which he charges the state £7000 for his
duties in the War Office. It was an axiom
of Prince Albert and of that
confidential adviser of the royal closet,
Baron Stockman, that a member of the
court should always command the British
army. The recent Hartington Committee
commended the abandonment of this prac-
tice. It, therefore,, becdme a question
whether the Government would aliany the
suspicion that the Duke of Connaught in-
tended to succeed the Duke of Cambridge in
contravention of Lord Hartington’s report.
In repty to repeated questions on this point
tihe Secretary of State for War gave a veiled
promise that the recommendation of the
committee would be followed. The language
employed, however, would enable auy old
parliamentary band to disavow it. Inci-
dentally to this debate the name of the
Duke of Edinburgh was dragged in. The
Government refused to say whether His
Royal Highness has'been absent from his
naval command 370 days in two years.
