The Affair Reported to she Consnl-Gen-
eral n‘onuu, and by Him to Wash-
ington, With the Oommon-Sense Oom-
ment That It Was the Act of Some
lrrnpoinlblo Individual, :

OTTAwa, May 25.—The visit of the
Queen’s Own to St. Thomas yesterday does
not appear to have passed off as pl tly
as at first reported. Mr. J. B. Riley, Con-
sul-General of the United States here, this
morning received a despatch from Mr.
Geerge A. Willis, Consul at St. Tl!omu,
stating that after the concert last night a
member of the Queen’s Own tore down the
American flag from the consulate. =

Mr. Riley wired Mr. Willis to report to
the State Department, Washington, and
also to him, but up to a late hour to-night
the report had not been received. It is
probably coming by mail. .

Mr. Riley visited the Department of Jus-
tice for the purpose of seeing Sir John
Thompson on the subject, but Sir John be-
ing absent at the time Mr. Riley reported
it to Solicitor-t3eneral Curran, - who
answered him that the Government would
do all it could in the matter.

The Government Given ‘Assurance of An
Investigation.!

rtment this evening received a despatch
rom Consul-General Riley at Ottawa stat-
ing that the Canadian authorities officially
disavowed any knowledge of the .alleged
ﬂe; at St. Thomas
and gave him assurance that.an investiga-
tion into the affair had already been: insti-
tuted by the police. The Consul says the
occurrence was probably the act of some
irresponsible individual and in nowise re-
flecting Canadian feelings.

“A Reckless Aot.”
[St. Thomas Journal, May 25.] ¢

The pleasure of the visit of the Queen’s
Own Rifles was marred by one thoughtless
act of some] foolish and over-rollicsome
members of that.corps. Mr. G. J. Willig,
United States c¢onsul here, has' his office
over Duncombe’s drug’store. Yesterday,
besides the Stars and Stripes usually flying
trom the office windew, two others
were draped at the lower part
of the windows of his office. One
was hung alofig the Talbot-street front of
the store. Last evening a couple of hundred
of the Queen's Own were :walking along
Talbot-street in a continuous circle. When
passing Mr. Duncombe’s drug store several
different members of the crowd stuck their
heads in the door and told Mr. Duncombe
to “Take down that flag.”’ Finally a couple
of members of the Queen’s Own got
up on the shoulders of a companion,
tore down the flag and cpried 1t
off. It was torn into little strips, which
some pinned on their breasts under their
coats. The act was one deeply regretted by
all, bus by none more so than by Col. Ham-
ilton and the majority of the Queen’s Own
regiment, who feel keenly the disgrace
brought upon them by the act of a few ig-
norant und thoughtless ‘'members. Adjt.
Mercer waited upon Mr. Willis, U.8, Con-
sul,-and as the representative here of the
United States Governmjent Col. Hamilton
expressed to him his deep regret. at the
commiseion of the act and offered the fullest
apology.

Mr. Willis was seen by The Journal this
morping in regard to the action he intend-
ed to take or had taken in the matter. Mr.
Willis stated that he had notified the Con-
sul-General at Ottawa, and also the Secre-
tary of State at Washington. He said he
had also paid for' and sent a message in re-
gord to the affair to The Associated Press,
but did not know whether they had received
it or not, not having seen any of the morn-
ing papers.

That the affair occurred will be deeply
regretted by all, but there seems to be a
tendency on the part of some to attach un-
due importance toit. When the facts are
made known to the authorities that will
likely be the last ever heard of the affair.

‘The q.s. Oonsul Not Blameless,

Commenting editorially on the incident
The Journal says : It is a'pity the United
States Consul in this city doeso’t hang his
flag a little higher, where it will' be out of
the reach of thoughtless boys. Of course
the flag ot a friendly nation should be re-
spected,and be'safe from insult even if within
reach of every passer-by. At the same time,
there is no necessity for flaunting tempta-
tion to overt acts in the face of a lot of
young fellows out for a lark. The removal
of the Consul's flag lass night was in no
sense a deliberate)atiront to the gréat nation
he represents. "It is doubtful if the young
meg who took it down knew that it was
flying from the Consul’s office. They saw
thfee American flags and .no Union Jack
over a drug store, and their exuberant
loyalty found expression in an act much
to: be regretted, but which was very
fully atoned tor by apologies tendered to
the United States representative by the
officer in command of the men. It is to be
regretted that the matter was not allowed
to drop as unworthy of official notice, In-
stead of this, an effort to magnify the inci-
dent into an affair of international impors-
ance has been made, and another
opportunity given to those whose delight is
in creating friction between these two
neighboring and essentially friendly coun-
tries.

therefore disqualified.”

