He put bis 
part of the compact into execution with 
the greatest coolues.i, precision and 
thoroughness. Hendershott had planned 
to take a human life, and although he 
may only be convicted as an accessory 
before the fact, there are those why be­
lieve he also was in the woods at 
time, notwithstanding his sworn state­
ment that he 
early in the day. E. Warded, on whose 
farm deceased met hie death, says that 
he was working in a field about noon 
on Friday and saw two men going to­
wards the woods, one of whom he iden­
tified as Welter, but the other, he 
almost positive, was not the deceased, 
W. H. Henderehott. Welter, in his evi­
dence at the inquest, swore that he aud 
deceased left John Hendershott’s house 
for the woods about 12 o’clock, aud 
that they did not see or meet any person 
on their way there, although they hud 
to pass two blacksmith shops, and with- 
rii a few yards of several tenanted houses. 
Mrs. Smuck also says that she saw two 
men running away from the tree just as 
it fell.

Science Nates.
India rubber is recovered from shoes 

by treating with dilute sulphuric acid 
and afterward steaming the finely 
ground product under a pressure of six 
atmospheres. The steaming process 
seems to effect a devulcanization by 
oxidation.

The records of Massachusetts are 
written in an official ink. The ink is 
made of the best galls, sulphate of iron 
and gum, the sulphate of iron not to ex­
ceed one-third ot the weight of the galls.

Proposal That the National Banks Be Not 
Compelled to Reorganise.

Washington, Dec. 21.—Two vefy i!m- 
portant features make their appearance 
for the first time in the substitute cur­
rency bill as agreed upon by the De­
mocratic caucult. The main one will 
have the effect of allowing the National 
Banking feystem to run along without an 
arbitrary provision that banks must or­
ganize under the new system. The ori­
ginal Carlisle bill contemplated that 
all National banks must reorganize under 
the new plan. This would have required 
them to surrender the Government bonds 
which now constitute the basis of their 
'‘circulation. But the substitute doeh 
away with this imperative change. If 
national batiks wish to continue to hold 
their United States bonds and issue cir­
culation thereon, they may 
felt that they will soon discover the ad­
vantages of the new system and will 
therefore adopt it voluntarily. But the 
option will be given to them to judge for 
themselves, and if thcly wish they may 
continue as National banks. The othev 
important feature of the substitute is 
that it does away with the unknown lia­
bility of the barks to guarantee the notes 
of all other banks. This feature of the 
original bill has been much criticised. It 
contemplated that if a National bank 
failed Its notes would be paid out of its 
assets and the general safety fund made 
up by all the banks; but if the' assets and 
safety fund were insufficient to pay the 
notes bf the failed bank, then the Con­
troller «of the Currency was to make' a 
pro-rata assessment on all the bantis of 
the country.

Editor World : We frequently 
ported “Death by gas poisoning, man in­
sensible, room full of gas, tap ojten, no 
inquest as it way evident the fool blew 
dut the gas." As the man can say. noth­
ing there is no denial. Now, sir, I am 
one 'of those who do not believe these, 
stories cf blowing out the gas and here 
arc three cases reported within tqn days, 
and the three men all deny they blew out 
the gas. In one case it was proved the 
man tell asleep leaving the gas burning. 
It was turned off at the meter and turn­
ed on again while still asieep. Why not 
the same with the other two cases ? it 
may safely be said iu three cases out of 
four of gas poisoning the causes are de­
fective taps which have no stop. The 
same movement of the hand turns the 
gas off and ou again. How many people 
know this great danger Î The turning off 
the gas at the meter to save and turning 
it on again by the caity morning em­
ploye will account for many a death. 
How few are aware of the very great 
danger of leaving their gas burning? 
Let ihe advise all who find the gas tap' 
wanting a stop always to try it with a 
match a couple, of times to make sure 
and on no account to neglect to warn 
the proprietor.

