ffeeed in our hands some (to us) valuable 
historical and other documente connected 
with the early settlement of the Oounty. 
Among these were s—

1. A journal or diary by the late Bben- 
r Fetch, the common ancestor of the

people bearing that name. Although many 
*f the events jetted down in this diary do 
not possess any special historical value, 
many of them have reference to persons 
fend things of very considerable interest 
for instance many references are made in 
the Sunday notices, of Asarola Morse, the' 
Congregational minister in Granville during 
1777, and of Henry AlUne, the evangelist of 
that period. The writer was a land sur­
veyor, farmer and oordwainer, and resided 
hi what la now known as Berrtville. He was 
Ebenezer Fetch, jr., whose father was 
still pllve in 1776, a fact not before ascer­
tained by tts, and he had a son Kbeneser, 
Who was born in 1764, and appears, from a 
memorandum In the diary, to have been 
the first born. Daniel, who was bom in 
1776, built the houee now occupied by 
Mias Bath is Bent His daughters, Esther 
<nd Annie, were boro in 1769 and 1771 re­
spectively. John, Samuel and Silence were 
subsequently born. The references to con­
temporaneous farmers and neighbors are 
gumy, and more or lees valuable. We may 
have ootitekm to refer to this document

2. A manuscript volume of Memoirs,, 
being the twentieth of a series bearing that 
title. The volume before us was commenc­
ed May 18th, 1776, and is written In a fair 
round hand that would put to shame 
«scripts written in this ago. It consista

* ohisfly of a record of his private prayers 
np to Nov. 17th, of the year named. As it 
was the custom In those far aw*y days to 
carry personal matters and events to the 
foot of the divine throne, many facts of groat 
interest have thus been preserved for the 
benefit of the present generation. No name 
of authorship appears on the title page, but 
from the contenta we have discovered that 
ft is Aie work of Handley Chipmsn, the 
common ancestor of the Chipman families 
of Cornwallis, Pietou, Yarmouth, and of 
this county. The following extract from 
one of his prayers, written on Sunday, 
Aug. 18th, 1776, gave the first clue to the 
authorship :—“As Thou, heavenly Father, 
had so overruled in the course of thy holy 
and wise providence that my eon John is 

/ chosen representative of this town to the 
General Assembly, O so order it that it 
may iw in mercy to him and not in judg­
ment, neither to him nor to this people, 
but help him I pray to look to Thee to en­
able him to know bis duty, and to do it 
faithfully, not only in this public station 
but in that of Justice of the Peace. Lord 
Thou knoweet what a critical situation at 
this time it is to walk in the station he is put 
In, so as to keep a good conscience and the 
good will of the most leading men here in 
this province." The reference in the latter 
part of this extract is to events then tak­
ing place in the older colonies, and it is 
possible that news had reached the settle­
ments of the declaration of Independence 
made in the early days of the preceding 
eionth, and it seem# to prove that the 
people here -we, up to that time, undecided 
whether to go into revolt or not. But this 
question settled Itself not many months 
after by the defeat of the attack on Cum­
berland, and from the time that event be­
came know* in the settlements in Yarmouth, 
Annapolis, Queens, Kings and Hants, they 
felt their best interests would be served by 
remaining under the protection of the 
Crown, the cause of the loyalists being sec­
ured beyond doubt in this province. Our 
space has been exhausted for this week, 
but we shall resume the subject next 
week.

