Gold Mining in Nova Scotia.

Speaking of gold mining in Nava Scotia
to day, compared with the past, the Mari-
time Mining Record says satisfactory devel-
opments have been made within the past
tive years. Of the gold industry of the sixs
ties it may be eaid it was a speculative busi-
ness, and while yet it may have its elusive
tendencies yet surely it may be said that it
is now a legitimate business bereft of its
speculative features. The gold business is
settling down to hard pan. It is being re-
alized that it must, to be succeseful, be con-
ducted on business principles. It is not now

| s0o much a matter of a lacky strike, as of
| ‘mining economically, using the best machiz -
ery and lots cf it, and employing new ard
improved methods, all combined with prac-
tical management. If it cannot be said that
the outpaut of gold has. increased, it can be
| shown that the output of quartz has more
| than doubled—and it is here that we exper-
| ience satisfaction. Not as in 1867 or 1868
| are mines to be abandoned that do not yield
| an ounce to the ton, but more machincry is
to be utilized and more stamps employed,
so that from the larger quantity of quariz
crushed a paying quantity of gold may be
| obtained. It is now locked upon as a set-
tled fact that the future of our gold indusiry
depends on big crushings of low, or middling
low grade quartz, rather than in moderate
crushiogs of high yielding quariz. Itisnow
recognized that it. may not be possible to se-
cure leads yiclding from oune to three ounces
per ton, us in the early years of the indus-
i try, but it is being recognized more and
more every day that, with proper methods

| of mining, with compreesors, ‘air drills and
| modern appliances for saving fine gold, it is
| possible to make quartz pay for working
| which would have been considered next to
worthless thirty years ago. A glauce over
the miues record furnishes interesting in-
formation on this point. If we take the
Sherbrooke district for 1897 it is found that
the average yield of gold per ton.of quartz
crushed was 10 oz 6 dwt. ; coming down
to 1897 it is found that the yield was less
than 7 dwt. By a comparison of all the
mines working in 1867, with all working in
1896, we find that in the former year over
27,500 ounces of gold were obtained from
32,000 tons of quarte ; while in 1897 in order
to obtain a yield of 26,500 ounces, no fewer
than 79,500 tons of quarts were crushed.
The yield of gold per ton crushed in 1867
averaged say 17 dwts. to the ton; while in
1897 it had fallen to less than 7 dwts. The
Stormont district, which is the largest prc-
ducer, having contributed nearly a fourth
of the entire gold produced, gave a yield of
4} dwts. to the ton. Taking the four larg-
est districts returning more than half of the
gold yield, we find the average of gold to the
ton to be about 5} dwts. And small, com-
ively, as the yield per ton now appears

(Quebec delegates from the State of Maine,
who visited Lake St. John last week to spy
ont the land, have selected a tract on the
Peribonca river as the site of a new parish
which they propose to found and which is to
be called Houfleur.

It is estimated that thirty five hundred
extra men will be required to assist in har-
vesting Manitoba's big crop. Some grain
crop experts estimate that Manitoba will
produce this year between fifty ard sixty
million bushels of grain.

While workmen were engaged in boring
an artesian well at Clifton Heights, Salem,
Mass., last week, the drill struck on a small
deposit of gold, fragments of which came to
the surface on the drill head from a depth of
one hundred and fifty feet.

A rich strike of gold hus been discovered
in Northern British Columbia, which has
caused stampedes from Dyea and Skaguay
and all points along the trail to which news
of the discovery has spread.

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A WURLD WIDE PEACE

Proposed by the Czar ol iussia, Who Invites
the Powers to a Confeivnce.

St. PETERSBURG, Aug. 28.— DBy order of
the Emperor Nicholas, Count Muravieff,
the foreign mianister, on the 24th inst. hand-
ed to the foreign diplomats at St. Peters-
burg a note declaring that the maintenance
of peace and the reduction of the excessive
armaments now crushing all nations is the
ideal for which all governments ought to
strive. The Czar at this present moment
is favorable for the inauguration of a move-
ment looking to this end, and invites the
powers to take part in an international con-
ference as a means of thue assuring real and
lasting peace and terminating the progress-
ive increase of armament.

The text of the note follows :

“The maintenance of general peace and
the possible reduction of the excessive arma-
ments which weigh upon all nations present
themselves in existing conditions as an ideal
towards which all governments should direct
their efforts. The humanitarian and mag
nanimous views of the emperors should be
won over to this view by the conception
that this lofty aim is in conformity with the
most essential interests and legitimate views
of all the powers, and the imperial govern-
ment thinks the present moment would be
very favorable to seeking the means.

‘“*laternational discussion is the best
means to insure such a conclusion to bring
an _end to the progressive development of
the powers.

