The New Evaporator
Commenced Work
TI]is week

A New Industry Which Will Be
Very Beneficial to-Farmers

! ERIN
The firm of R. H. Graham & Co.,
of Belleville, Ontario, conmymenced
work this weék at the new Evapor-
ator recently erected for them by the
firm of John Lowe & Son, of Ayles-
ford,

The Evaporator is situated op the
gouth  side - of the M. W, Graves &
Co’s Vinegar plant, this enterprising
firm owning stock in the new enter-
prise, which is now fully eguipped
for the purpose of manufacturing the
waste apples of the -farmers into a
useful and nutritious article of food.
The Evaporator will.give employ-
ment to twelve women and five men.

The women pare the apples and trim

them, after which they are taken by

the men, who put them through a
process of bleaching, with brimstone,
this keeping the apples their natural
color. After this process they are
taken to the slicing machine, and
from there to the drying rooms which
are constructed in a navel manner.
The second floor of the dryer is
made of strips V! shaped. The sliced
apples are placed on this floor, the
heat being supplied by four hard coal

furnaces from below.
After the apples are thoroughly

dried they are put in bags and ship-
ped to Kentv ille, which on account
of its central location and facilities
for shipping has been chosen as the
Company’s head-quarters. At Kent-
ville they aré packed in a special
wooden package and shipped to ¥ng-
Jand.

The firm of R. H.Graham Co. have
about 100 of these Evaporators now
in operation in Ontario, and get a
ready market for their whole output.
They are paying from five to ten
cents a barrel more for apples in the
Valley than in Ontario, a fact which
the farmers ought to appreciate. They
are now paying fifty cent8 a barre
for apples two inches in diameter
and upwards, and all apples too small
for pecling - find a ready market at
the vinegar factory of the M. W.
Graves Company.

The manager of the Evaporator is
Mr. A. J. Jinks, who will ke very
much pleased to make the acquaint-
ance of the farmers and give them

any information they require.

The Osculatory Process Denounced
by Scientists as Extremely
Dangerous—How the Daa-
ger Can be Removed.
