J notify Medical Health Officers and local 
board of even suspected cases of Con- 
tageous or infectuous diseases, 
notice section requiring Medical prac­
titioners to report without delay all 
cases of tubercular and other contageous 
diseases to the Medical Health Officer I 
may say here that I received very few 
reports during the year of this nature 
from the County practitioners. A few 
reporting quite regularly, evidently 
those doing the most medical work.

Public Health Act Sec. 81, sub-sec. 4, 
“The local board may close any school, 
etc.,” 1 asked in writing for a number 
of placards but received none during 
the entire year. Will the Council take 
note and have sufficient number print­
ed and distributed over the County 
where most convenient, when immed­
iately needed. As I understand the 
reading of the Prov. Health Act the fol­
lowing cards are especially needed:— 
Measles, Mumps, Whooping-cough, Diph­
theria, Scarlet fever, Chicken 
Small pox, (and to use in emergency or 
doubtful cases.) Contageous diseases.

The cards, Measles, Mumps and 
Whoopim Cough should be displayed 
for warning, hut need not cany strict 
quarantine unless ordered by local hoard
