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HISTORY OF FRANCE AND HER
STAMPS.

At the time our account be-
gins King Louis Philippe ruled
France, The people were not
satisfied with his government.
He resisted too strongly the
growing desire for electoral re-
form. Al last the people could
b.ar it no longer so they broke
out in open revolt. The King
fled to England and a republic
was set up. The next year,
1849, the first issue of stamps
appeared. In accordance with
the popular feeling of the time
the portrait was that of Liberty,
and at the top was the inscription
“Repub. Franc."

The first President of the Re-
public was Louis Napoleon, nep-
hew of the first Napoleon. He
had been President but three
vears when by the Coup d’ E'tat
he violently set aside the consti-
tution and assumed dictatorial
powers. This accurred in 1851
and in 1852 a new set of stamps
appeared Learing his portrait.

The Republic did not last long
for in 1822 he wzos raised by al-
most the unanimous voice of the
nation to the dignity of Emperor,
as Napoleon IIT. His rule as
Emperor wus one of complete
absolutism under which, how-
ever, France made great advanc-
es. In 1853 a set of stamps ap-

peared which was the same as
those of 1852, except for inscrip-
tion “‘Empire Franc'' instead of
“‘Repub. Franc.”

In 1863 the next issue of
stamps came out. ‘They bear the
Emperor’s head crowned with a
laurel wreath, and the inscription
‘“‘Empire Francais.”

In the reign of Napoleon 111.
scveral important wars  were
waged. The Crimean occurred
in 1854, in which France and
England defeated Russia who
had made war on Turkey, on ac-
count of the latter refusing to
allow her to protect the Chris-
tians in Turkey. Mexico was
invaded by French troops. The
Republican form of government
\-us overthrown, and later, Nap-
oleon made Maximilian, an
Austricn  prince, Emperor of
Mexico.

The last war of Napoleon
proved to be his downfall.
There had Leen a jealously of
the growing power of Prussia
rankling in tne national mind
since 1866, and yielding to this
feeling the Emperor, on a frivo-
lous pretext, declared war on
Prussia.  But he met more than
his match.  Defeated on all sides
the Emperor gave himself up, to-
gether with go,000 men at the
battle of Sedan.  After this oc-
curred the mob of Paris, declared
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the Timperor deposed and pro-
claimed a republic.  They hasti-
Iy ievied troops and tried to
check the advance of the success-
ful Germans. But the latter
knowing the condition of Paris
marched straight on to it and
after three mounth’s seige Paris
surrendered in 1871,  She was
compelled to pay a large war in-
demnity and also to give up Al-
sace and part of Lorraine to Ger-
many.

In 1870 when Napoleon was
deposed a new set of stamps came
out. ‘They were the samein de-
sign as those of the first issue in
1849.

The war indemnity caused a
dull period for France. Butin
a few years she had quite recov-
cred, and in 1876 appeared the
present issue of stamps, bearing
the figures of ““‘Commerce’’ and
“‘Peace’’ with the inscription
“‘Republique, Francaise’’ at the
bottom.

France is still a Repnblic, but
how long she will remain so is
hard to tell as there are at pres-
ent strong parties who favora
monarchy.

—<
STAMPS OF NEW BRUNSWICK.

The stamps of New Brunswick
were issued in three issues, the
first in the vear 1851. Their
values were 3 pence, 6 pence, and
i shilling.  The design was the

same for the three stamps. The
cclors were red, yellow and vio-
let. ‘The one shilling was print-
ed in two colors, violet and
mauve. . The three pence is cat-
alogued at seven dollars unused,
and three dollars used; the six
pemnce yellow at twenty dollars
nnused, and seventeen and a half
used ; the one shilling violet at
one hundred unused, and seven-
ty-five used; the omne shilling
mauve at one hundred und twen-
ty-five unused, and one hundred
used.

The second issue was printed
in 1860. The currency had been
changed to the decimal system
so the values of the stamps was
given in cents instead of pence.
There were five stamps in this
set, the one cent brown and vio-
let, the five cent green, the ten
cent vermilion, the twelve and a
half cent blue and seventeen cent
black. ‘The designs were varied
and good. They included railroad
designs, steamboats, and the
Queen as she appeared at the be-
ginning of her reign. Thesc
stamps are catalogued at from
five cents to one dollar and a
half. )

The stamps of the last issue
in 1861 were of two denomina-
tions, two and five cent. In col-
or the former was orange and

the latter brown. At catalogue
the value of the two cent one is
eight cents unused and twenty-
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five cents used, of the five cent
one hundred and forty dollars
unused.

The stamps of the last two is-
sues, with one exception are
cheap. This is owing to the
large number of remainders
which were sold to stamp dealers
and colle&ors. Nevertheless
they are nice for colledtions and
being cheap are in the reach of
most collectors.

The stamp is formed by a large
figure ‘5"’ in a shield, with the
word ‘‘ore’’ between the two
garlands. It isreported that the
sales of these cards will go to a
proposed comsumptives hospital.

A REDUCTION (N POSTAGE.
The Hoy. Wi. Patterson, at
at Liberal meeting in the Massey
Hall, Toronto, on Friday even-
ing, November 26th, said that
_the Dominion Government had
arranged for a three-cent postal
rate on mail matter up to one
ounce througﬁout the British
Empire, instead of as hitherto
five cents for half an ounce to
the United Kingdom, and a lar-
ger sum for most other parts of
the 'Empire.

By this reduction people will
be able to send letters for three
cents to any British Colony and
it-is very likely the mail matter
will be largely increased.
