THER PROSPECTS.

Any missionary coming to this island
must caleulrte on trials and dangers
during the first years of his work, hut
he must not he discouraged. We will
not recommend any field of labor to &
missionary brother, which we would
not occupy ourselves. But the difficul-
ties and dangers of missionary enter-
prise in these islands are greatly lessen-
ed now that the true object of missjons
is hecoming better understood by the na-
tives. Missionaries will now boe wel-
comed on islands where a few yearsago
they were dreaded as the harbingers of
dJisease and death. If it is any satis-
faction to our younger brethren who
may embark in the missionary work on
these islands, I may remark that Mr
Inglis and I hold ourselves in readiness
to accompany any missionaries from
our own or the Reformed Presbyterian
Church, to their destination, and re-
main with them until their work is
fairly begun.

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PRESBYTERY OF P. E. ISLAND.

This Presbytery met at Malpeque in
the Rev. Dr. Keir’s Church on Tuesday
tho 13th inst., and after hearing reports
of missionary labour performed by
Messrs Willinm: Keir and Allan Fraser,
preachers of the gospel, which were
recéived and approved, the Presbytery
gresented o unanimous call which had

een transmitted by the Presbyterian
congregation of Cascumpec and West
Point, and had been cordially sustained
b{ the Presbytery, to Mr Allan Fraser.
Mr Fraser having been previously ap-
prized of this call, and finding it so
completely unanimous and so cordinily
sustained by the Presbytery, unhesitat-
ingly signified his acceptance. Mr.
Fraser, sigce his licensure, has been
laboring with great acceptance in differ-
ent settlements within the bounds of
the Presbytery, and from all parts of
the Island where he has lasored the
most cheering accounts with respect tc
his usefulness have been received. His
being unanimously called and accepting
the cal! to-the first vacant congregation
in which he lahored after his licensure
led the Preshytery to cherish the most
cheering- anticipations respecting his
{success as a settled minister. The Pres-
bytery then aﬁreed to meet at Cove
Head on the 28th day of March, and
appointed the Rev. John MecLeod to
%reach, and it was agreed to hold a

The Presby-
tery agreed that its next meeting should
take place at Princetown on the last
Tuesday of May to receive Mr Fraser’s
trials for ordination ; and on the fullest
expectation that these trials will be re-
ceived and sustained, it was agreed to
appoint the first Wednesday of June as
the day for the Presbytery to meet at
Casenmpee for the ordination of Mr.
Frager. Tke Rev. Henry Crawford was
appointed to preach the ordination ser-

mon, to preside and ordain, the Rey.

Among
the few'specinl objects of prayer which
Jesus cnjoined upon his, disciples, was
the rising up and sending forth of
preachers of the gospel.

Lord of]
the harvest, that he will send forth
Iaborers into his harvest.”* Here is our
authority., Here, tdo, is vur- motive;
it is the.command of Jesus, who is our
master and our friend, and who would
fain be- the master and friend of all
mankind:- who fas died for our redemp-
tion, and died also for theirs;. who
waits to sce- the travel of his soul in
their conversion, but who cannet see it,
humanly speaking,—nay, according to
the divine plan and purpose, cannot
sce il, except through the education
and commission of an adequate number
of suitably qualified ministers of the
gospel. And this in our day can he
realized only by the blessing of God
and the outpouring of his Spirit on our
colleges. .As we love Christ, then, or
the souls for whom Christ died; as we
would honor and obey him ourselves, or
see him honored and ohcyed by others,
we must pray for his blessing on our
colleges.

¢ They need our prayers. 'The gfficers
need them,—they feel that they need
them. They are oppressed with the
weight of their responsibilities ; not,
indeed, all of them,—nuk any of them
pcrh:\.gs at all times, never any of them
probably as they should be,—but some
of them, sometimes at least, are op-
pressed with the weight of their res-
ponsibilities, and ready to cry out,
¢ Who is sufficient for these things?”
A crisjs comesin the finances of a col-
lege, in the government and instruction,
in the social habits and moral character
of the young men, or in their religious
condition and eternal destiny; when
they feel that more than human wis-
dom, aud a greater than human power,
is needful to give the right direction to
50 many young minds, in whom are
bound up so many precious interests,
and who are-destined to exert so wide

and so powerful an influence. Then
their first recourse is to God in prayer;
and if they. could whisper in the cars of
Christians everywhere what they most
desiro. from them, it would be, in the
words of the apostle, * Brethren, pray
for us.”” Especially on the recurrence
of the day set apart by the churches to
be observed annually as a duy of united
prayer for colleges, when the temporal
and eternal welfare of so muny of their
pupils is brought to a exisis,—when the
prosperity of the college, tho interests
of the ckurch and the well-being of the
community aro so deeply involved,—
when all these momentous interests are
concentrated, as it were, in a point,
and suspended ona few short weeks,
when-s tew days even may turn the
scalo and decide the question,—then,
with unutterable longings, do they
wish that all the churches, and all who
know how to pray would pray for
collemes.. ’

¢« Next to the rulers of the state and
the nation, no eclags of men have s
stronger claim on the prayers of the
church than the officers of our colle-
zes. And, in one respect, their claim
is prior even to that of civil rulers.|
The education of ciril rulers themselves
is, for the most part, intrusied to
their hands.

