HEALTHAND HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Hot Milk as a Stimulaat.—Hot milk is
one of the very best stimulants for a oerson
wenk from hunger or long fasting. It goes
right to the spot quicker than auythiog else
and helps baild up at the same time.

Egg Balls for Soup.—Boil four eggs
until hard, then put incald water. Mash
yelks with yelk of one raw egg and onc
teaspoon flour. Add a little pepper, salt
and chopped parstey.  Make into balls and
boil two minutes in the soup.

Tomato and Corn Scallop.—Psll and cut
in thick slices, Lay in the bottom of baking
dish some slicas. Cover tlus with a mixture
of green corp, a little bread crumbs, butter,
some salt, pepper and a little sugar. Alter.
nate in this way until the aish is full. Grate
some cracker ctumbs over the top, ard bake
nearly one hour. It takes that time to cook
a dish for six persons.

Lemon Pudding.—Half a pound of sugar
a quaiter ot a pound of butter, five eggs,
the grated yellow rind and juice of one
lemon. Beat the butter and sugarto a
cream. Whisk the eggs and add to it ; stir
in the lemon juice and grated rind. Make
a paste, cover your pie plates, pour in the
mixture and bake in a moderate oven. Two
tablespoons of brandy may be added, if pre-
ferred, to flavor it.

Cinnamon 2od Cholera.—A decoction of
cinnamon s recommended as a arink to be
tsken freely in localities where there is
typhoid fever or cholera, for cinnamon has
the power to destroy all infectious microles.
Even its scent kills them, while it is perfect-
ly harmless to human being. [t is said that
the essence of cinnamon when exposed in
the sick room will kil typhoid bacilliin
twelve hours and prevent fresh cases.

Gelatine Loaves. Dress and cut up one
large chicken, boil in not too much water
until very tender, so that the bones willcome
out easily. Season with salt. Skim out the
chicken tocool. Chop the meat fine, dis-
careing all skin. Dissolve half a box of
gelatine in cold water, and when dissolved
paur over it a pint, or as much as you wish,
of the nch liquor 1n which the chicken was
cooked. Pour a few spoonfuis of hot butter
over the chopped chicken, add the gelatine
and mix. Pour all in a buttered loaf mold.
Afterit is cold set in the ice box until the
next day,- when it cao be turned out for
slicing.

Caper Sauce.—Do pot put one diop of
water in this sauce ; make it of rich milk.
To a quart of milk use a heaping tablespoon
of butter, salt, and when it boils, thicken it
with two heaping tablespoons of flour, nicely
blended 1n cold milk. Stir it in with 2 fork,
so it does not g~ lumpy, strain it through a
fine colander ; : inthe capers with some
of the vinegar in which they are preserved.
This sance must be thick to be good. Made
with milik it 1s white as snow and most
delicious. Made with water it is flat, stale
and unpalatable. Youug carrots are nice
also with boiled mutton and lock pretty on
the platter round the meat.

Novel Use of Cold Meats.—A new and

tempting way of serving left-over beef and
mutton has been found. Chop the meat as
for bash, and to every balf pint add a half
teaspoonful of onion juice, 2 tablespoonful
of butter, a half teaspoonful of salt anda
dash of ted pepper, four tablespoonfuls of
milk, and two beaten eggs. Heat this
mixture over the fire, but do not cook it, and
have read about 3 pint of boiled rice {one
cupful before cooking) Butter individual
carthen molds and line them with the rice, fill
in with the meat mixture, and cover the tops-
with nce. Stand in a pan of boiling water
and bake a quarter of an hour. Servein the
molds, placed on plates, with asprig of
parsley on each, or tura on p‘ates and serve
with a brown sauce.

For foie gras sandwiches rub the foie gras
through the sieve, aud spread it on some
slices of bread very lightly, spread with but-
ter, press the slices together, trim them and
cut them into any neat shape you prefer.

For the anchovy sandwiches spread the
slices of bread with good, thick mayonnaise
instead of butter, and on this arrange the
anchovies, which should bave beea washed,
boned and filleted. Do not put these too
closely tegether, or the sandwiches will be
too salt. Fipish as before,

For the game sandwiches make some
rich veloute with good game stock, accord-
ing to the meat used. Spread the bread
with this, and lay oa it thin shces of part-
ridge, pleasant, etc., as you choose, finishing
as before. Sometimes thin circles of nicely-
fried bread is used, but they are made just
like the ordinary sandwiches.

Forthe mayonnaise spread the bread with

rich mayonnaise stiffened with aspic jelly

Totes of the Wleek.

The new Mayor of New York, Wm. L. Strong,
was installed on New Year’s Day, and the
power has been wrested from Tammany.
Thenew Constitution of New York cla-sifies allkinds
of gambling as crime. The revolution that has
overthrown the corrupt city government lays a great
responsibility upon the successors of Tammany.
The people of that city will wait and watch for
results, and if Mayor Strong makes an honest effort
to carry out the purpose of the reformers, he will
receive their support.

Dr. Parkhurst has proposed a plan for the re-
moval of the entire New York police force. To
investigate each individual case would require a
century, and he therefore recommends the appoint-
ment of a committee of five to reorganize the whole
force by examining men to fill their places, mak-
ing all who are implicated ineligible, and retaining
all who have been faithful and can stand the test of
the examinations. The time of the old force to
expire July 1, and the term of the committee to
end when the old force goes out.

The New York Chamber of Commerce adopt-
ed the report of its Committee on Municipal Re-
forms. The three chief recommendations are that
the Lexow Committec be continued to investigate
other departments ; that the powers of a Court of
Record be conferred on it ; and tha: the Oyer and
Terminer Court grand jury prosecute all public
officers guilty of of corruption. A letter accom-
panies the report from the committee expressing
the conviction thatthere can be no complete re-
form in municipal government until it is lifted out
of politics.

The following resolution it is said will be in-
troduced at the next Session of the Legislature of
the State of Washington, U. S.: “Whereas, there
being a great agitation throughout the United
States on account of the =astablishing of an Able-
gate or Delegate of an ecclesiastical power within
the boundaries of the Umted States of Amnerica;
and whereas, believing that that Mgr. Satolli,
the said Ablegate or Delegate of the Pope of Rome,
is a menace to our free institutious ; therefore, be
it resolved by the Washington Legislature, that
our Senatar be instructed and our Representative
in Congress be requested to havesaid representa-
tive of said ecclesiastical power removed beyond
thelshores of the United States of America.”

The programme is just issued of a convention of
the Reformed Presbyterian Churches throughout
the world, to be held in Scotland, 1896. On the
last Sabbath of June special services are to be con-
ducted at several places associated with the most
thrilling events of the covenanting struggle. On
the following week there will be meetings in Glas-
gow and Edinburgh, at which papers will be read
and addresses delivered by ministers and others of
these Churches in America, Canada, Australia, and
Ireland, as well as Scotland. Itis also intended
to hold at the same time an exhibition of various
memarials of the covenanters and their times. Rev.
Dr. Kerr, Glasgow, is chairman of the Convention
‘Executive.

The governor of Alabama is awake to the pre-
sent situation. He sees that the horrible lynch-
ings could not take place without the connivance
of the officers of the law and the support of public
favor. In nine cases within the past year the
victims have been taken from the custody of an
officer. This could not be without cowardly weak-
ness or connivance on the part of the officers, So

§ strong is the public sympathy, that not ina single

case has it been possible to secure the conviction of

{ the guilty party. The goverpor therefore asks

that power be given him to remove any officer

failing in his duty, and also the enactment of a law
giving the family of a man taken from an officer
and punished, the right to sue the county for dam-
ages.

An Australian tells us that the religious world
of Sydney has been in a great stir through the
mission of the Rev. John McNeill. Immense con-
gregations have attended his preaching. A hall
capable of containing nearly two thousand was
filled almost daily by men for a dinner-hour ad-
dress. There is, therefore, much susceptibility of
some kind to work upon in Sydney, though it is
probable that it will prove itself more ready to re-
spond to the scnsational aud extravagant style of
preaching than any other. There was much of
this in Mr. McNeill, and 2 good deal of dramatic
power shown in action as well as language ; but all
allow that there was a sterling sincerity and truth-
fulness, a stern and rugged genuineness about the
man which attracted men of real religious feeling
and discernment.

Mr. John Morley, a member of the Imperial
Government,is well known, not only as an able man,
and one of great literary ability and taste, but as
being quite sceptical in his religious views. The
Countess of Aberdeen is credited as the authority
for the following incident. When Mr. Morley was
visiting at the Viceregal Lodgs, in Dublin, the
Countess, with her usual consideration for other
people’s convictions, told Mr. Morley that he need
not come down to family prayers, as she under-
stood such exercise might not be in harmony with
his'sentiments. Mr. Morley’s reply revealed at
once the splendour and the humility of his charact-
er. He said he would certainly come down, if only
to renew his own sense of littleness amid the mys-
teries of life, and to begin the day with a feeling of
fellowship in service with the humblest member of
the household.

The fund in the Irish Presbyterian Church
cquivalent to our Augmentation Fund is like our
own in straits. The convener says that unless
there is a substantial advance on the collection of
last year the grants must be reduced. Some one
suggests that if the pcople do not respond suffici-
ently, why not appeal to ministers on behalf of
ministers? While the average income of our
ministers is £190, I find 57 receive over %300
each, viz:—

If these 57 would—in addition to the collection
and subscriptions from other ministers—fcrego, for
one year, their income beyond £300, on behalf ot
weak congregations, it would place the fund ina
position it has never occupied, and rejoice the
hearts of their poorly paid brethren throughout the
Church, as well as that of the convener.

Mr. Gladstone contributes to the Ewvangelical
Magazine a long article, filling twenty-eight pages
of print, on “The Lvangelical Movement; Its
Parentage, Progress and Issue.” Summing up the
characteristics and results of the Tractarian and
Evangelical movements, the writer says:~“ Both
the cases may perhaps be found by some to lie
under a common and sweeping condemnation.
Both systems, it may be said, created iastincts, and
siimulated longings, which they could not satisfy..
The evangelical movement filled men so full with
the wine of spiritual life that larger and better ves-
sels were required to hold it. The Oxford school,
in constructing a scheme of external usage and of
Church authority, forgot that the little piece of
mechanism thus claborated for use within the
limited range of Anglicanism would of a surety
gravitate more or less towards the huge mass of

the Latin Church, lying before, and behind, and all
around it. Qur Nonconforming friends seem, it
must be admitted, in a condition from their point
of view to admonish both in magisterial tones:
That is what we have always said! Your semi-re-
formed Church, with her inconsistent laws and in-
stitutions all bound up together, is always on the
downward gradient, which descends to Rome. We
teach evangelical doctrine liberated from such as-
sociations, and consequently, as you sce, Rome
gathers no booty from our homesteads ; you teach
itina Church of succession and priesthood, and
from among you she makes captives at her will.”

