The installation of Sir Oliver 'Mowat as Lieutenant
Governor of Ontario fast week placed tbe copestone on
The New Moent a 1- -zig and honorable political career.
Govornor. Sir Oliver*s new position is one ai
honnir nat divestcd froni responsilsility for wbicb bis
excepti>n.l exrcrience oi public nffairs weil fits bim.

At the samne tinie it is a Position Of Comparative rest,
and no one will deny that such rest bas been fully
earned. The great influence which Sir Oliver was able
to wield over the people of Ontario was due to two
main causes, bis natural sagacity and sbrewdness, and
ta the confidence inspired by bis moral and religious
character. The arts of the politician lie was master of,
but be operated witbin a well-defined limit, and neyer
transgressed the proprieties ot public lite. One tesson
ta be learned tram bis career is that the people are
more alive tas higb character in their political leaders
tban tbey are generally credited ta be, and that a lofty
standard in public afl'airs will still pay. The people as
a whole, irrespective of party or creed approve Sir
Oliver's appointment.

Womanua Home. class af the poor. An instance in
point is furnisbed by the Home for Aged Women,
situated in Taronto, at wbich anniversary services were
held last week. Tbe annual report was most gratifying
and the ladies and gentlemen wbo are devating time
and kind effort in cannection witb the institution have
reason ta be encauraged. A nitw branch wilI soon be
added ta the Home, designcd for tbe accommodation ai
aged men wbose dlaims were presented by Rev. Dr.
Parsons. The institution is kindly and caretully
managed and is wortby the support af ail givers ta
deserving city charities.

Should the negotiations at WVashington result in a hetter
undcrstanding betwcn the Governments ai Canada and the
Cultiva t 0.04 United States, and a bcuter ft eting

irftiuff.betwecn the two peaples, vcry nîncl
indecd &hall have been gained. As ta the seulement ai the
political questions ah issue nohhing definihe lias bcn made
knowa that can provake intelligent comment, but the
assurance tbat the conférences between the higli officers af
statc have paved the way for Iricndly negattahions in the
future must be satisfactory ta ail] who can accept il as truc.
Canada is in no :nood ta malte one sided sacrificcs ai hcr
trade and commerce, ncithcr is the United States, but in
seutlement oi questions bound ta bc in dispute Imtween
countries sa situated as are these two, good feceng will reacb
just conclusions where diplumacy, based an suspicion, is
bound tafait. A promising opcning apprars for tic religious
press and the churches of bath cotintries ta cultivate the
courtcsies begun by the national leaders.

WVbat bas been rigbtly ternied a rematkable discusion
toak place at tbe annual meeting cf tbe Ilaptist Con-

naptm a" gress, at Chicago. Tbe topic was tbe
»1v1404. aIl important ane "aWhether or not
Baptism is a pre-requisite ta the Lard's Supper."'
Some leading and trusted niembers ai tbe Congrets,
announced a change ai opinion from wbat bas bitberto
been gencrally held. One speaker, Rev. Dr. O. p.
Gifford, of Buffato put the case thus -l' e challenge
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the assÙùmption that the New Testament does furnish
us wiîlh the model of the Church ; that tlie model of the
Church %vas fini',hed ini Corinth, or Rome, or Ephesus;
that the practice of the Church in the first century is a
cominon Iaw, and ail departures [rom that practice
seditiait and anarchy. The essence of the Lord's
Supper ks in the powver tu discern the Lord's body.
lrnmcrsed mien who fail to discern the Lord's body do
flot observe the L.ord's Supper. U-nimmersed men who
do discern the L.ord's body do observe the Lord's
Stipper.' Th'lis position was accepted as bas been said,
hy a mnmber of leading Baptist Divines present and it
il; evident that the orthodox view of the denomination
bas receivcd an unexpected and severe sheck.

* 'Tis truc we are surrounded with the goodness and

niercy of thic Creator at ail times, and our tbanks are
day hy day, but as a people it is meet wc should unite
un one set day ta own God's hand in providence. His
hounties wve have richly en ijoyed this ycar. [le bas
Civen an :îhundant harvest ; the storehouses are full and
the people prasperous. Canada recegnizes the Divine
goodness in tbis, and to-day wben as a nation we offer
thanlcs let it be the sincere offering of our hearts.

