TO TUE EDITOR OF THE CHURCH CHRONICLE,

Rev. sxp Dsanr Sir,

I bavo just returned from a trip to the northern part of tho County of Peterbor-
ough, and, thinking that what I have to say may interest somo of your renders,
would beg you to insert this letter,

The immedinte object I had in view, in visiting this distant portion of our dioceso,
was to conduct the opening services of a church lately built at Haliburton, in the
Townsbip of Dysart. This township, together with nino others, is the property of
an English Company (the Canadian Land and Emigration Compnuy) and has beon
opened for settlement sume two or three years. Last autumn the Company built a
small wooden church for the benefit of their settlers, and it was to open this on New
Year’s day that I started from Toronto, on December 26th, accompanied by Mr,
Blomfield, the Sccretary of the Company. It bad been my intention, as it was my
desire, to be present on Christmas duny, but the severe storm of the previous week,
rendering the roads well-nigh impnssable, prevented my doing fo, The disappoint-
meut was in some degreo mitigated by the fact that the following Sunday was New
Year's day, a day which I could not but feel, with its call to new daties and new
hopes, was mogt appropriate for the intended service, The church is very conve-
piently situated ou fead Lake, occupying a central position in the Township of
Dysart. Itis dapable of holding about ecighty or ninety worshippers, and this is
enough for the present. For should the numbers in the township incrense as
expected, the building would make a capital school house; and a larger aud more
becoming edifice might then be permanently set apart and consecrated as a church.
At the upening service I had a congregation of forty-two persons, & number which
would have been considerably incrensed if the weather had been less severe. But
with the thermometer below zero, and n long unbroken road for most to travel, several
were deterred from attempting the journey. Those who were present, with whom
I conversed, expresaed themselves in terms of the highest gratification at again hear-
ing the full services of the church, and at the prospect of having a clergyman once
more residing in their midst. The actual settlers amount, I am tuld, to upwards of
fifty families, and of these nearly three-fourths are professing members of the
Anglican church

It is most important, I think, that the door which is tias opened for the establish-
ment of our church should not be allowed to close upon us. Wo have been, it is
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enorally confessed, too negligont inour missionary work intheoutlying districts of our
g!ooaso. many o field whero dissont is now umversal, might have been, but for our
supinoness, filled with zenlous churchmen, The churchmen were there, but wo
nogleoted to supply them with tho mosns of grace, and now they are lost to our
communion forever, Now, in this township, wo have an opportunity of extending
our limits such ns doos not often occur. Hore ia n church alrendy built.  Here aro
willing worshippers.  Hero are mombers willing to avail themselves of n clergyman's
ministry. Herois an outside populativn, numerieally small, but which is well
affeotod towards ourcommunion, and which might be brought intoits fuld. Here, too,
is o company willing to contribute £50 towards tho maintenance of n clergyman,
All wo have to do ir to find tho man, and to innke up the requisite balance, nor nced
this bo wholly suppliod by the mission bonrd.  To the west and north-wost of Dysnrt
lio tho Townships of Minden and Stanhiope. I held two meetings at Quli-river set-
tlomentin Minden, for tho purpuse of conversing with the members of our church resi-
dontthore. 'They all exprosscd themselves ns most anxious to obtain tho services of o
olorgyman, and stated their willingness to contributo towardshis support. Theexnct
amountof thair joint contributions it was of courso, 1mpassible toascertain on the spot,
but somo of the principal members volunteered to go round amony their neighbours
during tho noxt fortnight, and felt themselves justified in saying that they could
guaranteo at least £25. My proposal to them was that thdy should have a servico
evory alternate Sundny morning, that an afternoon service should be given on the
samo Sunday in Stanhope, which is ten miles distant and connected by n passably
good road, and that on the other nlternate Sundays the clergyman should go to
Dysart. 1 trust with all my heart that this arrangement can be carried into effoct
by tho Mission Board.

At present the service at Minden could be held in the school house, but the peoplo
assured me that if o clorgyman once came among them, there would be no difficulty
in putting up a commodious wooden church, the ground is already secured, o
hundrod acres having been lately purchased in the neighbourhood nsa glebe-land,
I may also mention that a smnll building can be procured for holding service at
Stavhope, and that it is Loped that ten acres of land will be very soon granted by
Government, on which nchiurch could, aud most likely would, be speedily erected.

Roturning once moro to the Tewnship of Dysart there are two points to which I
would refer. Tho English Company, with prmiseworthy libernlity, huve set apart 200
acres on the north shore of Head Lake as a glebe land. The communication with
the south shore, on which the church is situated, will be completed in the spring by
the erection of n bridge across the river flowing into the lake. Thus a clergyman
who chooses to live on his glebe would have a residence very convenient to bix church
and parishioners. In the meantime there is n bouse hitherto occupied by the Com-
pany’s storekeeper, but about to be vacant, in which a clergyman could reside. It
18 distant from tho Haliburton church about five and-a-half miles, but would be con-
venient for visiting families in the township, and would place him within twoive and
a-half miles of his services at Minden,

GARDEN RIVER, MISSION.

(To the Editor of the Chronicle.)
Curistyas, 1864,
Drear Sin,

In the Chronicle for the lnst month, you gave a very true and graphic account of
the many demands made by the Indinns upon the slender means of the Indian
Missionary. 1 can confirm the truth of all you stated, having been subject to such
demands for many years, but applications for loans, &c., are less frcquent now than
formerly, for I have resolved not to impoverish myself and family, 1o eucourage in
any measure indolence or extravagance.

