misstonary organizations of the United Kingdom®
have becomeo sixty-fivo; tho twenty.soven of all
ovangelical Christondom have increasod to a hund-
red and eighty-five, ‘Tho sum of half & million
storling rdised to ovangelize the wotld has grown
fivo fold—to two millien and a half, The living
converts then undor 400,000 now form native
Christian communities three million strong, The
missionary band, ordained snd unordained, was
then 760 strong, and not twelve of theso were
swomen or natives; now it is a host of noarly 40,000
of whom 2,000 aro women besides missionaries”
wives; 33,000 are batives, and of these 3,000 aro
ordnined.

We hero have Paul's reasons for not boing
ashamed amidst his great sufforings. Ho says
Christ hath abolished death, and hath brought life
and immortality tolight through the gospel, and tolls
what position ho held in the gospol. Iamappointed
s preachor and an apostlo, and a teacher of the
Gentiles. Besides boing a preacher and a teachoer
of the Gontiles, he was an apostle of Christ, an
office held by no other but the twelve,

He was the chosen vessal to bear the treasures of
otornal life of Christ to » dying world. Such s
friend with such a treasure to men, might be ex.
pocted to roceive from men every mark of affection-
ato respect, but the very rovorse was the fact,
When He who made the world cameo into it, the
world raceived Him not. 1lo camoin His Father's
name to save the people, but they did not receive
Him, 1f another came in his own name him they
would receive. The discipleis not above his Master,
and those who preach nothing but the gospel of
Christ need not ba surprised or discouraged to meet
cold indifference or bitter peraccution from the
people they are so anxious to lead to the Saviour.
Were Paul to add circumcision or anything else
which was popular to tho gospel of Christ, the
offence of the cross would cease, and Paut] would be
applauded inatead of persccuted. But he gloried
in nothing saving the cross of our Logd Jesus Christ,
and choerfully accopted tho consequences, a part of
which he enumerates in the words following, ¢ In
stripes ubove measures, in prisons more frequent, in
deaths oft.

In journeyings often, in perils of water, in porils of
robbers, in perils of my own countrymen, in perils
by the heathen, in perils. in the city, in perus in
the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils among
falso brethron. In woariness and paiufulness,
in watchings often, in cold and nakedness. Bpsidos
those things that are without that which cometh on
me daily, the care of all the churches.” II, Cor. xi..
24-28, '

When we cunsider that every conveit is sur-
rounded with temptation, and eovery church besot
with danger, we may see that tho constant care of
the npost'e and his intense zuxiety fos the salvation.
of all, was not among the least of his sufferings,
Stili he was not ashamed. At that timo ho waa Paul*

theaged,and instend of enjoyingtherest which weary

paturecraves, he was chainedasacriminalina Roman
prison, in a loathsomo.cell, so obscure that One-
siphorus had to search vory diligently to find him,
(v. 16). His Asiatic brethron in Rome had turaed.
away from him, giving to hisevemies their strongest
argument. ‘ Seo,” they could say, ‘‘how his
frionds stood by him until compelled by his treach-
‘ory to abandon him to his fate.” Ho was con-
stantly bearing in His body tho mark of the Lord
Jesus, Gal iv. 17. Perhups theso were running
#)res the result of incessant beatings, which made
is presonce offensive, and may have been the thorn
sin thedesh. II, Cor. xii. 7, 8, 9, with Gal. iv. 13, 14.
He knew quito woll that shortly he would be
iakon from prison and publicly and ignominously
boheaded; neverthgless, he was not ashamed fur
the following re~100s.
I. I know whom I have believed ; and

1I. Am porsuaded that He is ablo to keep what I
have committed unto Him against that day.

I, I know whom I havebelieved. The Chriatian
course bogins with fuith and prococds to knowledge.
Man takes the same stops in coming back to God,
which wore taken going away from Him. He firat
disbelieved Qod, and thon desived the forbidden
fruit, then put forth his hand, took and ate it, and
kuow the hitter fruits of sin as an ontcast from God.
He roturns {0 God by belioving with all his heart
in Jesus tho Son of God, then ho loves Him, and
follows on to know the only true God and Jesus
Christ whom He has sent, which is lifo oternal:

“John xvii. 3.
Panl says, I know whom I have believed, not
“what I have belioved, but whom I have believed; a
Person, not merely a fact or a truth, but the Son of
God, who loved me aund gave Himself for me.

