Moraer CauRoR.—Christ Charch, Washing-
ton, is the mother church of Washington city.
In 1794 the initistory steps were taken to
organize this parish under the corporate name,
which it still bears, of * Washington Parish.”
It was chartered by the Maryland Legislatare,
the District of Colambia at that time being &
part of our State. Its first rector, Rav. George
Ralp, was elected May 25, 1795. The main
portion of the first edifice of Christ Charch was
begun in 1805, completed in 1807, and conse-
crated October 9th, 1809, by Bishop Claggett,
the first bishop of Maryland. The first church
buildiog was & barnlike structure, erected in &
field where now New Jersey avenue runs. In
this frame chureh Washington, when President,
occasionally, and Jefferson regularly worship-
ped. In the present building the Presidential
pew was set apart and was used by President
Monroe. )

THE rector of Croyland Abbey writes' that
the workmen employed at Croyland Abbvey
found the piers of the south arcade of old nave
built upon column-stoues and capitals of Nor-
man work used as spreading-footings. The
portions so found correspond to the existing
portion of Joffrid’s Abbey (1113). Some of
the stones are completely split, no doubt from
the earthquake of 1114, as described by Gough,
in the ¢ Hiatory of Croyland Abbey,” p. 49:—
“ This year (1114) happered so violent an
eartbquake in Italy and England that the new
work of the cburch at Croyland, on which the
roof had not been laid, gave way, and the south
wall cracked in 8o many places that the carpen-
ters were obliged to shore it up with timbers
till the roof was raised.” The reetor of Croy-
land Abbey is in urgent need of funds to carry
on the work of preserving to future genersations
this ancient Benedictine mopastery.

LoxpoN.—Old St. Panoras Church, which ia

generally supposed to have been built about
1350, but whi ch occupied the site of a ohrch
said to have been the succeseor of one of early
Saxon times, was reopened on Satarday
1st. Dec, afier being restored under the direo-
tion of Mr. A. W. Blomfield. There was a
large attendance ot the local clergy, the services
being intoned by the Rev. R A. Edon, vicar.
A processional cross was oarried, which was
the gift of the Dukeof Newcastle. The sermon
preached by the Rev. Canon Farse, The Dake
of Newcastle presided st a littlo gathering held
szbsequently, and proposed, * Prosperity to
Old Su. Pancrasg A good many #ssociations
with past ages (says & writer in tho Daily
Chronicle), centre in what is now called Old St.
Pancras Charch. Like 8¢, Martin's Chareh and
8t. Giles’s Charch, it was *“in the flalds” in
reality as well 48 in name when London oceu-
pied & comparatively small area. There has
always been considerable interest attached to
the ground where the present edifice stands,
which was oace, we believe, occupied by a
Roman camp. So far back as 1180 a chureh, it
is sapposed, was built there *‘of stoneq and
fiints.”* 'The parish in which the present baild-
ing stands existed before the Conquest, bat for
centaries its development in population was
quite insignificant. Thereis 8 record of the
number of houses in it some two hundred years
after the death of the unfortunate Harold, and
it appesrs that there were only forty, Evenin
1145 but three houses had been built near the
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- churchyard, and thirty yeara after the inhab.
itanta numbered only six hundred, The smaz-
ing inorease in the inhabitants may, therefore,
be said to have taken place within the last cen-
tury. Not very long ago the annual value of
the land in the parish was esteemed at nearly
four millions sterling. Just forty years ago
the Church of St. Panoras-in-the-flelds, to give
the edifice its formal designation, wae opened
after having been reconstructed and enlarged.
The churchyard, long since cosed to farther
interments, contains the dust of many persons
of distinotion, especially of French nationality.
The proceedings on Satarday will no doubt be
8 source of interest to the descendants of many
of those whose existence has long since become
a memory only. Such a church, hallowed by
the memotials of the past, claims every care,
and it is gratifying to be assared that the
recent work has been oarried out with a con-
soientiousness and judgement which have given
the utmost satisfaction.

Uato usa Child is bore, unto us a Son is
given,” Isaiah ix. 6,

If God would only break the silence, if He

would only speak, and touch, and ory, then
something might be done, there might be
relief, for this purpose of His in Christ is too
remote to kindle us, too immense to enjoy, too
intricate to follow, too hard to embrace, too
severe to console. We may strain our eyes in

contemplation of it, but contemplation is|P

always cold and loveless, Oh that God would
draw near, here and now, that face might meet
face, and heart might meet heart, that we might
know the warmth of His love and the arms of
His compassion! Oh that we might know
where we might find Him, find Him at our
side, and look up into His eyes and hear His
voice!| How can weform or define this vast
eternal counsel, so shadowy, so distant, so far
reaching? How can it advise, and aid, a poor
wandering human soul—a tiny atom in this
huge system—as it gropes its feeble way along
uncertain paths? How can our little place
and office be flattered to believe itself to have
a part in the achievement of the purposes of
God? We cannot sustain our belief on that
high level. We can: ot seriously assume our
own importance and valne in the unrolling of
the everlasting mystery. Wo oannot tell what
wo are wanted for, or of what use to Christ we
oan possibly be, or how it matters much what
wedo. Nor can we present this Divine pur-
pose in any intelligible shape to. our minds, or
in any vivid form to our imaginations, 8o that
it may really illuminate with clear vision the
strange, sad, bittor turmoil of human life as it
tosses and rears about our feet, So we sigh;
and once, therefore, again the great answer is
given— Unto us & Child is born, unto us aSon
i8 given.”

God bas pot only planned; He has also
spoken. Ho has broken that silence in which
He worked His seoret work ; and the sound
which He lets loose, the word which He utters,
the ory which He sends forth—Ilo! it ia His
own Son, that same Son Who is Himself the
Eternal Purpose, in which and for which all
things were made, The Child Who is the con-
snmmation is also the hand reached out by thc
Father—the arm by which BHe embraces us.
In Him God comes near, and, indeed, His very
face shines in upon us; His very voice it is that
speaks. No man could see God at any time,
and that was ovr sorrow; and now He, the Son,
makes to us the revelation, Ho is the Light.
He Who is the purpose is also the interpretation
of Hia own purpose. Listen to Him; read His

words, How deep He goes! How strangely
simple lifo becomes in His sight, and to His
mind ! How unbafllad He is, how undisturbed,

