the State, wore seen 1o be the earthly shadows of ‘a
Divine rightful autbority  In the family the pater-
nal rale wag geen to be baged upon tbal of the One
Father of all, and the dutifal subservieaoy of the
ohild, to be theimage of the fiiial relation of Our
Lord to His Fatber. So the master was to rcle as
for Cbriat, snd the servant to obey his master as
unto Him. Io like meuner, in the State the oxéin-
aaces of rule wera invested w:th the aathority of
Him to whom was given &ll power in heaveo and
earth, His Kingship was munifested in the majesty
of the civil ruler, aad His execution of jgstice in that
of the juige; while the rights of all were eecared,
and tbe consideration due to each enforced, by the
common tie of Holy Baptism, which placed sl
Obrigtlan men on the footing of membets of B
brotherhood. .
These then were the principles upon which Chria-
tisn Political Society wsa founded, and they cos-
tinued in force throughout the Christlan world
(doubtless with many nbuses) nntd the French Revo-
lution. Then the disintegratiot of society began,
snd it is going on still. So ropid hag heen its pro-
grese that there ia no country on Western Qbrigten
dom, excepticg the Paps! States, in which the old
Obristian fonzdations have aot been overthrown, or,
at the least, ag with us in £ngland, sapped and un-
dermined.

Aad now we are in a position to understand what
Liberalism ig. [t invalves the oegation of the prin
ciples napon which political Christendom hss been
based, Ny, iris ratber the aggregate of the influ-
encea which bave thua been destroyiag it, Liberul
ism ia tke solvent of Obristian society. It exolains
itself nccurately by its name. It praclaims liberty,
freedom from restraiot  Batin order to get fres,
sbat whicth binds m et first be deatroyed, As Liber-
alism i3 that which looses, so Religion is that which
binds. Accordingly, Liberalism ia essentially the
Antagorlst of religion, aod sets iteelf asuccessively
sgaicat avery law, principle, or costom which wit
uesgeg for g Divice rule in temporal and gocinl af
fira Hepoo the attacks made by different factions
of the Radical party on the kingly authority and the
existence of privileged clssses, in temporal maitare,
oa the obligatory natare of theologicsl dogms and
tke right of the Olergy to declare doctrine, in 8piri
taals, oo religioue tests and educatiop, snd the
ganelity of the marriage tie, in the nnavoidable
spbers of mixed guaestions. These are all institu
tiona proclaiming a rule over mee from withont, &
elaim which can be maiatained only on the gronnd
of ao ostwerdly masifested Divine rule. The High
Ob-rehwsu admits this elsim as to gpirituals, while
the Radicsl denies itin fofo High Oburch Rudi-
caliom, therefore, involvea an inconsistency which
sooner or later Gads men out ; for our Blesged Lerd
i3 ma traly the Fountsin of temporal ag of spiritaal
rale, and unless both functi ns sre exercised by Him
througb the aopoioted chaanela [sancrified by the
appropriate Sacramental rites] withia the limits of
tbe Qatholic Oburct, His cffices are not daly masi
fested therein, and the Nhureh i3 not seen to be the
t falness of Him that filleth &ll jn all,” If religion
is to be divorced from politice il cannot bs asid that

THE SHAY INQUIRY,

.(From the London Weekly Register.)

