e New Archhishop
~ 0f Toronto Installed

THE RIGHT REVEREND DENIS O CONNOR.

From Our Special Correspondent, Miss Margare Lillis Hart.

Toronto, May 3.

The great day has arrived! The
grand event is over! The Most liev,
Denis O’Connor, D. D., has been in-
stalled as Archbishop of this import-
ant See of Toronto. This morning tor
the first time the portals of her beau-
tiful Cathedral have opened to hin,

and received him as her own, And us .

he entered, what did we see
church, <whose graceful and ornate
structure required little else than its
native decoration to make it a filtinyg
receptacle of the great ceremony ab-
out to take plaece under its high end
vaulted roof. Away in the Sanctuary
graceful waves of papal coloring fell
from its sides and gradually merged
themselves into the soft and spot-
less background of the altar. Above,
the mitre flashed in golden jets; he-
low the mellowed tapers glimmered,
and the red and topaez lights twinkl-
ed, -while {flowers, carnations and
roses intermingled with the jewelled
candelabra, graced an altar ifrom the
sides of which fell gracefully scarlet
silk and lace of gold. Groups of
palms guarded the Sanctuary, and
away at the back was seen the choir

gallery also with its drapings of yel- '

low and white, while as centre piece
a white banner bearing the episcopal
arms stood prominently forth. 'The
Blay sunshine flooded the Cathedral,
‘cool breezes blew graciously through
the opened windows; tier after tier of
expectant and happy looking faces
fill the aisles; all space was occupied,

Canada’s Premier, Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier, accompanied by the Hon. Mr.
Mulock, occupy prie dicus near the
rails, behind them and occupying the
front of the middle aisle are all the
dignitaries, civic, judicial and educa-
tional that could possibly be present
in honor of the great event.

The hells ring out joyfully; their im-
port js of no uncertain tone; the or-
gan peals forth its grand and speak-
ing welcome; the vast congregation
rises, the Vicar-General of Toronto,
and other local dignitaries come from
the Sanctuary and proceed down the
middle aisle to meet their honored
and expected guest, and for o mo-
ment there is o hush, a silence of ex-
Pectation falls on all. For an instant
the feeling of joyous exhijlaration
subsides, and ono almost of pathos
seems to thrill one. It is always so
at sublime moments, and at this mo-
ment the solemnity has alinost reach-
ed the sublime, ‘Then a martial
tremp is heard ond _a body of armed
knights, St. John's ever guarding
song, in _s_nblle‘uniform,snowy plumes,
With flashing swords they open ranks
and through these comes first the
Cross bearer, then row upon row of
acolytes, then followers of Blessed
De Lo Salle, next numberless priests
in white. surplice and sombre sout-
ane; and -amongst those are the
white_‘-hoot_lgd Dominican, and he who

. wenrs-the brown scapular of Carmel,
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and the Sons of St. Alphonsus and
St. Ignatius. Then come Dbishops in
purple soutane and rochette of lace,
each with his pectoral cross and ep-
iscopal ring, and amongst them come
those which by the subdued but irre-
pressible whispers of those standing
near one knows are recognized os
old friends by moany, in the congrega-
" tion. The bishops of Flamilton

amongst them. Peterboro's grand
bishop is recognized by all— was he
not one of themselves?— Montreal's
Metropolitan, gracious and dignified,

and distinguished from all by his
youthful appearance, comes in the
rear of this procession, and Ilastly

comes our new Archbishep himseif.
Calmly and stately, as one undisturb-
ed by outward events he advances.
the signs of his great office are with
him on every side. A grandly embroid-
ered cape envelopes him, lacy robes
fall about him, on his fnger gleams
the sign of his episcopacy, his hand
holds the crozier and above all tow-
ers the mitre, that crown not worn
by earthly potentates, but by the
prelates, the princes of the Church.

Arranging themselves in graceful
groups, within the altar rails, the
bishops take their places, while the
priests are ranged outside the Sanc-
tuary.

The ‘Te Deum is sung, Tinishing
prayers are chanted, the priests of
the Diocese advance to Kiss the ring
of their new Archbishop, and to offer
him their homage and fealty.

