EFederal contributions to hieher education

Under the. terus of Confederation (th~e Britishi North America Act) in1867, each. Canadian province 18 responsible f or the. estabi4shmient and admini-stration of eihication within its borders~. There $.a no Federal Mnistry of Edu-cation. The Federal Goverrnment iLs responsible only for the education of niativeIndian's, Eskimos, children ti territories outside the. provinces, inmates ofpenitentiaries, and inembers of the. arzned forces and their families on militarystations ini Canada and abroad. The Federal Goverument does, however, conitributeto higiier education costs in a variety of ways thxougi saveral o~f its departmeits.

The financial contribut ions of the Federal 9overnmen~t ilude: theUniversity Grants Programme; assistance to students b~y the. Departmen~t of NationalDeferice through the Regular Off icer Training Plan; aid to veterans and tochildren of war dead by the. Department of V0xeranu' Affaira; avards by the.National Research Council to gradhiate stMdents ti pure and appliad science; grantsby the. Departmêrit of National I{ealth and Welfare; vocational-training grants bythe. Departmn~et of Labour, m~ade through provincial governuent authorities; andcertain other awards.

___ In addition to money for such student awards, several million dollarsWof federal funds are made available arinually f or research in the. uiversittes.For 1962-63 over $18 million was reported in thi.# category. A furtiier forni offederal assistance is through loans of up to 50 per cerit.of the. constructioncosts of student residences. Thea goverruuent lias allocated $100 million for thispurpose, repayment flot to exceed 50 yearç and the. rate of interest ta b. thegovernment' s long- terni borrowing rate whicii at present ia about 5 1/2 percent.

The largest federal contribution ia in the. foru of annual grants touniversities and colleges for cu.rrent operatiug purposes. Tiiese grants ver. firstpaid for the 1951-52 academic year viien roughly $7 millionw as votpd by Pprlia-ment ta be paid on thebasis of 501 a head of the population in each province.Distribution within eacii province vas mnade on the basis o~f eligible full-timeuniverstty-grade enrolment ini the vartous eligible institutions as a proportionuof the provin~cial population. Grants pat the 501 rate vere paid until 1956-57.In that academîc year the grcant vas raised to $1 .00, and payment was miade by,the Goverument to the. National Conference of Çanadian Uniyersiîti.es, whiclidistributed the money among the eligible institutions. In 1959 the. NCCU vasIreorganized ta becoxne the.
