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THE SUGAR DUTIES.

We publish elsewhere a letter from Mr.
George Gordon Dustan; .who has ves.
ponded to our suggestion that he should
state plainly the extent of protection
which would satisfy the refining intevests.
We find that we misunderstood Mr. Dus-
tan’s former letter in one particular. We
had supposed that the 1 to 1§ was 1to13
cents per b, instead of its being the pro-
portion between the highest and lowest
rates of ditty. Mr. Dustan in his calcula-
tions makes no allowance for the effect of
the ad valorem duty. He bases his calcu-
‘Jations on weight, but he must bear in
mind that the 25 per cent. ad valorem Quty
is equivalent to~about } cent. per lb,
With regard to M. Duslan’s propositions
we' shull make a few’ ‘observations, Ist.
He calls for a per manent act. We appre-
hend that he does not cleaﬂy undelstand
the meaning of that term. Qur act at
present is what Mr, Gladstone meant by
ap 'jmnnent ‘act. . The sugar duties had
been” brought dnnuelly under the. con-
‘sideration of parlinment, and ‘it was pro-

‘ governing

posed to inike them perihanent, but it is
of course: guite impossible for any Par.
lisinent fo control its successors or to
give dny sitisfactory pledge that any
policy will be permanent. OQur act theve-
fore is at present precisely of the charac-
ter which M. Gladstone held to be per-
manent. On the 2nd point we have more
than once expressed ourselves as favorable
to Mz, Dustan's proposition not only as to
sugar but as to every other article oa which
bounty is granted. The bounty system
leads to fraud, and protection should in
otr opinion be afforded to our manufactu-
rers against such frands. 'We are not quite
clear as to the meaning of the recommend-
ation under the 3rd head, except as to the
packages,” which are only charged with
duty at present on their valae. We seeno
great objection to their exemption.  As
to the rates it would have been better if
Mr, Dustan had stated precisely the rates
on each standard. We presume that the
1 cent. per 1b. is to be maintained on all
sugars of 13 D. S. or upwards; but we are
not clear as to the others. There was no
deduction by order in Council, except on
sugars under 9, unless we are much mis-
taken. ‘Weare satisfied that the proposed
change in the daty on molasses will be
deemed inexpedient. Of course it is out of.
our. power to offer any opinion on’ the'
amount of protection which Mr. Dustan’s
propositions would give, as we are unac-
quainted with the mysteries of sugar
refining. We, however, are well aware
that 2 -pound of raw sugar will not pro-
duce an equal weight of refined. We
need not discuss further the question of
erystalized centrifugal. That sugar has to
enter into competition in England with
refined sugar, neither having any protec-
tion. Mr, Dustan fuils 1o give any renson

why they should not cumpete in our

market with the same sugars it the duties
were the same. With these few remarks
we shall leave Mr, Dustan to plead his
own cause.

questions ; but he had a sort of watchdog
carcfulness, and of that he was resolved
to make use in behall of the great inter-
ests partly committed to his carve, Ilere
is exactly where the difticulty lies in more
than one insurance organization in Canada
to-day. 'The one man power granted io
the general manager implies o responsi-
bility for which he feels he is not receiv-
ing adequate pay, and when, at the end
of a few years, defaleations are discovered,
more mischief is done to the institution
by the weakening of public confidence
than can ever be rvestored by cheese-
paring salavies and other necessary ex-
penses, :
Stockholders having purchased their
shares are prompt to appear at. the
treasurer’s oflice when dividends are
declared, but, having done this, they- -
appear to rest content until some dis-
covery is made which affects their inter-
ests, or some explosion takes place which
informs them that a great part of their
property has been used up by what is
mildly termed, in too many cases, bad
management. Then it is that they and
hitherto indifferent directors put in an
appearance, and complain of causeswhich
their earlier attendance might have.pre-
vented, and then it is that they attach
blame, when the true arigin of the trouble

can- be traced back to their neglect of

interest in their own praperty. Again
persons are chosen to fill positions of
great trust through the influence of
“friends at courty’ and little inquiry is
made as to their business character. The
man who runs carelessly into debt, who
owes numerous bills to tradesmen and
others, which, at the time of forming, he .
trusted Providence would enable him to’
pay some time or other, is not the sort of
person to spend less than he earns, at’
whatever rate of salary, or to hesitate
applying the same ‘blissful trust in the
future, whien.he feels the want of public’
or pnvate funds passinz through his -
hands, especially if he feels he is undex-.'
paid for his services. '

