no connection with the Imperial at the

- time that he had deposited securities,

$80:000; and that these same securitigs
had yielded the~ handsome - profit.
niarly ten thousand doltars ‘to the cof-
fers of the Imperial Life, by virtue of
the agreement -that that company
might purchase at any - time ‘part of
these securities.” Mr. Flavelle paid an
interest of 3 1-2 per cent: - ° .

Senator Cox’s loan to his son-in-law,
A. E. Ames, was' the next subject. On
June 1, 1903, ‘the ‘Imperial Life loaned
Mr. Ames on certain securities $158,000.
These'securities the company.sold and
placed the receipts to the credit of the
account. i 3 5. A

Loan or Purchase, :
Counsel  examined Mr
closely as to whether the ;
.a loan. but on purchase. It had been
entered in the minute book as a~pur-
chase and the a,greement'pla.mIr set
forth that the Imperial was to be re-
paid $170.746-by Senator Coxgafter the
securities had been sold.

.Wijtness_explained that his attention
Had been drawn to the matter by the
auditor, "The minute had béen chang-
ed accordingly. All parties had ‘agreed
that it was a loan and it had been
treated as a loan, After the securities
had been sold Senator:Cox got the
balance over the loan.“to Mr. ~Ames,
which was a little ever §2000. .

That Senator Cox had a great in-
fluence over the affajrs of the Imperial
was brought out by Mr, Tilley. Father
and sen had requésted the company to
irrvest in another of the senator’s comr
panies, Toronto Savings and Loan,
debentures at four per cent., which the
millionaire ‘guaranteed should pay -six
per cent. 'So $71,100 was spent on de-
bentures accordingly.

Mr, Tilley landed on this transaciion
with both feet., Mr. Ames wa# finan-
cially embarrassed and Senator. Cox
was trying to,pull him out, simply be-
cause he had theé power to do anything
he liked in the affairs of the Tmpetial
Under. a  scathing examination Mr.
Bradshaw hedged considerably and
pleaded , inability to recall the circum-
stances of the transactions.

Mr. Tilley further questioned, and
witness admitted that. altho ihe
transaction was pulled off in
May, it was not entered in
the minute book ' until December. He
also admitted that the $12,000° due the
head of the Canada Life from tihe
Ames loan was credited to the Toronto
Loan and Savings Co. debentures, be-’
cause “the senator wished it done.”

Absolved From Payment,

After a lot of cross-firing Mr. Brad-
shaw explained that the Imperial Life
had an overdraft at their bank, cn
which they were paying 6 per -cent.
The extra 2 per cent., on the deben-
tures was handed over by Mr. Cox at
the end of 1903, but since that nothing
more was paid,” and at the end of 1905
the directors passed a minute letting
Senator Cox ‘out of paying the extra
2 per cent. for the two previous years.

The Imperial had no oveddraft at
the bank, hence they did not need the
extra 2 per cent., was the profuse ex-
planation of the understudy of Senator
Cox. He thought the directors had a
perfect right-to use the interest.

Mr. Tilley asked the witness if the
debtor, Senator Cox, was not able to
yay this extra $2000, and he hims»If
had not suggested that he be released.
Witness replied in the nezative to the
latter and remarked that the fact that
the senator had a controlling intrest
had nothing to do with the matter
whatever. He had given the Imperial
sy much that any little thing they
might do for-him would not be consid-
ered.

The point that the Impertal had lost
one-third of their stock in the British
America Fire Insurance Co. brought
cut the admission from Mr. Bradshaw
that fire insurance wa- proper
investment for a life company.

Witness explained the agreement
made in 1903 and told the commission-
ers that altho the transactions did_not
appear in the statement the books con-
taining the list of investments were in-
spected by the department. Mackenezle,

Pellatt and Nicholls were the committea

of managers, and the agreemeut -call-
ed for all the stock to be pooled in order
to keep up the price. The Imperial
Life afterwards dropped out. -
Mr. Bradshaw did not believe that a
company should tie up its money on-an

investment of this nature, and he had,
realized this shortly after the pool was,

floated. ‘ i

_ Senator Fulford’s Poliey.

Certain transactions that were called
‘to the attention of the commission by
Mr, Blackadar were next submitted by
Mr. Tilley., One was an item of re-
insurance in connection with the Con-
federation Life. Witness was very
anxious that the late Senator Fulford’s
‘contract of $100,000 should not be made
public. It would: prejudice the Imperial
Life's situation in the matter.

