 INTEREST AT WHITE HEAT.

Wwarlike Resolutions and Specches Re-
ecived With Enthusiastic Applause
! at Washington,

Washington, March 29.—Interest in the
Cuban situation—the interest might almost
be termed excitement, so intense was it—
reached a climax in the proceedings of the
Senate to-day. As on previous days of dis-
cusslon of the -Cuban question, thousands
of people flocked to the Capitol, oniy a few

of whom, comparatively, could gain admis-
sion to the galleries.

Within five minutes after the Senate con-
vened Mr. Allen of Nebraska introduced a
resolution recognizing the independence of
‘the Cuban republic. This was rollowed by
a_resolution proposed by Mr. Rawlins of
Utah, declaring war against the Kingdom
of Spain. Mr. Foraker of Ohio then intro-
duced a resolution declaring for such in-
tervention in the Cuban war as would
bring about the independence of the Cu-
bans. Following this came a resolution by
Mr. Frye of Maine, demanding that Cuba
be made free. The resolutions followed one
arother rapidly, the galleries were in a
ccmmotion, and the people were prepared
for anything.

Mr. Mason’s War Speech.

This was the condition when the Vice-

Washington, March 20.—By direction of
General Miles, commanding the army, oOr-
ders were issued to-day for the transfer
of tke 25th Regiment of Colored Infantry
to the Dry Tortugas. The fact that this
regiment is made up of colored troops is
regarded as significant in showing the pur-
pose of the War Department to concentrate
colored troops in the vicinity of Cuba, in-
asmuch as it is recognized that the megro
is better able to withstand the Cuban
tlimate than the white man.

SPAIN SHOWS FIGHT.

Recoznizes the Scheme of the Siates 10
Hide Behtnd the Pretext of Re-
leving the Cabans.

Madrid, March 29.—The semi-officlal El
Liberal says: “The report of the Maine con-
tains no grave statement. Therefore, Pre-
sident McKinley will not use that pretext
for declaring war, but will use the reiief
of the Cubans.

“We belleve the Spanish Government will
Td‘x\__('r tolerate a foreign nation, In the
guise of philanthropy, invading our terhi-
tory, for it would he followed by the una-
nimous protest of the Spanish people.”

The same paper then counsels Spain to
prepare to repel every kind of Intervention,
to be uncompromising, and to ‘“‘accept no
thing affecting the dignity or sovereignty’
of Spain.” :

‘Barcelona, March 29,—A quantity of ar-
tillery is about to be embarked here on
two vessels for conveyances to the Can-
ary Islands to be used In their defence
in _case of war.

Employes of business houses here have
offered a day's pay, monthly to cover
the cost, about $500,000, for the purchase
by Spain of Mr. H, L. B MeCalmont's
steel yacht Giralda, which was offered to
the United States Government, but was
declined. The Giralda ‘s now here, was
built under the supervision of the British
Admira’ty, Is fitted for eight guns and car-
rles at present four rapid fire guns. She
has a speed of about 22 knots,

Cuban Independence Resoluttons.

Washington, March 29.—Senator Rawlins
of Utah bas inwroduced a joint resolution
recognizing the independence of Cuba and
declaring war against Spain.

Senator Foraker has offered in the Senate
a resolution for Cuban independence. M
Foraker spoke of the delay caused by the
Delome incident and the Maine incident,
but declared that the Cuban question would
come up whatever was done with the
Maine

The resolutions  went to the Committee
on Foreign Relations.

— MAILS FOR THE KLONDIKE-—

E. C. Richardsen of scattle Has Made a
Big Contract in Which Canadinus
: are Interested.
Washington, March 29.—The Postmaster-
General to-day awarded the contract for
carrying the mails from Juneau to Weare,

Alaska, to B, C. Richardson of Seattle,
Wash., at an annual compensation of $56,-
000. Weare is at the junction of the Yukon
and Tannapa Rivers, and the route is 1618
miles long, The contract provides for two
round trips monthly for a period of four
years, beginning July 1, 1808, The contric-
tor obligates himself to provide supply and
relief stations and to stock them with
ample supplies of provisions, reindeer and
dogs. The contract also calls for Lapland-
ers, carriers and dog teams in suflicient
numbers to ensure regularity of service.
The prlncl%il intermeaiate points on_ the
route are Dawson City and Forty Mile,
Canada, and Cirele City, Alaska.

