with the city. Said Mr. Maclean last
night : *“A city has pretty much the same
organization as has 8 bank or other big
institution; the bank makes money &nd
18 well run because it has business manage-
ment, earnest directors and faitbful offi-
cers. So it should be with a city; the
law is fafr emough (it ought to be better
in spots); what it needs is faithful govern-
ment and service by its Mayor, Council
and officials, great and small. To get
good government, to get value’tor the
city’s money, to make the monopoly com-
panies that have agreements with the eity
carry them out, that is wbat I'll try to
do.”

The Preliminary Announcement,
In angwer to the question, ‘“‘Are you out

for the Mayor's chair?’ Mr. Maclean made |

the following statement In the afternoon
papers of yesterday :

«Yes, I have made up my mind to pres-
ent myself to my fellow-citizens for the
otfice of mayor, provided, if elected, they
fake me with my membership of the
Commons at Ottawa. In my case the two
go close together. I believe in public own-
ership of great public franchises; and, hav-
ing staked@ my political future on that prin- |
ciple, 1 believe that en endorsement of It
by an Intelligent community like Toronto
will do more to make public men and poli-
tical parties respect it than anything else.

ONALLOWED POISON
JAS. MOODY MAY DI

Discovered in an Unconscious Condi-
tion About Midnight at
His Home.

James A. Moody, a carpenter, was ad-
mitted to the Emergency Hospital a little
before 2 o’clock . this morning suffering
from laudanum poisoning, and the physi-
clans an hour later stated that it was
impossible for the man to recover.

Moody was discovered shout midnight
by his wife lying omn the couch at his
home, 92 Lippincott-street, In_ an uncon-
scious state. Neighbors were sent
and an examination of the man's cloth-
ing revealed a 4-ounce bottle, which had
contained ludanum, and which was pur-
chased at Houston's drug store at 430
College-street. Everything pointed to the
man having swallowed the contents, and
Dr. Henderson, who biad been sent for,
after administering the antidotes to count-
eract the effects of the poison, had Moody
removed In the police ambulance to the
hospital. There the stomach pump was
brought into use and everything possible
done by the physicians to save the man's
life, but despite their best efforts at 3
o'clock he was gradually sinking.

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POLICY OF “DO0 TO OTHERS AS THEY DO TO YOU”

Waidshington, Dec. 24.—There is a large
number of thoughtful and well-informed
people In Great Britain who express the
serious belief that if radical changes do
not come about in the near future the
United Kingdom will be relegated to the
third position in the ranks of the world’s
trade and commerce.”

This statement is made by United States
Consul Boyle at Liverpool in his annval
report extracts, from which were made
public to-day by the State Department.
It is conceded, says Consul Boyle, that
in manufactures Great Britain within the
last few years has failed to meet the
competition of the United States and f‘jer-
many.

“KISS THE BOOK 1"

Dangers That Lurk in the Covers of
the Police Court Bible.
By C. BE. Macdonakl.

It is high time that the oath adminis-
tered to a person when making affidavit or
when glving evidemce in a court of justice
should be changed so as to do away With
;nhe necessity of kissing the Bible. This
fds not now required where a witness has

Pressiug the lps agajnst a Bible, or, to
speak more correctly, kissmg a book con-
taining the Four Gospels, whic¢n is the
strict legal form—as part of an oath in 2
judicial proceeding, is a relic of h:nnran(.tv
and superstition. 1t belongs to the days
when trial by combat,walking on the water
without sInking, appiying red-hot pincers
to the flesh without being burnt, and other
genseiess practices were used as a means
of testing the truthfulness of witnesses.

1t is now altogether unnecessary, re-
strains no ome from falsehood, influences
no one to utter the truth, and the won-
der is that it was not long ago abolished

But, besides its inefficacy as a sanction
of truth, it is a positive menace to health.
Tuberculosis, syphilis and other infectious
Aiscases may easily be cemmunicated by a
germ-emcrusted Bible that has ‘heen t'h\u*fm-
| ed and licked by hundreds of people. The
?dnngor from expectorating in street cars
| and in public places is mow recognized,
! papecially since the infectionsness of cdn
| snumption has beeome generally known,
| but in taking an oath according to the
prescribed form there lurks a far more
serious danger to heaith.

