SERIOUS N STOCKHOLM
EIERYBODY 15 ARMED

General Labor Strike Spreads
Slowly—Shortage of Foed Ex-
pected to Cause Rioting

STOCKHOLM, Aug. 4.-—The Ilabor
conflict in Sweden showed signs to-
daey of becoming more acut: and the

ranks of the strikers were considerably
swelled. But the general strike called
for to-day has not yet become entirely
effective Many organizations, altho
sympathizing with the strikers, hesi-
tate to join them actively.

The employes of the street car lines
and the cah drivers stopped work.
Tyoops are protecting the gas works
and the eleciric Nghting plant, and
this step has incensed the workmea,
whose leaders threaten to call a strike
unless the soldiers are withdrawn. The
printers’ union held a meeting to-day,
but resolved to postpone for the pre-
gent any decision in the matter of go-
ing on strike.

A corps of workmen, gome thor-
sand strong, i# being organized with
the object of maintaining order ani
the people generally, bankers, mer-
chants, etc., are arming themselves
for self-protection. The gun shops
of the ecity are practically denuded of
revolvers and small arms,

All the tourists have left Stockholm,
end the number of wvisitors now in
the city is smaller than for many ycars
past,

Dynamite Missing.

Altho the railroad men have not de-
cided to strike, the government |s
taking the precaution to guard the
tracks with troops, fearing attemps
to blow up bridges or injure the per-
manent way. Quantities of dynamite
are reported to have mysteriously dis-
appeared recently from the govern-
ment stores.

The leaders of the strikers 'claim
that the end of the week will gsee o
notable spréad of the movement; that
the rallroad, postal, telegraph and tele-
phone employes and the printers will
b ythat time have joined.

This afternoon guards were pgsted
in the market places and the railroad
stations. All milk suppllies have been
cut off and thousands of babies are
sutfering from lack of nourishment and
change from cows milk to canned milk.

‘The streets of Stockholm present a
curious appearance. They are filled
with idlers who promenade back and
forth, noting the changed conditions
and chaffing the volunteer gtreet clean-
ers, many of whom belong to the
better classes. All the saloons are clos-
ed to-day, and only the best restaur-
ants are permitted to remain open,
end, even then it is possible Lo get
wine only by ordering a solid meal,

Shortage of Food Imminent.

All the ferries have stopped running,
and there is little communication be-
tween Stockholm and the suburbs
reached by water routes, This facl
will result in a further diminution of
fond supplies, Trouhle s expected
when stocks of foods hegin to m™un
low.

SPAN NOT YET
INLAST THADES

Internal  Conpditions Are De-
clared to Be Far From
as Serious as Have
Been Reported.

NEW YORK, Aug. 4—The Herald
to-day has the following cable from
Madrid, delayed in transmission since
Monday:

Madrid is as quiet as a village
churchyard at midnight. To a new ar-
rival like myself, the difference 'be-
tween the Spanish situation as it really
is and the Spanish situation as de-
gcribed in the foreign jress is so great
as to be positively bewildering.

Perfect order prevalls, not only here
ki, thruout the country, evem in Bar-
celona, Instead of the general strike
which sensational reports in English
newspapers predicted for to-day In
Madrid, business is going on just as
usual. Tramways are running, the
shops are all open and there is as much
animation and actlvity in the streets
as possible in such tropical heat,

Trustworthy reports which I have
seen show that not only has order
again been completely restored, but
also that the sensational detafls given
to the English press were either gross
exaggerations or wilful perversions of
the truth. Even the government cannot
vet draw up an exact balance sheet
of - the casualties at Barcelona, so the
figures as to the killed and wounded
given by foreign correspondents should
be regarded as absolutely imaginary.

Speaking on this very point this
morning, one of the most prominent
leaders of public opinfon In Madrid, &
trueted adviser of the king and an In-
timate friend of the prime minister,
sald to me: “There is a vast amount of
sentimental pity belng wasted abroad
on account of those killed In Barce-
lona. The only persons deserving pity
are the unfortunate soldiers who have
been killed while trying to maintain
and restore order.

““To speak of the outbreak at Bar-
celona as a popular movement is a rank
anhsurdity. It is nothing less than
an attempt by professional internation-
al anarchists to destroy the existing
basis of soclety—in fact, to destroy
all that clvillization has accomplished.
The Catalans, as a body, did not move.
Had they done so the outbreak would
not have been circumscribed, as it was,
to Barcelona and its vieinity.

