U, S, Interstate Commerce Com-
mission Declare It Unreasonable

WASHINGTON, April 10.—~The in-
terstatecommerce commission in 2
‘decieion made public to-day, holds it
to be “unjust and unreasonable” for
the Pullman Company to charge
equally for the upper and lower berths
in its sleeping cars. Differential
charges are ordered in several In-

stances, and Pullman rates from Chi-
cago to the Pacific are ordered re-
duped. ;

- While this ruling of the commission
-orders reductibns’ in retes ‘whiclh were
gpecifically and formally complained -
“of, it 18 recognized as the opening
wedge for the readjustment of sleép-
ing car rates wherever they exceed
| the average, which the commission has
found to be just and reasonable in
these instances.

The Pullman Company, it is stated,
| will carry the decision.to the courts.

A short night's journey, the commis-
sion holds, should not carry a rate.of
more than $1.50 for a lower berth, and
$1.10 for an upper. ' Several reductions
affecting the west are made.

The record shows that the commis-
sion's Investigation of the sleeping car
company’s contracts, geéneral system
of charging and earnings; revealed an-
nual dividends of mearly - $60,000,000
from 1899 to 1908 Inclusive.

The investigation showed that the
‘amount carried to surplus anmnually
did not fall far short of the annual
dividends of 8 per cent., that in
1908, a cash dividend of $7,200,000 was
pald out of accumulated surplus; in
1899, a special stock dividend of 50 per
cent., amounting to $18,000,000 was de-
clared, and in 1907, another of 36 per
cent,, amounting to $26,015,256. |

A FREE- LIBRARY.

Since Mr. Locke became Toronto's
c¢hief librarian several valuable im-
provements have been effected in con-
“neection with the organization and op-
eration of the public library. The lat-
ost of these is the “paseing by the
iibrary board of a bylaw amendment
whieh will pérmit every resident whose
name appears in the current directory
to borrow books without as heretofore
either " being personally a ratepayer
or procuring the guarantee of a‘ pro-
perty owner.

The working man or woman is
not {n the habit in Toronto of taking
short rides or going a block on the
treet car. The labor element of the
population resides tor the most part
in the outskirts, or as near the city
limits as it is convenient to go. Hun-
dreds of men cross the city dally go-
ing to and from their work. Instead
of a five cent or three cent fare Mr.
Farquhar's plan would be to charge
these men according to the distance
they ride, probably up to ten cents a
ride, while the down-town business
man and the lady shopper would get
a two cent ride from King to Qu‘een-
streets,

No one will deny-that af under-
standing between Japan and Ruseia, in
those days, would. have rendered.in-
evitable and immediate tha partulon of
China.
Why Mllanct Was Renewed. .

“The alllance waé renewed largely
on account of our fear of Germany,
We vainly imagined that the far east-
ern question was settled for some
years and thar we could concentrate
our diplomatic strategy in  Burope
and our flegt in home Wwaters. The
problems of the far east to-day, how-
ever, are, {f apything, more . acute—
certainly they are more. complicated.
and far reaching—than ' those with

which we were called upon to grapple

béfore the Russo-Japanese war, and
there is danger that, with onr atten-
tion almost wholly riveted upon Ger-
many, we may find an international
conflagration starting in an unsuspect-
ed guarter of distant China.” .

Mr. Lawten makes an interesting
survey of the Japanese 'and Russian
poliey in Manchuria, designed fo de-
monstrate that Japan, to. all intents
and purposes, has slammed the “‘opén
door” in the face of the world, and
that Bussfa, far from being disheart-
ened by lier defeat in the late! war;
has determined upon a forward policy
in the far east.

Aggression in Manchuria.

“I1t soon dawned upon both coun-
tries,” the article concludes, “that so
long as they would agree upon gimilar
policies—thé one in the north and the
other in the south of Manchuria—the
powers would not deem it expedient to
raise objections to any viplation of
the prineiple of equal ‘oppertunity.
There was no formal understanding
in the subject. Nevertheless, there is
reason ta belleve that when Prince
Ito visited Harhin, where lie met his
death at the hand of a Korean assas-
sin, he was charged with a mission

having for its object the conclusion of !
a definite agreement withh Russia in |

regard to Manchuria. :

“At the present time, each power is
seeking to justify
adroit referénce to the example set by
the other, The result has been to cre-
ate a situation far more damaging to |
the interests of the rest of the world
than were. any conditions .that pre-
vailed before the war.

premier's speech to his conltltueml
by smashing windows and lhootln‘
off revolvers.

Premiers Briand's address pleaded
for moderation and peace, urging the
attainment of soclai reforms by pa-
cific and gradual methods. '

“The republie,” he sald, “owes to all
equal- justice .and liberty. She can-
rot make herself a persecutor without
failing in essential principles.”

At this point the premier's words
were drowned by the cresh of a shows
er of. bricks thru the windows a
the cracking of revolvers. The speak-
er continued, however, and detajled the
work of social reform which had been
accomplished by the outgoing MM-
ment. He outlined the government's
program, in which electoral reform
occupied a prominent place.

Hemogenous Representation.

The prominence of
petty local intérests had nulliffed the
tinancial efforts of the nation.
