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LAWS AND REGULATIONS

OF THE -

MONTREAL AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY,

I. The Society shall be denominated THE MONTREAL AUXILIARY
: BIBLE SOCIETY, the object of which shall be to co-operate with the Britisu
AND Forelan BisLe Society, in promoting the distribution of the Holy Scriptures
both at home and abroad.
II. Conformably to the principles of the Parent Institution, the Bibles and
Testaments circulated by this Society shall be without note or comment.

IfI. All persons subscribing two dollars or upwards, per annum, shall be
members of this Society ; or forty dollars at one time, shall be members for life.

, IV. The business of this Society shall be conducted by a President, Vice-

Presidents, Treasurer, two Secretaries, and a Committee consisting of not less

o than twenty members, with power to add to their number; five members of this

i Committee shall form a quorum.

V. No lay member of the Society shall be eligible as a member of the Com-

f mittee unless he be & Life-member, or pay an annual subscription of at least four

‘ dollars.

VI. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as shall
have rendered essential services to the Society as Honorary Governors for life.

VII. The Committee shall meet once every month, or oftener, on some day
to be fixed by themselves.

VIII. The whole of the Subscriptions and Donations received by this Society
and not required for its own operations, shall, from time to time, be remitted to
the Parent Society.

IX. For the purpose of giving full effect to the benevolent designs of the
Britisa AND ForeioN BisLe Sociery, in their grants of the Scriptures for distri-
bution among the poor, the Committee shall make it their business to inquire
what families or individuals are in want of Bibles or Testaments ; and it shall
be the duty of the Committee to furnish them therewith at prime cost, reduced
prices, or gratis, according to their circumstances.

“ X. A general meeting of the subscribers shall be held annually at Montreal,
- when the accounts shall be presented,—the proceedings of the past year stated ,
—a new Committee appointed,—and a Report agreed upon to be printed under
the direction of the Committee, and circulated among the members.

XI. No alteration shall be made in these Laws, except at a general meeting
of the Society, called by special notice, to be advertised in two of the Montreal
aewspapers, one month previously,

Society
desire it should be.

BIBLE HOUSE.

The same premises are occupied as were reported last year. The busi-
ness is still under the diligent oversight and management of your General
Agent, Mr. Muir, who continues to discharge his duties to the satisfac-
tion of your Committee. The total sales and receipts at the Depository
cxceed those of the previous year, whilst the expenses of management have
uot increased. The same Societies as heretofore occupy the house in com-
mon with this Auxiliary,
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from the people when they are left to the free and unbiassed exercise of
their own feelings and judgmént. And herein is much matter for encou-
ragement and persistency in prosecuting this particular department of
the Society's work, notwithstanding all the opposition excited against it.
If the people have not the Bible, and are willing to receive it ;
the duty of Societies, such as this, by all proper means, to place it in their
hands.

BRANCHES.

Notwithstanding many difficulties arising from the extreme severity
of last winter, your Travelling Agent, the Rev. James Green, visited the
branches with his wonted perseverance and punctuality. His report gives
a cheering account of their labours and success. With the branches, the
past year has been one, on the whole, of increased efficiency and liberality.
Mr.'Green says : — The sale of the Seriptures from our Branch Deposit-
ories has been much larger, and the general interest much better, The
importance and worth of the various anniversary meetings is better
understood, and each year bears witness to a better appreciation. The
speciality of “ Holding forth the Word of Life,” is more generally and
heartily accepted as an invaluable service to the Churches and the cause
of Christianity. No better indication of this truth ean be given, than
the continued increase of liberality tendered for its support. This year
the Branches have returned $6,322.40, an increase of $415.89 as com-
pared with the past year, and more by $612.92 than the receipts of the
year previous to that ; and $1,717.98 of an increase in three years. The
receipts from the branches this year have been $2,070.54 in payment for
Bibles, besides what may have gone directly to the Depository ; and
$4,251.86 in free contributions.”

No new branches have been organized for the past two years; a fact
which seems to shew that the field of our operations has been mapped
out, and divided for working, to as large an extent as the exigencies of
the present demand. What remains, therefore, for all to do, is to bring
existing branches, from year to year, into a higher state of efficiency and
usefulness. The facts and figures given above afford evidence that this
is being done.

At the last Annual Meeting, your Committee reported that an appli.
cation had been made by the Ottawa Auxiliary for a transfer to it of
certain specified portions of the territory belonging to this Auxiliary,
with an account of the action taken thereupon, and its results at that
date: They further recommended that as the business was not ripe for
your decision, no definite action should be taken therein at that time.
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By the month of March, answers had been received from all the sixteen
branches concerned in the proposed transfer, except two. The result of
the reference of the question to the branches for their concurrence or
non-concurrence in the proposed change was, that two voted for it,
twelve against it, and two had not reported. By a circular bearing date
March 16th, 1868, your Committee communicated these results to the
aforesaid branches, and expressed their gratification that so many had
decided to retain a connection that had so long and so happily existed
between them and this Society. Soon after this, your Committee were
pained to learn that the Committee of the Ottawa Auxiliary were not
satisfied with this result, nor disposed to acquiesce in it. Ina letter
addressed to your President it was stated, that it was their intention to
agitate the question among the branches, and to send thejr Colporteurs
to labour in those portions of this Society’s field covered by these
branches.

To this your Committee replied, urgently deprecating any such action,
on this ground, among others, that it would be in violation of the agree-
ment to refer the matter to the branches for their decision, and would af.
ford cause to the enemies of the good work in which the Auxiliaries were
engaged for rejoicing.

Notwithstanding this, the Travelling Agent of the Qttawa Auxiliary,
and others acting in its behalf, visited the branches and re-opened
the question. The result has been, that a most of the branches hav,
notified your Committee of their decision to connect themselves with the
Ottawa Auxiliary. So painful an impression did the whole business, as
thus managed by the gentlemen of the Ottawa Committee, make upon the
minds of your Committee, that they felt it their duty, in the interests of
this Society, to forward to them the following protest and remonstrance,
to which no answer has been received :—

“That this Committee, having official intimation that the Ottawa
Auxiliary Bible Society, is persistently interfering with Branches of this
Society to induce their transference, and is sending its Colporteurs into
the field occupied by these branches, after the distinct intimation of the
results of the inquiry on this point, communicated to it on the 16th of
March, 1868, and thus is bringing a long standing and successful arrange-

ment into confusion detrimental to the cause all profess to have in view,
hereby. solemnly and respectfully remonstrate against this procedure as
wholly contrary to the resolution of December 3rd, 1867, and the compact
therein established.”

Your Committee cannot avoid the expression of their opinion, that such
a method of procedure disregards that Christian comity which should
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characterize the action of Societies which have for their object the distri-
bution of the word of God. In the case of those branches that have de-
cided on connecting themselves with the Ottawa Auxiliary, it is recom-
mended that the connection heretofore subsisting between them and this
Ausxiliary be, by virtue of the action they have taken, regarded as severed,

NUMBER OF COPIES ISSUED.

During the year there have been sent forth from the Depository 8358
Bibles ; 8231 Testaments ; and 974 Portions ; in all 17557, being an in-
crease of 1632 over the number for 1867,

GRATUITOUS DISTRIBUTION.

The principal Grants made have been to the French Mission at Kan-
kakee, to the Sailors Institute in this city, to the military hospitals, and
by the Colporteurs to such persons as they may have found desirous of
obtaining the Bible, but unable to purchase it.

The numbers amount to 418 Bibles, 575 Testaments, and 10 Portions,
total 1003 ; value $416.55.

The standing rule for Free Grants is here inserted for the information
of applicants and recipients of Grants :—

‘“That grants of Scriptures shail be made only in such cases as shall appear
to the Committee to be really necessitous ; and there shall be further required
from the recipients of such grants a report of their distribution, and the pay-
ment of any moneys received by the sale of any copies from said grants ; in any
case Wherein these two conditions shall not have been complied with, no applica-
cation for a second grant can be entertained.”

FINANCES.

The increase in the amount of the Free Contributions from the Branches
has been already adverted to.

The statement of the Treasurer shows the state of the Finances.

The total receipts amount to $17959.69, and the Disbursements to
$14974.82, showing an increase of receipts amounting to $1937.30, as
compared with the year 1867.

