COOKS FINE MEAL
WITI'IOUT UTENSILS

Remarkable Expenments Carried
on by the I.egmn of Frontlers-

e L LY 8

- London, Oct. 19.—Some remarkable ex-
pemnénts to.show that it is mot only pos-
sible, but practicable to ‘cook” meat and
vegetables without pots, pans or utensils
of any kind have beén carried out at a
camp of the Legion of Frontiersmen near
Croydon.

At 7 o'clock in the evemng officers and
men were served with a meal ‘consisting
of duck, pork, potatoes, onions, cabbages
and bread. In the process of cooking no
utensils of any kind were used.

Roger Pocock, the founder of the 'Le-
gion, who supermbended the experiments,
in an interview, sald “In many parts of
the world cookmg is. done ' without. uten-
sils, and I want to show that this is pos-
axble whenever men are on a campaign.
Not - only does such a method obviate the
necessity of carrying a lot of cooking kit,
but the food is much more palatable.”

The meal was prepared in the follow-
ing way: A large ‘hole was dug in the
ground, and at the bottom a number of
stones were placed. A wood fire' was then
made in the hole,:and after the fire had
burnt for about an-hour the émbers were
removed and a quantity of water poured
over the hot stones,” oi which the joint
was placed, surrounded by potatoes and
onions. ' The cabbage formed a layer on
top of the meat, and over the 'whole a
damp cloth. A sack was stretched across
the hole to prevent dirt entering and the

i

water which had been poured irf produced
steam, and after the joint had been left
for about an hour and a half it was ready
to be eaten. It was cooked to perfection,
and the .potatoes and' cabbages were also
culinary triumphs.

Among those who were present and par-
took of this extraordinary  earth-cooked
meal were frontiersmen from Yukon, Ca-
nada, Zululand and.New Zealand.
