A warrant for Grey’s arrest was issued 
and Deputy Sheriff Foster has been en­
deavoring to locate him, but' up to the 
present his search has been unsuccessful.

Grey is the' father of seven children, of 
whom Estelle is the eldest.

Deputy Sheriff Foster returned today 
from Upper Knoxford, 'near the boundary 
line of the parish of Wicklow, where he 
had been since Monday on the hunt for 
Grey. The warrant he lias is sworn out 
by Estelle Grey, charging her father, the 
fugitive, with incest and infanticide. , 
,A child was bora to Estella Grey on Jan­
uary 24. It is told that after taking the 
child out of doors and returning without 
it, Grey threatened to shoot himself, and 
took a gun in his hands for that purpose. 
His wife begged him not to do so.

He then left the house arid has not been 
seen since.
The story in further detail is that on Jan­
uary 22nd Grey telephoned to Dr. Field, 
at Centreville, to come to his home to see 
hie daughter, Estella.

The next night the child was bom with­
out inedical assistance.

That the child was alive when bom 
both Mrs. Grey and the child's mother 
testify. They also assert that Grey ad­
mitted the paternity of the child and said 
“HI never let her raise it.”

Mrs. Grey had wrapped the child in a 
blanket and 'laid it on another bed in the 
same room.

Gray took the child in his arms and car­
ried it, crying, out of doors, returning 
after ten minutes without it.-

$100 a mile to nearly $1,000 per mile. 
That was an extraordinary profit. He 
cited another instance ol timber being 
sold at $25 per mile while timber not any 
better was sold at $3,100 a mile. It was 
the close proximity to the railway that 
made the timber valuable, not the quality 
of the timber.

Mr. Boyoe then went on to divide up 
the limits into those which were essential 
for operative purposes, those which were 
semi-speculative and those which were 
purely speculative. The first he divided 
into ninety-four square miles in which 
were 1,000,000 feet of standing timber 
which would run about $2,100 per square 
mile. The semi-epeculative comprised 141 
square miles which cost $23,470 and 
square miles of purely speculative which 
cost $20,975, or $92 per square mile. Mr. 
Burrows, M. P., was the man who re­
ceived all these limits.

In concluding, he spoke strongly in 
favor of the granting of the committee 
asked for.

Mr. Oliver, minister of the interior, said 
'that the speech of Mr. Boyce would satisfy 
every one that the discussion has turned 
out to be a fame. The opposition through­
out the discussion took the stand that 
the timber limits were being administered 
for the purposes of revenue. That was not 
the policy of the department for twenty- 
five years. The policy of the present gov­
ernment and the late government was the 
development of the lumber industry for 
the good of the settlers. In 1879 the 
Conservatives wanted to raise revenue 
from standing timber, the same as in the 
east, but in 1881 this was discontinued as 
it was not suited for the west. The regu­
lations fo rthe west then were to give 
away without competition and without 
bonus. They handed over as a free gift 
the timber to any one who had operated 
the limits. A year after the date of the 
license a mill would be established.

Although the details of the regulations 
were changed the same policy existed

Ottawa, Feb. 4—The debate on the tim­
ber limits was continued today by Mr. 
Boyce, of Algoma, who proceeded to give 
specific cases. In the Prince Albert dis-, 
trict for fifty miles Herman Finger bid 
$510 and William Anderson $660. 
limit went to the highest bidder. For 
second choice, a year later, in 1901, Finger 
bid $5,000 and one McCraken, represent­
ing Anderson, bid $5,670. Again the high­
est trader won. Finger tried again at a 
forty mile limit and thought he would bid 
high. He bid $15,000. But Anderson bid 
$15,050<and got the limit.

Commenting on this Mr. Boyoe said 
that he was not prepared to say that 
there was anything dishonest in the trans­
action, but it was at least peculiar that 
there should be such small differences be­
tween the tenders.

For the first three limita mentioned Fin­
ger offered $65,000 to Anderson, who had 
got them at $12,960. Finger managed to 
get one limit for $10,000 and Thomas Mae- 
Kié, formerly member of parliament, got 
25 miles for $15,010.

Mr. Boyce argued that these prices were 
vastly below the prospective value of the 
timber and that the increment in due 
time would go, not to the country, but to 
the. speculator “sitting with map in hand 
end watching the railway.”

Mr. Boyce went on to deal with the 
limits along the Canadian Northern Rail­
way passing through Dauphin country. 
He said that it was the accessibility to 
the railway that made the limits valu­
able. When the road was being extended 
forward in 1901 the average price waa 
$125 per mile. It rose to $325 per mile 
and in 1905 it reached $718 per mile,there 
being only one limit left at that time. So 
that it was seen that in three or four 
years the price rose from a little over
