A chaotic mixture of ull tribes
and tongues, remuants of migration from north and
south, they disturb one another in the possession of
the glorious laud wliere our fathers for so many cen-
turies emptied the cup of joy and wo, where every

1 year’s sluml Rally round your leaders;
have really the will, a Moses will not be wanting.
The rights of nations will never grow old; tuke pos-
session of the land of your futhers; build a third time
the Temple on Zion, greater and more magnificent
than ever. Trust in the Lord, who has led you
safely through the vale of misery thousands of years,
He also will not forsake you in your last conflict.”

Exrevition To TAE Niger.-—The expedi-
tion which is now fitting out in England, for
Africa, is an important one to the cause of
humanity, and deserves the good ,wishes of
every friend of the human race. The expe-
dition is to consist of three iron steam-ves-
sels—the Albert, the Wilberforce, and the
Soudan. They will take with them sur-
geons and men of science,botanists,surveyors,
geographers, geologists, and agriculturists.
They are provided with seeds, implements,
medicines and presents furnished from private
as well as public sources. The expeudlition
is intended to proceed to the mouth of the
Niger, and ascend that river, and lay the
foundation of commerce with the African
tribes ; extend among them the principles of
Christianity and the blessings of civilization ;
and in this way give a mortal blow to the
odious and unnatural traffic iu slaves,

The greatest obstacle to the success of
this expedition, will probably be found in the
unhealthiness of the climate, which has
proved so fatal to Europeans. But the na-
ture of the discases of the African coast has
been studied with much attestion withio a
few years, and every possible precaution will
be taken to preserve the health of the per-
sons who will embark in this noble enter-
prise.—Boston Merc. Journal,

T'he Life of Oliver Goldsmith, witk Selec-
tions from his Writings: By Washington
Irving.—This is another valuable addition
to the Harpers’ Family Library, in two vol-
umes, forming Nos. 121 and 122 of that ex-
cellent collection. With Irving the writing
of Goldsmith's Life must have been eminent-
ly,if not technically, a * labor of love;’ for
no two authors with whom we are acquainted
have so many qualities in common, both of
head and heart, as Goldemith and his bio-
grapher. The genius of each consists not
in the power nor the brilliancy of his writ-
ings ; but it is quiet, loving, humorsome and
mildly radiant as the beams of the sviting
sun. The spirit of gentleness, of humanity
shines through all their works; they dwell
always upon the sunny hill-side of Life—
and take no account of its chill shadow-land,
—or, if they do it is only to lightit up with
the mellow, beaming splendor of their own
geniug.  What Mr.Irving says of Goldsmith
at the cummencement of his memoir, is
equally applicable to bimself.

*“ There are few writers for whom the
reader feels such personal kindness as forOli-
verGoldsmith,for few have so emineutly pos-
sessed the magic gift of identifying them-
selves with their writings. We read his char-
acter in every page, and grow into familiar
intimacy with him as we read. 'T'he artless
benevolence that beams throughout his works;
the whimsical yet amiable views of human life
&human nature; the unforced humor,blended
so happily with good feeling and good sense,
and singularly dashed at times with a plea-
sing melancholy ; even the very nature of
his mellow, and flowing, and softly-tinted
style, ull seem to bespeak his moral as well
as his intellectual qualities, and make us love
the man at the same time that we admire
the author. While the productions of
writers of loftier pretension and more sound-
ing names are suffered to moulder on our
shelves, those of Goldsmith are cherisehd
and laid in our bosoms. We do not quote
them with ostentation, but they mingle with
our minds, sweeten our tempers, and harmo-
nize our thoughts ; they put us in good hu-
mor with ourselves and with the world, and
in so doing they make us happicr and better
men."”

The biographical sketch, thus introduced,
is compiled mainly from the copious work of
Prior, who presented many and exceedingly
interesting particulars of Goldsmith's hfe,
though in a crude and undigested form.
Parts of it, too, are reprinted from a memoir
which Mr. Irving wrote some years ago. It
is an admirable and interesting performance.

