Article I.—This shall be known as the Missionary Society of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church in Canada, and shall be composed of all 
persons who shall pay one dollar annually to its funds.

Art. II.—The Board of Management shall consist of a President, 
who shall be the officiating Bishop, thiee Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, a 
Secretary, and three laymen, who shall be appointed by the General 
Conference : one Presiding Elder and one Minister, who shall be ap­
pointed by each Annual Conference.*

Art. III.—The Board shall print and publish the General Report of 
the Society annually, together with the names of those who have paid 
one dollar and upward.

Art. IV.—Whenever the Board shall determine to establish Mis­
sions beyond the bounds of an Annual Conference, it shall pay the 
penses of such Mission or Missions, provided the appropriations already 
made to the Animal Conferences shall not be interfered with.

Art. V.—It shall be the duty of the Secretary to present a report 
to each Annual Conference of the state of the funds and the amount 
appropriated to the Conference for the ensuing year, and also an esti­
mate on the amount expected for the funds of the Society from the 
Conference.

Art. VI.—The Board shall meet annually in March, or a month 
preceding the session of the first Annual Conference of the year, the 
place of meeting being decided by the Board. t

Art. VII.—It shall be the duty of each Annual Conference to form, 
within its bounds, a Conference Missionary Society, which shall appoint 
its own officers, fix the term of membership, and otherwise regulate its 
own administration ; but it shall pay all its funds to the Treasurer of the 
Society, excepting the Niagara Conference, which may retain eighteen 
per cent, of its actual income to pay its existing debentures, and as soon 
as they shall have been fully paid, that Conference shall likewise pay 
nil its funds to the Society.

Art. VIII.—It shall be the duty of every Secretary of a Conference 
Auxiliary Society to forward annually to the Secretary of the Society a 
list of all subscribers.

Art. IX.—The Board shall require regular Quarterly communica­
tions to be made by each of the Missionaries on the respective Missions 
to the Secretary of the Society, giving information of the state and 
prospects of the various Missions in which they are employed.

Art. X.—Every person paying Five Dollars annually shall be en­
titled to an Annual Report, and any one presenting a donation of 
Twenty-five Dollars shall be a life member.

Few, and to themselves and to God tremblingly feeble, were the 
ministers; scattered and peeled were the people. But the Lord put 
honor upon their labors and enterprises : it is the Lord's doing, and 
marvellous in our eyes. To Him and to Him alone ascribe we all the 
glory. And the ways and works of the fathers must instruct us—the 
children. We must pay heed to this lesson of our history. The first 
preachers went forth in simplicity of mind, trusting the Lord : they had 

other to trust. And surely they required none other. Without 
learning, wealth, civil or social power, honor, or worldly renown, like 
unto the Apostles of our Lord, they went forth in the name of Christ, 
relied on the mighty God, and prevailed.

These questions we trust our dear people will answer practically, 
promptly, liberally, and conscientiously in the fear of God and in the 
light of His Word. Great demands are upon us. For this we should 
lie thankful to God ; for, great as they are, they are not greater than 
the resources of the Church duly consecrated can meet ; and certainly 
not greater than the Lord God Almighty, operating in and through an 
humble, obedient, and faithful people, can supply. Even had we labored 
and sacrificed to exhaustion, our exhaustion were the opportunity of the 
God of all grace ; for His strength is made perfect in weakness. The 
demands upon us in Ontario are pressing. There are points, burdened 
at least to the very verge of endurance, that increased mission funds 
could relieve; there are fields calling for our labor, rich in promise, 
which for lack of means we cannot occupy ; besides all which is our 
remote mission ground in Manitoba. There, for a time at least, men 
must be almost wholly sustained and churph-building subsidized from 
the Mission funds.

glory to God. Which shall it be 1 Let every Episcopal Methodist and 
every friend of Episcopal Methodism ask himself, Which shall it be 1 
And let him answer by dwelling more with God in prayer, and by in­
creasing, and, if at all practicable, at least doubling his missionary con­
tributions. Men must settle such questions ultimately with their God, 
and at the judgment ; and wo are quite sure that if every brother, sister, 
and friend would weigh this matter aright, our next Annual Report 
would afford us the high gratification of an increase of at least one hun­
dred per cent, in the receipts for the cause of Missions as entrusted to 
our care. Certainly the figure has not been set too high when it is urg­
ently requested that every circuit or district average at least one dollar 
per member. There have been men giving a dollar a year, year after 
year, though God has in the meantime quadrupled their wealth, and 
though the demands of the work have increased tenfold upon our hands. 
Brethren, we ask you before God and the court of an honest, enlightened 
conscience, is this measuring up to the demands of duty 1 Is this seizing 

opportunity, embracing a privilege for Christ 1 Is this a line of 
Christian action that will bring to us the rewards of consecration, liber­
ality, and cheerful beneficence 1 Is this like Chnst, who loved us and 
gave Himself for us 1 May God by His word and eternal spirit lead us 
to such an answer, both in spirit and practice, as 
Church of Christ on earth and enlarge the number and enhance the 
felicity of the glorified in heaven.

Three years ago our first missionary was sent to Manitoba. He 
went there a stranger, to a strange country but just fairly open for 
settlement. After organizing an appointment at Emerson, then without 
gospel ordinances, he began a
western part of the Province, preaching wherever he could find people 
to hear. After a few months, business taking him to Winnipeg, he 
found a few people there anxious for the services of our Church, as was 
also the case in different sections of the Province which he visited. It 
then became apparent that we must send him assistance. Arrangements 

accordingly made for building churches at Emerson and Winnipeg, 
and two years ago last Spring two more missionaries were employed, 
and another last Spring. It was, however, found at once to be imprac­
ticable to do anything like efficient work without suitable places of 
worship wherever these appointments were taken up,
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the necessity for the erection of churches was pressed upon the Mis­
sionary Board, under whose patronage churches have been erected at 
Winnipeg, Emerson, Morris, Rosseau and Marais, in all of which, 
except that at Morris, which is only just completed, flourishing 
congregations have been gathered. To do this, the funds at the 
command of the society were wholly inadequate, and therefore 
the only alternative was to borrow, and this the Board has 
done, relying upon the liberality of our patrons to meet the obligations 
so incurred. For the current year the amount required to meet the 
appropriations to local fields of mission work and the expenditure 
in Manitoba, including the assistance rendered toward the building of 
churches, will equal an average contribution of one dollar per member 
throughout the denomination, which sum the Board earnestly hopes 
will be realized. To do this, however, larger individual subscriptions 
must bo made, and a more effectively organized system for securing 
means must be devised on the various Circuits, and we trust that to 
accomplish such ends both pa store and people will heartily unite. In 
so far as the information before us, and the reports to the late Confer­
ence enable us to form an opinion, we believe the missions in Ontario, 
almost without exception, are prosperous and progressive, soveial of 
them, however, needing larger appropriations. The agents have severely 
felt the pressure resulting from the commercial depression and bad har­
vests of the past two years, but this has in no wise prevented faithful 
evangelistic work, which has been owned and blessed by the God of all 
grace, while out of their limited resources the people have erected a 
large number of churches, the cost of which in almost every case has 
been fully met by subscription either before or at the time of dedication. 
In looking over our whole mission work we have reason to thank God 
and take courage. Its past history calls for gratitude, its present 
demands call for increased liberality and a firm faith in God ; and if 
these conditions are met, we may confidently expect the divine blessing.
