The distance is 3,800 miles; the 
prize is $25,000 offered fay Ray­
mond Orteig in 1919—and the real 
reason for the flight is, because, 
according to Capt, Fonck:

“It's the biggest stunt left to do 
in the world today.”

The first trans-Atlantic flight in 
1919 was made fay Capt. John

F Shells like these are highly p tiztd for making ornaments* 
By AUSTIN H. CLARK 
Smithsonian Institution 

^T MATSUSHIMA ISLAND, off 
the northern coast of Korea, this 

shell forms the object of a fairly im­
portant fishery, the animal being cut 
out and dried for food.

This fishery is carried on by the 
Korean women. They swim about, 
pushing before them a waterproof 
basket and bearing only what, looks 
like a pair of old-fashioned automo­
bile goggles over t)ieir eyes.

When they see a shell clinging to 
the rocks on the bottom they let go 
the basket and swim down through the 
water to it, bring it up, and drop it 
into the basket. They are able to swim

The slanting impact of down to incredible distances. When 
the basket has ajl the shells it *ean 
carry they swim asfiore with the catch.

Wherever the abalones are found of 
sufficient size and in sufficient numbers 
they are always in demand both for 
food and for the manufacture of orna­
ments. The kind shown above, the 
Kamchatkan abalone, lives from Kam­
chatka south to northern Japan and 
Korea and also along the shores of con­
tinental Alaska, being particularly 
abundant about Sitka.

Though thié abalone is not large it 
is very pretty, the inside being white, 
with a -beautiful pearly play of colors. 
The Indians of Alaska make beautiful 
ornaments from it.

THE REDUCED TAXES.

(Ottawa Citizen.)
In 1924 the duties were reduced on 

agricultural implements and in 1926 
on motor-driven vehicles. In both cases 
the industries affected, instead of being 
injured, have enjoyed increased pros­
perity. In 1924 the sales tax was re­
duced from 6 to 5 per cent., while in 
regard to materials and machinery used 
in basic industries, there was either a 
reduction to 2Vi per cent, or an entire 
removal of the duty. In 1926 the auto­
mobile industry was aided in a similar 
way. In 1924 the normal exemption 
for dependent children "in regard to 
income tax was increased 
to $500. In 1926 further relie 
in the form of a substantial reduction- 
of the tax. A person formerly paying 
$20 on an income of $2,500, or $40 
on an income of $3,000 would pay noth­
ing now. The tax on an income of 
$3,500 was reduced from $60 to $10. 
On $4,000 the reduction w*as from $80 
to $20, and on $5,000 from $126 to $40. 
True there were reductions also on 
larger incomes, but the effect was to 
release money formerly paid in taxes, 
and allow it to be spent on things sup­
plied by our merchants and manufac­
turers.

LONDON, Aug. 21—A remarkable 
statment with reference to the private 
fortune of the late Tsar of Russia has 
just appeared iq the Italian Press.

On the authority of a high person­
age formerly at the “Court of Nich­
olas II.” it is declared that a capital 
sum of approximately $60,000,000, plus 
accrued interest, is still in deposit in 
London for the late Tsar’s account 
and that the surviving members of the 
Imperial Family are disposed to leave 
the manner of its distribution among 
them to the decision of some such arbi­
ter as King George or King Victor 
Emmanuel.
I There is difficulty, however, in the 

,-iltsence of legal proof that the Tsar 
and his family are dead.

According to the authority quoted, 
the Tsar’s fortune, deposited in Lon­
don, was at the outbreak of war very 
much greater than the sum now men­
tioned. Quite half of it, however, was 
withdrawn by him and employed in 
meeting the needs of his country and 
in alleviating war-time distress. After 
the Revolution further considerable

PRACTICAL WORK.

four months of the present fiscal year 
which ended on July 81, last, shows an 
increase of $71,175,413 over the total 
for the same period last year.

For the foiir months ended July 31 
last, Canada’s trade amounted to $718,- 
960,711, while for the same four months 
last year the total was $647,791,298.

Domestic' merchandise exported 
from Canada during the four months 
just ended, reached a total value of 
$380,02(^931. Imports during the 
period were to the value of $333,976,727. 
In the corresponding four months of 
last year, domestic exports totalled 
$381,407,904, while imports amounted 
to $292,009,091.

For the month of July alone, the
