Thirty Men Entered.

Thirty-one men entered necessitating
15 heats. George Dewilde of France,
having drawn a bye, raced alone. The
weather was cloudy and the tempera-
ture a littie below the freezing mark.
The ice was in fair condition, but had
a tendency to soften.

The rules provided that the skaters
start from the same line on parallel
tracks ten feet apart, the competitor
holding the inside track at the start,
switching on the inside on the back
stretch, and vice versa. Time alone is
taken into consideration in figuring the
winners of the Olympic ice events, and
the man finishing second in a fast heat
ijs placed ahead of the winner of a
slower heat, as there are no semi-
finals.

The track on which the speed events
are contested measures 400 metres, ap-
proximately 437 yards.

Sixty Men Entombed and
But Few Come Out

FEARFULLY BURNED

Bodies Not Recognizable in
Terrible Disaster in Illi-
nois Colliery.

(By Canadian Press.)

Johnston City, Ill., Jan. 26.—
Thirty coal miners were killed,
two probably fatally burned,
and six others suffered
burns in an unexplained explos-
ion late yesterday on the main
level of the McClintock coal
mine here, operated by the Cre-
rar Clinch Coal Company. Two
other men are missing.

Approximately sixty of the
375 miners at work were en-
tombed in the lower levels of

cognition, and attempts to iden-
tify the dead were unavailing,
mine company officials giving up

_Company officials declined to make a
statement regarding the possible cause
of the'disaster, but announced that a
thorough investigation would be made
today. The mine had been considered
unusually safe, insofar as gas explo-
sions were concerned. Rescue teams
hurriedly organized this morning
started rescue work. At the time of
the explosion 460 miners were in the
mine, but most of them were on the
250-foot level and were not affected.

understood the men underground had
telephoned to the surface that they
were safe.

House Committee  Agrees on
$103,000,000 Reduction—
Some of Items.

Washington, Jan, 26—Tax reductions
of $103,000,000 annually and affecting
more; than twenty industries were
agreed upon yesterday by the House
Ways and Means Committee in its first
major decision on the revenue rates.
The rate changes, repealing some of
the miscellaneous or nuisance taxes
tnstituted during the war, were effect-
ed by non-partisan votes in committee
and Included some suggestions of both
the Mellon and democratic plans.

THINK DEGENERATE
IS THE MURDERER

Police Find Toronto Woman
Slain, Blankets Wrapped
About Head.

e

Toronto, Jan. 26—The police are
seeking a clue to the murderer of Mrs.
Martha Crooks, aged 52, a widow,
whose battered body was found at
noon yesterday on the floor of her home
at 184 Jameson avenue. Her broken

and battered skull, ner disarranged
clothing, and two blood-stained ham-
mers lying on the floor, led to the story
of one of the most fiendish and revolt-
ing crimes in the history of crime in
this province.

The murderer is believed to have
gained admittance by representing
himself as an applicant for a room to
rent. Mrs. Crooks kept a rooming
house. The police believe he is the
same man who made an unsuccessful
attempt about two weeks ago with a
wrench upon a woman in a west end
home. He had called there under a
similar pretext.

Fiuger print experts secured some
excellent print impressions at Mrs.
Crooks’ home. Detectives are con-
vinced that robbery was not the motive
of the attack. They expressed the
opinion that it was the work of a de-
generate.

Mrs. Crooks’ head was wrapped
around with several blankets and
sheets taken from a room downstairs.
A gheet wags tied rather tightly around
the throat as though to indicate
strangling.

CANADA’S TEXTILE
MILLS CURTAILING

Montreal, Jan. 25—Cotton textile
mills of Canada are experiencing a
greater slackness in business than met
with in the past ten years. Many of
them are running on half time. The
cause of this is attributed to the high
price of raw cotton, which has forced
manufactured prices up to a point
where the trade will not buy more
than immediate requirements. From
the beginning of the war until the
middle of last year, the mills were
operating well up to capacity.

SHIP’S OFFICERS
HURT IN STORM

Halifax, Jan. 25—After a 22 days
passage during which mountainous
seas were encountered, the Anglo-
American oil tanker Suwanne, bound
from Great Britain to New York, ar-
rived in port today with bunkers emp-
ty, and in need of repais.

On January 16, when about half way
across, the Suwanne was washed by
a tremendous sea which swept all in
its path, smashing rails and decks,
sweeping over the funnel and nearly
banking the ship’s fires. Capt. Tay-
lor who had a narrow escape from be-
ing swept overboard from the bridge,
sustained a broken leg, while Engi-
neer Clark has a dislocated shoulder
and a broken arm.

