London;, Aug. 23—Jews are leaving Tred-
egar and Ebbw Vale in hundreds on ac-
count - of the anti-Jewish outbreaks.
Threats have been heard for a long time
past -against the-Jews in Northumberland,
the complaint being that they have a mon-
opoly in certain business lines such. as
house furnishings; clothing and “jewelry
and charge exorbitant prices. It is alleged
that they possess a large amount of in-
ferior ‘house prgperty and compel their
tenants to purchase furniture from them
on the instalment system. They also are
accused of harshly evicting tenants who are
unable to pay rents.

Anti-Jewish outbreaks of a violent char-
acter have now aecurred for three days in
succession in Monmouthshire and are giv
§ng the authorities the greatest concern
as they are altogether a new phase in Brit-
ish life. The Jewish community here has
made strong representations to the home
office, and Home Secretary Churchill has
given them the assurance that no precau-
tions should be overlooked to prevent a
recurrence of the disorders.

The rioters even attacked women and
drove them shrieking in terror from their
houses. The only motive for the outbreaks
is alleged to-be that the Jews have been
guilty of charging high rents to the work-
men and raising the price of provisions
gince the recent strike began. _ :

| German Exgineet Was Held For

Ransom of $225,000 — A
risoner Since May 25

(Canadian Press)

Berlin, Aug. 23—A dispatch from Turkey
says.that Edmond Richter, a German en-
gineer who was captured by Greek band-
its and held for a ransom of $225,000 has
been rescued on the Greek frontier and is
returning to Salonika.

Dr. Richter was engaged in mapping on
Mount Olympus in the wild frontier re-
gion between ‘Turkey and Greece, under
the auspices of a German geographical so-
ciety. when he fell into-the hands of the
brigands on May 25. The capture took
plade inside Turkish territory and his es-
cort of Turkish gendarmes was killed. Let-
ters from Talios, the bandit leader, de-
‘manding a ransom were delivered by Turk-
ish wvillagers, S

The German government acted promptly
<a small -army of Turkish soldiers was
sent in. pursnit of the bandits. At the
same'tilme, repfesentatives of the German
government and of the geographical society
scoured the mountains, taking with them
the gold for the ransom of the doctor. For
weeks the search was without result.

Recently news despatches stated'that the
pursuit. had beem abandoned as it had
ben' learned definitely that Richter was
held in Tirnavos on Greek territory in the
house of one Delyannis. The despatches
also insisted that Dr. Richter had been
captured not by mountain brigands, but
the “Greek National Society,” and that
the affair was an incident of the warfare
between irregular detachments of Greeks
and Bulgarians.

The ransom it was assumed was destin-
ed to further the partisan tarfare break-
ing out anew in Macedonia.

Bridgetown, N, 8., Aug. 22—At the open-
ing of the United Baptist convention this
afternoon the board of Sunday school in-
struction reported through E. D. King,
advocating a course of instruction for Sun-
day school feachers and also a line of sup-
plemental studies for pupils. .

Rev, 1. W. Porter reported as treasurer
of the denomination funds for Nova Scotia,
showing receipts from churches and in-
dividuals, $25,162; from W. B. M. Union,
$8,857; from mission bands, $2,068; total,
$36,080. This is an increase of $1,430 over
last year. The largest contribution is
from the Amherst church, which gave $2,-
067, with Windsor a good second, giving
$1,728.

Rev. W. E. McIntyre reported for New
Brunswick: Received from churches, $14,-
600; legacies, $961; M. B. Union, “$5;828;
mission bands, $2,288; ‘total, $24,467.

A. W. Sterns reported for P. E. Island:
Received from churches, $1,427; W, B.
M., $1,057; mission bands, $163; total,
$2,648.

In New Brunswick the honors for the
largest giving - are: divided - between the
Brunswick street . church,  ‘Fredericton,
which gave $2,052, and Germain street, St.
John, which gave $2,013.

The committee on finange reported
through Rev. I. W. Porter. The total
amount asked for the work of next year
is $55,000, to be appropriated as follows:
Home missions, $17,000; foreign missions,
'$20,000; Acadia University, $6,000; minis-
ters’ annuities and relief, $3,000; ‘western
missions, $6,000; Grand Ligue, $2,000; min-
isteriak education, $1,500. This amount to
be collécted as follows: Nova Scotia, $33,-

Kaiser'sWife Loses, by Death,
an Able Official of Her
Household—High Officials
of the Russian Court at
War

Every American who has visited the
Court of Berlin, or who has come into
contact with the Kaiserin, either in Ger-
many or abroad, will remember her very
courtly and amiable master of the house-
hold, Von dem Knesebeck, who has jist
succumbed to an operation for appendicit-
is, in the Red Cross hospital in Cassel,
and to which he had been transported
to undergo the operation from the neigh-

boring palace of Wilhelmshohe,  where he
was in attendance upom his imperial mis-
tress. <

His death has been a source of great

fopd of him since, in addition ‘to having
charge of her entire household, he . was
her chief adviser and her agent in all the
multifarious philanthropic work in which
she has always been interested. In fact,
some day:I trust to be able to give ih
these letters a complete list of the extra-
ordinary number of churches, of hospitals,
of convalescent ‘homes, and of orphanages
which the Kaiserin, in conjunction with
her adviser, Von dem Knesebeck, has
founded and endowed during the last twen-
ty years; sometimes with her own money,
sometimes with monéy placed at her ais-
posal for the purpose by people of every
creed and denomination who were satis-
fied that it would be turned to good. ac-
cotint.

Before becoming the empress’ grand
master of the household *he was her chiaf
chamberlain and prior to that her prin-
cipal private secretary. He had joined her
household immediately on the death of
the late Empress Augusta, in whose ser-
vice he has spent some eighteen years as
private secretary.

