MASTER'S OPENING REMARIKS,

officers has not been broken, although some are, at present,absent, I have
every reason to tender my warmest thanks for the many, many courtesies I
have received at your hands, and the very liberal manner in which you have
overlooked my short comings.

The Worthy Master next submitted his Annual Report
as follows.

WORTHY MASTER'S ADDRESS:
Patrons and Delegates to Dominion Grange.

PaTRONS,~—We are gathered here for the Fifth Annual Meeting of this
Grange with unbroken ranks in our staff of Officers : and in this happy
re-union of Officers and Delegates, thank iving and devotional praise is due
to the Great Author of our existence Blg:r his protecting care. We bave
yreat reason us Agriculturists, to congratulate each other, that our labors have
li')een crowned with a liberal harvest, and while our granaries are filled, and
the season of severe toil is over, let us not forget the dutics devolving upon
us as citizensand countrymen, for as season after season follows each other
in regular order, from springtime to maturity and decay, so should the
farmers turn aside from their toil in the field and devote themselves, not
only to mental and social culture, but to all the business transagtions of
life, for our relationship to the commerce of the world has made an
enlarged degree of intelligence on the part of our farmers, respecting com-
mercial principles, essential to the successful conducting of their business, and
however great our natural or acquired advantages may be, they alone
will not sustain against foreign or domestic competition, but reliance
must be placed also upon the intelligence and industry of the cultivators of
the soil ; and above all, that success i this pursnit as'in sll others, depends
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in a great degree upon the estimation in which this most noble and important
occupation is held by themselves and the community at large.

In extending my congratulations for the growth of the Order, I feel we
have tided over some of the dangers that threatened onr existence, for all
are beginning to see the benefits of association, and the outside world is
beginning to learn the Grange is not a myth, but is banding together a class
of people whese interests are identical and upon whom ﬁle prosperity of
the country depends. And while the great public mind is scanning our acts
prior to a decision, let us be admonished as farmers and a: members of
the Grange, to so equip ourselves with intelligence as to merit the tribute

that is sure to await us, proviling we adhere to and carry out the precepts
of our Order,

In Co-operation is embraced the fundamental principles of the Order,
but before it can be successfully adopted as a working basis for the achieve.
ment of any great object, it will be necessary for members to educate
themselves by observation and actual study, hence the necessity of our
meeting together and talking together. Thissubject has been alluded to by
members of the Grange on many occasions, both in yublic and private since
the advent of the Grange in Canada, and some no doubt have almost come
to the conclusion that we have faled in the solution and requirements
necessary to its successful adoption. Ido not take any such desponding view
of this important part of our organization, but rather admire the progress
we have made, considering the condition in which we found ourselves, and
the length of time we have been organized. Confidence in each other is a
great incentive to success, and confidence in our united ability to perform,
are two things we should never lose sight of.

The Executive Committee, I trust, will bring before you for your con-
sideration their action in regard to Co-operation in financial matters, and
whatever legislation may be done by this Grange upon said report I hope
will be characterized by wisdom and discretion. ~ At a former session a
committee was appointed on education, and I presume this Grange will
see the propriety of continuing a committee of that kind. Notwithstanding
itis a fact that public sentiment and the liberality of Government haye
made our institutions of learning to rank with the first in America—which is
an honor to the country and its people—there are points, however, in the
educational part, and home influences in rural districts, which perhaps a
committee of this kind might reach—and on this occasion as on former
occasions I wish to impress upon the members of this Grange the importance
of cementing the affections of farmers’ children to their homes and
rural pursuits—for I believe it the palladium of our success, and a safe-
guard of our country’s rosperity. I was much interested in reading the
address of the Worthy Master of the National Grange, and as our interests
are nearly identical upon this subject, I believe itwould not be out of
place to insert that portion of it in this address, He pays :

“ Throughout this church-spired land the children are always sought for
to fill our Su%bnth schools. The “pillars of the church” we know the
sure effects of early and constant Cﬁristinn training. “Ninety and nine”
never stray from the Shepherd’s fold.

“Now the farmers’ children are needed in ourark of safety, where they
may be instructed in %ood morals ; where they may form correct habits of
thought, politeness an frugality ; where tastes for reading, discussion and
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music may be cultivated ; where love for rural pursuits may be nurtured;
where home ties may be strengthened, beautified and riveted, and where
faith in God, hope in immortality, and charity to all mankind, may be
brought to light and practiced daily by a fraternal band. To some extent
this necessity has already been recognized.

“Juvenile Granges have been formed; periodical meetings have been
held, when the children: are generally invited t) come together, and in
consequence of judiciously prepared schemes, the impressions created are
invaviably joyous, exalting and lasting.

“"Tis education forms the common mind;
Just as the twig is bent the tree's inclined.'

