Their Coffins ¥Found.

While excavating at the foot of Char-
lotte streeta couple of days ago, the
workmen employed in building Messrs.
‘White, Waring & Co.’s new machine
shops unearthed two coffins. The coffins
were taken out just where the chimney
is being placed, in the north-eastern
corner of the lot. When opened one was
found empty, while the other contained
a shin bone, the bone of a large sized
person. The form of a skull could be
faintly traced in clay found in one of the
coffing, but beyond thiscand the bone, no
other evidences of thé occupants could
be geen. The coffins had lain so long in
the clay of which the soil is composed at
this place, that they had become of a
dark clay color.

They were in a fairly good state of pre-
servation, and were reinterred near the
spot where they were brought to light.
It is thought that the coffins were those
in which two soldiers were buried many
years ago.

THE MACDONALD MEMORIAL

Canadian Premier.

On Monday afternoon a meeting of the
committee formed to erect a memorial
of the late Sir John Macdonald, asite for
which has been granted by the Dean and
Chapter of St. Paul's Catherdral, was
held at the offices of the Imperial Fed-
eration League, Charles Street, Berkeley
Square. The Marquis of Dufferin and
Ava took the chair, and among those
present were Sir George Bowen, Sir
Charles Tupper (High Commissioner for
Canada), Sir Frederick Young, Sir John
Colomb, M. P., Sir Charles Clifford,
Lieutenant-General Laurier, S8ir Daniel
Cooper, Mr. Henry Kimber, M. P,, and
Mr. 0. Y. Morgan, M. P.

Lord Dufferin moved a resolution to
the effect that a fitting memorial of the
late Sir John Macdonald should be erect-
ed in the metropolis of this country in
grateful remembrance of the distinguish-
ed services rendered by him to the Em-
pire; that the offer of the Dean and
Chapter of St. Paul’s to provide a site for
it should be accepted ; and that the
public should ;be invited to supply the
requisite funds. His lordship said: Met
as we are to-day, for a common purpose,
it is quite unnecessary for me to inter-
pose anything but the briefest possible
observatiops. The object of this gather-
ing i8 to consider in what way we can
best mark our respect for the late Prime
Minister of Canada, and also how we

He died
a martyr to the cause of British con-
nection in Canada, though happily he
did not fall before he had planted the
flag of no discrimination agaiust the
mother land firmly upon the ramparts of
his country.

Orrawa,Aug. 3.—Mr. Hazen this after-
noon asked the following question :

“Has any order been issued by the
acting minister of railways, or any officer
acting under his instructions, to reduce
the pay of laborers on the Intercolonial
railway from $1.25 to $1.05 per day ? And
if such order has been issued, when does
it go into effect, and why was it issued ?

Hon. Mr. Bowell, acting minister of
railways, said no order reducing the pay
of laborers on the Intercolonial has been
issued by the acting minister of rail-
ways, nor has any official been author-
ized to make such reduction. Upon in-
quiry I find that the wages have not
been reduced, as was reported.

Mr. Kaulback moved for copies of
correspondence and all documents what-
ever, to induce the government of New-
foundland to suspend the operatien of
the Newfoundland bait act against our
Canadian fishermen during the present
season, pending the answer of the col-
onial office through the delegation now
in London; and, also, the correspondence
and all other documents whatever re-
specting the measures taken by the gov-
ernment of Canada towards exacting
from the government of Newfoundland
the falfilment of the assurances to the
Imperial and Canadian governmenis
that if the act known as * The Newfound-
land act,” passed in 1887, received the
royal assent, its provisions would not be
enforced against British or Canadian
fishermen.

The member for Lunenburg spoke
strongly of the injurious character of the
Newfoundland regulations. He sincere-
ly hoped that the government would take
energetic action in this matter. It was
of serious concern to fishermen on the
Atlantic coast.

Mr. Mills, of Annapolis, discussed the
reasons why Nova Scotia fishermen had
to resort to Newfoundland for bait. But
for the impairment of the herring fish-
eries on the Bay of Fundy coast it would
not be necessary to go so far for bait. Mr.
Mills had heard many reasons for the
decline of the herring fishery given the
other day. There was one cause not dis-
cussed, to which he would refer, namely
lobster traps. The bait in these traps
made the water very offensive to herr-
ing. Mr. Mills read reports from experts
in other countries respecting this defil-
ing of waters. He, however, perferred
the testimony of persons on the ground,
and therefore he went to Lower
Granville and all along the
Bay of Fundy shore for the purpose of
obtaining the results of the fishermen’s
experiene. Mr. Mills took down state-
ments from the best informed and most
experienced fishermen on the whole
coast, and read to the house the testi-
mony of 40 men, mostly old fishermen,
nearly all of whom said that the serious
decline of herring fishing dated from the
beginning of the lobster fishing. Mr.
Mills admitted the importance and value
of lobster fishery, but reminded -the
house that where the lobster business
was profitable for one person, twenty
formerly carried on a profitable herring
fishery. He was of the opinion that
the use of clean bait in the lobster fish-
eries instead of surry and oily matter
might obviate the difficulty.

Mr. White, of Shelburne, thought the
matter of the preservation of the fisher-
ies was very important, but he thought
the decline was due to other causes than
the lobster fishery.
