TWELVE GENERALS EXECUTED.
Blood-Curdling News froin Gonaives,

Hyppeolite's Stronghold.
New Yorg,Feb. 5.—The steamer Harold
consigned to F C Elliott,and cargo to Hugo
Kainer & Co., arrived today from Portige
Paix with a carge of logwood and coffee.
She also brings an account of a curious
experience of her own at Gonaives, and
a bloodeurdling tale of a battle which
took place somewhere hetween that town
and Grand Saline.
The Harold was in the harbor at Gonai-
ves about Jan. 24, when the Toussaint
POuverture appeared at the mouth of the,
harbor, and, after sailing back and forth
a while, got the Harold inaline with the
town, and then began a desultory bom-
bardment. Every shell rose directly
over the Hawold, but none hit either he:
or the town. Capt Hatton of the Harold
concluded that things were getting rather
noisy, and cut and ran for it He
got away in safety, and en-
tered the harbor of Pert de Paix
withont trouble. While there news
came overland from Gonaives of what
followed after the Harold left. The
‘Poussaint was joined by the Dessalines,
and both vessels proceeded to Grande
Saline, where they landed troops to the
nnmber of 600, commanded by 13 gen-
erals. This little army at once marched
to Gonaives, some 20 miles away, while
the vessels returned to attack the
town by sea. Meantime Hippolite’s sol-
diers marched boldly out and met the
enemy half-way. Legitime’s force was
ntterly routed, leaving many killed and
wounded and 200 men and 12 generals
in the hands ¢f the men of Gonaives.
The following day, according to the
Harold’s tale of horror, both the gener-
als and the captured troops were taken
out and shot in revenge for Thelemaque’s
assassination. Besides there was hard-
ly food enough in Gonaives to go around
anyway. Mr. Haustedt and other mer-
chants in the Haytian trade have no
doubt of the authenticity of this news.

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MISREPRESENTING ST- JOHN.

The Globe is never weary of lying
about 8t. John, with a view to injuring
this city, and its habit of falsehood has
so grown upon itof late,’that its misstate-
ments and misrepresentations have
become “gross as a mountain, open,
palpable,” like the lies of Jack Falstaff.
Yesterday ythe Globe published, inits
editorial columns, what purported to be a
statement of our civic indebtedness.
This statement made out the net indebt-
edness of St. John and Portland to be
$4,078,348, made up as follows :

The Globe,” ing the popul of
St. John and Portland to be 44,000,makes
out that the people of the two cities owe
abont $90 a head. Now this elaborate
statement of the Globe is wrong by almost
$1,500,000. The St. John ordinary city
debt is only $1,145,812, or about one-half
what the Globe makes it out to be. The
Portland debt is $16,820, ora little more
than one-quarter the Globe's figures.
Thus the position of the two cities, in a
financial sense is misrepresented to the
extent of just $1,405,817, by this fraudu-
lent organ of public opinion, Were it
not for Tre Gazerre such lies might pass
current among the readers of the Globe,
many of whom probably have neither
time nor opportunity to look into the
figures for themeelves. But every honest
man must admit that such tactics as the
Globe is pursuing afe monstrous and
disgraceful. Not content with endeavor-
ing to foment disloyalty in this city and
province, and to discourage our people,
it resorts to the falsification .of figures to
make our public indebtedness appear
greater. Such conduct is the more re-
prehensible because one of the proprie-
tors of the Globe is an Alderman of this
city, representing its largest ward, and,
therefore, ought to be familiar with
its financial condition. Yet so utterly
unprincipled has he become by his
association with Ellis, that he permits
his paper to publish a statement in which
the ordinary debt of this city is put down
at double the actual figures.

THE WINTER PORT QUESTION.

The winter port Question is the great
topic before the people of this city, at the
present time, and it is of vastly more im-
portance than any other subject that is
likely to come up for. consideration for
many years to come. For a long time
St. John has waited for a better means
of communication with the Upper Pro-
vinces than the Intercolonial affords,
that road, by the combined influence of
the people of Halifax and Quebec, hav-
ing been carried round the arc of a circle
with a view of making it wholly useless
to this city. Indeed, when the Intercol-
onial Railway was completed, the news-
papers of Halifax boasted that St. John
had become a mere way station upon it,
and the result seemed tojustify the hoast.
Although nearer to Montreal than Hali-
fax was by at least 277 miles, by any
line of railway going direct between the
two places, our advantages had been al-
most wholly neutraliced by the long
detour taken by the Intercolonial, and
the difference in distance in favor of St.
John reduced to %9 miles.

