sThe Boston Herald publishes a statement 
made to a representative of the United Press 
in which the President said :

“The inclination on the part of the public 
to accept newspaper re]x>rts concerning the 
intentions of those chaiged with the manage­
ment of our finances seem to justify my em­
phatic contradiction of the statement that the 
redemption of any kind of treasury notes, ex­
cept in gold, has at any time t«en determined 
upon or contemplated by the secretary of the 
treasury, or any other member of the present 
administration. The President aud his cabi­
net are absolutely harmonious in the determi­
nation to exercise every power conferred upon 
them to maintain the public credit, to keep 
the public faith, and preserve the parity be­
tween gold and silver and between all finan­
cial obligations of the government.

“While the law of 1890, forcing the pur­
chase of a fixed amount of silver every month 
provides that the secretary of the treasury, in 
his discretion, may redeem in either gold or 
silver the treasury notes given in payments 
of silver purchases, yet the declaration of the 
policy of the government to maintain the 
parity between the two metals seems so clear­
ly to regulate this discretion as to dictate 
their redemption in gold.

“Of course, perplexity and difficulties have 
grown ont of an unfortunate financial policy 
which we found in vogue and embarrassments 
have arisen from ill-advised financial legisla­
tion confronting us at every turn; but with 
cheerful confidence among the people, and a 
patriotic disposition to co-operate, threatened 
dangers will be averted pending a legislative 
return to a better and sounder financial plan.

“The stronger credit of the country, still 
unimpaired, and the good sense of our people, 
which has never failed in time of need, are at 
hand to save ns from disaster."

If this report of the president's dediration 
regarding the treasury notes can be taken as 
true to the letter, it will go a long way in re­
assuring the public mind. Nothing could be 
more positive and satisfactory than the state­
ment of policy made in the above dispatch. 
There is no room for misunderstanding it 
The pledge ss absolute and unequivocal. On 
the assumption of its accuracy, it binds the 
President to exercise every power confered 
upon him not only to maintain the parity 
between gold and silver, but also to keep all 
the financial obligations of the government at 
the gold level.

Grover Cleveland is not the man to palter 
with snch a declaration or to be driven from 
an engagement so distinctly assumed. And 
the powers conferred upon him in the matter 
are ample for all present purposes, as they in­
clude the employment of the gold reserve to 
any extent that may be needed, and the sum­
moning of Congress for prompt action to 
relieve the strain. Thus this interview, unless 
the report given above be disputed, is con­
clusive of the policy of the President and his 
administration in regard to the* continuance 
of gold pay men ts for the treasury notes.

One other point. It will be noticed that 
the report denies that the secretary of the 
treasury has at any time contemplated the 
abandonment of gold jiayments on these notes.
If that be so Mr. Carlisle was very unfortu­
nate in the wording of his policy at the 
•‘authorized interview" published last week. 
The language which he used on that occasion 
—to put the best possible construction upon 
it—left his intentions gravely open to doubt; 
and it was widely interpreted as meaning that 
he would discontinue gold payments on the 
notes as soon as the reserve dropped below 
the $100,000,000 line.

t Cor. Queen and Regent Sirs The Dairy,
A writer in The Ulnstrated Journal ol 

Agriculture, Montreal, says: Our people mÿst 
not lose sight of the fact that the exportation 
of butter from the farm carries with it not 
manurial loss of matter; whereas, cheese 
walks off with a vast quantity of the 
costly fertilizers the land secretes in her 
bosom: nitrogen and the phosphates. In 
short, the export of cheese per se improverishes 
land; the export of butter leaves the land 
just aa it found it. Take this as an example: 
The export of cheese from Cheshire nearly 
ruined the farmers of that county; Epping 
and the Vale of Aylesbury have exported 
butter for centuries and the grass continues to 
flourish as well as, or better than ever.