The mistake was noticed by the owner of
Tom Flynn, who drew the club’s atten-
tion to the fact, which resulted
in Stonemason being disqualified and the
race awarded to %&lizznrd, who finished
second, Tom Flyun securing second money.
Mr. Seagram was very much wrought over
the affairand it was certainly a very un-
fortunate occurrence. Amnother objection
was also raised by Col. Strathy, whose
horse, Mars, finished second in the Hun-
ters’ Flat. Mr. Strathy's complaint was
based on the,ground that King John, the
winner, was not qualified under the condi-
tions of the race and a  protest- was lodged
in consequence. The conditions are of such
a nature that it is difficult to draw the line,
and any horse with | the least pre-
tensions to being a huater or ~ hack
could have entered.

Why Our Mipes Remain Undeveloped,
The Liberal: party, led by Sir Oliver
Mowat, has been twenty years in power.
Vet it has accomplished nothing at all "in
the development of Ontario’s iron mines.
Those who are wondering what is the
matter with the country ought to remem-
ber that not a ton of iron ore is smelted in
this province. 'And yet we have iron mines
that in the quality of ore and in the extent
of territory covered by them are unsurpagg-
ed by any other country in the world, The
Guonflint iron range and the Mattawan range
of Ontario are said to be respectively con-
tinuations of the celebrated Mesaba and
Vermillion ranges of Minnesota and to
possess equal, if not greater, mineral wealth.
In the States of Michigan, Minnesota and
Wisconsin during 1890 $23,000,000 worth
of iron ore was raised and the value of the
pig iron produced was over $50,000,000.
Yet the mineral wealth of these states is
hardly equal to that of the Province of On-

tario,

Sir Oliver Mowat. has done nothing to
‘develop these mines. He belongs to a party
that is opposed on principle to the expendi-
tare of money or to protection of any sort
that tends to develop any of our infant in-
dustries. He belongs to a party that de-
nounces the policy that created our sugar
refineries, our cotton factories, our
sgricultural machine manufactories. He
belongs to a party whose principles are
briefly defined in the expression Laissez-
faire, or leave things alene. The Liberals
start out on the assumption that the Gov-
ernment should keep out of the business
world, leaving each industry to develop as
best it may. Sir Oliver Mowa$-has lived
up to this principle in dealing with On-
tario’s iron industries. Our mines remain

But Sir Oliver
Mowat makes no attempt to use the advan-
tage that opportunity has placed in his
hands. Mr. Meredith, on'the other hand,
has repeatedly urged a change in the giv-
ing of licenses.

Sir
Oliver has done all he can do or intends to
do. We can expect nothing farther from
him or his party. What could we expect
from a party that believes the national
policy was a huge blunder?

What about Mr. Meredith’s intentions ?
Well, whatever he may do or fail to do, he
cannot come out worse than Premier
Mowat. ., If he offers no encouragement
whatever to the mining industry he will
still have accomplished as much as Sir
Oliver Mowat has done. -But Mr. Meredith

promises to do something to lift the cloud
that hangs over our mining industries and,
by judicious encouragement given to capital-

Ontario and Michigan Saw DMills,

Michigan is still the first pine lumber-
producing State of the Union. The maxi-
mum of production has been reached, how-
ever, and the Upper Peninsula mills that
cut lumber and shingles are already draw-
ing heavily on Canada for materidl, no less
than 206,000,000 feet having been rafted
across the lakes last season. The pine
timber in the Saginaw region is already
thinning out, and during the present
geason 1t will probably - yield no more
than 250,000,000 feet, not emough to
keep the mills on the Saginaw River
busy. On the west shore of the lake,
south of Manistee, the pine timber will
soon be practically exhausted, and the
supplies that have made business for the
railroads are also decreasing rapidly. There
is still agreat deal of hemlock and hard-
wood timber standing and this must take
the place of the pine. As showing whata
great industry Michigan has in its Jumber,
an expert gives the following figures: Of
the total product of the Northwest last
year, 7,599,748,458 feet, Michigan produced
B,147,996,147 feet, or nearly one-half; and
in shingles the State’s product was1,832,-
027,550 out of a total for the Northwest ot
B,421,168,900. The last year’s falling off
In Michigan was 647,000,000 feet in lumber
~and 308,000,000 in shingles. The product
ot the year was: Lumber, 3,794,256,754
Teet;  shingles, 2,140,647,875. These
statistics are taken from a recent issue of
Architecture and Building. They show
how rapidly our forests are being depleted