Owing to the cast-iron rules of the 
Coroner’s Act rarely is an inquest -held. 
Nothing is found out and the deaths go 
on. I have twice addressed Sir Oliver 
Mowat on this matter, giving him evi- 
fleure-as ta the reason of death fromtboth 
causes, and suggesting that the act 
(Should be so amended as to compel an 
inquest on every death from gas poison­
ing. There is an inquest on every vaga­
bond who dies in the Central or in the 
jail, why not on every respectable man 
dying from gas to an hotel or private 
house and a strict inquiry into the case 
of every one who has bad an escape—as 
thebe three men had ? It see£n to me if 
it can be proved that the gas fixtures 
were defective or ga* was turned off 
n,nd on the partied injured could ob­
tain high damages in a court of law, and 
if death took place the proprietor of the 
hotel could be indicted for manslaughter. 
Two or three convictions would lessen 
the deaths amazingly.

While she lived at Malmaison she pre­
sented it to Abbe Blanchard, and he in 
torn gave it to his niece, Marie Fectig, 
of Strassburg. This watch, which was 
purchased at the Fectig sale in Strass­
burg in 1879, occupies the center of a 
black enamel and gold cross and is de­
corated with the figure of a kneeling 
angel and heads of saints.

A New York electrotyping firm is said 
to have hit upon the idea of electro­
typing articles of apparel which it is 
desired to preserve as mementoes. A 
baby’s first shoes, for example, may be 
preserved indefinitely in metal. We 
might give other instances, but, al­
though we should be sorry to discourage 
the firm, so far as our experience goes 
mementoes do not generally take the 
form of wearing apparel. Such things 
as Tommy’s first trousers and Johnny’s 
first “top” hat would scarcely make 
good souvenirs.

More women than men voted at the 
recent election in Colorado, and they 
cast a larger percentage of their regis­
tered vote than the men.

Sick Man.At Piisaat One Is as Enormous Chignon 
and the Other le a Cane,

“There are two fashions very largely, 
almost universally, affected by English­
women just now that I don’t think will 
be copied over hero, even by the most 
pronounced faddist, 1 remarked a wo­
man just back from a long stay in Eng­
land. “They are the chignon and the 
walking cane.

“The fashionable coiffure is hideous, 
nay, revolting, and I nm sorry to sav it 
is Affected by about eight in ten Eng­
lish women. It is simply a return to the 
most extreme style of too old chignon, 
an immense wad of hair, or imitation 
of one, stuck straight out from the back 
of the head. In its, extreme develop­
ment it Is often fully as large as the 
head which it disfigures. Sometimes 
you see a woman who alms to be ultra- 
fashionable wearing two of these mon­
strosities, one atop of the other, and 
maybe a little sailor hat perched atop 
of tne wad, but not covering her head 
at all. The only improvement over the 
old chignon is that the present one is a 
hair-covered wire frame instead of a 
swab of hair. The vulgar people call it 
a ‘bun.’ In a trip around the Conti­
nent I didn't see a single bun, except 
on traveling Englishwomen. It is pure­
ly English; and likely to remain so.

“The inevitable accompaniment of 
the qhlgmon is the walking cane, and it 
was to me the oddest thing in the world 
when I arrived at England in the spring 
to see every woman walking with a 
regular man’s cane. The heavy fash­
ionables carry heavy canes, just as our 
iChollies' do. -I travelled all round Eng­
land, to all the big 
tollable watering places, and every­
where the cane was most conspicuous.

“But there's a reason for the cane, 
and, absurd as it is, it’s a point for the 
cane above the chignon, for the latter is 
without any excuse whatever. Queen 
Victoria is compelled to use a walking 
cane whenever she moves about, and it 
is in compliment to her Majesty, or from 

y aping of royalty, which you like, 
the English woman carries a cane. 

You remember, of course, the ‘Alex­
andra limp.’ which nearly every English 
woman affected some ‘years ago, and 
which had its origin in a lameness of 
the Princess of Wales. It is in just 
such ways that many of the fashionable 
absurdities of Europe originate. But 
Heaven for fend us "from the chignon 
and the cane. ’’—New York Sun.

any kind would be confusing if we eed: 
to work t4 make up a elate, 
matter whit selection might be made 
the elate would contain a council not 
above the average in capacity of any 
we have had in recent years, 
of the promises of the association it 
looks as it ,we are destined to have again 
the same old mediocre council. Our 
representatives will be men who like to 
bear themselves talk, who imagine that 
fluency of gab is the great aldermanic 
requisite. What is rather wanted is 
men who do not make a profession of 
talking, but who bring into play good 
judgment in the decision ol the matters 
brought before them.