Now we oome into Lunenburg County, 
and to New Germany, 16 miles front Bridge- 
water ; there is another Urge-seised sta­
tion, because this is the centre of a Urge 
thriving district, that only needed an out­
let by railway to give it a start Four 
miles further south we paw through the 
pretty village of Rlversdale, where a sta­
tion—quite as pretty as the place itself, 
has been completed. We crow here an­
other steel bridge of 80 fwt span, anil on 
to Bridgewater. Here we were surprised 
by the buildings erected. First, the pas­
senger station, a Urge, handsomely de- 

ngs, which re- «igned building, the lower story of stone, 
lie halter is at end above large, well-lighted offices for the

Ho was a son of the late Aaa and Mary 
Whitman, of this place. He went to Elle- 
worth, Me., in November, 1881, where he 
remained two years and a half, following 
the lumbering buaineee, and being indus­
trious, aober and frugal, he waa able during 
that time to send home to bin relatives 
about <800. After a abort viait to hie old 
home he again eqgMed, in business, this 
time in Skowhegaq,.Me., where he followed 
the occupation of à atone mason and black- 

In December 1888 he disposed 
his property at Ingliaville to his brother 
George, and bought a blacksmith’s stand in 
Skowhegan, where by at riot attention to 
buxiutys, and honesty in bin dealings he 
w/ui enabled to build up a lucrative trade, 
so that bin widow and orphaned boys will 
not be left without support. He married 
Mary J. lietterson, pf Monoton, N. B., by 
whom ho had two sfitall boys. He died of 
typhoid fever and pneumonia, at the age of 
35 years. His remains were encased In a 
copper casket to prevent infection, the 
American law requiring such a course to be 
pursued. Though he did not belong to any 
church he was religiously inclined, and dur­
ing his sickness be found great peace in 
trusting his soul's salvation to a crucified 
aud riseu Saviour. The funeral service 
was held in the Methodist Church, and 
were conducted by Rev. T. C. Hooper. At 
the clone a very consolatory letter from the 
clergyman who visited him bi his illness, 
was read. May God sustain the widow, 
orphans, his aged nfothcr, brothers, sisters, 
and other relatives in their great affliction.

Editor Monitor : — Bern 
farmer, and as yet not having; 
perience, I would like through 
of your valuable paper, to call the atten­
tion of more experienced farmers and 
orchardists to a matter which has occupied 
my attention for some time past. Of late 
years I have noticed several letters to the 
press admonishing the farmers to pick and 
pack their apples carefully, 
bruises, which, of course, has a tendency to 
injure their keeping qualities. Now I will 
endeavor to prove that the farmers are aot 
accountable for all the bruised fruit that 
finds its way into market, especially in 
England. In the present age,|when every­
thing is done in the quickest manner possi­
ble, no intelligent person can deny that 
apples, being shipped, especially for foreign 
markets, arc handled in a way that must 
be highly detrimental to their keeping 
qualities. To follow a barrel of apples, 
leaving the farmer’s hands in perfect con­
dition, and going through the various 
movements necessary in loading from the 
cars to the warehouse, and from thence to 
the steamer, and so on until it reaches the 
hands of the consumer, wonld take too much 
space ; but suffice it to say that every time 
those barrels strike one another, and gener­
ally in the hurry of loading and unloading 
they strike hard, the apples next to the 
place struck must be bruised to a certain 
extent. In shipping, a barrel of apples 
falling a distance of from two to three feet 
from a car or truck is a common occurence. 
Again-, when they are taken from the ware­
house in the spring, having become slack 
through shrinkage, and rolled from the 
upper tier, striking each successive barrel 
until the floor is reached.

I do not maintain that my theory is cor­
rect. I have written my views, earnestly 
hoping that they may he fit for publication, 
and that soino of your readers may agree 
with them.

The Interest Rate.—The Montreal 
Gazette says : The normal rate of interest 
on capital in Great Britain is rapidly ap­
proaching 24 per cent. Mr. Goechcn’s 
scheme for the conversion of the public 
debt fixes that figure for all consols after 
1903, but already an issue of Government 
24 per cent, stock has been made, the mar­
ket price of which is 95, and anticipating 
events the London County council have 
made an issue of stock to the amount of a 
million sterling at the same rate, fixing the 
minimum price of issue at 88. All sound 
securities, domestic, colonial, and foreign, 
will participate in the fall in the rate of in­
terest, and when, a few years hence, the 
outstanding issues of the debt of the Dom­
inion come to lie redeemed, it is quite pro- 
liable they will bo replaced by 24 per cent.