“ This has grown eepecially with the civi-
lized nations, and the preservation of peace
bas been put forward as an object of inter
national policy. It'is in its name that great
states have concluded among themselves
powerful alliances.”

*“It is better to guarantee peace that they
have developed in proportions hitherto un
precedented their military forces and still
continue to increase them, without shrinking
from any sacrifice.”

‘“ Nevertheless, all these efforts have not
yet been able to bring about the beneficient
result—pacification..

*“The financial charges following the up
ward march strike at the very root of public
prosperity. The intellectual and physical
strength of the nation’s laborers and capital
are mostly diverted from their natural appli
cation and unproductively congumed, hun-
dreds of millions are devoted to acquiring
terrible engines of destruction which, though
to-day regarded as the last work of science,
are destined to morrow to lose all their val
ue in consequence of some fresh discovery in
the same field. National culture, economic
progress and the production of wealth, are
either paralyzed or checked in development.
Moreover, in proportion as the armeaments
of ench power increase they less and less
fulfil the object the governments have set be-
fore themselves.

No Reciprocity Treaty.

Toronto, Oat., Aug. 27.— A Quebec special
to the Globe say A gentleman rather
closely connected with the American com-
misgioners and an intimate friend and con
fidant of the late Mr. Blaine, secretary of
state during the last reciprocity negotiations,
in conversation with your correspondent
made some remarks to day that leave little
room to doubt the course likely to bz fol
lowed by the American comnmissioners. It
would seem that they do not believe that a
general reciprocity agreement can be made
between the two countries at the present
time, because the people of the United
States are indifferent to advantages of trade
wiith Canada and special interest that would
be adversely affected will be able to knock
the treaty out in the Senate. Their idea
therefore is to try and settle up the minor
irritating questions such as sealing and the
Atlantic fisheries, and in the same treaty to
provide for reciprocity in certain sérts of
forest products, for the free entry of fish in
return for the participation of American
fishermen in the use of our deep eea and in-
shore fisheries on the Atlantic and for a few
smaller trade betterments. A treaty of such
gcope would, they believe, pass the Senate,
and its passage would pave the way for
special reciprocity negotiations on a wider
basis later. This is the line they seem most
likely to follow, but it remiains to be seen
whether the Canadian delegares will consent
to this proccdare.

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Where do Days Begin ?

POINT IS SOMEWHERE
OCEAN.

APPARENTLY THE IN

THE PACIFIC

Where do the days begin? They must
begin somewhere, and by a clever line of ar-
gument a writer in an English weekly figures
out that the place where the days begin lies
somewhere in the Pacific Ocean. A straight
line does not define the place, but it runs
zigzag among some of the islands scattered
over the broad expanse of water.

This is determined by the following rea
soning ; Seeing that as one moves westward
the time gets earlier, so that when it is Mon-
day noon in London it is some time on Mon-
day morning in America, it follows that if
this principle were continued without limit
all the way round the world at the same
moment that London it
would also be 24 hours later—that is, Tues-
day noon in London. This is of course ak-
surd.

Before the circumnavigation of the glote
there was no difficulty of this kind. When
the sun stood over London on Monday, it
made Monday noon, and when it moved
westward (in the common phrase) and stood
over Dublin a little later it became Monddy
noon in that city, and then as the western
limit of the known world was reached thc
sun dropped out of sight until the next morn
ing, when it came up over the eastern hori-
zon and brought Tuesday morning. In this
interval, therefore, the Sun was passing over
the place when Tuesday began.

As discoverers pushed their way farther
eastward and westward this abyss became
narrower and narrower until the place where
time changed and the days became dwindlied
into a space no wider than a line. When
the sun reached this line, time jumps for-
ward 24 hours from noon of one day to noon
of the day following. The situation of this
line depends on the chance of whether any
given place was first discovered by a travel-
ler from the eastward or the westward.

As China was first discovered to the Eu
ropeans by travellers from the west and
America by voyagers from the eastitisclear
that the line which marks where the day
begin lies between these two in the Pacific
Ocean, and instead of being a straight line,
zigzags abour, dividing islands which hap
pen to be discovered from the west.

There must be still many is
ocean where it is not yet decided to which
side of the line they belong, and where, if
one were put down, one would not know
whether it were to day, to-morrow or yes-
terday. There must also be many islands
there which, never having been permanent-
ly occupied by civilized people, change their
day from time to time, so that a ship call
ing there coming from China might arrive
on Tuesday, while another ship calling at
the same time from America would arrive cn
Monday. There must also be people living
80 near to this line that by going a few miles
they can leave to-day and get into to morrow
or by going back can find yesterday.

Our Physical Defects as a People.

Dr. Olin F. Harvey, of Wilkesbarre, Pa.,
who has examined more than a thousand men
for service in the army, has embodied his
observations in a statement which will in-
terest the country in general if not the med-
ical profession in particular.