¢ The students need cur prayers,—
peculiarly need them. 'hey areat a
peculiarly susceptible and critical age.
‘They- are placed in peculiarly trying
circumstances. Consciously or uncon-
sciously, they are passing the most im-
portant four years of their existence,
—deciding questions for themselves
which it never will be in their power o
decide again ; exerting an influcuce on
others, which they will never have the
opportunity to exert anywheve else,
Young men are “strong;”” and now
they are to decido the question, whe-
ther they shall be strong to do good, or
strong to do evil.

We
had no serious losses or mishaps of any
sort; nothing hut the usual thing, plen-
ty of hard work, &. Truly the Lord
was with us, took us up and brought us
back in safety. I cannot now attempt
to give you kny description of the coun-
try or people. The former is very difi-
erert, as you may suppose to where you
are; but the greatest difference that I
can see in the people is, that they are
not 8o savage higher upasalong thecoast.
At first glance you would notice very
little difference between them and the
people you are amongst ; but look clos-
er, and you will see the most quiet,
simple, harmless living people you can
imagine. On the banks of the Niger
they are industrious, but from the con-
fluenceof the Niger and Tchadda, asfar
as wo went, they seem to degenerate
very much, and are decidedly very in-
dolent ard lazy. At no place could I
find that even the name of Calabar, or
any of its adjacent countries, war
known. 1 engaired for Calabar, Efk,
Ecricock, Omun, Boatswain, &c., but
could find no trace of any of them. A
little above the confluence I saw some
brass rods in the form they come from
England, only doubled like the letter u,
same ag the Calabar people send to their
markets (I forget now which), and these
T am sure had come from Calabar, and
it is the only trace of the country I
could find anywhere. I was surprised
at this, and so will you, for there is no
doubt the Cross River goes up near the
Techadda.”

CALAMITOUS NEWS FROM OLD CALABAR.
Yesterday intelligence reached Edin-
burgh that Old Town, Calabar, the Mis-
sion station of the Rev. Mr Edgerly, had
heen ** shelled ’—that is bombarded-—by
Her Majesty’s steamship ** Antclope™ and
completely destroyed. Mr Edgerly and
his famly tovk refoge in Duke Town on
receiving notice of what was contemplat-
ed, and are with the missionaries there.
The Mission property was spared from
the firing from the ship, but has been much
plundered and destroyed, suflicient time
for removing the whole effects not having
been allowed. This occurred on Friday,
the 19th January, and as calamities sel-
dom come singly, the Mission House at
Duke Tawn was totally destroyed by fire
on the 9th February. The fire was acei-
dental, and about half ihe farniture, books,
&e.. was saved.
Of course 1t becomes us to give some
explanation of the great calamily at Old
‘Town, a calamity which will fill many a
heart ir. Scotland with sadaess. We must
premise, however, that in some particulars
nur information may be incurrect and defi-
cient. A celebrated chief, Willy Tom,
died 2t Old Town some time 3go, and ac-
cording to the custom of the couniry,
which the mussionaries have labored 1o
put down, his slaves, and persons who
were supposed might have cast the evil
eye upon the dying chief, were harbarously
murdered. The interference of the super-
cargoes, and of Queen’s ships when these
~ere on the coast, have been at vatrious
times invoked by the missionaries with
the view of putting an end 1o these dread-
ful rites, and on the present occasien a
sort of Couneil of War was held, consist-
ing of the Commander of the **Antelope,”
the Britivh Consul, and a few snpercargoes
of merchant vessels trading for palm oil.
At this meeting it was resolved to demand
that the inhabitants should deliver up seven
of the murderers within 48 hours, failing
which the vessel of war sheuld open fire

Meautime he went
among the heople, warning them of the
ronsequences, and advising them, although
from the numbers engaged in those oul-
rages this was almost impracticable, to
give up the murderers. ‘The pzople
treated the warnings in a spirit of empty
bravado, got some useless cannon into
poaiting, and spoke of offering resistance.
In this way the interval allowed expired,
and on Friday, the 1%h January, the
*‘Aatelope” was seen slowly steaming up
the river with her poris open.

As theie was no message from the
town, and as Mc IZigetly had intimation
that the threats were serious, he remaved
his family and as much of his effects as
time would allow. Accordingly, as soon
as the war steamer had got into position
with her broadside laid to Old Town, she
opened fire, and hefore evening the place
was a smoking mass. Thus much from
the letters from Duke Town, dated 13th
February, which lie before us. These
letters contain other statements on which
we do not now enter. The affair is far
too serious, and our information too scanty,
to allow us to deal with it until better in
formed. The case is one which will ne-
cessarily engage the attention of Her
Majesty’s Government, both on its ewn
mernts, and because of the destruction of]
property belonging te DBritish =ukjects
which it invelves. It must also iead to
an investigation respecting the duty and
tights of our cruisers under the circum-
stances which we have rather indicated
than disclosed.

The destractive fire at Duke Town is
also matter of deep regret. King Tyo
Honesty’s letter of condolence to the Mis-
sionaries lies before us while we wrnte.
It is dawed the 12th February. We may
{state that Mr Young, the brother, we
think, of the late King Eyambo, and
whose name is familiar to those acquainted
with the Calabar Mission, died on Sab
bath, the 11th February.—Scottisk Press.