All natives of Belfast, and there are many of
them in Canada, and those who were brought up
in that good city, will be interested to know that

‘Mr. Robert M. Young, B.A,, of Belfast, the author

of an edition of “ The Town Book of Belfast,”
after securing access to and possession of a great
many old and curious documents which have never
before sten the light, intends issuing, under the
title “ Old Belfast,” as a companion volume to the
“ Town Book,” embellished with a splendid collec-
tion of old maps and portraits, and a number of
full-page and other plates dealing with local sub-
jectsdrawn by Messrs. John and Joseph Carey.
“ Altogether,” says the Belfast Witness, ** we are
promised a work to which, we venture to say, Bel-
fast people will look forward with something like
impatience, and which, when it appears, they will
find to be one of the most interesting and import-
ant volumes bearing on our local history and that
of the North of Ireland that has ecver appeared.
The book is expected to ready in April next,” and
only a limited edition will be published.

The annual public meeting of the Metropolitan
Tabernacle Pastors’ College was held last month,
presided over by the Rev. Thomas Spurgeon, who,
in the course of an opening address, spoke of the .
intense interest the late pastor always took in the
work of the college. The work was still going on
well ; the teaching of the college was the same.
‘ May the college cease to exist,” said Mr. Spurg-
con fervently, “when it desires to depart from the
pure doctrines its founder held so dear.,” The
Rev. Dr. J. A. Spurgeon, in giving an account of the
college, said there were in all twenty- three students
settled during the past twelve months, making the
total number of those who had gone from the col-
lege into the work of the ministry'g21, One hun-
dred pastors and students had died ; 737 men were
still actively engaged in the work of the Lord, 650
of whom were Baptist pastors, missionaries, or
evangelists. The additions reported by the
brethren during the years, 1865 t6 1894 were 181,-
197. Of these 108,660 were Baptists on profes-
sion of faith. The net increase to the churches
was 88,432.

Last month England and Wales passed safely
through the most important rural revolution which
has ever taken place in the country. On Decem-
ber 4th, the first Parish Councils were constituted
in those parishes where the seats were uncontested.
The pollings, where necessary, took place on De-
cember 17th,and the first meetings of the Parish
Councils on December 31st. Much interest seems
to have been taken throughout the country in this
practical initiation of popular local government;
so much so thatin some parishes there were three
times as many nominations as there were seats. It
may be safely affirmed that no greater boon has
ever heen given to the peasantry of England than
the right and the power to take an active interest
in the management of their own immediate affairs.
Under the pressure of his new responsibilities,
“Hodge” may be expected to waken up more and
more ; and the working of the Parish Councils
Act will, undoubtedly, in the long run, have re-
sults, both far-reaching and beneficent, upon the
social as well as the political life of England, The
Act is the harbinger and creator of 2 new era,

MEN WIHO WORK ON THE
FOUNDATION.

BV KNONONIAN,

We propose to sketch a number of min-
isters who bave done, or are doing work on
the foundation of the Presbyterian Church
in the western part of Canada. Our list
must be limited for the most part to those
who are doing special work for the Church
as a wlole. To sketch every minister who
has done foundation work in his own con-
gregatien, or in his own immediate neigh-
hood, wou'd be to sketch nearly every min-
ster between Port Arthur and the Pacific
QOcean, together with a large number of the
older ministers of Western Ontario. Life
is too shert for all that,

1fall goes well, and if we can get the
necessary material—no easy matter, by the
way—we may make pen and ink portraits of
a few representative men in each of the
great departments of our Church work—
Home Missions, Foreign Missions, Aug-
mentation, Theological Education and
Church legislation.

People who take little or no interest in
an abstract discussion of these questions
may like a discussion of them in the con-
crete. Itis often a good thing to a living
man walking about and acting his part in
an atlicle or sermon. The average man is
not like the Scotchman who, when brought
before the Session for taking a drop too
much, said :  He aye liked to talk about
they thines in the abstrack.” Most people
like to talk acd read about things in the
concrete. We begin with

THE REV. ALLEN FINDLAY,

Superintendent of Missions io Muskoka and
Algoma. Mr. Findlay was appoiated to his
present position, or rather to the germ of
his present large field, in 1873, nearly
twenty years ago. There were few people
at that time in this northern region, and
most of them were setiled around the sites
of the present towns of Gravenhurst and
Bracebridge. The roads were rough and
few. The Superintendent travelled by a
variety of modes. Sometimes he weant on
horse-back, sometimes by boat—the pro-
pelling power being bis own muscles ; but
more frequently he travelled by the inde-
pendent railway. The Grand Trunk and
the C.P.R. were not running trains through
this northern region at that time. Gradual-
ly the settlement began to extend and the
Sperintendent took :00d carethatthemission
work extended with equal steps. The Free
Grant lands were rapidly taken up ; coloni-
zation roads were opened in every direction ;
and wherever a few Presbyierians pitchbed
their tent, the stalwart reprcsentative of
Presbytenanism opened a mission station.
Assuming that the Church sent him there to
woik for her interests, he warked bravely on
and lost no time in culivatlisg union senti-
ment. Mr. Findlay never was much of an
organic unionist. He knows his business
too well to spend time on that line.

Seven years of hard work on a2 new and
rough field, acd in all kinds of weather, be-
gan to tell a little on anaturally good consti-
tution, and in 1882 Mr. Findlay accepted a
call to the Bracebridge congregation, and
began work as 2 ‘ mere pastor ’—to use a
phrase the origion of which some old Koox
men may remember. After spanding two
years in the pastorate, he was again appoint-
ed by the Home Mission Committee to the
superintendency, this time to a much larger
field. The Committee added the mission
fields in the northern part of the Presbytery
of Bruce, and, if we rightly remember, some
stations from the Presbytery of Lanark and
Renfrew. The Home Mission Committee
bas done many wise things, but it never did
a wiser thing than when it put Mr. Findlay
in charge of this whole Northern field.
Even on the low ground of dollars and
cents, the appointment paid the Cburch, and
in the matter of efficient work it paid a
bundred 11mes over.

THE CANADA

Let us glance for a moment at the field
as it now stands, and note the progress that
Las been made, Roughly speaking the
territary covered by this great northern mis-
sion field extends about 100 miles from north
to south, and about 400 from east to west.
When Mr, Findlay was appointed in 1875,
there were sixteen stations in Mus%oka,
within the bounds of the Presbytery of
Barrie. Now there are eighty-two, exclusive
of thirteen given to the new Presbytery of
Algoma three years ago, when that Presby-
tery was formed. \WVhen he was re-appoint-
ed in '84, and his field extended, the number
of stations 1 the northern part of the Pies
bytery of Bruce—now Algoma—was about
forty, The number is now ninety, and
continually increasing. Seven settled
charges have been formed on the field, and
a large number of the more important groups
are ministered to by ordained missionaries.
It is needless to comment on these figures.
They speak for themselves. The man who
successlully superintends nearly two hand-
red mussion stations—about one-filth the
whole number in the Church—composed of
such an endless variety of characters and in-
terests as Muskoka and Algoma present,
can well afford to aliow bis work 1o speak.

Mr. Findiay has, it is needless to say,
strong points as a mission superintendent.
He knows his ground as no other man ever
did or perhaps ever will know it. Equally
at home in 2 mining town, or a railway town,
or a lumber town, or arural cross roads sta-
tion, he never loses his head. He under-
stands Muskoka human nature in its al-
most infinite varieties, He has an amount
of patience that Job mught have envied:
He understands Divinity students and treats
them kindly and fairly. He stands no
bumptious nonsense from any kind of a
missionary, but has enthusiastic admira-
tion for every man who can ** work his sta-
tioo.” He is a master of details, and de-
tails are almost everything m working two
hundred mission stations. Though concili-
atory enough, when concibation is the right
thing, he bas a mind of his own, and never
hesitates to do the right thing for the
Church, even though the doing of it imphes
the painful duty of sitting on somebody who
waats to run 2 station in his own interests.
He likes his work, and, after all, that is, per-
baps, the maio secret of his success.

Mr. Findlay was born 1n Princeton, N.
Y., and came to Canada in 1846. His fath-
er became pastor of the Presbytenan con-
gregation of Mitchell, Ont., aad afterwards
of the congregation of Waterdown and
Wellington Square. The future Supenintend-
ent studied 1n Kaox College, and was induct-
ed into the charge of Granton in the Strat-
ford Presbytery in 1867, where he laboured
until appointed to his present positton in
1875, M. Findlay s sull mn the prime ot
hife, and to all human appearaoce bhas
many years of usefulness before him. With
the opening of new railways and the settie-
ment of new townships .0 Noribern Uatano,
his work 1s likely to increase, and we are
sure every [riend of mission work will earn-
estly desire that the Superintendent may be
loeg spared to follow up settlement with the
blue banner of Presbytenianism.

FERDINAND DE LESSEPS.

HY S,

Oa the seventh day of December last,
in the suburbs of Paris, there passed away
one of the great men of the nineteenth cen-
tury, Ferdinand De Lesseps. During the 89
years of his remarkable life he touched the
zemith and the nadir of carthly achievement,
and, unfortunately for his fame, the lowest
point came last. His public life commenced
attwenty years of age and for twenty years
he served in the diplomatic branch of French
statecraft with great brilhancy. Part of this
time he was stationed at Alexandria and his
thoughts were turned to the frequently
mooted project of uniting the Red Sca aad
the Mediterranean by means of a canal cut
through the Isthmus of Sucz. Qa retiring

from the diplomatic service he plunged ioto
scientific investigation, assured himself that
the project was feasible,and set himself to ac-
complished it. The physical difficulties in
the way of the enterprise were comparatively
easy to overcoine but the commerctal and
political obstacles were so formidable asto
demand an amount of energy, enthusiasm
and diplomatic resource such as only the
Kingliest men possess. But De Lesseps
was a kingly man. In 1854 the work was
undertaken, and io 15 years more the Suez
Canal was an accomplished fact. It cost
something like one hundred million dollars
and was a finagcial success from the first.
It shortened the voyage from Europe to
India by 3.700 miles, almost one-third of the
journey. It so changed the cuirent of Euro-
pean trade that the decayed cities of the
Medsterrancan began to renew their youth,
It converted Cairo into the geographical
ceotre of the British Empire and led up to
the Eunglish accupation of Egypt. Honors
fell to De Lesseps like snow flakes on a
winter's day. Queen Victoria wade hima
Knight of the Starof India. Loudon confer.
red on him the freedom of the city. The
Freoch Academy awarded him the Empress’
prize of ten thousand francs. The Geogra
phical Society of France elected him its
president. He was decorated by almost every
sovereiga in Europe,

Had M. De Lesseps been content to rest
on these well-earned laurels his fame hence-
forth would have ranked with that of the
greatest men of the century, but his imagina-
tion was fired with the idea of uniting the
Atlantic and Pacific Oceans by a ship canal
cut through the Isthmus of Panama., The
difficulties of the task he seems never to have
suffiziently weighed. It wasa work of a
widely different character from his Egyptian
achievement. The physical features, the
political coanditions, the climate, and the
character of the population were all differeat.
Then, also, De Lesseps at forty was ucder
the pecessity of soliciting the aid of such per-
sons and personages as his judgement ap-
proved. De Lesseps at sixty attracted ““all
sorts and conditions of men,"” as honey at-
tracts flies. The French people advanced
their money freely on the security of his
great fame. He,himself, believed in himself
with immovable conviction and acted ia
good faith to the end. But the Papama
Canal speedily resolved itself into a ditch in
which to bury the savings of the French
peasaontcy and the honor of the French
gentry. Nounebut a genius could have de-
ferred the collapse as long as De Lesseps
did, but when it came it was awfu'. He him.
self sunk into the senility of extreme age
and never fully realized it. He was condemn-
ed by the courts and his son was committed
to a felon's cel', but the old man was uncon-
scious ot it all, uotil on the seveath day of
December he passed peacefully away.