We can look back upon our history at such a tume
and find cause for humble praise. Our experience bas
heen, on the wbolc, most satisfactary. The pioncer
lîardhips had their scasoning of pleasure and success ;
the early troubles in churcla and state have left scarcely
a bitter mîniory behind ; oneness of purpose in our
national amnis ks apparent to-day an every hand and
faith in the future of our country was neyer stronger.
In these respects, and many others, Canada bas been
highly favored.

The practice of our Goveramerit in appeinting a day
for 'Iha-,nkgiving is based on a recognition of God's
providence in our affairs, in our prosperity or adversity;
it is a national recognition of Cod as the Almighty Buter
of the Univcrse. In this scuse the day assumes peculiar
importance, and ought to be loyally observed for pur-
poses of 'vorship,-not for mere pleasure. It is very
deirable that al] in authority-the Mayors and Coun-
cillorN, the offcials in the public service, and public mnen
should set a proper example ta the people in obeying
the mianidate ci the Government in the spirit of its
intenltioni as well as literally, The churches do their
dutv fairly wl, but they ought te be heartily supported
hy the public officiais and the authorities.

INTERNAI tONAL ARBITRATION.
NEagain the welconic news lias corne ta hand of

ne' oîtations lbetween l3ritain and the United States
touching an Arbitration Trcaîty. It is reported iliat the
ouilint of a trcaîy bas even hieo .ugrecdi upon by the
( ilv rrnnmî fils ot the two peolples, and it is lblieved the
ad,îîîni-trati,n al WVashington wvill succced in securing

the appravil of Congress. Ail having the welfare of the
Englisb-speaking peoples ait heart wilI rejoice in this
step forward in tile march of civiiization, for if flie treaty
is based on tlic calin judgmeîît of the twa coutitries
immediately concerned, thiere can bc no douht it will
tnean a substantial, advancc in international amity and
dealing. As reportcd, tlic treaty provisions are guarded
by qualifications thiat leave outiets for war, but tht
principle is amply recognized tîtat arbitration sbould be
resorted ta in ail cases wvhici tile parties, after deliber-
ation, believe ta bc competent for arbitration, and tbis
of itself will prove no sinîal deterrent to fihe excitement:
of passion and hiasty speech.

The non.cenformists ai Britain bave tailed earnestly
ta bring about an understanding sucli as bas now appar-
cntly been arrived at. An influential section af the
Ainerican public lias also lielped the cause. Recently
the W. C.T.U. petitioned favorably, and just tht other
day a strong appeal wvas made by l3ishop Doane of
Albany, in bis address te tile clergymen and delegates
of his diacese, ini favor of better feeling and arbitration.
This closing passage froni tlie address is worthy serious
perusal:

IAnd for that wretched party spirit wvbich, fer the
serving af temporary political ends is capable of risking
the permanent horrors of an alienation between two
pations which, are absolutely one in origin, in character,
in interest, in responsibility from God, in language in
bistory, and in religion, there oughît te be at the poils,
in the press, frem the pulpit. and in the personai inter-
course o! intelligent men, the sternest denuniciation and
the most incessant rebtîke. No greater outrage, it seems
te me, can be conceivable. and no more lasting and
serieus injury to ail the best interests of humanity
threughaut the werld, than tlic severance, or even the
straining, o! the close t wvich binds America ta
Engiand. A war weuld be only less a fratricidal war
than aur unfortunate rebellion ; but the prevention cf it
must be, not by the machincry cf statecraft and Cabinet
Council, but by thle cultivation cf tlit true spirit and
temper o! tht peoples of boti nations."

Tht better clasb press of the United States bave
endorsed tlic Bisiîop's utterance lîeartily, a fact that wîii
net be without gooli cil ect in that country. Let Canada
fellow suit and be careft that ne thoughtless or hostile
rernark, at a tinie whien great issues are pending, shouid,
in any way, however snîall, hclp to frustrat the bond
of concerd new souglit ta bc ferrned between nteighbors.

MANITOBA SOHOOL QUESTION.