And yet in this, as in any other commuuity, there are the sick, the infirm and
aged, widows and orphans, who really need assistance, and as we have no charitable
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fnstitations, no wealthy nnd genorous familiea in tho neighhaurbood to afford them
aid, after all tio Indians kindly do one for anether, the missionary is depcaded upon
for much nccessary relief. | was very much pleased by tho hearty response mado by
some membors of our church, (mentioned in the Chronicle,) to your nppeal on bohalf
of the destitute Indians. Fur nlthough no portisn of their liborality or that of the
Indint Department extends to the Indiana under my care, yet I rejoico to scothata
spirit of christinn benovolence actustes the hearts of many in Canada towards the
poor Indians, and prowmpts them to afford their nid when appesled to for it, and I
am oncournged theroby to hopo that n similar nppeal on behalf of these people will
bo ns readily and liberally responded to.

This bleased senson of Christmns has been enjayed by all of the Indians very
much. The church was more beautifully and tastefully decorated than 1 have ever
scen it, nnd its appearavce was much improved by twe now chandelicrs nud two
new lamps for tho reading desk and pulpit, purchased dy tho chiefs and young
men,

Wo had service hero at 12 o'clock, ny soon as Christmas day commeonced. The
church was crowded with eager worshippers to do honour to tho Saviour's birth,
and heartily jowned in prayer and praise to tho adorablo Redecmer of mankind, 1
administored the holy sacrament of the Lord’s Supper to nhout thirty communicants,
and this, and the whole service in tho early Christmas morning, was peculiarly
interesting and exceedingly profitable to eur souls.  After servico 1 had a few hours
rest, and then lett Garden River for Sault St Marie  The weather was not what
some would call favourable fur traveiling, but I cnjoyed the drive very much, and
arrived at the Sault in good time for service.

The Court Room, where we hold service, was very beautifully decorated by the
young ladies, with the co-operation of Mrs. Dicksan, from Toronto.

Steriff Carney kindly lent his melodeon for the oceasion, which was played by
Mrs. Towers, and both singing and playing were excelient, the melodeon incrensing
very much tho cfficicncy of the choir. The congregation was very large, but the
communicants did niot number more than fifteen or eixteen. [ took lunch with the
Shenff, who afterwnrds accompnnied e on my return to Garden River, where wo
arrived just as the first bell was ringing for evening service, which was very numor-
ously attended. The sheriff was very agreeably surprised at nll be heard and saw;
he did not at all expect to find such & respectable congregation, nor to sce them so
orderly and devout.

On Monday, the Indians had their annual fenst. At the request of the chiefs in
council, I had written invitations to all the principal people at the Sault to dine with
them. The Hon. Judge Prince, Colunel Savage, and others, oxpressed their regret
that they could not accept the invitation, but the Sheriff was here. and George Lay,
Esq., and severnl of the merchants and others came to the feast. It being St.
Steplien's Day I had turning service, but only a few of the white people were down
here in time for service, which I regretted as the chiefs were anxious join in worship
with their fellow churchmen from the Sault, provious to dining togethe} for the
first time.

At dinner the chiefs presented a very grotesque and formidable nppearance, they
were painted, they wore their head-dress of fenthers, and were clad in their official
costume of deer skin, profusely ornnmented with bend-work and British medals of
t&lerit. The room’ where they dined was decorated with evergreens and British

ags

There was one article of food at the feast peculiar to Indiang, which was lynx or
wild cat, but which some of the white people present pronounced oxcellent, and to
my taste it is as nice as mutton.

During the fenst several excellent addresses were made by the white people and
the Indians, expressive of their loyalty to the British crown, and kindly fecling one
towards another.

Sheriff Curney gave the Indians some very good advice, which they much appre-
ciated  As the whole people had to return to the Sault that eveniug, the proceedings
terminated much sooner than we could have wisked. DBetore parting we sang the
Natioual Anthem, and thus ended the Indians’ Annuel Feast, which was the moat
interesting I ever attended. The white people intend to invite the chiefs to dine
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with thom at tho Sault, and I hape by thig interchrnge of hoapitality a more inti-
mate friendahip will be establivhed between the white poople aund tho Indians, which
will tend to encourage the Intter in their Tnudable nttempis to raixe themselve in the
sonle of givilization and to promate their social,"their religions and eternnl wolfuro,
floping the above wiil nut prove umnterasting to the readers of the Chromcle,

Your very kind letter of the 28th November, reached me on the 220d December,
with 310 enclosed. for which 1 send yon many thunks.

In regerd to my recommendntion a faveur of George Obetosawa, [ was sorey that
the mission bonrd rould not nccede to it, 1 thonght uy sawe rent was due they would
have granted that atleast, [ hope the bonrd have not refused pnying rent, nsit was
promiced George when you aud D O'Meura were here lnst summer.  Ou the lnst
dny of December there would be four month«' rent due, which, at 352 60 per month,
would come to F10, which rum wou d prave very neceptable.

The uk powders were duly received, but not the books you mention a9 having been
sent for my school in a box to Mr Sunms, but suppose [ shall get them when he
comas over next time,

By the kind providence of God we are spared to the commencement of another
year: things are going on about the same ns when you and Dr O Menrn were here.
My school, I nm happy tore ort, is progressing, there nre at present 25 on the books
with an avernge attendance in the day school of 14 boys and girls inc'uded, our
Sund 1y school has increased considerably i we have an attendance of 25 boys and
girls included, The Buniday services continue to be well attended, but letat not be
suppoxed that all s perfection among us. - Alas, no, 1 have adark as well asn bright
sido of the picture to represent, while there is much to encourage we have much to
discourage us, the chief thing that grieves us most is the innate love somo of the
Indinny have for whiskey  Sometimes they enrry their drunken sprees, as they are
called, to « fenrful pitch, putting my family and the whole neighbourhood in a atate
of terror. Such wag the caxe vot long age. | often fear [ am spending my strength in
vain. unless n better state of things should take pluce; I feel as though I should have
to resign my post of duty.