He did this for at least three
reasons, 1, Jesus claimed him as the purchsse of
His blood; 2. Paul could not koep himsoelf ;

castaway. Isis not hard to keep the body i sub.’

This
will give us plenty help and keop up a conslant
supply of laborers. I mean, of course, two preachers
overy four years—allowing that longth of time for
their courso of studies. This much néeded work is
calling loudly for help, Bro, Capp says the help
wust come and Bro. Messervoy, of Halifax, has
shown us just how it can come, Xis personal,
practical efforts in gotting a little from many, has
given him from eighty to a hundred dollars a month
towards tho church building in Halilax, I know
the work of oducating our young men and the work
of mission ave as worthy as any other work, and
for them the people are as willing to contribute. I
am cortain that a large msjority of cur people are
willing to appropriato a portion of their means to
this cause, when their attention’ is properly drawn

towards it. What we nced now is somo one or

Well, aay they, we can claim this also, and in
ithis is our coufidence in praying to God, hegause
we now kuow that whatover we ask, He will givo
vs, Persons, sometimes at loast, taking this posi-
tiok, forget that it is necossary that our prayors
ahould be in accoxdance with the will of God (1

John v. 14) in order to bo heard. Again— It is
possiblo to ask and fail to receive, because wo ask
amiss, 1. ¢., not according to His will, James iv, 3.
So, although twu, throo or more might agree to ask,
they might ask and fail to recoive, becauso not
asking according to God’s will,

But thero is somothing clse in connection with
this, viz : verso 18, ** Wiatsoever you shall bind on
earth shall be bound in heaven, and whatsoever ye
shall looso on earth shall bo loosed in heaven.”
YWhat of this? .

Well, wo do not claim this, because we donot
bolievo that this power of binding and loosing was
intonded for all Christians or even for all time, as
we do not believe in “ npostolic succession.” This
wo think bslonged to the apostles and the age of
miraclos,

But why not claim this as woll as the other 7 Do
not all those thoughts stand together? Were they
not all spoken to the sasme persons? And are they
not all linked info each other, so that they stand
or fall together? If we can claim ono we can claim
all,

1. Verily I say unio you, Whatsoover you shail
bind, etw,

2. Again, I say unto you, That if twe of you
shall agreo on earth, ote. It shall bo done of my
Father, ote.

3. For whero twoor threo are gathercd togethor,
otc.

Who can fail to sce that this was all spoken to
the mon who, by Paul (Hab. ii. 3), are shown to be
the successors of the Lord Jesus Christ in publish-
ing the great salvation, ** Which at the first begau
to bo spoken by'the Lord and was confirmed unto
vs by them that heard Him, God bearing thom
witnoss, both with signs and wondors, and divers
miracles and gifts of the Holy Ghost,” etec.

1t wo'had space we could easily prove, conclu-
sively, we think, that these (the apostles)are the
 peraons, and the only persons to whom those special:
privileges wero given, and given not for their own:
special benefi, but rather for the well-being of all!
mankind.

Jesus said to those men, ‘“As My Father sent
Me, ever so 1 send you.”

It is expedient for you that I go away, forif I
go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you,
but if I depart I will send Him unto you,” etc.

¢ You shall receivo power, after that the Holy
Ghost is come upon you, and you shall bo witnesses
of Me, b,th in Jerusalom and in all Judea, and in
Samaria, and unto the uttermost parts of the,
earth,”

¢¢ Whosesoover sins ye romit they are remitted
unto them, and whosssoover sins yo retain, they
ure retained.”

These men were sent to bless mankind, by giving
the luws of the kingdom of heaven, oponing up the
way of life and salvation in the gospel, tho gospel
itself being given them by the Spirit, the Comforter,
the fulfillment of the promise of Christ and the
prophecy of Jool. He led them into all truth,
brought all things to their remembrance whatsoever
Jeaus had gaid, through them, gave the knowledge
of life and salvation to 8 lost world in the glorious
gospel of the grace of God.

Now, if I at al] understaud this matter, it is just
this: The apostles were fo receive extraordinary
power and authority (not simply discretionary
power), by which they were to aat in the plsco of
Christafter He went away from earth, Thopoweriwas
the power of the Holy Spirit, giving thom wisdom
to teach and power to prove thuir divine mission,
When thoy spoke thoy did so by the authority of
high heaven; when they put forth their hands and
touched the couch of the aick, the dying or the
dead, they manifested the power of God,

Well, thege men might bind and loose, yea, it
was their duty so to do, They might agree as
‘touching anything conoerning the well-being of the

kingdom of Christ; indecd, this was their duty also,

Very woll, when they did so it was not nccessary
that they shouldall be together, as their work might
scattor them somehimes; but, if two should be
togethor and agree, both clothed with heavon's
suthority, it would be all right; it would be done,
otc., becauso Jesus was with the two as well and as
truly as if the twelve were thero.