bow unperplexed | Here is oxe to Whom we
oan willing commit ourselves, so true He is, 8o
masterful. We bring Him our riddles and the
mystery dissolves—the knots all untie them-
selves. Far and wide, high and deep, His
utterances reach, and the confusion takes shape
and order as He looks at it; the tumult, the
Bahel of the earth becomes intelligible, as He
revesls His secret. He speaks always as one
that hath aathority; He speaks alwaya as one
Who knoweth what ia in man. Nor is it only
His words which throw light, which interpret
—much more, He is Himsoelf the word; His
whole being speaks to us, carries a message,
brings us good cews of God. This child is
Himself the revelation. See Him, and you see
the Father; know Him, love Him, and it is
the Father whom you love and know; obey
Him, and you are loved of God ; abide in Him,
and lo! it is the Father who enters in and
sups with you, Zverything from Him is s
word from God. Is it His tenderness which
draws you to Him? Even eo tender is your
Father which is in heaven. Is it His stainless
purity which holds you enthralled ? Even so
your Father is pure and stainless. Is it His
meroy that subdues your stubborn heart ? Even
80 is your Father mercifal. Watch Him, learn
of Him, oling to Him, follow Him ard you are
a child of God the Father Almighty, Oh ! the
blessed joy to have got the Father so near, so
clear, so intelligible, in a shape that the mind
can 80 sweetly handle and the heart so truly
love. And look He pledges Himself, pledges
His life, just at the point where our faith
waverse and relaxes; just where God's purposes
seems to languish, to break, Just there He
laces Mimself, Heo offers Himself to the worst
defeat, Ho is stamped with the print of our
shame—the nails, the thorns, the spesar, the
hate, the coutempt, the torture. All these He
takes that Ho may certify to us by His ownp
blood that the purpose of God still holds good,
that the love of God in Him is even yet work-
ing out its consammation in glory. Nothingis
lost, nothing is wasted, nothing is forgotten ar
despised ; all is moved still by a compassion
that cannot fail, by & will that cannot break,
towards an end that is worthy, towards a fair
and definite rest that yet remaineth open to re-
ccive tbe people of God who shall endure unto
the end in prayer. Yes, He gives us this
pledge of Himself that we may be of good heart
when we think ounrselves forsaken of God. Fol-
lowing in His steps we cannot be wrong; we
do not fear, we have loat the fear; that which
seemed a curae aow proves a blessing in Him
Whose sufferings we too can be brave to suffer.
Therefore, « Glory to God still in the highest,
goad tidings of great joy,” becanse * unto us a
Child is born, unto us & Son is given,”

And yets riddle remains, dark and menacing
and crmel, Wo had asked, © Is there any end
to all this human labour?” snd the answer
came, *“ A Son is given, the perfect issue. the
glad fnlfilment; Christ is born. Who is the
sum and crown of all.” We asked, * How can
we know this?" His silence frightered us,
“ Oh} that God wonld spesk,” and the answer
comes again, ** Unto us a child is born, unto us
a Son ie given.” He is the oath that the Father
swears by Himself, becaure He cau swear by
no greater—God has sworn, once by His holi-
ness He will not fail David, and Christ is the
oath by which God binds Himself to bring the
great purpose to pass. And yet again there is
‘the weak whisper of doubt at work within the
depths of our souls: ' Is it enough to know ?
Is it enough to listen to that great oath sworn?”’
We may be assured that God is faithful; we
may be convinced that His Christ ha3s spoken ;
we may hear His voice, as He passes over
those boisterous waters, saying, *‘ Fear not, it
is I, be not afraid.” Bat, alasal we are too

weak to be loyal to our own conviotions; we

are t00 broken to walk in the light of :t{hje assur-
ance, *‘‘Be not afraid,” indeed, but the storm

is 80 heavy, and Christ seems to bo asleep ; the
ship creaks and groans, and the planks are
starting ; can we help being afraid ? We have
lost nerve; we cannot hold back the padic
which shakes us ; now and again, as our first
faith feels strong, we start to walk to Christ
over the wide waters, and there it dies out, and
we grow dizzy, and we are sinking, and we cry
out in our fear; unless Christ will reach a
hand to us we shall be lost.

And, dear people, this last riddle is no dis-
aster at all; it is rather the certain result of
having seen the light. Oar. impotence, our
barrenness, our disloyalty, our imstability,
these now disclose themselves to us because we
have seen the light in Christ, Belief assists
this disclosure. It does it in two ways: first,
by supplying not only a higher, but a deflaite
standard. We may have'high ideals before be-
lieving in Christ, but with most of us they are
too vague to really put us to any proof; they
float indefinitely round about our best mo-
ments, but never thrust themselves forward
sharply into our ordinary work, our every.day
feelings. We do not know how sadly we ocan
slip and stunmble until we are really in haste to
make for & definite goal ; belief in Christ sets a
hope before us, insistent, urgent, unceasing; it
fixes us apon a single definite object, it demands
speed and readiness. Aund now we discover
too biterly our lack of training, of discipline,
of oare, of zeal. Who would have guessed
himself so profoundly unfit? And theu, again,
before we believe we are apt to attribute all
our recognised failures to our want of belief.
We feel ourselves lazy, weak, ineffectnal, but
then we think, ‘It is all becanse 1 do mnot
know what to bs at. Oh! if I believe; if I
were sure that Christ had died for me, aund call-
ed me to be His servant | How forvent I should
be ; how devoted. There is nothing I would
not do.” So we think, and, so thinking, we
pass our easy censure on professing Christians,
who, for all their claim to belief, do not seem
much better than ourselves—are not more free
from failings, ‘‘ Why do not they carry out
their Master'’s words? Why are they so timid,
and selfish and worldly ? They ought to bo as
their Master, if they believed on Him. They
ought to be houseless as the birds, blameless,
compassionate, consecrated to heroic service,
afire with martyrdom.” We all are sure before
we believe that if we believed we should be
saints; but when we do find belief at last, then
begins the revelation; we believe, and yet
what is it? We stumble so sadly, we slip back
so meanly ; our faults are more obvious than
ever, more laenacing, more disheartening; our
anxieties, our shrinking, they swarm about us
as before, or almost more. How disappointing
we are to ourselves—how untrue, how blunder-
ing, how passionate, how indolent, how per-
verse; and the more pains we take the more we
seem to fail. And now there is no doubt at all
where the secret of all is to be found. It is not
the belief that fails, the failare is in ourselves;
it is we who are failing in onr belief; it is our
will that lags so desperately behind our wish;
it is our flesh that encumbers so heavily our
spirit; it is our passions that climb so meroiless-
ly around our desires, yea, those paesions that
clamber and olimb and entangle and choke us;
it is the old man within us, so strong, so &elfish,
g0 hard, so deadly ; it is sin that is not cast out,
and its olutch is still about our throat, its breath
is still poisoning us, and its evil hands are not
loosed. * ©h ! miserable mau, now I know my-
gelf; now I see myself, in God's sight; now I
begin to abhor myself; now I lie low with my
mouth in the dust; I oannot do what I would,
The light shines, yet somehow the horrible self
in we drags me down into the darkness, that
darkness which it prefers because its works are
evil. I see what I ougbt to be, and I can never
be other than I am; I see what God calls me to

do, and I can never fulfil it; who shall deliver

£
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me from the barden of this death ?* So we cry,
and then back to us comes the old snawer, so
sweet, 80 strong, ro cheering, =0 suflicing,
«“Onto you & Child is born, unto you a Son is
given, the only begotten Son, that you who be-
lieve in Him may not perish, but bave everlast-
ing life.” A Son is given, given as the bread
from Heaven that you who sre bungry and
faint-hearted may eat thereof and not die.
Unto you a Child is born in the City of David,
to save you from your sins, to become yours, to
become that in you which you cannot be of
yourself,

‘ Born that you no more may die,
Born to raise the sons of earth,
Born to give them second birth.”

He comes with power, not only with light,
but with power ; not only the wisdom of God,

in which the worlds were made; not only the
rovelation of God who lighteth every man, but
also the power of God, to arrest the flood of
evil that works mightily, thrusting its way
againet hostile arms. With power He comes
from Heaven that you who receive Him may
have power to become the sons of God.