There aeema to be some unfortunate fatality in
the dealings of the Government with the Fenian
origoners and theit friends. The partial pardon was
not well managed; snd there was worse manage-
ment in the course taken by the Home Office with
regard to the various complaiots made in and out of
Parliament agaiust the prison officials for b:rsh
‘reatment of the prisoners. That lieg were told to
the Home Beoratary by some of Lbose officials ie
beyond all donb¢ for men have died mad whom they
repregented ag in their sound senpes, and men have
died of digease whom they represected as in good
-hesith and men Yave been subjected toill-Lreatment
whiock was stoutly denied. For such gross and
mischievous representation there iy hardly aoy
vunishment too severe ; for it brings the Govern
ment uader heary reproach, and tha sdministration
of jugtice into odium  The isaue of the Royal Com-
wission id evidence that the complaints sgainst the
zao! offi~inla were too serious to be pooh-poohed say
Ionger, But that commission committed a great
blunder in the issue of ita firat regnlationa for cone
ducting the inquiry, and also in the delay in potify-
iog the time and place st which the 1nvestigation
wug to be conducted, until it became a moral im-
oogeibility for the friends of the prisomers to attend.
But a more recent piece of mismanagement, to nge
the mildeat term, bao just come to light, A man
whoze real name was Darragh, but who was entered
Io the prison list, and prosecuted, coovicted, end
sentenced as Pherson Thompson, was tried for taking
part in the resiue at Manchester which led to the
violent death of the police officer ia obarge of the
prison van. Against the evident leaming of the
charge of the judge, who declared that he pever saw
an ¢libimore througkly substantiated, the prisoner
wag convioted and sentenced to desth That gen
tencs wad commuted into penal garvitude for 1.
The convict was confined forsome time in Millbank,
where he complaioed of bad treatment  Hig health
gave way, and ha wag removed to Portlani, where,
by all’aeconnte, be waa treated kindly Bat coo-
sumption had yet in and the end was only & matter
of weeks. The priest, the physician, the governor,
and the bospital aurge did all in taeir power ‘o
8oothe Lis last days, and the only remsiniog desire
on bis mind was th4t he skonld be buried in his na-
tl7e land among bis kiodred. He was sssured that
tbig last wigh shonld be gratified, and be died

peace. o pursuapce of this wish and promise the
governor of the prizon telegrapbed so the friends
who last eaw the deceased at Portland that Thomp-
gon wag 0o more, a:d that the arrangements for re-
woving the bedy sbould be mede without delay.
Thon came snother telegram from Portland, statiog
that the remains could not ba delivered withont an
nndertaking that there should be no politioal Pro=
cogsion or display at (he faperal, aod that the body
sbould be quieily interred. That undertaking was
instuatly given, and the gentlsman in eommunica-
tion with the prison authorities actoally started for
Locdon to iosure the fulfillment of the promise,
Another telegram from Portland anrounced thas
the body was detained by order of the Becretary of
State, who was not quite sellafied with the arrange-
ments for preventing & politieal demonstration at
Glagoevin, To meet thia dificulty & telogram was
deapstobed forthwith to the Home-office, stating
thet to prevent any demonstration, the remaing
would not be interred at Glasuevin, but wounid be
buried privately in the burying place of the family
of the decensed. The reply by telegraph was the
axpression of tae Goder-Secretury’s regret that the
lagt offer cawe too late, ag the body had keen slready
ioterred at Portland. If all this be trae-wand we
bava read all the telegrams as publighed in the Irish
national newspapers~—we tesl bound to say that
great b:ame attachea to the Home-office. But to
violale faith, snd refuse to give up the remaios, after
arraugements had been made for their removal, and
aiter.a gnlemn promige had besn given that the
faneral skould be condueted quistly as begomes ' the
burial of the Christian dead, i3 most reprebengible.