Then the Mass begins. Xingsion’s
Archbishop is celebrant, Fathers Sul-
livan and Trayling are deacon ani
subdeacon, and Rev. Dr. Tracey is
master of ceremonies. During Mass
Gounod’s “Messe Solennelle’’ is giv-
en, and some of the chorus work
reaches almost to grandeur, while
thoughout the music is good. *Jubi-
late Deo,” is sung at the Offertory,

After Mass Bishop Dowling of Ham-
ilton delivered what he called an
informal address. His Lordship suid
in part:—

The entrance of a bishop into his
diocese is an event of more than or-
dinary imi)ortamce. it marks a new.
epoch in our lives. We show homagfe
and respest to mnew governments:
much more then should we pay hom-
age and respect to him who comes Lo
us at the command of God, who is
the ambassador of Christ Himself,
who is appointed by Christ’s .Vicar.
and who comes holding his pastornl
staff .in bis hand. This solemn filic-
tion thzi,t not so long since we met
to mourn the loss of another grent
an¢ beloved bishop. To-day all is

bright and beautiful as - the bréath

of the morning, and we feel that

though we mourned, we mourned not”

as those without hope, and to-day
.our hope is fulfiiled; we look in
are glad, as the disciples were glad
to see the face of their Lord. A rem-
iniscence this brings to me is that it
has been my privilege to assist at
three installations in Toronto, and
forty years ago it fell to me as seni-
or student at St. Michael’s College. tn
rend the address to  Archhishop
Lynch, and now it folls to my lot
to be present to-day as the senior
bishop, and in my own name and
that of all the bishops of the Domin-
ion who concurred in his nomination

I congratulate, pity and sympathize

with the new Archbishop. I am his
oldest friend with the exception of
the Bishop of Peterboro. In the old

class rooms at Clover Hill we studied
together under onc of the best men,
the venerable Father Souliers. Therc
doubtless he heard the voice that
called him and led him Lo where he is
to-day.Qur collegemotio was “eood-
ness, discipline and scienceteach me'";
three great factors not lost the
formation of the Archbishop.  And
now three thoughts oceur, the digni-
ty, buvrden, and dificulty of otice  in
the office of the Catholic prie.t, which
is the highest on earth or in heaven,
and surpasses that of the angels, for
’tis part of the eternal priesthood of
Christ Himself. If then we 8o Jonot
the ordinary priesthood, how  much
more the bishop whose faculties are
uniimited; St. Ignatius tells us  that
the man who honors the bishon will
be honored by God. All testity  that
the oflice of a bishop is o buvden, {he
very

name signifies  more of hurdey
than honor. No wonder then that the
good Archbishop hesitated hefore we-
cepting this increased only
pressure from Rome and the bishops
prevailed; it had to come to him
command.

Sometimes explanations  cunnot  be

given of the course

Then he has to keep before  him
the image of our I.ord Jesus Christ,
who stood silent when accusations

were made against him. ¥le must re-
member the words, “Learn of Me, for
1 am meek and humble of heart'”; and
nothing shines on theneck of a bishop
like humility. St. Bernard says, ‘‘re-
member you are father and phyoician;
learn to preach humility and benign
severity.'” Then what is the duty of
priests to their bishops? At his or-
dination a priest kneels before his

bishep and places his hands in those
of the prelate, he promises him ob-
edience, the bishop then gives him

thekissof peace and the prouise then
given is to the eternal glory of the
Church in the majority of cases loy-
ally kept. It is ever a cause of evil
when authority perishes. This
minds me of a case of {fidelity
duty. An officer in charge of & gar
rison during the late war was ap-
proached by an agent of a secrct re-
volutionary society; he refused to
join because his Church forbade hin:,
and was sneered at as a coward, hut

the oflicer retorted, “‘a man who does
his duty is no slave, 1 do my duty
to God, to my general and to  my
country.”’A few days after thesoldier
died, fighting in defence of his ~oun-
try, and was borne to his grave by
his comrades headed by a banner on
which were written in words of Luld,
“T am a soldier; I obey my genrial; |
am o Catholic.”” This was i the
country; on the other side.

IRISE CATHOLIC REPRESENTATION
1§ THE DOMINION CABINET.