“Tle aceountantship of the company is not
what it ought to be, o the caly pact ot the
comprny’s operntions it betrays great careless-
ness and o seeming want of koowledge of the
best principles 0 bookkeeping,  Latterly it
bas beenn veey much improved, but is still very
deticient.  As instuuees [ oay refee to the en-
trivs of ¢ Capital Srock.” At the ontsel the
svstem is ol There is nosad carelessness as
10" dateg,—dillerent accounts loe the same in-
dividual, and adisregad of the proper names
of shareholders, - . . #

In regaed to books, | have mentioned that
there is no proper eash hook. There is also
no proper bitls receivable hook. The one now in
the office has not been in nseforthe record of
bills * reecivable for about two years, and ap-
pears never to have been used atally so fr as
thé bookkeeping is concerned. There is no loss
register;—the memoranda of losses have been
Lkept on lase sheets by your seeretanry, who says
that he did try 1o keep one, but found it im-
practicable. T think it can be kept very casily
by having columns snitable for the various
itews, such as amouat insured, date of fire, date
of luss, amount insured, amount claimed and
amount adjusted, it when paid. - Other offi-
ces keep sucha book, and find it o very im-
portant one.  The other books of the campany
ought to be better and wore cavefully kepts
all additions shonld be in ink and not left in
pencil, and proper dates filled in, &e. 1 wo-
tice that the balance sheet on 31st December,
1877, had been done in peneil and was afier-

wards rubbed out, and it took me sone trouble.,

to pick out the balance for verification of the
annual statement.  Your accountant appenrs
to have aceepted what came to. his band Crom
your:secretury or your agents without- due
serutany.

It may not be out of place here to refer
to the Iixpense Account of the company
forthe purpose of explaining what may-
appear an anomaly. The printing for the
whole business has been done in Montreal
for some time because it could be done
chieaper, and saved the company several
thousand dollars a year as compared with
the  charges formerly made elsewhere.
This should properly be charged to the
head oftice.

In Mr. Ross’ examination he appears
to have discovered a linbility which should
have made its appearance in the annual
statement, viz. ;- Unpaid losses, $10,587.63,
including resisted and non-adjusted elains,
There is an error in the amount eradited
ta sharcholders of §3,707.60. This discre-
pancy appears to have produced some
little discussion at the annual meeting, of
which we were not furnished with a full
report this year, and forms the principal
deficiency.

Now that the worthy president of the
campany has put his shoulder to the wheel,
it is to be hoped that the necessary changes
for the better inangurated lnst year will be
cnergetically promoted. LThe amount of
premium notes is excessive, and combined
ciforts should be made by all agricultur-
al ¢ompanies to do away with the note
system altogether.. In many cases these
notes for such small amounts do not pay
the cost of collecting ; many arve for six and
even nine months, and the companies
meantime actually guarantee the maker’s
ability to pay abt maturity.

The company is about to make a further
call of ten per cent. on its shareholders,
which, with the amount of the first eall
$60,025.15, and the net amount of over 23
per cent. at credit of prolit and loss after
allowing lor unpaid losses and defaleation,
will place the company in first class con-
dition, and under ordinary cirenmsiances
will ennble them for the future to pay
handsome annual dividends.  There is
besides an excellent opportunity likely to
present itself for further strengthening
the company, and one which should not
be neglected. The liabilities to policy-
holders on the part of the Canuda Agricul-
taral Insurance Company have been rve-
duced over one-third, and the latter would

be in a better position now to entertain a

proposal for reinsurance than when nego-
tiations  were made three months ago.