A Godbd Risk, &

After Mr. Tilley concluded, Mr. Lang-
muir asked the witness if the Fulford
policy. was sound business;

“We had a guarantee back of that
ae-!

policy,”" sald witness. “From an
tuarial  standpoint it was not an in-
vestment, in my opinion, but a good
risk.” 2

Mr. Bradshaw at this stage made a
short statement, in which he said that
in the conduct of a fairly large busi-
ness many errors would happen and

some irregularities which had already’
been acknowledged. There was another !

viewpoint. From 1897 the company had
turned over five millions of business,
The actual cash loss was only $4124,
The assets were now $2,828,000.

The methods of rebating were gone
into., The Imperial Life allowed 60
per cent. commission, and in some cases,
when the whole of the commissicn on
the first premium is rebated to the

insurer, the agent got an extra 5 per!

cent. Some insurers carrying direct to
the office were also given rebates by
the officers of the company.

“We are opposed to rebates, hut we
are forced to give rebates because all
companies do,” said Mr. Bradshaw, *“I
see no difference between the office re«
bating and .the agent. 'I have done
it, and every insurance man in the Do-
minion has done it, despite the evi-
dence that has been given to the con-
trary. Strong efforts have heen made
to stamp out the evil. Unless all thg
companies combined, which is altogeth-
er unlikely, the evil can only be reme-
died by law.”

Limit Cost of New Business.

The cost of new business in the Im-
perial Life took up 60 per cent. of.the
entire premium income for the year
1905. Premium income was $228.203, and
it cost $129.609 to get the business. Re-
newal expense amounted to $70,068. To-
tal expenses exceeded the loadings by
over_ $100,000. This was incident especi-
ally to a new
of the established companies.

Mr. Bradshaw said it was difficult
to draw the line of first-year expences.

It had no limitations, but it would b

desirable to limit the cost of new busi-
ness. Hé considered the loadings of the
Imperial ample. The high rate of =x-
pense would continue unless there was
some legislation to restrict first-year
expense. There should be some criteri-
on or standard to base such legislation

“t0 the Children’s Day Fund, a gain
of $1058; in the number coming into
full communion “with the church, a
gain  of 648.- The number of scholars
reported as coming into full com-
munion during 1905 is 5981, the jargest
number in any ane year. It should,
however, bé recognized. that continu-
fng at this rate, less than one-half
of the Sabbath school scholars ‘will
have become members of the church
in full communion before reaching the
age of twenty years- There has veen
a. considerable . advance during the
year in all the .various contributions
made by the schools, as follows:- For
running expenses, $69,827, an increase
of $2397; for schemes of the church,
989 schools (a gain of sixty-four), gave
$32,064, an Increase of $208; for chil-
dren’s day’ fund, 1529 schools (a gain
of 146), gave $9552, an increase of
$1058: for other purposes, $27,343, an
increase of $4591; for all purposes,
$142,778, an Increase of $10,692.

" While the Methedist school attend-
ance showed a big increase, the Pres-
byterian schools had stood still in
eastern cities, said Rev. J. C. Ro-
bertson, general secretary.

They wére based
on scientific principles and it was
thought the scheme would be found to
work well.

In presenting the report of the aged
and infirm ministers’ fund, J. K. Mac-
donald.

This relation has
been confirmed by our ¢wn work, Since
the report was issued,one of us received
a letter from Professor Miller, in which
he says:” ‘It seems to me the crder of
deposition of there minerals has been
somewhat irregular. In some cases
the nfceolite aprears to be clearly old-
er ‘than the smaltite. In other cascs
veinlets of the niccoiite cut thru the
smaltite, The native silver appears to
be the youngest materia] present, and
is prokably of secondary origin, to a
large extent, being: produced by the
decomposition of silver compounds.”

“The method used in the present pa-
per (of investigating the paragenesis
of the: cobalt ore) is an application of
th® principles employed in metallo-
graphy: that is to say, the examination
of flat polished surfaces under the mi-
croscope” by reflected light. In this
way the relations of the various arsen-
ides, sulphides, etc., are beautifully
brought out~” The minerals are differ-
entiated principally by theéir colors, and
by the fact that certain minerals stand
out in relief, Etching is frequently
useful, the cbject being to use a rea-
gent which attacks one constituent of
an. ore, while not affecting another,

A Diflicult Task.