The nadian Government has consented
to the establishment of necessary supply
stations on ‘her territory, and the Post-
master-General believes this arrangement
will gnarantee a regular mall service to
the people of that region.

YUKON RIVER TRADE.

Captain of the ‘‘Coloncel Jim’’ Inspects |
the Engines Beinz Bullt by the
Polsons.

Capt. John ‘B. Farris and T. C.
Wallace (Wallace & Fraser) of St
John, N. B., are at the Walker House
Capt. ¥arris is here inspecting the con-
struction ‘of the engines which ure
being supplied by the Polson Iron
Works for the steamer “Colonel Jim,”
now being bwmlt for the Stewart Yukcn
Pioneer Co., limited, of London, Eng-
land. The steamer is being constructed
at Vietoria. - She has .a 125 foot keel,
25 foot beam and will carry 100 tons
of cargo and 100 passengers. She is to
ply on the Yukon Ruver from S
Michael’'s to Dawson City. Capt. Faris
is to command the boat, and expects to
sail from Vancouver on -May 20. The
captain is one of the best known steam-
boat men in the Maritime Provinces. He
latterly has been commander of the
Storm King, well known to all tourists
in the Bay of Fundy. When leaving
St. John, the captain had a rousing
send-off, a string band acecompanying
him to the depot, where a large crowd of
citizens wished him bon voyage.

The company is also having constru st~
ed a yacht at the Polson lron Works
Co., to be used in connection with the
Yukon trade. The English Company
owns extensive timber limits in the Yu-
kon country. It is the intention of
Colonel Domville to go:to the Yukon
himself and superintend the company’s
affairs.

The gentleman in
yuestion, relying upon these representa-
tions, and having faith in the president,
advanced the $2400 to the company.
An Unwelcome Discovery.

Upon hearing of the difficulties which
'threatened the company, he investigated
|the details of his security. FKrom the
iregistry office he learned that the )ro-
iperty on which he held the mortgiage
{ belonged primarily to the company; that
it had been transferred to Gunn, pre-
sumably for $5400; that Gunn had made
‘a mortgage to the company on Oct. 13,
1896, for $2400; and on Oct. 14 he ve-
' conveyed the property back to the com-
{pary. The property is assessed to-day
ifor $1456, and it is doubtful whether
it is saleable at all.

The party who advanced the money
was given to understand that this par-
|ticular piece of property had been sold
|for $5400. As a matter of fact the
{property belonged to the company all

_ Sir Mackenzie expressed surprise to hear
a former Mimster of the Interior take the
position that, because the Indian popula-
tion, small as it might be, did noi make
claims for settlement. of their title rignts,
the (jovernment had the right to dispose
of the lands without consulting them. 'I'nis
sort of conduct might give Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier an opportunity of shouldering his mus-
ket and going to the Yukon, instead of the
Suskatchewan. He warned the Government
that responsibility for the trouble or blood-
shed wnich might arise from that cause
would rest upon them.

The Plea of Urgency.

Dealing with the plea of urgency made
by the Government, Sir McKenzie pointed
out that when he was Premler a
detachment of Mounted Police had
been sent to the Yukon to preserve law and
order among the miners tnere.

Lynn Canal, which route, they maintainea,
was preferred by business men to any other,
but that the Government did not listen to
1%em, because it had been decided to use
the Stikine/l'eslin route. The reasons the
Government advanced for insisting on the
Stikine-Teslin route were that the routes
by way of the Lynn Canal had their begin-
ning in what was claimed to be United
States terr.tory. Objections upon that
score could be urged with as much or more
force against the Stikine-Teslin route. He
quoted from correspondence between the
Governments of Canada and the United
States in 1876 on the question of the right
of Canada to navigate the Stikine River un-
der the treaty, to show that it was then
contended that while Canada had that
right, all Canadian trade was subject to
examination under regulation by the cus-
toms officers of the United States.

As to Duty at Wrangel.

Hon. David Mills: Your friends have con-
tended that Canadian goods would have to
pay duty at Wrangel.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell: Not at all. No one*
with a grain of common sense, after read-
in» the treaty, would dispute the right of
Canada. What was contended was that
the right of the United States to impose
regulations for the inspection of Canadian
trade might be used to impose serious de-
lays to Canadian trade going up the River
to Glenora. In his opinion there would be
less difficulty ian shipping goods over a
railway from the Lynn Canal than over the
proposed railway from Glenora. Ttewas all
nonsense to say that the United States
would refuse the banding privilege to Can-
ada. They might do that if they had no
tting to lose, but he was satisfied that even
if Congress was foolish enough to pass such
a law the President would not sanction if.