If any one desires proof of how dis-
gusting and dangerous the custom is let
|him attend a, session of the Police Counrt
and observe the witnesses who handle and
kiss the Bible. The faces and hands of
many of them show only too - plainly
{he marks of dirt and disease. But should
any witness, from motives of health or
cleanliness, hesitate about imprinting the
regulation smack on the Bible the Deputy
| Chief or other officlal, ignorantly regard-
fng the hesitancy as an attempt to trifle
with the oath, at once bawls out “Kiss
! that book,”” and the unfortunate witmess,
at the risk of contracting disease, is COmm-

peitedt to obey. .

Roards of Health thruout the Province
ghonil without delay denounce the cus
tom and press upom the government the
mecessity for a change. At the comang
session of the Tocal THouse a statue
should he passed making the mecessary
amendment to the oath in ail matters over
which the Province has jurisdiction. A
! corrresponding amendment would MHkewise
| he made at the next session of the Do-
| minion parliament fn matters within its
jurisdiction. Until the change be made, it
would be advisable for all persons in tak-
ing an oath to refrain from kissing the
Bible, if not from scruples of consciemce,
at least from a desire to avold the risk
of infection.

WAR NOT EXPECTED.

Gentleman From Argentina Tells
What the Trouble is About.

Montreal, Dec. 24.—“The Republic of Ar-

gentina will make a big fight against Chill,

if the worst comes to the worst and war|

is declared between the two conutriest I
do not anticipate any such contingency,
however, for the matter has now been re-
ferred to England for arbitration, and I
expect a peaceful solution.” Thus Mr. J.
B. Rivira a gentleman from the Argentine
Republic, today discussed the possibility
of a struggle between these two South Am-
erican republics.

‘“The matter in dispute between these
two coumtries affects the boundary line,
concerning which there has always been
a difference of opinion,” said Mr. Rivira,
“It iz generally supposed that Chili would
stand a 'much better chance of victory in
such a conflict. This, however, is an en-
tirely errompous opinion.  The Republic of
Avgentina has a well-drilled army of ten

thousand men. and will make a gallant,

siruggle against Chili.

“If war occurs, I anticipate that the
strvggle will be a naval one, altho, if an
fuvasion takes place, it will be thru the
Amdes. It is also thought by many that
Chili’s naval power is superior to that of
Argentina. This I wenld not, for a mo-
ment, concede, as I know that the Re
puble in which I live has its warships
in good fighting trim.”

A Reminiscence of Dear Old Charles
Lamb.,

Charles Lamb is the best beloved of the
English essayists. The fame of the gen-
tle Elia continues as great to-day as when
he was contributing his whimsical master-

1820 and 1830. His essays have, to use
their author's own words, joined the class
of ‘“perpetually self-productive volumes,
great nature’s stereotypes.” The work
upon them is o delicate, so conscientious,
so elaborate, and their atmosphere is so
genial and fine-spirited tbat they make
lifelong friends of all who read them.

Graceful lightness amd subtle artistic
charm are the chief qualities of Lamb's
literary style. He was the centre of uhe
greatest group of English essayists that
ever lent brilliancy to an epoch. Every-
body has some favorite among the essays
of Elia, but perhaps his “Dissertation on
Roast Pig” is the most famous. It tells
how the armt of boiling or roasting was
digcovered by the accidental burning of a
Chinese hut in which a litter of pigs were
burned, and the boy whose carelessness
had caused the accident was the first dis-
coverer of the delights of roast pig.
Lamb’s narrative comtinues:

While Bo-Bo was ithinking what he
should say to his father, and wringing
his hands over the smoking remnants of
one of those untimely sufferers, an odor
assailed his nostrils unlike any scent
which he had before experienced. What
could it proceed from? Not from the burnt
cottage—he had smelt that before—indeed,
this was by no means the first accident
of the kind which had occurred thru the
negligence of this unlucky firebrand. Much
less did it resemble that of any known
herb, weed or flower. A premonitory
moistening at the e fime overflowed
his nether lip. He k not what to think.
He next stooped down to feel the pig, If
therey were any signs of life in it. He
burnt his fingers, and to cool them he ap-
plied them in his booby fashion to his
mouth. Some of the crumbs of the scorch-
ed 'skin bad come away with his fingers,
world’s life, indeed, for before no man
Again
he felt and fumbled at the pig. It did not
burn him so much now; still he licked his
fingers from a sort of habit. The truth at
length broke finto bis slow understanding
that it was the pig that smelt so. and the
pig that tasted so delicious; and, surren-
dering himself to the new-born pleasure,
he fell to tearing up whole handfuls of the
scorched skin with the flesly next it, and
was cramming it down his throat in his
beastly fashion when his sire entered amid
the smoking rafters, armed with a retri-
butory cudgel, and, finding how affairs
stood, began to rain blows upon the young
rogue’s shoulders as thick as badlstones,
which Bo-bo heeded not any more than if
they had been flies.

Farmers all over the country are'
complaining of the loss they suffer
thru the slaughter of live stock by
railway trains. The railways, it is
claimed, do not maintain satisfactory |
cattle-guards, and hundreds of cattle, '
horses, sheep and pigs are annually
destroyed by reason of this neglect.
A correspondent sends us the damage |

where he lives for the present year. |
It applies to a single station on the !
C.P.R. west of Lake Nipissing. Dur- !
ing the year there were 18 cattle
killed, averaging $25 each in value,
or $450 in all; 3 cattle injured, dam-
age $30; 2 horses killed, damage $275;
1 pig killed, $10. The total loss is
$765. This may be an exceptionally
large item for one locality, but the dam-
age is considerable in every township
of the province. Another question
that is coming prominently to the
front is the growing tendency on the
part of the legislature and parliament
to make the municipalities pay the
cost of providing gates at railway
crossings.

True, ¢&he
United States looked like substantiating
the Cobidenite prediction, for in the very
year of English corn law repeal an act of
partia] free trade, intended to be a haif-
way house upon the road to perfection,
vas passed in the United States. And the
Laby American industries of that day weic
swiftly crushed in consequence beneath
the dominant industrial power which cen-
turies of protection had built up in Eng-
jand. At once the national debt and iwn-
ports began to increase, and the native
manufactures were checked. By the mid
dle of the fifties America was reduced 10
the bankrupt and starving condition whici
provided Horace Greely’s pen with food
for his most bitter eloquence. For a little
while the madness which was swamping
the patriotism and cemmon sense of Eng-
lishmen continued to submerge the native
acuteness of Americans, and for a remedy
of their parlous state a new tariff was
passed in 1857, reaching still farther in
the direction of free trade. The hearts of
the Cobdeuites in Engiland must indeed
pave rejoiced at this prompt fuifilment of
their prophecy, niore especially since, con-

According to the custom house officers,
the incident occurred about two months
ago, and, as a result of the visit, Mr.
Schwab paid $1250 in dutles on the dia-
monds, which were cut, but came into the
country unset, thefr foreign value being
$12,500. Mr. Sehwab read’ly admitted that
he was the possessor of the gems, but
eaid that he had not imported them. The
customs officers said to-day that the in-
formation that the diamonds had been im-
ported came from one of the special Trea-
sury agents stationed abroad.

It 4id not become clear whether Mr.
Schwab had ordered them abroad or had
bought them on their arrival here. On
his payment of the duty the gems were
returned to him. They are described as
three blue diamonds, cut, one marquise
sghape, one pear shape and ome egg shape.

MURDERS OF NATIVES.

War Office I a Stat t Giv-
ing Full Details in Each Case.
London, Dee. 24.—On official War Office
paper has been issued containing Lord
Kitchener's report specifying several cases

of the shooting of natives by Boers.

Full details are given in each instance,
and the evidence is thoroly conclusive. Be-
sides the ecight cases reponted,. {nvolving
the shvoting of thirty-three natives, in
which the killing of about fifty-five na-
tives iz involved, in which the full state-
ments have not yet been recelved.