‘“This anarchistic demonstration
would never have been made had not
the garrison at Barcelona been great-
1y weakened by the despatch of troops
to Melilla. * ‘but it never attained such
alarming proportions as to justify the
lurid reports and the even more lurid
headlines that appeared in the foreign
press.”

Reports of gatherings before the pal-
ace with Iimmense crowds vyelling
“Down with the war!"”’ are pure inven-
tions, :

The same must be sald of the con-
temptible rumors of the unpopularity
of King Alfonso. Everyone speaks! of
him with pride, confidence and affe>-
ticn. His visits to the troops leaving
for the war have been made occasions
for outbursts of genuine enthusiasm.
He strolls about the streets of Madrid
with almost disconcerting democratic
freedom and Is saluted everywhere
with a frank cordiality that testifies
eloquently to the/ admiration and loy-
alty of his people.

THE RECHABITES IN CANABA

English Friendly Soclety is Contem-
plating an Invasion.

LONDON, Aug. 4—At the Mennial
conference of the Independent Order
of Rechabites, complaint was made of
the neglect of directors to maintain a
touch with members in Canada, and
support thelr efforts. The president
sald the difficulty was that when mem-
bers went to Canada, they rarely heard
anything more of them. The directors
were prepared to advance, the money
necessary to launch a forward move-
ment in Canada, but the unsettled state
of the law. regarding friendly societies
was a serious obstacle, There is a great
opportunity in Canada, and he be-
lieved that if they stuck to their guns
they would place the order ahead
any simlilar organization in the Domin-
fon in a very few years,

Brother Gordon, who was visiting
Toronto, reported there was a glorious
field there for the order when the pow-
ers that be condescended to allow It.

from the asylum at Matteawan.

Dr. Carlos 'F. MacDonald was the
last alienist called by the state.

“Assuming,” sald Mr., Morschauser,
“that it is true that White.and a crowd
of degenerates kept the two places de-
scribed by Thaw’s wife for purposes
of immoral practices, would that justi-
fy Thaw in adhering to his beHef?"”

“It isn't true,” broke Iin Jerome,
“there I8 no such evidence.” -

“1 have the evidence,” sald Mr, Mors-
chauser, calmly, “and I will introduce
it later.” .

John B. Gleason, Thaw's original
legal adviser, after the shooting of
Stanford White, came-to Thaw's aid
this~afternoon and cleared up a few
old mysteries, sweeping away some of
Thaw's apparent vagaries on which
Mr. Jerome has dwelt so persistently.

‘Mr, Gleason’s most advantageous
statement, from the prisoner's stand-
point, concerned the  dropping. of the
law firm of Black, Gruber, Olcott and
Bonynge, and of L. L. Delafield, and
the engagement of Delphin M. Delmas,
as chief counsel for Thaw. This had
been done at his (Gleason’s) orders,
he sald, and not by Thaw.

Thru Mr. Gleason, Thaw's lawyer
hopes to show that Thaw’'s attitude
towards Stanford White was not due
to delusions, as the state contends,
but was prompted by what Thaw knew
of White’'s practices. Mr. Gleason has
about 50 letters which he received from
Thaw, and they may prove one of the
sensations of the hearing to-morrow
if read. Mr. Morschauser tried to
prove the charges against White to-day
by reading parts of Evelyn Thaw's tes-
timony at the trials, Thaw's letters to
Gleason bear upon this, it 1Is
thought.

*Trying to clear Thaw of another de-
lusion, Mr, Gleason presented a report
of detectives regarding an alleged at-
tempt on_Thaw’s life on the night of
December 24, 1803. The wording of
this document was not made public,
but it *was introduced to counteract
the state’s contentions that Thaw had
delusions concerning the “Monk"” East-

man gang, which he believed had been |

engaged by his enemles to beat and
perhaps kill' him, and that )after
White's death the architect’'s friends
entered into a conspiracy to “railroad
his slayer to Matteawan.”

public executions, for in the past they
were accompanied by scandalous sceneg
of revelry. ’ s

Despite this sentlment, parliament
refused to abolish the death penalty in
France, and in view of the revoliing
erime of the man executed this morn-
ing, President Fallieres refused to
commute his sentence to life imprison-
ment. The victim was one Duchemir,
aged 23, a butcher, In 1908 he stabbed
his mother, and this not resulting in
her death quick enough he finished her
thy strangulation. The motive for the
crime was robbery. ’