Among the items of Disbursements is one of $117, paid as duty on
copies of Scriptures imported by this Auxiliary. This duty has been
imposed in accordance with the provisions of the new Tariff that came
into operation during the past year: Your Committee, from a conviction
that Societies such as this should be exempted from the payment of this,
have prepared a memorial to His Excellency the Governor-General

B
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praying for such exemption, and in this matter they have sougnt the
co-operation of the other principal Bible Societies of the Dominjon,

The thanks of this Auxiliary are due to the Upper Canada Bible
Society for its liberal donation of $684.56, for the work of Colportage,
&e., among the French Canadians,

BIBLE-WOMEN'S EFFORT.

Four Bible-women have been engaged during the year, under the aus-
pices of the Ladies Benevolent Association, and with the same ladies
superintending as formerly. One of the Bible-women has recently been
appointed to the Matronship of the Soldier's Home. Another has been
engaged and has proved very efficient. The number actually working at
present is four—three English and one French. Some new arrangements
have been made with regard to the latter, which give promise of greater
success than heretofore, Nothing, it is believed, can exceed the zeal and
devotedness of these labourers, and the good they have done is very great,
as will be seen from the more detailed. report of the effort,

THE PARENT SOOCIETY.

Your Committee recommend that a free contribution of £100 sterling,
be remitted to the Parent Society, as an expression of growing confidence
in it, and in the holy work in which it js engaged.

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IN CONNECTION WITH THE

LADIES BIBLE SOCIETY,

The work of the Bible-women in the past year presents no features
of novelty; but has been carried on in]the main by the same agents
and in the same manner as in former years. One of the Bible-women
employed has however retired from the work, to take the place of matron
in the Soldiers’ Home, and another, after trial, has been accepted in

her room,

necessary to point to the’present state of the fund to insure contributions
in its aid. When families are found destitute of the necessaries of life
it is impossible to minister to their spiritual needs, without doing some-
4 thing for their bodies as well, and it may be safely affirmed that no aid
is more judiciously given than that administered by the superintendents
of Bible-women, when by actual, and generally oft-repeated visitation on
3 the part of the latter, the precise nature of the case is ascertained, and by
1 conference with her superintendent the best means of relieving it.

In evidence of the nature of the work being done, we shall as usual
give extracts from the reports of the several districts.

‘4 I't will be seen from the statement appended that the sums contributed
3 for the rents of Mission rooms, those centres into which the poor mothers
\5 are drawn to be taught by the superintendents, and for the relief of cases

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Upwards of twenty-seven girls have been sent away during the year, severa]
of whom, perhaps we might say, many, were brought up well and belonged to
respectable families, and were rescued before they had become hardened in sin.

The word of God with the Bible Woman’s earnest appeal as a mother, only
brought vividly to the heart the truth which had long Jain dormant there, and
that truth associated with a mother’s tears and prayers and living example. Is it
a wonder that such are rescued from a life of sin and shame ?

Then again some are from a class above those in service, who have been
deceived by a friend who had promised marriage.

One of these came here in the beginning of summer, an1 was only here for a
short time, She was engaged to be married; but the young man disappointed
her.

SECOND DISTRICT.

The Bible Woman in the 2nd district has continued during .the past year
(with the exception of a fortnight occupied by going to see a relative supposed
to be dying) in her regular visitation of the English, Scotch, Irish, Ge

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The mothers’ meetings, and the girls’ class, have been kept up with only a
short intermission during the great heat of the summer, so many cases of sick-
ness being then on her list, it was thought advisable to discontinue them,

Since they have been resumed, the number has steadily increased, and they
all seem attentive and earnest, and express themselves as anxious to come; and
in the cases of three aged women, who had been regular attendants at the meet-
ings, and who died during the year, they each on their dying beds testified to
the benefit they had received there, and the great comfort they felt it, while
able to attend one of these. A German woman, who it was feared, from her im-
fect knowledge of the English, would not receive the same benefit ag others,
told her friends that the meetings had brightened her faith, and kept the good
seed alive in her heart ; and she died looking to  Jesus only.”

There has been a great deal of poverty met with in the District this year,
even in the summer—want of work and sickness causing much discomfort and
destitution amongst the laboring class, and this has occasioned a larger outlay
in tickets for food than usual ; but no wood tickets have been given out, both
on account of the scarcity of funds and the possibility of getting wood for any
extreme cause that came under the notice of the Bible Woman from the House
of Refuge. The Superintendent, however, greatly regrets not being able to
give the small portion of wood which was formerly given, and which could b
mora generally distributed than a large quantity.

The number of gray and white cotton garments, stockings, quilts, &e., given
out to be made during the year was more than eight bundred, and as only a
very small portion of this has been purchased by the poor—the sales have to be
made by the Basket Woman, and purchasers from the basket are solicited to
aid in giving employment to those willing to work,

The Provident Fund and Clothing Club amounts to about the same as last
year, (a little over $70) thoagh the number of contributors are fewer, yet a few
have increased their savings, showing the great advantage of the plan when
possible. One woman has in about eight months, purchased out of part pro-
ceeds of her work, a warm dress, four other garments, a quilt, sheets and pil-
low cases. She says it was a happy day for her spiritually and temporally,
when she first came to the Mission Room.

12 Bibles have beer sold, and five given away, and several have begun sub-
scribing for family Bibles.

No regular record has been kept of persons benefitted by getting them employ-
ment, but much has been done in this way, by both Bible Woman and Superinten-
dent when the parties could be recommended as trustworthy.

Donations of clothing have been received from Mrs. Stotesbury, Mrs. Dawson,
Mrs. D. McKay, Mrs. Robertson, Mrs, Gault, Miss Evans, “ A Friend,” Mrs. J.
H. Evans, Mrs. Churchill and Mrs. Springles; all of which with the addition
of a few new garments, in all two hundred and thirty-five articles, have been
given, it is hoped with judgment and care, and have in several cases enabled
the receivers to take employment, they could not otherwise go out to obtain.

On the Superintendent may devolve the overseeing these other important
agencies, and it will be well when they can be carried out together, from one
common fund, or from separate sources, but I am increasingly convinced that
the Bible Woman should be strongly impressed, that the discharge of her duty
is confined to the special object of reading where or when she can, selling or
circulating the Holy Scriptures, adding as she may have opportunity, counsel,
conversation, and prayer, nor should she hesitate to hear the tale of temporal
distress and want, and shew her sympathy therewith, by a prompt report to her
guperintendent, or others in charge of relieving distress, I have sometimes
thought there must be something in the characteristics of our population which
prevents the adoption of these views, or is there anything in the system of
districts, which may hinder it? And are we doing all we can to secure the
service of fitting agents of this kind ?

In a subsequent report she returns to the subject, after giving details
of the nature of the work as follows:—

Our work during the last two months has been considerably hindered from
the broken health of our Bible Woman, who has often been laid aside from that
cause. The last two weeks she has been able to make up a good deal of lost
time, and we have now our district fairly under way. Many of our families
were tossing about the two first weeks in May, often without shelter. This
circumstance alone brings much difficult work on the Bible Woman. Our
mothers' aeeting has averaged nine, and they evince considerable interest in the
reading of the Word, which we trust has been made to some of them the savor
of life unto life. During the last month one of our mothers’ meetings has been
added to the Mission Church, two of our number offer prayer with much
humility and acceptance, and we trust are renewed by the spirit of Christ; and
although we see much of the natural man existing, we cannot but exclaim
« What hath God wrought” Much sickness has prevailed, Scarlet Fever almost
emptying our day-school, some weeks ; our poor mothers have been greatly
tried, but the timely visits of the Bible Woman have often dispelled the heavy
cloud by the kind attention to the wants of the little ones. We have had to call
in the aid of a physician in several cases, and supply medicines in others,

It is utterly impossible to putin a report, the amount of benevolent work,
which grows out of the original work, which cannot be ignored or passed by,
and we have the Master's example, that whilst preaching the Gospel, he often
turned aside to heal the sick, compassionate the widow, bless the children, and
even admonish the poor adultress. In one and all of these labours of love, we
have been permitted to help, during the past two months; four children have
been placed in Institutions, two women have been taken to the Rescue Home,
geveral to Hospital, and places procured for girls and boys. ‘We often find our
trouble, in finding work for individuals, ill requited by their neglect and idleness.