“* Instinct leads mothers to keep their in-
fants warm, though philosophers, by more or
less specious reasoning, have at different
times, and in differert countries, induced
them to abandon this guide, by persuading
them that an external cold would fortify the
cunstitutions of their children, as it does
those of adults. Mortality from cold is not
confined to children whom the misery of
their parents cannot guard from the rigor of
the weather, but it operates lo a great ex-:
tent, without being perceived or suspected,
in families enjoying affluence, and in which
it is believed that the necessary precautions
are taken, because, cold being relative, it is
difficult from our own feeling to judge of its
effects on others. Children may not feel the
cold, but they have an uneasiness and indis-
position which arises from it; their coustitu«
tions become deterigrated by passing through
the alternations of health and disease, and
they sink under the action of an unknown
cause. The constitution is altered without
the cause being suspected.”

The late John Walker, Esq.—This truly
estimable, venerable, and universally esteem-
ed gentlemar, was gathered to his fathers at
Irongray Church yard, on Kriday last, in
presence of as sincere a band of mourners
as ever assembled round the grave of a pri-
vate citizen in this or any other district of
country. The train of carringes, (orty-five
in number, extended fromthe bottem of Bauk
Street ot the NewBridge, and hundreds cane
to the doors of thuir respective dwellings to
take a last sad look as the mourn‘ul p 0 ¢ son
passed along. Mr. Walker died on the 4th
curt., and had entered we believe, the 841h
year of his age. A span so protracted, with
the whole faculties of mind and body vigor-
ous and unimpaired, full 10 the lot of so few,
that grief is calmed by the consideration
that a true Christian had run his course ; but
up to a very recent period, the deceased’s
health and spirits were so buoyant and good,
that his friends wished him an added length of
years, crowned ns they were, and had always
been, with the highest respectability of con-
duct and character,— rectitude that shrunk
from no irial—-dispositions kindly in the
highest degree—piety alike sincere and un-
ostentatious—and manners befitting the trie
gentleman. While some of his brothers went
abroad and made fortunes, the deceased re-
mained contentedly at home, and farmed
skilfully, for nearly filty years, the extensive
lands of Clouden,—a locality the more en-
deared, that it adjoined closely the place of
his nativity. But he was also a merchant
in company with his son, and so distinguish-
ed himself by the probity of his dealings,
calmness, courtesy, temper and judgment,
that it may be doubted whether lie ever made
an enemy or lost a friend. Descended from
an ancient and respectable family, he
moved in the best society in town and coun-
try, and for the long period of half a century,
entertained his friends at his own happy
home with an unpretending ease and frank-
ness of manner that were never exceeled,
and but rarely equalled.

The celebrated Jeanie Deans, alins Helen
Walker, possessed for many yearsa cottage
on Mr. Walker's farm of Clouden, and at her
death it fell to his lot to lay her head in the
grave, in the church-yard of Irongray, where
hie himself now reposes amidst kindred dust.

of events on our Northern aud Eastern borders is
tending rapidly and surely to a serious rupture and
probally a war between the United States and Great
Vritain ! This opinion hus not been lightly or has-
tily formed; we shall be deeply grateful if the fu-

That we are totally unprepared for a war wich the
must formidable Naval power on the globe—that
England would sweep our commerce from the scas,
burn our seaports, ravage our borders, slaughter
thousands of our people, and probably send the flame
of fierce insurrection through our Southern States,
before we could commence the fight in esrnest—are
vbvious enough. That we should eventually vindi-
cate our Natianal fume, drive the enemy from our
terrizory, and probably retaliate upon them some of
the evils they had inflicted upon us, is very probable,
But would this be worth its cost of one hundred
thousand lives, five hundred millions’ worth of pro-
nerty, andl the loss of half a century to the cause of
Virtue, Huppiness and Social Progress?  We thiuk
Loty

We should Le more easily reconciled to the course
of events if any vitul consideration of life or liherty
wete involved in the questions st issue between the
1wo nations ; but there are none. In the North-East,
we are wrangling shout a shadow. True, a large
extent of will laud is nominally in dispute bétween
the two natious; but we have a clear legal and moral
claim to most of i, and can undoubtedly obtain by
compromise three fourths in extent, mine-fenths in
ielutive value, and ninety-nine hundredths in positive
value to us of the whole Disputed Territory. We
ckn secure &l except a forlorn region of ice and
barienness North of the St. John River, which we
o not want, but which is very importans to Great
Britain as commsnding her cummunication between
the Ganadas on the one hand and New-Brunswick
wnd Nova Scotin on the other, Then why not of-
feta generous and manly compromise ? Great Britain
toes not need the Aroostook country—we do not
wait the sources of the Restigouche ; and though
the letter of a treaty of '83 may give them to us,
the apirit and intént do not, or are at last question-
whie.—~Why should not our Government evince its
wisdom and enlightened policy by daring to be mag-
nanimous ?