LOSES LIFE WHILE
PRACTISING THROW

Lawrence, Mass., Jan. 25—Lieuten-
ant Arthur D. Smith, of Company B,
182nd Infantry, Massachusetts national
guard, was killed when he was acci-
dentally struck by a 12-pound shot
thrown by William Laughlin, a private
in Company B. Lieutenant Smith,
who was 22 years old, was running
around the track in the state armory
drill shed, practicing for the American
Legion track games to be held in Feb-
ruary. As he turned a raised corner
the shot struck him in the pit of the
stomach. He died on the way to a
hospital.

He
was brought before the committee, and
put through a vigorous examination
with the result that he made it clear
that there was no dark plot or foreign
propaganda. Mr. Bok testified that he
provided the money and Miss Lape
took charge of the competition for
the $100,000 prize for the best world
peace plan. The only question Mr. Bok
refused to answer was that relating
to how much money he had set aside
to be spent in connection with the
peace plan and the referendum. That,
he politely but firmly inforfned the
belligerent Senator Reed, was his own
! business, as it was his own money.
He made the further observation that
the money he possessed had come
ffrom the American people, and that
| after making provision for his family
|‘he sooked about for ways of givihg it
back to the people, and hit upon this
peace plan idea as one excellent ave-
fnue of service. The reminder that he
%could be fined and jailed for refusing
! to tell how much he is spending on
¢his plan did not disturb his serenity,
but he was told he would probably he
recalled next week. °

Miss Lape was next interrogated.
She was so alert, so sel!-possessed, )
ready to answer and clever to parry
questions that the Senators, rather
than she, were at a disadvantage. She
told them that she was the onz ir
charge of the competition, that she
associated with her Mrs. Franklin D.
Roosevelt and Mrs. Frank A. Vaader-
lip, and that Mr. Bok was merely a
casual but well-informed observer.
They did not ask Mr. Bok what to
do, but did it and then told him.
There was not a siggestion either in
his evidence or hers that any other
purpose animated them than to dis-
cover a peace-plan and get the opinion
of the people regarding it.

But Mr. Bok has done more. He
has invited the Senators or anybody
else to produce a better plan, and he
will finance a nation wide referendum
on the two. As the cross-examination
of Mr. Bok and Miss Lape is reported
infull in the New York papers the
whole question of the League of
Nations will be discussed more gener-
ally, and more people will be set
‘thinking about it than the League ad-
vocates could have hoped for. The
poiiticians pronounced' the issue dead.
Mr. Bok has shown them they were
wrong—and they are not thankful.

THE ZEAL OF THE FEW.

Although only 25,000 out of Ottawa’s
52,000 qualified voters exercised their
franchise at the recent municipal elec-
tion, those members of public organi-
zations which are engaged in the effort
to create a healthy public spirit show
no signs of waning interest In civic
affairs. :

The whole record of municipal de-
velopment proves that there must be
unfailing watchfulness on the part of
the taxpayers if good government Is to
be secured and maintained. Zeal for
honest and efficient administration is
essential if corruption or negligence is
to be kept out. Luckily for the great
majority of electors, there is always a
number of conscientious citizens whose|
zeal and watchfulness is available to|
the whole community. These form
municipal associations and kindred
organizations and voluntarily offer
their services in behalf of a healthy
and progressive civic spirit. To these
men the thanks of all are due. For
while today the electorate has a vastly
more inteligent idea of how their city
is managed, it is because of the untir-
ing and freely-given services of the
few that municipal government is on
so high a plane as it is in Ottawa and
other cities.

SPEND LESS, TAX LESS

(Toronto Star.)

Nations the world over are faced with
the problems of balancing their bud-
gets.

There are two ways of doing it. One
way is to increase the revenue by ad-
ditional taxation. The other way is to
decrease the expenditure by economical
administration.

The second method is that which
should be stressed. Some of the in-
genuity exercised in finding new ways
of taxing might well be devoted to find-
ing new ways of reducing expenditures.

The trouble with nations and with
municipalities is that they spend freely
because the expenditure can always be
passed on to the public in the form of
taxation. The Government passes it
on and those from whom it is col-
lected, in the first instance, endeavor
to pass it on to others—usually with
success. Eventually much of it lands on
shoulders little able to bear it.