His Life

He was the son of General von dem
Knesebeck, the last envoy of the now de-
funct kingdom of Hanover to the court
of Vienna. He joined the Prussian army
on the outbreak of the war- with France,
and served throughout that conflict as a
fellow officer of Prince Buelow in  the
so-called Bonn King's Hussars, and won
the Order of the Iron Cross for conspicu-
ous gallantry on the battlefield.

With Buelow he remained on terms of
great intimacy until a couple of years ago,
when he, as well as the empress, became
imbued with the idea at the time of the
gensational imperial interviéw ‘in the Lon-
don Daily Telegraph, that the prince-

met and things that he had seen and
heard would prove of extraordinary inter-
est, far more so than that much discuss-
ed hook entitled ‘“Societe  de Berlin,”
which devotes several pages of vinegary
reference .to Von dem Knesebeck, and
which, bearing the name as author, of
“‘Cfount Paul Vasili,” was in reality writ-
ten by Auguste Gerard, now French Am-
bassador at Tokio, and who for several
years after the war of 1870 was attached.

Russian Officials at War . - :

Open’ war- has broken:out in St. Peters-
burg ‘between Premier Stolypin, and the
minister ‘of finance, Kokowzeff, whose
name has frequently been put forward-as
destined to become hik successor.’ In fact,
so serious.is the trouble between them
that it is difficult to see how they can pos-
sibly continue to work together in the
same administratios: ,

About a year ago th€™ prime minister
organized an imperial commission presid-
ed over by Senator Makaroff for the pur-
pose of investigating the charges of cor-
ruption and dishonesty made against the
police and the gendarmerie throughout the
empire. The commission did this work
very thoroughly, brought a number of of-
ficial scoundrels to book and secured nnli
only their dismissal but also their crimin-
al conviction, and imprisonment.

In this repert, which has lately been|
submitted to the emperor and to the cab-{
inet, it makes, among other useful recom-|
mendations, oné to the effect that th(v]
police, and especially the gendarmeriei
yhich is a corps d’elite, should be better:
paid. It shows that ‘the officers of high|
and low degree are now ridiculously under- |
paid aud that they are almost driven to
dishonesty in order to make both ends:
meet. . The report argues that by paying
a living wage to these meén, upon whose
efliciency and- honesty' the government is
obliged to depend so much-for the proper
working ‘of its adminjgtration, the tempta-
tion to dishonorable' practices would be
to a great extent removed.

This report formed a subject of discus-
sion at the last meeting of the cabinet
when it was warmly endorsed by the
premier and by all the ministers present
with the exception of Kokowzeff who, in
a speech lasting considerably more than
an hour, opposed it tooth and nail snd
declared that he should as chief of the na-
tional treasury decline to make any pro-
vision for the increased pay.

that were far more in need of financial
assistance. from the treasury: than the po-
lice department, and ‘that for his pari
he merely saw in the reorganization of
the police and of the gendarmerie a means
of increasing the arbitrary power vested
in the hands of the premier as minister
of the interior and of diminishing the au-
thority of the courts of law, of theprovin-
cial magistracy, of the parliamentary in-
stitutions and provincial diets. In fact,
lie openly accused Premier Stolypin of
championing the recommendations of Sen-
ator Makaroff's commission for the pur-
pose of increasing his own personal author-
ity.
The report has now gone to-the duma
and it remains to be seen what attitude
it will take, since it depends upon the
Jatter to vote the money needed. Should
the duma accept the recomemndations of
the  Makaroff’s commission and of the en-
tire cabinet with the exception of Kokow-
zeff, the latter will undoubtedly have to
resign and Russia will be deprived of the

Rockwood Park ‘Case Under In
quiry — Death Found to Have
Been Due to Drowning

An inquest into the death of William
Taylor, whose remains were found in Lily
Lake, on Wednesday afternoon, June 16,
was held in the police court last evening,
witlt Coroner Berryman presiding. The
eyldence was not sensational. In its ver-
d:ct‘ the jury expressed the belief that
Policeman McLeod, when first attacked by
Taylor, should have dismounted and call-
ed upon a man named Drydon, who was
near at the time, to assist in making the
arrest. The verdict follows: ‘“We, the
jury empannelled to enguire into the death
of William Taylor, whose body was found
in Lily Lake, Rockwood Park, in the city
of St. John, on the 16th inst., find that he
came to his death by drowning, being of
unsound mind at the time of his death.

From the evidence adduced we also believe |

that Mounted Policeman MecLeod “should
have dismdunted and called upon Mr. Dry-
don to assist in making the arrest, which
he failed to do.”

Policeman McLeod was the first witness.
In his testimony, which was similar to
what has already been published, he said
that when he met the strange man for the
first time, he was standing near the ice
house talking with a man named Drydon,
in the employ of the St. John Ice Com-
pany. The stranger on accosting him
said, “Look out, I am going to cut.” He
had no sooner heard this remark than his
horse started off and became unmanage-
able. After bringing the horse under con-
trol he turned back for the purpose of
making a search for his man. On coming
‘down the road he was agcosted for the
second time. Tt was on this occasion that
the stranger used the knife, cutting his
clothing. Witnets, said that when being
attacked he struek his assailant with his
whip and also pushed him away from his
horse with his foaqt.

He denied using either his baton or his
revolyer. and said that at the time of the
'assaulf hé had ho knowledge of who his
assailant was. He next told of summoning
assistance from the ecity, and, in company
‘with Mr. Drydon, making - a personal
search, in the course of which the coat and
vest of the deceased was found. The dis-
covery of the body, Wednesday afternoon,
was not made by him as Teported, but by
a man named Lugrin.