“ Make the Grange attractive to the youth and they will soon learn
to love and revere its teachings, to follow its precepts, and to honor the
farmer’s vocation. This material must be had to build up and to perpet-
nate the Grange edifice.

“The places you and I fill they will soon be called upon to occupy.
The destiny of our order and our country is to be placed intHwir hands, and
we are responsible to a great degree for the manner in which they shail
discharge the duties devolving upon them as Patrons and as citizens of this
republic.

“I theretore solemnlylenjoin upon you, the representatives of the
several States here assembled, to teach and to enforce in your respective
Jurisdictions, by frequent repetition, the infinite importance of a speedy
enlistment of the farmers’ sons and daughters of to-day under the benefi-
cent banner of our society.”

A long felt necessity of a paper in the interest of agriculture and
the Grange in Canada is now suppled, and it rests with the members to
say whether or not it shall be custained. The price for which it is offered
places it within the reach of every family of the Order in the Domivion,
and there is no way that we can better benefit each other than by a liberal
support of a periodical, ably edited by a memberof our own fraternity.

[n the absence of information from the last session of the National
Grange of the United States, I am unable to give any reliable statistics,
but trust the bond of union is still preserved.

I wish to call the attention of the Grange to the propriety of noticing
at this session the arrival to our shores of the Marquis of Lorne in his
official capacity, as Governor of the Dominion of Canada, and his wife, the
Princess Louise, and, as nearly every interest in Canada has given expres-
ion, in addresses or public demonstrations, of loyalty, the agriculturists
thus far have been silent, not having an opportunity in a united capacity of
expressing their patriotic loyalty to the one and their affections for the
other, as the daughter of our beloved Queen. I would recommend the
adoption by this Grange of a suitable address, expressive of the sentiments
of the agricultural class in Canada.

This session closes my term of office, and, in retiring, allow me to ex
press my high appreciation of the kindness and courtesy shown me by the
members of the Grange everywhere, and, in a particular manner, do I ap-
preciate the valuable assistance rendered me by the officers and{members
of the' Dominion Grange, and I trust the members will ever hear in mind
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that the prosperity of the Order depends ‘very much upon the wisdonr
and zeal that is practiced in our meetings of legislation.

Daly also reported at some length on the Co-oper
ative store and Dominion Grange Agency at Napanee.

The Secretary was next called upon to read an address
(prepared by the Executive Committee) to the Governor-
Greneral, the Marquis of Lerne, and Her Royal Highness
the Princess Louise. The address was well received, the
reading ol which was followed by speeches from many
delegates, full of loyalty to the British Throne and the
Government under which our country has prospered.

Address to the Governor-General and Princess Louise,

To His Excellency the Right Honorable Sir John Douglass Sutherland Campbell,

K. L. K. C. M.G., the Marquis of Lorne, Governor-General of Canada,
and Her Royal Highness the Princess Louise,

Through the medium of the Dominion Grange, the representative
societyof the great agricultural interest of Canada, we extend to His Excel-
lency the Marquis of Lorne and Her Royal Highness the Princess Louise
the hearty and earnest welcome of the yeomanry of this country, and de-
sire to _express our sincere wishes for your happy life amongst us, and the
successful direction of the affairs of the country in the honored position
you are called upon to fill. As agricultural representatives of an important
industry we accept the present as a fitting opportunity to give expressioy
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to cur feelings of loyalty to the British throne, of love for her Majesty
our Queen, and reverence for her late honored consort Prince Albert,
whose illustrious name shines bright in the history of the agricultural
interests of Great Britain, and whose examples and precepts have given an
impetus to the calling of husbandry, and added dignity and honor to those
engaged as tillers of the soil.

And while we are extencing our expressions of loyalty and wel-
come to your Excellency and her Royal Highness, we regret that amid the
many welcomes and the festive scepes attending your introduction into
Canada, you are so soon called upon to mourn the loss by death of one
holding a strong place in your hearts’ aftzction—the Princess Alice.

We extend to you and Her Gracious Majesty the Queen our heartfelt
sympathy in this great sorrow.

With these expressions df our loyalty, our love and our sympathy we
commend you to the care of Him whose divine guidance soothes all” sor-
row and leadeth into paths of righteousness,and if sought for will instruct
youin the honorable and responsible duties of your high position.

There has been but a small increase in the number of Divisions dur-
ing the year (only .)
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At the last meeting of the Dominion Crange a committee consisting of
Bros. Shirley, Auld and Cole, was appointed to consider the advisability of
petitioning the Parliament of Ontario to set aside a portion of the surplus
funds of the Province to be loaned to farmers for the purpose of under-
draining. In accordance with the report of that committee a memorial
duly signed by the Worthy Master and Secretary of this Grange was ad-
dressed to the Government, which immediately took steps to comply with
the petition, and at our meeting in February requested our views as to the
provisions ofthe Bill whieh they had introduced to the House.