The people of St. John, and of the St.
John River Valley, did not choose to be
side-tracked in this sort of fashion, and
an agitation commenced for the construe-
tion of a railway from thiscity to some
point on the Intercolonial by the valley
route. But, owing to various causes, this
road was not completed to Riviere du
Loup, until a month or two ago, and will
not be in full operation for through traffic
until next spring. It shortens the dis-
tance from St. John to Montreal by 140
miles, as the following figures will show:

This distance of 146 miles might be-
come very important, in any question of
traffic. For instance, at the rate which
the Intercolonial now charges for coal,
four-tenths of a cent. per ton per mile, it
would make a difference of 59 cents in
the freight on a ton of coal from St. John
to Quebet or Montreal. But this line
can never be of any value to any point
on the Intercolonial, east of Petitcodiac,
for it is 32 miles further from Moncton
or Halifax to Montreal, by the St. John
River Valley, than by the Intercolonial,
as the following figures will show:—

If, however, the Short Line should be
carried from Moncton or Salisbury
direct to Fredericton, the distanece from
Halifax to Montreal, by the St. John Val-
ley might be shortened by 30 miles, or so
over the Intercolonial route. But St
John would still retain an advantage of
+210 miles over Halifax, or a difference of
84 centsin favor of >t. John over Halifax
on the freight of a ton of coal. Practi-
cally therefore St. John and points near
it, will reap all the advantages of the
route by the St. John Valley, in shortén-
ing the distance to Quebec and Montreal.
Thus this shortest line through British
territory is exclusively a St John route.

The Lake Megantic Line, or Short
Line across Maine, is now almost com-
pleted and will be in full operation next
summer. The distance to Montrea! from
St. John by this line is variously stated
at 450 and 469 miles, nor is it a matter of
any importance in considering the case
of St. John against Hahfax. We will
therefore assume it to be 450 miles; so

that the distancesfrom St, John and Hali-
fax to Montreal will be as follows:

The Short Line therefore lessens the
distance to Montreal from St. John by
308 miles, as against the Intercolonial,
and by 162 miles as against the St. John
Valley route. Halifax gains by it just
130 miles over the I. C. R. route but still
has to go 277 miles farther than St. John
to reach Montreal. It is estimated that
a line directly from Moncton or Salisbury
to Fredericton, and thence to Harvey
might decrease the distance for Halifax
by 17 miles, and although we doubt this
we will give the Halifax people the full
advantage of it. This would lsave the
distance from Halifax to Montreal by
the Short Line just 710 miles or 260 miles
more than the distance from Montreal
to St. John by the same route. St. John
therefore not only possesses the shortest
route to Montreal through British terri-
tory, but the shortest possible roate to
that city, from any Canadian winter
port, if we leave out of the account St.
Andrews, with its shallow harbor, and
the unimproved harbor of Letang.

The distance from Liverpool to St. John
is 200 miles farther than from Liverpool
to Halifax, but the rates of freight are
practically the same to both ports.
Should a large European traffic by steam-
ers be developed the rates of freight to
low-
er than t) Halifax, begause coal can be
obtained cheaper here than is possible in
Halifax, But the land haulage is great-
lyin favor of St. John. Over this 260 miles
of road at the lowest rate of the I. C. R.
for coal the haulage represents a differ-
ence of $1.04 a ton, and this on the cheap-
estand commonest sort of freight. At the
rates offered for lumber from Bathurst to
St.John by the I C.R. it would represent
a difference of $24 a car. If each car car-
ried 40,000 Ibs of grain it would represent
a difference of more than 3} cents a bush-
el in that article or 16 centson a bar-
rel of flour a difference qutte sufficient
to settle the question in our favor.
But the great fact that ‘must give
this trade to St. John is this, that every
mile of the road from Montreal to St. John
is practically under the control of a single
corporation, anxious to develop the traf-
fic in its own lines, while toreach Hali-
fax recourse must be had to the I. C. R.

“

This brief statement of the advantages
of St. John should convinee everyone,that
nothing but the grossest mismanagement
and neglect on our part, can prevent this
port from becoming the winter port of
Canada for heavy freight. The haulage
of every bushel of graip over a mile of
railway costs money, 1&1 we may as
well expect water to flow up hill, as to
think that grain will go forward for ship-
ment at Halifax, when it can reach tide
water here and escape a haulage of 260
miles. The only rival St. John need fear
is Portland, Me., but its rivalry can never
affect us so long as Canada is politically
separated from the United States. Be-
sides, at present, the (‘anadian Pacific
has no conmnexion with Portland, nor is
it likely to have any. These facts
and figures are worthy of the attention of
our Board of Trade which, we under-
stand, will take action shortly in the
direction of enforcing the @aims of St
John, and seeing that its interests are no
longer neglected.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