At a farmers’ institute meeting in Wiscon­
sin, Mr. C. P. Goodrich said: A fullration for 
a dairy cow in full flow is all she can eat. 
The question with the dairyman should be: 
How can I use a little more feed, not a little 
less. There are three things to watch 
fully at all times, The cow when she is 
eating, to see it her appetite is good; the 
excrement, to see if her digestion is good, and 
the milk pail, to see if the profit is good. A 
scientific ration must be submitted to the cow 
for her to pass judgment upon. The ration 
which he had used successfully per day per 
cow was as follows: Ensilage, 32lbs. ; clover 
hay 51bs, ; corn stubble, 5lbs.;oat straw, 

2bls. ; wheat bran, 81bs. ; and cotton seed meal, 
2lbs., making a total of 54lhs. per day at a 
cost of 12 cents. This he fed to 25 cows, and 
when he changed to cotton seed meal he 
found his butter increased 21bs. a day there­
by. In regard to this ration, the chemist 
says it is correct; the cow, by the way in 
which she eats it and makes milk ont of it, 
says it correct, and I call it economically cor­
rect by the returns I get from it.

A. L. Crosby in The National Stockman 
tells us how he manages jyf cow that sucks 
herself: Unless the cow is a confirmed self­
sucker, a thick leather strap around her 
supported by a small strap passing over her 
head behind the horns, the nose strap being 
driven full of long, sharp pointed nails pro 
jeering outwards, will effect a cure as the cow 
cannot suck herself without pricking her 
udder with the nails. But some inveterate 
self-suckers will manage to get the milk in 
spite of the nails; in such cases a more elabo­
rate arrangement will be necessary. Make 
two frames of tough, hard wood to fit on the 
cow’s neck, one near her head and the other 
about fourteen inches further back. Connect 
these frames by four strong rounds, two on 
each side. The simplest way to do this is to 
bore holes the size of the rounds in the frames 
and after entering the ends of the rounds 
fastened by means of screws. The frames 
may be fastened together the same way. A 
cow with this rig on cannot bend her neck 
short enough to reach her teats with her 
mouth and the frames will not interfere with 
her eating whether out of a manager or graz­
ing. The length of the rounds must be gov­
erned by the length ol the cow’s neck; a very 
long necked cow requiring longer rounds than 
one with a short neck.

AT A DISCOUNT.CANADIAN PACIFIC R’Y,
Watches and Jewelry Halifax Banks Refuse American Silver 

Certificates al par.
Halifax ia a city of banka and financial in- 

stitutions generally.
On Saturday laat all the banka there startled 

the public by their refusal to take American 
silver certificates at their face value. They 
were willing to take them on collection and 
not subject to a discount of £ per cent., as 
formerly. A customer will be credited with 
the amount of silver certificates deposited by 
him, but only on the assurance that his re­
turns shall be what the bank could realize. 
They also lately refused to take them at their 
iace, or at any fixed figure, merely promis­
ing to do the best possible with the money.

The broker, on the other hand, offer to 
give 90 cents on the dollar for the certificates 
in the city. In the western parts of the pro­
vince, where there is daily communication 
with Boston aud the United States, there is a 
very much larger amount of the silver certifi­
cates in circulation.

American silver coin has for 
been subject to a discount of nearly 20 per 
cent, in trade, outside the banks. The pro­
vincial press has constantly waged 
against the use of American silver. This 
partially accounts for| the big discount on 
silver, but the silver certificates have been 
redeemable at their face in Canadian cur­
rency until Saturday, when the banks there 
refused to take them except as mere notes lor 
collection.

Quarantine, R. I.. April 2G. The phan­
tom ships which sailed in out of the 
mists of the sea yesterday were bright 
and majestic realities in the glorious sun­
shine this morning.

the bay. The most striking feature of ^ 
the scene was the absolute silence that pîi^y’^uLSdSLwby'ü^wï^ 
prevailed during the early hours of the 
day. But it did not last long. As the 
morning wore on and preparations for 
weighing anchors began the scene chang­
ed to one of brisk animation and life.

The bay became alive with pleasure 
craft of every description, and patrol 
boats had a difficult task to keep the 
anchorage grounds clear of intruders, and 
to permit the formation of the columns 
in which the stately procession of vessels 
were to pass through the Narrows into 
the upper bay and to move up Hudson 
River to their assigned stations and there 
await to-morrow’s review.