comprehended then follow other facts,
viz., that London increases in popula-
tion faster than all Canada; requires as
many new buildings every year, as
mueh clothes; as many cars, ships and
vehicles, to bring those and other com-
modities to this one point. Is it any
wonder, then, that itis a busy place,
when all this has to be concentrated on
such a small area? Is it any wonder
that the railways are all busy? And
notwithstanding that they cost four
times more throughout the whole of
Britain than the average of Cana-
dian railways, they —pay a fair
dividend—which Canadian railways
not. This wonderful system
of ralways, above and below
ground, is a study, and requires an
engineer to comprehend it ; but the fact
that with all this fush and rattle we
seldom hear of an accident to life or
limb, with its teeming millions of pas-
sengers and endless carriages of goods,
is evidenee~of the perfection of its
methods. The same may be said of its
street traffic. To a novice it is almost a
mystery that so many escape death in
attempting to cross a street on foot ; but,
in fact, we seldom see or hear of an ac-
cident. ' Drivers are made responsible
and any carelefsness on their part is
severely punished by fine or imprison-
ment, hence the immunity from acci-
dents. There are hundreds of miles in
every direction more crowded than the
corners at King and Yonge streets in
Toronto, and where frequent blocks
occur, yet with the help and authority
of the police tangles.are soon unravelled
and the stream proceeds. Of course
this could not be done if electric cars
were permitted, or even horse “trams”
in the center. The streets usually are
much narrower than in Toronto, and
nearly all very crooked, Some have
been widened since my last visit, the
land costing at the rate of half a
million dollars per acre, and they
are greatly improved, the stone blocks
have almost disappeared, and now
chiefly consist of asphalt and square,
smooth wood blocks, which, being laid
in cement, make very fine roads. The
cement sidewalk is now generally used,
and found to be more easily repaired
than was at first supposed. A gang. of
men are kept repairing both roads and
sidewalks in sections and take their
materials and coal furnace along with
them. The old material ig cut out
clean, and a new layer placéd in and
ironed over with heavy irons—made
hot in the portable furnace carried in a
wagon—till the joint is scarcely per-
ceptible, Away from the center square
blocks of stone arq used between the
rails and macadam for vehicles.

GOOD ROADS.

The “good road” problem is solved
here, in which the main points are good
drainage, clearf cut stone, with constant
use of a ten-ton roller and incessant at-
tention as to keeping in repair. Of
course this costs more money than
Canadian farmers could pay, and hence
theirs will not be as perfect. As a con-
sequence of such roads there are hun-
dreds and thousands of bicycles of all
kinds-‘in daily use, both in the parks
and on the streets, It is quite a com-
mon océurrence for persons to make a 40
or 50 milegvisit to friends in the country
and return the same day. I heard of
gome girls living 20 or 25 miles out in
the country who ride in every day to at-
tend to their duties in a shop, or else-

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CANADIAN PORTLAND CEMENT

Proves To Be Decidedly Superior To the
Imported Article.

THR PAYSICAL FORCE PARTY,

- Tynan, the Notorious Numbar 1, Writes a
Boolk. :

Loxpos, May 25.—The 8t. James
Gazette announced to-day the approaching
publication of a book written by James
Tynan, the notorious “No. 1,” who was so
long sought_after in connection with the
Burke and Cavendish murders in Phcenix
Park, Dublin, in 1882. The book, it is
anhnounced, will give the full story of the
murders and deal exhaustively with the
movements of the Irish Revolutionary and
Parliamentary parties since 1861.

The.St. James’ Gazette, in commenting
on the book, says: “It is not generally
realized in England how tired the American
revolutionists have become of the constitu-
tional Home Rule movement. These dis-
closures are a sympton of the increased
unrest of the physical force party, and are
not unlikely to hasten the breaking up of
the Irish party.”

FISH POACH'EBS IN GEORGIAN BAY

One Man and 22 Trap Nets Captured By
H.M.8. Oruiser,

Corrisgwoop, Ont., May 25. — The
steamer Northern Belle which arrived this
morning brought news of the capture of
two fishing boats and 22 trap nets by the
Government steamer Cruiser for illegal
fishing at the Bustards.