What we especially should aim at in 
reforming the council is to get rid oi 
the itch for talking, and substitute an 
ability to transact business. Instead of 
being a chamber where men air their 
eloquence, the council should be like a 
board of directors who talk over mat­
ters in a businesslike way, and decide 
•very question that comes before them 
on its merits as a matter of business, 
and without any reference whatever to 
the effect that their actions may have 
either upon the listeners in the audi­
ence chamber or upon the citizens at 
large.

For several years back there has been a 
movement to get a business man’s coun­
cil, but so far no success has been 
achieved in that direction. If ever an 
opportunity presented itself for electing 
each a council, that opportunity is 
With us to-day. We venture to say that 
four-fifths of the citizens would approve 
of a council composed of twenty-four of 
the lneu mentioned in “Citizen’s” letter. 
The opportunity presented to-day may 
never occur again, if the city is ever 
to bo blessed, with a council in which the 
people will have confidence, action must 
be taken immediately. The XVorld earn­
estly hopes that “Citizen’s” letter will 
have the effect of causing our leading 
citizens to reflect earnestly upon the 
situation. We trust that some of those 
mentioned in his list or that he himself 
will issue an invitation to every one of 
these gentlemen to assemble at some 
point to-day or on Monday, for tha pur­
pose of selecting a sufficient number of 
names to form a new council. One year’s 
government of the city by men of this 
stamp would have a wondrerfol effect in 
Restoring that confidence which is now 
SO sadly wanting in the administration 
of the affairs of the city.

Mr. Bowell, more than some of hie col­
leagues, has been a staunch and consis­
tent upholder of the National Policy.

Giza Museum perhaps the mos. ...» b- ■ 
able are two squads of soldiers lion, 
sixth dynasty tomb at Assiut, which 
have been found since last winter.

squad consists of 40 figures, 
fixed to a wooden board in rows of tour 
and ihown in the act of marching. 
The first one is composed of men of a 
brown complexion, presumably Egyp­
tians, with thick heads of hair fastened 
back with the usual band, which is tied 
behind. The figures are of wood, and 
are about 18 inches high, the whole 
squad being well sized, and 
few men below the general 
They are clad in a loin cloth, white or 
yellowish in color, reaching rather 
more than half way to the knee, while 
their equipment consists of spear and 
shield. The spears are about the 
height of the men themselves, and are 
carried vertically, with the butts at the 
level of the knee. The heads are of 
bronze, and make up about one-sixth 
of the total length of the spear, be­
coming very broad where they meat 
the shaft, like the large spears of the 
Baggara Arabs of to-day. The shields, 
which are about eight inches from top 
to bottom have a square base, and come 
to a point at the top. Inside there is a 
wooden batten across them at the part 
where the shH',° begins to narrow which 
serves to ca»- by. All the shields 
are peinte*’ h rude splotches Ot color 
or Irregular mottling, while some dhow 
a zigzag pattern of lines, or even diag­
onal bands, almost calling to mind the 
bars of heraldic shields, but so far as the 
position of the soldiers bearing these 
in the squad goes nothing tends to 
show that they had any distinguishing 
value. jra

The second squad are -skinned 
and their hair similiarly ■Bsed and 
tied back, while their clotlBng consists 
of n very scantv loin cloth of a red or 
yellow color, and some few also wear 
necklaces and armlets. They are arm­
ed with bows and arrows onlv, each 
man carrying four arrows in his right 
hand and a bow fn his left. These ar­
rows are tipped with flint, which is shap­
ed to a chisel-like edge, and not to a 
sharp point.

The race distinction between the two 
squads is very marked, bv a difference 
not only in complexion, but in size ; for 
the black soldiers are at least half a 
head shorter, and have, besides, a much 
larger proportion of small men in their 
ranks. The Egyptian squad is closely 
“locked up," which contrasts strongly 
with the much looser formation in which 
tho black troops are marching ; and 
though this may be partly due to the 
fact that the blacks are armed with the 
bow instead of the shield and spear, still 
tho impression which one gets is that 
tliev represent the irregular forces 
ratfier than the regular drilled bodies to 
which the other squad seems to belong.