Beans, Fish, Brooms, Brushes,
Loss of the Mary Alice.—Capt. B. 

King has given us a graphic description of 
the Mary Alice, off Quaco beach last week. 
Schooner left Parrsboro on Tuesday the 
12th, coal laden for St. John- On Wed­
nesday morning when about 9 miles from 
Cape Spencer the vessel began to leak and 
they put off for Quaco harbor, which they 
intended to enter at high water. As there 

no wind, they conld not get into the har­
bor, and before the next tide a gale sprang 
up from'the eastward aud as the vessel 
was leaking badly, they were compelled to 
wait until the tide was high to enter the 
harbor, but before they could get in the 
vessel had parted chains. The crew took 
to the boats and landed on the beach leav­
ing the vessel on the rocks where she went 
to pieces in less than half an honr. Tbe 
crew were kindly taken care of by Mr. 
Bradshaw, of Fog whistle, and Mr. Morri­
son, foreman Manganese mines, who took 
them to their house, and assisted them in 
saving what they could of the vessel. 
Capt. King speaks in the highest terms of 
the kindness of the people of Quaco, who 
rendered them all the assistance in their 
power.—Leader.

The West India Service.—The steam­
ships of the line from this port to the West 
Indies will call at St. Kitts, Guadeloupe, 
Martinique, San Lucia, Barbadocs and 
Trinidad, terminating their voyage at Dem- 
arara. Their is no doobt that a large trade 
with these islands and with Demarara can 
be established by means of this line. Last 
year Barbadoes imported $175,000 worth 
of butter, $460,000 worth of flour, $280,000 
worth of fish, $150,000 worth of lumber 
and $190,000 worth of staves. Trinidad 
imported $260,000 worth of fish, $250,000 
worth of leather, $540,000 worth of flour, 
$290,000 worth of lumber and $255,000 
worth of meats. Demarara imported $110,- 
000 worth of butter, $460,000 worth of coal, 
$555,000 worth of flour, $250,000 worth of 
fish, $165,000 worth of lumber and $270;000 
worth of pork. These figures will serve to 
show the extent of the trade in our own 
products that may be done with the West 
Indies when this new line of steampships, 
giving regular and rapid communication, is 
established.—Evening Gazette,

Mr. F. T. Scott,Brazil perhaps thinks it has done a very 
progressive thing in getting rid of an Em­
peror and netting up a republic. Tbe Em­
peror will certainly be none the worse. He 
never wished to impose himself on an un­
willing people, and, had the country really 
expressed a wish, would not have needed 
to be deposed by force. He has been a 
good man, having lived on half of his 
modest income, and given the other half 
to the promotion of education and other 
patriotic objects. He will be a rich man, 
having, it is said, accepted two and a half 
million dollars for his crown and four hun­
dred thousand dollars a year during his 
life. There are probably a good mony 
carious crowns which could be bought ofl 
for less money. Whoever else will be 
pleased the Jesuits are pretty snie to re­
joice. A more dangerous man for them, 
or one more cordially hated by them, did 
not sit on any throne, unless, perhaps, that 
of Italy. The world moves forward clum-i 
aily and not always wisely. As the New 
York Sun says, men progress as fast as 
their stupidity will let them. In no coun­
try have the mass of men yet discovered 
that it is not the firm or the name but the 
nature of the government that is impor­
tant. hh i® remarkable, though easily ex­
plained, that it is the liberal and progress­
ive rulers who are sacrificed in the name of 

e. Alexander II. of 
a couple of millions of 

serfs, and had allowed of much reform in 
political and administrative affairs in Rus­
sia before his assassination. The Emperor 
of Brazil has been deposed most probably 
because of his liberating and liberalizing 
policy. Had the Emperor of Brazil been a 
war lord and head of the army and navy, 
intent only on strengthening his owu 
power, instead of liberating slaves and 
feeding tbe poor, he would still be Emper­
or, though not, perhaps, beloved. The 
revolution in Brazil seems to be one of the 
classes against the masses, In which the 
former have been successful against the 
great, though voiceless and perhaps help­
less, mass of the people.