The lesson of Ferdinand De Lesseps’
career may be summed up in that well-kaown
American proverb, ¢ Besure you are night .
then go ahead.” For his great achievemeant
1n Egypt he laid a solid foundation of careful,
patient, thorough examination. He studied
every aspect of the problem. He was sure
that he was nght.  Then all the vigor of will
and skiil which he possessed were brought
to bear on 1ts realizatios uatil the work was
done. At Panama the first process was
seriously curtailed. Imagination was allow-
ed to do duty for examination and supposi-
tion for certainty. All the determination and
diplomacy he possesssd were brought to
bear as fully as they had ever been, and the
result was an unspeakably great disaster.

‘* Be sure you are right . then go ahead.”
Which end of that proverb is the more im-
portant would be hard to say. Many fail in
life for want of due consideration. Maony
fail for want of due exertion. But the
most disastrous failures are the failureg
of those brilliant geniuses whose ea-
thusiasm and persistency excite conf-
dence in undertakings whose oulcome is
uncertain and not thoroughly considered.
1 love an enthusiastic mas, but before such
a mab asks others to follow bim he should be
very sure that he has looked both before
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and after. Otherwise, even with good inten-
tions, he may be among the most dangerous
of men. The Panama ditch isa type of
thousands which await souls and bodies and
substance of men ; and when the blind lead
the blind, the end of the jo irney is not diffi.
cult to forsee,

REMIT ON STUDENTS
ATING.
ROBERTSON, D.D,

The Home Mission Committee (W. D.)
recommended the General Assembly to
enact ‘‘that all gradvatiog studeots, and
mimisters recerved from other churches, be
required to give, at least, one year's service 1o
the misston field belore being eligible for a
call.” The recommendation was discussed
by the Assembly and remitted to Presbyter-
1es and the senates of the colleges of the
Church, to consider and report to next As-
Assembly. Since there has been no discus-
sion of the subject through the press, and
since only about ore fourth of the ministers
of the Church were at the Assembly, will
you allow me to give the opmion of one
member of the Home Mission Committee?
For years the inadequate supply of our
Home Mission field has been before the
Church ; but the remedies provided have
been only partial. The summer session in
Maunitoba College reduced the winter vac-
ances tn Western Canada one third; but
this is not enough. According to the re.
port of ths Home Mission Commi:tee, there
were between 60 and 70 missions, with (say)
200 stations that received supply only dur-
ing the summer last year, and over 30 more
that received supply for only nine months.
And much of the supply eiven 1n other fields
was unsatistactory, Presbyterians being
obliged to employ catechists without mental
training or experience, in important mis-
sions, rather than close the church door. It
is difficult to estimate the loss that the
Church has sustained, during the long years
of the past, by this unwise policy. In cer-
tain parts of Canada Presbyterianism has
been smitten by a wasting desease, the re-
sult of neglect and exposure to hostile in-
fluences. The Commuttee has its money go-
.ng to support a mission that might soon be-
come a spirited congregation, 1f continuously
supplied ; but the money is often wasted
aond development arrested by the policy of
summer supply and winter starvation. The
people dc not hibernate, nor do other
churches ; and our people have before them
the contrast between our methods and the
methods of other churches to our disadvant-
ages. The Home Mission report tells us,
e.g., that places like Kagawong, with 67
famihies and 354 commuoicaots, and Gore
Bay with 8o famihies and 168 communi-
cants, were without supply last winter. With
plenty of men ia the Charch- - more than can
find regular employment—does it not look
as if something should be done to remedy
this? This winter, I was told, probation-
ers, in some cases, were getling only 4 or 5
Sabbath's supply 10 the quarter, being eibow-
ed out the rest of the ume by gradoeating
students and others. The Committee pro-
poses to sead our young men to the froatier
for one year that we as a Church may reap
where we have sown, and that we may not
be expending money with the sure prospect
that not we, but some one else, is to reap the
benefit.

Let me give a few general facts. The
policy of summer supply and winter neg.ect
has long been pursued by us in Central
Ontano and with what result? Take 33
constituences between York and Glengarsy,
and you find, according to the Dominion
census, that the population increased ian 20,
and decreased in 15, Presbyienians increas-
ed in 20, aud decreased 1in 15 ; Methodists
increased in 23, and decreased in 10;
Anglicans increased in 15, and decreased in
20

Why should the Methodist Chuich show
io that district to such advantagc, as com-
pared with the Presbyterian Church? Is
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she sounder in theology, are her ministers
better trained, are they better preachers, is
their preaching more acceptable to the
Cunadian people? To all such questions a
negative answer must be given. What then
is the matter? Dartly that they never leave
a mission or congregution without a pastor,
while we frequently do. If they keep the
church door always open, conduct their or-
dinary and special services with unfailing re-
gularity, visit the sick and bury the dead of
their own families and ours, too, small
wonder if many people belonging to the
Presbyterian Church cast in their lot with
them when they have for 15 or 20 year, re-
ceived only summer service, and there is
small hope of aoything better. Nor have
the congregations and missions in that part
of Ontario touched bottom yet. Unless
some change comes, and speedily, some
now self-sustaining must receive help.

It was reported at the meeting of the
General Conference ofthe!Methodist Church,
held last autuma, that the increase in mem:
bershipin that church, during the quadren-
rium then ending, was 27,000 ; our increase
for the same time, according to the Assem-
bly returns, was 16,905. There is a differ-
ence in the mode of reporting membe:s in
both churches, but it will not account for
this difference. The * Grand Totat” of
our commuaicaots for 1892 was 183,523, and,
for 1893, 181,370, or a decrease of 2,155. The
Church knows that the drift of cur pupula-
tion is towards the cities and towns. If the
Church, consequently, holds her own in the
country she will be strong in the cities and
towns, but if she loses the country she will
find it hard to hold her own in the cities.
The battle for the ciies is to be fought out
in the country. Take these figures from the
Dominion census and explain what they
teach if the foregoing contention is not cor-

REPORT ON TEMPERANCE—
CHANGE MADE BY LAST
ASSEMBLY.

BY RRV. D. STILES FRASER.

Inquiries, which bave come to hand, call

; - {for explanation of the change made by the

last Assembly in the method of reporting on
Temperance, It has been the custom for a
number of years to send questions to Ses-
sions, and to have the reports of Presbyteries,
Synods, and Assembly based chicfly on the
retorns made by Sessions.

What the Change is.—The report to last
Assembly says :—*¢ The proposed chauge is

. this: Send questions to Sessions only once

ic three years. In the meantime Presby-
teries should keep watch over the interests
of Temperance within their respective
bounds, note the course of events bearing
.upon the movement, and keep the subject
-before the Church by means of Conferences
on.such phases of the temperance question
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as may be considered of most practical im-
portance. Presbytenies arc also to report
directly to the Assembly’s Committee, which
shall present to the Assembly an annual re-
port on such matters connected with the
Temperance movement as may be of general
interest, utilizing the information furnished by
Presbyteries. A short hst of questions
is to be sent to Presbyteries as a
guide, but not a limitation, in prepar-
ing their reports.  Synods should also hoid
Conferences on Temperance. Their Com-
mittees should prepare & suitable programme
for that purpase, and not being confined
within cecrtain limits, as is now the case,
these Conferences, and those of Fresbyteries
as well, can be carried out so asto be of
most practical value within their respective
bounds."”

Reasons for this Change.—Uniike such
matters as statistics, where 1t 1s necessary
to ask the same yuestions from year to year
for the purposes of information and com-
parison, the subject of Temperance, and
some others as well, call for differeat ques-
tions each year. It has peen the object of
the Committee for some years to try and
secure as {ull information as possible regard-
ing the outstanding facts of, and prevaiing
opinions on, the different phases of the Tem-
perance Reform, and to preseat them 1 the
annual reports to successive Assemblies.

Io trying to draw up a hist of qusstions
for approval of last Assembly 1t was found
that the matters on which 1t seemed practt-
cable to secure information at present have
been pretty fully covered. The Report says :
—* The difficulty of finding a list that would
elicit information not already obtained, was
so great that the thought came up of sug-
gesting a change of methad. At this point
assistance came from the Presbytery of
Ottawa, and the suggestion made agreed so
fully with the plan about determined on that it
was decided to make the proposals to the
Assembly. Since then the Synod of Mon-
treal and Ottawa has added its weight 1n
favor of the proposed chaage.”

The change was unanimously adopted by
the Assembly, and appeared to meet with
general approval as wise and timely.

Advauntages of the Change.—This method
will enable Sessions, which are required to
report only once in three years, to note the
changes that may take place, and add fresh-

ness to their trienmial reports.

It will also give Presbyteries, and Synods,
and their Commirtees on Temperance, more
freedom, and greater scope, during the in-
tervening years, in considering the whole
question, and in preparing their reports. In
this way we should be enabled to leara what
special phases of the movement commaad
special attention in different parts of the
country. There should also be a greater
variety 1n the different Presbylery reports
than there has been 1o the past,—that 1s, if
Presbyteries will take as much interest 1o the

‘matter as they ccrtainly should,—and it need

hardly be said that very much, as to the suc-
cess of this work, will depead on the Com-
mittees on Temperance of the difierent Pres-
byteries and Synods, and here, notwithstand-
ing the criticism of ** Knoxoman,” 1t s per-
fectly right to say, especially the convencr.

This plan should al:o enable the As.
sembly’s Committee to prasent interesting
information respecting those features of the
Temperance movement which are specially
prominent in different sections of the
country.