T HE Pope's reply ta tht representations made ta him
respecting the Manitoba schoel case bas been

withheld fer a few days, but if tht reports wbich purport
to cantain the substance of it be correct, bis Holiness
supports the view that the Manitoba Roman Cathoiics
bac! an undoubted right to Separate Schoois - and
decrees that Roman Catbolic cbildren must net attend
the Public Schools. Tht Pope, hewever, advises nioder-
ation in asking the te-pening of Separate Schoois,
and the use ai peaceful measures. lVith the Pipal
utterance, ne doubi, ini view, 'Mr. Tarte delivered a
significant speech in Toronto. lie condemned Separate
Schools and Clearyism in forcibie and welcome ternis.
Ht rnaintained it ta bc the duty o! Canadians ta Educate
their children as much as possible together se that they
might know each ather better and love eacb Cther better.
Mr. Tarte hit out a: Arcbbisbop Clenry by saying that
hc desired ta go ta the grave of bis Protestant friends
and throw in bis hanâful of carth on the remains, a loving
tribute ta the departed. IlAs a Roman Catbeiic " he
declared, - 1 desire ta be permitted te say that we must
maurn aur dead tageiher and carry theni te their last
resting place shoulder ta shoulder." Wc< necd more of
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such outcp~ikcnness anmong Roman Cititolles. WVe
hesitate ta believe that aIl who adhere ta the Roman
Catholic Church accept aIl her doctrines ai exclusivei,
but how rarely are instances ai courage found among
them as that ai the Minister ai Public \Vorks. The
Minister ai course spoke for a political purpose, but ail
the samne, bis speech shows that the goveramnent does
not intcnd, at least at present, ta yield a point ta Ramne.

TAX EXEMPTIONS

T HE protest against the imposition ai taxes on churchi
property is liaving c(ffct. Managers and sessions arc

discussing the subject, fiaintly, niay be, as yet, but wc hope
tlîeir voice wil L'e soon heard with no uncertain sound. The
anti.exemptionists-those who advocate the remnoving ai the
exemption frant taxation the churclies at prescrit enjoy, arc
active in Toronto and it becomes the bounden duty ai the
Troronto churches ta lead a vigorous crusade in defence ai
thieir rights. The question will hkely bc broughit ta a
popular vote at the municipal E 'ections on the following
questions ta bc submitted by the City Council:

(i) Are yru in favor ai the principle ai asscssing caci
individual acco-ding ta lus or ber actual worth in real and
personal property ?

(2) Arc you in favor ai the principle ai abolishing al
exemptions?

It will bc seen that a clear issue is here evaded. It is
iîot nierely church exemption, but the exemption ai variaus
kinds af property. Thus is tbe question complicated.
Mal:ny wha favour church exemption mnay fat-ly argue against
the cxcmiption of Dominion prapcrty on local grounds,
hiolding that as govcrnment buildings arc for the use and
advarnage ai the Daminion or P>rovince thiat they oiight ta
bear a share af the municipal taxes. But the distinction ta
ho drawn between such buildings and cburches whicb
mihnister ta the teligiaus wants ai the givea rnunicipality,
is quite apparent. 'et by conjoining these separate classes
ai property the City Council lias taken a course which will
niake it difllcult ta obtain a (air expression ai opinion fromn
the people, and in proportion ta this difficu*ty, is thîe duty
ai church members ta enlighten the public and ta sec ta it
that the real significance ai the situation is made fully known.
Managers, trustees. members ai session and eiders aught ta
make a c.u'ivas witbout loss ni time, herore the din of the
election films the air. The REvIEW Will act itS part and it
bespeiks the aid ai the other religiaus papers in the City
in a cause that affects them ail.

EARL ABERDEEN AT KNOX.

should be free from concurrent studies sucb al; the Arts
Preparatory course. In a city witb such University
privileges as- Toronto there shauld nat, la biç opinion,
be great difficulty in obtaining the literar,, education la
the Arts University sa that the theaogick hall should
be free ta do its awn special work. This belief is widely
shared in. Camprehensiveness, wvas the term bc uscd
as that wbich s-hould distiaguisb the study for tbe
ministry. An IIaIl-ro)und man" who coutl take an
intelligent interest in the affairs ai Ilile, wbo toak a
sympathetic share la the -avocatians ai thase araund him,
was the Mdent minister oi to.day. Hlis excellency urged
upon the students ta be well prepared for the future
whicb witb its glorious apportunities waç belore tbem,
and in impressive, earneut words invoked God's blessing
up.'n tl.em.

Rev. principal Cavea, wbo ielicitously presided.
expressed the appreciaîion ai the cburch for the bîgb
nlm their excelleacies bait set beiore themn in the dis-
charge ai their duties and tbe christian spirit wbicb
char4tcterized their actions.