Perlinps the fricuds who kindly contributed the supplies for the poor Indians, will
be pleased to near how gratefully those supphes have been received ; the Indians
snid it was very kind of the white people to be so mindful of the poor Indinus. I
had some of the tlour, pork, anl corn, sent to me for distribution nmong the Indinns
at Litte Current. I must say it gnve me a great deal of plensure in distributing it.
I endensoured to impress upon the minds of the Iadians how thankful they should
be that God bad raised up such kind friends.

1 am not aware whether I mentioned last year at this time the manner in which
Christmas is kept among the Indimns It is their usual custom on Christmas day to
have a feast among themselves, each contributing and cooking something, in which
we help them, ns we are xpecially invited. This year Christmas day falling on Sunday
the feast wax held on Monday, whenups rdsof 60, tacluding the wives nud children
as well ns Indians attended  We had a most pleasant meeting, every countenance
geemerd to benm with delight. This is the manner in which the Ne mivho mis, gatbers
his grandehildren aronnd him once a year. After all were satisfied in the way of
eating, 1 collected some ot the older cinldren together in n cliss to sing a hymn in
Euglish, which 1 had been tenchiug them to repeat at the cluse of the school for sume-
time past, *There is a bappy land, &e.” They sung it very nicely to the great plensuro
of their parents, after which short addresses were given: one by n young man who
has Intely taken up land bere, and another by Mr Cummings from La Cioche, who
was present, then n hymn in Indian was sung. atter which | addreased themn: besides
thege severa) addresses, two of the Indian chiefs said a few words, when another hymn
was sung and a tew collects from our excellent liturgy tu the Indian was read, then I
Qismissed them after the formuia of shaking hands was over.
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I am happy to sy that tho Rev. Mr. Simms haa bren well recefved by the Indians
and is dovotlng himsolf most faithfully to the work of this arduous mission. I hopo
and pray ho may prove a blessing nmong them. )

My Drar Str,

It hins been my privilege this yoear again to ho sent as ono of the members of a
Deputation to hold meetings in behalf of the Church Society. In nccordanco with
my instructions therefore, 1 proceeded on the 3rd danuary to the Parish of Ktobicoko,
where wo had n very good mecting, To my dismay I found that through some
misundersinnding, the other members of the Deputaton, n zenlous Layman of
Toronto, would not be at any of the meetings. We were, however, favoured with
the presence of the Rev. Dr. Fuller, and Messrs HHosking, MacMureay, and Richard
Narison, lny gentlemen from the city. The meeting was very well attended, and
was rendered much more lively nnd attractive than such meetings usually nre by the
oxcelient music of the large and efficient choir under tho management of Miss E.
Cooper.

AE the Mimico Church on the following evening, the same choir from St. George's,
Etobicoke, were present, and nided in giving interest to tho meeting. The evening
was very cold, but the Church was full, and Dr, Fuller and Mr, Hoskins again gavo
their valuable help. We alse injoyed the aseistance of the Rev, H. D. Cooper, of
Beverley. There appoars to hnve been a considerable falling off since Inst yenr in
the income of these two Branches of the Society, St.George's only reporting $70.30
and tho Mimico Church $21.70 as agninst $81.45, and 24 80, in 1863. [tis to be
hoped earncstly that this year the difference may be the other wuy. Congregations,
such as these, possessing so many advantages, both spiritual and temporal, will
surely with the utmost readinass raise the sum of B150 which is asked of thom, in
view of the very urgent missionary needs of the Church in thiy Diocese,

On the 5th I proceeded to Sydenbam, a station of the Parish of Springfield, about
fifteen miles from Toronto. Here I was agrecbly surprised to meot the Reverend
Mr. Givins, the Hon. Secretary of the Society, aud Mr. C‘arruthers. The buildipg in
which we were ngsembled iy, I believe, ouc of the fow remaining ** union Churches”,
which are now, happily, becoming more rare I must not omit to compliment the
members of the Church in this place upon the tasteful decoration of their placo of
worship. The green folinge was very prettily relieved by white berries in the
wreaths. The effect was very gaod, aud would have been better, but for the dark
colour of the walls. At Sydenham the Society appenrs to hold its own, collections of
1864 being about the same as those of 1863.

On the next evening, which was the Festival of the Epiphany, weo met at the
Springfield Church, our strength being very much increased by the addition of the
Provost of Trinity College, and Mr. W 8. Atkiuson. Wo had n very pleasant
meeting, the most noticeable fenture of which was a most excellont speech from the
Provost, n speech not only elegant in diction, but also as was to be expeoted, thoughtful
and practicnl. It is to be regretted that the income of this Braunch has not been so
good ns in former years. But the Parish has had cousiderable local difficultics to
contend with, which it is hoped wi!l not continuoc to impede the progress of the
Society in this neighbourhood. The Harvest tlome, which was held in the Parish
last Autumn, was & most pleasing indication of a thankful spirit. It cannot be
doubted that this thankfulness to the Giver of all good will take a tangible shape in
increased offerings to the Church’s cause. The Church, which is rather a large one,
is nently kept, and very elaborutely decornted for Christmay, illuminated sentences
forming an appropriate part of the ornaments. It is also noticeable that in this Parish
the Inymen seem to bestir themselves and not leave everything to the clergyman, as
is too generally the case. Each of the Branches hing its secretary, who keeps ita
accounts, and prepares its report for the annual meeting. A couple of pleasant
hours spent at the hospitable dwelling of Mr. W. Magrath, and a good night's rest
at Dr. Dixies closed & very agreeable week’s work,

.
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On Tuesday the 10th I agnin set out for Brampton, bat owing to the sickness of
my horse, and tho irregularity of Trains caused by the stormy wenther, did not reach
that pinco 1} after mbdaight.  But tho meeting, I am very sorry to sny had been n
small ono, which is to bo regretted  Churchmen do not turn out on these occnsiona,
S awearher or no"”, na the Disscnters do, or ns they themaclves do to n palitical meeting,
or to a party of plensure. The prosence of the Rov. Dr. Road and II. B Osler more
than cumponented for my defnzlt nt this mee § g. which it ia to bo hoped is not to bo
taken ns an index of what the subscriptions in tho Parish will be.