This is tho senso thon in which Josus is with the
two or three.

Sad has it been for {ho church that betweon tho
cloge of the firat century of tho Ohristian era, and
the year 1888, so many have been placing them-
solves in the rootn of the apostlés—somotimeg, in
two’s and three’s, sometimos hundreds and thou-
sands, to agree andlogislate in referenco to spiritual
and divine things, and O, how many things which
ave not spiritual nor of divino anthority.

There is nothing in my estimation which strikes
such a heavy blow to tho oxalting one man, or his
exalting himself above all others; as this: Where
two or throe, etc., (any two or three of yon), I am
in tho midst.

YWhero is the pro-aiminence? One was their Master
and all they were brethren.

If all men claiming the name ** Christian ” had
been always willing to follow the teachings of the
men, who, clothed with hoaven's anthority, had a
right to ¢ agree,” to ** bind and loose,” and with
whom Jesus was in mighty power, brotherly kind-
ness and charity would have ‘filled' the hearts-of
many thousands, who, because of mistaken zesal,
met in fearful atrifo on fields of battle, or were either
the victims or the agents in fiendish porsecutions,

Much corruption and innovation would have
beon kept out of the church, and the namo of Jesue
would have been msygnified in the enlightening of
mauy minds now in darknesi and undor the shadow
of deéath,

Hers is & whole volumo compressed id this little
sentence. It ia virtnally saying that Christianity
is Christian or Christ-like — that religion is a
religious life. Paul is saying in this that his life
wasregulated and controlled by Christ; that he re-
produced the spirit, the purposes and life of Cbrist.
Tho basis of this life is followship—a vital union
with Bim who is the truo and living vine. This
sacred union enables the Christian to say, as did
the Apostle, “ I live, and yet -not I, but Chris
liveth in me.”

To possess and perpetuate this ideal -Christian
lifo, we must abide in Christ. This is the nobleat
life possible to man and well worthy -the ambition
of anyone, It offers to us the loftiost hopes and the
sublimest attainments. The importance of this life
should lead us to give our most earnest -attention,
lost we should come short of it. The danger to
which wo are most exposed, is the mistake in taking
the cause for tho effect, i. e, the adheronce to
law for the life. We forget there is no life in law,
law is the medium of life. To ssy there .is no life
without law, is as true asthat law is not life. Paul
muy plant, and Apollos water, but God gives the
increaso—the life. Whiloit is true thero can ke no
lifo or increase without the planting, it is equally
as true that tho planting is not tho life. **But if
wo adhero to the law will wo not have thelife??
that dsponds on how we aghere or attend to it,
Everyono knows that caro must be taken how,
when and whore we sow, {f we weujd receive sn
incroase. A bungling way of sowlng will not prg-
duco a harvest. It is possible to have a form of
doctrine without tho power, hence the need of being
very careful Aow weo atiend to tho form of doctrine.
As there is a possibility of obeying the form or:the-
law aud not have the power or life, We make no
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account of obedience to Iaw only by its effeots. I
wo produce tho fruits oi righteousness or the life
of Christ in ono hife, then, and only then, can wo
claini a sound uud propor obedionce to the law of
Cod.  Somo unbelievers deny the gospel—the law
of life from their cbasrvations of the life of Chris-
tians (1) Why not duny the laws of vogetable life
from our obsvrvations of sume careloss farmers?
Eveorything deponde on how or in what spirit we
attoud to the law of God. If we study Gud's word
relative to any duty, 1t should bo with an oye to
the offect ; to reproduce the lifo of Him who bas
given the law, thus making the ubedivnce of Gud's
lag a monns to un ond and not tho ond itself. Wo
know porsons who prido thomsolves on their strict
adherence to the pruscribed law of giving, who do
nothivg worthy the namo of Christianu benevolozuco.
Thoro are others who will destroy the peace and
union of Ohristian socioty by their adherence to
what thoy supposo is truth, 4. e., thoy will obey the
law of love, minua tho love or the law of peace
without pvace—oboying the law of lifo without the
life.