That is the ohild who is born to us, dear
people,—a child who is at once the wisdom,
the light, the power of God. And what, then,
is the message which the good news carries to
you a8 you turn from the old and face the new
year ?—surely juet the one supreme message,
the meessge of hope, hope amid a world that
grows daily more hopeless in itself, hope to
those, alas ! so many, who have for long forgot-
ten the very sound of the sweet name we preach;
hope for an earth that through much tribulation
is, nevertheless, assured of its final comsum-
mation in Christ ; 8 hope for men who grope
on in darkness ; a hope for them because, at
last, on them thelight is shone; hope for sll
sinners weary through sin, who will receive
into their sick souls the power of the new life;
hope for you because to-day you may begin
again, you may begin a life wholly unknown to
you : yon may begin because to you a Child is
born ; & Child—there is a new thing on the
earth, a clear star is open,—a Child is born, a
new Child, endowing you with His own fresh-
pess and health, and innocence; & Child in
whom all is made new again, and made wholly
new; born once for all on Christmas Day,
but born again and again in every soul that
geeks and cries to the Father in faith and
repentance, Where else esn you look for such
an offer as we bring you ?~—an offer that the
old may pass away from you with its
sin, and a new day may break out in glory
within that darkened heart of yours,—where
olse bntin that Child Who isfor ever young,
for ever new, and for ever strong. Tarn,
then, turn again, ye prisoners of hope, *turn
ye, saith your God, for why willye die,
O House of Israel; turn and start afrech,
tarn and make your first step into the new
year in the name of the hope which is set before
you, which ie Christ in you, the bope of glory.

It is a source of satisfaction to obaerve as years
pass on that our 8.

The Seoretary, Rev. W. O. Raymond, satated
that a sommary of the statistical returns
showed sosrcely any variation in the aggregate
from those of the preceding year. Tne attend-
ance at some of the schools showed a slight
decrease, at others a ocorresponding increase.
The average attendance was five more than tho
previous year, and considering thefact that the
attendance at several schools had materially
falleu off in consequence of the outbreak of -
soarlet fever, this fact was an encouraging one,
The total amount of contributions for missions,
school purposes, &o., was abont §1.400.

On motion the reports were received and
such passed of them asiwere of sufficient inter-
est ordered to be printed.

‘for oar young people and snotber resolution on
the importance of spréading Uburch Latera-
ture. ln snpporting ithe resolution refe ring to
oducation he mentioned some facts about the
progress of Compton Ladies’ College; there
were now 32 puplls, & décided increase on 1887.
He also informed the Board that the late Dr,
Reid had promited the liberal donation of
$300 towards tho reduction of the debt on
Compton College on condition that $1,000 was
raised to meet this sum before the olose of
1888. Canon Thorneloe has received nearly

700, of whbich about 870 was promised at the
meeti: g of the Deanery Board ; he would be
glad to recoive further oontributions before
Dec 31. It muy be interesting to the friends
of Church Education to know that comparing
the present date with June, 1885, we have 32
girls in Compton as against 0. And in the
Church institution of Bisnop's Coliege, Liennox-
villo, we have mnow (including College and
School) 123 under tuivion iustead of 84 at the
former date.

In the other resolution reference was made
to the re-establishment of the Church Deposi.
tory in Sherbrooke and its claima to support
were urged. .

A re-olution .of grateful recognition of the
life and work of the late Rev. Dr. Reid, and of
sympatby with his family in their bereave-

At 8 o'clock the Annual public Missionary
meeting was held in the Churoh hall. The
obair was taken by the Ven. Archdeacon Roe,
D.D., and the report was read by the
Secretury, Rev. Canon Thernlce, M.A. Mis-

sionary bymns were sung at intervais by the

choir and co%regation. _
. The Rev, W. T. Forsythe, Reotor of Stan-

x

stead, delivered a terse, full and interesting ad-
dress on China, her population, her religions,
‘and the Mission work of Christians ic her Em-
pire. He referred in deserved reproach to the
opium traffic forced on her by the Eqglish state
and said this injary demanded full reparation
at the hands of the Eoglish Church. His cor-
dial recrgnition of the work of other Chriatian
bodies in China, was very marked ; he said that
the Church people of Canada could belp mis-
sions in China in two waye berides the obvioas
way of sending money direct ; [1] by becoming
self-supporting in all dioceses so as to liberate
for the heathen work the grapts now paid to
this diocese for example; [2] by dedicating
their sons to the ministry, thus liberating more
men at home to be sent to China and other
heathen fields.

The Rev. E. P. Crawford, of Brockville, first
gave & specimen of vocal eloguence of a high
order in the shape of a sacred song of his own
ccmposition, which he sung to his own accom-
paniment, and later in the evenlng he gave a
powerful speech on behalf of Missions; his
two chief points were [ 1] a description of mis-
sion work and Charch work, in the diocese of
Ontario, epecially allading to tha gradual with-
drawal of help and the consequent walking
alone of the older parishes. He wished they
could adopt the Quebec system, but they were
not advanced enough for that as yet ; he refer-
red with gratefal satisfaction to the increase of
the Charch in the diocese of Qatario since the
consecration of the present Bishop in 1862
His second point [2] was the need for the
Cenadian Church to cut ocorporately in the
mattrr of sending out Missionaries; he pointed
out the historic fact that in the history of
Churches [notably the English and the Ameri:
can] the mission sending epoch bad coincided
with the exact spiritual growth, and 1bat the
latter was as much the effeet of the former, as
the former was the latter; in other words no
church will become really proesperous and
strong till it becomes & mission-sending, & mis
sion-fostering, and a mission-rearing Church.
He advocated the immediate sending out of a
Canadian mission to Japau, as 8 very nataral
outlet to our necessary zeal ; Japan was choson
as being our next neighbour to the west and
as being in that new main line of work—traf-
fic of whicflx1 the Canadian Pacitic Railway was
an essential link. The Bsuggestion was re-
ceived with marked approval by the large and
infloential assembly. .

The Rev. A. H. Robertson, uvow Rector of
Durbam, gave an interesting account of the
Borneo Mission (Sarawak); he sketched the
life and work of Rujsh Brooke, and the work
of Mr. (afterwards Bishop) McDongall,
amongst the Dyahs, shewing how good govern-
ment had replaced head hunting and piracy;
he created some amusement by his stories of
Dyah bhumoar and gave what seemed to some
present a reductio ad absurdum to the objections
of some excellent perscns 10 the use ot choral
sorvices and surpliced choirs by shewing how
natursl these Church institutions came to the
Dyahs. Indeed their nataral intonations would
not permitany other mode of worship. He
concluded by an earpest appeal on bebalf of
Missions—every member of God’s Cburch
should recognize his duty to be Christ's agent
in such work.

Thue was concluded & most interesting anni-

versary, -and the offerings throughout were
given to Algoma.

QuEBE0.—On the 17th December, thd con-

cert held in the National School Hall, in aid of
the funds of Trinity Courch, was very numer-
ously attended by an intellectusal and highly
appreciative audience. The programme was
a very choice one. The opening chorus of
Mozart's was given with much spirit and pre-
cision. The Rev. A. Bareham, rector, gave a
spirited reading, which held his hearers in

rapt attention from beginning to end, 1In the

execution of a-piano solo, ‘““The Augel Mother's
Csall,” by Bohn, and an encore piece, Miss Al-
meras sustained her well known repatation
a8 & brilliant artist. The light and merry
piece “Two Merry Girls,” saug by the Misses
Gale, was & sparkling morsel of vivaoity, its
character was woll sustained. Miss Wilkin-
son's pretty song, “To the Woods,” showed
forth her sweet and rich voice to admiration
and her effort was most heartily applaunded.
Then followed 2 vooal duett by the Misses Col-
lins and Knowles, entitled ¢ Yesterday,” it was
done fall jastice to. In Mr, Pare’s violin
selections from “Lia Somnambala,” the audience
had & mausical treat of no mean order ; wher-
ever Mr, Pare appears on any stage he is sure
of & hearty reception. Miss Almeras played
an exquisite accompaniment on the piano. Mr.
Wilkinson was in good voice as umsusl, and
sang “The Song that reached my Heart,” in
such good style as to reach all hearts.