The sixtesntn seasion of the Catholie Uaiversity
of Ireland wos closed on Priday {n the beaatifol
church of that institution. The entire space around
the sanctuary waa filled with the profesaors in their
robes add the ptudents in their academic costume.
The High Mass commenced at twelve o’clock, and
after the Gospel the Rector, Dr. Woodlack, deliversd
8 very impregsive discourse from the rails of the
sanctusry. After baving revlewed at congiderable
leogth the deciees already published by the
(Ecumeuical Oouncil regarding education, he pasged
to the religioug solemuity in which the members of
‘the Toiversity were just then eagaged, snd dwelt
upon the natare and object of it with much elo-
quence. He said that the grea: priveiple which
oalled the Qatholic Uaiversity into existence was
that in the cualtivation of the powara of the saul xa-'
ligion and aciepee ougbr not to be geparated, and he
congratuiated the (atholic people of Ireland tor
baving geaerously sustaived thei; prelates in the
loog and succeseful defence they have made of that
important principle  Bixteen sessions, he said, have
passed away since Dr. Newman came at the bidding
of these prelates to open this Uoiversity, a3 a great
contral scbool for the development of the national
genius on this priociple, aud he {Dr Woodlock] was
there to give solemn th«nks to God for the blessing
he bad givex to the work insugurated sixteen years
ago by bis illustrious predecessor. The privciple
which called for:h the establishment of the Univer-
sity, and the mental powers of one of the deepest
thinkere of the preseat time iu connection with it,
bas in those rixtesn yeara growa intos great power,
which haz penerrated into every corner of thig wvast
empire  Its influence is abroad among the people,
and from them has fouad ita wuy 1nto the lmperial
Senate, waere. but a few nights ago, it achieved a
sigoificant trinsmph  Now that it has risen into this
importance, it is the duty of the membera of the
Oatho'ic Uaiveralty to join to-day and, in an espe-
cial manoer, offer their thagks to God tor the bless-
ing He has given to this princiole acd to this Uni-
vergity Curing the session which we are now clnaing,
Whaen tbe High Mass was concluded, the T¢ Deum
or hymn of tbanksgiving, was solemnly chanted, io
~lternate verses, by the onoic and the members of
the University with the most devotional eff:ot.
From the body of the church the whole congrega-
tion looked like one fami'y krelt in prayer, end,
with blended voices, pouriog forth their gratitude to
God.

NEWS OF THE WEEK,

Up to the present time, the war news 15 very
meagre. INo serious engagement has ye! taken
place. Bolh parties are, 10 the wmesowhile,
shoving forward military preparations with great
rapidity and on a gigaatic scale for the approach
ing conflict. The Emperor and Kiog William
left their respective Capitals to rejoin their
armies. On this account, a great battle 1 con
sidesed imminent.

The Secret Treaty of winch we apoke last
week bas oceasioned a great sensation 18 Eng-
land. 'The real existence of it is now no longer
doubted, Bismarck tried to fasten 1t on Napo.
leon. This the latter, through bis orgaos, repu
diates in saying it beg.n with Bismarclk-and was
never entertained by France. The truth is

_prodably both parties were therein more or less
equaily implicated, and if the whole truth was
ksown, that Bismarck was more then.any one
else, for no one makes more nowse and proclaims
- his mnoceace more loudly than the rogue himself

King Willam on leaving for the army issued
a manifesto, in which be declares be poes to figh
for the hovor of Germany, and calls upon the
whole nation to rise as one mas., The King
also granted a free amnesty for political crimes.

A special correspondent writes on the 29th,
that the destruction of the railway at Bitche,
was an extremely important line, and ruos from
Norback and Saarguemines on to Hagena, and
thence to Strassburg. The order to destroy it
was given oo the 18th, to prevent the further

- concentration of the French from the South.—
sAccordingly a small number of picked men of
the #th Ulbans, started under the command of
Lieutenant Van Vourgt for Zweibrucken, the
pearest German town to the French viaduct at
Zweibrucken, an engioeer miners and workmen
awaited the cavalry. On Tuesday they gent off
thirty cavalry men with miners and carts carry-
iog the necessary materials, but on this night and
-also on the following one, the French outposts
-were too active for them and they bad to retire
-unsuccessful. Now follows the ebaracteristic
part of the expedition. They méde up ther
-minds that the heavy loads which. eacombered
2bem must be reduced to the smallest possible
compass, and that every mau who took part i
the expedition must be mounted. The next two
days were therefore piven to riding lessons,—
Alfter two days tostruction, the miners and work-
men were .able to Leep themselves on horses,
‘and on Saturday night the whole body crossed
‘the Freneh frontier, The mounted miners and
“*wrorkmen were charged to push on with all haste

ﬁ;tlm vinduct, while the Ublans engaged |

the French outposts who were surprised. -They
accomplished their task with perfect melligence
sod success, 'The country around was ronsed
from sleep by an explosion which sent the great
viaduct nto the aw, The miners rusbed out
again on the railway from the spot whither. they
bad retreated after lighting the end of the tramn,
and succeeded in tearing and blowing up some
length of the line on both sides of the viaduct,
They then retired safely ioto Bavanan territory.