In the Protestant press last week
we noticed an item of news, dated
from Toronto, which stated that
“the Irish Catholic Liberal leaders'
of Ontario are taking steps for the
holding of a convention at an early,
date, to consider the subject, indicat—
ed in the following resolution, which
they are said to have passed:—

“Whereas, it has been recognized by,
the Dominion and I'rovincial Govern-
ments that the Catholic people of
Ontario are entitled to fair repres-
entation in their respective cabinets
and, whereas, it is desirable, both
in the interests oi Catholic people and
of the Liberal party, that such repre-
sentation should be the best obtain-
able; and,

“Whereas, the principle of represen-
tation having been conceded it fol-
lows that such representation should
be the choice of the Catholic elector-
ate of Ontario. Now, thercefore, be it

“Resolved, that a convention of Ca-
tholic Liberals of Ontario be called
to consider their representation in
the Dominjon and provincial cabin-
cts.'”

The publication of the resolution
having been the cause of a good deal
ol discussion in Montreal, a represen-
tative of the “'I'rue Witness  called
upon ilon.Dr.Guerin, therepresentative
of the Irish Catholics in Quebec
Govermment, in order to obtain  his
opinion of the matter. Hon., Dr. Gue-
rin, after stating  that he had  read
the resolution in the daily newspap-

I'his resolution has a more import-
ant mcaning than appears on the sur-
face, at first glance. if it dealt with
the Irish Catholic representation in
municipal and other purely local bod-
ies, I should have nothing to say on
the matter. But since it deals  with
Catholic representation in the ‘‘Dom-
inien and Provincial Governments,”)
1 feel it 1y duty to sound @ note of
warning. If Provincial lines are to
be adopted in regard to Catholic re-
presentation in the Dominion Cabinet
I claim that the old Province of Que-
bee is entitled to o fur greater con-
sideration than any other PT’rovince.
The reasons which might be advane-
cd in support of this contention are
100 obvious to need 1o be set forth,
The principal reasons are that Que-
bee is essentially a Catholic Yrov-
ince; thatit sends wmore Catholic mmem-
bers to the Dominion Parliament
than all the other Provinces put to-
gether, and that if the Catholics of
Ontario, or any other Province, have
any grievance in regard to their re-
Cab-
co-operation of

presentation in the Domirlon
inet, it is upon the
their co-religionists in Quebec, par-
their co-religionists of
Canadian nationality, that
must rely for securing redress.
I deprecate provincialism in mat-
ters affecting the interesis of Cath-
olies in our national Government.
What I desire to do is to emmphas-
jze the necessity for unity amongst
Irish Catholics, all over Canada, on
ihe broad platform of constitutional
right and justice. A national conven-
iion of Irish Catholics would natur-
ally be in a better position to de-
nmend adequate representation in the
Tederal Cabinet than would a Prove
incial conference. )

When quite
hardy man he was used to the sea
and for a period of over forty years
took it as a calling, being an expert
captain, fle was an Irishman of the
old intrepid stock, and over sixty
years ago ran his ship to Boston for
load of cattle and sheep for one
whose son JMr.

Kelly, butcher,
Dooley, our present respected
low; townsman, learncd
from. With a load of valuable anim-
als consisting of bullocks and sheep
on board Capt. O’Xeill made Cape
Race, but was driven to sea by ad-
verse winds and head sea and his
vessel eventually reached Queenstown
in o badly shattered condition.  The
erew were on an allowance and many
of the cattle perished from  discase
and hunger. The sheep those of them
which lived, ate the wool oif ecach
other’s backs, and the ship, which
leaked, and cargo, were sold in Ire-
jiand for the Dbenefit of the under-
writers of each. These were the good
old davs prior to steam flying, when
thirty to sixty days was a clipper
run across the “herring pond,” and
the subject of this sketch afterwards
returned to Terra Nova after an
eventiul passage on one of the
“Plackball” lines, plying between
Queenstown and New York. Mr, O'-
Neill was afterwards a herdsman, a
life of suffering in those days— tu
which our winters are but summer
and sunshine— and year upon year
would care for hundreds of ciattle in
the woods from spring till the late
fall. ITe did not know the tasle of
alcohol, though, strange to say,
was very fond of tobacco. He had all
his  .woulties to the time almost of
his demise, and was, as are his pro-
weny, universally respected,

A word about the experience of our
gallant seamen +while keeping up the
trade with foreign countries, will
show the awiful hardships that these
brave and hardy mariners have to en-
counter jn our sailing vesscls.