The amount of $70,000  to $30,000 being

thus added to the capital of the company
would make it one of the strongest native .
companies in Canads, and enable it. more :

effectually to carry on its system of re-
form, especially as to rates and premium-
notes. Of course in any such negocintions
it must be borne in mind that the choice
risks of the company have already been
largely insured elsewhere. - M. Ross cone
cludes Appendix No. 6 with some sound
practical advice, e says:

In regard to subsequent procedure, T think
you might  well divide the seeretary’s Quties
from that of treasurer. The seerctury ought
to receive alt the correspondence and cuter
wouey letters in o book kept for the purpose
and huad over the boulk amd money o the tres
surer 10 be entered into the cash ook, who wall
tuitial apd return the hook with remarks, it
any be vequired, for the guidance of the seere-
tary in wceknowledging veceipt off the wmaoney 3
that the treasurer lodge all money in the
bank and pay only by chuque, and only after
laying the accountbetore the Board umd receiv-
ing authority to pay, and that snid cheques be
initinled by the secretary and sigued by the
treasurer, nud countersigned by the president
or other director appointed for the purpose ;
that the acconntant be treasurer; the seeretury
will find enough to do in the correspondence
wud mansigement ol the insarance deprtent off
the company, attending to agents and pushing
the compuny’s business.

Mucht of the foregoing advice will scem
strange to companies of well-organized
routine. We may remark that many of
the practical suggestions made throughout
the Appendix- were repeatedly urged by
the manager of tho Mountrenl agoney in
his oecasional interviews awith. tho hon,
president and other officers of vhe com-
pany.

PHE LOCAL LUMBER TRADL.-
After one ol the dullest winters expe-
rienced for many yewrs in the lumber

Lrade, there.is at last & moderate revival, .

and Spring having set in a month carlier
than usual, building has fairly commenced.
Some thirty-two houses have been com-
menced sinee January, and about {orty
more which were commenced late last
year are being completed.. Contractors
inform us that they are giving their car-
penters only sixty to ninety c¢ents per
day, and others that $1.25 per day of ten
hours is the highest price paid firsi-class
ricklayers. These low wages have in-
duced proprietors Lo make considerable

alterations and repairs which they aver
will not cost them over hall what it wounlil .

three or four yeurs ago.  Substantial plain
brick houses, two stories high, with Man-
ard roof and; basement, ean now be pub

up for 1,500, which could not-be bLuilt

three years since for less than $2,400.
These' low prices may induce property
owners to build, although there is little

demand. for dwellings, as the unprece-

dented number of #To Lets” hanging in-

front of houses at this late period of the

season too plainly show—tenants haing’

unable to pay . rent, owing to’ want of
‘

‘work and what they eall “starvation
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wages.,”  As usual, the poliey of the Gov-
ernment is Jargely blamed for this unsatis-
factory stute ol afluirs. The purchase in
the United States of machinery used in
canal enlargements has caused some dis-
content. The valuc of the dredges, tow-
boats, scows, elovators, &e., employed
upon them amount to some 2,100,000,
Had these beon made ab home, ounr
machine shops, shipyards, lumber yards,
hardware stores, and the people employed
tlierein would ‘have benefited by such an
expenditure in the country.

There are in Montreal eighiy-cight lam-
ber yards owned by filty-four dealers,
many of whom have not had oceasion to
open their gates during the winter, Theve
ave forty million four hundred amnd sixty-
five thousand fect in first and seccond
hands, sixteen millions of whichare in four
yards, This is being offered at very low
tigures with very few buyers. The stock
in the smatler retail yards is light, but, as
the demanad is also light, the wants wiil
be easily supplied. We have twenty-one
mill owners, who also’ do w saw and plan-
ing business. Seven of these have Leen shut,
down for the last eight months, seven
worked about half time with one-third the
usual number of hands, and seven worked
two-thirds time with half the usnal nnm-
ber of men. Allof these liave planed or
sawed at very little over hall the usnal
charges, and what lumber Las Leen sold,
lias generally been dizposed of at or belaw
cost, Some féw speculators have had on
land for the last three years three Lo four
million feet of lumber, which they are now
willing to dispose of at rates that cannot
neb them much over. hall' the original
cost, including interest and
penses.