The success of the investigation will
depend on the care with which the
sample is polished; the entire operation
requires one or more hours, depending
on the hardness of the minerals. A
fragment df ore about an inch in dia-
meter is first roughly rpolished, on &
vor'zontal revolving wheel, with coarse
emery. Five differcnt emery papers
sr« then successively used. Before
éhanging from & coarse to a finer pa-
per, the scratches from a preceding
paper must be eliminated. After this,
washed rouge on fine broadcloth is used
to give the recuired highly polished
surface: The object is to obtain a
clear, sharp contact between the
zrains of any two minerals whose re-
lations to each other are to be deter-
mined. Otherwise the re'ations wil be
ohscured. This is clearly brousht out
by éxamining the surface at differemt
stages in the polishing.

“Reginning with the earliest. the fol-
lowing is believed to be the order in
which the minerals were devosited: (1)
Sranitite-chloanthite; (2 niccolite: (8)
calcita:” (4) argzentite: (5) native silver;
(6% decomposition preducts (erythrite,
annabergite. etc,). This avpears to cor-
resmond with the relative azes of the
various minerals at Annaberg, in Sax-

‘“The paragenesis as- worked out in
the paper, is. of course given, not as
finul, but as found in the specimens
of the ore examined. Before it can
be known definitely what the exact
sequence is, it will be necessary to
examine carefully numerous polished
sections from all over the daistrict.
The ore used was obtained from the:
following properties: La Rose, Trethe-
wey, Cobalt Hill, and the Buffalo,
These all lie in the heart of the region,
and are typical of the district.

‘“Regarding the origin of. the ore
bodies, Professor Miller considers tnat
the material in the veins was depoalt'
ed from highly heated and impure
waters which were derived from the
cooling diabase of the district. Our
examination seems to indicate that,
after the formation of the smaltite
ang niccolite, there was an interval
of miovement; cracks formed and wera
filled with calcite. Later came ar-
gentite and native silver.

“Fragments of partially roasted ore.
about the size of a pea, were fused
with borax and allowed to cool slow-
ly over night in the furnace., A but-
ton of speiss about one inch in diame-
ter and three-eighths of an inch in
thickness resulted. It was hard and
brittle, and when broken, the frac-
tured surface resembled smaltite. No
silver could be seen with the ‘naked
eye of lens. On carefully polishing the
‘button and examining with high . pow-
ers: of the microscope by reflécted
light, some of the structures revealed
are strikingly similar to those seen
m the ore iiself.

“In polished and etched surfaces of
native bismuth (which occurs in miany
of the Cobalt veins), the structure is
the same as that found in metal which
has been cooled from fushion.  Now
bismuth melts below 300 degz. C., and
if deposited as metal from a solution
whose temperature was higher than
this, it would come down in the mol-
ten cdondition, provided the pressure
were not too high. Going a stup fur-
ther, might not conjugate liquids form
during the cooling of highly heated so-
lutions? And from such liquids it is
possible’ for solids to form with struc-
tures similar to those obtained from
igneous fusion.

Sudbury Ores Next.

“An examination (similar to that
outlined ‘in this paper) of.the Sud-
bury nickel ores is being catried on.
The work has served to impress us
with the fact that apparently homo-
geneous minerals often c g "ain vary-
ing amounts of various c-aer mater-
jals; and that. perhaps, in many com-
pounds one of whose elements is said
to be partly replaced by another, this
phenomenon may often be explained
by assuming a mechanica] mixture of
two or more distinet minerals, Or,
in other words, the varjation in analy-
ses is simply due to impure material.
At any rate it seerus clear that min=
eralogists; when making an analysis
of an opaque mineral, should also ex-
amine with the mlcroscope highly pol-
ished surfaces of their materia]l before
deciding the question as to whether ‘a
mechanical or an isomorphous hiixture
s responsible for variation in analy-
ses.”

FALLS TWENTY FEET,

Goderich,a June 11.—A serious acci-
dent occurr to J. S. Nesbitt early
this evening at the dock.

He is the owner of a ¢#oal hoisting
machine, and was effecting some re-
pairs to the upper part of the equip-
ment when he fell to the ground, about
twenty feet. When found he was ly-
ing in a state of semi-consciousness
at the foot of the hoist- One cheek
bone is severely shattered, also the
nose, besides other injuries to the low-
er rart of ihe head.

Clair, Mich., is the owner .of hoisting
equipment at Sarnia, Point Edward
and other points.