Inhuman - Bargains' Made by Aban-
doned Women to Excite Sympathy.

YVerdict Respecting thelChild Whe Dled in
the Infants’ Home—Jury Reecommends
That the Legislature Interfere With the
Trafc—One Baby Used in Cetrt Thirty

Times.

The death of William John Beresford,
which occurred at the Infants’ Home
on Monday, was caused through neglect
and careless treatment at the hands of
an incompetent person previous to the
date of the baby’s admission 1o the
Iome. Coroner Spencer's jury gaid so
lost night at No. 2 Police Station, and
the following rider was attached to the
verdiet: “We strongly recommend that
the Legislature take the matter up, and
enforce the law, so that low characters
should not be allowed to adopt, or traffic

in children.”

Elizabeth (’Hanley, or Carter, Y3
Chestnut-street, swore she adopted the
baby from a man whose name she did not
krow, but she had been well acquainted
with him for many  years. A young
woman was with him when he left the
ckild a day or so before Christmas. He
said he would call in three weeks and
pay for the child’s maintenance, but he
never came back. She got tired of the
boy and gave him to a dissolute char-
acter named Mary Kallon, who lived
with Italians on -Centre-avenue, from
whose custody the police demanded it.
Mrs. O'Hanley -admitted having lied)
very frequently to the authorities in
connection with the case.

Witness said she had adopted four
children in all, and had not received
any consideration for doing so. It -vas
all simply for love. Before coming to
the inquest last night she took a three-
week-old baby to Mrs. Beasley’s ma-
ternity home, 143 Adelaide-street west,
from which place she swore she adopt-
ed it when it was only two hours old.
Another child adopted by the woman
is Florence Marion Cavanagh, now in
the House of Providence. Mrs. O’Han-
ley kept this one for two and a half
years, but it became too bright, and the
Wwoman sent it away, as it learfed too
readily the profanity and obscenity that
were at times part of its surroundings.

Ottawa, March 29.—(Special.)—A deputa-
tion of Senators and members from Tor-
onto and district waitea upon the Govern-
or-General at his office to-day and present-
ed to His Excellency the address recently
adopted by the Toronto City Council. The
deputation consisted of Senators Allen,

Aikins, McKindsey, O’Donohce and Cox,
and Messrs, Clarke, Bertram, Maclean and
Wallace, M.P.'s, Mr. Osler telegraphed his
apologies for Jis absence thro sick-

ness.

Mr, Clarke sald he had been delegat:d
by Mayor Shaw, who was unavoidably ab-
sent, owlng to iliness, to present the ad-
dress to Their Excellencies on behalf of
the City Counecll. The presence of the
Senators and members from the district
was an evidence of how fully the views
contained in the resolution were endcrsed
by the representatives of the people. No
resolution passed by the Toronto City Coun-
cil more accurately reflected the views of
all citizens as to the benefits conferred
upon the city by the visit of Their Ex-
cellencies. He could promise Their Excel-
lencles another hearty and loyal welcome
if they should visit Toronto again.

Lord Aberdeen made a felleitous reply,
stating that the address was an encore, as
it were, of the kindly greetings tendered
them in Toronto.

8. “Special licenses for French and Ger-
man schools and examinations in English
and French, 'The examiners wii carry
on the examinations in the establisiiments
where the normal teaching Is given, and
three of the representatives of St. Bonlface
CoMege will form a part of the examina-
tion com: don,

4, The nomination for Catholic schools
of an inspector spéaking French and Eng-
lish, ana an assistant if necessary.

5. The Catholle inspector wiil confer with
the Archbishop-regarding books in read-
ing, history, geography and religious in-
structions to be employed In e Cath-
olle schools. .

6, The four Cathollec schools of Winni-
pog will all be leased by the school board,
and the teachers now employed therein
will be considered as forming the propor-
tiopate number to be employzd by virtue
of amendments of 1806, providing these
schools accept the official ection ‘made
by the Catholic inspectoft.

a strictly constitutional method of find-
ing out whether public opinion on the Gov-
ernment’'s Yukon policy is better repre-
sented by the Senate or by the House of
Commons, and that is by an appeal to
the country, The matter is an important
one for Canada.