Here are three typical cases :

Case at Sandspruit.

On the night of Oct. 1, 1901, about
11.30 p.m., a party of Boers surrounded
a native house at Dassie Klip, near Sand-
spruit, and killed four natives in or about
the house. The party consisted of twenty-
four, under the following leaders : Dirk
Badenhirst of Dassie Klip; Cornelius Eras-
mus of Streepfontein, and . Van der
Merwe of Rooi Draai.
The witnesses in this case are aill na-
tives residing at Dassie Klip, who knew
the assailants well. In one case, a native
called Karle was endeavoring to escape
over a wall, but was wounded In the
thigh. On seeing he was not dead, Stoffel
Visagie of Skuilhock drew a revolver and
shot him thiu the head.
The charge against these natives appears
to have been that they had harbored
British scouts,

Cu/of John Makranm.
John Makran and Alfius Rampa (the wit-
ness) are unarmed natives living near
Warmbaith, north of Pretoria. On the
evening of Sept. 17, 1901, Andries Van der
Walt and a party of Boers swrounded
Makran's house; Van der Walt told the
boy to come out, and when he did so
two men seized him; while two men held
Makran’'s hands up, Van der Walt stood
five yards behind him and shot him thru
the head witi a Mauser rifle.
When the boy fell he shot him again
thiu the heart, and then with a knife
cut ‘a deep gash across his forehead. Both
these boys formerly worked for Van der
Walt.

Case of Eight Boys.

On or about July 17, 1901, eight Kaffir
boys, between the ages of twelve and four-
teen, went out from Uitkijk, near Fden-
burg, to get oranges. None were armed.
Boers opened fire, shot ome, captured six;
one escaped, and is now with Major Da-
mant.

Corporal Willett, Damant’'s Horse, after
wards saw boys bodies’ near the farm,but so
disfigured that they could not be recog-
nized. Some Kaffirs were then sent out
from Edenburg and recognized them.

One hoy is supposed to have been spared
by Boers, body not found. Lieutenant
Kentish, Royal Irish Fusiliers, saw bodies,
and shbstantially confirms murder, and
states Boers were under Field-Cornet Du-
toit.

WISE CANADIAN HORSES.

The Beginning of a Possibly New
Breed—An Equine ,Blondin.

Knowlton, Que., Dec. 24.—To most people
it would seem to be impossible that the
horse, by nature a denizen of a warm or at
least a temperate country, could thrive in

a wild state amid the rigors of a Cana-
dian climate. That this is possible is
shown by a recent incident.

A brace of moose hunters, who were
camping out in the woods a few mghts
ago, in the extreme north of Pontiac
County, thought they saw a white moose
feeding in the scrub near by. Some secl-
entific and painful stalking was done and
Just as the rifles were being levelled at the
game it saved itg life, and startled the
hunters by giving utterance to & decidedly
equine neighing. -

It was then joined .by a second dark-
colored horse from the shadow of the
woods, and this one also proceeded to
browse upon the twigs and orunches. As
soon as the men showed themselves, *he
pair dashed back into the woods and dis-
appeared.

The next day they narrated thelr expe-
rlence to-a band of shanty men and found
that three or four of them had aiso seen
the pair of horses running wild in the
woods. At times the pair were accom-
panied by a big, red mare and a young
foal.

The mare was recognized as one aban-
doned in the woods two years ago. The
two horses are supposed to be the team of
a lumber who was drowned.

These animalls have managed to subsist
upon the beaver meadows in sumper, and
by browsing on twigs in winter for several
years. Who knows but that there is a
nucleus here for the raising of a drove
of hardy tho perhaps stunted wild horses
such as are found on the Welsh moun-
tains or in the cold and barrem Shetland
and Orkney Islands to the north of Scot-
land?

The wonderful sagacity of horses often
avalls to prevent accidents In those north-
ern wilds in the early winter. For in-
stance, the writer once started to drive
down Bark Lake on new ice at night fall.
After ten hours’ travel the horse, a very
speedy Norman thorobred, came to a dead
stop, and refused to go forward.