The crowds were unable to get with-
in two blocks of the guillotine, which
was erected beneath the trees beside
the prison wall, There were some jeers
as the closed wagon ' containing the
condemned man Jeft the prison yard by
a slde street and then drove up the
boulevard 200 yards to the guillotine.
The ,only spectators of the execution
were a number of authonities and a
large crowd of journalists;

As the trembling wretch stepped out
of the wagon, following a priest who
was holding a crucifix before him, it
was seen that, according to the law
dealing with parricides, he was bare-
footed and his head covered with a
transparent black velling, while a cape
of crude material but half concealed his
naked chest.

The venerable clergyman, who had
held the highest position in the gift of
the Presbyterian Church in Canada

He was then
in the best of spirits, and visiting the
church offices at the Confederation Life
Building. In speaking of his health
at that time he said that the hot wea-
ther was affecting him, but despite his
82 years he hoped to be greatly benefft-
,ed by a trip to. the sea shore. Before
i he could complete his arrangements for
", the projected trip he was taken seri-
ously ilL
Distinguished Career.

The late ex-principal of Knox College
had a distingulshed career both as a
| minister of the Presbyterian Church
and as an educationist. He was a na-
tive born Canadian, the town of Tor-
bolton, Carleton County, claiming from
as its most Illustrious son. He was
born on Jan. 26, 1828, His parents,
David and Elizabeth Macl.aren, were
natives of Perthshire, Scotland. He
was the fifth son.

At the Ottawa Grammar School and
Toronto Academy, Willlam MacLaren
gave early promise of distinction in the
sphere of léarning, and availed him-
self of the opportunity to take a theo-
logical and arts course. He was or-
dained to-the Presbyterian Ministry in
1853, and inducted minister of the Pres-
byterian Church at Amherstburg, Ont.,
where he remained for four years. The

REV. DR. WM. MACLAREN.
Ex-Principal of Knox College, Who
Died on Wednesday Morning.

widely recognized by the people iIn
Canada and the United States, and in
1857 he was induced to accept the pas-
torate of Knox Church, Boston, Mass,
since known as Columbus-avenue Pres-
byterian Church. An invitation from
the Belleville, Ont.. Presbyterian
Church to the pastorate there led to
his return to Ontario, and he remain-
ed at Belleville for 11 years,

Comes to Knox College.

/In 1870, Presbyterian Church, Ottawa
\'Eh-miejed in securing him" as pastor,
and he ministered/there until his com-
ing to Toronto as;a member of the
faculty of Knox) College in the year
1873. During tﬁese three years he
lectured in apolefetics in' the Mont-
real Presbyterian College.

For the past 36 years he has been
closely identified with Knox College,
and on the demise of the late Principal
Caven in December, 1904, became act-
ing principal and chalrman of the sen-
ate of the college, which position he
held with great' acceptancé until the
appointment of Rev. Alfred Gandier,
as principal in November, 1908.
During these four years he was also
ex-officio & member of the Univer-
sity Senate.
His professional chair at Knox Col-
lege was that of systematic theology,
his best energies being devoted to a
course of lectures on the gosvels and
the life of Christ. He received the de-
gree of D.D, from Queen’'s College,
Kingston in 1883, and of LAL.D. from
Toronto Unlversity in 1906.
Rev. Dr. MacLaren was a picturesque
figure, and active member of the Pres-
byterian, General Assembly., He was
for 16 years convener of its foreign mis-
slon committee. In 1884 he was elected
moderator of the General Assembly of
Canada.
He was closely identified with the
work ‘of the Ewart Missionary Train-
ing Home on Charles-street. He held
the position of chairman of the board
ever since the founding of the institu-
tion 12 years ago.
He was a member of the congrega~
tion of the Bloor-street Presbyterian
Church, and only last month assisted
the pastor, Rev. Dr. Wallace, at the
communion service,

Clung to Old Faith,

In theology the late Dr, MacLaren
was of the frankly conservative type,
with a firm grasp of the fundamentals
of reformation principles, according to
the tenets of Geneva, to the elucidation
of which he brought much penetrative
insight and the resources of a broad
and tolerant scholarship. Without any
wavering from positions which he be-
lieved were bound up with the fun-

TORONTO'S RAPID GROWTH

Building Permits -Issued This Year

Greatly on the Increase.