In July and August the Bible Woman of this District was allowed to take the
temporary charge of the Soldiers’ Home, with the hope of her returning to her
Bible: work, which she did for a short time, but only to be again transferred to
the Home, with the arrangement that half her time was to be given to visit the
the soldiers’ wives. Her health, however, was found unequal to this double
charge, and it was finally decided that she ghould devote her whole time to her
new sphere, and was consequently set free from the work of the mission,
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The lady superintending this District has as usual defrayed from her
own purse the incidental expenses of the mission, a very important dona-
tion to the work, in addition to her own time and labor. It ought also
to be stated that in addition to the visiting work, the regular weekly
mothers’ meeting had been kept up, with the addition of tea once a
month, a day school for children has also grown out of the mission.
During the most inclement season of the year, soup and bread had been
given to the children in attendance at an expense of $30, the clothing
club has also been continued with much benefit throughout the year.

FOURTH DISTRICT.

The work of the Bible Woman among the French Canadian Roman Catholics
cannot bear comparison with that of her fellow labourers among our English
Protestants, either as to the number of daily visits paid or of Bibles sold. In
the first place the ignorance of the Roman Catholic poor is so great, that gener-
ally on a first call much time is necessarily spent in giving instruction upon all
the elementary doctrines of the Gospel ; for, as the Scriptures teach us, it will
not do “to sew a piece of new cloth on an old garment,” hence the Bible
Woman needs to take time to unfold to these perishing sinners the glorious robe
of Christ's righteousness, giving it in its fulness to take the place of the tattered
garments of vain repetitions and useless practices with which Romanism would
have them gain Heaven, Many a time our Bible Woman would have been too
happy to sell or even to give away a copy of the New Testament, but alas, the
doleful cry “ we cannot read” or the Yet more grevious one ‘“ we are not allowed
to read” have put a stop to her efforts in distributing the Gospel.

Notwishstanding the many serious obstacles constantly met with, we have
yet, on reviewing the past year, many reasons for gratitude. Though we are
not at liberty to chronicle any conversion from darkness to light, we rejoice to
say that many of the Roman Catholics who have been regularly and faithfully
visited, have really been enlightened, and that one or two among these give
us hopes that the seed has fallen into good ground and will eventually bear
fruit to the glory of our Master. For a great number, however, it has been like
casting our bread on many waters, but if we cannot speak of immediate results
let us hope that eternity may display to our wondering eyes, a richer harvest of
souls than that which our faint hearts and weak faith are disposed to expect,

It has been stated before, that visiting from house to house had to be given up
on account of the many difficulties and steady opposition met with, The con-
sequence has been that the operations of the Bible Woman were much restricted,
besides great loss of time to the Bible Woman in walking great distances in
order to find here and there any one willing to receive her, This fact led us
at the beginning of winter to devise a new mode of evangelisation, which it
may hardly be prudent to make publicly known at present, but which has proved
a most excellent plan to reach a greater number of Roman Catholics, as statis-
tics will show. Whilst during the first nine months of this year, a hundred
and twelve additional persons have been accessible to the Bible Woman,
not less than a hundred and sixty-three have during the last three months

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REPORT OF THE REV. JAMES GREEN, TRAVELLING AGENT OF THE
SOCIETY, FOR 1868,

To Tae CoMMITTEE :—DEAR SIRS.—In Presenting another report of labours

and toils, disappointments and Successes, your Agent was never placed in cir-
cumstances demanding more gratitude for the goodnes< of Almighty God, whose
favouring Providence has spared both life and health, given fresh tokens of
approval, and afforded fresh ground for rejoicing in the
the cause,

My first tour for the year was to the Counties of Prescott and Russell, our
part of Ottawa, and the rear parts of Stormont, Dundas and Glengarry. I left
home on the first day of January, but the memorable New Year’s Day’s storm,
prevented me reaching my first appointment at Brindalbane, on the 2nd, Thus
the year began with disappointment and a hard battle with snow drifts and bad
weather. Pathless roads and all the attendant hardships were the order of the
day for some time afterwards. The old saying, * that a bad beginning makes
a good ending,” affords but little comfort at such a time, and it is difficult to
see what connection one can have with the other, or how the end is to be affected
by the beginning, at least in a contrary way, and it is more pleasing to have
good at both ends of a good work. There is, however, much satisfaction in
the knowledge that the storm, wind and snow are elements in the hand of God,
and controlled by His wisdom and providence in working out His purposes of
mercy and goodness in the government of the universe,

My first meeting was with the famous Victoria Branch at Vankleek Hill, on
the 3rd of January, in the C. P, Church. The congregation was large and the
interest good and well sustained by excellent speeches from Rev. Messrs. Fer-
guson, Lumsden and Connoly, under the able Presidency of J. W, Higginson,
Esq., and an excellent staff of officers, The branch is in a flourishing state, the
creditable sum of $238 being raised as a free contribution,

From hence I passed into the Counties of Ottawa and Russell, where our
branches are Papineauville, North Nation Mills, Buckingham, Cumberland and
Clarence, all doing well,

Buckingham had an excellent meeting, ably conducted by the Chairman, Rev.
Dr. Strong, and every part of the work, under the efficient management of able
officers, presented features of improvement,

The meeting at Thurso on Sabbath was largely attended and interesting. Able
officers control the affairs of this branch, and it is in a flourishing state,

Papineauville is much better conducted than formerly, and is making progress.
Rev. John Higgins, the new Baptist minister, has been a great acquisition of
strength,

Cumberland had the best meeting the branch hag enjoyed for many years, and
it was ably conducted by the faithful President, W, H, Dunning, Esq.,
cheered and edified by a soul-stirring address from the Rev. Mr. Smith,

Clarence fully maintains its position. Rev, J, S. Rosg gave me hearty agsigt-
ance, and the returns were about ag usual. Resolved to leave us, we cannot but

be sorry to part with a branch that was one of our first, and with which we have
had sweet companionship so long,
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The aggregate returns of the branches in these two Counties reached the
respectable sum of $265.52. At my first visit it was $45.57. Then the Society
was little known, except with the branch at Clarence, the parent one of these
two Counties. The friends at Thurso, on the other side of the Ottawa River, at
that time wrought with Clarence. Now we have branches at Papineauville,
North Nation Mills, Thurso, Buckingham and Cumberland, all of which have
been organized since, and several of them now are stronger than the parent
one, The visit to this region was a pleasing and prosperous one, with the
exception of having to confront the disturbing influence brought in by the

! friends in Ottawa, who not only ask us to give up this part of our field, but who,

in order to engross their purpose, have set aside the rules of decorum univer-
sally observed by sister societies all over the world, and have entered, and car-
ried agitation into their neighbour’s territory. To say that our field is too large
and theirs too small, is as valid a reason as for one proprietor who has only 50
acres of land, to insist that his neighbour who has cleared the forest of 200,
should give up such portion as would make their properties equal. It is, how-
ever, both more satisfactory and more honorable, to have laboured aad planted
than to enter into another man’s labours,

Passing from the River Ottawa to the interior of the country, I now visited
in rotation Bear Brook, Ormond, West Winchester, Winchester, Finch, West
Roxborough, Indian Lands, Riceville, Kenyon, Lochiel, and Scotch Branch, and
found them all doing well,

At Bear Brook we had a fair meeting, and I had for helper the Rev. George
Kenney.

Ormond Branch mustered a full meeting and fair returns.

West Winchester had not so large a meeting as usual, the night being in
many respects unfavorable, but the faithful officers had a good report to present,
and the work seems to be fully maintained. The anniversary of the Winchester
Branch was a large and spirited meeting. Rev. Mr. Ferguson, always hearty
in the cause, ably assisted ; and Rev. Mr. Brown gave cheerful countenance and
an excellent speech.

Finch Branch held its anniversary on the 12th of January, and had a good
spiritued meeting, but the returns were not quite up to the previous year. New
officers were elected and its prospects are good.

West Rozborough had failed to get the notice, and of course no meeting had
been called.

At Indian Lands we had a crowded house. Spirited speeches and overflowing
interest a fitting termination to a year of laudable zeal and improved returns in
all departments of the Branches work.

At Kenyon and Lochiel too, the meetings, the activity and zeal of the officers and
lady collectors all appeared to advantage, and the Scofch branch, always active,
never appeared better than on this oecasion., Though not a large branch, it has
excellent officers, from the President downward, who, by a commendable zeal
and activity, make the most of their opportunities ; and the same may be said
of Kenyon and Lochiel.

This finished my first tour for the year, and brought me up to the period of
our anniversaries, when I had for a few days to return to Montreal.
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My second tour wag begun on the
six and seven weeks, I was still directed to the branches west of Montreal, and
passed through part of the Counties of Glengary, Stormont and Dundas, and
the Counties of Leeds, Grenville and Lanark,

REPORT OF REV. J. GEAR,
Dunnay, January 1st, 18G9.