But the gory portent of War looms largest just
©ow on our Northern frontier; and here it is not
dillicult to perceive, though it may require some cou-
rage to assert, that our people are entirely in the
wrong. They have been so from the Grsi. They
urmmernced hy organizing an expedition against Great
Biitain in the streets of Buffalo in open day—our
prominent eitizens directly countenancing or con-
niving ot it; our Federal and State suthorities ‘sym-
pathizing' or passive. That expedition took unop-
posed the arins and munitions belonging to the State,
crossed over to Navy Island in Nisgara River, be-
longing to Grent Britain, but easiest of access from the
United States, whence it was daily supplied with
provisions, munitions and volunteers. From this
petty island a war on Cunada was kept up for weeks,
while not a foot of the main land was possessed by
contestants of the British authority. A steamboat
begancto ply daily betwzen this island and the adje-
cent landing in this State, carrying over arms, provi-
viousand recruite to the insurgents, without which
they could not have maintained their position. This
boar, Iying at the whurf on the American shore, was
sttacked in the night by a British party, her crew
driven ashore, one of them killed on the shore, the
boat set on fire ard run over. Niagara Falls. For an
ulleged participation in this act, (under the orders of
his superiors,) McLeod is now imprisoned in this
Siate, to answer for his offences against the peace
wul dignity of a Lockport mob, which has sssumed
st ouze the functions of Legislature, Judges, Sheriffs,
and perhaps exccutioners, We trust this novel
Court of Errors will temper its discreet judgments
with mercy |

Now the Burning of thie Caraline, if considered as
au ivelated act, wasa flagrant outrage on the integ-
rity of our soil; but can it justly be so considered ?
Who were in fact supreme in the vicinity of that act
at the time-——our Federal and State authorities, of
the ‘sympathisers* with Mackenzie and Van Rens-
selaer?  We must look practically at this business,
and not st a pert, but the whole of it.

QOur Government can never be permitted to forget
tha doctrines which it laid down in defending Gen.
Jackson's highhanded proceedings in Florida in 1818
—his capture of forts, towns and garrisons belonging
ta our ally the King of Spain, We then maintained,
wwith all the ability of which Jobn Q. Adams is master,
that the nation which cannot govern its own territory
aud cuuse ite people to preserve a strict neutrality
between neighbouring Lelligerents, has no right to
claim inviolability from that belligerent which may be
aggricved by its secrel hostility or injured by its in- |
capacity.

This iz certuinly high ground—it is susceptible of
great and daungerous sbuse—Dbut it is our-doetrine,
wot that of an enemy. Let us consider how it
would apply to the cuse of the Caroline befora we
proceed to inflict outrage and wrong (so far as the
individual is concerned) upon the person of McLeod,
or rush to waor fora redress of our grievances in that
sigh-handed but not unprovoked trausaction.

THE WAR MANIA.

Our Citizens are constitutionally subject to mania
uof different descriptions—but the mania most dange-
rous of any, and the most difficult to cure without
the sulject currying the marks of it to the grave,
proceeds from our extreme thin skinnedness, and our
sensibility on the subject of national honor—aye,
nationa! honor, as if our national honor could be pro-
moted by onr rusbing unprepared into a conflict with
ane of the most powerful nations upon earth ; and
receiving, in plain English, a sound drubbing, to
eure us of the spirit of gasconade, which we inherit
with our foreign extraction. We know this remark
xill be resented as offensive, but it is not so when
rationally examined, Let us take first our seabord
—1thousands of miles—entitely exposed, and we add,
uttesly defenceless against modern warfare. Let us
tuke our navy—weak and inefficient—only a few
+hips in commission—what we have manned with
difficulty from the inadequate supply of seamen—the
sest in ordinary, orrotten. Our navy yards few and
wuequal to the emergency of sudden war—the most
saiutery measures for national defenice obstructed or
paralysed by party feeling, as in the ease of the naval
dock yerd st Brooklyn, the last session of Congress.
If we were then too poor to nuthorise its construction,
hunve we since hecome rich enough to rush into a
war? Our army, where is it?  Feho answirs
where~~a few soldiers hunting the ladians in Florida,
and perishing inglorious'y in its swamps and ever-
alades. Our commerce exposed in every quarter
of the woild, Our merchants subjects to sudden
bankruptey and ruin—znd the whole history is told
in a few words owr preparation for war.