Relief in taxation means relief for
the common people, to whom for the
most part the wealthy pass taxation
on. And the way to lower taxes is to
lower national expenditure.

CHARLES K. CLARKE, M. D.

(Toronto Telegram.)

In its study of shell-shock cases
science found much in common with
mental conditions arising from the
shocks and strains of ordinary exist-
ence.

Not so long ago eccentric people
were sent to jail. Later the idea pre-
vailed that jail was not the place fer
them, so they were sent to asylums for
the insane, which held out very slim
chance of recovery to “porderland”
cases. Nowadays neurologists realize
that procedure was of as ‘nfrequent
benefit as a transfer from the frying-
pan into the fire.

For the mental condition known as
neurosis, incarceration was no cure.
Therefore, the late Dr. C. K. Clarke
diligently labored to apply the knowl-
edge gleaned from shell-shock cases

to similar conditions encountered in
ordinary life. It was obvious that On:
tario’s treatment of mental dJdefectives
must be modernized. - Dr. Clarke’s lifei
work has left the Government impress-
ed with the fact that it is necessary|
not only to distinguish between insan- |
ity and criminality, but also, 1n cases|
of mental deficiency, to take separate|
care of patients who may be ~ured und
those who are hopelessly afflicted.

Large Audience Hears Re-
search Institute Men on
Local Administration.,

While no form of civic government
is a cure-all for municipal diseases,
and forms of government must change
as needs change, it is the view of Dr.
Horace L. Brittain, head of the Citi-
zen’ Research Institute, Toronto, and

R. Fraser Armstrong, of the staff of |
the Institute, that the city-managerl‘

plan is the best instrument yet de-
vised to produce good city government.
This view was expressed at the
Board of Trade last evening during a
discussion in which {he two speakers
reviewed the various forms and threw
a great deal of light upon the whole
subject. Many questions were asked,
and for two hours an audience, which
nearly filled the chamber, and includ-
ed the Mayor and several commis-
sioners, gave undivided interest to the
consideration of civic administration.
George E. Barbour, president, ex-
pressed pleasure at the large attend-
ance, and said he was sure the audi-
ence would be well repaid. Dr. Brit-
tain was well known, and a group of
citizens heard quite often from him
and his organization, the Citizens’ Re-
search Institute of Canada.
with a knowledge of the problems of
government in the municipal and oth-
erspheres, and had with him R. Fraser
Armstrong by whom the discussion
would be shared. %

Begin at Home, He Says.

Dr. Brittain pointed out that the
place to begin to redice is at home,
because municipal government touched
us in more points than any other., and
the costs were greater. He cited one
town where the cost was $89 per head
of population. The general range was
from $12 to $70 per head in the center
of Canada, being greater as one moved
west. There had been at least 30 years
of unrest in regard to municipal gov-
ernment, especially in the United
States.

In that country inefficiency develop-
ed but it took an act of God to start
the change which began at Galveston.
Hundreds of others followed it and
adopted the commission plan, In Can-

- ada the City Council system was bet-
ter than the old one in the United
States because there were permanent
heads of departments, but the cities

! They had only one man to watch. As
time went on weaknesses developed,
but they were not necessary. But no
{form of government could do every-
thing. The form of citizenship was
more important than the form of gov-
ernment. The success of the manager
{form depended upon the intelligence,
| persistency and honesty of the com-
| munity. If the people could manage a
{good tool, then they had it in the sys-
{tem. If they could not, they must take
the next best, and cut down the num-
{ ber of aldermen and departments.

Denies Reaction.

| Dr. Brittain said it was contended
there has been a great reaction against
.the.city manager form, but this was not

correct. There had been some, but he|
1 quoted figures

to show it has
| slight, and declared it was in those
| cases chiefly due to the fact that thd
{plan had been adopted by ordinance
and not by charter. Some striking
illustrations were given to show how
the change had been brought about,
because the citizens were caught nap-
ping. Moreover, many places quite
too small had adopted the plan, as in
one town of 519 people a town manag-
er got $2,500 a year. He was not need-
ed at all. .
“As long,” said Dr. Brittain, “as
civic, social and economic changes oc-
cur, there will be changes in forms of
government, and no one is a cure-all.”

Too Much Overhead.

R. Fraser Armstrong, in opening his
address, quoted Howard Bmith, who
told the Canadian Manufacturers’ As-
sociation in Montreal this week that the
overhead in Canada was far too great
and taxes too high, and that we had
municipal, provincial and federal ma-
chinery enough for a population of
50,000,000. There was, unfortunately,
sald Mr. Armstrong, too much truth in
this, and he quoted figures to show that
concerns employing large numbers of
men must provide for an enormous tax,
to be added to the cost of material pro-
duced, and at the same time make com-
petition more difficult.