In answer to one of the jurymen he
said that the body was found about ninety
or one hundred feet out from the shore.
He could not say that at. the time of the
assault hig assailant was under the influ-
ence of liquor. He appeared to be in-
sane, however, and acted as though he was
contemplating suicide. He_ asked the po-
liceman to shoot him, saying that he was
going to leave the world as they were all
after him. Among other things found in|
the deceased’s pockets,. was a ‘piece of pa-,
per on which was printed, “The greatest
of all detective writers, Old Sleuth Week-

In answer to a question from one of theg
jurymen, witness said he heard the police«
man remark, “I will have to shoot you
if you are going to. stab me.” Witness
saw the man taking.off his hat and coab
just before he attempted to cut the police<’
man, .

Ernest W. Green, brotHer-inlaw’ of Tays
lIor, said that he saw the latter on the
afternoon of Tuesday, the'15th inst., at 3
o’clock. At this time Taylor was doing
work for ‘the witness in a boilér shop own-
ed by William Lewis. He went to work af
8 o’clock on that day and continued un-
til 5 pm. When he saw him at 3 o’clocld
Taylor appeared to l%!nervous and re-
marked that the men Were all interfering
with his work.

Robert W. Short testified that he saw
Taylor on the night of the 15th inst., in
Mount Pleasant avenue. He was walking
towards Rockwood Park at this time and
appeared to be of sound mind.

Frank Taylor, who at his\own requesf
was placed on the stand also testified to
seeing Taylor in the vicinity of ‘the park
on the night in question, and said that at
that time he was not acting strangely.

Dr. Dunlop told of making a pdst-mor<
tem 'examination "on thie. remains fof the
deceased. As.a result of the examination
he considered that his death was due to
drowning. The. forehead of the deceased
showed a few slight~bruises, but. mone of
these were of a serious character,

A. A. Wilson, K. C., who appeared in
' the interests of the relatives of the deceas«
ed, and Coroner Berryman both made ad«
dresses to the jury, at the close of which
the jury retired and after about a half
hour’s deliberation returned with the fores
going verdict. 4

All roads led to Fores-
ters’ Hall where A. B. Copp, M. P. P.,

and I. C. Rand of Moncton were-to"ad-
dress a meeting: in:the interests of the’
bpopular candidate .and the cause of reci-.
procity:  The hall was crowded to the
doors and in'a-.prompt business-like man-
ner, Samuel T. Morfon was elected chair-,
man. : i

Mr. Rand made a telling, scholarly ad-,
dress in which he pulled to pie the'
statements set forth by the -opposition
party. and showed the fallacy of their
foundationless misleading arguments. He
showed that theirs was a structure not
built on the proverbial rock but on the
shifting sands that will surely yield to
the overwhelming tide of confidence that
the electors of Canada are giving and will
give to reciprocity.

He asked. his audience why the Conser-
vative party were so much opposed to
reciprocity when it was one of the prin-
cipal subjects of interest to Sir John A.
Macdonald and other distinguished Con-
servative leaders up to the time that the
Liberal party came into charge of affairs.
Was it not due to the faet that the great
leaders of the party had died and that
he 'brains of the party had died with-
them and some of the traditions wupon

to the winds and new principles were in-
troduced.

The only consistent policy of the Con-
servative party at the present time seemed
to be that of opposition. The only legis-
Jdation that the Conservative party had not
opposed was the act for increasing session-
al indemnity. Hon. George E. Foster. who
so loudly made charges of disloyalty against
the Iaberal, party was only a masquerad-
ing, spuriotis imperialist who was almost
on his last legs. Sir Clifford Sifton always
‘had an axe to grind and while the Con-
servative party were holding him as one
of their cherished members while he talk-
ed against reciprocity it was only a few
short years since it was found necessary
that -they were condemning him.

Mr. Rand dealt with the schedules of the
tariff agreement. George W. Fowler’s bug-
bear of putting Canada at the mercy of
the American trusts if reciproecity was ap-
proved by the Canadian electors was only
a fallacy. Reciprocity would not be a step
towards the destruction of empire, as the
opposition party would like to have the
electors of Canada suppose, for Canada
was not held in the hollow of the hand of
the United States congress ready to suc-
cumb to the caprice of the powers at
Washington. The Conservative party had
been opposed to the great policy of prefer-
ential tariff, a policy that was destined to
bind closer the ties with the mother coun-
try. “Do not vote for a policy of nega-
tion,” he said, “vote for the policy of pro-
gress, the policy of reciprocity and its rep-
resentive Dr. McAlister.

A. B. Copp, M. P. P., eulogised Dr. Me-

better, and if they did not like Mr. Fow-
ler’'s policy in 1908 there were very just
reasons why they would not like them in
1911.

: Neat:ly a year ago, the Times reprinted
an article from the Toronto Telegram, de-
scribing in an interesting manner the fruit
market of Toronto about the first of Sep-
In the market then were grapes
from California, prunes from Idaho,
peaches from Utah and apples from Colo-
rado. The article pointed out that the
Canadian fruit season had begun and the
shipments from the states were falling off.
However, though very choice California
apples were selling at $2.25 to $2.50 per
box, the early Ontario apples on the mar-
ket were bringing $4 to $4.50 per barrel,
which is evidence emough that they were
not suffering through competition. Much
of the imported fruit was of grapes, prunes
and melons. The apples, peaches and pears
had come into Toronto just as they do
into .St.
was on the market,

The Standard today devotes nearly all
its editorial space to a reproduction of
this article from the Toronto Telegram,
and endeavors to convince its readers that
reciprocity would ruin our fruit industry.
The fruit growers of Ontario have no such
fear, and certainly those of the maritime
provinces are not worrying about it. The
home grown fruit will always have the ad-
vantage in its season, and before its sea-
son begins the consumers will be very glad
to get imported fruit at a cheap-rate. It
does not disturb the Canadian orchardist
to know that prunes come in carloads from
California. Among the fruit referred to by
the Telegram was a large British Columbia
exhibit sent to the Toronto exhibition.