Now while your Committee would impress upon our members the
necessity for availing themselves of the benefits they may obtain from
the provisions of this act, and which we have no doubt they will, we desire
specially to draw your attention to the fact, that it is only by availing our-
selves of the Grange (that we the farming community) can make our
wants known, and ourinfluence felt in the Legislature of our country.

Finding that a considerabie number of charters were on hand, and that
to obtain new forms, as instructed by the last meeting of the Grange, would
entail a greater expense than was anticipated, we concluded to leave the
matter in abeyance until the present meeting. The wisdom of this course

oy . o o
will, we think, be made apparent to you when we state that but one Grange
has made application for the revised form of charter during the past year.

Having ascertained that the time fixed for the meeting of this Grange
would conflict with that of the National Grange, thereby preventing our
receiving a report from the Delegate appointed to attend the National
Grange ; also the sending of a Delegate from the National Grange to this
meeting, your Committee decided to delay this meeting until the 10th of
December. Subsequently, at the vequest of the Worthy Overseer, this time
was changed to the 17th inst. Untortunately, we find that the latter change
(owing to its conflicting with County Council meetings) has discommoded
some who were Delegates to this meeting, and we would recommend that
all future meetings of the Dominion Grange be held in February of cach
year, commencing on a day to be named in a By-law passed by this Grange.

On one occasion during the year we have been called upon to take
action in a case where a Brother had suffered loss by fire. Though sympathiz-
ing with the Brother in his misfortune, we feel 1t would not be wise in us
to disregard the precedents set by previous Committees under similar cir-
cumstances, and therefore declined recommending any payment.

We have taken no action on the question of market fees, believing that
it is a subject requiring mature deliberation, involving, as it does, a variety
of interests. But we are convinced that, in a inajority of cases, the present
system inflicts very great injustice upon the farming community, and would
recommend this meeting to give the matter a careful consideration, so as to
ascertain what legislation we require, thus placicg ourselves in a position
to intelligently press our views upon the Government, at the next session
of Parliament.

Finding that there was a strong desire for the establishment of a Loan
Co., from which members could obtain money at lower rates of interest
than -at present prevail, we have enceavored to meet the case, and believe
from the success that has attended our efforts that in a very short time those
requiring assistance will be enabled to secure it at a moderate rate, while
those who have put their capital into the Company will receive a fair return
for their investment.
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Believing"that a large number of members would attend the Pro-
vincial Exhibition, and that it was desirable that they should have a
place where they could meet, exchange views, and enjoy social intercourse,
your Committee made application to the Council of Agriculture and Arts,
for the privilege of erecting a tent within the Exhibition grounds for this

urpose, Bro. 1. White, our ’\PVurthy Overseer, being a member of the Council,
'in(llly undertook to make our request known to that body, when it was at
once granted. And we would recomm cad that this meeting pass a resolu-
tion thanking the Council of Agrienlcure and Arts for the favor conferred.

At our June meeting, Bro. W. L. Brown made a proposition to hand
over his paper, the Canadian Granger, to the Committee to be issued as a
Grange organ. We did not think it advisable to enter into a work of this
kind, but passed a resolution I»]edging our influence in behalf of any
member who would: undertake the enterorise. The matter has been taken
up by our Worthy Secretary, in connection with another gentleman, the
result being the issuing of the CANADIAN FARMER AND GRANGE RECORD, a
publication which we have no hesitation in recommending to the consider-
ation of the Order. We would also say in this connection that we look
upon it as a duty that every Patron owes to himself, to his family and
to his cailing, to make himself acquainted with all matters relating to that
occupation in which he and they are and expect to be engaged, and there is
no better means of doing this than by subscribing to such Journals as the
above, devoted alike to agriculture and the interests of the Grange.

An application having been received from Bro. Geo. Creed, on behalf
of members in Nova Scotia, asking for the services of the Worthy Lecturer
(Bro. Hilborn), we directed him to proceed to that Province, guaranteeing
him his expenses, and an allowance of $2.00 per day. The cost for this work
has been $149.30, and has resulted in the formation of a number of new
Granges, with the prospect of several more at an early date, and a large
increase in the membership in existirg Granges.

We have also secured the organization of two Granges in Manitoulin
Island.

A number of Patrons, having expressed a desire to visjt the Upper
Lakes, to see the country there being opened up for settlement, we cong !!uL‘d
that it would be an advantage to such to secure a cheap excwision. With
this view, we made arrangements with the Northern Transporfation Com-
pany at extremely low rates. Howevyer, owing to the hard tirves, or that
the time chosen was not convenient for many, comparatively few availed
themselves of the opportunity offered, but those who did have e
themselves highly pleased with their trip.