When the Yankees cordially invite us
to unite our fortunes with theirs, and
expatiate on the imaginary benefits we
would derive from sach a union, they
are careful to conceal the real facts of
the.case. New Brunswick now receives
annually from the General Government,
in round numbers $456,000, towards the
maintenance of the Frovincial Govern-
ment. If New Brunswick became one of
the United States this sum would have
to be raised by a state assessment, as is
done in Maine. Last year $1,021,021 had
to be collected by assessment in Maine
for state purposes, the rate of taxation
being 274 cents on each $100 of valuation.
This rate weuld impose an annual tax
of about $60,000 on the city of St. John,
which would be a very considerable ad-
dition to the burdens of its pecple, It
would be practically the same as adding
$15,000,000'to the city's debt as the Globe
did, yesterday. That would be the first
result of our adoption of the Globe’s
annexation programme.

The Telegraph, with its usual asinine
stupidity, asserts that the government
lost one third of a million dollars, that
is to say $333,000, by carrying coal last
year from Springhill mines, at less than
the cost of the service. Now the amount
of coal carried by the I. C. R. last year
was 192,000 tons and the rate was three-
tenths of a cent a ton per mile, the dis-
tance being 550 miles. This would make
the freight on each ton of coal $1.65 or
316.800 for the whole. The increase of
freight recently imposed by the I. C. R.,
to bring coal haulage to & paying basis
was just 55 cents a ton, which would
have amounted to $105,600 for the 192,000
tons hauled last year, and this would
represent the outside figure of the loss
to the railway.

During the last fiscal year, which ended
the 30th June 1888 the exports of New
Brunswick to foreign countries were
valued at $6,929,563; in the same year
the exports of Maine to foreign countries
were valued at only $2,553,759. In the
same fiscal year the imports of New
Brunswick from foreign countries were
valued at £5,758,882, "while the imports
of Maine from foreign countries were
only in value. The total
foreign commerce of New Brunswick for
the year was therefore £12,715,445 while
that of Maine was only $6,091,010 or less
than one-half that of this Provinece,which
appears so hackward’and non-progressive
in the eyes of the editor of the Globe.

The Mount Morgan gold mine of
Queensland has proved to be the richest
mine in the world. A public road runs
over the mountain, and it was repairing
it that the gold was discovered.

Ithas
taken but little coal to warm the liouses,
and in most respects the weather has
been favorable to the gardeners.

The miners in the White Bridge tunnel
of the Deleware and Hudson Canal Com-
pany’s mines have been compelied
to suspend work on account of the burst
ing of the pillars of the  mine and the
settling of the roof and the ground above
it. The entire mountain west of this city
seems to be seriously disturbed by this
settling of the excavated portions. The
area actually undermined is fully two
miles in length by about three quarters
of & mile in width. Five hundred per-
sons are thrown out of employment by
the suspension.

A trial of the phonograph, in connection
with the long distance telephone, was
made Monday night between the oper-
ating room of the American Telegraph
and Telephone Company at New York,
and Franklin Institute: in Philadelphia.

A most horrible fatality is reported
from Pine Lake, Fulton county N. Y., to
the effect that 24 teams were drawing
logs across the ice on the lake in that
region late yesterday afternoon, when
the ice gave way and all the teams and
17 of the drivers sunk ont of sight. The
report says that nothing has heen done to
recover the hodies, as there are no means
at hand by which to pursue the work.
The scene at the lake’s brink is describ-
ed as of the most heartrending character,
men, women and children piteously
bemoaning the fate of brothers, husbands
and fathers. The startling report is the
talk of the Mohawk valley tonight. The
situation i so remote that authentic
news will not be obtained before tomor-
row. 2

An American Exchange says, Thomas
M. Cobb, late Deputy Sheriff, butcher,
and farmer, reeentiy elected City Scav-
enger, says that he is being slowly re-
| duced to ranks. Several years azo he
was considered a respectable farmer in
the Twenty-eighth district of this county.
He sold out and came to town, investing
in a beef market, and was considered an
honest butcher. He also sold this busi-
ness out and was elected Deputy Sheriff.
This position he filled with all the dignity
at his command until he was beaten at
the last election. At a recent meeting
of the City Council he was elected City
Scavenger, and last of all he was placed
on the police force for a couple of days.