Shortly after 9 o’clock Admiral G her- F’ton, April lrh, '93,-td 
irdi’e flagship gave the preliminary signal 
to weigh anchor and fall into line. The 
starboard or right hand column looking 
toward the bows of the vessels w as com 
manded by the British Admiral, Sir John 
Hopkins; the port or left hand column w as 
commanded by Admiral Gherardi and 
consisted of the American fleet with 
some of the visitors thrown in to balance 
A start was made promptly at 9.45.
Thousands of people were gathered along 
the various points of vantage to w itness 
the spectacle. Steaming neck and neck 
the two admira's and their flagships led 
the way at the rate of between eight and 
nine knots an hour. Three hundred 
yards separated each ship from the other 
and this distance was maintained with 
absolute precision.

After the 
naval ships had passed the Narrows and 
entered the upper bay the fleet of excur­
sion steamers, yachts and big boats fell 
in and became a volunteer escort The 
scene then became one of combined grace, 
animation and beauty never to be for­
gotten. The absence of cannonading 
left the air clear and every outline of the 
magnificent ships stood out in luminous 
silhouette against a cloudless sky.

The various exercises attending the 
arrival of the American and foreign naval 
officers in port were commenced to day 
by the unveiling in Battery Park of a 
statue of John F.riccson, the inventor, 
whose genius revolutionized marine 
architecture and modern naval warfare.

Hon. Mr. Foster has been in Montreal, 
during the past week, and has had the 
proposed conference with the prominent 
business and manufacturing delegations 
there. It appears from the reports which 
have appeared thus far in the Montreal 
papers that tbe consultations so far held, 
have been solely with the representa­
tives of those manufacturing interests for 
whose benefit the tarriff was in the first 
place framed. The finance Minister has 
talked with the wholesale grocers, the 
drnggests and manufacturers of pro­
prietary articles, the manufacturers of 
cements and drain pipes, and the glass 
manufacturers, all of whom substantially 
uphold the continuance of the present 
tarriff duties. If there are any reduc­
tions asked for, they are so small as to be 
almost unnoticeable, and certainly not 
such us would effect any appreciable 
change in the present tarriff. It was 
feared from the first that this state of 
things would at the critical moment re­
solve themselves into mere councils of 
war between these ancient allies and 
enemies of public prosperity, the Tory 
government and the mannfactoring in­
terests, who, it appears, are legislating 
sloely for their own and each others 
benefit. If the finance minister is really 
in earnest about the matter, if he wants 
reliable data whereupon to ground a 
policy of tarriff reform, let him for con- 
scieme sake avoid relying jn the opin­
ions of the manufacturing industries 
alone. I jet him seek the opinion of 
external classes, of the farmers, 
the lumbermen, the professional 
men and the labourers, from 
whom a more free and onembarassed 
expression of judgement may reasonably 
be expected. Otherwise the people of the 
country cannot bat conclude that the gov­
ernment is doing its best to humbug

We sincerely hope this is not the case, 
but that before the investigation has 
reached an end, a fall enquiry into the 
conditions existing in every walk of life 
may lie made, and conclusions justly 
formed from the evidence adduced If 
th s lie done we can have no doubt as to 
the result