The trap nets were burned. Aan attempt
was made to capture the fishermen with
some success. One man who jumped into
the water to escape was fired at, but
gave himself up and was taken to French
River, there tried and fined $40.

The Peppermint Product,

The bulk of the world’s supply of pep:
permint oil is produced in the United
States. In the States of New York and
Michigan 100,000"pounds of it are manu-
factured annually, representing 15,000
tons of raw material. The latter con-
sists wholly of the fresh flowers of the
peppermint plant, which are treated by
distillation. One acre of land will pro-
duce about 11 pounds of the oil, 1t is
reckoned. It is used for perfumery and
to flavor confectionery and cordials.
Peppermint cordials are favorite drinks
in Europe. The o1l is also employed for
medicinal . purposes, being a popular
household remedy and highly recom-
mended for children’s. complaints. It is
an importany agent in the treatment of
cholera. 4

Besides peppermint oil, considerable
quantities of the oils of lavender, sassa-
fras 'and birch  are produced in this
country.. The birch oil is from birch
bark. Sassafras oil is obtdined from
the bruised roots of the sassafras tree,
which is one of the laurels and is widely
distributed in North America. Most of
it is distilled within 60 miles of Balti-

ro, which ‘is the principal depot for
its sale, Isolated squatters in New Jer-
sey and elsewhere doa sall  business in
the distillation -and sassafras root.—St.
Louis Globe-Democrat. !

had a “bright red color sensation when-
ever she saw or thought of the Host.”
The Lancet, which comments learnedly
on Dr. Co'man’s theories, feels disposed
to think that the red ribbon which
adorns - the dark blue bonnet of the
female members of the Salvation Army
is a parallel case, and not difficult to ex-
plain on the principles of conventional
metaphor.

For hygienic as well as gastronomic
reasons it should be put upon the table
in the spring. A beefsteak served with
lonaise sauce, or what is more often
nown now as a Russian sauce, intro-
duces horse radish m the bill of fare in
an appetizing manner. To make this
sauce melt two even tablespoonfuls of
butter with two teaspoonfuls of flour.
‘When well mixed stir in a pint of rich
white stock. Beat the mixture con-

tinually while it is cookiag for 10 or 15

minutes. As this simple foundation i8
generally made, it is cooked but four
or five minutes, but this time does not
give the grains of flour time to- swell,
and it is better as well as more whole-
some if it is cooked longer. Add the
Juice of balf a lemon and a tablespoon-
ful of butter, with four tablespoonfuls
of grated horse radish which has been
soaked in vinegar over night, but is
drained from it. Season the sauce care-
fully with'a little-salt and a mere pinch
of cayenne pepper. Two teas nfuls
of cream are sometimes added to the
genuine Russian sauce, but this is not
necessary. and to our American tastes it
seems somewhat incongruous. ¢

Slices of tenderloin, daintily broiled
and rare, may be served with this sauce,
which should be poured into a hot plat-
ter and the tenderloins laid over if.
A Hamburg * steak is very nice/With
this sauce, As every good housekeeper
should know, a Hamburg steak is not a
steak at all, but a mince of beef mould-
ed in flat balls, which are either fried
or boiled, but must in any case be kept
rare. It is an acceptable way in which
tc dispose of the tough end of a porter-
house steak, which should never be al-
lowed te come on the table with the
rest of the steak, but should be either
minced for Hamburg balls or used ina
stew. Toseasona Iound and a half of
Hamburg steak add a teaspoonful of
onion juice, a liberal teaspoonful of salt
and a saltspoonful of pepper. The meat
moust be minced as fine as sausage meat,
and there should be neither fat mor
sinews with it. A ohopped onion minced
very fine or & good-sized shallot may
take the place of the onion juice. The
minced beef may now be moulded into
iittle/cakes and broiled, or, if you pre-
fer, / dipped into the yolk of egg and
bread crumbs, and fried brown. This
will keep it rare in the center, as it
should be. Indeed, a Hamburg streak
is sometimes served at gentlemen’s sup-
pers withous cooking. It must then be
made of the tenderest meat and garnish-
ed with anchovies, capers and parsley,
and highly seasoned. This practice of
eating raw beef, however,'is not. com-
mended now by physicians as it fprmer-
ly was, when mothers often gave little
children well-seasoned, scraped beef as
a tonic.—New York Tribune.