An extremely fine model of a boat 
comes from a twelfth dynasty tomb. It 
is five feet long and about 15 inches 
broad. It is fully decked over, and the 
after part of the deck is occupied by a 
two-roomed cabin, which takes up 
rather more than half the whole deck 
space. Each room has a wooden door, 
on which is drawn a portrait of the 
owner of the tomb, with his titles ; in 
the forward cabin five figures are seated 
and two standing, one of whom is in the 
how with a punting or sounding pole. 
Tiie cabins are roofed over witli lient 
wooden rafters, neatly fitted together. 
The mast is stepped in a hole in the 
deck and supported by a wooden box, 
which is strengthened ov three wooden 
struts to keep it firm.—The Athameum.

The vast majority of people are ab­

solutely wrong on the subject of feed- 
tliey think that rich and luxurious 

people, feeding- on the richest and most 
luxurious foods, are the most fortunate 
and healthy people. I assure you it is 
just the reverse. I am tho director of 
an insurance company, and am obliged 
to oftitn form an estimate of the com­
mercial value of life ; if, then, two poi­
sons of the same age and constitutional 
build come for calculation as to the 
monetary value of their future lives, 
aud if one be rich and luxurious, and 

other bo competent and frugal, 
frugal even to abstemiousness, I would 
value the life of the frugal person as 20 
per cent, at least better than that of the 
rich and luxurious person.

Dives dies in plenty, Lazarus in pov­
erty. Do not die like Lazarus if you 
can help it, and do not die like Dives if 
you have the opportunity ; but find1 the 
happy condition, easy enough to find if 
you determine to learn how on least 
food you can do tho most and best work. 
Never cat until you are satiated ; never 
cat in the day ono heavy meal, but 
divide our food into three light meals, 
equally distributed as to time and quan­
tity ; cat slowly, take small mouthfuls, 
masticate, or chew, your food well ; 
touch your food with your fingers as lit­
tle as possible ; do not cry out for ani­
mal food more than twice n day nt 
most : have all animal lood well cooked, 
and do not forget fruit as food.

In Queen Elizabeth’s time tho orange, 
the golden fruit of the Heaperides, 
might find its way to the Queen’s table; 
but such fruit was indeed scarce. Joints 
of meat were cut up witli the frill of 
paper round the end of the joint to hold 
bv, forks being unknown, and her 
loyal subjects, a short-lived race, know­
ing little how to make the most of lift) 
in the matter of feeding and drinking, 
suffered from diseases which were of the 
most avoidable as wall as objectionable 
character. Wo, fortunately, live in a 
different reign : we have fruit galoie, 
and have clean forks instead ot dirty 
fingers to raise our food witli. two ad­
vantages equally sweet and wholesome, 
though so different In kind.—Sir B. W.

The Czar was an intensely human 
man, lovable, simple and true. Never 
was there a more loyal heart or a more 
honest soul. I have never met any one 
who impressed mo more completely with 
a sense of absolute trust. He was" not a 
brilliant talker. He was slow, reserved 
and sparing in his words. But he—as 

Chamberlain used to say of the 
Duke of Devonshire when they were 
colleagues in Mr. Gladstone’s Cabinet— 
ho always put his point clearly and he 
alwaysjiit the nail square on the head. 
Whence was puzzled he said so. He 
did not pretend. He was emphatically 
not a viewy man.

No one could have been a greater 
contrast to the German Emperor, with 
his rapid trout-like mind, darting 
hither and thither with a velocity 
born of mere restlessness. He was slow 
but sure, with much of the solidity 
and not a little of the sagacity of the 
elephant. He had a positive distaste 
for the speculations that fascinate many 
men. “Why talk about such things?’’ 
he would say. “There is no question 
of that now.” Sufficient unto him was 
the evil day and the evil thereof and it 
was with the ^utmost difficulty I persuad­
ed him to discuss the ultimate owner­
ship of the Straits of the Bosphorous and 
the Dardanelles.