At the time of the last census the empire, 

Republic of Brazil, had 13,000,000 in­
habitants, the great bulk of whom lived on 
the sea coast. More than half of the popu­
lation lived in the five provinces of Pernam­
buco, Bahia, Minas Geraes, San Paulo, and 
Rio de Janeiro. The capital, Rio de Jan­
eiro, in 1886, had 360,000 
the province, including the city and its 
suburbs, 950,000. The army police and 
navy number about 27,000 officers and men. 
It is said that for years past the monarchy 
in Brazil has only been tolerated out of 
respect for Dom Pedro, and that it might 
have lasted until death but for measures for 
which he himself was responsible, which 
precipitated the result. The apparent 
quiet with which the change has been re­
ceived all over the country, shows that the 
people were ripe for it, but at the same 
time the fact that the revolution proved 
such a pacific affair is due to the wise and 

riotic sentiments of the emperor. A 
ruler of a different calibre might easily have 
provoked a struggle that would have del­
uged the empire with blood. If the Brazil­
ians wanted a republic, they showed a re­
markable lack of good judgment in not 
making Dom Pedro their first president.

In the course of bis speech at the Vic­
toria banquet in his honor, the Governor- 
General remarked that last year the Do­
minion floated a loan on the market at the 
same rate as the securities of tho Imperial 
Government. Many of the cities of Can­
ada to-day, he said, oould go into the 
money market, where no sentiment exists, 
and float their loans on equally favorable 
terms with many of the old world cities 
of far greater age and size. This would 
show that the progress o£ the Dominion 
was the result of solid growth, of which 
Canadians should properly feel proud.

His Excellency advised his hearers not 
to listen to the representations of those 
who said that the Dominion was not mak­
ing edbstantlal progress. He did not go 
beyond the lino which he cannot constitu­
tionally crots when he tendered this ad­
vice to his entertainers at Victoria. Hr. 
had just completed a journey of three 
thousand miles across the continent, and 

ned some idea of the vast extent of 
minion, while the facts placed be­

fore him at each place he visited during 
his travels contained in themselves the 
most convincing proof of the advancement 
which had been made during the last few 
years.

As to the financial and general standing 
of the Dominion, there never was a period 
in the history of the country when it stood 
so high, and in referring to this gratifying 
condition of things of Victoria, the Gov­
ernor-General did no more than might have 
been expected of one tilling the di.tin- 
guishud position of representative of Her 
Majesty in one of the most important and 
most prosperous portions of tho British 
Empire, in whose progress he naturally 
feels Interested.—Qihuoa Citizen.

AT least it 
seems so, says the St. Paul Globe. Some­
thing new is constantly being invented, 
and if things continue the same way for 
another century, nothing will be impossible, 
and it will not l>e necessary for people to 
work at all, simply sit and see some 
mechanical contrivance perform every func­
tion in the labor work. However, for in­
ventions and discoveries it is safe to say 
that a St. Paul man carries off the palm. 
His name is August Boorfried, and he is a 
Hungarian, about forty-nine years of age. 
He has lived in comparative poverty on the 
West side for several years, earning a poor 
living at hie trade as a stonemason ; but, if 
his new discovery proves a success, of which 
there is no doubt, he will count his wealth 
by the million. The discovery is this : By 
a combination of chemicals, the nature of 
which he refuses to disclose, he has dis­
covered a liquid which will dissolve stone 
with incredible rapidity. The dissolution 
is not the crumbling kind of disintegration 
occasioned by treating marble with sul­
phuric acid, but a complete tranformation 
from solid to liquid.