The action of the Assembly on this mat-.
ter is embodied in Resolution 3, page 8, of
report, as follows :—* Thai, mn future, uatl
otherwise ordered, quesuons on Temperaoce
be sent down to Sessions only once in three
years, and that in the intervening years
Presbyteries be enjoined to watch over the
interests of Temperance within their respec-
tive bounds, note the course of events bear-
ing upon the movement, hold Coniereaces
on the subject, and report directly to the
Assembly’s Committee on Temperance,
which shall report to the Assembly ; andthat
the following [questions be sent to Presby-
teries : (1.) Havethe foregoing wjunctions of
the Assembly beea carried out? (2.) To what
features of the Temperance movement were
the friends of the cause within your bounds
required to give attention during the year?
(33 What phases of the Temperance ques-
tions were discussed at your Confercace

Some of the Presbyterics, through their
Gommittees on Temperance, are already
moving in the right direction, in this matter,

and, I trast, good practical results will come
out of their action, What is wanted 1s that
every Presbytery Committee, and every
Presbytery will do what ought 1o be done,
and what can éc done. It should be borne
in mind that this 1s an injunction of As-
sembly which should be loyatly carned out
by cvery Presbytery. To doso successfully
will require some thought and planuing bythe
Commauttee, and * especially the conveaer 1"
But the subject is worthy, and no one who
consents to act on such a Commuttee should
fail to give it all the thought 1ad labor it re-
quires. That is his duty, and I feel confi-
dent it will be f2ithfully done. May 1 not
reasonably hope tbat, waen the time comes
to prepare the report for the Assembly, the
full number of good reports will show that
this confidence has not been misplaced ?

I would like, while writing, to call the at-
tention of Sabbath schools and Christian
Eadeavor Societies to the Assembly's pledge
cards, of which nearly fifteen thousand have
been used. They are very neat, and cost
only 50 cents a hundred. Pledge books are
supplied at 5 cents each. Coastitutions and
intormation about how to work will be gladly
seat iree to any address. The beginning of
the yearis a good time to start on new worlk,
or to arite tothe carrying onof work, al
ready begun, with fresh vigor. No one can
overestimate the importacce of thoroughly
iestilling into the hearts and Jives of our
children and youth the principles and prac-
tice of Temperance. Who wil anse and do
this work where 1t is not now beiog done;
who will give needed assistance where it is
being done? The Assembly’s plan of work
will be found helpful.

SABBATH SCHOOL FUNDS.

MR. EDITOR,—Permit me to appeal,
through yuut columaus, on behalf of the funds
of the Sabbath School Commitiee. Our
expenses this year have been unusually
heavy. We began the year with a deficit of
$1,000 and had to continue the work of the
last eight months at a constant expenditure,
which was pot balanced by a corresponding
income. We cannot reduce our expenses in
the season when few contributions come in
for any of the schemes of the Church. Our
lesson helps have to be printed and paid for
all the year round, in summer as well as in
winter. This expense is met by money bor-
rowed on the personal notes of the conven-
er. We expect that in the next three
months the contributions of Sabbath Schools
will enable us to meet these as they mature.
Additional expense has been incurred 1n
publishing a  Schelar's  Quarterly and
Teacker's Monthly. There were repeated
demands for these, and tbe reception they
have met with has amply windicated the
judgmeat of the commuitiee 1n1ssuing them.
The largely increased subscription hist wiil
eventually more than pay all the extra cost
incurred, but meanwbile we are heavily
burdened. One wha has not had experi-
ence in such matters would not imagine how
much saitiai vutlay s conaected with launch-
iog even such a small enterprise as curs. At
this season, too, the expenses connected
with the schemes of higher religiousinstruc-
tion and the collection of statistics come
upon us. For the next three months we
shall need the utmost Liberauty of the triends
of the Sabbath School work. These can
help us in two ways:

1. By sending in liberal cantributions
atonce. Only a small porportion of those
who have contnibuted in the past have as
yet, teported for the current year. Many
who received the children’s day service still
withhold the collection promised. 1f these
fricnds would kindly remit their usual
amounts we should be greatly obliged. Why
should not more of oar churches tollow the
example of United Church, New Glasgow,
N. S, which took up a congregational col-
lection and sent the handsomest cheque to
the conveper that he has ever received.
Don't forget the Sabbath School Committee
when you are allocating your momes this
month.

2. By subscribing for our Lesson Helps.
Those who have no personal interest in
them-say that theyare among the best pub-
tished. Certainly they aim at two most im-
portant objects ; the use of the Biblen the
school and the home study ot the lesson.
The largest publishers in the Uaited States
are following our lead. But while theyde-
mand a double subscription by issuing two
leaflets we combine the explanation of the
lesson and the written answers on one, aad
thus reduce the eapense to the school to
one-half. Therc are no helps published so
cheap as ours, and, as far as the essential
work of the {eacher is concerned, there are
few so full and helpful, I shall be glad to
send samples to any who wish them.

. Years ago preachers often discussed sub-
Jects under the five following beads.—Who?
How? Why? When? Where? That methad
is generally discarded now. because 1t is not
considered sufficiently rhetorical, but as we
are dealing with an old subject here we shall
adopt the old-fashioned method.

I. Who should accept Christ 2 Everyone.
*“ Whosoever heareth let him come and par
take of the waters of life freely ” (Rev. 22:
17). All who hear the gospel message shouid
accept it, for Christ is able to save to the
uttermost all those who come unto Gad by
Him.

‘* The mightiest king, the meanest slave

May His rich mercy taste ;

He calls the beggar and the prince

Unto the gospel feast.

Noue are excluded thence but those

Who do themselves exclude ;

WHOSQEVER SHALL CALL.

In preaching from the words * For who-
soever shall call upon the name of the
Lord shall besaved,” Mr. Moody recently
said: %1 remember readiog that text a
short time ago and, though 1 must have read
it hundreds of times befare, it flashed on me
with uawonted power. There is a wonder-
ful sweep in that statement. Why, it in.
cludes all kinds of sioners—drunkards,
harlots, adulterers, blasphemers, murderers.
Is it true, is it possible, that the time is come
when that passage is to be fulfilled?

“ [t was a sort of revelation to me and I
began to go back into history to find out
how and when it was to be fulfilled. Andl
found that several bundred years belore
Paul penned that passage the prophet Joel
prophesied that this thing should come to
pass. ‘And it shall come to pass,’ says
Joel in the 32nd verse of the second chapter,
“1hat whosoever shall call upon the name
of the Lord shall be delivered.” I found
also that was the text from which Peter
preached in Jerusalem on the day of Peute-
cost. My curiosity was further aroused and
I began to read the Bible over again trom
the beginning to find all that bere on this
matter, and this is what I found : that since
Adam’s time there is not one man or wo-
man whocalled on the name of Godin
truth and did not find mercy.

¢ Oq beginning with Genesis I found to
my surprise that Adam did not not callon
God for mercy. Had he done so things
might have turned out differently. Ifound
that Cain uvever called on God for mercy ;
and so along dowa the ages 1 found over
and over again that whenever a man did
honestly call on God for mercy be foundit.
1t does not matter how bad the man is or
how black his sins, the result is the same.
I suppose one of the worst characters we
meet in Scripture is Manasseh. He was
one of the wickedest kings that Israel had,
and his iniquities were such thathe was con-
sidered one of the vilest wretches on earth.
And yet God heard his cry, delivered him
from prison and put him back on the throne
again. I dnn'tcare how vile and black a
man’s sios are, it he cries for mercy he will
find it. God delighteth in mercy. This is
the experience all through the Bible, David
fell into the darkest kind of sins but he
called on the Lord and after he was restored
he wrote that beawtiful 32ad Psalm.”

THE SIOORTER CATECHISH.

Dr. Boyd, of Scotland, who used to be
well-known in this country by his delightful
essays, “The Recreations of a Country
Parson,” in a sermon recently preached in
Edioburgh, took occasion to throw ina
reminiscence to the effect that when he was
a boy he had to repeat the half of the Short-
er Catechism after coming from church on
one Sabbath and the other balf on the fol-
lowing Sabbath, and it was go trouble, it
was so firmly rooted in his memory. He
said Le had bzen a doctor of divinity for
thirty years, and to this day whenever he
was in any difficulty on any question of theo-
logical science he reverted to the definitions
of the Shorter Catechism, than which he
koew no better.

Some years ago Dr. John Hall, of New
York, also made a very pleasing testimony
~—that when as a young man attending
church setvices, if he had heard any state-
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ment in the sermon of which he felt uncer-
tain, he was wont to try it by some plummet
line of the Shorter Catschism, and that thus
while still a youth he could find his home
training in that little book * profitable for
doctrine.”

We recall an o' college friend likewise
who under his Scotch mother had been
made familiar with the catechism in the
days of his childhood. Experimently, we
regret to say, he was oot a Christian be-
liever, but that form of sound words remain-
ed in his memory and could come forth on
occasion. He was telling once of his amus-
ed interest in a discussion progressiog in the
commuoity where he liven as to the possible
perflection ot Christian character in this life.
He said that without judging the experience
or lives of the particular persons who might
claim to be free from sin, he was inclined
against the view by reason of the old cate-
chism coming tomind: * No mere man is
able 1n this life perfectly to keep the com-
mandments of God, but doth daily break
them in thought, word and deed.”

Henry Ward Beecher, we suppose, had
little use for catechisms and compends of
church doctrine, but we remember he once
said that in so far as aoy outward means
can aid in keeping the church stable a Cal-
vinistic creed after the manner of the Pres-
byterian church is best designed to do it.

KNOW THYSELF.

Look within. Keep the internal fires
burning. Build the home ahars. Addto
the time in the cioset. Heat and efficiency
do not so much depend upon externals aud
internals. It is well to have combinoed
effort; itis well to bhave kands and straps
cut ; but it is of vast importance to have the
inward life aglow with personal contact with
the unseen and the eternal. Perhaps there
is over-much looking at outside measures,
and too little attention to the interoal fires
that feed the outward movement. Build up
the home altar. Drill in patient Bible
study. Study not only the external movings
of holiness, but the life of it in thy soul
Learn, if possible, all that hurts thy soul
Lear, so far as possible, the kind of climate
that best suits its life. Seek continuvally the
richer spiritual pasturage which best feeds
tby soul’s wants. 1f thou wouldst be of the
highest service to external conquest of holi-
ness, look withiv.—Highway Almanac.

THE MESSAGE OF THE PULXIT.