Wednesdny the 11th found Mr. Oder and my«elf nt Tullnmare, which Parish has
Intely come under tho charge of the Rev J Muddieton, formerly of Brighton, There
is horo an oxcellont now brick Parsonage, swhich I wax sorry ty hear is not yot free
from debt. Thero is alno in tho village which connixtr only of a few houscs, a very
small, and poor looking Church, which I was gind to seoin conveniently crowded,
snd which will soen, I hope, give place to n more suitable buslding.  The C ristmas
decotation was, however, very good, and the singing was of the right wort, Church
like, und brisk. Mr. ('hafeo manages this matter excellently. A very pralseworthy
spirit appeared to pervade the meeting, nnd nftor what was snid by Messrs Osler,
Chafeo and Anderson, it may be hoped that Tullamore will not be benind Lloydtown,
or any other placo, in proportion to its strength, 1t will he very strange if this part
of Chinguacoucy cnnnot make up its share of tho 8100 which is nsked from the
Parish.

A piensnut drive the next day brought us to Grabamville, where Mr. Middleton
has o small, but promising congregation, nssembhng in the Townalip hinll, we were
hore joined by Mr. Arnold of Brampton, nud orgamsed a branch of the Society,
which will, 1 trust prove an uscful auxilinry. The musichere is under the direction
of Miss Graham, 1 believe, although on this occasion the Meladeon, n uew and
excellent one, was played by Mr Chafee. The meeting being over, and an excellent
Tea beln g diseussed at the houso of n Medieal Gentleman in the neighbonrhood, we
proceeded to the Church in the Gore of Toronto. We found it well filled with an
atteutive congregation, who wero nddressed, I hope with benefit to the cause, by the
writer, and Messrs Arnold, Osler, nnd Davidson. The rusic was of a good Church
character, and was under the management of Mr. Middleton.

This mecting closed your correspondent’s Inbours in behalf of the S .iety in the
same Vistrict. On the whole, the prospects are cheering, nnd I think we may look
for increased activity in the increase of Church missions. The laity are, 1 think,
beginning to take n more open and decided share in Church work than beretofore, as is
shewn by there being some Iny spoakers from among the Parishioners at almost every
meeting. The Church feeling which is becoming so wilely different in England
amongst all classes, will goon. I trust, find 1ts reflection hore; and the time may
come yet when all the members of Christ's Church will take as much trouble to
extend Her iufluence. as is taken cheerfully by the members of other religious bodies.
Whut scems to me to be wanted is more information regarding Church matters here
and at home by menns of frequent periodieal pub.icatione.  Other denominations
bave, and support, their weekly papers, why cannot we? It is n matter for serious
reflection that the Newspaper Press, which is in these duys such n mighty power,
cannot be turned to more ndvantage in the Church’s cause in this Diocese. The
Chironicle, excellens as it is, does not meet the requirements of the case.  The Church
8~ciety Report appears only once a year, and has a very hmited number of readers,
I fear. 1 do hope something will be done before long in this direction.

1 onnnot conclude without ¢x, ressing my grateful thanks to those friends who
hospitably entertained me on my tour, and to those who so kindly and patiently
listened to what 1 had to sny. 1 trust that the divine blessing will accompany and
follow this and all similar efforts, imperfect though they be, for the advancement of
God's glory and the good of His people.

Rev. anp Dean Sir,
Although tho district over which I hase recently travelled, as n member of one
of the deputations appointed to advocate the claims of the Church Society, was very
small, yet I think some of the circumstances attending our visit may not be uninterest-

.
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ing to tho rendera of the Chronicle. 1 therefore send you tho particulars, with tho
hope that others, who may have had Iarger fields to travel through, and more
intoresting detnils to communicate, may bo induced to favour us with an account of
their proceedings.

Myself and brother-delegnte, the Rev. Thos Green, LL.D, of Wellington Square,
loft his residence on Tuesday morning, the 3rd instant, en route for Cayugs, 1n tho
County of Haldimand, which was the firat onthe list of our appo.ntments, and is dis-
tant from Wellington Square nbout 85 milea. When wo had proceeded nbout one-third
of the distance our Rosinante, boing soomingly more accustomad to the plough than
to tho rond, begnn to manifest signs of inability to proaced further with tho heavy
vehicle in which wo travelled, weo therefore determined to rest for a whilo atan Inn
of unpretending appearance on the way side, and having put up our horso wo
entered the houso to wait until he was rested. On rewmoving our wrappors Mrs,
Carr, the wife of tho propriator, at once peracived that we woro clergsmen, and
pressed us to partake of such refreshments as ane could hastily provide, for which
she would nccept of no remuncrati o, nnd regretting that her husband was not at
home, for if ho had been he would hasve supplicd us with n faster horae; sho profiered
the use of n light vehicle, which wo most gladly accepted.