The second part of the programme was open-
ed by the quartette, “Twilight on-the Sea,"
sung by Mrs, Phillips, Miss Wilkinson, Mr.
Wilkinson and Mr. A. Hookes. This was
given in good time and taste, the voices
throughout being well balanced. Then follow-
ed a recitation * Papa's Loatter,” by Miss An-
nie Wilkingon; although quite a young lady
she entered very fully into the anthor's mean-
ing and gave exqnisite pathos to a piece which
requires very carefal handling.

Three notices of motion were given by Rev.
Dr. Beaumont, after which the Report of the
Committee on Sunday-Schools was read and a
long and interesting discussion occupying the
remainder of the morning and part of the
afternoon tessio nfollowed. The report refer-
red to the Sunday-School Conference of the
Chureh which met in Toronto and to its recom-
mendation (1) of the publications of the Church
of England Sunday School lnstitute as a basis
of a uniform scheme of diocesan Sunday-
school lessons to be adopted by the Church of
England in Capada, and the Committee point-
ed ont that these publications had been for
several years the authorized basis of Sanday-
school tesching in the Dioccese. Second, «f
the course of lessona for a term of three years
from Advent of the present year. Third, that
examinations of tedchers and scholars be held
annuslly. The Committee reported that no
ection had yet been taken in regard to Leaflcts
for little ones and illustrations.

Canon Smith moved the adoption of the re-
port, and Rev. E. C. Sannders in seconding
the report, spoke of the necessity for more
systematio training of the teachers and unifor-
mity in the lessons.

Rev, Mr. Gemley advocated an independent
leaflet for the Diocese, which would secare uni-
formity without dependence.

‘Rev. M. H. Murtin, of Cbatham, thought
the Sunday-schools should train their own
tdachers. He also noted the great want of an
appropriate hymn book for use of the schools.

Rev. G. C. Mackenzie thought the Conven-
tion lately held st Baffalo, was in favor of doing
away with leafluts, &o., and of returning to the
Bible, the Ten Commandments and first princi-
plee. If they did get the lesson, hel;s, &c., an
effort should be mude to get them uniform, not

When the House recssembled at 2:30 the re-
port of the Committee on the address to Lord
Stanley was presented by Ruev.

Some further discussion then followed on the
Report of the 8.

""the other prelates of Canada. He did not wish
- to show & despotic disposition, and if convinoed
. that an amendment was necessary in this re-
speot he would briog it into the House of Bish
ops, and they wounld send down a Canon on the
subjeot. He, therefore, asked Mr. Dymond,
* who spoke kindly and loyally on the subject, to
withdraw his motioa, and to refer the matter to
the Provincial Synod, which body was capable
.of dealing with it. (Hear, hear.)

. Mr. Dymond said he bhad already expressed

" 'his intention of withdrawing the motion, and
he asked pardon of his Lordship and of the
Syned if he had forgotten the powers of the
Provincial Synod, when no one could tell jast
what the daties of the venerable incumbents of
the office were.

. various Dioceses and the Provincial Synod, and
aleo the possibility of uniting the whole Church
of Britieh Nortu America in one Kcolesiastical
Jarisdiction, with power to confer with any
similar committee that should be appointed by
other diocese, and should report at next meeting
of Synod. Aftera short discnssion an amend-
ment was moved and carried.

The memorial from Niagara in regard to a
joint scheme for working weak parishes on tho
borders of each diocese, was referred to a stand-
ing committee. :

~ Tho memorial on ¢ Observance-of the Lord's
Day" was referred to a spscial committee who
were appointed delegates to the Convention at
Ottawa.

The question of Sunday work on the railroads,
was brought before the Synod by Mr. Archer,
and asuggestion to petition the Dominion Par-
liament against same was passed,

A resolution regarding the grant of $400,000
to tho Jesuits by the Quebec Government, was
brought before the Synod, but being objected to
on & point of order, that no eopy of he Act was
before the Synod, the objection, after the Chan-
cellor had given his opinion that it was well
founded, was maintained by the Chairman.

After tho usual votes of thanks (the minutes
haviog been read and oonfirmed) the Bishop
olosed the Synod with & brief address, and the
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=fleoting upon the appointment that had already

Doxology having been sung, he pronounsed the
Benediction.

Loxpon SourH.—8¢. James'.—The ladies of
the congregation who had been collecting the
monthly subscriptions for the debt on the Reo-
tory for several years past, felt mach encour-
aged when the balance was reduced to about
$400; and then (in Oot. last) issned an appeal
to the congregation for a final and united effort

BraNTrOBD.—The newly built church at the
Homedale, Brautford was opened by Bishop
Baldwin. The room was crowded to the doors
with people despite the miserable state of the
weather. The building is a plain but very neat
structure, and is fitted up with every cooven-
ience. Miss Wye presided at the organ, The
Rev. Raral Dean Mackenzie read the lesson,
after which Bishop Baldwia preached a beauti-
ful and very interesting sermon from the sec-
ond chapter and 19th verse of Timothy. The
Rev. George Wye, of Watford, preached to an-
other lerge congregation in tho evening.

WABDSYILLE. —A Wardaville correspondert,
writing on the 13th inst., says:—A most hearty

welcome was accorded the Rev, Mr. Lowe and
bride on their arrival yvesterday afternoon. A
number of friends met them at the Newbury
depot and escorted them to their future home—
the Rectory at Wardsville. Their coming was
merrily announced by the chiming of the charch
bells. In the evening a public reception was
given in honor of the newly wed couple in the
Sanday School rooms of St, James' Church, at
which & very large number were present, and s
most social and en joyable evening was spent.

WOMEN'S AUXILIARY MISSIONARY AsS0CIA-
TioN.—The monthly meeting of this Society
was held at Bishopstowe on Monday afternoon,
December 17th, the Lord Bishop of the Dio-
cese in the obair. The Treasurer's report for
the past month was most satisfactory. Some
interesting communications were read, among
others an acoount (taken from a North-West
paper) of the Rev.J. Gough Brick’s return to
his mission ; & letter from the Rev. A. J.
Young, Magnettawan, diocese of Algoma, giv-
ing some partionlars of his work and the needs
of his mission, and two letters from the Rev.
J. Cooper Robinson, who went last Augast as
a Missionary to Japan, the second of which,
dated Nov. 16th, contained & paper written at
Mr. Robinson's request for the Huron W.A.-
M.A. by Miss Hoars who had for many years
been one of the S P.&. missionaries in Japan.
It gives an account of the visits of two Japan-

eto Bible-women during last summer to two

villages where there were ' some Christians.
The first, Oknwa San went to Tokkaiohiba,
the anti-Christian feeling was very strong and
no one would come to the meetings, but there
wag an old man a Christian, who was delighted
when he heard that a Christian teacher Lad
come. Mo did not live many daye and safter
his death in spite of much opposition a Chris-
tian funeral was arranged ; the people thonght
this funeral wonderful, the long coffin, white
garments, flower, cross, prayers and hymns, in-
stead of the rouud tub (the Japanese coffin)
quietly baried out of sight as soon aa possible.
lmai San, the native deacon, addressed .the
crowds of people who went to see the funeral,
all of whom listened quietly, and from that time
many were willing to hear.