The heaviest skirmishing that has taken place
in this district is reported on the morawng of the
28th. A party of French mfantry baé¢ crossed
inio Prussian ternitory, ab .ut balf way between
Saarbruck and Saar lowts. Forty men of the
garrison of the latter place, belonging to the in~
faptry of 69 went out to meet them, and were
coming up with them belween the villoges of
Ludevile and Gesserlauterm, aboul six miles
west of Saarbruck, whea a squadron of French
cavalry saddenly appeared, The Prussians fired
away as tast as they could at the cavalry with
their needle guus, and disposed of them before
the nfantry could come up. Thee an infantry
fight followed, which ended 1w the French
throwing off therr kits and ruaning awav, leaviog
ove officer and eight men dead on the field.
Three P-ussians were severely wounded, Ac-—
cording to the report, no less than three French
compapies were eogaged.

The Prussian and Bavarian troops are ssid
to be mustericg io great streogth 1o every towo
1p this district. Nevakarchea 13 epoken of as
the headquarters. It is supposed that if the

three or four days the war will be carried into
France. Neunkarchen i3 formidably situated
for the conceatration of forces from every point
of Germany. Thke country about here would
be very rough for fighting, but if the armies
could push forward a little way over the frontier
tbey would be protected oo the right by tbe for-
cress of Saarlovis and on the left by Vosges.
A cavalry regiment is expected near Saarbruck
to morrow, There has been a good deal of
firing to-day between the Prussion wnd Frencb
outposts. Oune of the Prussion men had bis
borae shot under bim, and sdventurous civilians
bave zonsequently been impreseed with the gond
shootig of the Chassepot at 1050 and 1500
yards.

Tte preparations for war on the part of
Prussia, are being carried on with great slaerity,
Trenches have been opened two leagues from
Cologne. An extended camp bas been estab
lished in thbe triangle formed by Cologne, Co-
bleotz and Treves. The fine park m Cologne,
snd the magmficent cbateau of the bavker Op-
penbam bave been razed. Mayence 15 10 a
state of sege, and is occupied by 25,000 sol-
diers. ‘Trenches bave been opexed in front of
the city, and persocs unable to provide them
selves with eix week’s provision have been noti
fied to depart. A lurge force is encamped on
the beights of St. Hubert, overlookiog the val-
ley of the Nabe, which will pretect the important
group of coal mines at that place, and command
the juaction of railroads from Bingerbruck to
Landau. Large rafts are descending the Rhioe
at all bours with provisions and military muni-
tions, between Mayence anod Coblentz, and a
formidable amount of war material and an im
mense body of troops bave been collected, ln
coarequence of pew instructions baving been
issued from the War Office, there will be ap
eotire chaoge of tactics. Henceforth there will
be no open campaign. The tactics will be sims
lar to those hitherto employed n a siege, viz.,
an advance will be under cover of entrench-
ments. The Rhine provinces are being covered
with 1mproved works. The country between
Coblentz and Mayence 13 entirely cut up 1n this
tastnon. This new system of defence requires a
new mode of attack, hence the delay of the
French advance. A Prussian corpa bas been
stationed as a curtsin to the Black Forest. The
priocipal forces are conceatrated in the triangular
section of the country formed by the Rivers
Rhtune, Moselle and Saar. The last two rivers
form the line of defence. The left of the army
reats on the Rbioe near Landav, and the right
stretches out to the Moselle pear Treves. A
reward of five bundred thalers has been offered
for the capture of a French mutraslleur. Tt is
believed that Prussia will raise ber army to a
million and a quarter of soldiers and advance on
F'rance.

The day after the declaration of war Gen.
Von Moltke satd if Napuleon bad not marched
to the Rhune by the 21st be weuld never cross
above Mayence. Saar-louis has been recently
fortified, and eerves as the ceatre. In case of
necessity the Prussians can fall back on May-
ence and Coblentz, which protect the passage
over the Rbie; and bebiod which they bave a
formidable corps in reserve.