Lately the schooner *'Telephone,””
Connoily, was towed into port aftler
an awful trip of 85 days. Leaving
Exeter, Jan. 3, with 1,700 qtls. cod
for this port, stormy gales were met
ifrom the very start. It settled down
to & continuous hurricane when she
was about two hundred miles west
of Ireland, and from that time until
February she was in sore straits,
with tons of water pouring on board
and threatening destruction. The
sails were carried atway, and many a
time all on board thought they were
booked for a watery gra\;e. Jan. 135.
Charlie Royal, of Heart’s Content,
aged 23 years, was, with the mate,
taking in the jib, when the vessel
took o dip and the pooer fellow must
have lost his hold, for he was never
again seen. That she survived is won-
derful; 40 feet of bulwarks and 7
stanchions are sweptaway, 4 shrouds
2 chande irons, the galley with all
the cooking apparatus, boat smashed
in pieces and swept oberboard, venti-
lators torn from the deck, skylight
broken, round house gone, and the
steering gear smashed in pieces. The
skill of the skipper and determination
of the hardy Newfoundland seamen
alone saved them. There was no cook-
ing done after Jan. 235, their only
means of getting food was a small
cabin stove, and to boil water was

about afl they could do. Tt was &
rigid Lenten fast for them. When the
gales abated and she could make

West, on Feb. 26, on the Flemish Cap
she got caught in the ice and was
driven south 240 miles ere she got
clear on March 10th. On the 12th
she once more entered the floe and
after hard work forcing through dur-
ing which copper was torn off and
other damage done, she entered Aqua-
lorte Wednesday. Many n  heartfelt
prayer was sent up in thankfuiness
for their safe arrival, for they
been given up by almost every one.
The captain is looking wvell after his
troubles, and deserves the highest
i praise for his excellent seamanship.
| Last week Captain Braithwaite, of
" the abandoned schooner ‘‘Laddie,”™’
owned by Robt.

One great drawback to the confer-

From present appearances Canadi-
an dairymen and farmers will realize

from 114 to Z2c¢ per pound more for

their early fodder cheese this spring

than they did last. In fact the make
of the month of April has already
been contracted for at prices ranging
from 9%ac to 10¢, as against Tlae to
775¢ last year. Supplies of old cheese
here are practically exhausted, only
a few thousand boxes remaining. Re-
cent sales of old have been made from
10%c to 11lec.

The butter market is quiet with
prices rather in favor of
buyers, sales being reported this week
of fresh creamery at 16l4c to 1634c,
but a creamery at West Shefiord in
the Townships is said to have real-
ized 16!4c to 16t4c f. o. b. factory,
which is equal to 1634 to 16%¢ here
in Montreal. Roll butier is no longer
saleable here, but tub dairy ranges
from 13¢c to 13lic as to grade.

Receipts of live hogs are light and
prices are well maintained the bulk
of the offerings being taken by local
pork packers at 84,60 per 100 lbs.,
although one or two choice lots went
at $4.75. At these prices packers
complain that they are losing money
in exporting bacon and hams, and as-
sert that prices on the live animals
will have to come down,

The egg market is easier under more
liberal receipts, and prices have re-
ceded to 111ic, showing a decline of
1ne to 11lhc, since last report, when
sales were made at 11¢ to 11%c in
25 case lots. To-day also sales at 11
to 11% ¢ in 25 casec lots
are noted, and although rececipts are
increasing they are very much below
those of last year, those of the past
week being 2501 pkgs, against 5654
pkgs. for the same week last year.
Of course at present prices egg pack-
ers will not put many in their pick-
ling vats for the Jinglish market, al-
though some have already been plae-
ed there for local requircimnents.