"The lessened demand for dwellings, or
rather the arrest of the usual increasing
requirements of the growing population of
the city, has led some of the building so-
cieties to adopt o change in business tac
ties, and loans on mortgages now forn the

other ex-

principal investments.

THE CONSTITUTIONAL QUESTION.

Before entering on the consideration of
the speech delivered by Sir 'John Mue-
donald in support of his motion censuring
the Lieutenant Governor of Quebee for
dismissing his ministers, we shall notice
as briefly as possible the vemarks with

which ‘he prefaced those on which he

relied, as justifying the course which  he
recommended. The resolution was pro-
posed as an amendment to thie motion for
going into committec of supply, although
Mr., Mackenzie had offered to ailord the
mover an opjortunity of bringing it for-
‘ward as an origihpl mohon. Bchevmg, a

-

we do, that the discussion was not anly
inexpedient but unconstitutional; we sce
no reason to regret that it look place on
the oceasion of an amendment to the mo-
tion for going into committee of supply,

In justification of the course adopted
Ly Sir Joln Macdonald, he referred to a
nunmber of cases in which the conduct of
governors was discussed in the Imperial
Parliament, not one of which could be
fairly adduced as a precedent for his own
resolution. The cases cited as having been
brought under the consideration of the
Imperial Parliament weve those of Gov-
amors Light, Bartlett, Byre, Pope, Hen-
nessey and Daily. Now the four first
numed were Covernors of colonies in
which Parlinmentary Government has not
been established.  The Impervial Govern-
ment has invariably acknowledged its re.
sponsibility for the acts of the governors
of such colonies, as it did in old times for
those of Canadian governors whose con-
dtict was frequently brought under the
notice of Iurliunent. Not one of these
cases can fuirly be adduced #s a precedent.
Governor Daily's case was that of the
governor ol a colony enjoying Parlinmen-
tury  Government, but the complaiut
against him was that be failed to employ
the influence of the Crown with which he'
was™ entrusted, 1o prevent his minisiers
pursting an objectionable policy—a charge
the reverse of that brought against Licu-
tenant-Governor Letellier, We, of course,
fully admit that the Parlinment of Canada
Lins the same right to discuss the conduct
of a Drovincial governor that the Houso
of Parliament in England have to discuss
that of the governor of a colony enjoying
Parliamentary  Government. - The pro-
priety of deing so must depend entirely
upon circumstances. It must be borne in
mind that the members of the Imperial
ITouses of Parliament have no petty inter-
ests to serve by impenching the conduct
of the governor of a colony. Ave the
members of our Parliament equally disin-
torested * Those of them belonging to
the Province of Quebee represent the
sanie constitutions to which an appeal is
now pending on  the questlon ab issue
while they are in strict alliance us mem-
bers of a party with representatives from
other Provinees of the Dominion.

This is one of the anomalies of our sYys-
lem, and the present political crisis has
brought it into prominence. We have
two political partics contendivg for power

in every Provinee ol the Dominion, and

they are supposed. to represent opposite
views on questions of publicinterest.

The party of which Sjr John Macdonald is -

the recognized leader, and which i is styled
# leeral Conservatwe,” claims public con-

tical parties in the

fidence mainly on the ground of its advo-
cncy of what is termed a “ National Poli-
ey,” or protection for native industry. ' It
is scarcely nceessary to observe that poli-
Province of .Quebee
must be organized on diflerent grounds,
It eannot be allivmed with a shadow of
reason that the questions on which pur.
ties have been divided in the Quebec T.o-
gislature would, if submitted to the Domi.
nion Ifouse of Commons, be deemed of a