1ad recelved 159,232 votes, in 1898 this had
increased to 215,644, or an increase of 56,-
412, In 1894 it did not appear that the
Reformers had the popular vote with them,
but in the recent campaign the popular
vote gave them 7000 over their opponents.
Another feature of the election was that
in 1894 there were 48 Liberals elected,
while at the recent election there were 51,
and yet at the last session the Government'’s
majority was Increased from 7 to between
18 and 80. The Government now started
with a majority of 8 and by next February
he felt sure it would be 10 or 14. He sald
this election 'had been the turning point
in Ontario affairs and that the Govern-
ment would Introduce a policy to develop
the northern portion of the province and
bring in settlers,

Franchise Bill Passed the Second Reading
After Belng Debated at Some
Length

Ottawa, March 29,—(Special.)—In the Rail-
way Committee to-day Mr. Blair made a
strong plea in favor of Mr, D. C. Corbin’s
Kettle River railway bill, a proposition
which will tap the trade of Canada, out
in the Boundary Creek distriet of British
Columbla, and .divert it into American
channels. So strong is the sentiment In
British Columbia against the bill that the
Provincial Legislature has filled a solemn

protest against it. However, Mr. Blair
supported the bill in a vigorous speech, tak-
ing exactly o![_)émslte ground to that which
he put forward last year in support of the
Crow’s Nest Pass rallway subsiay.

Blair’s Change ef Front.

When the House met in the afternoon
Mr, Davin brought up the matter. The,
following is a portion of tae extract read
by Mr, Davin from Mr. Blair's speech of
last session: 4

It does seem to be n serious questio
whether it is not the duty of Parliament
to lend every possible aid, without delay,
in order that we may come into possession
as soon as possible—the exclusiveBposses-
sion—of +this valuable territory. ecause
the committee must not lose sight of the
fact that this important section of the
country lies immediately adjacent to the
boundary of the United States, It is not
very far from an extensive trunk line of
railway. It will not take many miles of
raflway to be laid down in order to pene-
trate that Boundary Creek section. Now
that the people on the southern side of
the border are liable to do in respect of
that Boundary country what they have al-
most done in respect of the Kootenay dis
trict, they are liable, by building a section
of the railway Into that country, to get
possession of it, from a business and trade
point of view, and they are liable to di-
vert the trade away from our own coun-
try, from the east and from the coast, and
carry it to the south of the line.”

It was less than a year ago, namely, on
June 18, 1897, that the Minister of Rail-
ways laid down the foregoing policy in the
House. To-day he takes quite the opposite
view, and Mr. Davin, who professed to be
béwildered at this contradiction of state-
ments, asked the Minister to enligtg~n the
House upon the subject.

But Mr, Blair sat silent in his seat.

Several Enqgalries,

Several enquiries upon important topics
were directeda at the Ministry by the uUp-
positlon at the opening of the House.

Sir Charles Tupper enquiréd what .truth
there was in the statement that Mr. M. C.
Cameron, M.P., was to be appointed Lieu-
tenant-Governor of the Norihwest.

»1f it were well founded at ail,’”” was the
Premier's reply, “the matter would be made
otficial and, as it has not been made of-
ficial, it is not well founded.”

Mr. Foster observed that the statement
had been made in the Senate that a wagon
road by an all-Canadian route would be
made into the Yukon for the mounted police
and military, and he would like to know
what was the Government's policy in this
regard. :

Sir Wilfrid would state nothing further
than that it had been announced in the
House that the Government would ask Par-
liament for an appropriation for the survey
of the route from Observatory Inlet and
Glenora, or Telegraph Creek, on ‘the Sti-
kine River. He intimated, however, that
he could not maké any statement of the
Government's policy in the event of the
rejection of the Yukon Rallway Bill by the
Senate.

The Minister of Railways and Canals pro-
mised Mr. Quinn that the Welland and St.
Lawrence Canals shouid be opened for navi-
gation as soon as possible.

Franchise Bill Debate.