Bullding operations this year is one
of the strongest evidences of Toronto's
growth. There have been more in the

first seven months~this year than for
any previous corresponding eperiod.

Permits for erection of bulldings to
the value of $10,683,480 have been is-
sued by the city architect’s department,
which is $444,150 more than same period
of 1907, the record year.

The number of permits for the seven
months this year was 2,952 or 685 more
than the corresponding period last
year. There were 4,247 new
this year or 1,126 more than up to the
end of July last year.

The value of the building permits
issued last month was $1,754,105, and in
July 1908, $1,221,000. Between July 27
and July 31st this year, permits were
issued for buildings to cost $176,000, in-
cluding the Cummings-Lurhsden es-
tate office bulldings on Yonge-street
to cost $150,000.

NORTH TORONTO, Aug. 4.—(Epe-
cfal.)—~Among the improvements that
will be carried out in North Toronto
this summer and which were put thru
the council last night is a water main
on Roehampton-avenue, and concrete

- sidewalks on Soudan-avenue, Eglinton-
avenue and Algoina-crescent,

From the report presented to the
town council by Chalrman Burnaby,
anent the general condition of the
Metropolitan Rallway last night, there
is° little hope that the company have
any intention of materialiy improving
the roadbed in the immediate future.
Some suggestion relative to a new
belt line was however thrown out by
Manager Moore.

Councillor Wm. Parke’s condition,
while not ag favorable as hs friendy
could desire;, is such as to give good
ground for hope,

Metropolitan History.

Discussing the early history of the
Metropolitan Railway and the charges
imposed for travel in the north end a
prominent citizen sald to-night: ;

‘““After the Met:)pom lR&Ilr::r,d
Compa be their rly car -
vice n&’ﬁ th:\a;ty limits to the Eglin-
ton Methodist Church on Yonge-street,
they quickly learned that the residents
in the district served were in ro wise
dependent upon the acéommordation
given by the mnewly-created venture,
possessing as they did their own con-
veyances, while only a small propor-
tion worked in the city.

“The develcp.mants which took place
the next three years were of histori-
cal importance. Some of the directors
of) the railway company, who were
large landed proprietors #n their ef-
forts to popularize the district and
create business for thelr railroad, con-
#tructed a grand stand and race track
at Glen Grove. A toboggan slide was
built on their Moore Park estate and
they agitated for the eicction of the
district into. an incorporated town.

‘“The race track and toboggan slide
were mot successful, but as a boom
was in progress in the City of Toronto
it naturally grew out to the districts
served by the leading county roads.
Yonge-street, with its street: railroad,
proved attractive, but the available
transportation facliities were inade-
quate and necessity called for relief.
The' Metropolitan Street Railway re-
sponded by interesting themselves in
the instaliation of electric power,

Cross at Glen Grove.

“John T. Moore and others respond-
©d by promoting the belt line railway,
which was planned to cross Yonge-
street at Glen Grove. These projects
Jnduced many Toronto people to Invest
their money in North Toronto pro-
perty.

“The rallway combany secured from
the county the right to usa electri
power June 28, 1889. North Toronto
was incorporated in 1889, and the resi-
dents of the district north of Glen-
road were, after being led to helleve
that upon consenting to allow thelr
property to come into the corporate
lIimits of the town they would bhe serv-
ed by the Metropolitan BStreet Rail-
road, induced to petitfon the county
council to grant the railroad company
an extension of their franchise,
railway company extended their tracks
and rewarded the district with a poor
service and a black eye, by charging
an extra two cent fare from the Metho-
dist Church to the northern limits of
the town ,a thing wholly unexpected.”

Apart entirely from the legal aspect
¢f the case there is a general feeling
@around town that the action of Coun-
cillors Burnaby and Irwin in seeking
to advance the sewer bylaw was well
timed and proper. Rcgret is expressed
that Mayor Brown and Oouncillors
Murphy and Grice have npot.

“Every lot but four on Glen Grove-
avenue is sold, and two of these are
under option for 24 hours,” said Nicho-
las Garland to The World to-night.
All the properties have been sold, not
to mpeculators, but bonafide home-
seekers, men who will put up houses
ranging in value from $5000 to $8000.
Evén this fall some seven or eight of
these residences will be begun and
completed. !