My labour in the field of Colportage during the year being short, my report
is accordingly. My own poor health, and more especially the helpless condition
of my dear wife, bas prevented my absence from home, thereby depriving me
from activity in a field in which I love to labour.

The following statistics are taken from my journal :—

Fifty-two days have been spent during the latter part of the year 1868
About three hundred and eighty families visited. Ninety Bibles sold ; sixty
Testaments. Six Bibles and ten Testaments have been given, and several of
both have had the price a little reduced to poor families. Making in all dis-
vosed of, about one hundred and sixty copies. Gratuity $3.39. Cash re-
ceived about $71.91.

Although afflicted at home most of the year, I bave not forgotten the impor-
tant work of Bible circulation, but have been assiduous in all that appertains
to the improvement of man, by selling the Bible at home, sending it abroad ; by
giving, or reducing the price, and visiting back settlements, and using all the
means possible for the possession of a plain printed Bible by every family within
our reach. In this way I have distributed over two hundred copies of the Holy
Scriptures.

I see that every effort is necessary, for Popery, and I am sorry to say infidelity
also, to a great extent, is among us, blinding the mind, hardening the heart,
corrupting the morals, and will prove the ruin of thousands, unless a change is
effected, and Bible Christianity resorted to.

May our Heavenly Father bless the Bibles distributed, and the labour spent,
and all the praise redound to His holy name. Amen.

In illustration of the above, I give you the follcwing :—

I called upon a Catholic family, the mother and daughter being the only per-
sons in the house. The daughter, a masculine virago, would have pitched my-
self and my Bibles out of doors, were it not for the interference of the elder lady
who said she believed what I said in recommending the truths of the Bible, and
insisted upon the younger one holding her tongue.

Same day I lent a Bible to a very intelligent Roman Catholic woman, who
wanted one very much, saying she wantel her children to read the Bible as
well as herself. She said she would gladly pay for it, if she had the means.
To another I sold one Bible and three New Testaments for the use of his chil-
dren. In such cases as these, and I am thankful they are many, dread of the
Priest does not take away independence of action. But, alas! there are other
cases in which the thought of incurring priestly displeasure produces terror.
A Roman Catholic lad about eighteen, wanted to buy a Bible. His mother
standing by disapproved of his spending money for the purchase of the Bible«
I saw a struggle in his mind ; he desired the Bible, but disliked incurring the
displeasure of his mothr. SoI offered to lend him a Bible, which he accepted.
the mother being silent. I thought it was all right, and [ prayed that it might
be made a blessing to the family. But imagine my surprise on starting off, to
hear some one shouting after me, at the top of his voice—stop, stop. On turn-
ing round I discovered a younger brother running towards me, with the Bible
held aloft, to attractmy attention,saying—take it, take it ; mother will not allow
brother to keep it. I took it, feeling deep sorrow that the ignorance and bigotry
of the mother caused the son to part with the Word of God.

From my diary I could multiply instances, both pleasing and painful illustra-
tive of what may be accomplisned for the spiritual benefit of mankind in con-
nection with the distribution of the Bible, I have described some of these in
my former reports , which plainly show, that there are cases of spiritual des-
titution in every community which are accessible alone to the colporteur. In
every case of *his kind I have endeavoured to do my duty in the fear of God.
On an excessively cold day last February, I came toa house apparently deserted
by God’s Providence, and wretched beyond anything I ever saw. May God
preserve me from seeing the like again, The home of a poor drunkard. The
unfortunate wretch was now lying on his back not drunk, but enfebled by
recent exposure, and suff-ring from the horrors of a late debauch. His poor
family sat shivering over the fragments of what was once a stove, which emitted
nothing but smoke from the remaing of a few smouldering embers. Not a stick
of wood could be seen about his bouse. His horses, with the harness on them
stood pawing at the remains of a haystack now imbeded in several feet of snow
drift. Thus the poor animals stood from the night before. His wife the very
embodiment of misery, held an infant close to her bosom to keep it from perish-
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ing. T spoke to the neighbours of the drunkard abou
family, but failed to rouse a sympathetic feelin
and said “they deserved to suffer.”

REPORT OF COLPORTEUR McMILLAN,

NorreLp, Dkc. 31, 1868,
GENTLEMEN :—Feeling thankful to God for his manifold blessing, and preserv-
ing Providence over me in the past year, it becomes my duty to make my annual
report to you,
I have been kindly and generously treated by all the friends of the Bible
wherever I went. 1

I have had to endure trials, discouragemeuts and disappointments, and often

to be in dangers, seen and unseen, but through them all the ¢ Shepherd” has
led me in safety, so that I have to say ‘“Thy gooduness and thy mercy have
surely followed me.”

Called on a Catholic family of five or six children, when I showed the books
to the man he said he had no money, neither can I read, but my little girl can
read :=—gave her one of the Bibles to see how she could read ; she could read
well, although I suppose she never opened a Bible before. Seeing this, I asked
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her father if he would have any objection to his daughter reading the Bible,
suppose I left her one, said he would be very glad if I left one, and would try to
pay me the first time I come round. Pointing him to Christ his only sure
refuge, I left. Met with some of his neighbours afterwards who told me that
he was persecuted for having the Bible by his Catholic friends.

Called on a family, said I had Bibles to sell. The man said he would like to
buy a large printed Bible. While looking at the Bibles he said we have no
Bibles in the House. This led me to speak to him about his soul's salvation }
after speaking to him a while, and as I was turning round to get my Bible to
read and pray with the family before leaving, he requested me to pray before
leaving. Read third chapter of John's Gospel and made some remarks as I
read. He semed deeply concerned and confessed that he was in trouble about
his soul, I encouraged him all T could with the promises, showing that he had
nothing to do but believe on the Lord Jesus Christ ¢ the way, the truth, and
the life.,” He wanted me to call again if possible. Sold him three or four
copies of the Scriptures. Returned again in two weeks and found him re.
joicing in Christ,

Returning one evening from a back place through a neighbourhood visited
during the day, I called at a house and asked for lodging for the night. A
young man said he would ask his father if they would keep me all night. The
old man said they did not keep a tavern ; I said I did not want liquors but lodg-
ings for myself and horse. He said there is a tavern up the road about two
miles from here, where you can get lodgings. I stopped a while silent, he pass-
ed me into the house, saying nothing, so I left. Weut to another house from
there. The man bought a cheap Testament from me in a great hurry, and be-
gan scolding his family for looking at the book, and keeping the man from go-
ing away, for he was afraid I would want to stop all night. Both these men
were wealthy farmers, but their god was ¥ Mammon.”

Met with a respectable and intelligent man one day. Told me that a Col-
porteur came into his neighbourhood and sold a large number of Bibles to
every family ; said he, for my part I would be ashamed to let people know that
we had need of Bibles. I said I viewed it different from that, for I always sold
more among Christian communities than where the people were more careless
and indifferent,

Why, said he, do you mean to say that Christians are not so well supplied as
those that are not Christians? Said no, but Christians loved and used the Bible
more, and consequently bought more,

GeNTLEMBN :—I wish to record my grateful acknowledgments to the God of
all grace, for his preserving care over me, through the trials, persecution, and
opposition, which I have been called to pass through, from the enemies of the
cross, in the past year, and also that he has raised up friends for me in every
neighbourhood in which I have laboured, who received me to their homes and
to their hearts, sustaining me by their efforts and prayers,

Without any further preface, I subjoin a summary of the books circulated, and
a few extracts from my Journal,

Total circulated, 574 English; and 249 French, making a Total, 823 copies
circulated.