We know the sufferers under the war mania will
1akk loudly of our success during the revolutios, of
the glovious battle of New Orlesns, of our naval

victories during the lust wer—of the courage and |

putriotism of the American people—granted—all
pranted—but huve they refleeted that within a few
vears the face of war has been changed, the tedious
;vpn-mion of seiges abandoned. Kvery thing carried
on now by “eoup demain,” and that which before
required weeks or months, and even in the time of
Napoleon was considered impracticable, is now ef-
fected in o few hours, by the late deadly destructive
improvements sad inventions in modern warfare, If
they doube this, let them look at St. Jean. d’Acre,
suceessfu'ly resisting the great conqueror Napoleon
himself, and battered ahout the eurs of old Mehemet
Aliina few hours. Let them look at St Jean d’-
1iilon, the citadel of Vera Cruz, dismsntled and eap-
tured by the Bourbon boy, the Piince de Joinville,
in short order.  And what heve we to compase with
ihesefortresses P Oh ! we have the battery 1o begin

with, why it would not be a breakfast for a sloop-of-
| war with the ‘Paixham guus; and & bomb or two
thrown into the midst of it with the deadly preeision
of modern warfare, would soon render it untenantable.
The fortiications at the narrows—but have we re-
flected that the steamships which have lately visited
us here commanded Ly British officers could pass
them in the night, that those men are expert pilots,
know all the soundings and depths of water, and
might Le employed sgainst us with deadly effect, or
if they did not choose to 1isk this, they could run in
close with the land, put men enough on shore to carry
these fortifications, or at least to keep them in em-
ployment while the stcamboats come up to the city,
and blow it about our ears, retiving us they came in,
j or they might land 10,000 men on the Long Island
shore, and before we are aware of it, Brooklyn be in
| their possession, the work of ruin completed, and the
'enemy only traced in the devastation lelt to mark
his progress. And the picture we have given of
New York will serve for every seaport town through
| the Union. Our pursuits have been so peacefu! and
so entirely commercial, that preparations for war
have been lose sight of ; and it ic therefore, not only
idle, but preposterous in us to spesk of war, without a
navy, without an army, our coast definceless, our
commerce every where exposed, without seamen,
and we may add, without knowledge, or at least
without practical experience in modern warfare, and
with experianced pilots to our cities and seaport
towns in officers of other nations, and foreign engi-
neers we!l acquainted with the actual position and
strength of every fortification in the United Siates.
Why a single war witha powerful nation like Grem
Biitain, if she put forth her energies, wou'd, in our
present defenceless condition, give us the work of half
lctn(ur)‘ to repamr.
We should be likes peaceful Quuker encountering
8 celebirated prize fighter, and although he might
have all the cournge and determinution of the other,
or even more physical strength, vet wanting his sci-
ence he weuld earry the marks of a combat of fifieen
minutes with him to the grave. War ie now em-
phatically u matter of science in which the practised
and experienced fighter has ull the advantage, snd
numbers or spirit is matter of little account, Andif
we takethe Ocean, we will find ourselves unequally
matched there ngain. Our enemies have learnt a
sore lesson in the last War, and if we enter upon an-
other with Great Britain it will bea war for glory,
hand to hand and gun to gun, in which Americans
have no doubt s to results, but a war in which they
will endeavour to cripple us and break us down in
every way. Superior skill, superior force, will be
brought to bear upon us—equal contests will be
shunned, our few ships will be eaptured or compelled
to hide themsclves, and what equality will there be in
a contest between one of our 74's, and the British
Queen or President, for example, fitted out with all
the improvercents of modern warfare, she could not
escape her, the Steam-ship would take her position,
dismantle, capture, or sink her in an hour. It is
well perhups for the cause of humanity that war has
become now such a deadly strife among nations, as to
make the unprepared look aghast at the idea of en-
tering into it. If we wish for war, let us count the
cost before we begin, and place ourselves in a
position for it before it comes. Let us recall the
28 millions loaned the States, and apply it to defence
and preparation, before we venture to swagger and
talk big. Let us multiply our steamships, and ships
of war, let us fortify our coasts, and increase the ways
and means of transportation from State to State.

habituate ourselves to all the modern inventions in
warfure, and then if war must come, and cannot be
bonorably avoided, we may enter into it with a hope
of glory and success, but at preeent it is perfect non-
senee to talk of it. Do not let our citizens be offen-
ded at plain and wholesome truth, we are no doubt
a great people, a glorious nation, but letus bear in
mind the saying of poor Richard, if you will not
hear resson she will suelry rap vour knuckles.