Says English System Unsuitable.

Referring to forms of municipal gov-
ernment, Mr. Armstrong said the Eng-
lish system would not serve so well
here, because we had not the leisured
class who made a hobby of public
service.

The city manager plan was not a
cure-all, but under proper conditions
it gave results no other would give. It
was democratic, be¢ause the citizens
elected the council which appoints a
manager to attend to details. It was
really the most democratic because the
responsibility was definitely placed.

people, and he had heard a good sug-
gestion that there be a district citizens’
committee, without authority, but at-
tending council meetings, making sug-
gestions, hearing the city manager’s
reports and so keeping the people in
touch.

Mr. Armstrong expressed the view
that St. John had been fortunate in its
commissioners, but its commission form
was not sufficient. The fleld from
which to draw men was not nearly as
large as under the manager plan, and
the saving in salaries of commissioners
would pay that of a most expert city
manager.

The business man who would not
consider a commissionership for a
moment would be willing to be an un-
paid member of a City Council, having
nothing to do with the administrative
detajls of depirtments. The speaker
referred to loss in overlapping of de-
partments. Since 19183 no less than
333 cities had adopted the city un:aan-
ager plan. As to the statement that
some cities had cut the salaries of man-
agers, Mr. Armstrong sald it was nec-
essary to get the best skill at the out-
set, and a reduction might naturally
occur later.

The speaker next explalfied the
origin of the Citizens’ Research Insti-
tute of Canada, and what it.did for
cities which needed information, in-
vestigation or other assistance in solv-
ing their municipal problems. :ut of
it grew a Tax Conference, in which
St. John was represented, and which
was doing a most useful work.

Dr. Brittain said that if the people
went to sleep and the old crowd got
charge that would be the result. They
could use the manager (if he were
willing) for their purposes. The speak-
er explained that he and Mr. Arm-
strong were not here to advocate the
-city manager plan for St. John, They
had been asked to discuss the question
and had done so.

SOUP BALLS.
Old-world housekeepers have many

For instance, we find their soup
much different from the sort of con-
coction we call soup.

The dumplings or “quenelles” the
French or English put in their soups
have great food value and are so differ=]|
ent from our own sor tof soup garnish-
ings.

These little “meat balls” would be
ideal in the luncheon soup, making
little more than a salad of some sort
necessary to complete the meal.

Liver Balls.

One-half pound liver, 2 eggs, 1 cup
dried bread crumbs, 1 tablespoon
flour, % teaspoon salt, %2 teaspoon
nutmeg, 1-8 teaspoon pepper, few
gratings lemon rind.

Parboil liver in boiling water. Drain
and put through fine knife of food
chopper. Add bread crumbs, flour,
salt, pepper and nutmeg. Mix well
and add eggs well beaten. If not

chopped veal, % cup raw chopped
pork, ¥ cup raw chopped beef, 1 tea-
spoon salt, 1 teaspoon pepper, 1
tablespoon minced parsley, 1 cup dried
bread crumbs, 2 more eggs, milk.

Mix meat with bread crumbs, salt,
pepper and parsley. Add eggs well
beaten and enough milk to make quite
moist. Mix thoroughly. Beat one or
two eggs slightly with water. Add
salt and flour to make a stiff dough.
Knead in as much flour as possible and
roll very thin on a floured molding
board. Cover with a towel and let
stand half an hour. Cut in squares.
Put a small spoonful of the meat
mixture in the centre of each square.
Bring the corners together, lapping
the edges. Dampen slightly to make
stick and drop into boiling stock. Boil
rapidly for half an hour. Serve in
plates of soup.

Ham Balls.

One cup lean ham, %z cup stale (not
dried) bread crumbs, 1 tablespoon
minced parsley, 2-8 cup milk, 1 egg
(white), 1-8 teaspoon peppen 1-8 tea-
spoon ground cloves, fewn gratings
lemon rind.

Cook bread and milk until smooth
and paste like. Beat white of egg un-
til stiff and dry and fold into cooked
mixture. Put meat through finest
knife of food chopper several times and
then pound to a paste. Add with
seasonings to mixture.

LEGISLATURE IS
SEEKING A HOME

Philippine House Started But
Contractor Has Run Out of
Funds.