The Standard apparently does not want
the people to get imported fruit cheaper
than at present. And yet it would be
very pleasing to ‘the citizens of St. John
to get imported berries and fruits cheaper
in the early part of the season, before the
native article comes on the market. That
is what would happen under reciprocity,

LIQUOR AIDS GERMANY:
IN DESIGNS FOR LANDS
IN SOUTH AFRICA

Cape Town, Aug. 22—A report is about
to be made to the British colonial oifice
on the drink question in British Alriea.
A temperance movement has already been
started, and it is hoped that in many of
the states legislation may be introduced to
prohibit the sale of intoxicating liquor to
natives, while it is urged that the coclomal
office similarly deal with such .states n
Africa as are not under the jurisdiction of
United South Africa.

Even from as far northwest as Nigeria
and southeast as British East Africa and
Somaliland, to say nothing, of the nearer
regions of Rhodesia, Bechuanaland and
the 'Iransvaal, comes the same story—the
physique and morality of both whites and
natives are being undermined by the
frightful consumption of liquor, which,
aside from wines, beers and cordials, is
said to amount to. 10.000,000 cases of spirits
a year, principally coming from Hamburg.

It is thus argued, if merchants are al-
lowed to continue their imporations of
spirits, the German government will have
no difficulty in a few years in taking wht
territory it pleases in South Africa with-
out any fear of local resentment or oppo-
sition.

OPENING.QF THE EUROPEAN
AND NORTH AMERICANR. R.

Great Event in Bangor and on the Border Forty
Years Ago This Fall; President Grant and Lord
Lisgar, Governor General of Canada, Were Pre-
sent as Well as Other Distinguished Guests

/

The formal opening of the European
& North American railway, which took
plaice on Wednesday and Thursday, Oct.
18 and 19, 1871, was a great event, says
the Bangor Commercial. The celebration
was made an international affair, the
President of the United States, the gov-
ernor-genéral of Canada, and other high
officials of both governments, together
with representatives of the state and the
provinces, were in attendance as guests
of the city and the railway. Military and
fire companies, and other organizations
took part. And a grand excursion over
the new line as far as the boundary on tie
second day, concluded the exercises.

A copy of the card of invitation issued
for the affair is here presented: :
EUROPEAN & NORTH AMERICAN

RAILWAY CO.

Sir:—You are cordially invited to at-
tend the formal opening of the European
and North American Railway, on the 18th
and 19th days of October next.

On Wednesday, the 18th, President
Grant and other distinguished gentlemen
will be the guests of the City of Bangor,
and during the day, there will be exercises
suitable for the occasion. .

On Thursday, the 10th, an Excursion
Train will leave Bangor for Saint John, at
8 o’clock a. m.

An answer is respectfully solicited.

(Signed), G. K. JEWETT, President.
Bangor, Maine, Sept. 30, 1871.

The Eastern, the Boston and Maine, and
the Maine Central Rail Roads, will pass
the holder of this Card, both ways, on
presentation. *

President Grant and Lord Lisgar, the
governor-general of Canada, arrived in
Bangor by special train-on Tuesday even-
ing, and were formally welcomed by a
calute /to each of 21 guns. Under escort
of ten military companies and five bands
they were conducted to the Bangor House,
through streets lined with decorations,
draped with American and British flags,
and beneath arches. At one point along
the line the school children were massed,
and showered the party with flowers as
the procession passed.

On Wednesday came the procession of
the various companies, military and other,
reviewed by Governor Perham, while in
the hall a reception was being held by
the President. The celebration seems to
have been a great success. The newspa-
per accounts at the time speak of the en-
thusiasm, of the good order, and -the ex-
cellent provision for the guests. Mention
is also made of the fact that the repre-
gentatives of the press were cared for
“with unprecedented liberality.” “Red-
shirted lumbermen,” a mnovel sight, no
doubt, to many of the visitors, attracted
great attention. - .

The military and fire companies evi-
dently acquitted themselves honorably
For all through the reports of the occa:
sion there is mno suggestion of any jar
ring note. Though in referring to the
speech by the President the writers are
compelled to admit that “it read better
than it sounded;” the great leader ond
wonderful general being very far from an
impressive figure as a speech-maker. The
reporters mention his surprisingly bashful
appearance when delivering an address,

Of the visiting governor-general on the

other hand it was observed that “his sen-
sible, candid speech made a most favorable
impression.” The banquet was noticeable
for the absence of liquors. Neither at
Bangor not at Vanceboro on the next day
was any wine served, In commenting up-
on this, President Jewett of the E. &
N. A, said, ‘“We exact temperance habits
of our employes -of the E. & N. A.; and
it would not be consistent for us to set a
bad example by furnishing liquors to out
guests.” An added success was given to
the banquet by the unexpected appearance
of the Hutchinson family, then so deserv-
edly famous, who sang a rather impromptu
ode set to the tunes of God 'Save the
Queen and Yankee Doodle.

The only discordant feature was one
quite beyond the control of the commit-
tee. True to its traditions New England
weather provided an unkind variety. There
was a slight fall of snow on Wednesday,
and another on Thursday evening; while
“a slight earthquake shock was felt in
many places throughout the state about 5
o'clock on Thursday.” This latter, how-
ever, was, as suggested at the time, “no
doubt to do honor to the President.”