We have, by a resolution, adopted at a recent meeting, authorized the
payment of the sum of $60, as s ary, to our Worthy Treasurer, This is
somewhat less than was paid him last year, but in view of the revenues of
the Grange, Bro. Bull kindly consented to accept this reduction. We haye
also authorized the payment to our Worthy Secretary of the same salary
as last year, viz., $500, and we would suggest that the Grange grant him a
further sum of $50, being in consideration of assistance which 1e has been
compelled to obtain in order to efficiently discharge the duties of the office,

A work
is fully begun which if rightly carried out is destined to produce a
great social and material reform in the welfare of the farmers of Canada,
iike .other interests, the agriculturists have felt the weakening and dis-
couraging effects of the wide spread financial depression, through which
we have passed, and are passing—for we have not seen the end yet. But
the fact is patent to every observing mind, that our farmers are the most
substantially prosperous class of people to-day. Prosperous because inde-
pendent, and there is nothing to prevent the steady and increasing pros-
perity of the farmers of Canada, unless it be through theJcombinations and
devices of “designing men ” who force unnatural conditions upon onr
markets and upon the general commercial transactions of the country. The
germ of success lies at every farmers door, their business constitutes the
fundamental element of success in all branches of industry. An educated,
intelligent, free yeomanry, gives life and tone to society, controls trade,
directs commerce, and with efforts proverly guarded, stands foremost in the
destinies of the nation. The Grange is designed to correct the many
abuses and inconveniences we are subjected to, to combine our efforts
towards mutual sv' port and protection, and to educate and improve our
minds ; and we have met in this our Fifth Annual Session to consider our
present condition, to note the results of our past efforts, and to devise the
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means of carrying forward the work so nobly hegun, Asa fitting prelude to
the work before us, I submit a short statistical report showing the growth
and general condition of the Order as gathered from the quarterly reports
received from Division and Subordinate Granges.

There have been organized since my last report 76 Subordinate Granges
and 3 Division Granges; of these 53 Subordinate were formed in Ontario,
2 of these being in Manitoulin Island, 20 in Nova Scotia and 3 in Manitoba,

making a total of 711 Subordinate and 47 Division Granges.

A number of Granges are behind in rci)orts for the present year, and
there are a few that have not reported for the past wo years. This con-
dition of affairs is to be regretted, and demands immediate attention.
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In thelolder sections where the Order was first planted, organization
has nearly ceased and initiations are less frequent, the novelty and excite-
ment of the first few months have worn off, and with this the interest in
some cases has slackened. In such places the services of competent per-
sous as le:turers can do much good towards building up, strengthening and
infusing new life in Subordinate Granges,

While it is desirable to extend the Order to all parts of the Dominions
itis of greater importance that those Granges already established should
receive that support and encouragement from the parent institution which
would tend to strengthen and invigorate their growth and usefulness. We
have placed much stress upon the rapid spread of the Grange in Canada,
and while doing this have almost lost sight of the older Grauges, many of
which are sickening and dying for the lack of proper nourishment. Our
efforts, which have heretofore been directed towards the extension of the
Order, might now be wisely turned to the building up of those already es~
tablished, and the way to do this the most effectually and economically,
should receive theattention of our present session. “Knowledge is power,”
and there can be no more potent method of extending this power, than
by a liberal distribution of useful reading matter through the medium of
the Subordinate Granges to the members themselves, and which will have
directijand animative effect upon the whole people. As an educational in-
stitution the Grange stands prominently before us in importance, offering
a source of knowledge of social and intellectual improvement never before
enjoyed by farmers. Through its influence we are led to read and think
more, and thus a wide-spread, thoughsilent improvement is going on, the
result of whic will be more torcibly seen in years to come than at present.
In no way is the work of the Grange 'more perceptible than in the
growing intelligence of farmers in the general business of the country, the
laws of trade, the rules and customs that govern the same, and their influence
upon the markets; and above all, the more general application of busi-
ness principles to theoperations of the farm. The 711 Granges scattered
over the land may be aptly compared to so many schools for the education
of farmers and their families, not only in that particular branch of Dbusiness
in which they are engaged, butin general business principles, and important
questions of the day. In conclusion, then, I would say to you, and farm-
ers everywhere, support the Grange as the one grand means by which we
can insure the moral, mental, social and material advancement of our class

To the Worthy Master, Officers and Members of the Dominion Grange :