The New York Tribune says; The
greatest fight, and, as it turns out, the
greatest blunder of organized labor which
has ever occurredl in this city as far as
the number of men is concerned was
ended on Monday night at 11.35 by the
strike being officially declared to be off.
The loss in actual money to the striking
men during the eight days struggle
amounts to a little over $100,000, and to
the companies about.$250,000. 'To the
many retail merchants doing business
in the throughfares where the cars stop-
ped running for several days the loss
cannot be estimated, though several of
the larger firms who depend much on
outside patronage assert that a falling
off of 50 per cent, was perceptible In their
sales for the first three days.

FEMALE OUTLAW KILLED.

BELLE STARR’S CAREER WITH THE
JAMESES AND YOUNGERS.

A Western Girl Who Wedded the Fa-
mous Border Thief, Cole Younger,
and Passed Through all the Conflicts
with the Law of His Noted Band.

Evrara, I. T., Feb. 5.—Belle Starr,
the leader of border outlaws, was killed
hero last Wednesday. The particulars
of her death are not known, but it is
supposed that she was shot by a deputy
marshal while resisting arrest, or that
oneof her ruffianly companions cut her
down during a drunken orgie. She was
the most remarkable woman who ever
figured in the history of border outlawry.
Married in girlhood to a dashing captain of
Quantrell’s cut-throat band and associat-
ed all her life with bandits, she became a
governing power on the border that
made her a terror to officers. For the
past 12 years Belle Starr has hved at
Younger’s Bend, near this place. The
house was all this time the headquarters
of the most desperate criminals. .esse
James spent six weeks there while
ofhcers were on his trail. Besides look-
ing out after the needs of the outlaws,
Belle Starr often took part in
many of the famous raids in which the
James and Younger boys were concerned.
About two years agoshe was in Fort
Smith, Ark., to answer to indictments
charging her with stealing the notorious
John Middleton’s mare, after he was
drowned in the Pratean river,and rob-
bing old man Farrell and his three sons
near the northern border of thie Choetaw
nation. Belle always dressed gaudily,
and wherever she went her dashing
appearance in the saddle attracted much
attention.

Belle never courted notoriety, and had
a holy horror of reporters, who, she
claimed, had often misrepresented her.
After Quantrell’s murderers surrendered
Belle, who was then about 18 years of
age, feil in love with Cole Younger, who
was one of the most daring of all the
guerillas, and though her father objected
to the courtship, she ran away with the
desperado, and was married to him on
horseback. John Fisher, a famous Texas
stage robber, held her horse while the
ceremony was performed. Less than
six months-after the marriage Younger
became mixed up in a gun fight which,
ended in four men losing their lives
and he had to run away to Missouri,
leaving his bride behind in Texas. She
prapared to follow him, but her father
sent hor a message to the effect that her
mother was dangerously ill. Belle re-
turned home as quickly as her horse
could carry her, and found that her
mother had not been ill. She made pre-
parations to rejoin her lover, hut her
father, who was violently opposed to the
union, thrust her into a closet and kept
her in close confinement for two weeks.
He then gave her the choice ofentering a
small school in Parker county or a sem-
inary in San Antonio. She
chose the former. Cole Younger re-
turned to Texas while his bride
was still pursuing her studies in the school
house, and learning of her whereabouts,
put spurs to his horse and dashed offin-
to the school district. Belle, by this
time, had lost much of her love for the
good looking outlaw and when they met
she refused to accompany him. But
Younger was so persistent in his atten-
tions that the girl finally consented to
Tun away with him again. Borrowing &
horse from a voung man at the school
one day, she mounted the animal and
rode awayjto join Younger and his com=
panions, who were waitiug to escort her
out of Texas.

The party consisted of Jesse James,
Frank James and both Youngers. Cole
Younger bought a farm in Missouri, and
tried to Jead a better life. One day a
posse killed Cole’s 17-year-old brother
while he was returning to his father’s
farm from Sedalia. As soon as the news
of the tragedy reached the Younger farm,
Cole set ont to wreak vengence. He
killéd four of the assassins in as many
weeks and wounded five others. He
then j oined Jesse James.and participated
in all the great crimes of that famous
band until he was shot while at-
tempting to rob the Northfield (Minn.)
bank. He was then captured anl is now
serving a life sentence in the Stillwater
penitentiary. Belle Starr was true to
Cole until the iron gates of the prison
closed behind him. She spent a large
amount of money for his defence, and
accompanied him to Stillwater, heavily
armed, in the main hope that she might
effect his escape. Failing in this, she
returned to the border to resume the life
which her husband tried in vain toshun.
She spent most of her time among the
Indians, aud finally married a worthless
fellow named Jim Starr, who was shot
down by her side about two years ago.

A DOMESTIC DRAMA.

New Glasgow Woman who Brought
Suit for the Defamation of Char:
acter and the Result.