FINANCIAL.
There has been quite a scare in United 

States financial circles during the past 
week over the gold question and the re­
demption of United States silver certifi­
cates, which has even extended itself to 
New Brunswick and made itself felt in 
SL John. The result in SL John was that 
several of the banking institutions there 
refused to receive the U. S. Silver certifi­
cates on any terms, bnt the Bank of New 
Brunswick continued to receive them at a 
discount of 1 per cent as before. The 
whole trouble arises out of the relation 
which the vaine of silver at present bears 
to that of gold in the market The mar­
ket price of silver has been steadily deprec­
iating for the last few years, owing to the 
increasing supply of that commodity, and 
the fact that the demand for it did not 
increase at the same rate. The result of 
this depreciation, if it were allowed to 
work its natural course, would be to im­
poverish tbe owners of silver mines and 
the dealers in silver. Bat the Republi­
can government attempted to create an 
artificial market for silver, by passing an 
act known as the Sherman Silver Bill, by 
which it was provided that the United 
States government would boy op $4,000,- 
000 worth of silver every month, or $48,- 
000,000 per year which was to be stored 
in the treasury vaults, and against which 
the well-known silver certificates were to 
be issued. These represented either $1 
or $2 payable at the treasury department 
of the U. S. in silver. Bnt the silver dol­
lar of the U. S. is only worth 63 cents at 
market value; so that if the holders of 
these certificates were paid in silver, they 
would lose 37 cents on the dollar. So that 
if the U. S. government eventually re­
ceived them in silver, some heavy finan­
cial loss mast fall on the heavy holders 
It was, however, thought that the govern­
ment would redeem the certificates in 
gold worth 100 cents to the dollar, pro­
vided they had enoogh of it on hand. 
There was until recently $100,000,000 in 
the treasury vaults, held as a reserve to 
redeem the issue of confederate green­
backs and other currency at the time of 
the war, bat over and above this amount 
there was no gold available to redeem 
the silver certificates, and the New York 
banks have been shipping large quanti­
ties of gold to Europe since the first of tlie 
year. The scare was caused by the 
scarcity of gold, and the supposed un­
willingness of the government to utilize 
the gold reserve before mentioned for the 
redemption of the silver certificates. 
President Cleveland has, however, stated 
that tbe government is prepared, if ne­
cessary, to draw upon this reserve for the 
purpose of redeeming the silver certifi­
cates, which he said, would all ^e paid 
for in gold; and since this declaration the 
financial situation has considerably im 
proved. While there is probably not 
very much cause for alarm, still the latest 
reports from Montreal indicate that the 
silver certificates will soon go to discount 
in the United States. The New York 
banks are compelled to pay gold or legal 
tender at the clearing houses, and this 
will operate to discredit silver very gen­
erally throughout the States. The Mon­
treal banks have been cautioned by their 
New York correspondents against receiv­
ing the silver certificates at all, and it 
seems that they will be refused by all 
Canadian banks for the present

ST. JOHN SHRIEVALTY.

The race between Messrs. H. Lawrence 
Strudee and Henry J. Thorne for appoint­
ment to the office of Sherriff of St John, 
made vacant by the death of Sherriff 
Harding, has been quite an absorbing 
topic of conversation in the commercial 
metropolis daring the past week, bnt has 
now been effectually decided by the ap­
pointment of Mr. Strudee, announced in 
Thursday morning’s Telegraph. There 
was really very little to choose between 
the tw o men, as far as ability and qualifi­
cations went and the present appoint­
ment has been made almost wholly on 
the grounds that the government politi­
cians in St- John favoured Mr. Strudee's 
candidature, and that he had the promise 
of appointment to the first vacancy of 
any account happening in St. John. Had 
it not been for these facts, there is very 
little doubt that Mr. Thorne would have 
outstripped Mr. Strudee in the race, as he 
is a staunch friend of the present admin­
istration, a persona grata to Mr. Blair, 
and is much more impnlar m St John 
than Mr. Siru dee cai. ever hope to be.

Happenings of the Week Tkreugheut the 
Prevlnee. Observation.