One thing, and only one thing, in the 
future interested him keenly, and that 
was the questian as to who "would suc­
ceed Mr. Gladstone. He did not like It 
much when I mentioned Lord Rose­
bery, as the Czar remarked was always 
with Herbert Bismarck. His nominee 
for the liberal leadership was thê Duke 
of Devonshire and I can never forget 
how anxious the Czar was that the 
Irish question might be settled in time 
for the Duke, then Lord Hartington to 
succeed Mr. Gladstone as leader of the 
liberal party. He had met Lord Hart­
ington in London and liked him, which 
is not surprising, for there was much 
resemblance between the character of 
the two men.

Coming down in the last century we 
have the story on the blush on Charlotte 
Corday's cheek when the severed head 
was brutally slapped by the hand of the 
executioneer. According to Carlyle, 
however, the blush was caused by the 
removal of her fichu for the better dis­
posal of her head beneath the knife.and 
the consequent .exposure of her neck 
and bosom. The blush still remained 
when the head was lifted tor the public 
view, and even with the distortion of 
the death agony upon it was still so 
beautiful that the young Deputy,Adam 
Lux, of Mayence, fell madly in love 
with her. He retired to hiithambers 
to write and print articles declaring her 
greater than Brutus, and these were 
considered of such an incendiary and 
revolutionary character that in a short 
time he followed her to the scaffold. 
Such was the fervor of his passion that 
he mounted the scaffold in haste, declar­
ing that he "died for her with great 
jov.™

In the present century the interesting 
case of apparent sensation and intelli­
gence after execution has been record­
ed bv M. Pettigand as having occurred 

Saigon,in Ananl.where he witnessed 
s execution of several pirates. His 

interest and sympathy were excited by 
the fine physique ahd manly bearing ot 
the leader of the condemned men, who 
manifested no fear and met his death 
with the greatest courage and coolness.

The remarkable experiment recently 

made upon the head of the decapitated 
Abbe Bruneau in France, as related 
recently in The Times, is by no means 
without precedent. It is impossible to 
read much in history without coming 
across curious stories of apparent sensa­
tion and thought after execution ; some 
of them go back to such remote periods 
that they are in general regarded as 
deserving to be placed in a category 
with the wondrous discoveries of Marco

The curious in such matters will find 
that historians relate a remarkable in­
stance ot speech after execution which 
recalls the story of the head of the poet- 
musician, Orpheus, which was said to 
have still murmured the name of his be­
loved Eurydice after it was thrown into 
the waters of Hebrus.

Prince Freder­
ick’s head was the first to fall, and the 
nearer spectators were electrified to 
hear the quivering lips call twice upon 
the Virgin, "Maria, Maria !" Conradin 
was moved by it to forget momentarily 
his own coming death. Lifting the head 
he kissed it tenderly and pressed it to 
his breast, while he deplored aloud that 
the youthful prince—Frederick had not 
yet reached his eighteenth year—should 
have been brought to his death through 
devotion to himself.

Attempts have been made to deter­
mine which of the constituents of tea 
are responsible for the physiological 
effects, both bad and good, attributed to 
its use, but as yet they are far from 
complete. The general conclusions 
come to, however, may be summed up 
as follows :

Tannin, is, of course, well known to 
be a strong astringent, and though used 
medicinally, can hardly be taken in any 
quantity habitually by most people.

If a few finely-powered tea leaves are 
placed on a watch glass, covered with 
a paper cap, and the glass placed 
hot plate, a white vapor slowly rises and 
condenses in the cap in the form of 
colorless needle crystals. These crystals 
are the nitrogenous substance theine, 
the active principle of tea.

The oil, which is supposed to give tea 
its flavor, is of a lemon yellow color, 
and has a strong smell like that of the 
tea plant.

It is undoubtedly the oil which has 
the effect on the nerves, and gave such 
alarming results as these instanced by 
the writers of a hundred years ago, but 
which in smaller quantities helps to 
make tea so refreshing. According to 
some authorities theine has somewhat 
the same effect, but it seems to have 
other qualities as well, and to be more 
truly nutritious. Therefore, what we 
want in the tea we drink is as much 
theine as we can get, a little oil for the 
sake of the flavour, and as little tannin 
as possible.