Marble and granite, lime and sandstone, 
are alike dissolved by the mere submerg­
ence in a vat filled with a dissolving liquor. 
No matter what kind or how hard the stone 
is, the effect is the same. What is the 
strangest part of it is that the stone, after 
being dissolved, forms into a sort of syrup 
substance, which can be applied to any­
thing having a stone or glass surface, with 
a brush, and immediately hardens, so that 
to make an impression on it even with a 
chisel is almost an impossibility. By apply­
ing some other chemical Boorfried has dis­
covered that the liquid thickens into a 
heavy mass, which can be run into molds 
and baked like bricks. After it has l>een 
subjected to the heat for a certain length 
of time it becomes harder than flint, and 
almost as glass, and by polishing it assumes 
a brilliant lustre.

If I place the dust-pan at the head of 
the stairs, and later, trip over it and fall 
down the whole flight, fa it not a probabil­
ity realized instead of an accident. But if 
I place the dust-pan at the head of the 
stairs and somebody else falls down, that fa 
an accident as far as that person is con­
cerned, and I am criminally culpable. The 
person who fell had no reason to look out 
for such an obstacle to hfa safety, because 
the head of the stairs was not the place for 
the pan, but if the person knew he was in 
the house of a notoriously careless house­
wife, then hfa accident is partly hfa own 
fault, because, knowing what he did, he 
should have looked out for obstacles of the 
sort in just the most dangerous places, and 
thus saved himself a fall down stairs. 
There’s nothing like thinking, indeed, one 
cannot get through this world without a 
great deal of thinking. ‘ Didn't think ’ has 
done a good deal of mischief in its time !

The serious 
allegation fa made that many of the bosses 
treat their help with great harshness, and 
Impose certain rules and regulations which 
smack of the most abject servitude ; in 
fact, the place fa conducted on lines closely 
resembling those observed in the manage­
ment of a state prison.

There fa another class of bosses whose 
practices closely resemble indictable of­
fences. It fa charged that they deliberately 
swindle their help from week to week. 
They employ a new set of hands every 
Monday morning, the old ones being dis­
charged the Saturday night previous. 
These latter are informed when the week 
fa up that their employer has no money ; 
that he fa sorry, but it is impossible for 
him to pay them. When the girls realize 
that they are to be sent away without a 
penny their feelings can be better imagined 
than described. Is there not some legal 
procedure that will compel the payment of 
these wages ? may be asked. The statues 
cover cases of this kind, but the wily boss 
circumvents their operation. If an attach­
ment fa placed on the fittings of his shop, 
the claimant finds that a mortgage rests 
upon them for their full value. Under the 
circumstances the girls are helpless, and 
made still poorer to the extent of what 
they have paid for legal advice.

How is it possible for these dishonest 
contractors to gél a new set of hands every 
week ? By advertising in the papers that 
girls are wanted to work or coats, panta­
loons and vests, to whom steady employ­
ment and good wages will be given, The. 
next morning finds a whole army of females 
clamoring for employment. The market

They abandon the quiet of their village 
homes for the great, heartless city, be­
lieving that life here has no shadows. After 
once getting here they dislike to go back, 
and accept pauperizing wages rather than 
return to their friends.

There arc 5,000 girls in the city of Boston 
who work on ready-made clothing, and 
there are now more than 100 shops devoted 
to its manufacture. Girls who do not live 
with their parents generally have a chum. 
They hire a room in some cheap locality 
and share in the rent. Sometimes the 
apartment fa an attic, without heat or any 
of the improvements which add so largely 
to the comfort of life. By the dim, yellow 
light of a kerosene lamp they fashion their 
own garments and make the necessary re­
pairs on their old ones. The rooms are 
sometimes fitted with oil stoves, for girls 
doing their own cooking, while one day in 
the week they are privileged to use the 
laundry.

What becomes of the girls who are turn­
ed off without their wages as instanced 
above ! The answer, in many cases, «pain­
fully apparent on the busy thoroughfares, 
in the evening. To reform all thin injustice 
is the object of this well-organized and 
powerful labor union.