In his sermon at the opening of the new
Congregational Chburch at Mount View,
Stroud Green, Dr. Joseph Parker said :

**The messages delivered here will deal
with great subjects, with God, and blood,
and sin, and pardon, and holiness, and des-
tiny—themes that cannot be discussed ang-
where else. They would be out of place in
the Iyceum, in the political ball,in the
House of Parliament. I speak of this house
not in its locality, but in its typical relatioas.
This house must be unique in its messages.
Men must hasten to God’s house to hear
God’s Word, which they can Lear nowhere
else in the same sense, degree and quality.
It is when we make the pulpit a little lectur-
jng platform, and thus advertise the non-
senseand windy frivolity of the day, that
the pulpit loses its power. The pulpit can
never lose its power if it be fiithful 1o its
vocation, which is to deliver great messages
of reconcilation and atonement, and deliver
great gospels of love and liberty. O, it
hurt. me, as one would hurt me who bruised
me with a heavy boot, when my preacher
talks to me about a little white-washing and
drain enlargement and parish council busi-
ness. lcame notto my Father's house to
hear abput these things, which are import-
ant in their own place; but Icame to my
Father’s house because I was told that there
was bread enough and to spare; and the
people that come for your little socialisms
and new re-arrangements and recastings of ,
the social programme are the men who
will make use of you, and as long as they

can make use of you they will make you as
popular as they can, but when you begin to
be spiritual, and offer them the flesh and
the blood of Christ as the wine and water
by which alone life can be guided and sus-
tained, they will turn away.

My brother ministers, you are not
hardly driven for subjects : the cross still
stands. You need not look up a paper to
see what is the question of the day. The
questinn of the day is, How can a man be
forgiven, how can a broken heart be healed,
how can the lost be brought home ?—that is
the qrestion of the day.”

His is the minute, rather than the
hour-glass ; and ere he can grasp so mighty
an implement as the scythe,is himself cat
down by the great Father of time. Timeis
measured, not by yeirs, nor moaths, nor
days, but by seconds. He is rather anin-
fant of seconds than a man of years.

Time is short-lived and uacertain ; etern-
ity, sure and never eading, Man begins to
die the moment he begios to live. A curious,
but true, epitaph on an ancient tombstone in
Hawnham church-yard is this :

Life is short,

And death is sure :
Sin's the wound,

And Christ's the cure.

To waste time is to commit crime. Every
moment, then, as it comes should be put to
its best use ; forere to-morrow'’s sun arises
fcom his couch the clock of our time may be
stopped, and time be, asfor us, no mors
forever.— W. Lelterman Smith.

LAST HOURS OF MISS GRAHAM,
MD., AND MRS. MALCOLM.

e ]

The following particulars of events which
have filled many hearts with deep sorrow
will be read with great interest by all shar
ing in the mission work of our Church,
especially that in Honan, China.

Oa Oct. 6th, Mrs. Malcolm tookill, and on
the 8th she waslitticimproved. Consulting
over the whole situation on that day we de-
cided to hire a house for a month, and stay
all of us for that time. Ve soon got the
house in order, and on Thursday, 1tth, Dr.
Graham, Miss Mclatash, Mrs, MacKenzie
and 1 moved into it. Mrs. Malcolm was so
weak that it was deemed unwise to move her
then. The ladies watched her by turas,
night and day. Oa Friday Miss McIntosh
was with her. At five that evenng Dr.
Graham lelt us to go and see her, aod, as we
understood, she intended coming back for
suppet, and thea returaing to take charge for
the night. Shedid not come back for suppe1,
but that caused no surprise. 1 saw her ~bout
ten at night, when DMiss Mclntosh came
home with me, leaving her in charge of
Mrs. Malcolm, along with Dr. Malcolm.
About midmight she felt some uneasiness in-
ternally, which was sooun reheved bya vomit-
ing spell. After a time she felt uneasy agaia
and soon had reaching and purgiog attacks.
Dr. Smith (London Mission) and Dr Mal-
colm then suspected the preseace of Asiatic
Cholera. The abovenamed symptoms, with
the addition of cramps, continuing, confirm-
ed their suspicion, and she was trcated for
cholera. That she had cholera was soon
established beyond a doubt, the physicians
in attendance believed.

During the morsiog hours her illaess
was not of such a nature as to cause grave
anxisty. Between seven and eight on
Saturday morning, she was removed
from the house in which she attended Mrs.
Malcolm, to one belonging to the Lon-
don Mission. Trawned nurses were called
in to attend her, but Dr. Smithuzged us not
to go in, as the disease was so deadly, uotil
he requested us to do so. By noon she was
ina very critical condition, and Miss Mcla-
tosh joined those waiting on her. It was
evident then that she was going to have a
hard struggle for life, but as she was blessed
with such a good constitution, and the dis-
ease had been propetly diagnosed and treat-
ed from the outset, we all hoped she would
come through. Earnest prayer ascended for
her from maay hearts.

In the afternoon she recovered slightly,
and hope revived in every heart. It
seemed as if we could wot part with
our beloved sister. Al that the loving
sympathy of devoted friends, and the experi-
ence and skill of the trained purses and phy-
sicians could do, was done, but in vain. It
was evident to us all by half past five that
death was approaching.  Stll while hite re-
mained there was hope, and so we worked
away trying to keep the circulation going.
Abont twenty minutes from six, we gave up
our efforts, and stood sadly aside to see the
end. It soon came, she turned on to the left
side, drew a few long breaths, made a sligbt
motion with the throat, and all was over by a
quarter from six.

She was conscious
said very little latterly.  She was ill, in
all about eighteen hours. Dr Fraser re-
garded her case as one of the most malig-
naat Asiatic Cholera cases he had seen. It
must have been so tosap sucha vigorous
lite so quickly and to exhaust all her powers.
We are not able to say as yet where she got
the deadly malady. It wasprevaleat among
the Chinese here some weeks ago, but we
are not aware of her having visited any in-
fected place or coming into co tact with any
persons who hadit. Most of the Doctors
are disposed to think now that cholera was
the origin of Mrs, Malcolm’s trouble, and
that Dt. Graham may have contracted it
rom her. No other foreigner has taken the
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disease, but a Chinaman, who assisted in
carrying Dr, Graham from one house to an-
aother, took it and died a tew hours after she
did.

We laid her mortal remains away on
the foliowiity morning in the little cemetery
that contains the dust of Drs. MacKenzie
and Roberts, James Gilnmour,and many other
worthy China Missionanes. Ican scarcely
tellyou how we have been feehing since.
God has graciously sustained us all, but the
loss of our dearly beloved sister has struck
us dumb with amazement aond sorrow. It
seems to us yet as if it cannot be true, as if
I must soon hear her merry peal of laughter
agaio. Oursts no common loss, I have
had abundant o pportunity of observing Dr.
Graham duting the past two years, and
know what an excellent Christian lady she
was. There was in her a bzautiful blending
of Christian mfts and graces, which are in-
dispensable in all great missionaries. She
gave herself with great heartiness and dili-
gence to the acquisition of the language, in
its spoken and written form, and was makiag
rapid progress in her knowledge of 1t.

She was naturally of a buoyant disposttion,
and did much by her presence to brightea the
life of each of us. Soe gave hersel{ fully up
to the work which she came todo, seeng
daily evideace for the need of such work,
and gladly doing what she could to aid her
suffering Chinese sisters. She was a Bible
reader and lover as well.  Latterly she took
to marking the portioas read in such a way
as to indicate at a glance the lines of thought
aod truths that impressed her most. Jesus
was very gracious to her and her faith in Him
grew stropger year by vear. She was learn.
ing much regarding the difficulties that be-
set us in Honan, but took a hopeful view of
the {uture of our work tbere. She carried
homs memories, influences and associations
constantly with her, and rejoiced in every
indication of teal spiritual advancement in
the Presbyterian and all other Canadian
Churches. She found time to write to a
small circle of friends words of information,
cheer and testimony for her Master. She
had a most methodical way of attending to
business matters, that proved helpful 1o her
1n other lines of work also. The more in-
timately we knew her, the more we saw to
admire and love. [ hops we bave all been
helped by her presence with us Life is
mnch poorer to some of us by her removal,
While we sorrow it is not as those who have
no hope. Though there was no dying testi-
mony, she gave us, what to me ismore value,
the whole hearted testimony of a living,
earnest and consecrated Christ-hke life.
Her life spoke to us all, and, though dead,
she yet speaketh. May God graciously sus-
tain the sorrow stricken pareots and all the
family circle. May He grant to ycurself
and all the members of the Committee, and
to all of our band also, wisdom to understand
and improve the lessons which this startling-
1y sudden call has to allof us. Truly His
ways are not as our ways, nor His thoughts
as our thoughts.

Since writing the foregoing, our dear
sister, Mrs. Malcolm, has joined Dr. Gra-
ham in the eternal world. She lay at
death’s door for a week before her death,
and surprised all the doctors by her vitality.
Nofewer thansix of them consulted regarding
her, but to none was it given to suggest a
remedy that could preserve herin life. The
disease in her case was much more com-
plicated than in Dr. Graham's, and ran its
course slowly, gradually sapping her
strength, and leaving her very weak indeed,
before death came. She was partly con-
scious till noon on Sabbath, 21st., and died
at half past seven that evening. She was a
most patient sufferer throughout, aud fully
resigoed to her heavenly Fathet's will. Her
deathbed testimony for Jesus was very,
bright and inspiring. She was prepared for
the great change and latterly longed for it.
In taking farewell of each, she affectionately
urged us to all possible diligeace in the
work of the Lord, We had a funeral ser-
vice 1a the Upion Church. Tteatsin, on
Monday forenoon, aud then committed her

dust to the grave along with dear Dr. Graham
in the little cemetery. They were lovely and
beautiful in their lives. "They came to China
together and were together all last summer.
In death they ‘were separated only a few
days ; they sleep in the same plot of ground.
and for ought we know may be side by side
in the Father’s home above. The heart de-
sires that such should be the case.

It was not my privilege to know Mrs. Mal-
colm asintimately as I knew Dr, Graham,but
whatkoowledgel had gave e a highopinion
of her woith. She gave herself heartily to the
wotk of the Lord in Honan, desiring to adapt
herself to the needs of the people that she
might obtain their confidence and win their
hearts for Jesus. It was while endeavoring
thus to reach them that she took smallpox
last spring, in all probability from some of
the woman visitors. She had many plansin
her heart for work among the women and
children in Chu Wang ino future. She has
suffered a great deal since coming to China,
and been very patient through it all. There
was a winning geatleness in her manuer that
was very delightful, She was very quiet and
unassuming, generous in sympathy and
charitable in judgment. She loved her
Saviour ardently and delighted in the com-
pany of His followers. She had but a brief
period on earth, but was fast ripening for
heaven. Many othbers, as well as her hus-
band, will mourn her early departure, Her
heart's desire was not granted her in being
permitted to see many years of service, but
God who koew her heart has taken account
ofthe desire, as well as of what she had act-
ually accomplished. We shall miss her
sadly, but are consoled by believiag that
what 1s loss to us is unspeakable gain to ber
and shall live and labor for the cause so dear
to her heart. Dr. Malcolm has been calm
and composed in his great grief, bearing up
bravely under the loss of her who was so
dear to him, and who loved him so ardently.
We fear a re-action may come before very
loog. Itis with sad, sore hearts that we
turn our thoughts to Honan now as we re-
member the valuable co-laborers lying inthe
Tieotsin cemetery.