Wethen proceeded through Caledonin and York to Cnyuga, which we reached in
full tiune for tho meeting. In this place scarcely auything had been done for the
Soocicty during tho last year, and thonttendance at the mecting was vory small, but
contisted of the most prominent members of the church in the village. The utmost
attention was pnid to the nddresses of the members of the deputation, and of Judge
Stevenson, the District Judge, and from the remarks that were made after the meet-
ing, and during our, intercourse with scveral members of tho congregation
provious to our lenving the vwillage on the next day, we ara fully convinced that
cfforts will be made there to wipe away from themsclves the stigma which rests
upon any congregation that takes no interest in the welfare of the Church Society.

Our next appointment was at the village of York, whero the Reetor of the Parish,
the Rov. B. C. Hill, A.M., resides; thero also there was a small attendanco at the meet-
ing, but as it was held during tho early part of the day, I do no not so much wonder nt
it, for as far ns my experienco goes it is extremely injudicious to hold meetings except
at night. The attendnnce there was however larger than at Cayugna, and o strong
feeling wns mnnifested that the proportions of tho assessment which fell to the sharo
of that congregntion would be fully met.

At Caledonia our meoting wns held in the evening, and tho attendance, though
not ns large as might be expected from the prosperous appearance of the village,
was equal to the aggregnte of the two previous meetings. In the conversations
which we held with different members of the church after the meeting, nud with tho
geotlemen at whose houses wo were severally billeted, we were lcd to expect that,
at the very least, the amount assessed on the parish would be raised ; indeed I cun-
not but think that a parish in which so many churchmen reside as that of York
and Cayuga, could with the greatest ease contribute muck more than $75 the
amount nssessed upon it; but one of the great drawbacks (s expressed fo us by
some of those who spoke to us on the subject) is the exceedingly bad example set
to the country parishes by the Cathedral City of the Diocese, In mauy parts of tho
country the impression prevails that a city in which there are so many clergymen
and churches, and churchmen, as there are in Toronto, could contribute n much
larger amount than that which is pnid into the treasury of the Society by the aty
parishes, especially as some of the church members residing there are supposed to
bo much more wealthy than the generality of those who reside in the country. Could
not the parochinl associations of our grent city do something to take away this
excuse from the mouth of country churchmen ?

We then proceeded to the Parish of Burton and Glanford, a Parigsh which is a
powerful example of what may be done through the active energy of a hard working
an4 devoted clergymnn.  Our meeting there was large and attentive, and n most
iuteresting report was read by the Rector, the Rev. G. A. Bull, in which allusion
was mude to the growth of the interest felt for the Society by the parishiouers, from
the fact that eleven years ago there were but two subscribers to the Society from
that Parish, and that last year there were eighty-two. At this meeting the deputa-
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tion wero ably assisted by Col. Lowry, of the 47th Regiment, and the Rev. J. Q.
Geddey, A M., Rector of Christ Church, Hamilton It is a plensing reflection that
gentiemen occupying such a high position in the British army as Col. Lowry does,
are not ashamed to come forward to advoeate the cause of the chureh, nnd I think
that the reports that are flying amoug<t us of Fenians and invasions of Awmerican
raiders, need excite no apprehensions in our wmindy, siuc: neither enemies without
nor encmies within, can hurm us as long as, under God, the safety of our couatry is
committed to wean, who, while soldiers of the erowan, are soldiers of the cross. The
assessment on tins parish is double that of York and Cayuga, but I have no doubt,
from the enrnest mindeuness of the churchmen of the parish, that every exertion
will be made to raise it.

Our last duty w the course of this journey was to renler assistanoe to the Rector
in opemag the church, which wus described so fully in the last uumber of the Chron-
fele, in the nocount there given of the laying of the foundation stone. Iu this duty
wo were nenisted by the Rev. C. 1 D inkwater, of St. Thomas' Church, Hamilton,
who with the Rector and myself read prayers, and the Rev. Dr. Greeue preached a
most approprinte sermon, which was listened to with the grestest attention by the
congregation.

In the course of this short tour I was forcibly struck with the necessity that
exists for n large increase of labourers in this portion of our Lord’s vineyard, In
the first nnmed parish, the Rector, who is now showing signs of the rapid approach
of the seriptural it of human iife, is compelled to perform divine service in three
chiurches ou eacn Sunday, to nccomplish which be hns to ride a distance of upwards
of twenty mules, whiie, 1 ad .ition to these Sunday services, he has in one township
of his parish alone ten week day appointments; this duty is too heavy for any man
of ordmary strength, and much more so for a gentleman advancing in years, and of
an attenunted fenme,  His pmish could well atfurd room for the labours of another
clergyman, and I think if an addivonal labourer were employed there it would
materially subserve the interests of the church  The same remarks apply to the
other parshes through which we passed.  The energies of the Rector (the Rev Mr.
Bull) were overtasked by the degree of attention which it was nece-sary to pay to
the large and growing congregations of his two churches, the additional weight
therefore of a thied church and congregation to the burden which already oppressed
him, must be considered as meking the load too heavy for him to bear. I cercainly
do not suppoese that churchmen desire to have their pastors removed before their
time, in consequence of their mental and physical powers being kept too constantly
on the stretch, but if mnore work is put on such men as Mr, Hill or Mr. Bull, than
their phyacal abalities will enable them to perform, it necessarily follows that their
strength must give way under them, and their premature removal consequently
take place. From what I could tewrn in this parish, I came to the conclusion that
the church whnch we opened in Barton, together with one or two in Binbrook, which
were closed on account of their great distance from the excellent Rector of Stoney
Creek, might couxtito’e a parish suflicient to employ a hard-working clergyman,
But those additions o the ministerial staff, with othiers of a similar character, which
are actually requived in most parts of the country, caunot be etfected without the
most strenuous exertions being put forth by all churchmen, both in the city and
cot try parsshes, 1o assist the Church Society in carrying out its most important
objects

1 hope that seme of the members of the other-tleputations will communicate to
youe readers the resalt of their observations, and thus put before the church the
netaal wits of the ditferent parishes ; such a course would be attended with bene-
ficind resuits, for when churchmen know the wauts of the Church, and their own
duty 1u respect to these wants, they will not hesitate to come forward to do all that
lies 1 thesr power to lessen it not to remove thern.