O. T. Burvi Ban; the other Bible woman
went to & half Christian viliage. The people
received her gladly: Not only the women bat
the men, which is a great condesention in Ja-
pan, they were never tired of singing hymns
and would go over them again and again until
poor O.T. Survi San’s throat ached. These
Caristians of Shimofukuda are very earnest, and
have lately built themselves a little charch,

DIOCESE OF NIAGA RA.

GuELrH.—8t. George's.—At St. George's
Church, on Sanday moruing, the 3rd in Ad-
vent, the Rev. Reuben Kidner, of Boston, and
assistant to Rev. Philip Brooks, occupied the
pulpit and delivered an able sermon from the
words, ‘* Thy will be done on earth as it isin
Heaven.” In the evening the Archdeacon
preached from The Revelation, 20th chapter
and 6éth verse. He first gave the Scriptural
doctrines of the Second Advent, quoting the
words of our Saviour, and the teaching of His
parables, all bearing testimony to the sudden-
ness and unexpectedness of Christ’s coming
at the day of judgment, while not & word could
be found supporting the millenial theory. He
then went on to show that all the ancient
oreeds condemned it, and that one of the ar-
ticles of Edward VI denounced it as '“ a Jew-
ish dotage.” The Augsburg confession also
condemned this theory of Christ, coming on
earth for a thcusand years, while Calvin said
it was ¢ an error too puerile to deserve refn-
tation.” He then proceeded to show the mean-
ing of the text, and that the thousand years
had no definite or precise sense, and like other
figures expressed symbolical ideas, and that
the apoealypse was not to be taken as some
took it, as a continuous narrative, but consisted
of frequent recapitulations and anticipations.
Borne on the wings of the Spirit the Evange-
list sweeps over the ages to the consummation
of all things. Then he begins again at the
first Advent and travels to the end on a nmew
line of thought and so in this wonderfal 20th
chapter there was an epitome of Christianity
from the beginning to the end. And the
‘ First Resurrection” does not mean the re-
surreotion of the body, bat is explained by our
Savicur’s w ords, **He that heareth my word
and believeth in Him that sent Me, hath ever-
lasting life and shall not come into condem-
nation but is passed from death unto life.” It
is a spiritual resurrection and not a bodily, and
80 the least in the kingdom of God was greater
than John the Baptist, as having a part in the
first resarrection. This is only & slight out-
line of & sermon, which covered a subject of
deep interest, and was listened to with profound
sttention.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA,

S1r,—1I have just returned from a most inter-
esting trip of nearly 7,00 miles through the
States visiting all the principal Indian centres
and great Indian training schools. I think it
msy interest your readers for me to write you
an oocasional letter, as I can find time, tellieg
about my adventures, 80 I am just sending you
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those few lines aa & sort of preface to what may
follow. I may briefly say, that, after visiting
Ottaws and. Kensington, I started by way of
Pennsylvania and Philadelphia to Washington ;
thence westward through Ohio, erossed the
Mississippi at St. Louis, then sonth-west to In-
dian Territory ; then through New Mexieo to
the bordera of Arizonsa, and back through Den-
ver, Omaha and Minneapolis.

1 am thankfal to say that I found everything
in excellent order on my retarn to the Shing-
wauk three days ago, thanks to my faithful and
hardworking assistants, Among the trades
tanght we have now carpentering, shoemaking
and weaving all in full play, and blacksmithing
is taught up town. '

About the beginning of February we hope te
make & fair start with the new home at Eilk-
horn, in Manitoba, which is at present building.
1 expeot to engage & male teacher at that time
to take charge of the boys’ department and
gather in the pupils, At present we have only
commenced in & very small way, bat we exp ct
towards the end of the summer when the baild-
ings are all completed to have seventy or eighty
pupils. The Indian department has given us 4
good start at that point, and with the help of
friends aud a few liberal offeringd, the * Wash-
akada Home " will, I hope, become as success-
ful and popular as the Shingwauk. I havegood
grounds also for expecting that the Government
will assist us in establishing & fourth home still
further west, near the Rocky Mountains,

My objeot in making the tour to which I have
alluded was to make myself more thoroughly
scquainted with the various tribes of Indians.
I wke intense interest in studying the early
history ard Janguages of the North American
Indians, and I believe that the ground will ere
long yield up to us the secret of their history,
even as it has done in the case of Eustern na-
tions.

One more matter I want here particularly to
rofer to. I am most apxious at once to open
correspondence with parties willing and fitted
to become my co-workers in this work to which
I believe G .d has cilled me. It is I feel most
important that the right men sbould be found
for this, and I earnestly pray God to guide me
about it. Ere long I shall require three assist-
ant superintendents; one for this place; one
for Elkhorn, and one for the Home iu the far
wost. I would like to engage one such super-
intendent at onee to come and live with me
here at the Shingwauk, and train for the work.

Hoping I have not trespassed too much on
your spuce. E. F. WiLsox.

The Irish Ecclcsiastical Gazettesays :—

Another attempt has been made in the House
of Cemmons to filch from us our good name.
The officials of the House ef Commons under-
took, apparently on-their own responsibility,

to alter the text of a question down in the name
of Mr. Johnson, M, P., by changing the words
‘“Irish Church” into “Protestant Episcopalian
Charch in Ireland ; ” and when Colonel Waring
ventured to expostulate, his remarks were
received by the Parnellites with decisive cheers,
There are some et ourselves, perhaps, on this
side of the channel who will scarcely object.
They will say ** Protestant” is a gool word,
and ihen “ Episcopalian™ is merely the natural
set-off to *' Presbyterian,” the difference being
only asmall one of Church government, Epis-
copalians and Presbyterians standing very
much on the same footing 80 far as authority
for their respective system goes; and thus
they wiil accept thé change with the equani-
mity that is oonsistent with their habitual
attitade. It seems to be coming to this, ‘that
between friends and foes the *‘Irish Church,”
as such, is going to the wall. We have been
told by an Euglist Charch dignitary that we
must not go behind the Reformation; and it is

8 heresy in Ireland to refer to the dootrines
and praotices of the Celtic Ohurch before a
Roman Churchman set his foot on Irish .soil.
Bnt what i3 in 8 name, after all? Let Irish
Churchmen only waken up to their true privi-
leges and worlk the Church 88 & Church, and
oot as one of the many denominations, and it
will not signify much what friends or foes oall
us or think of us. We will grow stronger and
more compsaet day by day, and it may be, in
the providence of God, we shall yet win the
whole land.

The Churchman N. Y. says:—

We hold and have always held, the episcopate
to be of divine instution and of pernament
authority in Christ's Church. Whether it was
one of the things pertaining to the kingd m of
God which our Lord explained to His disciples
during the great Forty Days, or whether it was
one of the many things to which they were snb-
quently led by the Holy Spirit, we do not pro-
fess to know; but we hold it to be evident that,
‘“ from the Apostle’s times,” the episcopate did
in fact exist wherever the Christian Charch ex-
isted; and hence, applying the testimony of
** Holy Scriptare and Aucient Authors” to the
admitted faoct, we are constrained to believe
that the episcopate, having being instituted
and ordained by Christ’s Apostles, is a part of
“the substantial deposit of Christian order,”
and that it is ‘ therefore incapable of com-
promise or surrender,” by the Church.