Despatches from Saarbruck report that no
operations of importance occurred along the en
tire line yesterday. A fierce altack by the
French was repulsed vigorously by* the Prussians
to-day. A ilarge body of French troops bas
woved on Forbach.

Tbe Cbancellor of the French Legation at.

Berlin, who remaioed after the declaration of
war, has beea required by the Peussian authori-
ties to give bis parole ot to leave the city.

The Moniteur of to-day saps that Herr Kla-
zeko, who bas arrived here from Vienna, bas
seer; the Empress and the Duke de Grammont
several times, and 15 beheved to be charged
with a ccopfidential mission. So far, bowever,
bis language is expressive of neutrality on the
part of Austria.

The Arcbbishop of Paris bas addressed a pas-
toral letter to the clergy, requesting their pray-
ers for the succesa of the French,

TEE CODNOIL.
(From the Vatican.)

We voticed in our last number tbe foolish m-
vention of the Pall Mall Gazstte about Cardi-
cal Gnidt. A letter uddressed from Rome to
the Unita Cattolca confirme what we sard.
Cardinal Guidi, who is a Dominican, signed the
magnificent Address which all tbe Prelates of
his Order, headed by the Superior General,
Fatber Jandel, presented to the Pope, and n
whichk they * solemoly attested the belief of
thetr whole School in the doctrinal infallibiliry
of the successors of Saint Peter, in conformity
withtbe formal and explicit doctrine of St.
“ Judge from this fact,”
says the writer o the Unita Cattolica, ¢ how
contemptible are the injuries which the praises
of certain Gallican sod Jewish journals seek to
1oflict on the Cardinal. But be has no need of
defenders against the outrages either of Judsiz
g Gallicanism or of Gallicanizing Judaism.”

The same journal publisbes a letter which
contains the following observations on the deatb
of the late Bishop of Evreux, who was a zealou,
wnopportunist :— On his return to France he
became daogerouslyill. We bave received ig-
telligence that he nanifested deep regret on ac-
count of hus speech in the Council, and that, at
the moment of bis death, he saw the vanity of
that shadow which 15 ealled wnopportuneness,
acd completely chapged bis opinion. This fact
bas produced a strong impression upon the more
pious members of the French mnority,”

One of the most illustrious members of that
minority, the learned Mgr de Gmouilbae, for-
merly Bishop of Grenoble, and now Archbishop
of Lyons, who was regarded as a pillar of the
opposition, bas disappointed the hopes of that
party. In bis recent discourse before the Coun-
cll, we are assured that he said not a word either
apainst the doctrine itself or the opportuneness
of the defimtion, but referred cnly to the form
which the definition should take, witbout bumself

suggesting one for the approval of the Council.
This grave and erudite man), who loag ago dis=
posed of the inventions of Greek malignity aboug
Pope Honcrious, was probably one of that vast
msjority of the Coancil upon whom the Bishop
of Utrgel lately produced by @ single phbrase so
deep en impresson.  Spain, satd this great Pre-
late, srdently desired the defivition of the Im-
maculate Conception fong before 1t was pro-
claimed, and would receive with the same pious
exultatios tbet of Pootficial Infullibiity ; while
for bimself, ke added, to accents which electrified
the august assembly, whea it becomes a doctrine
of the faithy—ZLaetus moriar! I shall die
bappy.”

The seventy eighth General Congregntion was
held onthe 281h of June. Six Fathers spoke,
five in tavour of the defioition, among whom were
the B-shops of Moaterey, Ferentino, and Utrgel.
The latrer Prelate, Mgr Caixal y Estrade, was
heard, 1t 1n said, with extreme satisfaction, and
13 regarded as one of the chief ornaments of the
noble Episcopate of Spain. Oa the 301b, wn the
seven y ninth Congregalion, the speakers were
the Bishops of Quimper, Aversa, Paderborn,
Casale, la Reuniog, acd Florida, of whom spaie
five were w favour of the definitjon. The
Bishop of Quimper 18 said to bave insisted
stroogly on making a definition free from all
ambiguity, aud which should ieave no loop-hole
tor the subtieties of error.