. Fresh killed poultry continues in
fair request and prices are steady.
Turkeys sell from 10c to 1lc, chick-
ens, 7¢ to 8¢, geese G, and ducks Sc

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ANISM IN FICTION.

BY AN OCCASIONAL CONTRIEUTOR. .

Under the heading ‘‘Romanism in
Fction,”’ the ‘‘Fortnightly Review,”
for April, contains a lengthy and
most bewildering contribution signed
“*W. Sichel.’’ The title and the fact
that the article consists of a series of
guotations from several romances,
all purporting to prove the error of
the Roman Catholic system of auth-
ority as contrasted with the Protest-
ant one of private judgment, cause
‘the reader—at first glance— to ex-
pect a somewhat lucid essay; but
Carlyle's ‘“‘Awfully Deep *’ is shallow
in comparison. The writer complains
of certain doctrines being ‘‘strangely
mystified by theolgians,”” and he im-
mediately proceeds to mystify his
own readers with a most profound
set of arguments couched in language
that demands a dictionary, as a com-
panion to the essay, and briétling
wwith expressions that convey little
or no idea of the conceptions of the
one who uses them. Life is too short,
time is too precious, and the daily
output of literary productions is too
extensive to justify any ordinary in-

dividual in cracking his brain, in an
attempt to master Mr. Sichel's ap-
parently erudite introduction. The

writer of the present review confesses
himself incapable of a long-sustained
elfort of the kind. The task before the
one who desires to fathom the mean-
ing of Mr, Sichel’s language is calcul-
ated to make himm so weary that he is
liable to finally fail in grasping the
'purport of the whole contribution.
In order to arrive at the all-import-
ant guestion, “'Is man to work out
his own salvation, or is it to be
worked out for him 2 {he author of
the essuy under review begins by
leading his readers through the On-
tology of the Ancient Greeks ‘'the
sense of duality which has from the
first oppressed the human mind,”’ the

deontological subjects of Tebrew
study, the *‘metaphysical side of phy-
sical phenomena,”” the ‘‘cthics of

mere experience,”’ the conflict between
monarchic and democratic princip-
les, the “‘metaphysical and theologic-
al hostility betwecn determinism
and volitionism,”™ ILatin Christianity
succeeding to paganCaesarism, the dis-
approval of the '‘congruism’ of Mol-

ina, the arbitrary predestination of
Coloni, the communismn of pristine
Christianity, and so on through a

score of byways that are all hedged
in with close set lines of profound
nothings, and ‘‘words of learncd
length and thundering sound.”

Having fairly succeeded in bewild-
ering the reader, the author informs
us that “the Roman Church for cet-
turies engrossed the art, the thought,
and the statescraft of Xurope; and
now that all absolutism is on the
wane, it is compassing the capture oi
democracy.’’

We are at a loss to know why the
author of the essay on “‘Romanism
in Fiction' could not have made the
above plain statement, without per-
forming the unnecessary feat ol solv-
ing a regular ‘*Chinese puzzle'’; unless
his aim was to impress us with an
jdea of his extensive knowledge in
matters philosophical and theologic-
al. And yet even this lnst quoted as-
sertion has apparently nothing to do
swith the purpose of the whole article.
¥e tells us, in the following para-
graph, that ‘‘The Roman Church is
superior to the Puritan, in that she
does avow a principle of develop-
ment . . . that a Church to be ef-
fective musthave formularies is evi:l-

ent. . . . The position of Romanism
thus resolves itself into one of in-
spired infallibility, just as that of

into one of com-

Protestantism does
bined authority and inquiry.
So far we have followed from page

to page ever anxious to know what
all this bas to do with fiction. Sud-
denly we are confronted with & num-
ber of extracts, one from each'rom-
ance or story, but all devoid of any
contexts, or explanations. These ex-
tracts are from ‘‘L.osgs and Gain,” by
Cardinal Newman; “'L’Abbe Tigrane,”’
by M. F. Fabre; ‘‘Lothair,” by Dis-
raeli; “‘John Inglesant,”” by J. H.
Shorthouse; “‘Rome,”’ by Emile Zola;
*Hebeck of Barmisdale,”” by Mrs. 11.
Ward; and “Evelyn Innes,’”’ by G.
Moore.