-party character,or likely to command the

support ol one side of the House rather
than the other.  And yet on & question of
strictly loeal interest, on which an appeal
to the people was pending, and which wa

to be decided within three weeks, Sir John
Macdonuld has thought it constitutional
for o louse of Commons, consisting of
members many of whom will shortly be
required to appeal to the same constitu-
tiong, to deeide, sibting as a judicial tribu-
nal, on what is practically an impeachment
of the Licutenant-Governor. \We must
own that we know ol no precedent for
such & proceeding 5 and, in the public in-
torests we rejoice that the First Minister
refused to discuss the question ou its
merits, and took the high and constitu-
tional, and, lot us add, the thoroughly
conservative: comse of disclaiming the
right of the IHouse of Commions to interfere
in 2 question ol & strictly local character.
That any menmbers from the Province of
Quebec, but especially members of IPrench
origin, should have countenanced such 2
motion' as that submitted by Sir John
Macdonuld, is to us o subject of amaze-
ment., )

That motion involves not only an im.
peachment ol the Licutenant-Governor,
but a censure ol the Government for its
non-interference. - No other inference ean
be drawn from the procecding. than that
Sir John Macdonald, if in oflice, would
Liave recommended the removal of the
Licutenant-Governor of Quebee, and, as a
consequeuce, of the present Quebee Min-
istry, without reference to the people of
the Provinee. The obvious intention of
the framers of the British American Act
was to make the Lieutenant-CGovernors of
the Provineces independent of the Domi-
nion Government during’ their period of
service. They are only removable {or
canse assigned, and that cause must Le
not only communicated to the Licutenant-
Governor, but likewise by message to the
Senate and House of Commons, within «
week after the next session of Parliament.
If & Lieutenant-Governor weré guilty of
conduct warranting: such a resolution . as
that proposed. by Sir- Jolin-Macdonald,
there would have been a cause within the
meaning of the 59th clause of the British
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Americn Act==of couise no precedent
ean be cited Trom English history. ~ The
analogous proceeding would be the depo.
sition. of the Sovereign and a change of
dynasty, Sir John Macdonald cited sev-
cral precedents for arbiteary acts on the
part of formey sovereigns since the com-
plete vecognition of Pavliamentary Gov-
ernment, but he is well aware that all
cages of diftieulty weve solved without
resorting to abnormal measuves.  That
the Conservative party should sympathise
with the Quebec ex-ministers is natural,
and we ean quite understand their indig-
nation at what, Jooking at it from their
standpoint, appears an arbitrary pro
ceeding, but they have commilted a grave
error in appealing to the House of Com-
mons to interfere in a question of strictly
local policy, with whieh the people of the
Province of Quebee can alone econstitution-
ally deal, and with which they were on.
the eve of dealing when his ill:timed in-
terference was invoked.

Put for the streng opinion which we
entertain as to the unconstitutionality of
the interference of the Dominion Parlin-
ment with the loeal afliirs of the Province
of Quebee, an interference which would
Justily similar interference on the part of
the Imperial House of Commons witly our
Dominion aflairs, we should have been
pleased that a diseussion should have
taken place in the MHouse of Commons on
the constitutional powers of the Lieu-
tenant-Governor, of the Province. Unfor-
tunately, the ministers of the Crown were
preeluded, owing to the cireumsiances of
the case, from debating the question on its
merits.  And yetb Sir John Macdonald has
himself done good service in’ placing the
question at issue in a clearer light. He
distinetly refused to argue the question
on the narrow grounds on which Mr. Kerr
and other disputants have based their
censure of the Lientenant-Governor.  Re-
ferring to- Mr. Ker’s argument he ob-
served “ There is much to be said from a
“merely lnwyer’s point of view in thab
“respect, and I would not be at all sur
“prised if a ease were brought up befove
“the courts whieh would be obliged to
“seb aside the constitutional question
“and look at the strietly legal question,
“whether that might not be maintained.”
We certainly should Le very much sur-
prised to find that the courts put any
construction on  the words in the 03rd
clause of the Union Act, “the Exceutive
¢ Council shall be composed of such per-
“gons ns the Licutenant-Governor from
“time to time thinks: fit,”” but that con-
sistent with common-sense, and we fail to
comprehend the meaning of the term “a
coustitutional question ” as applied to o

clause: ih an "Act of Parliament. Never-
theless we shounld not be sorry it Mr. Keve
would apply for a writ of quo warranto
against Mr. Joly, to ascertain whether he
holds oflice legally or illegally. We appre-
hend, however, that, after Sir John Mae-
donald’s speech” we shall hiear'no more of
the illegality of the dismissal of the ex-
ministers. '