The debate on the bill to_abolish the
Franchise Act was resunied by Mr. Bourassa
(Lib., Labelle), who spoke strongly in favor
of the bill, after whom the speakers were
Messrs. Clancy, Casey, Rogers, Stenson and
Powell. The latter moved the following
amendment:

“That the bill be not now read a second
time, but that it be resolved that this
House, while desirous of reducing the ex-
pense of preparation of lists, as far as
may be practicable, considers that no sys-
tem of franchise would Dbe satisfactory
which does not preserve Federal control,
Hmh on the basis of suffrage and voters’

sts.’

The debate was continued by Messrs.
Martin, Britton, Hughes, McCleary, Hen-
derson, Glllles, Robertson, Davin, Moorz.
Legris. Chauvin and Flelding., At 1215,
the division was recorded and Mr. Powell’s
amendment defeated by 97 to 48.

The division was a strietly party one,
except that Mr, Poupore voted with the
(Goverfiment,

The bill was then read the second t'me,
The House adjourned at 12.35 o'clock,

MODERN DEFENSIVE WORKS.

Admirable Lecture on This Topilc Was
Given Before the Canadian Military
Institute Last Night.

Captain W. B, Leslle, R.E,, demonstrator
of fortifications at the Royal Military Col-
lege, Kingston, delivered an able lecture un-
der this caption in the Armourles last night.
He traced the evolution of defence-works
from the 14th century till the present day,
illustrating his remarks by means of plans

and diagrams, .

The chief essential of modern defence-
works is the placln(f of the artillery outside
of the redoubt, and giving it as much free-
dom as the artillery of the besiegers is
given. Hedges were recommended as ob-
stacles. The idea is to make the works as
near invisible as possible. He quoted ex-
tensively from Col. Clark, the ‘superinten-
dent of fortifications in Emngland.

The lecture was a .lucid and polished ex-
position of the latest ideas upon military
fortifications and tactics.

About 50 persons were present, among
others being Col. Delamere, Col. N. F. Pat-
terson, Col. Graveley, Major Forrester,
Captain MacDougall.

‘LOOKS LIKE WAR.

The situation regarding . the United
States and Spain is growing ecute. Mr,
Marsh, a jingo representative from Illi-
nois, has introduced 'a resolution .in
favor of an immediate declaration of
war, and if newspaper reports can be
relied on the feeling in the House of
Representatives is such that the resolu-
tion may carry. In that case it would
go to the Senate, where the war feeling
is said to be quite as pronounced as in
the Lower House. Should both Houses
pass the measure it could only be blo:k-
ed by the veto of the President, and it
is pretty safe to say that such an act
on the part of Mr., McKinley would
“cost him his job,” to put it in the
language of the day. The President
is without doubt pursuing a sensible
and statesmanlike course in holding the
jiLgoes in check and observing modera-
tion, but the will of the people seems
to be for war, and that will eannot long
be overridden. Nevertheless, it is dol-
lars to doughnuts that Canada’s pop ila-
tion would be rapidly increased if a de-
claration of war should ensue.

TORONTO THE PIVOT OF THE SYSTEW,

We believe that Mr. Hays is seriously
considering the advisability of transfer-
ring the headguarters of the Grand
Trunk Railway from Montreal to To-
ronto. The company’s offices are lo-
cated at Point St. Charles, which, al-
though within the city of Montreal is
shut off from the business centre of
the town. It is found necessary to
move the offices, and the question now
is whether they should be transferred
to a more central point in Montreal or
to the city of Toronto, If Mr. Hays
is not already convinced that Toronto
is ‘by far the better location for the
headquarters of the company, we be-
lieve he will be so convinced when le
learns what the people of Toronto have
to say on the subject and what they
are willing to do by way of inducement
to secure the headquarters of so intluen-
tial and big a concern. The reasons
which operated in favor of the selection
of Montreal originally as the headquur-
ters of the Grand Trunk no longer
prevail. At that time Montreal was
undoubtedly the more important centre,
but within the last twenty-five years
there has been a wonderful change in
the Grand Trunk system. Formerly
Toronto was merely a way station on
the through line between Port Hu-<on
and Montreal, Now it is the pivotal
point of several opetime independent
railways. Toronto is the clearing house
of the great railway system of Ontarie.
It is the hub at which converge the old
Great Western, the Northern, the Mid-
land, the Toronto, Grey and”Bruce and
the other lines which the Grand Trunk
has acquired from time to time. To-
ronto is the greatest railway centre in
Canada, as well as the most important
station on the Grand Trunk system. A