While canvassing the Township of, Wexford, chiefly inhabited by French
Canadians, at one house I found an Irish woman, married to a French Canadian :
she was the mother of eight children, and a Protestant. I asked her if she
possessed a copy of the Bible, said not, stating that her Bible had got worn out
and the print of what was left was so small, together with the failure of her
eye-sight, that she could not read a word in it, she suid she was sorry she could
not buy one from me, as she had no money, I said I would lend her one, she
seemed very thankful saying, if ever she was able she would pay me for it. I
read a portion of the word to the assembled family, her husband included, and
made some touching remarks which brought the tears streaming from the poor
woman’s eyes; I went to prayer with them, and it was good to be there. I then
asked her if I was rightly informed by her neighbours that she had embraced
the doctrines of the Church of Rome : to this she replied. sir, I will tell you no
lie ; 1ately I have been pressed by tbe priest aud my neighbours, to turn and bring
my children to the Church of Rome, and my husband was anxious that I sheuld
do 8o, but I have not yet, thank God, given them a decided answer: I thought
myself deserted by my Protestant friends, and they are so far away from me,
but now sir, God has sent you in the right time, and the religious privileges I
enjoyed in my younger days come vividly before my miad. I spoke for some
length on the errors of the Church of Rome, until finally both herself and hus-
band promised never to become members of the Church of Rome, which
promise they have kept for the last eight months, and as I have been informed
are making the Bible the rule of their lives.

Visited a French Canadian family, read and talked to them of the love of
Jesus, offered them the word, the man said he greatly desired to have a Bible
but had no money, said a Colporteur had lent him one some years ago, that the
priest on finding he possessed the sacred volume, thought to take it away from
him, but he refused to give it up. Some time after his house was burned in the
night and they barely escaped with their lives, and his Bible was burned with
the rest. I ieft him a Bible for which he rejoiced : three weeks after this I saw
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the same man, he ran towards me seizing me by the hand saying, sir, I am glad
to see you, my wife and I have talked much abouat yon, and we will feel very
much obliged if you would come and spend a night in conversation with us,
said he, I have not done much else, but read since you left me the Bible ; my
wife thinks I am getting crazy. Ispoke words of encouragement to him and
bid him good bye, but it would not do, he must ride with me saying he had
qQuestions to ask, which troubled him, and for two miles slow travelling, he
proposed his questions which was the infalibility of the Church, worship of the
Virgin Mary, praying to the Saints, purgatory, all of which I endeavoured to
explain from the word of God.

While travelling one day in South Durham, a Frenchman accosted me on the
road, saying, sir excuse me, are you the man that is going about here selling
Bibles, I said yes, he said, I would feel very much obliged if you would call at
my house, I said I don’t know where youlive; he said, Ilivein Labineer, any one
will shew you where doctor Sagnan lives. I promised to call, which I did, and
was courteously received both by him and his wife, I spent some hours in con.
versation with them, he told me on parting he could find as many as fourteen in
the village, who like himself were reading the word of God, and if I would

come back in three weeks he thought they would all renounce the Church of
Rome.

On the 29th ulto., in coming home from Montreal and passing through the
Village of St Julienne, I called to see a man to whom I lent a Bible last year. He
was glad to see me, stating that he had left the Church of Rome, both himself
and family to follow the Gospel, but, said he, I think I will have to sell out to
avoid persecution,

I said * Blessed are ye when men shall revile you and persecute you and shall
say all manner of evil against you falsely for my sake ; rejoice and be exceeding
glad for great is your reward in Heaven.”

I might write to weariness on similar cases and many of an interesting
character ; suffice to say, that the French Canadian mind is getting enlightened
and their priests know that from the confessional. Hence they are making every
effort in their power to retain their grasp on their people. Nevertheless they are
loosing ground every day, and I can say if the priest had as little power over
the women as he has over the men that Church would soon fall.

The places visited during the past year on the South side of the St. Lawrence
are the Counties of Montcalm, Joliette, Maskinonge, and Berthier. On the North
side of the St. Lawrence, Sorel, Potebeure, Drummondville, Wickim, Durham
part of Ely and a few days in Granby. Granby is a promising field. I have visited
fifty-four hundred and fifty two families, and in every place I have laboured, I
have found people entirely destitute of the Scriptares.

iliary Bible Society, whose presence amongst us we hail with pleasure, but above
all the privilege of expressing our homage to the God of the Bible, and our
humble but decided testimony to the Bible itgelf, When we consider what the
Bible, by God’s blessing has done for the world, and how much it must do for it

The Committee hag only met, so far, oncea year, and thatsoon after we received
the circular from the Rev, J, Green. We held our meeting this year at the
Depository, on the evening of the 5th of October, and the Committee did then
appoint persons for collectors,
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The success of this Branch must always depend to a great exicnt upon the
character and special qualification of those appointed to office, and the Collectors.
# The last mentioned have the most difficult task,~—for it requires self-denial,—
and occasionally they are weary of the labour it involves ; particularly if any of
those_they{call upcn, say in a stern and abrupt manner No !
¢ . The Collectors are certainly entitled to thanks of the Christian community,
for so faithfully and conscientiously discharging their duty, and I hope they all
have that real love for the Scriptures, that so they will not only influence indi-
viduals to contribute to thegood cause, but will pray that God may bless His
own Word, to the people they call upon, that through it by the power of the Holy
Spirit, the unity and extension of His Church may be promoted and to His name
be the glory.

There seems to be a growing circnlation of God’s Word in this Township, and

6. That every Clergyman or other minister who is a member of the Society
shall be entitled to attend and vote at the meetings of the Committee,

7. That the Committee shall meet once a quarter, or oftener, on some day to
be fixed by themselves.

8. That the Committee divide this neighbourhood into districts, and appoint
collectors for each district for the purpose of soliciting subscriptions and dona-
tions, and collecting the annual fees of the members.

9. That the whole of the subscriptions and donations received by the Society
shall be remitted yearly, after deducting incidental expenses, to the Auxiliary
Bible Society of Montreal, on condition of the Society granting to this the same
privileges which the Parent Institution grants, in such cases, to the Auxiliary
Societies.

In order to remove any misconception that may possibly exist in relation to
thisfmatter, we deem it to be no more than due to the Committee of this Auxil-
iary to state, for your information, that the above-mentioned proposal did not
originate with them, nor was the resolution which was at length adopted
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prompted by any desire to sever the connection which for many years hag go
happily existed between these Branches and this Society. The proposal came
from the representatives of the Ottawa Auxiliary, who speaking, both by letter
and by delegation, in the interests of their own cause, and, as they thought, of
yours also, presented considerations which induced a majority of the Commit-
tee to pass the resolution which has beemsent to you,

It affords the Committee much sat sfaction to find that so large a majority of
the Branches have resolved to maintain their union with this Society, and they
entertain the hope that, as in the past, so in the future this union will be one of
mutual confidence and co-operation in our common work, and that it will be
marked by an ever-growing zeal and snccess,

To those Branches that have resolved on identifying themselves with the

In conclusion, the Committee wish to assure the Branches of their sincc I'

‘he Brancbes must be better acquainted with the moral condition of the places
around them than the General Committee can be, and the Committee have
always urged upon the Branches the, necessity of attending to the spiritual
wants of their immediate neighbourhood, and have always been willing and
inxious to send forth Colporteurs if requested by the Officers of the Branches t
do so. We still press the consideration of this arrangement upon the attentior
f the Branches.

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1. That, when our Deputation appeared before the Committee of the Montrea;
Auxiliary Bible Society, and stated the grounds on which the request of the
Ottawa Auxiliary was presented, there was no opposition expressed (except by
Mr. Green) to that request being granted.

2. That our Deputation retired and waited in the room down-stairs,%n order
that they might be apprized of the dacisipn of the Montreal Committee before
leaving the city.

3. That no written resolution was handed to the Deputation, but that state-
ments were made to them by several—by many—members of the Committee ag
they came down stairs, to the effect that the Ottawa request would be granted,
and the Deputation left the Bible-house and the city, under the impression that
$0 it would certainly be,

4. That after the Deputation returned to Ottawa, surprise was felt by the
members of it at the non-appearance of any written communication from Mon-
treal; but that they accounted for the delay by the supposition that some days
might have elapsed before the joint reference (which they fully believed was to
be submitted to the Branches) could be prepared,

5. That after the delay of a week, and after the Secretary of the Ottawa
Committee had applied for a written statement of what bad been done by the
Montreal Committee, a * Resolution” was received, which seemed to imply
that the Ottawa Auxiliary was to have no part ia the communication to be
addressed to the Branches.

6. That the Secretary of the Ottawa Committee immediately wrote back, as
instructed by the Committee, requesting that the reference to the Branches
should be a joint reference, and suggesting that the Agent of the Ottawa Aux-
iliary should visit the Branches along with the Agent of the Montreal Auxiliary,
if, indeed, the Montreal Committee did not prefer that, in view of the transfer
being admitted to be expedient, the Agent of the Ottawa Auxiliary should do
the work alone.