Seizure of American Vessels by British cruisers.—
We have hud recent occasion, in connection with the
affair of the Tigris, to direct public attention to the
outrages committed by British cruisers upon Ameri-
can commerce on the coast of Africa. These outrages
have been more numerous and more unjustifiable than
we at first supposed; and are to be traced directly to
the cupidity of trade, under the guise of an enlarged
philanthropy. Our commerce with Africa is highly
valuable and important. It was first opened on the
Eastern const, where there is a large and increasing
market for our fabrice, With the most indefatigable
spirit of enterprise our merchants have sought out
such places of commerce as would give them some
return for the hazards they bhave run of life and pro-
perty in opening trades with uncivilized beings. Of
this character is a very large part of our commerce
with Africa, which the sagacity of the English gov-
ernment (always alive to the inter of their com.
merce and manufactures) has disco is worth she
risk of all their present molestations.

Failing in their attempts to undersell us, and thus
drive us from the trade of Africs, the next step of
theEnglish government was to harrass our commerce.
Their cruisers fired into our vessels, taking out their
coptains by force, detaining them as prisoners under
guurd, overhauling their cargoes on the pretence of
search, examining their invoices and other papers in
order to arrive at a more intimate knowledge of the
trade, and endorsing their shipping papers with inso-
leat and insulting comments.  Thus, it will e re-
membered, the Jones was siezed at St. Helena by the
Do!phin; the crew taken out and held as prisoners
until they had all signed a paper which probably was
thought sufficient evidence to condemn her at Sierra
Leone, where she now lies at the mercy of the law-
less plunderers, the Court finding nothing to substan-
tinte the charge against her, notwithstanding the
preceution taken at St. Helena 1o manufacture the
most cogent proof of which the case would admit.
Almost simultaneously with the seizure of the Jones
was that of the Tigris, nt Ambriz, on the coast, by
the Water Witch. Immediately afterwards the Sea
Mew was seized at the same place by the Persian.
All these simultaneous seizures indicate a concert of
action und a mutual ynderstanding, that can be ex-
plained only on the idea of general orders from the
home government.

The assigned cause of the seizure of the Jones is
the circumstance of her having had on Loard some
codfish for ship stores, which slaves had been known
to eat; and a few rough boards for dunnage which
are gencrally used for slaves, with two or three pair
of hand-cuffs which vessels carry to confine mutineers
T'he allegation against the Tigris, in the suit now
pending at Boston, is that the captain employed o
native boy to wait on the cabin in capacity of servant;
a practice common among all trading vessels, and
even on board these very British cruisers. Tha seiz-
ure of the Sea Mew was on account of her having on
board 3,020 feet of rough pine board, used in dunnag-
ing her outward cargo : for which all the crew, except
the captain and cook, were taken out aad put on
board the Persian; the captain kept in close confine-
ment while she was sent to Sierra Leoue, under
charge of a British officer and crew. In the mean
time a lurge portion of a very valuable cargo is left
upon the const, to the rapacity of these self-styled
guardians of human rights, who have made themselves
amenable to our laws as pirates, and ought to be de-
manded of the English governmens to Le tried as
such,

It is not dificalt to assign motives for the conduct
of these Dritjsh cruisers, in the fact that they are en-
titled to one half of al! the property which they can
confiscate. Such prizes would warrant the purchase
of any number of Portuguese sffid
liberal p ion.

Having subdued and impoverished Todia,
this insatiable people are driving their trade of a
gression into the centre of Middle Asia; and, us it
this were not enongh, they are waging a war against
the Chinese, which, for audacity of ageression, for
contempt of ull rights, either of individunls or com-
manities, cquals any recorded in the worst periods of
antiguity. To this we muy add the attack upon
Egypt ; which, in moral character, is precisely like
the attack of a highwayman upou a traveller.