Mahnila, Jan. 25—The insular legis-
lature is house hunting. An imposing
edifice has been started for its use but
the legislative home; pending the sale
of building bonds’ to finance further
remains an uninhabi-
table pile of gray concrete and rusty
iron.

In the meantime the legislature has
been renting a spacious building which
belongs to the City of Manila. This
building rejoices in the title of “The
Ayuntamiento,” and the City of Man-
ila heretofore has collected an annual
rent of one million pesos from the in-
sular government. But last year the
legislature voted to give the city only
$25,000 as rent for the building.

Now the city authorities say the city
treasyry is hard up also. The city
wants the million pesos rent, including
back rent, or it wants possession of
the building. The city proposes to
turn the Ayuntamiento into a school
building and cut down the city’s an-
nual rents for school buildings scat-
tered about the city.

The legislature hasn’t the million
pesos, and it has no place to go if
ejected. And there the matter rests.

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YOUNG PLAYERS
10 REPORT EARLY

Manager Huggins of the
Yankees Will Look
Over Recruits.

(By Henry L. Farrell.)

New York, Jan. 26—(United Press)
—Miller Huggins has ordered all the
recruits gathered by the ivory hunting
staff of the New York Yankees at the
New Orleans training camp a week in
advance of the regular squad.

The manager of the world’s cham-
picns intends to devote that week and
much of the time after the regiilars
start their work to the observationi of
all his young players.

This is a distinct departure from
the policy that Huggins has followed
as field leaders of the Yankees.

Up to this time, Huggins preferred
to deal only with ready-made players.
He had been commissioned by two of
the wealthiest owners in baseball to
get a winning team, and development
of young players, while a rather sure
road to success, is anything but
speedy.

As long as he was supported by
plenty of money, Huggins went out
and bought the players he needed and
he produced a winning team.

The change in his policy, as is sug-
gested by his intention to devote most
of his time to his youngsters, is sig-
nificant and it adds its weight to the
contention made for more than a year
that the tendency of the major league
clubs to buy players is on the decline,
if it has not actually ended.

Managers of both the Giants and the
Yankees learned since the close of the
last season that they can expect little
help from any of their rival clubs.
There never has been an inclination in
baseball or any other business to give
a competitor the best of any business
deal, but the two New York clubs
have reason to believe that something
related to a boycott has been adopted
against them by the other National
and American League clubs.

One instance of this was. brought
out when Charley Ebbets, owner of the
Brooklyn club, blocked a deal involv-
ing Dutch Reuther when he insisted
that he would part with the star
southpaw only after it had been writ-
ten in the agreement that Reuther
was not to be traded directly or in-
directly to the Giants.

Neither the Giants nor the Yankees
are weeping about the situation, and
they are not entitled to any sympathy,
because they exercise the same tjght
to defend themselves by preventiryy, if
possible, the strengthening of a rival
club.

‘The Giants recently purchased Way-
land Dean, a young pitcher, from the
Louisville American Association club.
The price was not made public, but
the club allowed it to be believed that
something like $50,000 and three play-
er swere given for him.

Perhaps that $50,000 was of the same
currency as the $25,000 the Giants said
they paid for “Hickory Mose” Solo-
mon, the Jewish Babe Ruth. It devel-
oped after the Giants had announced
the purchase of Solomon at that price
that théy had really paid $500 for him.

Whatever the Giants did pay for
Dean, they paid more than they
thought he was worth, because the
Cincinnati Reds and the Yankees were
after him and it was good business for
the Giants to be liberal when ' they
could keep the Reds from adding to_
what is already the best pitching staff
on the league.

In selling or trading off star ball
players, the major league owners are
restrained by reasons other than the
desire to keep their rivals from gain-
ing strength. The box office is an im-
portant item to consider and the fans
will not support a club that shows,
any tendency to do business only for
the dollar.

Branch Rickey said the St. Louis
Cardinals might just as well close
shop if they sold or traded Hornsby
and did not get in return enough play-
ers to win a pennant for them.

Perhaps that is slightly exaggerated,
unless St. Louis is more rabid than
any other place on the big time.

Connie Mack sold all his star ball
players years ago and he still retained
his patronage from the public. Harry
Frazee sold so many of the Boston
Red Sox stars that he wrecked the
team, but he was still getting custorqo-
| ers when he sold- the franchise, beca se
he had no other players to sell.

There is no doubt, however, thai
the volume of business would be
| reduced if a magnate gave the fans
reason to believe that he had very little
desire to put a winning team in the
field.