On Thursday there was’an excursion
“in, sixteen elegant new cars” (for so the
programme of the celebration announced),
to Vanceboro, with a dinner in a large
tent, set as mearly as could be upon the
line between Maine and New Brunswick.
From necessity the tent was placed some
little distance west of the “line,” for the
St. Croix river forms the boundary be-
tween the two states. Here plates were
laid for 1,300. As the excursion train ap-
proached Vanceboro a salute was fired
from an old gun, “Indepenaexnce,” which
had been rescued from its grave in the
river near Bangor, where ‘it had lain for
nearly a hundred years.

The president’s train on its return,
reached Bangor at 10 o'clock, and left for
Portland at: 11 the same night. This trip
of President: Grant was notable in that
this was the first time a President of
the United Btates had been so far east.
President Mohroe had visited the “Dis-
trict” in 1817, but Wad not gone east of
the Kennebec.. Moreover, the opening oi
the E. & N. A. was_dt a time opportune
for a celebration for,"'il‘, followed close up-
on the signing of tHe Treaty of Washing-
ton, by which an amicable settlement had
been effected of several matters-that had
been troubling the two governments, some
of them ever since the close of the Civil
war. The treaty was signed on May 8,
1871, and soon after confirmed by the Sen-
ate.

Not without interest to us at this day,
in connection with this important cele-
bration, are the railroad arrangements for
transporting the crowd of visitors and
participants, showing as they do the lim-
ited facilities of 40 years ago. In 1871
the Maine Central might be said to be
just beginning to exist; for-it was in 1870
that the Portland & Kennebee railroad
was leased to the then existing Main Cen-
tral; the gauge of the latter between Ban-
gor and Waterville was narrowed to the
present standard (4 ft. 8% in.) and trains
were ~un through from Bangor to Port-
land and Boston. The train service t7as
limited, and the equipment still more; and
the handling of a large excursion was no
very simple matter., There were then two

[regu]nr passenger trains betweenu Bangor
and Portland (the day train and the night
Pullman) and a mixed train between Ban-
gor and Augusta. <A hint of the meagre-
ness of the equipment is given in a letder
of the superintenedent of the Maine Cen-
tral to the superintendent of the P. S.
& P (the Eastern) in which he speaks
of the call for extra cars for the day ol
the celebration (trains were them running
through from Boston to Bangor), and tells
him that, in order to have the cars match,
he will' put ome extra car on the
westbound train the day before, and asks
the other to put one also on the east-
bound that day.

The same letter says: “I do hope we
shall not be annoyed with new cars and
hot boxes on either train. I am afraid
of those new Pullmans” (!) Pullman®cars
were then a very new thing. As indi-
cated above, sleeping cars had been run-
ning between Boston and Bangor for only
about a year; and that the employes were
not familiar with them is seen from a fatal
accident that occurred just after this cele:
bration. A switchman was crushed while
attempting to couple a Pullman car to a
common freight car.

The military companies were taken to
Bangor by a special train which left Port-
land at 4 a.m. The men were given break-
fast at Augusta, and reached Bangor about
10.30 in the forenoon. There were ten
companies from various parts of the state.
The President arrived in Portland ab
about noon; and after a brief stop was
taken to Bangor by special train drawn
by a “fancy” engine—for so the superin-
tendent informed the master mechanic he
must provide for that occasion. ~What
was this “fancy engine?” It was the
“Augusta,” which the older railroad men,
and perhaps some of the travellers will
remember. She was a wood burner,
“inside connected,” and weighed 24 toms.
(I do not know what would be the exact
dimensions of a locomotive that the man-
agement of the Maine Central would put
on to an important train today; but it
is safe to say that its weight would be
nearer to 100 tons than 24—perhaps near-
er 124). But the Augusta was a favorte at
that time, and was very fast for those
days. So far as recorded she did her work
creditably on this occasion, and brought
the President into Bangor safely, and as
early as was expected.

Among the conductors who were in ser-
vice then, and concerned in the train ar-
rangements for this celebration were: —
Charles French, who had charge of the
President’s train from Portland to Water-
ville (or rather to ‘“Kendall’s Mills,” for
that was the transfer point), and William
Bodge, who brought it to Bangor; A
Eaton, John Jewett (but reently passed

a now veteran conductor), and F. O. Beal.
(I cannot give the names of the engine-
men, for this account is drawn from let-
ters of the superintendent’s office, and not
from the Motive Power Department).

Rousing Organization Meeting Predicts
Big Majority for Liberal Candidate
in the City and County---Stirring

Speeches Heard
thusiasm Shown

and Marked En-

‘A Targe crowd of enthusiastic electors
‘met in Temperance Hall, Fairville, last
night, to effect the organization of the Lib-
eral party in that district. The big attend-
pnce and the earnestness displayed by
those present indicated in the most posi-
tive manner the unity and strength of the
: Liberal party in that section of the coun-
ty. The meeting marked the firing of the
first gun of the campaign in Lancaster,
and the. electors who~were in attendance
.showed unmistakably their intention to
! carry the battle to a suecessful issue. The
general organization was eompleted, a sub-
iorganization . effected .. for ,_ Beaconsfield,
gnd plans made for a { meeting of
the electors of Milford to
vrganization for that section.
‘ The meeting was called to order at 8
o’clock,  W. F. Barnhill’ presiding, . and
rousing -speeches were delivered hy W. J.
Mahoney, J. D. P..Lewin and Pr. L. M.
Durran. The, spedkers - were listened to
with great attention, and their remarks
were greeted with hearty applause. At
the conclusion .of the speeches the work
of organization was carried through in a
. business-like manner and some time was
gpent in the discussion of general plans for
the work of the!campaign.