In submitting this my Annual Report to the Dominion Grange, I feel
that I can, in common with the other officers who have submitted reports,
offer my congratulations for the suceess which has been vouchsafed to us
in all our undertakings during the past year. The wheel of time in its an-
nual revolutions, having once more bronght us together in the capacity cf a
deliberative body, we have full confidence that the wisdom of our legisla-
tion will be such that in a few years we will be enabled to look
back with pride to the records of this session of the Dominion Grange,
and point to many essential pillars at this time added to the hitherto
incomplete structure, which will fill important places in making up a
grand perfection of organization—the object of our ambition, as the cur-
tain is drawn between us and the outer world, securing from our view
all political sectarianism or sectional dissensions. Let us, with minds
clothed aright, and entirely freed from all motives of self or sectional ser-
vice, consécrate our ‘labors to the advancement of the time-honored in-
terests of the sons of the soil. For the fifth time have we been prompted
to assemble ourselves together in the capacity of a Dominion Grange, and
mingle our congratulations over the success which has crowned our mutual
efforts to further the interests of an industry, which feeds the nations of the
earth. .

Circulars will be sent out by them immediately,
giving full particulars regarding their business; also instructions about
shipping and forwarding grain, &c., to them.

Extract from Circular No. 17, under date of November
22nd, 1876 :

Circulars have beensent out by Messrs, Chapman & €)., Com mission
and Shipping Merchants, Toronto, which have called forth numerons en-
quiries of me, as to the standing and reliability of the firm, and the safety
of produce consigned to them. Although the Executive Committee had
made enquiries into their standing, and believed them to be reliable men
(as stated in circular No. 16), yet it was deemed advisable, in view of the
importance of their position, and the extensive business likely to be placed
in their hands, that some course should be adopted whereby members
might feel secure in sending grain, &c., to them. Provisions have therefore
been made for shipping all produce to the order of the Dominion Bank,
thus making the Bank responsible for all shipments, which will at once be
understood as making consigners perfectly safe. Patrons will therefore see
the necessity of being very caref il in filling out shipping bills to make them
to the order of Dominion Ba 1. s per sample.

of your produce, as well as in parchasing produce, secd, grain, &c., when
required,

Extract from Circular No. 23. under date of November
1st, 1878 :

The shipping of grain' and produce is being so generally adopted by
many Granges, that some action should be taken whereby we can feel safe,
and confident of being honorably dealt with. It is the iutention of the
Committee, at as early adate as possible, to arrange with some firm for this
business, taking ample security for the proper fulfillment of their duties.

Messrs. N. Weatherston & Co., and Messrs. Chapn.an & Co., Commis-
sion men, have done considerable business with the Grange, shipping grain,
&e., and with general satisfaction.

While the names of these firs. . are both mentioned as considered re.
liable, being at present in good standing, the committee does not take the
responsibility of guaranteeing their reliability; this, it is desirable, should
be understood by members,
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We shall, however, be always ready to look after your interests in this
respect, and any dissatisfaction arising should be promptly reported to us,
that steps may be taken to investigate and correct if possible any unsatis-
factory issues.

The Secretary stated the above to be all the recom-
mendation the Executive Committee had given the firm
by circular (and which subsequent examination has
proved correct . Also said that the Execntive Committee
had taken every precaution practicable, ma king frequent
enquiries into the standing of the firm and investigating
complaints against them as far as in their power; also that
at a meeting of Executive Committee in September last,
Messrs. Chapman & Co. had been invited to meet the
Jommittee with explanations of complaints at that time
before the Committee, which explanation was but partially
satisfactory, they being further requested to make and pro-
duce a written reporto! \ | transactions with the Grranges.
This,however, was not ¢co mplied with, as promised by them, -
and a further personal 1¢uest was made in October, and
subsequently by letter, fo - a statement of these transactions
wherein complaint was iude, but up to the present no
such report has been pduced. He said that while he
believed the Executive Committee had done all that could
be expected of them, he believed it necessary that mem-
bers should now be informed by circular of the numerous
complainis made azainst the firm, and advised against
entrusting any more business in their hands, as their
refusal to comp.y with the request of the Ixecutive Com-
mittee for a statement of business, has displaced all confi-
dence in them.

A lengthy discussion ensued on the subject, raken part
in by Bros. Gifford, Daly, Orvis, Parsons, Palmer, MclLeod,
Shirley and others.

But, however
much we feel to deplore the great misery caused by the use of strong
drink, we could ‘not recommend memorializing the Dominion Government
to passa prohibitoryliquor law at present, believing that such action would
be premature, until we see what effect the late Bill passed by the Legisla-
ture will have on the traffic. In consideration of our numbers, the influ-
ence we exert, and the interest we have in the welfare of the country, and
in consideration of the temperance principles advocated and taught in the
Girange, it becomes us as a body to use ali lawful means in our power to
pave the way for and educate the minds of the people to receive a prohibit-
ory liquor law at no very distant future, when the manufacturing of intoxi-
cating drinks as well as the sale thereof, shall be entirely abolished from
this fair Dominion of ours., In conclusion, your committee would recom-
mend that every Patron of Husbandry adhere strictly to the principles of
our noble Order with regard to the use of intoxicating liquors.