New Grascow, N, 8. Feb 7.—New
Glasgow has had a genuine sensation,and
the town is agog over the matter which
would be received with incredulityunless
indeed written by some scribe having
like myself an undoubted reputation for
unimpeachable veracity. Tt will be rem-
embered that about two years ago two
citizens of this town were sued for
defamation of character to the tune of
$20,000 by a Mrs. Brown;who, by the way,
has the generally admitted advantage
of being handsome. Mr. Brown did
business in the United States and his
wife who is a native of this county re-
sided here occasionally. -~ On this
particular  occasion  her picture
was displayed in the store of
R. 8. McCurdy, an elderly gentleman of
the old Puritan style, and as A.M.
Fraser, who is a bit of a wag,was passing,
he went in to the store and jocularly
made some derogatory remarks abont
the woman, referring to her house, which
caused Mr. McCurdy to take the picture
and throw it into the back shop. The

| artist, whose name was Limburg, gener-

ally known here as the ““Count,” passing

| soon after, went in and asked what had

become of the picture,and was told
emphatically by McCurdy that he did
not want to be imposed upon by the
character of the woman, and for this

{ reason he would not allow the picture to
! remain on his premises. The “ Count”

immediately repaired to Mrs. Brown
who, highly indignant, accompanied him
to the office of John McGillvery, Barris-
ter, and entered suit against the parties
for defamation of character, basing her
claim at twenty thousand dollars.

The case came off at the supreme court
at Pictou before the Chief justice, Messrs

and Messrs Sinclair and Henry for the
defendant. The case went before the
usual intelligent jury with the result
that the chief offender was mulcted in
damages to the amount of twenty-
five hundred while Mr. McCurdy
answered to the tune of four thous-
and. An appeal was taken
to the bench of judges at Halifax,and the
judgment in the case of McCurdy was re-
versed, he getting a new trial; but Fras-
er's juigment was ccnfirmed and the
twenty-five hundred dollar penalty hung
over him like a veritable- financial ava-
lanche. Fraser, looking around for any
way to get out of the difficulty, wrote to
Brown’s employers in New York asking
for some information in regard to this
particular Brown’s character. This
prompted a telegram to Brown from the
house, armed with which, Brown at-
tacked Fraser with the result thata com-
promise was spoken of at once and a
meeting arranged for that purpose.

Since the judgments were delivered the
defendants discovered that Brown had
an alleged wife living in Newark, New
Jersey, and your correspondent learns
that she arrived in New Glasgow last
Friday, and is now staying at a private
house. She claims to have been married
to Brown at Newark twenty years ago,
shows a marriage certificate and has
bundles of Brown’s letters to her. After
they broke up housekeeping at Halifax,
she says that she and Brown went to
New Jersey, “Ella” accompanying them
as far as Boston. She discovered his at-
tachment to “Ella” by a letter intended
for her having been sent at cross purpo-
ses, she getting “Ella’s” and “Ella” pro-
bably getting the one for the first Mrs. B.

Yesterday Brown and Ella took the
train eight miles above New Glasgow
and bought tickets for Boston. Gourley of
Truro despatched to Amherst to detain
them on an old claim which they paid
rather than wait over. can

That your Memorialists learn with
pleasure that your Government are about
taking the necessary steps to secure an
improved Atiantic mail service. ‘

'Fhs.tin the past the fact of the Mail
steamers going in the winter season to
American Ports, after landing Canadian
mails and passemgers at Halifax, has, by
reason of the shorter railroad haul be-
tween Portland and Boston and Upper
Canadian Cities, caused the great bulk of
Canadian freight, both for import and
export, to be carried through those ports,
to the serious injity of Halifax and St.
John.

That after the sacrifice which the peo-
ple of Canada have made to_secure the
construction of the Canadian Pacific
Railway, some portions of which were

| built at enormous cost, with the avowed

object of keeping Canadian trade in
Canadian channels, it would be a mani-
fest departure from this truly National
Policy, and a great injustice to the Mari-
time winces, if the Government, in
entering into & new contract for the At-
lantic Mail service, should fail to stipu-
late that the Atlantic terminus of the
line shal! be, in both winter and summer,
on Canadian soil.

That when the Short Line Railway is
ogen for Traffic between St. John and
Montreal, freight for Montreal, Toronto,
and other cities, can be delivered as

uickly and quite as cheaply through St.

ohn as through American Ports, and

our Memorialists are satisfied that after
the Steamship Line to the port of St.
John is established in connection with
the Canadian Pacific Railway, it will be
found that a large traffic will be develop-
ed, and that the trade of Canada can
be assuccessfn]lf' carried on as if the
steamers were allowed to go "to United
States ports.