It is highly important that every student 
should cultivate bis powers of observation to 
the highest possible degree of excellence. A 
person with a perfect memory, if such a thing 
can be conceived, would still be lacking in 
much that goes to make up a thorough student 
it his power of observation was inferior or 
poorly disciplined. The most logical mind 
finds its conclusions absurd ami irrelevant un­
less they are based upon correct premise* 
arrived at by careful observation. To the 
person with literary aspirations it is also 
especially important to observe accurately, 
and many distinguished authors owe their 
eminence to reaching the soul of matters by 
observation. There is nothing that will 
show the results of training more readily than 
the power of observation, and nothing in 
which habits of carelessness are quicker to 
bear fruit. This can readily be proved by 
any person who takes the pains to follow the 
matter up for a short time and pursue a course 
of selfculture in this direction. All that is 
needed is care, and things can be seen which 
never existed before, at least not for that 
particular person. Let the eye grasp every 
object as far as possible in detail. Practice 
this rigidly until it becomes habit, and the 
thing is accomplished. The time needed 
will vary with the previous history of the in­
dividual, and from some other minor circum­
stances, but the results will soon be notice­
able. The whole secret is in personal dili­
gence. The matter is worthy of strict atten­
tion, however when we remember that at 
least not half the world lies before the person 
who has not disciplined his powers of observa­
tion, and that he walks blind to the beauties 
and advantages which surround him. Care­
less reading is especially dangerous to the 
student who would excel as an observer, as it 
tends toward a result directly opposite to 
that which he seeks. But careless reading 
must not be confounded with the rapid read­
ing of some students. The most accurate 
observers are the very persons who are able to 
read and acquire most rapidly, as they can 
discriminate at a glance between the useful 
and the useless, and thus select or reject as 
they may desire. This matter of training the 
observation is one that demands care and 
patience, but nothing more, to carry it to the 
greatest perfection.—Benia.

The scene in the House of Commons on 
Saturday morning, at the carrying of the 
second reading of the Home Rale Bill, 
was dramatic. Overhead in the lobby, 
behind which members disappeared, sat 
the Pr nee of Wales, watching with eager 
interest. At his side sat Lord Carring­
ton, himself thoroughly in touch with 
the bill, earnestly talking to the Prince 
about it. The Peers’ gallery was filled 
with men of noble names seldom seen np 
so late in the House. In the Indies’ gal­
lery Mrs. Gladstone bent forward to hear 
her husband’s speech. Miss Cleveland, 
sister of the President of the United 
States, sat near her, almost as interested 
and in sympathy with the movement. 
Princess Victoria of Teck looked on with 
an amused expression. Lady Randolph 
Churchill, Miss Balfour and others filled 
the rest of the seats alloted to ladies and 
sat for hoars. When Mr. Gladstone 
walked into the House from the division 
lobby all the Home Rule members arose 
in their places and cheered aud shouted, 
waving their lists, while the premier 
bowed right and left as he went towards 
his seat. There was only one break in 
all this enthusiasm. While it was at its 
height John Redmond jumped up and 
shouted to |the amazed House: “Parnell 
should not be forgotten here to-night!" 
There was a moment’s silence, and then 
the cheering went on. Little attention 
was paid to the interruption, because 
Redmond had somewhat too persistently 
intimated that he had constituted him­
self sole custodian of Parnell’s memory. 
Now that the second reading is passed the 
real perils begin. The committee is the 
crucial period. Its opponents hope to 
smother the bill with amendments. Just 
as soon as the vote was announced, at an 
early hour of the morning, a score of the 
Opposition members handed in nearly 
two thousand amendments, and this is 
only a beginning. There will be 10,000 
more, Mr. Balfour says. Of course there 
will be no progress in committee, so this 
is what the Ministers will do: Notice 
will be given by the Government that on 
a stated day, probably within a fortnight, 
the rest of the clauses of the bill shall be 
put and voted upon without further dis­
cussion. That will be an extreme mea­
sure, but the Unionists have full warning 
that it will be carried out rather than 
submit to further obstruction.

London, April 25.—More incendiary 
fires were started in Hull yesterday at a 
timber dock, bnt were extinguished be­
fore doing much damage. Riotous crowds 
filled the streets near the docks and sev­
eral fights between unionist and non- 
unionist laborers took place yesterday 
afternoon.

Dr. T. Clowes Brown Bnrlrd Wllh Military 
Honors—.4 Large Frocewslon.

Dr. T. Clowes Brown, the well known and 
popular physician, and Surgeon of the Can­
adian Regiment of Infantry stationed in this 
city, was at church Suuday in apparent 
good health.