Now, the theine is dessolved out of ttifi 
leaves much more quickly than the tan­
nin. and thus we see the reason for the 
rapidly-increasing custom of using a per­
forated holder in the teapot in which to 
put the leaves, and removing this after 
a few minutes, or better still, of pour­
ing the infusion off the leaves into an-

In this case blood was 
injected into the arteries, and by means 
of an opening in the skiril it could be 
seen to circulate ; the eyelids opened 
and upon the placing of a light before 
them the pupils of the eyes grew small­
er. Possioly had the experiments been 
made immediately after execution the 
results might have been much more 
curious.

» In the sixteenth century the behead­
ing ot the Queen of Scots gave an in­
stance of apparent sensation after ex­
ecution which seems to be but little 
known, as it to not mentioned by g 
nl historians. In Ellis’ Letters of Eng­
lish History is given a contemporaneous 
account from the Lansdown, M.S, of 
Queen Mary’s- death, which, among

This conspiracy, 
which has always remained one of# the 
unexplained mysteries of history,is'now 
supposed to have been an attempt 
by the Earl ef Gowrie and his brother, 
Alexander Ruthven, to make King 
James a prisoner and get him into the 
power of Elizabeth in order Jo avenge 
the fate of their father, who had betn 
put to death by the council during the 

• King’s minority. Ituthven under a friv­
olous pretext, lured the King, while on 
a hunting expedition, to go with him to 
the mansion of hjs brother in Perth. 
Separating the King from his attend­
ants he made Jin attack upon him, and 
in the melee that ensued between the fol­
lowers of James and those of the Ruth- 
vens both of the brothers were killed ; 
the object of the conspiracy thus re­
mained a mystery. Nine years later, 
however, the notary Sprot, having 
foolishly boasted the possession of 
some letters bearing on the subject;

Some fifty years ago when a house In 
Dean Street,"Soho, was being repai 1, 
on removing a marble chimney piece in 
the front drawing room, four or five 
"visiting” cards were found, one with* 
the name of Isaac Newton on it. The 
names were all written on the backs of 
common playing cards. The house in 
Dean street was the residence of Ho­
garth, or his father-in-law.

.In "Marriage a la Mode” this cele­
brated picture by Hogarth supplies an 
additional proof of playing cards having 
done duty as visiting cards and cards 
of invitation during the middle of the last 
century. There are several lying on the 
floor in the right-hand corner of the pic­
ture. One ie inscribed: "Bount Bassett 
begs to know how Lady Squader slept 
last nite.” Soon after this period some 
particularly ingenious individual hit 
Upon the idea of supplying fantastieally- 
hand-written cards to the “nobility and 
gentry,” and very elaborate and gorge­
ous specimens of stationery and cali- 
graphy these same cards were.

Then the inevitable evolution set in, 
and cards soon developed into respect­
able specimens of the engraver’s art, 
and though various changes took place 
in the shapes and sizes, eventually the 
sensible cards, as used at the present 
day, soon took a hold on the public, and 
the neatest and plainest have remained 
the fashion. But the fantastic and ab­
surd reigned for some considerable 
time, and stationers vied with each 
other as to who could produce the most 
elaborate. The present writer has seen 
some of the earlier cards quite ten 
inches long by siv inches broad, with 
lace bordering.—Notes and Queries.

“tobacco amblvopia” in man is the long 
time which this process of poisoning 
took to blind tho horses The blindness 
often took two years to become com­
plete. It appeared to bo incurable. 
The beasts showed no signs of disease 
elsewhere, a blind mare and a halt 
blind horse being able to go 600 miles at 
easy stages to a veterinary station. 
Thus, as in man, tobacco amblyopia is 
not incompatible with bodily health.

WHOLESALE GROCERS.|ke Is Always In Demand—Some Hints
for Her Consideration.

fa the restaurant, boarding house, 
country hotel and other places where 
the general public is privileged to sat­
isfy the demands of hunger, we have 
waiters. But in our own homes we 
have the waiting maid, whose duty it 
to to look after the dining-room and its 
appointments, and study the comfort of 
the family and guests. A good waiting 
maid is always in demand and at good 
pav, too. By making a careful study 
of Mr duties, handling glass, silver and 
dainty china with as much car» as 
though it were her very owu, making 
terself personally responsible for every­
thing m her charge, a waiting maid 
may make her place very desirable and 
semunerative. She should make her­
self acquainted with the details of ar- 
«angement for an afternoon tea, lunch­
eon or any entertainment where dain­
ties are served. She should know how 
to pack a luncheon for traveling, and 
Arrange in a neat and appetizing man­
ner a picnic basket.