Miss Mclatosh will give you fuller de-
tails when she reaches Toronto. As the ad-
vice adverse to ladies going to Honan is so
emphatic, we think it better for her to return
tn Canada now than to spead the winter at
Tientsin, or some other coast town. She
has stood quite a strain this year ever since
March last with Mrs. Malcolm's and Dr.
Smith’s illoess. She needs the rest that the
ocean voyage and stay in Canada will give
her.

Eaclosed you will find doctor’s certifi-
cate for Dr. Malcolm, stating reason why he
should take a trip and rest for a few months,
We regret exceedingly that he should have
to think of returning, but can think of
nothing better for him. It may mean re-
turaing now, before abreak down, in the
hope of coming back soon, or staying to col-
lapse at bis work and then go shattered in
health and with darkened prospects for the
future. The work in Honan is as urgent as
ever, but it has been left for atime and
everything at present points to the wisdom
of his leaving it alone for some months
longer. The rest and change he needs are
not easily had ia China, and we hope soon
to see him back stronger in every way for
work.

New York Evangelist: We have a
very dear young friend in a Catholic Setnin-
ary studying for the Catholic priesthood.
A more devou: and earnest soul we should
search far to find. Butin a late letter he
bewails the teaching which obliges him to
wait confession to a priest and absolution
from the Church. ‘* Why,” he atks, ** did
notour Lord permitus to go directly to
Himsclf and by peniteat confession receive
immediate forgiveness?” It is doubiful
whether Bible Christians accustomed to
thus go to thelr Saviour in loving confidence
of pardon, appreciate what this means. But
this cry from one seeking to be loyal to his
Church and yét finding 1t stand betweea him
ard his Lord, reveals something of the
bondage from which the Reformation freed
us.

. A Noble Confession. V.13.16.
~As the rejection of Jesus by the bLody of the
people under the influcnce of their leadets, as the
Messiah promuised wn the Old Testament, be-
came daily more evident, His mission drew nearer
toits close. IHe would diaw from the twelve
what the people thought of Him, and what they
themselves thought. ** Wnom do men say,” ete.?
Some john the Baplist ; some Elias ; some Jere-
mias, or one of the prophets. None said the
Messiah. This was the judyment of the great
body of the people. ** But whom say ye that 1
arm?” And Simon Peter answered and said :
** Thou art the Christ, the Son of the iviog God.”
Peter is the spokesman for all, and this was the
confession of all, Now that they had grasped Ihis
great, real character and work, even though dime
ly as yet, the most important point in their train.
ing had been reached.

II. Its Reward. V. 17-19,—This
contession meant a great deal for them, as their
after life shows. Great barriers of blindness,
prejudice, false ideas of the Messiah had rollea
away and new lipht filled their souls, ** Blessed
art thou Simon Bar-jona.” Peter, the most :m-
pulsive, spoke first, but, because he spoke for all,
the blessing was for all. God always honours
and blesses those who boidly confess Him, The
knowledge and acceptance of this truth does not
come from intellectual ability. The father ia
heaven reveals 1t to the humble-minded and
believing. It shows the truth and power of
Jesus' character that llis most intimate friends
had the highest opinion of Him. * Thou
art Peter,” cte. Volumes have been written
about this and the next verse. Tne Rom-
an Catholic Church ctaims for Peter a su-
premacy over the other apostles on account of
them. Peter was, with James and joba, a speci-
ally honouted apostle, but this claim for him 13 a
false one, because nowhere else do we find Christ
giving him supremacy of power over the others,
Peter never claimed it. The foundation of the
church is (Eph. ii. 20) the *¢apostles and pro.
phets, Jesus Christ Himself being the chief corner
stone.” The mcaning is: ** Upon that in you
which entitles you to be called Peter " —Greck Pe-
tros, * a stone,” a fragment of a rock, the fearless
confession of me as the one Sav.our of sinaers—+* [
will build my church.” **And I wili giveunto shee,”
elc. Nothing was by this conferred upon Peter
which was notupon the others. The keys are the
symbols of power and authunty. The Kingdom of
heaven is equivalent to the Church of God on
earth, It was through theiwr teiching, under the
guidance of the Spiri, that men would enter into
the Kingdom ol G.l on easnh, and, by therr
direction, that the cburch would be organized.
To **bind* meant 10 forbid, or to deciare for-
bidden, aund to * loose * to allow or declare allow-
able Bound in heaven, then, meant would receive
the sanction, authority and approbation of God.

III. The Necessity for Christs’
Sufferings, Death and Resurrection.
—Because of their now tuilly avowed conviction
that Jesus Christ was the Son of the living God,
they might be taught much that before they could
not take in. ¢¢ From thut time forth began Jesus,”
etc. The necessity for the sufferings and death of
Christ—solemn and my~terious a pdoctrine as in
some respects it is—is yet the very alphabet of the
Gospel 10 us. To be the sympatuzing fricnd
of suffering men He had to be a sufferer, to make
atonement for sias on account of which they were
under the condemnation and fear of death, ile must
die in their stead ; and, as the crowning evidence
that He was the Son of God incarnate, and as
the guarantee of the resuerection from the dead of
all who believe in Him to cternal life and gloty,
it behoved Him to tisc from the dead. **No
cross, no crown,” was true for Christ as for the
humblest of His children. Peter could not yet
understand such teachiog as this ; menhavenever
until taught of heaven undetstood it. V. 22,
¢ Hetook Jesus and began to rebuke Him,"” etc.
V.23. But Hc turned and said unto Peter,
** Get thee behind me Satao.” ¢ Satan ** means ad-
versary. I this suggestion that He mught gan
the crown without the cross, Chust saw repeated
the teoptation of the enemy in the wilderness,
and hence He used the same indignant reproof.

HY cannot cities on this continent

manage their water supply, their light,

their street locomotion and other matters without

the aid of middle men, as many British cities do.

HE presentation of Rev. Principal MacVicar’s
sermon on “The Office and Work of
Elders, ”—noticed in our “ Books and Magazines”
column—by a parishioner to each member of the
session that looks after his spiritual interest would
be a handsome act on the part of the parishioner,
and might help the session to make a good start in
1895.

IR JOHN MACDONALD left school, his
biographer tells us, at an age when many
boys begin their studies, in order that he might
help to support his parents and sisters. Grover
Cleveland stopped the study of law and taught
school so that his widowed mother might not be
dependent for support on the widows fund of the
Presbyterian Church. There is a lesson here for
the boys.

TRANGE is it not that many good people
who are afraid lest what they call innova-

tions should wreck the Church, never seem to be
alarmed when the Church is in danger from want
of funds. A proposal that congregations shouid
repeat the Lord’s prayer in public worship or en-
gage in responsive readings of the psalms would
raise more excitement than a deficit in every fund
in the Church. How is that ? .

HE first professorship in the Presbyterian
T College of Montreal was offered to four
« distinguished strangers,” before the Synod saw
the right man among their own number. It is not
likely that any one of the four would have been as
successful as the present principal has been. No
time should be lost by any such attempts to fill the
chair left vacant by the death of Professor Thomp-
son. Agood man is just as likely to be found in
our own Church as in any other. Next April it
may be reasonably clear that either of the men now
doing the work, can, with a little more time and
study, fill the position.
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HY should there have been so much said and
written about the Empire giving accomo-
dation to the Globe staff after the fire which des-
troyed the Globe office. As a rule the professional
staff of a high class journal has no more personal
feeling against the staff of a rival journal than one
lawyer has against another, or a professor of Cal-
vinistic theology has against his Armenian brother.
The people on the back concessions who read the
rival journals bave a monoply of the persqnal
quarrels,

CORRESPONDENT in our issue of last
week touches a weak point in our Church

work when he says that city, town and villagg¢ con-
gregations are much visited by agents, while rural
congregations at a distance from railway lines are
seldom visited by anybody. That is a sad fact.
The pastor of a town or city congregation can
hardly keep people out of his pulpit with a club.
Meetings of one kind and another are so plentiful
that it is sometimes impossible to find evenings for
them, while many rural congregations have not
evena missionary meeting. The result may be

seen in the gaping, empty columns of the Blue
Book.

SPURT at the end of the church year may
be better than a deficit but it is not whole-
some. A church in a good financial condition
never needs to make spurts. The work that tells
is steady all round work for the whole year. The
giving that needs no spurt is liberal, systematic
giving every month in the twelve. Besides spurts
cannot be continued. A few liberal people should
not be asked, at the end of each financial year, to do
what the whole body of the people should have
done during the year. The liberal souls may res-
pond liberally but it is not for the interest of the
Church that a few people should do what ought to
be done by the many. °

UR good friend the Presbyterian Witness has
this to say :

If all our congregations and all the members of our con-
gregations were truly living, and in tull sympathy with our
Li1vING HEAD, what a stupendous revolution would we wit-
ness! Well : let this be a year of life, and such efforts and
deeds as shall prove that we are members of the body of
Christ and that His life throbs in us unceasingly.

Yes, let this be a year of life. With increased
spiritual life the Church would grow in numbers
and influence, our funds would increase without
any special efforts in the way of collecting money,
and every good thing in our beloved Zion would
prosper. With all oyr hearts we join the Witness
in saying : “ Let this be a year of life.”