Front Division, Deputation: Rev. 8. Givins, and Alex. Gaviller, Egq., assisted by
Hon Geo. Boulton, und Rev. Dr. Shorte.

At the suggestion of the Ven. the Arzhdeacon, an exchangoe of duties, between
himself and the Clericul delegate, took pliwse on Sunday the 8ih instant, to enable
the Intter to reach his first appointment, on Mondny the Jth.

He proceeded hy the early train to Brighton, with a view to vieit the Parishieners
and ensure a good attendance at the meeting in the evemng. the mission having been
vacant xevernl months,  He found the members of the church here much dircournged
by the delay m filling up the mission, the more so as hopes had been held out that
a clergyman would speedily tako up his residence nmong them,

At 7 p.m, nouwithstanding the unfavourable state of the roads and weather, a
large number of the villngers assembled in the church. W, Platt, E<q . occupied
the chair. Addresses were delivered by the Revs. Messrs. Giving nnd Wilson, which
were listened to with apparent interest,  The proceedings were enlivened by several
pieces of music suited to the oceasion.  Mr. Crozier, whose reputation as a mu-icinn
has long stood wo gh, presided at the Harmoneon and was ably supported by several
Indies. After the appointment of collectors and other preliminary arrangements
rendered necessary by the vacancy of the mission, the meeting closed with the usual
prayers  Mr. and Mra. Plate kindly entertained the deputation on their visit

‘I'be weather, which had been previously mild, changed during the night and in the
moruning a formidable easterly suow s.orm set in, fortunately our route lay along
the main road ; storm staid during the morning, we found the track slightly beaten,
by some more urgent travellers, it was nevertheless very heavy on our horse and
not less trying on ourselves. We were glad to seck shelter on our way at tho
bospitable residence of Mr. Burrell. Tbe drifted state ot the side ronds defeated
our plan of visiting on our way several estimable cturch families, who reside in the
vicinity. Much good may be done by these visity; brief though they must be, they
aro treasured up ag important events in the quiet of country hife, and streugthen
attachment to the church,

Our next appointment was at Colborne, which forms part of the Rev. Mr, Wilson’s
parish. Here we had the pleasure of meeting the Hon. Mr. Boulton and Mr Gaviller,
Mr. Grover was absent, baving been appointed on the deputation for the northern
part of the district,

A the hour appointed for the meeting, Mr. Wilson almost doubted the possibility
of any one getting to it, however we proceeded from the comfortable dwelling of
Mr. Grover—which is always open to the clergy—to the church, the interivr of
which presented a striking contrast with the state of aifuirs outside. It was beauti-
fully decorated with evergreens and crimson berries; well lighted and comfortably
warmed. To oursurprise, the attendance, though far from what it would have been had
the weather proved propitious, was very encouraging. After a series of caretully
pressed resolutiong hnd been spoken to by the members of the Deputntion, Collectors
appointed, a Collection was taken up and the Meeting closed by a few judisious
remarks from the worthy Rector. In our visits about the Village the next day we
had plensing evidences of the zeal and success of the Lady Collectors, who were vieing
with each other in advancing the good cause.

The storm bad o blocked up the roads that it was not without difficulty, we
reached our next appointment at Castleton. Mr. Maybee, a zealous member of the
Church at Colborne, kindly undertook our transport.

Ou reaching the Church, we were cheered by a very respectable assemblage, w hich
was increased by subsequent arrivals. ‘This being one of the out stations of the
Brighton Mission, the members of the Cliurch were very earnest in their intreaties
for the speedy appointment of a Missionary. Here, as at Brighton. they scemed in
earnest in their promises to support one decently, when sent. The Chairman having
invited any one preseut, who wished to ask any question or to make any remarks
likely to turward the object of the meeting to do so, Mr. N Casey, a resident of the
neighbourhood, took occaxion to make a few remarks on the necessity of our sending
Missionaries to the settlements now forming in the new townships recently laid out
north of Peterborough. He had visited those settiements aund felt interested in
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the spiritunl walfare of tire respectnblo families who had gono out there. Many of
them had recently come from the old country, and it wags sad to see them deprived
of the comforts and advantages they had lott. He folt wo ought to do allin our
power to send to them the blessings of the Gospel and if we did not others would,
We bad arranged on lenving Castleton to drive ncross the Country to Grafton, o
distance of 14 miles, this we found impracticable from the drifted state of the roads,
and we were compelled to retrace our steps to Colborne, which we reached near
mudnight after a long and bitter drive.

On the fullowing morning, (Thursday) we found Mr. (rover, after taking part in
the mecting at Bowmanwille, had been obliged, by the state of the ronds, to return.
He kindly forwarded us to Grafton, in ttme for tho meeting, where Mr. Wilson had
been anxionsly looking out for us. [ere we had the pleasure of meeting the Rev.
Charles Bethune, who had come down in the placo of the Archdeacon.