The N. Y. Churehman under the title of ** The
Bard »f Methodism.” says:—

It is not a little amusing to find the Metho-
dists celebrating the contennial of the death of
Charles Wesley as if he were a genuine Metho-
dist and had lived, labored and died in that
organization. The faots are that Charles Wes-
ley lived and died s faithfal clergyman of the
Church of England, and no ane straggled more
earnustly than he to perauade his self-willed
brothei not to go the lengths of creating a
schism from the mother Church. His hymns
are the common property of all Christian com-
munions; they are fall of the melody that
warms the hearts of the people; and the
Methodists have been helped quite a8 much by
the hymns of the one brother as by the preach-
ing and organizing capacity of the other. No
one wishea to deny this, but it wonld be &
delicious experienoce if our Methodist brethren
would not in their largo generosity absorb all
that touches Methodism as if it were a legitimate
part of its outcomae.

Lord, or the Birthday of Christ:"—

In other worda,
the Nativity was noi simply an adoption of
human and earthly life for the purpose of a more
direct revelation of the Divine will and love, as
the Holy Bpirit might be said to take possession
of a prophet's soul in order that in human
speech the divine message might be delivered,
it was the taking also of manhood into onencss
with the Deity, that henceforth man might
know himself for what he ought to be. God
the Son was incarnate—Jesus the Son of Man
was born. It is the reality of both these traths
which makes their preciousness,

This the world dimly sees and feels and rejoices
in. The mechapical ueing, so to speak. of
human powers and possibilities to transmit a
message from on high woald be but & poor and
donbifal boon, because it might never come
again, and the greater the perfection displayed
in the Lord Jesns the more hopeless He becomes
removed from hnman sympathy, It is the
Catholic faith that the world longs for—Jesus
perfect, unchanged in His homanity, but show-
g in God’s presence man's possibility and
fature hope.

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SOME DEFECTS IN EUJHARISTIC
TEACHING.

It oannot be dcubted that there is amongst
us & painfal wantof earnestness and devotion in
regard to tho Holy Bacrament of the Lord’s
Supper. A large number of our people are not
sommunicants, and many of those who are
communicate but seldom—at Christmas, or
Easter, or on & sick bed, or with & sick relative
or friend. And in such cages it is often appar-
ent that little more is intended than a formal

agsortion of Church membership.

The significance of this fact is seen at once
when we call to mind the daily or weekly oele-
bration of the early centuries. In the fervour
of its first love, the whole Christian maultitude
« gontinued steadtasty in the Apostles’ teach-
ing and fellowship, in the breaking of bread
and the prayers; * and this they did * day by
day in the Temple, and breaking bread at
bhome.” Obedionce was the rule; and the non.
communicant was & marked - man, There was
a renson for his absence from the Table of the
Lord.” 1t was not voluntary. He was excluded,
and exolusion was the recognised disciplinary
punisbment of notorious offsnders. . )

Before we can cnre the evil we must seek for
its root, and we imagine that in most cases we
shall find it in our teaching. The Prayer Book
and other authorized formaularies are clear and
definite and full, but our popalar teaching is
not, We havo not, as & rule, preached the
whole truth according to the mind of the
Church in regard to the Holy Sacrament; and
this we believe to be a principal osuse of the
defeotion of which we complain.

In the first place, our Eucharistic teaching
has been too largely negative. It isfall of de-
nials and disproofs, as, that Tranrubstantiation
is not true, that the Sacrifice of the Mass is not
consistent with St, Panl's teaching, that the
denial of the cap to the laity is contrary to the
institation of Christ, and s0 on. Oar position
in regard to these historical doctrines and prac-
tices is unassailable; but it should ke remem-
bered that devotion cannot rest on mere nega-
tives. That the Holy Communion is not so and
80, or shoaid not be administered in sueh and
such a way, will not make snyone love it one
whit the more, or in the least degree more anx-
ious to purtake of it. No doubt our historical
position explains and justifies the abuedance of
our negatives. We huve been forced to protest,
to disprove and to deny ; and it is no wonder
that popular teaching, which is natarally infla-
enced by passing emotions and present needs,
should have lost, occasionally, the exast balance
and proportion of doctrine, The Prayer Book
recalls us to the necessity for positive Xuchar-
istio teaching, It indicates plainly ths outline
ot the structare which Protestant theology bailt
ap in place of the Roman edifice which it threw
down. It is positive and definite ; and though
we may question its doctrine, there can be no
doubt as to the mind of the Church which it
expresses,

We have spoken of the indefiniteness of teach-
ing; we must beware of indefinite criticism.
In order to avoid it we give an instance of an
important branch of Eacharistie theology in
which Protestant pulpit teaching has been al-
most entirely negative.

Oar Lord said of the consecrated bread,
“Thig is My Body which is given for youn.”
And of the cup, *-This is My Blood of the New
Testameat which is shed tor many for the re-
mission of sins.” And St. Panl writing to the
Corinthians, said, “ The cup of blessing whigh
wo bless is it not the communion of the blood of
Christ,the bread whichwe break is it not the com-
munion of the body of Christ.” 1t is plainly a
mattor of the highest importance that we shoald
understand these texts, and not only that the
olergy should understand them, bat that the
communiocants also should have clear and defin-
ite notions about them. How elss are they to
have olear notions of the grace to be looked for
in the Sacrament. And if they come to Com-
mun on, expecting nothing definite, can they
be said to come in faith, or to believe *‘the
promises of God made to them in that sacra-
ment.” The Catechism adopts the language of
these texts when it says that *the body and
blood of Christ , sre verily and indeed
taken and received by the faithful in the Lord's
Supper.” So does the Prayer of Consccration :
* Grant that we receiving these Thy creatures
of Bresd and Wine, . . . may be partakers
of His most blessed Body and Blood.” There
are many other passages to the same effect in
the Communion Sorvice, and no one can doubt
that the Reformers accepted unreservediy the
words of institution, 83 conveying inestimable
spiritnal trutb, But yet, even here, where, if

anywhere in the Bible, we have an inexhausti-

and would not be toler-! ble tressury of positive trath, our. pulpit teach-

ing has for the m qt.':}mrt.tukaq_'the form of de-
atruotive oriticism. 1t has been carefal to point
out the senses in which the bread and wine are
not the Body and Blood of Christ, and it is to
be feared that the impression left upon the
minds of very many is, that they are not there
in any sense. We have taken away the Rom-
anist idea, and we have done well so far, bat
we have put nothing in its place ; and the result
is, that the mental attitude of the average Prot-
estant towards the Racharist is one of denial
and contradiction. To him the Sacrament is
the Mass atripped of everything which served
te identify it, It is the merest residnam, wich-
vut strength, without oonsistency, offering
nothing, inviting no one. The one positive
idea which has sarvived is that of remem-
brance, and this is manifestly inadequste to
kindle devotion or to sustain earnestaess, If
the Buocbarist be only a symbolical remem-
brance, its logical place is below prayer, below
preaching, below the study or reading of the
Word. 1t is not a means of grase in the ordin-
ary sense of that term, and, separated from its
ususal accompaniments of prayer and praise, it
is not an act of worship. Moreover, it ceases
in that oase to be a Sacrament, for, as has ofter
been said, if the transubstentialist overthrows
the natare of & Sacrament by destroying the
outward and visible sign, the Z #inglian does
the same thing jast as effectually by denying
the inward ¢p ritual grace.—The Irish Eccles-
tastical Gazette,

GIVING, BEGGING, EARNING, SAV-
ING.