The eightieth General Congregation assembled
on the 1.t instant. The Council was addressed
by Mgr Paya y Rico, Bishop of Cuencs [Snair];
Mer Colet, Bishop of Lucon; Mgr Marer,
Bushop of Sura; Mgr David, Bisbop of Samnt-
Brieuce ; Mgr Adames, Bishop of Luxembourg;
sod Mgr Grieth, Bishop of Samt-Gall. The
discourss of the Bishop of Cuenca 1s said to bave
beeo so complete and exhausiive that many of
the Fatbers subsequently remarked: « What
need 15 there of further discussion 1”7 We learn
wdeed by telegram that, on the 4th, all the ora
tors without exception renounced their intention
to speas, aod that the discussion was actually
closed, amid general expresstons of joy and coen-
tentmeot aod loud exclamations of Deo gratias !
Deo gratias! The next Public Session was
expected to take place on the 161h or 171h,

In the eighty first General Congregation, held
oo the 2od, addresses were delivered by the
Bishops of Meath. Hebron, Chalons, Perpignan,
Havapa, Ajyacucho, Saluzzo, and Angers.
Daring this session oue of the Fathers 1s repor-
ted t2 bave said aloud, wi b allusion to the Joog
aod misote discussion which the subject has
already received, “ It is not debate which we
need any longer, but the definitios.”

There 13 much talkk 10 Rome of o very re-
markable Brief, the first dated in the 25ih year
of bis Pontificate, which the Holy Father has
addressed to the clergy and people of Marseille,
1 reply to the recent  manifeatations of theswr
faith,

In the seasion of the 20d, the final vote was
given on the proemium and the first two chap-
ters of the schema de Ecclesia. as they were
defimtively proposed by the Commission de
Fide. The three successive votes were almost
unanimous.

ConPuLsorY EpucaTion.—It seems by no
meaps improbable that the law of the {and will
make 1t obligatory on parents 1p Englacd to send
tbeir children, under a certain age at all eveats
to achool, for a certay number of hours every’
day. This is a great stride on the way to Com-
munism 5 and must, vnless 1t be 1ategded to io-
flict great suflering oo the working clasges, be
followed up or supplemented by a Siate provision
for the feeding 2nd clotbing of the poorer mem-
bers of society.

To deprive these during a certain numbers of
years of the services, or a.portion ¢f the services
of their children 18 equivalent to robbing them of
a certain amount of their wages, and food peo-
ducing capacity. So keen, so ncessant is com-
petition in England, so desperate the stroggle
for life, s0 hewvy and constantly increasing 1s
the pressure upoa the means of subsstence, that
every possible source of income must be made
available, The capacity of the child to labor
wmust be utilized, or the child agd parent must
perish from lack of food. Tt is therefore clear
that 1f, on the ope band, the State, in the -
terests of Education, deprive the father of the
labor, or food procuring -power of the cluld, it
must compensate the former by furpishing him
with an equivalent. Education 1s good, but
food absolutely necessary: and the great, the
overwhelming difficully 15 how to get food for
tbe millions of Eogland’s surplus populetion ?

The logtcal corollary of Compulsory Edu-
caton” is therefore Communism. The State
which says to the parent, “ You shail not—
though on the brink of starvation, though scarce
able to find yourself, your wife, and childrea m
food of the coarsest description—utilse all your
possible sources of income, but shall keep your
children at school, and therefore out of the re-
ceipt of wages, for a certan number of hours
every week,” must, if it would not increase the
existing suffering of the poor,enact,that for every
hour or day, during which the parent shall have
been deprived of the child’s earnings shall re-
ceive a certain quantily of flour or meal. In

short Communism is the logical coroflary of
State-Schoolism. The State must feed asd

clotbe as well as educate.