That these novels, romances, fic-
tions, or whatever they may be call-
ed, have anyilling to do with the
metaphysical and theological differ-
ences between Romanism and Protes-
taniism—as enunciated by Mr. Sichel
~—we fail to perceive. Above all we
cannot conceive how he expects his
readers to accept Disraeli— in
light and fantastic fiction—or Zola—
in bis abominable mackeries— as au-
thorities upon these matters affecting
the all-important questions of *‘Justi-
fication,”” ‘‘Atonement,” *‘Private In-
terpretation,” Papal Authority,” “‘In-
fallibility,”” and dogmatic differences
a5 existing between sections of Chris-
tendom. Cardinal Newman may cause
Carlton—the tutor of his hero Reding
—to make use of cerlain language
and certain arguments, which
not in accord with Catholic teaching:
but if Mr. Sichel sees fit to reproduce
such language and such argiments,
he should, in all honesty, accompuay
thern xvith their refutations. Newnun
places statements upon the lips  of
some of his characters, for the pur-
pose of having them confuted by oth-
ers of his fictitious creations; but
no reasonahle reader will attribute
to Newman the principles. the ideas,
the language he purpasely
gives expression to that he may  the
more forcibly emphasize their con-
traries.

It is certainly true that
Disraeli— in his “‘Lothair’’'—intended
to paint Cardinal Manning in  his
leading character ‘‘Cardinal Grandi-
son’’; but how can a writer—of the
profound and serious class to which
we expect Mr. Sichel claims to belong
—imagine that a few of Disraeli’'s ex-
pressions can ‘'shed a lighton Roeme's
attitude towards doubt: or adum-
brate her secular policy 2?77

Worse still is the taking of two
short extracts {rom Zola’s '*Rome.’”
and striving to construet  an anti-
Roman argument upon such a basis.
One extract is from the words of the
Abbe Froment, one of Zola’sfictitious
characters—words that mean absol-
utely nothing, beyond the expression
of the Abbe’s disappointment nn find-
ing that the Congregation of the In-

copal throne, and

i dex has prohibited a book which e
has written; the other extract con-
sists in a few lines that the present
Holy Father is made to speak. ‘lhe
words might have been spoken by
T.eo XIII., and yet not be at all ud-
verse to his actual expressions on
socialism and kindred subjects; bhut
the fact remains that they were not

the words of the Pope, but of the to-
mance writer Zola. Why make use uf
stich an author’s language, or ijhat
of a person, like Mrs. Ward, who has

no fixed principles in reality, and
whose knowledge of Catholic doctrine
is most vague and erroneous, in or-
der to reach a conclusion in the yreit
struggle after eternal Truth ?

We have thus followed, as best e
could, this peculiar writer, from the

Ontological compositions of the
Greeks down to the demonological
vaporings of Zola, under the constant
impression that his aim is to »rove
that ‘‘justification by faith alcne,”
or that ‘“‘private interpretation” of
the Scriptures, or that ‘‘the all-suffi-
cing atonement, by Christ.’” or that
some other principle of theological
study is more in accord with reason,
or with revelation, than the Catho-
lic doctrine of the Church”s authority
and the Pope’s infallibility.

+volions commenced the Orange band
proceeded up Main Street, playing the
hackneyed old loyal airs. They were
iollowed by a crowd of sympathizers
who cheered, groaned, and cursed the
Pope. When passing the church the
police succeeded in making the band
<cease playing, hut the crowd contin-
uved velling and hooting. The band
then struck up the “Boyne Water,”
and the mob insulted every Catholic
whom they happened to meet, and did
their best to provoke a riot. They
proceeded on out to Brook street,and
then returned to the town. At Queen
street their conduct was most
graceful, and even females were jostl-
ed and insulted. It would appear that
they had arranged to be back at ihe

dis- | ubiquitous

ed by their conduct, they would not
allow them to proceed further up the
street. The bandsmen rushed down
Castie street, and thence to Welling-
ton Place and Paget Syuare. llere o
tar-barrel ~was lighted, and after
praying that the Iope, Mr. Crumley
Jordan, M.P., and others might be
sent to a warm quarter, (hey nurch-
ed up Eden street.