We have on a former oceasion admitied
that an aet may te legal and yet uncon-
stitutional, that is to say, * contrary to the
spirit of the constitution.””  Sir John
Macdonald has eited Lovd Brougham’s as
aflirming that an Act of Parlinment may
be unconstitutional, although legnl and
binding. We are quite willing to meet
the question at issue fairly, and to main.
tain that the specific act was in sivict
accordance with the spirit of the constita-
tion. If we underStand Sir John Mue-
donald’s  theory he would reduce the
mounarchieal element of our constitution
to what Lord Elgin most happily termed
Ya ncant of moek sovercignty.” We
shall quote his words : “so long as the ad.
“yisers of the Crown have the confidence
“of Parlinment they have a right to claim
# the confidence of the Sovereign.. That ig
the great principle. 1T -we do not hold
“to that, then we are all at sea and in
great - danger of being wrecked.” 1t is
true that this broad assertion was to a
certain extent moditied by the suppaosed
case of the Sovereign believing that the
representatives of the people had forfeited
the confidence of the pcople themselves.
This was illustrated by a reference to My,
Gladstone’s last dissolulion of Parlinment,
SirJolm admitting that the Queen might
have intimated to the Premier that, inas-
much as the single elections were going
against his government, an appeal to the
county by a dissolution, might be desir-
able.  Sir Johm informs us thab Mr. Gilad-
stone “ did not wait for any such intima-
tion on the part of the Crown,” but we
must point out that he has no more ground
for such an assertion than weshould have
if we allirmed the reverse. Whether M.
Gladstone acted ‘in consequence of an
intimation from the Queen or spontane-
ously is known only to the Queen and
himself, or, possibly, to some or all of lis
colleagues. This may be thought a maticr
of trifling importace, as it is in itself, but
we advert to it beeause a great deal of the
misconception which exists avises from
what Mr. Todd has so elearly pointed out,
viz, “the idea that the Sovereign herself
% has ceased to be anything but'a cipher
#in - the - State -without  any measure
tof .political ‘power.”” The whole ten-
dency of Sir John Macdonald’s -speech
was to convey the impression which Mr.:

LS

Todd notices in order that he may remove
it, which he does by the citation of au-
thorities of the highest kingd, and anthor-
ities with whieh mere writers on the con-
stitution, suel as Bagehot and Freeman,
cannot be brought intocompetition. That
impression is that the Crown neither has
nor ought to have any authority, espe-
cially as to legislation. We have alveady
in the course of this controversial dis-
cussion cited trom a speech of the late
Derby, who had himself tilled the oftice
ol First Minister the following passage:
ik isthe duty of the Minister for the
“time being, in submitting any proposi-
¢ Lions for the assent of Her Majesty, to
“ give satislielory reasons that such pro-
¢ positions arc called for by publie policy,
“and justified by the public interests.”
We shall not cite, as we could do, innu-
merable authorities to the same cffect,
but simply aflivm that theve is no doubt
whalever us to the constitutional doetrine
inculeated in Mr.Todd's recent pamphilet.
It must be borne in mind that Sir John
Macdonald has not denied to the Lien-
tenant-Covernor of Quebee, within his
restricted sphere as & component part of
the Quebec Tegislatare, precisely the
same eonstitutional vight as the Queen or
the Governor-Ciencral within their re-
speclive spheres of action.