.few statistics which The World has

just secured will indicate the importance
of Toronto from a Grand Trunk point
of view. The total mileage operated
by the company is 4186 miles, of which
823 is in the United States, 793 in Que-
beec and 2570 in Ontario. If 've take
a point equidistant from Toronto and
Montreal we find that the mileage ‘vest
of this point is 3389 and east 797. To-
ronto is without doubt the hub of the
system. ;

The mileage tributary to the two centres
naturally indicates the relative import-
ance of Montreal and Toronto in regard
to the company’s freight and passengar
business, Last week the 'T'oronto
Freight Department handled 2590 cars
of local freight. The Toronto freight
for January, 1897, was 103,754 tons,
against 58,001 for Montreal during the
some period. Even during the season
of navigation the tonnage of Toronto
exceeds that of Montreal. In Septem-
ber, 1807, Montreal handled 96,000 tons,
against 105,000 handled in Toronto.
Toronto is much the busiest station of
the Grand Trunk’s system in Canada.
There are 300 men employed in the local
freight department alone. Ontario is
the territory in which the bulk of the
Grand Trunk’'s freight originates and to
which the bulk of it is consigned.

And the statistics in regard to the
passenger traffic are much more favor-
able to Toronto and Ontarie than those
relating to the freight depairtment.
Montreal’s passenger receipts are a great
deal less than those of Toronto, while
the aggregate for Ontario is many times
greater than the aggregate for Quebec.
When one compares the great network
of railway lines in Ontario with the
few straggling lines in Quebec %e can-
not understand why Montreal should
continue to be the headquarters of the
company. ‘Toronto on the map re-
sembles the heart of a system full of
arteries, while Montreal is merely its
pulse.

So much for the conditions as they ex-
ist to-day. In regard to the future the
Grand Trunk has much more togexpect
from Toronto and Ontario than from
Quebec,  Should Mr. Hays seriously
consider the proposal to remove the com-
pany’s offices to Toronto we can assire
him that this city will deal generously
in the matter of a site for the company’s
buildings, and he may rest sgtis!ied that
the citizens will be very favorably dispos-
ed towards the Grand Trunk in the James
Bay Railway project. Northern Ontavio
is awaiting development, Toronto de-
sires to see that country opened 1p. 'T'hdé
city is ready to go hand in hand with
the Grand Trunk in exploiting a terri-
tory which will afford profitable business

to all concerned.
By all means let the negotiations with

the Grand Trunk proceed. We see no
reason why they should not eventuate
fuvorably as far as both the Grand

Trunk and Toronto are concerned.

Another attempt was made yesterday in
the solution of the problem to obtain city
slreet car dccommodation to Deer Park,,
with the effect of defining the position of
the Township Council in the . matter, to
what might be almost considered a cer-
tainty.

MARKED DEGLINE IN WHEAT

Futures Sagged Yesterday from One
to Two Clear Points.

Chicago and Liverpool in Sympatby—
sinall Demands and Large Visible Sup-

= ply the Leading Ipfluences—American
and English Markets—Chicago Gonsip.

Tuesday Evening, March 29.

Wheat sagged heavily in Chicago to-day.
May score=d a loss of an even cent for tue
day, July 2 cents, -September 1%c and
December 3¢, Lack of demand from all
guarters, good weather reports, and the sc-
called artifictally high prices at which all
contract wheat is held, are alleged as the
chief causes for the decline. In Liverpool
wheat futures closed trom %d to 1d below
Monday’s final figures, Corn weakened on
both sides of the Atlantle.

The sailing of the Chicago grain fleet for
the east on Iriday will be the earliest
in 63 years. The total amount of gramn in
vesséls ready to start is: 12,100,000 bush-
els, including 1,603,000 bushels wheat, 8,-
254,000 bushels of corn, and 2,232,000 bush-
els oth. .

Total clearances to-day were 398,000 bush-
e;s of wheat and flour, and 727,330 bushels
of corn.

Bradstreet's estimates that within the
past week the visible supply of wheat, east
of thes Rockles, has decreased . 1,743,000
bushels, and that the quantity afloat has
decreased 700,000 bushels, This makes a
total decrease of 2,443,000 bushels, as com-
pared with a decrease of 1.951,000 bush-