7. That the Secretary of the Montreal Committee stated, in reply, that a com-
munication had already been sent to the various Branches,

8. That the Ottawa Committee then deemed it right and necessary to com-
municate to the Branches their reasons for having requested then
mittee to agree to a transfer of territory.

. That, when the time came for the Branches making a decision, they were
not, in the judgment of the Ottawa Committee, left free and uninfluenced ; that
in point of fact, the injanction of the Montreal Committee was notacted upon,
the injunction, that is to say, thus laid down in the Secretary’s letter:—* We
have given Mr. Green very explicit instructions not to give his advice, nor use
his influence, in any way, to affect the desired decision.”

10. That the Agent of the Ottawa Auxiliary was virtually interdicted from
visiting the Branches, by the following paragraph from the letter of the Mon-
treal Secretary :—* We do not deem it desirable or expedient that your Agent
should visit the Branches pending their decision.”

11. That now the Ottawa Committee feel it to be incumbent up on them, by
all means in their power, to make the Branches aware of all the facts of the
case, and to set before them at length the reasons which, in communications
previously made to some of them, were but briefly and imperfectly stated. :

12, That arrangements have actually been made for the vigorousprosecution
of thework of Colportage in the regions immediately surrounding the Branches
that have adhered to the Ottawa Auxiliary. That, in the territory connected
with the Perth Auxiliary, the work was begun about the first of March, and
that it will be carried on in the country around all the Branches that may, from
additional light upon the subject, signify their wish, one after another to be
connected with the Qtiawa Auxiliary,

I have taken the liberty of sending you the foregoing, simply as a private
memorandum of what formed the subject of conversation when you met withour
Sub. Committee yesterday. In common with every member of the Sub. Com-

OBSERVATIONS ON THE LETTER FROM THE SECRETARY OF THE
OTTAWA AUXILIARY TO HON. JAMES FERRIER.

SectioN 1. Opposition wag expressed by members of the Montreal Committee
both in the presence of the Deputation and in the discussion that took place
after they had retired. The unanimous rejection in the autumn of the applica-
tion of Ottawa showed clearly that strong opposition existed. What with the
time necessarily occupied by members of the Ottawa Deputation, in their inter-
view with the Montreal Committee, and also by members of the Committee,
the opponents to the proposal had not an opportunity of fully stating their ob-
Jections. Hence, in order to a fuller discussion, an adjournment was moved by
them, but this was refused by the majority, and the division took place. Out
of 23 who were present, 9 were opposed to the resolution,—a respectable
minority, both in point of numbers and because it comprised the office-bearers
present, and the regular working members of the Committee,

SECs. 2 and 3. Seem to impugn the fair-dealing of this Committee. No pro-
mise was made, at least that tne Secretary was aware of, that the Deputation
should be apprised of the decision at that time, nor did he receive any instruc-
tions to that effect. As soon as the resolution was passed, the Committee
adjourned without taking any further action, or giving any instructions, evi-
dently under the impression that all had been done that could be done, until
such time as the decision of the Branches should be reported. And, whatever
individual members of this Committee may have told members of the Deputa-
tion touching the granting of their request, the sole and simple action of the
Montreal Committee is embodied and set forth in the resolution.

Skcs. 4 and 5. This Committee did not enter into any engagement for a joint
reference with Ottawa to the Branches concerned. The resolution passed was
framed and carried by the majority, not from any desire or intention to sever
the Branches from this Auxiliary, but rather to meet, to the extent it implies,
the request of the friends in Ottawa, by ascertaining the views of the Branches
thereupon. Had the (uestion been the summary and unconditional separation
and transference of these Branches to Ottawa, not one voice would have been
heard in its favour. Not a word was said to warrant the belief of the Ottawa
Committee that a Joint reference would be made; on the contrary, members of
the majority deprecated snch & mode of procedure, and this formed the ground
of the subsequent action of the Executive on this point. Tuat action was unani-
mously sustained by the Committee,

The delay of a week affords no good ground either for surprise or complaint,
A week i3 not much in the history of a society. That the resolution was not
immediately sent to Ottawa by the Secretary did not arise from any neglect or
discourtesy, but simply from the fact that at that time his professional duties de-
manded all “the time and attention he could possibly command. Moreover, he
Was not aware that the Ottawa Committee deemed the matter to be of such
urgent importance as not to brook a week’s delay.
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Skcs. 6-9. It must be borne in mind that the Branches whose transfer was
sought by Ottawa, are the children of the Montreal Auxiliary,—a portion of the
results of nearly half-a-century’s life and labours,—and that for years past
many of them have been steadily growing in efficiency, usefulness, and liber-
ality, Nor has any of them ever expressed any desire that the connection with
the parent Society should be gevered. If it was to be severed, the Committee
intended, as the resolution shows, thatact should be their own.

For this reason it was deemed best that the Agent of neither Augxiliary should
ling their decision, and the circular of December was sent out
early enough to enable them to decide before Mr. Green, according to his
appointments should appear among them.

Extracts from the Staty-Fourth Report of the British and Foreign
Bible »va’l't'f'(/.
FRANCE.

The historian who writes that page in the annals of France which records the
events of the past year, will have no difficulty in singling out the most striking
feature of the national landscape, and surrounding it with a variety of objects
calculated to add to its brilliancy and enhance its interest. The account of
the Universal Exhibition held in Paris will stand out in bold reljef amid the
minor details of his record : the progress of science and the triumph of art
will each have a prominent place assigned to them, whilst the presence of
Emperors and Kings will be made to lend a peculiar charm to the whole, and
to light it up with more than usual lustre. The gorgeous display by w hich |
men of all nations were attracted to the capital of France cannot fail of
being chronicled as deserving the attention and calling for the applause of an
admiring world. But will this historian, so enthusiastic in the praise of man,
have any knowledge: of the ways and works of God: whilst telling of all that
Was attractive to the eye of man, will he note that spot on which the eye of God
rested with complacency, and whence light and life were diffused around? It
may be not. There was nothing in the plain and humble building used for a
Depét to attract attention, A few men of faith and prayer were assembled with-
in it, who possessed neither the inftuence of wealth nor the authority of rank,
They simply held forth to the people the Word of Truth: that Truth which
tells of the Father's love, the Saviour's grace, and the Holy Spirit's power. But
their work was blessed ; its record is on high ; and when all of human glory
which that Exhibition contained shall have grown dim, their simple testimony
for Christ shall receive its promised reward, for they that turn many to right-
eousness shall shine as the stars for ever in {he kingdom of their Father,

How abundantly it pleased God to bless this effort to make known His
Truth among the representatives of {he different nations that visited the Exhi-

bition, will be gathered more fully from a perusal of the able Report furnished
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by Mr, Edwards; but it may be briefly stated that the most sanguine expecta-
tions of the Committee were more than realized, not on'y in the readiness with
which the Scriptures were received, but in the eagerness with which they were
purchased. The daily supply seemed onlyjto quicken, not to satiate, the appe-
tites of those who received this heavenly food, until in the last week Bibles and
Testaments were sold to the value of £100, and the intense anxiety of the people
to possess the Word of God before the Depét closed, led them to flock with
eagerness to that centre of attraction,

The Bible is God's message of love to all, without distinction of race or rank ;
and your Committee are thankful to be able to record that this fact was kept
prominently in view in the distribution of the Scriptures which took place
during the Paris Exhibition. Whether tle visitor to your Dep6t was a king or
a subject, a prince or a peasant, the same blessed Book was offered alike to all,
telling each of a God of all grace, of a way of reconciliation, and of a hope of
glory ; and inviting each to the refuge and rest which the Gospel unfolds. The
Emperors of France and Russia, the King of Prussia and the Queen of Holland,
the Prince of Wales and the Duke of Edinburgh, the Prince of Prussia and
Prince Galitzin of Russia, were amongst the number of those who in various
ways showed their sympathy with the work of your Society, and took an interest
in the effort which they themselves witnessed. Amid so many features of a
striking character, it is difficult to say which is inost encouraging, and which
calls for the most grateful acknowledgments; but when your Committee are
able to state that no fewer than 1,200 priests received at your Depot, or from
the Colporteurs, those Scriptures which are able to make wise unto salvation
through fafth that is in Christ Jesus, and that amongst those who were sought
out and supplied with the Word of God were the employés of the Exhibition,
whether at the stalls or in the cafs, in the Park or in the Gardens; the soldiers
and sailors, to the number of 15,000 ; and the police and Gardes de Paris, to the
number of 6,000 ; whilst forty hotels and boarding-houses were supplied with
the New Testament, and 120,000 Portions were distributed gratuitously among
visitors of every grade and nation; there surely isenough in such facts as these
to excite the Christian’s liveliest gratitude, and to lead him to exclaim, * This is
the Lord’s doing, and it is marvellous in our eyes.”