INSURRECTIONARY MOVEMENT OF THE
LOCKPOKT MOB AGAINST WLEOD,

We ragretto state that informution reached us late
lagt night upon the subject of Mr. Mc Leod's situation
at Lockpert, which gives much ground ofalarm for his
safety whilst it reflects decp disgrace upon the Amig.
rican name and institutions.

Bail having baen procured to the asmount of 5000 dol-
Lure for the appearance of Mec Lecod to stand his trial,
and the Judge having accepted the bail, and signed an
order for his release, the mob of Lockport rose on
Wednesday night last in consideiable numbers and ga-
thering tumultuously about the gaol prevented the
Judge’s order from being executed. Portions of the
mob paraded the town with drums beating and military
ensigns, under excitement as greatas if the American
territory had been invaded. They then organised a
masting for discussion upon the subject, forcing the
Judge who had signed the order of release to leave his
bed and appear before them to give an aecount of his
conduct. Having sent a deputation into the gaol to re-
port to tho Sovereign People that Mc Leod was nctu-
ally there in safe custody, their majesties abstained
from further violence, simply guardigg; the gaol du~
ring the night, and bringing two pieces of cannon fur
their protaction against assault,

On Thursday morninga warrant ofarrest on civil pro-
cess was served upon Mc Leod from Buffalo, th#
ject being thereby to give the colour of law for Wi le-
tention. Of course no mon can be found bold enotigh
to offer bail in the civil action.

Upon this event we have no comments to offer. If
the laws in the United States are to be evaded, or vio-
lated with impunity, the Judges overawed, and every
principle of justice trampled under foot by the congre-
gations of lawless and ferocious miscreants beyond the
power of restaint, it is not difficult to conjeetare what

COMMODORE NAPIER.

We think thst s more fitting opportunity than the
present eould scarcely be found for introducing to
our readers some account of the brave Commodore
Charles Napier ; which we cannot do more churac-
teristically tham in his own words.

‘I haye,” said the gallant officer, during an elec-
tioneering contest at Portsmoth, in 1833, ** heen
asked who I am? I'll tell you: Ism CaptainCharles
Napier, who five-and-twenly years ago commanded
the Recruit brig, in the West Indies, and who Lad
the honor of being twenty-four hours under the guns
ofthree French line-of-Lattle ships, flying from a Bri-
tish squadron, the nearest of which. with the excep-
tion of the Hawk brig, was from five to six miles
astern the greatest part of the time. I kept flying
double-shotted broadsides into them. One of these
ships only, the Hautpoit, was captured by the Pom.
and Castor, the other two escaped by superior
sailing. Sir Al der Coch my der-
in-chief, promoted me on the spot into her. At the
siege of Martinique, the ZEolus, Cleopatra, and Re-
eruit, were ordered to beat up in the night, belween
Pigeon Island and the Main, and anchor close to
Fort Edward ; the enemy, fearing an attack, burnt
their shipping. At daylight in the morning, it ap-
peared to me that Fort Edward was abandoned ;
this, however, was doubted ; I offered to ascertain
the fact, and with five men I landed in open day,
scaled the walls, and planted the Union Jack on the
ramparts,  Fortunately I was undiscovered from
Fort Bourbon, which stood about one hundred yards
off, and commanded it. On this being reported to Sir
Alexander Cochrane, a regiment was landed in the
night, Fort Edward was taken possession of, and the
mortars turned agninst the enemy. 1 am in posses-
session of & letter from Sir A. Cochrane, saying that
* My conduct was the means of saving many lives,
and of shortening the siege of Martinique.” I had
once the misfortune of receiving a precious licking
from a French corvette ; the first shot she fired broke
my thigh, and a plumper carried away my mainmast.
The enemy escaped, but the British flag was not tar.
nished. On my rewurn to England, in command of
the Jason, I was turned out of her by the admiralty,
because I had not interest; bui, ae I could not lead
an idle life, I served a campaign with the army in
Portugal as a volunteer, when I was again wounded.
At the battle of Busaco I had the honour of carrying
off the field my gallant fiiend and relative, Colonel
Napier,who was shot through the face. Busaco was
not the only field where he shed his blood ; nt Corun-
na he was lelt for dead ; but thank God, he escaped
with six wounds. On my return to England, I was
appointed to the Thames, in the Mediterranean; and
if I could Lring the inhabi of the N it
const into this room, they would tell you that from
Nauples to the Furo Pointthere was not a spot where
1 did not leave my mark, and brought off with me
upwards of 100sml of gun-boats and merchant vessels.
I had the honour of running the Thames and Furi-
euse into the small mole of Ponza, which was strong.
ly defended ; and before they could recover from their
surprise, I captured the island without the loes of a
man. I was then removed to the Kuryalus, and had
the good fortnne to fall in with two French fiigates
and a schooner. I chased them in the night close in-
to Calvi, in the islaud of Corsica, passing close under
the stern of one, plumpering her as I passed ; and
though we were going eight knots, I tried to run
abonard of her econsort, who was a little outside, stand-
ing athwart my hawse ; the night was dark, the land
close, and she succeeded in crossing me, but I drove
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.{#prit, and ail her top-masts, and that, in twelve hours,