When conservatives like’ Huggins
abandon buying and start building it is
a pretty good indication of a general
change in conditions, but it does not
mean that no players will be sold in

| the future.

As long as good young players are
developed in the minor leagues there
will be a market for them, regardless
of the draft. If a major league club
needs an outfielder and it locates a
good prospect in the minors it is a
cinch that its manager will not wait
for the draft, but will step out and
buy him.

It is safe to assume, however, that
$25,000 will be the average price paid
in the future for minor league beauties
and that there will not be so many
beauties that can command such a
price.

generation to this. The story is laid
in the perfod when aristocrats were
distinguished by the horses they drove.
‘The swells of the town had rubber-
tired vehicles and spanking horses.

Dan Oliphant was a booster who

lived a generation before George F.
'Babbitt. He laid out a subdivision in
Ornaby’s farm north of town and tried
to make the town’s financiers see the
"wondcrful possibilities of the com-
munity. He was so gerious and sincere
that the townspeople called him “Ten-
Years-from-now” Oliphant.
. Dan’s dream was never fully real-
ized, but after his death, one friend
said to another, “I think he felt some-
thing in it that neither you nor I can
understand. . . Listen! That mur-
mur of the city down yonder—why, it’s
his ®vice.” .

“The Midlander” has its comic side.
You’ll smile at its characters, at the
strong-willed and self-sufficient Grand-
ma Savage, at the complacent brother
of Dan, at the Juno-esque Martha,
Dan’s best friend, at Martha’s crabby
old father, and at Lena, the selfish New
'York wife of Dan. Yet through this
book runs a etronger vein of pathos
than in anything Tarkington has yet
written. .

The canvas on which Tarkington

inted “The Midlander” is not so
arge as that upon which he struck
off “Alice Adams,” but it contains
more color. It will be one of his en-
during works.

Tarkington gives as a key to the
character of Lena, the petulant girl of
‘New York whom Dan marries, her
abhorrence of the word “butter” as. it
is enunciated in the mid-west.

And here is an amusing coincidence.
In “The Snob,” Helen R. Martin’s
story just out, a Mennonite character
Ys prejudiced against a Philadelphia
girl because she pronounces the word
“buttah,” rather than in the Pennsyl-
vania Dutch manner of “buttur.”

From the composite of these two
‘incidents you get a striking comment-
ary of the provincialism, the intoler-
ance of the whole American people.
Perfectly good friendships that might
spring from first meetings are often
spoiled jn this country because an “r”
is dropped or accentuated.

CHIEF JUSTICE
CUTS OUT COSTS

Disallows Entire Bill in the
Lampert Case and Makes
Comment,

In Bankruptcy Court this morning
Chief Justice H. A. McKeown gave
his decision in the matter of an appeal
from costs in connection with the case
of the Canadian Credit Men’s Trust
Association vs. Morris Lampert, dis-
allowing the entire bill of costs, and
allowing no costs on the appeal.

Morris Lampert was taken into cus-
tody, charged under the act with con-
cealing goods and other misdemeanors
and was admitted to bail. Last March
the representatives of Lampert and the
trustees got together and agreed not
to prosecute on condition that Lam-
pert would pay 75 per cent. of the
claims of the creditors, part of which
was to have been cash to the amount
of about $2,500.

This money was reported not forth-
coming and action was brought by the
trustee against Lampert and his solici-
tor, B. L. Gerow, and an injunction
was brought against Katy Lampert to
restrain her from parting with certain
monies which it was said she had re-
ceived from her husband. The costs
in these suits amounted to $864.75.

Mr. Gerow, acting for Lampert, ap-
pealed to the registrar, Francis Kerr,
and on review of taxation the regis-
trar struck off $75. This reduction
was appealed from to the court by the
trustee and at the same time Mr.
Gerow appealed against all costs al-
lowed by the registrar.

Judge’s Decision.

The Chief Justice held that, if he
was called upon to deal with the re-
view of the registrar, that review
would stand; but that the fact that
the solicitors had agreed between
themselves to stifle criminal prosecu-
tion by endeavoring to secure more
money from an estate which, on the
face of it, the estate could not pay, the
court would not be a party to enforc-
ing such arrangements and the solici-
tors must see that those things are
carried out between themselves.

He disallowed the entire bill of
costs, but allowed no costs to either
side in the appeal.

WIND MADE [T
A SNAPPY DAY

Forty-five Mile-an-Hour