The gathering included many of those
-who in the past have given generously of
their time and labor for the success of
the party, and in’addition there were many
vthers who for the first time are taking
part in a campaign in which they recognize
that important issues must be settled and
the welfare. of the county safeguarded by
the election of a Liberal representative
ih both city and county. The representa-
tives of the different sections of the parish
vied with each other in guaranteeing for
their respective sections a better showing
than the Liberal party has ever made in
any other eléction. The personality of the
candidate has very much to do with the
enthusiasm displayed and there was also
shown a deép and intelligent interest in
the big issiie on which the election is to
be fought,’and the electors present were
unanimous in their support of .reciprocity
and in their sincere belief in the bene-

+ fits which will follow the adoption of the
trade agreement. The necessity-of hard
and continuous work was emphasized by
the various speakers, and theéir hearers
were quite ready to agree with them, and,
what - is mere -important,: 6" follow -their
advice? The work of organization -will be
carried to the fullest extent, and the re-
sult of the active and energetic éfforts of
the workers will undoubtedly be shown in
a most substantial manner at the polls
on election day. \

The Speeches.
Tn opening, the chairman ‘dwelt briefly

~-on the purpose of the meeting, referring,

amid vigorous manifestations of approval,
to the selection of James Lowell as the
standard bearer of the Liberal party in the
county of St. John. He then introduced
the speakers of the evening.

W. J. Mahoney, who was the first speak-
er, congratulated the electors on the choice
of a representative for the county and

' gpoke in glowing terms of the candidate,
. his past record and his prospects in the
approaching fight. i

Taking up the subject of Reciprocity,
on which the election is being fought, he
outlined some of its principal provisions
and showed how their adoption would
benefit the country as a whole and this
provinee in particular. He. showed clear-
ly how the farmers would benefit by im-
.provement in the prices which they would
be able to secure for their hay and other
farm products, and how this would influ-
ence the general prosperity of the prov-
ince. The great stimulus which the lum-

< bering industry would receive with the

i copsequent benefit to the men engaged in
*'Jumbering and mill work was pointed out
by the speaker. The effect of the treaty
on the fishermen was also shown to be
greatly to their advantage.

Mr. Lewin, who followed,.also dwelt on
the advantages of reciprocity. He urged
his hearers to study the matter carefully
and without bias, assuring them that by
go doing they, could not fail to convince
themselves of the advantages of entering
into such an-agreement with the United
States. He traced the history -of recipro-
city from its inception, showimg that the
greatest minds of both parties had united
in their approval of the principle involved
and referring .to the very practical bene-
fit which the country had reaped during

. the period in which reciprocity had pre-
viously ‘been in force.

The speaker pointed out that the fin-
anciers of the country had always been
quite willing to avail themselves of their
opportunities to send their money across
the Jine for profitable investment and ask-
ed why the farmers "and other producers
of the country should not be given the
same privilege. He declared that the op-
position to the agreement arose from self-
ish class interests and called on the clec-
tors to rise to the defence of the common
people and the trade agreement which had
been framed for their benefit.

Speaking of the candidate he said that
it was unnecessary to eulogize James Low-
ell in a section where he was so well
known. He held Mr. Lowell up as worthy
of their support on the record which he
had won by his devotion to the interests
of his constituents in the past. e cem-
pared Mr. Lowell to ex-President Roosevelt
in his energy and his ability to :=ccure re-
sults and asked for the er-operation of
every elector in securing the election of a
man who was peculiarly suited to repre-
sent the county in the Federal House.

Dr. L. M. Curran,

Dr. L. M. Curran was the next sreaker
and in a vigorous and telling address Jaid
before the meeting some of the chief claims
of the Liberal party for the suoport of
the people and exposed the fallacy cof scme
of the arguments on which the ouporition
is depending in their (‘ﬁ{)?ﬂ to dis:redit
the Liberal party at any Cost.

mplete the

In opening chis remarks Dr. Curran said
that he had not-alwags beeh a ‘member of
the Liberal paty and was'not beand to it
by any other ties than the dictates of ‘his
own judgment. He ‘was not advocahing
the adoption of the reciprocity agreeraent
simply because it ‘was put forward by the
Liberal party but because he had decided,
affer weeks of careful study, that it was
for* the best interests of the country.

He was glad. he said, to find the purty
before the country with such an issue as
their platform. The Liberal party, he de®
clared, was entitled to be returned to pow:
er on their past record alone and he did
not doubt, that they would be. The fret
that they had staked the result on the
people’s’ judgment regarding reciprocity
made the result doubly sure. We are
first®of all Canadians, he said, and such a
measure, which is déstiged to make Canada
the most prosperous and successful section
of the British Empire should arouse crery
patriotic Canadian to a determination to
do his utmost to return to power the party
which is pledged to its adoption.

The wild attempts of the Conservatives
to cast doubts on the loyalty of the Lib-
eral party were flouted by the speaker. He
pointed out the practical evidence of the
party’s loyalty to the Empire and asked
what the Conservatives had ever done to
entitle them to say that they were the
only patriots in the country.

Mr. Lowell's Fine Record.

Tt is unnecessary, he said, to say anything
about Mr. Lowell’s claims for support in
a constituency where his personality and
his record are so well known, He appeal-
ed, however, for support for Mr. Lowell
as the representative of the party which
has the real interests of Canada at heart
and whigh would guard these interests and
promote the welfare of the nation by se-
curing. the adoption. of the Reciprocity
agreement.