We heartily endorse the suggestion of Division No. 14, that the Ex-
ecutive Committee request the Local Governments of each Province to
procure different varieties of wheat and other grains from Northern Europe,
for trial in this country, and each Local Government be requested to ad-
vance the necessary funds, and the grain, when imBorted, to be parceled and
sold to the several agricultural societies in each rovince, at its net cost.

where the best seed can be procured.

Your Committee believe the running at large of cattle or
stock of any kind to be a public nuisance, and advise our Executive Com-
mittee to pray the Legislature to enact laws prohibitin%\the same, and to
encourage the planting of shade-trees along the public hig ways, and other-
wise beautifying them.

Fifth. That a more extended course of agricultural education be
taught in our common schools.

Sixth. We, your Committee, considering the large sums of money
this Dominiou pays out annually for sugar, and as we are by climate and
soil capable of producing that commodcig within ourselves, we request the

Executive Committee to pray the Local Legislature to grant a bonus to
"ssist in establishing sugar-beet factories, as we deem that it would be a
great source of wealth to the Dominion of Canada.

To the Worthy Master, Officers and Members of Dominion Grange :

In presenting my second annual report, which I intend to make as
brief as possible, owing to the large amount of business before this session
of the Dominion Grange, I will at once, without further introduction, give
you a statement of the purchases made directly for Subordinate Granges
since March 1st, at which time I may say [ fairly commenced purchasing
supplies outside of the requirements of the Grange Co-operative Company
in Napanee. Hastily glancing over my books, I find that I have purchased
and shipped as follows :

The commission on these purchases amounts to $576 65, but fully ‘one
third of this amount has been conswined in expenses. I cannot say that I
have received the amount of orders that I expected, butit is encouraging to
know that with one or two exceptions, the gnods purchased have given gen-
eral satisfaction to those who have kindly entrusted me with their orders.
But my experience teaches me that it would be more acceptable t the breth-
ren to make purchases from samples exhibited in their respective Granges by
members of the Order, and to receive the goods payable 30 days from date
of invoice. I have opened a sample room for the purpose of exhibiting
samples of some few of the lines of goods to the members attending the
present session, to enable them to form an idea of the merchandise describ-
ed in my catalogaes and price lists, believing it would be an advantage to
many of the brethren whose Granges I may not be able to visit immedi-
ately. Butl am thoroughly convinced of the necessity of establishing in
some city where it will best serve the interests of the Order, a wholesale sup-
ply company that can consistently carry out the principles mentioned above
and insure the proper filling of orders received from Subordinate Granges,
also doing away with the danger of inferior goods being substituted for
those ordered, concentrating ail%ines of goods in one shipment, and having
superior facilities for arranging special rates of freight with the different
lines of Railroads to all points, besides a great many advantages not men-
tioned, but which you will comprehend without my taking up your valu-
able time by giving in detail.

We learn with pleasure that continued prosperity marks our
course as an order, and that we are fast acquiring a prominent position
among the other long-established institutions of our land.

5th. We heartily endorse the sentiments of loyalty to the Throne
and person of our beloved Queen, through the person of her representative,
the Governor-General, and his wife, the Princess Louise, and are pleased to
know that an address has already been forwarded by this Grange.

6th. We sincerely regret the determination of our much respected

We regret that your committee could not see their way clear to
take some action in the matter of markét fees, but were compelled to
again leave the question in the hands of the Grange.

5th. We are glad to hear the recommendation of measures in 1egard
to furnishing members with money at a low rate of interest.

6th. That the labours of the Dominion Grange Lecturer in Nova
Scotia, have heen productive of much good.

7th. We quite agree with the recommendation in reference to the In-
solvency Law, and hope the time 1s not far distant when it shall either be
struck from our Statutes or greatly amended.

After a revic val of the worthy Secretary’s report, your committee are
more than pleased with the many valuable suggestions and practicel
remarks it contains, indi:ating an amount of ability and devotion to
our interests sellom to be met with, believing as we do that the
noble structure we are fast building up in this young and growing
Dominion has received many of its chief adornments from his experienced
hands.

Report of Committee on Commercial Relations.
To the worthy Master Officers and Members of the Dominion Grange.

Your Committee on Commercial Relations, beg leave to report as fol-
lows :

1st. Judging from the many requests and suggestions from the repre-
sentatives of Division Granges referred to your cowmmittee relating to the
abolition of market fees in Towns and Cities, your committee are disposed
to regard that portion of our municipal law, which permits and regulates a
system whereby one municipality is enabled to tax the surrounding rural
municipalities, beyond the requirements of the ostensible purposes for
which the tax 1s imposed, as a reflection upon the intelligence, enterprise
and spirit of the people who, having the power, do not change the law in
that respect.