Carving is another essential qualifi­
cation in a waiting maid, in case she is 
called upon in an emergency. While it 
is much more homelike and social for 
the head of the house to do the carving, 
mad, too, it is quite the correct thing, 
«till there are times when a deviation 
Srom this order of things must be, ac.d 
this duty must fall to some one else. 
Being almost an art in itself the value 
ef the maid who can carve evenly and 
-without the unappetizing ragged edges, 
is appreciated and prized.

Neatness is an attribute indispensable 
*nd one that tells its own tale, and 
ehould be observed in the dining-room 
.above all other places. Plain, neat 
«lotbÉag should be worn. The hair 
■hould be arranged as plainly as pos­
sible. A maid should always be well 
capped and aproned, and her shoes 
should be such as to render her walking 
as near noiseless as possible. A few 
galas essential to one who has the care 
ef the dining-room are given :

A waiting maid should not make her 
j appearance in the dining-room until 
Itïar the guests are seated.

Napkins should always be folded as 
shnpiy as possible. Fanciful shapes 
Buggest the hotel and restaurant.

Always place tumblers to the right 
«rnd All only three-quarters full.

In setting the table the tines of the 
Cork should be turned up and the sharp 
ledge ef the knife blade toward the 
Mate, placing the fork next the plate.

Place the cup containing coffee at the 
eight of each person; offer sugar and 
iueam at the left.

Always in offering anything to a 
wrest go to the left, allowing the person 
Served to use the right hand.

Any dish from which a person helps 
febaself must be offered at the left. 
•Those from which the maid serves must 
lm placed at the right.

Everything relating to one course 
Cuust bt removed before serving an­
other course.

Always go to the right of-each per­
son to remove the dishes.

The waiting maid must be responsi­
ble for the proper heating of dishes he­
ure they are brought to the table.

Except in case of accident which she 
cannot remedy a maid should never 
■peak to the hostess, who should be 
gjofired upon as a guest at her own table 
lor the time being, and treated accord-

Jk^naid who is watchful will never 
permit one guest to help another in the 
passing of food,

Avoid all appearance of haste 
though one must move quickly in order 
lo accomplish all there is to be done.—

According to The Railway Review, 

Chicago, the natural gas-fiohh of Ohio 
are giving out. In the Marion town­
ship field, east of Findlay, where"a few 
years ago the great Thornton well fur­
nished enough gaj to supply Tiffin, 
twenty-eight miles away, th • pressure 
has gradually fallen until the two best 
wells—the Ross and the Sparks—show a 
pressure of only nine pounds, and the 
gas is unable to' propel itself along the 
mains which lend to the city. An even 
more deplorable condition exists in the 
great Stuartsville 
city four miles. Here was the centre of 
the great Ohio gas-field. For years this 
territory was used to supply Findlay, 
Toledo," Detroit, Sandusky, Fremont 
and other cities. Now the pumping" 
stations of great corporations are at 
work sucking air and trying to keep up 
a semblance of furnishing gas. During 
the mild weather there is an abund­
ance of gas for domestic consumption, 
and during the past summer the factor­
ies have been supplied ; but when the 
first frosty morning came down went 
the blaze in every stove. People are 
reluctantly going ' back to the use of 
coal and wood, and the fuel-dealers and 
stovemen are driven to keep up with 
the demands made upon them.

American Bird* In Ireland.
Mr. J. R. Sheridan reports to The 

Zoologist his capture of an American 
goldfinch on Achill Island. County 
Mayo, Ireland. He believed that it 
had crossed the ocean on the wing, and 
says : "I am convinced that many of 
the North American migrants visit our 
bold headlands, from the fact that I 
have observed and secured many of 
them in Achill.” The editor of The 
Zoologist, however, frdm examination 
of the nirds, especially from the worn 
appearance of the wing and tail- 
feathers, thinks that it had escaped 
from captivity, and probably had cross­
ed the ocean in some vessel.