N English journal quite friendly to Lord
A Rosebery tells its readers that a certainspeech
delivered by the Premier was too short ; that it
was unprepared and did not deal fully with several
important questions ; that he went astray in
several sentences and had to begin them again; that
he mixed a metaphor about the “ advanced wing
of the party shaking its fistin the faces of the more
central members ;” that the reporters had to put
the speech into better form ; and that his lordship
did several other things which a high class speaker
should not have done. Criticism of this kind helps
mightily to elevate and maintain good public
speaking. Praising all the speeches of friends and
disparging all the oratorical efforts of opponents is
many times worse than no criticism at all

HE Interior says : “There is not in the human

constitution a more active passion than the
thirst for dominance and power over other men.”
Has our Chicago friend been reading the life of
Sir John Macdonald. Possibly. But more likely
the Interior has been watching the efforts made to
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obtain power in Presbyteries, Synods and General
Assemblies. It is a sad fact that the ambitions of
parliaments and other secular deliberative bodies
are too often reproduced in church courts. The
temptation to gain power in spiritual bodies is
just as subtle and dominant as the temptation to
gain power in political assemblages. Between the
spirit that craves and scheines for leadership in
parliament and the spirit that pines for power in
a spiritual court there is not much to choose. The
passion for power and display is, at bottom, the
same everywhere

EARY of incessant strife about the Higher
Criticism and other irritating questions
many good people in the Presbyterian Church of
the United States are longing for a genuine out-:
pouring of the Holy Spirit. The Herald and -
Presbyter says —

Every genuiune revival of God’s Spirit must begin in the
human heart. It may be in yours, it may be in mine, but
experience shows that it begins in the heart of some individu-
al Christian. It may be the pastor of the church. It may
be an elder, a deacon, a trustee or private member. It
matters not who it may be, so it takes possession of a soul.
Most trequently it begins with the pastor while he weeps
over the desolation of Zion. He mourns, meditates and
prays over the feeling of his own weakness, unfaithfulness,
want of zeal or devotion. While so engaged, love for Christ
and for souls is increased. As he meditates upon God’s
promises, his soul is fired with an increased faith in their
truthfulness, preciousness and immutability, until he feels his
faith revived. While he is musing, the fire burns on his own
altar and begins to spread ; then comes a revival of sym-
pathy for perishing men. He sees with a new light the wide-
spread desolation wrought by sin in the world. He dwells
long and earnestly upon God’s honor and glory, and asks
himself, How can I promote it and increase earnestness and
devotion among Christians? Out of the process ot self-con-
secration grows the revival spirit. Like the fire, it diftuses
itself ; other hearts are warmed. It shows itself in more
earnest prayer, in words of comfort and admonition, in tears
of weakness, and in groans for neglectfulness and sin. Shall
we have such a revival this winter inthe hearts ot pastors
and people?

Shall we have such a revival as that in the Pres-
byterian Church in Canada this winter? Not a
thoughtless crowd, and sensational addresses and
music and a parade of converts, but a genuine out-
pouring of the Holy Spirit. Surely there is one
human heart in each congregation in which the good
work might begin.

A PRESBYTERY LECTURE COURSE.
HE statement is often made, and made in the
vast majority of cases with too much truth,
that young Presbyterians are growing up with little
or no clear and definite knowledge of Presbyterian-
ism either as toits doctrine or polity, altogether
unable to tell why they are Presbyterians, or to
give the grounds upon which Presbyterian doctrine
and polity may be justified and defended. It is
often a most difficult question to answer how this
undesirable state ot thingsistobe remedied ? Though
the pulpit may be used occasionally to take up
some single point, it is not the proper use to put
the pulpit to, to set forth in any systematic and ex-
tended way the special doctrines and polity of the
Church, or enter 1nto any full account of the origin
and development of the standards and symbols of
the Church., Neither can this be adequately done
in the Sabbath school or Bible class as they are
now conducted, or as it appears to secure the high-
est ends, the butlding up of the young in Christian
life and character, they ought to continue to be
conducted. Parents, also, for the most part, not
very well informed themselves in these subjects, are
not competent to instruct their families upon them. |
How then is it to be done? A step takn by the
Presbytery of St. Paul in the Presbyterian Church
North, of the United States, would appear to sug-
gest a method as to how the serious difficulty re-
ferred to may be met, perhaps as well as for the
great majority it can be met. Last winter a course
of lectures was given by members of the Presby-
tery on Church History. This winter another
similar course is being given on Applied Christian-
ity. Speaking of this plan a correspondent in one of
the religious newspapers says : “ The results of this
effort of Presbytery to promote popular education
have far exceeded the anticipations of those who
devised the plan. The pastors of the Presbytery
heartily co-operate in the scheme, though its en-
tails much extra work. Last year, upon request of
the churches, ahout 150 lectures were delivered
within the Presbytery, twelve pastors constituting
the lecturers. The audiencesin country and city
averaged about two hundred people, and a genuine
enthusiasm was created. The course, this winter,
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judging from the requests for dates, gives promise
of bemng sustawned by the same degree of interest.
The unamimous approval of this plan, which is hat
a species of university extension in the Church, ue-
monstrates that in this busy, crowded day the
people welcome some such heipful and entertamming
method ot cducation. It stirs up the young people
and quickens the interest of those who are older in
these subjects that lie very close to the life and work
of the Church.”

Thus by this means 30,000 people received a
certain amount of instrucuun vn the subjects treat-
ed, and not only instruction, but also nteller tual
and spiritual quickening whose results it would be
difficult fully to estimate. it may be asked, how
are munisters,whose time 1s already occupied to the
utmost, to tind time to prepare and deliver such
lectures ? The system could not be very tully adopt-
cd in some Presbyteries, but it might, to some ex-
tent, be adopted 1n alwmost every one.  Aad wouid
1t not {urnish an excellent and needed stunulus to
many mimsters to read systematicaily and persc-
veringly in certain lines tor which they have a
taste, it they had an object in view in doing it, such
as a course ot lectures of the kind referred to would
furnish ? it could be adapted to any class ot sub-
jects, and it appears to suggest a method whereby
much nceded struction could beimparted to a
large number of our people on subjects connected
with our Church, and not smitable 1or the puipit, of
which they are now wholly 1ignorant or have only
the most partiai knowiege, but i which 1tis of
great importance for theansetves and for the Chu..h
that tney shouid be well grounded. Speaking ot
different applications of this method of 1nstruction
the article from which we have already quoted
gues on tosay : “Ttis schemeof the Presbytery of
St. Paul seems sutficientty practical tor wider usec.
It appeals to all intetligent Christian people as a
resource of strength, and the ground for enlarged
usefulness in the next generation of Presbyterians.
The Church must wake up to some such methods
as appeal to men and women who have passed out
from under the direct educational influences of
their earlier days, if she would form a healthy, pro-
ductive soll tos her good seed. We must do some-
thing to foster, in the face of the many obstacles of
the day, a generation that can successfully cope
with tne ditficulties the Church isto mect in tne
future.”

THE PRISONERS’ ATD ASSOCIATION
OF CANADA.

ROM thereports of Presbyteries we notice
that this Association is bringing 1ts claims
before them, tor the purpose of obtaining therr
sympathy and assistance 1n the workit s seeking
10 do. lts objects, as stated in their constitution,
are : “ 1he retormauion of offenders, their weltare
when discharged, the prevenuon of crime and
prison retorm.”

These certainly are such things as must com-
mend themselves to every enhghtened ciuzen, not
to say of every Uhristian, who should be especially
sympathetic and ready, after the example of his
Master, 1n helping to seek and save the tost.  Some
Presbyteries, we observe, take definite and helptul
action, and others do nothing more than acknow-
ledge receiving a circular trom the Association.
Each Presbytery, may of course, be considered the
best judge ot what is wisest to do within 1ts own
bounus, but in the press ot business, which Presby-
teres have often to attend to and transact in a
short time, there 1s danger o1 objects, which can be
put aside, bemg passed by without sutficient
thought. An Association like that of the Pusoners’
Aid s surely well entitied to look tor co-operation
and assistance from all religious bodies, and ought
to recewve it.  LEspecially in this the case when as
now, 1 all truly entightened Christian communities,
1t is coming more and more to be an accepted thing
that the Church’s duty 1s concerned, not only with
matters of doctrine and teaching, but with all tnat
pertamns to the social wetl-being and improvement
of a1l classes of society. Presbyteries that merely
give this the go-by, asif it were a matter in which
they have no special interest, and has little or no
claim upon them for their ume and serious con-
sideration, are certainly making a mistake, even
should they resotve they can take no definite action,
and they are not in full accord with the spirit of our
day, which ismore and more calling upon the
Church and expecting 1t to identify 1selt with all
the social amenorative and philanthropic move-
ments ot the time,
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The Presbytery of Toronto atits mecting on
the 8th inst,, set a good example cf wise action in
this matter by appointing a committee to actin
cuncert with the Pnsoners” Aid Assuciation, The
Associatton giving 1ts thought and cffurt to for-
ward the objects alrcady named, will naturally
-ad in every step taken to secure them, and pro-
«4bly no better way of helping 1t could be nained
than by such bodies as Presbyteries co-operating
through a committee. This is the least that they
can do, and in most cases, we are persuaded, it is
also tne best thg they cando. \We hope that
all our Presbyteries may see their way to take at
least the step taken by that of Toronto. Others,
according as their circumstances have appeared to
cail for 1t, have gone a step tarther,

In order to cnuist the sympathies of our readers
in the 1nportant objects referred to, and by tlus
means secure for Yresbyteries thewr support in
any helpful action they may take, we quote here
froun a circular of thie Association ying befure us,
It asks tor defimite action irom the Dominion
and Ontario Governments, and from County
Councils. Let us remember that in secking to
promute these objects we are helping to wake
suclety around us purer, better and sater lor our-
selves and our chudren to live in ; to make our
country better ; to remove suimne ol the obstacles
which stand in the way ot the triumph of ail that
good, which every true muuster ot the gospel is
constantly laboring tor.

*Frum the Dominion Government” it is asking
“ that tne proposed reformatory tur young men be
not detinitety located unul a commissiun shalt have
reported upon the question in atl its bearings.
Tne Association 1s especially anxious that the
Protestant inmates ot the proposed reformatory
shall haveincentivesto reformauon at least equal
to those enjuyed by the prisoners confined in the
Central prison, Toronto. The moral and religious
instruction ot the Protestants in that institution is
conducted by the Prisoners’ Aid Associatton, as-
sisted by tns loronto Mimsterial Association.
This arrangement 1s tound to be much superior to
the pian ot having a paid prnison chaplam. After
the men are discharged a helping hanu 1s extended
by the Association, practical aid 1s given and many
are helped to a bewer lite.

“lrom the Ontarnio Government, the reforms
asked for are as follows, wiz.: Firstly, The re-
orgamzatio of the Reformatory for Boys at
Penctanguisnene, by locating the institution on
good tarm land so that the boys may be taught
farming with a view to their aaopting a farm lite,
and by the introductiou of ail the best methods
that are inuse i simiias sttunons in other
countries. 1t is justly claimed that our common
school system is equal if not superior to that of
other countries.  lhere 1s no reason why our re-
tormatory system should not occupy the same proud
pre-eminence. Secondty, they are asking tor the
establishment ot one or more reformatories tor
habitual drunkards. These unfortunates, many of
whom now spend more than one halt their ume in
the common jails, and with no penefit to themsclves
or to anyone eise, should at least have an oppor-
tumty to retorm. The jail does them no gooa. A
reformatory m:ght retorm. In jad their labor
counts tor very attle. 1o a retormatory therr labor
shoutd go a long way towarda makmg the institution
self-susiaining.  Moreover the removal of the
habnual drunkards from the county jails would
very much facutate the classification of the re-
maining prisoners.