1t would nave been unreasonnble to expect a numerous meeting, held in the
morning and with the ronds in such n state. There were howaver & goodly unmber,
and some who had ploughed their way through the snow for several miles, among
these were Mr. Belfield, the Churchwarden, & young English Gentleman, who with
severar others has settled in the neighbourhood.  The severe weather and exposure,
particulnrly at might, had its effect ou both members of ths Deputation. Mr, Gaviller
was serious unwell from the eflects of cold.

It wns advanciug in the afternoon, when we set out for Cobourg, the weather
still continuiug very severe.

In the evening n respectable assemblage met the deputation in the Town Hall, and
listoned with wnterest to the several addresses. It is said comparisons are odious,
and calculnted to offend.  The truth of this was, we fear, realized on this occasion,
as some of the remarks, though by no means so intended, we sfterwards learned
gave offence.  There is, however, no reason to doubt either the will or the ability
of the church members in this prosperous town to co-opeinte with the 8ociety.
Our proof s, the returns made of the quarterly collections, which on reference to
the report will appear to be very satisfactory. If there is a deficiency in what
might be rensonnb y expected from so large and respectable a community, it rests
with the collectors; and if this year our young lady friends will only imitate the
example of their fair sisters in other parishes, and do their parts as well as the
good Rector hay done his in pleading the Society’s cause in the pulpit, Port Hope
will have nothing to fear in the way of comparison.

On the following morning the Archdencon, and Mr. Hill and Mr. Allen, accom-
panied the deputation as far as Perrytown, the former being on their way to the
Peterboro’ meeting  The train dropped us at a wayside station about a mile and
o half from My, Davies’ residence; we were obliged to trudge our way over au
up-ll nnd Mli-beaten road ; but on reaching it we learned that the morning meeting
at Elizabetbville had been given up, and that the members of the Church there
would be present at the evening meeting  This meeting was a very interesting ono
in every respect. The attendauce was numerous and respectable ; it was enlivened
by several hymus, well performed, by a well-trained choir, under the able direction
ot Mr. Wilson, a most zealous and intelligent member of the Church, and the con-
tributton was large fur 50 new a mission.  As this mission is one of those in part
supported by the Society, the deputation have pleasure in reporting thut the grant
seems judictously apphied ; by the numerous acts of kindness shewn by his people,
it would appear Mi. Davis stands well with them; and is actively eugaged in a wide
mission with every appesrance of usefuluess, 1f missionaries wourd only report
their proceedings regularly, it would, no doubt, insure & livelier interest in mis-
sionary operations among our people. This duty, theugh enjoined by the Mission
Beard, 1s much seglected by the missionaries employed by it. It is objected to by
them on the ground of its appearing egotistienl.  We think this av error. Reports
of tlus kind, »f pubhished, will aford the triends of missions an excelleat opportunity
of judgig ot the meu employed, and of the nature and success of their labours, it
is, moreover, nbsuluteiy necessary to enlist their co-operation.

On the followiug duy a keen drive brought us to the pretty village of Bloomfield,
near Rice Lake. Here the Rev. Mr. Allen, the zealous Rector of Cavan, has just
succeeded in completivg o neat and substantial brick churoh, which, on entering, wo
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found tastfully decorated, and what was better, crowded by o highly respeotablo
sudience.

The deputation was joined by the Veun. the Archdencon, who with the Rev. Mr,
Duvies, took part in the proceedings, which, nided by an excellent shoir, were of an
extremely cheering chavacter. In this well-ordered parish, the bencfit of cnrly
planting appenred very plaiuly. The Church here, and at the several other stations,
seems to have taken root, and is thriving apace under the effective ministry of its
present incumbent.

On Thursday the deputation were kindly forwarded to Millbrook, by their kind
hosts, Messrs, Fitzgerald and Elliott. The meeting here wna very similar to that at
Bloomficld ; the attendance. however, was not 8o numerous, owing to an extensive
conflugration, by which a large portion of the village had been swept away, and
& valunble lifo lost. Here also Dr Allen has erected a commodious brick church,
and we understand he is making arrangements to replace the mother church of the
township—now too small, and falling to decay—by a brick edifice, similar in
character to those at Millbrook and Bloomfield, -

On the following morning the deputation were taken in charge by the excellent
Rector of Port Hope, who had come out to lend his potent influence to the caunse at
the Millbrook meeting. The Rev. Doctor’s address at the meeting was of a very
novel and interesting character, and from the high esteem in which he is held in all
the country round, it will be sure to do good.

After a little detention at Port Hope, Dr. Shortt accompanied the deputation on
their way as far as Newcastle, the last appointment of this series. Here Mr.
Gaviller, baving devoted a fortnight incessantly to the work, and having witn his
associate suffered severely from the cold and boistervus state of the weather, late
hours—the meetings being held at night—and alternations from oune extreme of
heat to another of cold, felt it his duty to proceed on in order to ensure reaching
home on Saturday,

The meeting at Newcastle was attended by the leading members of the Church.

The Rector having been absent for some time previous on n deputation in the
Niagara District, was prevented from meking those arrang ments which are
requisite to insure a numerous attendance; this, however, is the less to be
regretted, as the objects of the Society are so well understood in this prosperous
parish, and so liberally responded to. After addresses from Dr. Shortt, and the
Clergy present, and several appropriate pieces of music, collectors were appointed,
and the meeting was closed, as this and all the other meetings were, with the
appointed prajers.