Life and love are equivalent and convertible
terms : love being potential life, and life being
essential love. Indeed we may say that He
who is essential Love is also and therefore es-

sential Life.

It is ever the property of lovo to give, give
itself. Love thus out-flowing, thns expending
itself, is life. If no such giving-out of seif,
then no true life, no real love.

“ The Gift of God is eternal Life,” “ And
this Life is in His Son.” ¢He that hath the
Son hath life.” ** To him that hath, shall
more be given." * Give, and it shall be given

unto you.”
In ‘other words, both God's part and man’s

part in the Gospe! of Christ coincide, all isin
the one line of the extension of Grace. All
Christian duty is comprised in this single term,
qwing. Man receives and transmits. He can .
do no more. Al!l thrt he bas is a loan to be re.
paid by handing it on. * Let your Iht so
shine,” Pass on the light, the help, the hope,
the sympathy, and the money which you huve
and more wiil come. Hoard these, and your
soul, your heart, your parse, sball be lean. Yon
shall have emptiuess in the midst of abnndance.
There may be much gold and silver in your
purse, but * their rust shall be for & testimony
ugninst you, and shall eat your flesh as fire.”
(o parochial work two cases of difficalty
must be dealt with: [1] the withholding of
money from Church wourk by those who have
an average income, and [2] how to get money
to give tor religious uses by those who have
smail or no income., Withont considering
here the former case, we will now confine our
altention to the latter. .
How shall a parochial income be had or in-
creased 7 It is vurious 10 note how uniformly
some persons in facing this question gee the
answer only in sowe appeal 1o others for the
money needed. Some begging scheme has to
be devised, and how often it happens that it 18
the first of the classes sbove reterred to which
first suggests the resort to begging. It is the
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vice of sich”persors’ that. they always throst

their bands into other people’s pookets before
they will dip into their own, with the inevit-
able result that their own sounls must shrivel,
simply because they are too selfish to lez Char-
ity begin at home. But the second of the
above-named classes commonly bethink them-
golves at once of some mode of earning the
monez needed for Church purposes. Beyond
& doubt this i8 & legitimate method of securing
a parish income. To turn labor into money is
hounorable even though the money itself be
sqnandered : mach more if money so gotten
bo conseorated to Christ and His Church.  And
yet there i8 ‘“a more excellent way,” that of
having & Church income by saving from our
ersonal income,

Til] we have actually given, or conscien-
tiously pledged onzseives to give a due propor-
‘tion of our income, we cannot justify and
honorably ask even those to give who have
muach of this world's goods, nor allow over-
worked women to take np additional tasks,
W here is the family that has not an income and
would not be the better for practicing at times
a firm self-denial 80 that a fair proportion of it
might be given back to Him from whom ail
has ocome? et ‘*‘the Iust of the flesh,
lust of the eye, and the pride of life” be thae
met and overcome, and there would be little
likelihood of injury from the resort to doubtinl
modes of begging and earning money.

We suppose these principles underlie all the
criticisms so generally made on ‘‘ modern
modes of raising money for Charch purposes.”
Rather than pinch ourselves we would put the
pressure on others. Bat we find promiscnous
begging brings only & sorry return; every-
whore the field has been begged over and over
again. And then we fall back on some scheme
for drawing a crowd by the promise of entain-
tainment. Here is where all the evil comes in.
The moment Christians commence the traffic
in amusoments, they come down to the level of
the world. The reputation, the influence, and
the growth of the Charch is endangzered, the
moment her representatives set up a8 caterers
for the fonloving and amusement-crazed part
of the community. And this is irrespective of
the propriety or impropriety of the particular
amusements provided. In respect of cards,
dances, theatricals, &o., they may or may not
be evils per se, neverthelesss. if resorted to as
& means of income, they are invariably detri.
mental to the spiritual interests of thage who
provide them. The Church cannot thrive that
way. We cannot here show how and why this
is 0, but all experience proves that it is so.

We can do better for the Church than rua
any such risk. First of all, we can save from
our' inrome, be it small or large, the percen-
tage justly due to the Giver-of All, Then, after
we have ourselves given according o our abil-
ity, gwe may in a respectful and self-respecting
way ask others to give; or, if we have not the
genias and disposition for begging, we may in
a straight-forward, businoss-like way ask others
to buy what we have to sell. Bat certsinly,
a8 Christians, we are bound to offer only good
goods and fair prices. Give usefal articles and
catch penny devices the go-by. But the neoces-
sary, the useful, the ornamentsl, the beautifal
and true in natwore, art, science and literaturs,
may be dealt in to almost any extent. Surely,
the field remains large enough. And im this
way by gaving, by earning, or by asking, we
may have enough for our giving.

SKEPTICAL INSOLENCE.

Christian men can understand and bear with
one class of skeptics - men of unblemished
lives, who tell you, with reluctance, that they
have earnest.y investigated the subject of
Chrlstmnfty, have wished to believe, baut can-
Dot conscientiously do so. They shrink from
disturbing the faith of any human being, and

redognise - the sincerity -and = earneitness of
Christians, and sattribute to them ordinary
wisdom and enlightened views—-men who keep

their infidel wiews to themselves, wunless
forced to disclose them, for fear of tearing
down when they have nothing to give for re
building. We can respect such men, bscause
we respeot the majesty of conscience. The
arguments which to ums appear invingible,
avidently do not touch them at all. Sach men
we oan only leave with God, pray for them, ask
the prayers of others, urge them to continue
their gearch for light. But there is another
olass with whom it is very hard to get en. The
men who are constantly slapping you in the
face with their infidelity ; who seem to thiok
it snoart to not believe in God, and sure evi
dence of & superior mind, and they want every-
body to know how superior their minds are.
Sin is a disease, they tell you, very like scarlet
fever, Oardear Lord was simply aremarkably
intelligent and clean Jew. Does not Renan
say 80? Tho Bible is of a piece with the Vedas
and Tennyson's poems. Clergymen have to
get a living, and must preach what they do,
but half of them do not betieve it, and the other
half are fanatics who would burn you if they
could. How mush of this tslk we hear?
Among clerks in their hours of leisure, among
all-knowing high school gradaates, as they
dispense Jwisdom to listening sundiences, and
tell how they ftoored the clergyman who ven-
tured to talk to them about their souls; dab-
blers in infidelity, who have caught up & fow
catch-words of skepicism; men (and even
some women sare getting at it now) who,
perfectly untrained in the science of theology,
which is a8 much a soience as that of law, thor-
oughly unacquainted with the niceties of Listin
and Greek, unversed in the deep writings of
mental and moral philosopby, write so fluently
and talk so gibbly about the impossibilities of a
Divine Revelation and the folly of a Special
Providence. It is this sort of person who
excites the anger of the Christian man, and
makes him indignant at the loud-mouthed,
ignorant, but no less harmfal skeptic. A
thing does not bave to be very large or powerfal
to work much mischief. Thereare greattracts
in this country perfeotly uninhabitable, simpiy
because mosquitos swarm there. It is not with
caltivated scholars and keen intelleots they do
their mischiof, bat with impressible, half-
eduocsated young men. They talk about intoler-
ance and bigotry, aad that a man must not be
bound by any creed or any Church, but must
be free from sectarian narrowness, They talk

‘| about priests hoodwinking people into being

frightened abont the devil, for their own per-
sonzl advantage. .