Sir John cited o greal number of pre-
cedents, but not a single one strictly ‘in
pointy and lor this reason, according to
the best of our judanent, we do not
Lelieve that there ever was an instance of
an English minister acting .towards the
Sovereign as the Quebee ex-ministers acted
towards the Licutemmnt-Governor. Their
courscol praceeding is, we confess, incom-
prehensible to us, beeause Mr. DeBouch-
crville on alt oceasions has professed his
respect for the position of the Lieutenant:
Governor,  Sir John Maedonald takes
pains fto create the impression that he
Lhimself acted in the same way towards
the Governors under whom he served.. We
referred in our last article to a question
put by him in the House as {o the assent
of the Governor to: the introduction of a
bill, and we find that our. supposition as
to what took place was exactly corrcet.
Mr. Mackenzie naturally supposed that
the question haa reference to the neces-
sity for a formal authorizalion to .the
Tlouse, cither by written message or by a
minister standing in his place, and con-
veying i, ‘and he replied that such was
unnecessary as to' that bill; whereupon’
Sir Johm* was said to have stated that
Tie was of that opinion, but that Mr. Letel-
lier thonight otherwise. 1Te was told by
Mr. Mackenzie in the course of his own

whereupon Sir John declaved that though
he had served under five governors, “I
never heard that doctrine proclaimed he-
fore.” - At the same time he admitted

discuss it with you; I think yon must
modify it, or hold it over.”
eign ean thus interfere if' e chiooses, but,
practically, he leaves all legislation Lo the
country.”” Now on this we would observe
that the discussion between the Sovereign
“and herministers; to bring abont the modi-
lication or holding over of n bill, would be
of little practical use if' the Lill had been
already introduced into Parliament with
the authority of the Crown. Sir Jolm
- Maedonald has referred to Lord Elgin and
to his ypractice, and he was certainly the
governor who established the relations
betwveen a governor and a ministry re-
sponsible to Parlinment.  We cannotb un-
"dersland how it is possible for a governor
to enjoy the influence which Lord Elgin
describes himsell’ as possessing, and yet
e treated as Siv John Macdonald main-
tains heought lo be trented. As reference
has been, made lo Lord Llgin, the writer
may be pardoned for stating that, for up-
wards ofusix years, heserved under that
great statesman, duving the half ol which
period lhie was leader of the government,
and during the whole time the invariable
practice was to treat Mis Lordship with
entire confidegnce, Loth as to subjects for
legislation and administration.  Sucl was
the practice of Mr. Lafonfaine and M.
Baldwin, to which he himself rigidiy ad-
liered. - We. have . already noticed an
assevtion of Sir John Macdonald as to Mr.
Gladstone having proposed o dissolution
of Parliament without a suggestion from
the Queen. In another partof his speech
he declares of the Queen, “she keeps a
sharp and watchful eye on the foreign

policy,” and then proceeds * but, as re-

“ gards the le rislation of the nation, she
“left that, as it ought to be. left,to her
“ people through their vepresentatives,”
We recommend Sir Jolin to ponder on
the following passage in Todd : . “From
“ the secrecy which properly enshrines the
~“interview between the Crown and its
“advisers it rarely happens that the
“opinions or conduct of the Sovereign on
i govemmentdl matters become known
"4 10'the public at lavge.” . 1t is wholly im-
possible for Sir Jolin Macdonald to know

quoted in our columns, and partly on
ather evidence of o  similar - kind,
and especially of the lifc of the Prince
Cousort, is that if 1fer ministers intro-
duced into Parliament without her sanc-
tion a bill which she conscientiously be-
lieved to be contrary to law and justice,
she would not hesitate to acquaint them
that she had ceased to have conlidence in
them and would seek other advisers. That
Lord Elgin would have doune the samne
thing we have no doubt whatever, and we
are strongly inclined to believe so would
any of the other governors named by Sir
John Macdonald, fn his long speech Sir
John Macdonald has read a great number
of extracts, all insupport ol his own views,
while he has cavetully abstained from
noticing those which tell ngainst him. He
placed great reliannce on the censure
visited on King William 1V, for his
dismissal of Lord Melbourne, bug it must
be borne in mind that the dismissal in
question was censured chiefly because it
was believed. to have beeun an unfuiv ad-
vantage taken by the-Crown to get rid of
a popular ministry. Had the dismissal
been based on n specific act, snch as that
which led to the recent crisis in'Quebec,
we feel assured that no question would
have been raised as to the constitutional-
ity of the proceedings, but that the policy
of the measure which had led to the dis-
missal of the ministry would alone have
been discussed. 1lad the discussion in,
Quebec turned on the policy of the ex-
ministers, we certaiuly should not have in-
terfered in the controversy. We have
never seen the railway bill, but we must
remind Sir John Macdonald that it was
one ol the principal, if not the most im-
portant, measures of' the late session in
Quebee. . Mr, Kerr holds the same opin-
ion that the Lieutenant-Governor does
that it was contrary Lo lnw and justice, but
we do not clearly understand whether he