What Jerusalem was on the memorable day of Pentecost, Paris was to a still
greater extent during this Universal Exhibition. Men from every nation under
heaven were gathered there, and therefore strange and deeply interesting scenes
were often to be witnessed in the Bible Society’s building, Spaniards from their
unhappy country, where the Bible is still contraband ; Austrians, Hungarians,
and Italians, among whom it has so lately been set free; Russians, who seem
able to speak the languages of all other countries as a compensation for so few
being able to speak theirs: Turks, Arabians, and Egyptians, in their gay Eastern
costumes ; Chinese with their pigtails ; Romish priests and Sisters of Mercy ;
Capuchin and Dominican friars in outlandish dress; Armenian priests from
Syria, owning the primacy of the Bishop of Rome, but still maintaining their
ecclesiastical independence ; soldiers, sailors, and police, with a host of others
too numerous to specify, might all have been seen thronging the place where
they could find a message from God, each in his own tongue. Nor did those
highest in station fail to show an interest in the work of Bible circulation. The

your issues were exceptionally large, yours is the joy, to God be all the praise:
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And, if during the past year, when the excitement has ceased, and distress and
poverty consequent upon the war have extensively prevailed, your circulation
has decreased by 60,000 copies, still there is abundant room for joy and praise ;
and these are the best incentives to renewed diligence and activity in God’s
service,

Mr. Davies commences as usual with the general statistics of his District, and
from these it appears that there have been distributed, since the last return was
made : 59,211 Bibles, 125,534 Testaments, and 22.777 Parts, making a total of
207,522 volumes. The circulation of the previous year was 55,703 Bibles,
188,449 Testaments and 23,142 Parts, or a total of 267,294 ; and it is very satis-
factory, in comparing the two, to find that though the diminution in the issues
of last year has been so great, there is actually an increase in the sale of Bibles
of 4,508 copies. The languages into which these issues are subdivided are thus

BERLIN,

The report furnished of the progress of the work during the past year, is na-
turally prefaced with a review of the spiritual condition of the people among
whom he labours. War i3 one of God’s sore judgments, and ¢ when His judg-
ments are in the earth, the inhabitants of the world will learn righteousness."
It was not, therefore, without Scriptural warrant for the hope which they enter-
tained, that many Prussian Christians anticipated a brighter day for the Church
of their native land, as the result of a fearful struggle in which their country had
been engaged, and the solemn events which had been the heralds of final victory,
But these hopes, however well-founded, have not yet been realized. Indifference
has regained the ascendancy, and though here as elsewhere, God has a remnant
who love and serve Him faithfully the mass of the people fail to “ hear the rod,
and who hath appointed it” This shows that even in nominally Christian coun,
tries, the work of your Society must be continuous, Its mission is yet far from
being completed, or its work accomplished. One single fact will serve to prove
this. Itis computed that in Germany there are 500,000 Protestant children con-
firmed every year, whereas the number of Bibles circulated within the same area

'rom all sources, whether native or foreign amounts only to 180,000 ; go that if
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only 30,000 of these were deducted for the supply of all other classes, there would
remain 350,000 children who after confirmation, were sent forth to discharge the
important duties which devolve upon them as members of a Christian Church,
without that book, which alone could be a lamp unto their feet, 2nd a light un-
to their path.

The total circulation has been 28,060 Bibles, 77,064 Testaments, 8,199 Parts,
or altogether 111,351 copies ; of which 15,974 Bibles, 38,141 Testaments, 2,338
Parts, that is altogether 56,453 copies, passed through the hands of the Colpor-
teurs. Besides these numbers, 17,995 Bibles, 14,255 Testaments, 8,261 Parts, or
40,511 copies have been sent 10 other agencies, principally to Vienna : making
the entire issues of the Berlin agency 46,055 Bibles, 91,347 Testaments, 14,460
Parts, or altogether, 151,862 copies.

The circulation of 1867-68, when compared with that of 1866-67, shows a very
large decrease—a decrease of 53,286 copies. In the last-mentioned year, we
gold or gave away 29,437 Bibles, 119,529 Testaments, 15,671 Parts, or altogher
164,637 copies, an unexampled number, There is a diminution this year of
1,377 Bibles, 42,437 Testaments, 9,472 Parts, that is, as I have already mention-
ed, of 53,286 copies. The year 1866, however, was not & normal year. One note-
worthy feature of the diminution is, that whereas there are only 1,377 Bibles
fewer, there are 42,437 Testaments and 9,472 Parts fewer, in other werds, the
proportion of the decreage of Bibles is 1 in 40. This is so far cheering : for ex-
traordinary circumstances affect at once the sales of Testaments, thatis, increase

them, whereas the sales of Bibles are less subject to such influences. The dim-
inution in the sales of whole Bibles is probably a result alone, or almost alone,
of the distress that has prevailed more or less since the war of 1866.

SWITZERLAND.

The circulation during the year has amounted to 48,169 copies composed
of 10,836 Bibles, 26,808 Testaments, and 10,525 Portions, The total is nearly
equal to that of last year, but as there is a diminution on the number of Bibles
sold of 2,400, and of Testaments of 1,400, the decrease is really more than at
first sight appears. The Colporteur has sold 2,276 copies, and sales from the
Depots at Berne, Schaffhausen, St. Gall, Geneva, and Neuchatel, make a total of
13,469 copies. The Free Contributions, received chiefly through friends at St. Gall,
have amounted to £12 0s. 6d.

Mr. Davies has, as usual, taken a tour through this part of his district during
the autumn of last year, and the details which he has furnished of his journey
are 8o copious and interesting, that they are given as recorded with very slight
abridgment ;—

In Basle I was present at a very interesting service. On the Sunday after-
noon fifteen Chrischona Brethren were set apart for Missionary labour in differ-
ent parts of the world. Some remain in Europe, some go to Egypt, one goes
to the Caucasus, others cross the Atlantic and labour in various iStates of North
and South America. The service was held on the top of their mountain, in the
open air, in presence of majestic scenery. Three of the Brethren had last year
been with us in Frankfort at work among the troops, and I was thankful to be
able to unite my prayerson that solemn occasion with their own and with those
of so many believing brethren, that God would be pleased to bless them abund-

antly in the work to which they were that day consecrated, Of the three Bre-
thren in whom I felt special inte rest two go t0 the State of Minnesota, and the

third to Tiflis,
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AUSTRIA.

The power of God, in the accomplishment of His purpose, through the instru
mentality of His own choice, and in a way totally at variance with the precon-
ceived notions of man, has seldom, if ever, been manifested in so striking a
manner as in the changes which have overtaken Austria during the last few
years, and through which she is still passing. To notice only the change which
more immediately affects your Society, who could have foreseen that in a coun-
try from which your Agent had been banished, and God’s Word thrust out under
a military escort onl yfifteen years ago, that same Agent should now be engaged
in spreading everywhere the knowledge of Divine Truth, the only regret which
occupies his mind being that the means at his disposal are ot equal to the re-
quirements of his agency. What a rebuke to all unbelief and all discouragement
does such a fact as this afford; and how well content may we be to work on
amidst all difficulties and all apparent impossibilities, leaving it to God to make
bare His holy arm in the majesty of His strength, and to work out the purposes
of His love in the sovereignty of His grace whenever and by whatever means it
may seem good in His sight. A very few figures are sufficient to show the progress
of your work since four years ago your banner was once more unfurled in the
capital of Austria, Mr. Millard thus furnishes and comments upon the needful
statistics :—

5,324 Bibles, and 8,965 Testaments, and a decrease of 2,598 Parts. These figures
include 6,986 copies supplied to Agents of the Scottish national Bible Society.

DENMARK.