jed, and lier consort was obliged to anchor close to
her. The Euryalus wore round, and got off, ulmost
brushing the shore as she passed. These <hips were
afterwards ascertainec to be armee en flute, mounting
22 guns each, and the Schooner 14. "From the Me-
diterranean I was ordered to America; and if my gul-
last friend Sir James Gordon were here, he would
tell you how I did my duty on that long and arduous
secvice up the Potomac: he would tell you that,
in a tremendous squall, the Euryalus lust her how-

she was again ready for work. We brought away a
flect from Alexandria, were attacked going down the
river by batteries, Luilt close to what was the resi-
dence of the pgrent Washington, and 1 was again
wounded in that action in the neck. On the peace
taking place, I wesnt on hull-pay, where I remained
till I was appointed to the Galatea, which ship I com-
manded for three ycars on this station; and 1 hope
and trust that I have faithfully done my duty during
that period to my king and country.”

In continuation we may observe thatin 1833, Cap-
tain Napier succeeded Admiral Sartorius in com-
mand of Don Pedro’s fleet, and achieved a signal vie-
tory over the more numerous and powerful squadion
of Don Miguel, which the gallant Englishman, with
his British followers, eaptured at a single blo., by
boarding. He now commands the Powerlul, of 84

The Bill was opposed by Mr. End and other gen-
tlemen, upon the ground that the practice of the
Courty does ot require altering, und that the table
of fees ought to originate with the Assembly. - And
it was when the House were in Committce the se-
cond day, that the clause was amended, making the
enforcement of the table, contingent upon the Reso-
lution of the House.

On Wedneaday when the subject agnin came up in
| Committee, Mr. End called the attention of the
Committee to the Clerk’s fees, which he proposed
should also be commuted. This was opposed by
Mr. Street, and supported by other members, who
were in fuvour of the measure ; and upon the com-
mittee dividing, there appeared a large majority in
fuvour of the motion, The salary of the Clerk of the
Supreme Court was therefore fixed st £500, and
the commutation of the Judges' fees, as respects the
present incumbents, wus fived at £150. The Bill
was then pussed, and agreed to by the House.

Some conversation took place on Wednesday, in
consequence of a statement made by the Hon. Mr.
J-haston, one of the Commis:ione's for Government
House, us to the state of the bank in front of the
building. He stated that he had caused a ecientific
person to examine the place ; and as it was probable
that £1000 would be required to secure the bank,
the Commissioners did not feel suthorised to incur
that expence. After some discussion with reference
to the eubject, it lny over till next day, when it was
understood a report and estimate would be presented,

Mr. Boyil brought in a Bill to enable the Justices
of the Peace to assess the County of Charlotte, to
puy off the County debt; the order of the House
having been dispensed with for that purpose.

On Thursday the House resnlved itself into a
Committee, for the consideration of the Bill for limit-
ing the duration of the Assembly; when aftera dis-
cussion of three or four hours it was negatived by o
lurge mujority.

A Bill passed the House yesterday altering the
division line between the Parishes of Kingston and
Norton.

“A Bill to divide the Parish of Wakefield in the
County of Carleton, also passed the House yesterday .
We believe a similar Bill passed about three years
since, which was rejected by the Legiclative Council,
very much to the disappointment and inconvenience
of the inhabitants of that extensive parish.

The Committee in the ease of Wilfred Fisher,
yesterday reported against the House interfering with
the general principle of law, that the Queen pays no
cost; and concluded hy an expression of regret that
the petitioner had been subject to much hardship and
expence, having been found innocent of the charge
by the Court and Jury.