The conclusion of Dr.  Curran’s speech
was marked by vigorous applause and the
meeting then: proceéded td . the work of
organization. W. F. Barnhill was unani-
mously electéd chairman for the parish and
Joseph L. O’Brien was chosen as-cecretary.
~In dorder to becure: the-best results it
was decided* to " effeet” additional organiza-
tion for Beaconstield and: Milford 1o look
after the details of the work in these sec-
tions. The representatives of the former
place immediately got together and elected
Wm. McKee chairman and Charlés Russell
secretary. It was decided to hold another
meeting in Milford to elect officers for that
district and arrangements for this were
left in the hands of the parish chairman.

clared with the utmost confidence that

1. COLLINS SHOWS
GOOD RESULTS HERE
FROM RECIPROCITY

Speaking yesterday of the profitable
trade which was established a few years
ago in St. John between this city and
province and the United States in eggs
and potatoes, but which was severed when
the duty on these articles was imposed,
Timothy * Collins, the well known whole-
sale grocer of North Market street,.said
he was looking forward to the reopening
of the American market in this regard,
and felt that this would be one of the
many beneficial results to follow the rati-
fication of the reciprocity agreement in
so far as St. John and New Brunswick
were concerned.

“A few years ago,” said Mr. Collins,
“before the duty on potatoes and eggs
came into effect, I used to ship large quan-
tities of them to the States, and they
used to bring a very good price. I've
shipped as many as six hundred barrels
of potatoes.in one week, but when the
duty of twenty-five cents, and later fif-
teen cents additional, was placed on them,
an end was put to this branch of trade.
The enforcing of a duty of five cents a
dozen on eggs, also put a check on this
line of business. The market was good,
and there were lots of potatoes and eggs
to be had here, so that the prices locally
were no higher.

“I think that if reciprocity is passed it
will naturally result in the reopening of
the market for these staples, and there
seems to6 me no reason why it should not
prove as profitable as a few years ago.
certainly think that the farmers of New
Brunswick can raise more potatoes than
they are doing at present, and with the
larger market there would be no necessity
ofldff’e,edjng to cattle what were left un-
sold.

FARMERS AND THE BANKS.

“What cause ia there for the Bankers’
Association to oppose this great benefit to
the people?” asked Hugh Guthrie at a Lib-
eral meeting in Guelph.

“Are these bankers so interested in the
farmers? Let us see.

Look for a moment at Sir FEdmund
Walker, head of the Bank of Commerce,
who opposes any extension of markets that
farmers get for fear of his loyalty, but
he has his branches all over the' coantry
looking for deposits from the farmers of
Ontario. They may lend you some for a
while if they have a dead cinch, but it’s
the deposits they’re after.

“These deposits are expressed to head
office, and when the time comes that there
is a squeeze in New York and money is
tight, Sir Edmund walks forth with his
big bag. You know the result; no tariff
on money? He doesn’t want a tariff on
money. It’s your hogs he wants the tariff
on,”

Ottawa, Aug. 22—Hon. Dr. Pugsley Wwill
leave for St. John tomorrow, travelling
by the Ocean Limited. !

The site recommended for the new post
office at St. John, which has been receiv-
ed from the post office department and
approved by an expert of the department
of public works, consists of an area ex-
tending 160 feet ‘sputh from the Bank of
Nova Scotia building in - Prince William
street, part of it extending back to Can-
terbury street. !

It includes the Bayard building, the rest
of the site being unoccupied ground.

f the recommendation is approved by
the minister of public works the land will
be aeqtrired by expropriation through the
Exchequer Court.

It is expected that the cost will not ex-
ceed $40,000, which officials regard as very
reasonable, being less than $2 a foot, in-
cluding the Bayard building.

It iz intended -to erect jupon the site a
handsome building of a character similar
to the new Winnipeg post office which is
greatly admired.

GOVERNMENT IS~
ATTACKED IN HOUSE
BY KIER HARDIE

Charges Aiding of Railways in|:

Strike—Lloyd George Answers
and Matters are Lively

London, Aug. 22—There was a lively
passage between ‘James Kier Hardie, the

‘Socialist léader, and David Lloyd George,

the chancellor of the exchequer, during to-
day’s mession of parliament.

Mr. Hardie accused the government of
taking the side of the railway directors in

the strike, and' said if the government
‘had Brought the same pressure ‘to bear on

the directors as it had on the men there
would have béen no strike. He declared
wehemently that- the men who had been
shot down by troops during the strike
“were murdered in the interests of the
capitalistic system.” As a protest against
the conduct of the government he moved
85 an amendment to the motion for ad-
journment that the house of commons ad-
journ to August 29 instead of October 24.

Mr. Lloyd /George replied that the gtea’t
-conflagration had been put out but there
were still smouldering fires here and there
about the country which at any ‘moment

might burst into flames. ‘He declared he

knew mnothing which was more likely to
bring about such a disaster and perhape
cause the men to fling away what their
leaders had claimed was a triumph for
them than “such grossly inaccurate state-
ments”’ as had been made by Mr. Hardie.
The Chancellor said: “There was not a
syllable of truth” in the allegations of Mr.
Hardie, that the government had sided
with the railway directors. He asserted
that it was due to pressure brought to
bear by the government on the directors
that induced them to meet the representa-
tives of the men face to face. The gov-
ernment, he added, had used its whole
power to see that justice was done to both
parties to the dispute. Mr. Lloyd George
then referred to a speech made by Mr.
Hardie in which he said the Socialist lead-
er had ‘told a big meeting of men that
the premier was prepared to shoot down
every striker. The chapcellor stigmatized
this charge as baseless and contemptible.
Mr. Hardie’s amendment to the motion
to adjourn was then defeated by a vote
of 93 to 18. .
James Ramsay MacDonald, chairman of
the Labor party, who took a prominent
part in the negotiations for a settlement,
was optimistic and told them if the spirit
shown on both sides during the course of
the negotiations prevailed in future, the
country had heard the last of railway
strikes. However, he was unable to resist
making a heated denunciation of Home
Secretary Churchill and the employment of
soldiers during the strike. He detlared
that the department which had played the
most diabolical part during the whole un:
rest’ was the home office. Mr. Churchill's
bulletins on the situation, he said, were
“mischievous and inaccurate and the ex-
pression of opinions therein were not sen-
sible and the effect was to make men
more desirons of continning the fighting
than coming to a settlement.”
Mr. MacDonald complained bitterly of
what he described as “a reckless cisplay

1| of military force.”