Your committee is of the opinion that the market fee nuisance and
injustice can be abated by amending the municipal law in such a way that
in all towns and cities imposing and collectirg market fees, such fees shall
be set apart, and applied only in improving markets, and that all markets
shall be under the control and direction of a joint committee appointed b
the town or city and County Council in which such town or city 1s situated.
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~ In this way those who pay the fees, and are interested in the markets
can have some control over the application of their money, and judging
from the large sums that have been collected from market fees in the past,
your committee is satisfied that with a proper application of market fees
as above pointed out in a few years the markets in our towns and cities

would be a credit rather than as now, in many cases a reproach upon
modern civilizatiou,

Your ¢ mittee is informed that this question was considered and re-
ported upc the last meeting of the Dominion Grange, and in conse-
quence of tue uvile or no attention paid to the matter, your committee is of
the opinion that in Ontario atleast the time is now at hand *o tes: the ques-
tion at the polls, and to that end your commit'ee strongly appeal to every
agriculturist and patron to use their inflaence ,and support none
except those who will use their influence and power to abate the nuisance,
and that our Executive Committee be instructed to petition our Local
Legislature to amend the law as desired.

2nd.  The subject of the Insolvency Law, referred to your committe e,
is a question more intimately' connected with other interests than that of
agriculture, and although your committee believes there is a strong desire
among agriculturists to have the present Insolvency Law abolished, yet your
committee feels that it has not time at present to properly consider the
subject without doing injustice to matters of more immediate importance
to the agricultural interests of Canada.

3rd. From the many suggestions from delegates relating to the re-
adjustment of the tariff, so as to protect the agricu?tural as well as other in-
dustrial interests of Canada, your committee is of the opinion it is now time
that the Dominion Grange should be heard on the question, and when we
take into consideration that we are the only organization of agriculturists
suitable to take up the subject, your committee feels that the Dominion
. Grange, in justice to itself and the important interests at stake, should
make known its wishes, and provide ways and means whereby those wishes
may have the desired effect, and for that purpose your committee will pre-
pare a list of articles with the duty which in its opinion should be imposed
m order to give agriculture that protection its importance demands, and
which list your committee will submit in a subsequent report should the
above suggestions meet with the approval of this ( range.

That at the last annual convention of the Ontario M anufacturing and
Industrial Association, held in Toronto, the convention appointed a com-
mittee to meet and advise with the Government in questions of tariff ad-
justment, and your committee now strongly recommends the same action
on the part of the Dominion Grange, by appointing a committee to meet
and advise with the Government on questions of tariff adjustment in the
interest of agriculture,

Report of Committee on Grange Agent's Report,

To the worthy Master Mfficers and Members of' the Dom-nion Grange.

Your Committee heg to report that we have carefully examined the
report of the Dominion Grange Agent, and think it useless to go into
] detail on the matter first contained therein, as it is a plain statement of
o business done by him in a few words. But the latter part seems to be of
s a very important character, and of considerable import to the entire Order.
I We approve of his suggestions referring to supplying the different Subordi.
nate Graunges from samples exhibited while they are in session, payable 30
days from date of purc{mse. In our opinion, the most flectual way to
bring about this change of system, is to form a Joint-stock company; shares
to be ten or twenty dollars each, and to bear interest at the rate of ten per
cent. per annum; these shares to be subscribed by Dominion Grange,
Division Granges and Subordinate Granges. In the event of there not be-
ing sufficient stock subscribed by the above, that members in good standing
in the Order be allowed to become share-holders, but if at any time the
desirable amount of stock being subscribed, any Sabordinate Grange may
desire stock, those individual members shall be compelled to dispose of
their stock to such Grange, commencing with those individuals }lUll{illg the
greatest number of shares, A company of this nature can consistently
supply goods at thirty days time, as it would be simply intrusting share-
]l()](lcl's with their own goods.  These goods should be furnished to the
Order by merely adding an advance sufficient to pay expenses and int erest
on the capital invested,

If this report is adopted by the Dominion Grange, and there should
not be sufficient time to draft a code of by-laws during the present session,
we would recommend that the Dominion Grange Agent be appointed to
draft By-laws for said Company, and submit them to the Executive Com-
mittee at its first session, and we believe that it would be expedient that
the Executive Committee take such steps as will establish this plan of busi-
ness as soon as possible,

Judgment and good taste.

The home may be made much more attractive by the planting and
cultivation of plants and flowers which elevate the mind and give pleasure
to the eye, \\'{li(‘h would form a pleasant occupation for the wives and
daughters,

Education—which is happily within the reach of all classes in this
country—is one of the great means of elevating and developing the higher
and better qualities of .our nature. It is highly important that this should
be kept steadily in view, and the opportunities so abundantly afforded us
.\'hon]({ not be neglected.