“ From the County Councils the Prisoners’ Aid
Association 1s askimng for the followmng reforms,
viz. : Iirstly, for eacn county to either cstablish a
county house ot refugeor to unite with one or more
adjoining counties 1 establishing a uistrict work-
house, Secondly, to make cffictent provision m the
county jail tor the absolute separation ot the young
and comparatvely mnocent trom old offenders.
‘Thirdiy, 10 provide tne prisoners every working
day with industniat employment. Fourthly, to keep
the jait supplica with good books. tiufthly, to
place a small sum ot money in the hands ot the
Jailer to give temporary aid todischarged prisoners.
Sixthiy, a small annual grant in aidof county
prisoners on being discharged irom the Central
¥rison or the Relormatory tor women at Torouto.

“From the churches, ministerial, and Y. M. C,
Associations, temperance societies, &c., &c, tne
FPrsoners’ Aid Association asks for sympathy and
co-operation 1n their efforts for ¢ the reformartion of
offenders, their welfare when discharged, the pre-
vention of crime, and prison reform genetally.”

THE CAMEL IN AUSTRALIA.

The camel is playing an important part
in the development of western Australia.
The great centras depot for the importation
of these animals from India s Port Augusta,
259 miles nosthwest of Adelaide. Here a
camel! quarantioe station has been establish-
ed, and the arrivals are kept there and care-
fully watched for the first three moothsto
guard against outbreaks of a ~2rtain deadly
mange which carried off most «. the earlier
animals. Once acclimatized, the camels are
not liable to the complaint, and they tbrive
wonderfully upon the natural shrubs of

Australia—salt busb, wattle, mulga, acacia, -

and other varietice. The imported animals,
however , are not nearly, so valuable; as the
Australian-bred camels.  The herder breeds
his camels, as he does his sheep, on scieatific
priaciples, so that already within twenty-
five years, there has been produced in
Austraha a race of camels larger in frame,
souader in wind and limb, and possessed of
greater weight-carrying capacity thawn the
Iodian animals originally imported. By
means of came! caravans—there are now
close upon 10,000 camels at work ia Austra-
lia—the colooists have beea enabled to
stock vew country which was formerly
useless because a broad belt of land thatis
cither waterless or subject to long periods of
droughtintervened between the good country
apd the settled regions, whence all supplies
have to be drawn, and where all products
must be matketed. Itis only withio the
Jast few yearsthat min‘ng men have awaken-
ed to the utility of camels in their industry

and large sumbers of 1be animals bave deen,
drafted to western Australia. Oa the older
gold fields of that coloay the camel caravaa
has already supplanted the ballock team,

being at once more economical and more
efficient.

THE CANADA PRESBYTERIAN.

A THRIVING CHURCH.

A series of very interestinpanniversary setvices
in connection with College Street Presbyterian
Chutch ia this city closed on Monday evening, 7th
inse. It was twenty years on the last Sabbath of
last month since Rev. Alexander Gilray was in-
ducted into the pastorate of the College Sireet
congregation, ‘meeting then in a small rough-
cast building situated in the open field. [t
owed its organization largely to the far-seeing
policy for church extension in Toronto of the
Rev. Principal King, who, from the first, and the
congregation ‘with which he was so long identifi-
ed, have always taken a special interest in Col-
lege Strect conpregation. It began with fifty
members and has now upwards of Soo. Four
yearsago a new, large and commodious church
was erected capable of seating 1,200, and two
yeass later a Sunday schoolroom was built, the
whole costing $47.000. On the last Sabbath of
December, the Rev. L. I1. Jordan, B.D., pastor
of §t. James Square Church, preached in the
morning, and Rev. D, J. Macdonnell, B.D., in the
cvening. Last Sabbatn the scfvices were con-
ducted by the Rev. James Stewart, of Prescott.
Mr, Stewart preached the first sermon after the
induction of dr. Gilray twenty years ago, and
last Sabbath he preached the first discourse on his
catenng upon the twenty first year of s pastor-
ate. Rev. John Neil, of Westminster Chusch, pave
on Monday evening a lecture ona wisit to lol-
land and the Lakes of Kilamney. Al the aopi-
versary services were most interesting and  well
fitted in their results to encourape both the pastor
aad peaople of this theiving congregation.

PRESBYTERY MEETINGS.

The tepular meeting of the Presbytery of Tu
ronto was held in St. Andrew’s Church, on Tues-
day the 8th inst. There was a large attendance
of members and of cumaussioners who had busi-
ness before the court.  St. John's congregation,
Toronto, was given permission to elect trustees
and secuse transfer of deed of property and en-
cumbrance thereon. Mr. Scott, 1n making the
request graiefuily acknuwledged, on behaif of his
congregation, the great kindness of St. James®
Square, the mother congrepation, towards St.
John's congregation, from the day of its inception
till the present when they were able to stand
alone. A Committee of Presbytery was appoiot-
ed to act with the Prisoners’ Aid Association in
prumoting the wotk of the assuciauon. A resolu-
tiun expressing the Presbytery’s high regard for
the Jate Rev. John McKay, formedy of Knox
Ciurch, Scarboio, and its uppreciation of the work
he was permitted 10 do in this Preshyte:y, was
adopted and ordered to be inscribed aad a copy
forwarded to the relatives of Mr. McKay. Com-
millees were also appointed to draft resolutions
respecting the late Prof. Thompson, and Mr. G.
E. Freeman, Mr. W. WV, Percival's resignation
of the chasge of Richmond Il and Thornhill
was accepted and Mr. C. A. Campbell, of Maple,
was appointed Moderator ad inferim. The Pres-
hytery agreed to adopt without change the sclec-
tion of Psalms submitied by the Hymnal Com-
mittec. An overturc by Mr. Joha Douglas, a
member of Patkdale Presbyterian Chutch, dealing
with the respective and relative daties of the ses-
sion and the Board of Managers, wasremitted to
a commiltee who werc instructed to examince it
and prepare a_report thereon at next meeting of
Presbytery. The Presbytery agreed to approve
of the remit from General Assembly sugpesticg
the amalgamation of the following standing com-
mittees, viz. : Staic of Religion, Sabbath Observ-
ance, Systematic Beneficence and Tempeiance
into onc committce. The remit 1especting the
fequitement of onc year’s service in the mission
ficld belore parmitting graduates or ministers re-
ceived from other churches to be inducted over
a pastoral charge was considered, and it was
agreed to express approval of the remit so far as
it dealt with students who had just praduated, and
in respect to ministers  received fiom  other
churches, except as in certain cases that may be
exempled by special action of the General Assem-
bly. Dr. Gregg, who was not picsent when he
was nominated for Moderator of the next General
Assembly, asked that his name be withdrawnand
in respoose to his very carnest request his name
was reluctantly dropped. It was agrecd to con.
tinue the printing of Presbytery Minutes and M.
A. C. Gowanlock’s tender for printing the min
utes was accepted.  The committee appointed to
mcet and confer with the petitioness from Park.
dale who desire to form ) ncw congicgation pre-
sented a careful repoit. The opinion was ex-
pressed that there was not rcom in Parkdale for
three good congregations and the commitiee 1c-
commcaded that an effort be made to amalgamate
the present Fern Ave. congiegarion and the body
of pctitioners. It was apreed to continue the
commiltee and instruct them to confer with Fern
Asve. Sessionand Bozid of Manapers and wich
the petitions with this end in vicw, and, if success-
ful, 10 recommend 1o the Presbytery in its report
at next mecting some suitable site for the new
church cdificc. A recommendation 10 allow the
petitioncss to meet meanwhile in Cowan Ave.
Mecthodist Chuich was laid on the table till such
conference may be held. Messrs, Edward B.
Iore and Robert J. Richardson were duly certi-
fied 1o the senate of Koox College as students pre-
paring for the ministry in the Presbyterian Church.

THE CANADA PRESBYTERIAN.

A mural tablet is about to be placed in
Kirkconnel Church in memory of the late
Rev John Dovaldson. It contains a portrait
in high relief.

A sale of work at Edinburgh in aid of
the fund to provide St. Andrew's Church,
Colombo, with an American organ has, with
donations, realized £96.

The death took place at Melbourne, on
11th November, of Rev. Hugh Macfarlane,
late minister at Seymour, Victoria, and
tormerly of Oban Church.

Presbyterianism in Belfast has grown
from twelve churches in 1841 to thirty-seven
in 1894, and the Extension Committee an-
nounces that ten more are in prospect.

He rendered great ser-
vice in the formation of the local congrega-
tion at the Disruption.

The Pope, it is said, is extremly vexed
that the Emperor of Austria has sigaed the
Wekerle Laws. Iostructions have been
sent to the Papal Nuncio at Vienaa to pro-
test io the name of the Holy See.

Haddinplon Established Church Presby-
tery has expressed general approval of the
Scandinavian licensing system. Rew.
Kerr, of Dirleton, dissented, objecting to the
Presbytery’s committing itself to any system
of control.

1o a letter reprettiog his inability to at
tend the recent Peace Congress at Leeds,
the Bisbop of Durham wrote: ‘‘It ap-
pears to me the cause of Peace and Arbitra-
tion is moving forward as rapidly as its
warmest friends could hope.”

In a Salvation Army report, just issued, it
is mentioned that 70,000 charges for petty
ofiences are dealt with by the London mag-
istrates every year. The best authorities
estimate that 10,000 new criminals are man-
ufactured per annum.

Sir David C. Buchanan, speaking at
Whifflet bazaar, deplored the ritualistic
tendency in maoy of the churches, especial-
ly the Church of Eogland, and expressed his
prelerence for direct giving, money spent at
a bazaar being hardly Christian charity.

An action is pending in the Court of
Session, Scotland, as to tbe destination
of the rtesidue of the late Mrs.
Beckett, of Kilmarpnock, the fee of which
is claimed by her sisters and for the
Home and Foreiga mission schemes. About
412 0co is in dispute.

Sir Walter Philmore, a chief ecclesias-
tical lawyer ia Eagland, is not unfavourable
to Disestablishment, and sees no reason
why his Church’s government should not be
carried on though the Welsh section were
disestablished, and the other not, thatis,
upon Catholic priociples.

For the Parish Council of Wing, Bucks,
Mre. Leopold de Rothschild heads the list,
among the other successful candidates being
John Woothead, a chimney-sweeper, who
obtained 140 votes, while the vicar of the
parish was out of the running with 72. Two
thatchers and an ex-policeman are among
the elected.

The thrilling story of Dr. Paton's life
and wotk in the New Hebrides has been
civen to very large audiences, in Clara,
Kiwgstown, Dublin and Howth. Over
seventy-five beautiful lantern views were
shown, and the story was listened to with
rapt aiention. Much lasting good will re-
sulxd{rom it {or the mission in that far off
fand.