CHURCH MISSIONARY MEETING, ST. PAUL'S CHURCH GLANFORD.—

A most interesting meeting, in counection with the Church Society of the Diocese
of Toronto, was held in the Church on the 5thJanuary. The Chureh was filled with
alarge and attentive audience, who listened with deep interest to the appenls
made to them by the several speakers on behalf of the Missionary cause, After
the beautiful services of the Church had been read by the Rev John Fletcher, M.A.
of Qukville, the incumbent (the Rev. George A. Bull,) read a report on the state
and prospects of the Church in that neighbourhood, which evincedin the clearest
manuer the great prosperity attending the ministrations of the Gospel there. One
instance of this may be sufficient to satisfy friendsat a distance. A few years ago,
when the Society’s claims were first urged upon the people, only two persons were
found to put down their names as subscribers to the missionary cause, but in the
last report eighty-two names of persons, subscribing handsome sums, were found,
A most gratifying evidence of the truth of the Gospel having touched their hearts,
calculated to encourage Christians everywhere.
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After the veading of the report, nddresses or the nature, objeots and requirements
of the Society, wers delivered by the Rev. Thomas Green. LL D, Rector of
Wellington Square, nnd the Rev, Jobn Fletcher, (who formed the Deputation,
appuinted by the Bishop,) and nalso by the Rev J G, Geddes, M A, of Christ
Chureh, Ham Jton, and Col, Lowry, of the 47th Regiment, stationed in Hamilton,

It is exceedingly gratifying to the wmembers of the Church to find Inymen, who
fill distingwished positions, not ashamed or afraid to advocato before their fellow
men the interests of Christ's Church ou earth.  We cannot but thiuk when lnymen
unite with ministers in the gool and glorious work, much of the difficulty attend.
ing it is obvinted, and others are encournged to put forth their strength so as to
inciense irs chance of immedinte success. The various henrtestirving nddresses
delivored by the several speakers, socmed to produce a powerful effect upon tho

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THE LATE CANON REID, D.D.

On Tuesday the remains of this devoted clergyman, were fullowed fo the grave by
numerous sorrowing parishioners, among some of whom he had ministered fur nearly
fifty years. Owing to the blucked up state of the ronds, and the irregularity of
both mail and telegraph communications, many who lived near, were not even
apprised of hig death, while some who were iuvited to take part in the funeral ser-
vices, were unable to roach Erelighsburg in time.  There were, however, six
clorgymen present, and we are told that the address delivered by the assistant
minister, the Rev, Mr. Davidson, was approprinte and excellent. Dr Reid was one
of the fathers of the Canadinn Church, and we hopo to be able to give some par-
ticulars of his life and ministry, .

At tho geueral meeting of the Diocesnn Church Society, hold in this city on Wed-
nesday, 18th Jan,, 1865, the Lord Bishop and Metropolitan in the Chair, the follow-
ing resolution was moved by the Dean of Montreal, seconded by the RRev. Canon
Lenoh, and unanimously pnssed :—*That this Society having heard of the very
recent death of the Rev. James Reid, D.D., Honorary Canon of Christ Church
Cathedral, and Rector of St. Armand East, desires to record its sense of the very
valuable services rendered by him to the Church iu this Divcese, during the space
of huif a century : Lis long and faithful labours, his piety and integuity will be
gratefully remembered by his bruther Clergy as well as by the Laity, specinlly those
who were under his immediate parochinl charge; and as one of the early pioneers
of the Qospel, he well merits to have his name recorded, and the Society desires fur-
ther to tender their kind and affectionato sympathy tv his widow and family in their
present afliction.”’— Echo.

UNITED STATES.—THE DEATH OF BISEQOP BROWNELL.

Tho long illness of the venerable Bishop Brownell, at tho advanced age of cighty-
six years, has prepared the whole Church for the intelligence of his depat ture which
took place on the morning of Friday, the 13th Jan., at his residence in Hartford.

The funeral was celebrated on Tuesday, the 17th ult,, at Christ church, at 1
o’clock p.m. The Bishops present, in their robes, with the pall-bearers and others
moved in procession from the residence of the decensed, and were followed inte the
church by more than a hundred of the clergy of Connecticut and other Dioceses.
The light fenthery snow was beginuing to fall as they eutered, through u dense
erowd of persong unable to obtain entrance into the already crowded church,
The Bighop of Vermont opened the service; the Lesson was read by the Bishop of
Rhode Island; and a touching, affectionate, and most approprinte Address was
delivered by the Bishop of Maini. Tue Hymn * Jesus. Suviour of my soul,” was
sung; and the service in the church was closed with the Prayer for persons in
affliction and the Prayer ¢ O Ged, whose days are without end” (from the Visi-
tarion of the sick), said by the Bi hop of Massachusetts, with the minur benediction.
The prooession then formed, led by the Bishops of Vermont. New York, Muine,
Massacbusotts, and Rhode Islind. Then followed the Body, with wreaths, o
Cross and a Crown, all wroughtin flowers, lying upon its level top; then the
mourners and friends of the family , and then Bishop Williwms with the clergzy of
Connecticut and other Dioceses, and many laity The long procession wound itg
way through the streets and out 1o the Cemetry (nbout three-quartery of a mile,)
over the snow covered ground, and with the snow now rapidly but quietly falling
from the skies, Befure the family vault, with its tall front of dnrk brown stone,
the bier rested. The venerable hends of Birhops and clergy. nlrendy frosted by
age, were bared in the midst of the silent falling snow. The Bishop of Vermout
said the Committal to the grave: and the Bishop of New York clused the services
with the appointed prayers and blessing,

The long procesvion then formed once more, and in the gaine order returned to
the chapel of Christ church, where the Bishop of Vermont was called to the Chair,
and a Minute was ndopted exprossing the high estimition cherished for the departed
by all who knew him ; nnd who had now seen him, like a shock of corn fully ripe,
gathered into the garner.—Churchk Journal.