Now, young men are very sensitive on the
point of being led, about being their own mas-
ters, and tkLis kind of talk is very taking with
them ; and they become suspisious of clergy-
men, and the natural heart oehimes in with it
all, and, before they koow it they are in the
ranks of the sneerers, and the * superior think-
ers,” and the ‘‘calmly indifferent.” How are
such lying lips as these to be put to silence ?
What is the very best answers to such un-
believers ?

You must not blame some of »s if we some-
times think that a cool stone cellin & comtor-
table jail, with a very abstemious diet, would
be a well-earned reward for some of this loud
mouthed anti Christian writing and teaching.
We are men and such thonghts will come to
us. 1 know the ory of free speech will imme.
diately be made. True, but you do notstretch
that princ'ple to cover the utterances of one
who stands up and talk open tresson and incite
the people to revolt. Yon would soon silence
him and arrest him. Ought not the same rale
to apply to those men who, by attacking the
Chrisuan religion, are sapping the foundations
of all morality and leading on the igmorant
masses {0 that unenviable outcome of all in-
fidelity~the Commuue. Bat let that go. We

"of help,

are not Jews of the olden times, calliog down
fire on our enemies, or wishing them blowa
into dust, or turned into monuments of stoune.
The noble, forgiving example of our Lord must
ever keep us from thinking of force as any
possible weapon, or from wishing any harm, .
earthly or unearthly; to those temchers of in-
fidelity, of whom we have been apeaking,
And arzument is just as useless as force with -
this sort of skeptics. You can argue with a
acholar equal in learning, you can argne with
one who appreciates deep and logical argument;
but you cannot argue with euch a3 these. They
are too flippant, too superficial, oftoun too avxious
to excuse a sinful life by denying anv responsi-
bility for it. The arguments for Cbristianity
are piled mountain high. but to understand how
impossible it is to use them, in desling with
some men. one only has to read the controversy
between Gladstone and Iagerinll, The former
goes down to the depths of things; the other
reiterates again and agnin, those common
places of infidelity which have been pnt forward
and answered 8 thousand times. The great
answer to these gadflies which so anuoy us,
is the oalm exhibition of §a truthfal, holy life,
T't is recorded in the life of oar Lord, that hig
foes, at the very sight of Him, foll back over-
awed by the awful beauty and the wond-
rous grace which streamed out from Him. So
let our foea fall back before the sight of the
msanly Christians oconsistencv, tho holy truth
aud converaation, the beautiful resignation, the
unselfish generosity, the frank forgiveness,
the cheerful, gentle, hapefal, courageous - dis-
charge of all the dutiesoflife. It isnot becaunse
oar examplo in these ways i8 s0 deficient that
lying infidel lips 80 often obtain such oredence
and make such clamor. Lot men see the beauty
of Christianity exhibited in othor men—what
oitizans, what mou of basiness, what fathers,
what sons it makes.

NO CHRISTMAS.

The firat ** Still Christmas” in
England occurred in 15626. Henry
the 8th was king, and be had mnot
yet forfeited the respect of his sub-
jects ; but great political events
were st hand.

In Doecember the king was sick.
The nation was filled with anxiety.
[t was decided that the Christmas
should be & silent one; there were

no carols, bells or merry-makings.

Silent Christmas were proclaimed
in the Protectorate of Cromwell.
Tho festival was altogether abolish-
ed, and the display of emblems of
the Navivity was held to be sedi-
tious.

The charge was most notable in

Londsn. There was silence on the
Strund. The church bells were
still, St. Paul lifted its white roofs

over the Thames, and Westminster
Abbey its towers, but the tides of
bappy pneople in holiday attire no
more poured in asd out of those
ancient faner, The holly and ivy
no more appeared in the windows
of the rich and the poor. The Yule
fires were mot Kkindled, nor the
corals snog.

Bells indeed rang out on the
frosty air, but how different from
the chimes of old! They were the
hand bells of the heralds in simple
garb passing from street to street
and smiting the air, and orying
eut:

‘“ No Christmas | No Christmas!”

Heads fllled the windows, and
figures the doors. Crowds stopped
on the corners of the streets and
in the squares. The ory went on:

“No Christmas | No Christmss!”

It smote the hearts of those who
loved the old ways and sustoms.

of the Convoeation of Canterbury.
and Archdeacon Douot were con-
secrated, the first as the Bishop
of Guildford, Saffragan of Winche:-
ter, and the second as Assistan!
Bishop of Jamaica, at Westminster
Abbey. The Archbshop of Can-
terbury, the Bishop of Loudon, and
the other officiating Bishops arrived
shortly before eleven o'clock and
were recoived by the Dean of West-
minster and the Cathedral clergy
in the Jerrsalem Chamber. A pro-
cession was formed, which passed
through the deun's -private door-
way into the Abbey. The Arch-
bishop at once commenced the Com.
munipn service, morning prayer
having been said at 8 o'clock. The
E}:ietle was read by the Bishop
of Winchester, and the Gospel by
the Bishop of Jamaica (Dr, Nat
tal}). The Rev. C. Grant, who
preached, selected as his text the
2od Epistle to Timothy Zud chap-
ter, and third verse: “And the
things which thon bast heard from
me smongst many witnesses, the
same commit thou to faithful men,
who shall be able to teach others
also.”” The sermon ended, the
Bishops-designate retired to the
Islin Cbapel to put on their rochets,
the choir in their absence singing
“The Loid bath been mindfal ot
us” (Wesley). On their return they
woere formully preserfted to the
Arcbbishop for consecration, and
the usuul formularies were gone
through. The Lilany was sung by
the precentor (the Rev. Flood
Jones), after which the Archbishop,
seated in his cbair, put the custom-
ary questions to thote that were to
be consecrated. At the conclusion
of the questions, the Bishops desig-
nate retired to put on the restof
the epitcopal bubit, the choir sing-
ing * How lovely aro the Messen-
gers” (Mendelsohn).  On their re-
inrn the concecration service wus
continued by the Archbishop, who
propounced the sontence of conee
oration, and delivered to each of
the newly-consecrated Bisbops a
Bible. All the Bithops present as
sisted *' in the laying on of hands.”
The newly-consecraled Bishopsthen
took their places with the other
_prelates, and the Communion ser-
vice was concluded, the Archbishop
being the celebrant, assisted by the
Bishop of London and the Dean
of Westminster. The offertory was
given to the Jamaica Chaorch Fund.

TEMPERANCE COLUMN.

The Rev. Dr. McKim, of Trinity
Church, New Orleans, speaking at
8 Temperance meeling there, to
emphasize his assertions gave some
statistics which would be incred-
ible but for their ascertained ver-
ity.

Onpe billion dollars is devoted to
a liguor organization. The increase
of ocrime between “the years 1850,
when it was in proportion of one
eriminal to 3,445 of population,
to 1480 when it bad grown to one
in 855 tells it own story, and this
ia not due to immigration, for the
pative eriminals far cutnumber the
foreign. Of the causes; intem-
perance is the greatest, 286,000
sulcons in the States providing for
its indulgence, and irreligion, In
gerrolism, getting rid of 8 God
and a judgment bar account for
the rest. The one omre for these
is a belief in God,and immortality.
We have a duty in this matter, and
this duty is to make a public opin
ion which shall sweep away these
iniquities. And surely when we
think on the power which crime
possesres to perpetuate itself, the
entrail of orime, and the law of
heredity which perpetuates drunk-
ennces, we shall need no further
stimnlus to strongthen our hearts
and hands for the work we have in
hand .—Church Year.