- is likewise of opinion that the ministers

may treat the Licutenant-Governor as a
cipher, or whether he thinks that the
Lieutenant-Governor should permit a bily
to be introduced with his sanction which
is contravy to law and justice. Our infor-
mation regarding the bill has been chiefly
derived from the very lucid speech of Mr.
Wurtele, which has led us to form a very
difierent opinion of it. The question, how-
ever, With us is not whether the bill wasa
good or a bad one, but whether the Lizu-
tenant-Governor conscientiously believed
it to be bad, and whether it was introduced
without his sanction. On that assumption
we'do not see how it was possible for him
to act otherwise than as he did.. We need
not. pursue the discussion furthér.  The

_speakers who followed Sir John Macdon-

ald in the TTouse of Commons did not imi-
tate thie moderation with which he argued
the constitutional question; but descended
Lo personalities. In the Senate the leader
of the Opposition, the Hon. My, Campbell,
was even more moderate than Sir John
Maedonald.,  He simply afliened by his
resolution that the course adopted * was
“ab variance with the constitutional prin-
“ciples upon which responsible govern-
“ment should be condueted.” T'o us it
seemns most extraordinary thatl the mem-
bers who have, in the exuberence of thejr
zeal for the promotion of party interests,
made a vain attempt Lo interfere most un.
constitutionally in the local afinirs of the
Provincee ol Quebee, should Le so Llind as
not to perceive that they have established
aprecedent for theinterference ol the lin-
perial Parliaanent in the atliirs ol the Do-
minion. In both eases the right of intey-
ference exists, but the wisdon and propri-
ety of such interference must be unequi-
vocully denied.  We should maintain this
view of the recent procecdings.in Parlin-
ment just as strongly if we were of opinion
that there was any ground for.censure on
the Lieutenant-Governor, holding that the
appeal to the people ol the province of
Quebee is the true solntion of the difticul-
ty, awid that thie representatives of other
Provinces have no right whatever to in-
terfere, particularly on the eveol a gener-
alelection, when their interlerence isabso-
lutely indecent.  Believing as wo'do that
the Licutenant-Governor was. placed in
such a position by ithe DeBoucherville
ministry that he was compelled to bring
about a erisis, and that he did not exceed
liis constitutional powers, we have felt it
it our duty to delend him on the merits.
The authorities that we have relied on, and
that we have submitted to our readers, are
simply overwhelming, and there has not
been even an attempt to overthrow them.
The time is approaching when the verdict
of the country will be pronounced, bus
whatever that verdiet may ‘b‘e, we do not
entertain the slightest apprchension that
any future ministry will treat o Lieutenant,
Governor as it has been clesrly established
Licutenant-Governor Letellier was treated
by the ex-ministers of Quebee, viz, as
what Lord Elgin terms, ¢ A néanl of mock
sovereignty.” ’

T conld gqnote many appro-
printe passages from Siv Robert’s speeches and
other eminent statesmen, In all T find the words
Streciprocity V-4 fair play "—* equality,” cou-
pled with measures calculated to make them
realities. .

I have distinctly proved .a case of manifest
injustice and, unless my authorities are im-
pugned, or my reasoning illogical, it is surely
the clear duty of the CGovernment and Legis-
lature to grant me fuir play. Iask only conmon
Jjustice, nothing equal 'to the protection atforded
the, other manufacturers of the Dominion.

You have done the'cause good service by
conceding a countervailing duty, and- T very
earnestly pray you will continue your powerful
aid till our efforts are crowned with success.