The energy with which the Rev. J. Plenge has contiuued to direct the affairs
of your Agency in Denmark has afforded your Committee much gratification.—
They feel that it is mainly owing to the interest which he has taken in your
work, and the zeal with which he has prosecuted it, that such satisfactory re-
sults have been attained, and such hopeful prospects unfolded. Denmark has
a population of little more than a million and a half, who are to a great extent
well supplied with the Word of God; and yet experience proves that even in
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such localities there is not only ample room for the labours of such an institution as
that which you support, but were your operations to be suspended only for a time,
it would at once become manifest that a want existed which no other agency now
employed was able to supply. It is with deep feelings of gratitude that Mr.
Plenge reviews the work of the past year, and conveys to your Committee the
thanks of his countrymen for the liberality which they have experienced at you
hands. Your kindness is duly appreciated by all classes, but especially by the
poor, who feel the advantage not only of a cheap Bible, but of having that Book
offered to them in their own dwelling. There has been a slight decrease’in the
number of New Testaments circulated, as compared with the year preceding,
but still 20,009 volumes is a goodly number ; and if only a small portion of this
seed yields fruit to life eternal, the cost of the labour will have becn well be-
stowed.

RUSSIA.

The past year, as regards the work of the Seripture circulation in Russia, has
been one of continued progress and of marked success. New channels of distri-
bution have been opened and the Word of God has been carried to the remotest
parts of this vast empire. Nor has the spirit of gratitude with which it has been
received, at all come short of the spirit of love with which it has been bestowed
Eagerness to possess the Bible has long been a well known feature of the Rus-
eian character, and hence the facility with which every agency, whether it be
that of the Colporteur, or the bookseller, or the private individual, accomplishes
ig purpose, and ensures a ready assent to the invitation which it issues, when
it summons the sinner to search the Scriptures, and assures him that life and
immortality are brought to light by the Gospel. From your Depbt at St. Peters-
burg the welcome tidings have been conveyed to thousands resorting to the Fair
at Nishny, to similar numbers dwelling on the banks of the Volga and the Don,
on the shores of the Sea of Azof, and the Black Sea, and even to the very limits
of the Caucasus ; whilst other friends and correspondents who have sympathised
with your benevolent work have extended their willing services to the pilgrims
at Kiev, to the soldiers and the dwellers on the shores of the Aral Sea
and to the exiles of Siberia. Nor have these labours been unrequited.—
Expressions of deep gratitude have reached your Agency from those distant
parts, which prove that the proffered boon is highly esteemed, and that the truth
of God has excited emotions and kindled hopes which the same Truth alone can
avail to satisfy. Your Commmittee took advantage of the visit of the Rev. S.B
Bergne to St. Petersburgh, to present to the Emperor of Russia a copy of the
Bible, handsomely bound, and accompanied by a suitable address, It was hoped
that Mr. Bergne would have been enabled to have obtained a personal interview,
but he was obliged to leave before the E mperor returned, and he consequently
sought the good offices of Sir Andrew Buchanan, the English Ambassador, who
kindly undertook the presentation. The following are copies of the address,
which was signed by the Earl of Shaftesbury, on behalf of your society, and of
Baron Brunnow’s reply thereto ; —
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To His Masesty, Tee ExpERor or Russia

MAy 11 PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY,—

W, the President, Officers, and Committee of th. British and Foreign
Bible Society, desire to approach your Majesty with the feelings of respect for
the exalted position which you occupy, and of thankfulness to God for the bene-
ficent use which He has disposed you to make of it.

The important measure of Emancipation which is now being carried out,
accompanied as it i3 with a system of education for the people, and the free
circulation of the Word of God, marks a period of enlightened Christian policy
in the history of the Russian Empire, which must ever redound to the honour of
those by whom it was originated and fostered. Such a policy, we feel assured,
tends alike to exalt a nation, to perpetuate its best institutions, and to give
stebility to its throne.

The object of the Society which we represent is, the printing and circulation
throughout the world of the Word of God, without note or comment ; and we
have taken the advantage of one of our Secretaries in the capital of your Majesty’s
dominions, to present to you a copy of the English Bible, which we pray you to
be graciously pleased to accept. We desire, in conclusion, to congratulate your
Majesty upon your recent escape from the attack of the agsagsin; and we pray
that He who has more than once shielded you from bodily danger may be your
guide and guardian through life, giving you in this world a saving and sancti-
fying knowledge of his Truth, and in the world to come “a crown of glory that
fadeth not away.

Translation of a letter from His Excellency, Baron Brunnow to the Right Hon,
the Earl of Shaftesbury ;—

“Lonpox, Nov, 2, 1867.

‘“ His Majesty, the Emperor, my august master, has directed me to express to
you in your character as President of the Bible Society of London, his thanks for
the sentiments expressed by that Society in an address, voted at the period of
the attempt directed against his Majesty in the month of June last. While fulfil-
ing this duty, I seize the occasion which is offered to me for renewing to your
lordship the assurance of my high consideration.

(Signed) ‘ BRUNNOW."”

One feature worthy of special notice in connection with your Russian work at
this present time, is the desire which pervades the minds of many Israelites to
possess the Scriptures, both of the 0ld and New Testament. They have bought
as many as 1,500 volumes of the Hebrew Scriptures in the course of last year.—
Though the total issues from your Depdt have not reached so high a figure as
those of last year, they yet have been very satisfactory, and have amounted to
59,667 copies.

ITALY.

The feverish state of political excitement into which this country has been
thrown, by recent revolutionary movements, has been far from favourable to the
development of spiritual life. When one master-thought such as that connected
with Italian unity, and the possession of Rome as their capital, has taken fast
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fulness with much anxiety, and employing what means were at his disposal with
patience and perseverance, acknowledges with thankfulness the measure of
success which has attended his labours. The issues of the past year have amounted
to 18,955 volumes, and though these numbers show a slight decrease when com-
pared with those of the preceding year, yet when the fact is taken into account
that Eastern Bulgaria and Macedonia were, from causes which your Agent could
not control, left without Depdt or Colporteur during seven months of the year,
the deficiency is easily explained. It is right, however, to state that 4,960 copies
have been sold to the American Bible Society, and 522 copies to the National

Bible Society of Scotland, so that strictly speaking, the exact number circulated

through the agency of your Society, amounts to 13,473 volumes, for which the
sum of £702 123, 4d. has been received. And when it is remembered that it is

from the peasantry of the country that this money has chiefly been drawn, and
that comparatively few of them are able to read, your Committee feel that they
have much reason to thank God, for the comparatively larger number of Scrip-

tures that have been circulat:d.
CHINA.

Mr. Wylie has completed another year of arduous labour in the service of the
Society. Hisintimate acquaintance with the habits and manners of the people,
and the facility with which he speaks their language, render him a most valua-
ble and efficient worker in this portion of the Lord's vineyard. Nor are these
his only qualifications. The deep interest which he takes in the progress of your
Society’s work may be gathered from the fact that family circumstances have
for some time required his return to England, bat he has consented to forego
such claims as these upon his attention, pressing though they were, that he might
devote himself unremittingly to the great object on which his heart was set ; at
least five years had expired from the time of his appointment. The number of
Colporteurs now employed under the superintendence of the correspondents
with whom Mr. Wylie's mission is connected amoants to twenty-nine. Two or
three of these are Europeans, but the greater proportion are natives, and it can-
not but be acknowledged to be a subject of thankfulness that these have for the
most part been faithful to the trust reposed in them. It is difficult when occu-
pying so large a field as China, to collect statistical information from all sources
and at a given tim», so as to enable your Agent to furnish reliable returns of
the Scriptures which have been put into circulation during the year. Mr,
Wylie has, however, taken great pains to accomplish this object. His returns
show that he is a man of method and of business habits, and though he does not
profess that they do more than furnish an approximately correct statement, yet
the details are so copious and particular that it is evident they can be safely
trusted. The issues of the past year amount to 75,491 copies, and exhibit an
advance upon those of last year of 11,927 volumes.

Issves.—Your Committee have much pleasure in reporting that the issues
during the past year have amounted to 2,400,776 copies. It would not be right to
draw any comparison between these figures and those of the preceding year;

included the Vernacular Scriptures, printed and circulated at the expense of the
Society, by the Auxiliaries in India. An attempt has, however, been made
this year to obtain such returns as would render the account of the issues com-
plete; and although through soma mis-conception of the nature of the informa-
tion required, this end has not yet been fully gained, the hope is entertained that
before another ar

naiversary your committee will be able to furnish an accurate
account of the fo

ign as well as of the home circulation.

Deducting the imperfect returns of the Indian Auxiliaries, which have been
given at about 109,000, the foreign issues have amounted to 939,787, which by a
few hundreds exceed those of the preceding year. The home issues are a few
thousands less—buc this is to be expected in a country where the good seed of
God's Word has been sown for so many years, and with such a liberal hand,