Mr. Churchill’s retort to Mr. MacDonald
was that if the Ilanelly rioters had been
left to themselves. they would have
wrought more damage and misery in two
or three hours than the whole 50,000
troops employed in strike duty.

The home secretary maintained that the
wholesale employment of soldiers was
necessary to prevent undue loss of life,
Mr. Churchill held that if the authors
of the strike had succeeded in their inten-
tions they would have brought about a
catastrophe compared with which the ef-
fect' of a blockade by a foreign enemy
would have been almost neglig}bly.

hay going into the States. It is fortunate
for producers of hay in this province and
Eastern Ontario, that the hay crop al-
though not as large as that of last year,
the deficiency will be fully compensated
by the much better quality of this sea-
son’s yield. Not oply will the United
States want our hay, but England will be
a customer for our surplus production. So
that the prospects for the farmers of this
province are good in any case; but they
will be still further improved if they have
free admission into the United States for
their hay.

$10. to 811 at country points and $12.50
to $13 per ton in car lots here. The price
quoted at Haymarket Square is $10. per
load of 1,500 pounds not per ton.

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THE AWAKENING
0F THE CITES

What Has Been Done for Beauti-
fying, Planning Parks, Squares,
Etc., Physical Generation
Throughout America

(The World's Work).

Ten years ago the city of Cleveland be
gan the work of transforming a hideous
lake front and business centre—a district
composed of dumping grounds, - tumble-
dawn brick shacks, and ante-bellam public

buildings that were an eyesore—into a civic [

centre which in its spirit, in the archi-
tecture of its buildings, and in its per-
manence should be an inspiration for the
whole great metropohs that is destined to
grow up around it.

At the sanie time Kansas City began the
tagk of making over a naturally ugly city
of tbumpy hills into a place of beauty, by
creating a system of parks, parkways and
boglevards that places it well at the head
of ‘eities of its class as agpark city. .

At the same time, or approximately so,
Chicago began the active work of supple-
menting its park system with a series of
city squares equipped as playgrounds for
children.

Since then, in a hrief, busy décade, the
park area in our cities has increased more
than 500 per cent.; playgrounds have in-
creased from ‘half a dozén to more’than
two thousand; the architecture ' ‘of pub-
lic buildings has undergone a révolution;
civic centres, grouping of buildings and
town plans have become a part of every
city life, and the epoch of the physical re-
generation of American cities may be said
to have got fairly under way. In the next
ten years this ratio of city improvement
will he increased. Nothing short of a na-
tional calamity can prevent it.

Thegf are extraordinarily important
facts.' ‘But more important is the new spir-
it which they 'indicatz. For such accom-
plishments could not be achieved unless
grimy industry, the basis and reason for
all real /cities, had undergone a change of
heart and given its approval of the new
order. g

The President of the National Associa-
tion of {Commercial Executives, Mr. Clar-
ence A. Cotton, who understands the ele-
ments of progressiveness, thus explains
the newer idea:

“When a modern, enlightened business

> man nowadays comes to a city to look it
over as a possible place of location, he
asks two important questions, First of
all he satisfies himself that water sup-
ply is good. Then he asks:J ‘And how
about your parks and playgrounds? - And
if a city cannot make a good showing in
this respect a bisg, black mark is chalked
up against its chances for getting that

* man’s business.”

This has started an era of competition.
1t works this way: one city wakes up and
improves its physical make-up by turning
waste ground into a park, by /widening
¥urrow streets and making boulevards, and !
%y tearing down the old, worm-eaten, |
brick city hall and erecting in its place
a solid and beautiful granite or marble
building. Tts neighbors scoff for awhile.
They laugh at its plans and call them
dreams. Then one day they notice that
the dreams have come true and that the |
city which made itself over is gaining on |
them. or even distancing them in the race
for civie supremacy.

The charm that produced the beautifica-
tion was good business! Men would rathori
live and do business in the city with the,
parks and boulevards; and out-of-town peo-
ple naturally like to visit and trade in!
such places. The other cities begin to
think. Then they hegin to talk. Then
they set about actual work; and goon we
have a score of cities hurrying to place
themselves on a par with their progres-
sive neighbor—as a matter of business!

The movement spreads. Towns all over
the country fall in Jine until today we
have the beginning of what truthfully may
be called the era of physical regeneration
of the American city. There is no need
to recite how necessary such regeneration
ic. The carelessness with which our cities
have been built is obvious. The important
thing is that all mumicipalities now are
awakened to an appreciation of this fact,
and are remedying their defects as rapidly
as they can.

The complete regeneration of the cities|

through the gospel of planning necessarily
will be a long time in arriving. In the
meantime the influence of the idea is ap-|
parent in the manner in which communi-
ties are devoting themselves to the minor
improvements. They are cleaner than they
ever have been since the days of their in-
fancy, better paved, better lighted, and
better physically in every way. They are
making good as places to live and work
in, and they are devoting an unprecedented
amount of their energies to the work of
waking better citizens.