The study and practice of music in our houses, where practicable, we
would strongly recommend as one of the means of making our homes
pleasant and agreeable.

A cheerful and ready obedience on the part of families is also one of
many elements which materially advance the pleasures of home to all.

Report of Committee on Banking,

To the Worthy Master, Officers and Members of Domindon Grange :

We, your Commnittee on Banking and Loaning, beg to report,

That we have taken into consideration the subject entrusted to us, and
have now before us several schemes for the establishment of a bank under
the auspices of the Dominion Grange, all of which we have duly considered,

The scheme which appears most feasible, upon investigation, and the
most likely to recommend itself to the consideration of the Order generally,
1s the one known as the Real Estate Bank of Issue Scheme, by which stock.
holders are allowed to subscribe stock and pay up the same by de ositing
a trust deed or first mortgage with the Government upon their real estate,
and issue bills thereon not exceeding the cash value of such real estate, to
be determined by an Inspector; such deposit not prohibiting the party
from occupying and enjoying all the revenues derivable from such real
estate, so long asthe Bank continues solvent, by which means money can
be loaned at a much lower rate of interest, the stock being only held in
security, which really costs nothing and any dividend to a stockholder is 80
much clear gain, as he occupies and enjoys his farm, and at the same time
receives his dividend upon 1t in the same manner as .f such stock were paid
up in gold.

And your Committee would recommend that the Executive Committee
be directed to take the scheme into consideration, apd if upon investiga-
tion it appears to them as practical as it does to your Committee, that they
prepare and submit to this Dominion Grange, at its next meeting a plan in
detail for carrying such scheme into operation.

The Financial Agents ¢ ! Grange Trust submitted their
report as follows .

Grange Trust Financial Agent's Report.
To the Worthy Master, Officers and Members of Dominjon Grange :

ToronTo, 19th Dec., 1878,

Previous reports have alluded to the desirability of establishing a Loan
Compan, iu connection with the Dominion Grange. The suggestions then
made were submitted to and approved by successive annual meetings,
Preliminary negotiations cleared the way for action, and in April of ¢his
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year the Executive Committee passed the requisite resolutions authorizing
the procuring of a charter, the opening of stock lists, the appointment of
agentsin various locuTities tln'uugl]mut the Province, and the appoiutnient
of the Secretary of Dominion Grange in conjunction with Messrs, N.
Weatherston & Co. as Joint Financial Agents to organize the scheme, The
Financial Agents at once entered into active correspondence with gentlemen
in Britain representing the monied interests of that country, and the result
has been of the most encouraging character. The information thus ob-
tained has been from time to time placed before the Executive Committee,
and they in consequence feel thoroughly assured that the enterprise will he
a complete success in so far as tie raising of money in Britain is concerned,
provided that the Grange generally does its part. The Secretary of Do-
minion Grange has taken great pains and troublein bringing the scheme be-
fore the members of the Order, both by circular and personal address, so
thatits advantages might not escape the notice of any one. As the patrons
are aware, the scheme represents a proposed capital stock of $1,000,000, di-
vided into 20,000 shares, of 850 each. Of this amount the sum of $582,000
has been reported as taken up ; of this amount, however, the very large
sum of $526,800, representing 10,5636 shares has been subscribed through
the zealous instrumentality of Mr, T, J. Staples, of Baltimore, county of
Northumberland. The Executive Committee, recognizing the exceedingly
limited amount of stock taken throughout the Province generally, with this
one exceptional district, have deemed it desirable to authorize Mr: Staples
to act as a general agent in conjunction with local agents with a view o, se-
curing subscriptions for the remainder of the stock, and they have exveny
reason to believe from the representations made by Mr. Staples that the
amount required will be forthcoming before the 1st of March, 1879. The
Executive Committee have also deemed it prudent to make the stat itory
of 10 per cent (which it is confidently expected and believed will be the
only call ever made in the Company,) due and Yayahle on the 1st Feby uary,
1879." This is essential to comply 1n the first f) ace with the act of incorpor-
ation, and secondly in order to show British capitalists the earnest good
faith of the stockholders in the matter. It is unnecessay to enlarge on this
point, for if we have to borrow nine-tenths of the money we propose
to lend on mortgaze from British investors, it is quite evident that they
must be fully satisfie 1 on all points connected with the Com sany. Advices
up to the beginning of the present month have been reccive({ from financial
quarters in Scotland, which confirm the belief that within six months our
‘ompany may be successfully floated on the British market, and the
money thus obtained from the sale of debentures will be ready for invest-
ment,
