Carnegie Heavily Sued.

Pittsburg, Pa., Aug. 5.—Three suits for
heavy damages have been entered against
the Carnegie Steel Company by victims
of the Homestead poisoning conspiracy,
for which Hugh. Dempsey, ex-district
master workiman of the Knights of La-
bor, and two others are now serving
terms in peniteptiary. 'The suits were
entered by Mrs. Hebron, who claims
$25,000 damages for the death of her
son, and Edward Ellis and Harry Col-
lins, who claim that their health has
been permanently impaired. - They ask
$10,000 each. Counsel for defendants
say they will compromise the cases. If
this is done it is likely hundreds of sim-
ilar suits will be entered.

Hill’s Silver Scheme.

Various Opinions on the Subject by
Leading Amerieans.

Washington, Aug. 3.—Representative
Springer, of Tilinois, chairman of the"
‘ways and means committee in the last
Congress, was at the capital to-day. His
opinion is that Congress will not be in
session for more than a week or ten days
during this month, ~ In :that time he
thought the much talked of clause in
the Sherman Act could be repealed. The
ways and means committee could be em-
powered to draft a tariff bill for submis-
sion to Comgress, when it convened,
which should be some time in October.
As to the tariff it would be impossible
for the ways and means committee to do
justice to the subject. While the House
was in constant session, there were too
many disturbing elements, and the sur-
roundings were not favorable for wise
and safe legislation. But, if the commit-
tee was empowered to prepare a bill and
was allowed fo go to some quiet place on
the sea shore, and pursue its labors un:
molested, the result would be a satisfac-
tory bill.

Touching the course of the ways and
means committee in dealing with the
tariff, Mr. Springer said it would doubt-
less report on a general tariff bill instead
of a series of specifi¢ bills. That policy
had done good sevvice last congress, but
the time was now at hand when the
Democratic party must  redeem  its
pledges and reform the entire tariff sys-
tem. - To do this would not involve any
radical change in the rules of the House.
Mr. Springer believes that the majority
can® always reach an expression of its
will: through the ' committee on - rules,
whieh ean bring in a special rule to fit
each’ case as it arises. Mpnr. Springer had
not“seen Mr. Crisp, so he did pot say
dnything  respéeting the éomposntion of-
the ‘committee or hxs own " place upon
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the: Chieago ‘platform, T believe his party
will part company with him,” were the
stenificant 'words uttered by Representa-
tive Oates, this afternoon, as he dis-
cussed the situation. ‘“The Chicago plat-
form, which the people endorsed in such
thundering tones last November, calls
forthe repeal of the Sherman law, and
the maintenance of gold and silver as
money upon a parity. Any scheme which
contemplates the abandenment of silver
is against the principles set by the Chica-
go 'convention, and will not be tolerated.
There can, in my opinion; be no uncondi-
tional repeal of the Sherman law. If
the President has set out to repeal the
Sherman law without offering anything
in its place, he has set up a platform not
in accordance with that upon which he
went before the people.” Mr. Oates looks
for the repeal of the Sherman law, with
a condition that will provide for the free
coinage of silver at an increased ratio.

Senator George came in to-day from
Georgia and takes a rather cheerful view
of the situation in the South. He be-
lieves there will be money for his people
to move their crops, ‘and that, with the
movement of cotton, easier times will re-
sult, so far as the silver question is con-
cerned. [The Senator plants himself
upon the platform, he says, upheld in
his time in the Senate, and says he is a
friend of silver and has not changed his
views one whit.

Senator Squire, of Washington, is one
of the few Western senators who takes
fhe ground that the President should be
allowed to deal with the silver question
in his own discretion, and he believes
that it would be good policy for Congress
to pass a joint resolution permitting the
President to suspend the operation of the
silver purchase portion of the Sherman
law, in his discretion. A

Mr. Bland, the champion of free coin-
age, arrived to-day and was seen in com-
sultation with three members of his
faith who are in the city. He said the
friends of silver had agreed upon no plan
of campaign, other than that they were
opposed to the repeal of the Sherman
law, unless they were first given the free
coinage of silver. Mr. Bland, in speaking
of the ratio, said he saw no reason to
change that now in force, so far as the
possibility of repeal was concerned. Mr.
Bland was emphatic in his declaration
that the unconditional repeal of the pur-
chasing act could not be aceomplished in
either House.

Yachting in Rough Water.

Atlanta City, N. J., Aug. 7.—The res-
cue of ten persoms from a capsized yacht
was witnessed by thousands this after-
noon.

She left the inlet at 2 o’clock
with 10 passengers, Capt. Somers and
his 13-year-old grandson. @ When near
the Soules the yacht suddenly became
entangled 'among breakers on the bar.
She struggled a few minutes and then
capsized. The passengers, five men, two
boys and a three-year-old boy, the cap-
tain and his assistant were thrown into
the sea, but succeeded in gaining hold
of the rigging. A fleet of yachts put
out from shore, but to the yacht Fedo-
ra and her captain, Morris Cromer, fell
the greater part of the work of rescue.
The captain plunged into the ‘water and
rescued a young boy named Thompson,
whose strength was giving out, and took
him to the Fedora’s side, where both
were taken aboard. Life lines were
thrown out to the remaining passengers,
and in a few minutes all were safely
landed in the boat, with the exception of
Michael Shelvin, who is supposed to
have been drowned.

Cholera’s Progress.

Rome, Aug. 7.—It is officially announc-
ed that between noon on ¥Friday and
noon to-day 20 new cases of cholera and
13 deaths have been reported in Naples,
and three new cases and one death' in
Rome.

Bucharest, Aug. 7.—Cholera has bro-
ken out in the garrison at Sulina, at the
mouth of the Danube.

Puebla, Mexico, Aug. 7.—Fuarther par-
ticulars of the riot among the laborers
of the Mexican Southern railway, which
resulted in the killing of two men and
Roadmaster Thos, Burke, has been re-
ceived. There had been washouts, and
the roadmaster was endeavoring to repair
and open the road. Forty men in - his
gahg struck and demanded ' their pay,
but Burke could not comply with their
demands. The men then attacked Burke
with stones, and he drew his pistol and
shot two of the party dead. He then
gave himself up.

to Colorade Springs: institotions. While
the business community necessarily feels
the depression there has not been a sin-
gle failure of importance, and the city is
entertaining nearly its average number
of tourists. At the Broadmoor Casino
the season is” in full swing, with high
class music and other attractions con-
tributing to the enjoyment of visiters.”

PUBLIC SERVICES.

The people of Vancouver are at pres-
ent considering a proposal that the cor-
poration should acquire the stock an'd
plant of the street railway and electric
lighting company there at a cost of
$360,000, and afterwards keep the two
services going as corporation concerns.
For the present a by-law providing that
the purchase niay be made has been
hlocked in the council on technical
grounds, but it will probably come be-
fore the people before very long. In
view of this probability the Columbian
offers. the Vancouver people the follow-
ing desecription of the advantages gained
by New Westminster in having control
of its own lighting system: “Put as
briefly as possible, this’ city has now
been. doing its own public and private
lighting for about two years and a half,
the capital outlay to date having been
a little over $100,000. Its street and
public building lighting is the best in the
province, and the citizens have electric
light in their stores and houses at a
price not greater than coal oil - would
cost them. At the same time the rev-
enue from the private lighting pays all
expenses of operating both the public
and private lighting, as well as interest,
sinking fund and depreciation on capitul
account, and, when the extension to the
plant recently ordered, under authority
of the by-law passed last May, has been
put in place and fully loaded, the net
earnings of the works, after giving
street and public building lighting free,
will be from $10,000 to $15,000 per an-
num. Such a record as this is, per se, the
strongest kind of an argument in favor
of municipal. ownership and control of
electric light,” water
works, tramways, ete. Westminster is
most fortunate in having secured
control, at the start, of the two first
mentioned services, and, therefore, has
paid for their installing just what the
plants and work were worth. Vancouver
has already demonstrated, however, we
believe, - that her purchase last year of
the water works at a large sum was a
paying investment; and, if the sum pro-
posed to be paid for the property of the
street railway and lighting c¢ompany is
a  fair, business valuation, the people
of the twin city will hardly be making a
scheme.

These he pursued with an
energy remarkable for a person pensioned
for entire bhelplessness. ~In June, 188Y,
Tanner allowed him $10 a month for the
six years ending 1872, and $1.25 per
month more for 1873 and 1874. Here
was an addition of about $1,000 accumu-
lations, and the entire sum taken by him
in cash as the fruit of Tanner’s increases
and reratings was $6,912.94. It is said
that these changes of rate were made in
defiance of the statutes and the rules of
the bureau: There was no, legal applica-
tion for the increases and re-ratings, nor
was there a medical examination - of the
pensioner such as the law requires.

No wonder the pension list has grown
to its present enormous proportions when
such cases as this are possible.

The St. Joh.ns News, a Conservative
paper, gives an indication of the state
of political feeling in Quebec province
when, it speaks in this fashion:

“Of course we don’t profess to be in
the secrets of the Dominion ministry, but
we -venture to assert that they have as
much intention of dissolving parliament
at present as they. have of resigning
their seats in the cabinet. There is no
earthly reason why they should’ ' dis-
solve and every reason why they should
not. - They will do so, it is said, because,
they see that the sense of the country
is turning against them, and think they
had better attempt to obtain a renewal
of their lease of power before matters
have gone too far.

It is undoubtedly true that
there is a general feeling that the tariff
has to be nof merely reformed but low-
ered, and that there are symptoms of
a bolt if something in this direction is
not done, but that in itself shows that
it would bé the height of folly for the
ministers to appeal to the country in its
present temper on the strength of prom-
ises, when it will be in their power in
a short time to appeal on the strength of
performance; to say we have altered the
tariff to suit the present needs and con-
ditions, rather than to say we are going
to alter it. It is not at a time when the
copntry is uneasy and suspicious that
it is advisable to cut off a parliament in
its youthful days.

‘Vancouver Island in 1788.
To the Editor: The remarks made by
the Hon. Senator Macdonald at the
Mackenzie ‘centenary meeting, on the

“20th ‘of July, relaiive to the just claim

which Captain John Meares had to be
included in the early history. of British
Columbia along with other nayigators
and explorers, viz; Captain Cook, Van-
couver and Sir Alexander Mackenzie, has
induced me to offer the following to your
readers. It certainly places Captain
Meares before them in a very favorable
light.

He had been a lieutenant in the Brit-
ish navy, but was at the time, referred
to in his narrative, 20th July, 1786, plac-
ed in charge of a trading expadition, ‘con-
sisting of the Nootka, a vessel of 200
tons, and the Sea Otter, of 100 tons.
The former vessel was commanded by
himself, the other by Captain William
Tipping, who also had been a lieutenant
in the British navy. Cgaptain Meares

reached Nootka on the 13th of May, .

1788, and anchored abreast of the  vil-
lage, in Friendly Cove, in four fathoms
of water, after a passage = of three
months and 23 days from China. He
was received with much kindness by the
natives. The principal chiefs, Maquilla
and Callicum, were absent on a visit to
Wican-an-ish, a powerful prince of a
tribe to the southward. = That loeality
is now known as Clayoquot Sound. = On
the 16th of May,” Capt. Meares states,
“Maquilla and Callicum returned, and en-
tered the cove aecompanied by a num-
ber of war canoes. They moved or
rowed (paddled) around. the ship with
great parade, singing at the same time a
song of a pleasing though sonorous melo-
dy. Maquilla’'s fleet consisted of 12
war canoes, each of which contained
about 18 men; the greater part of whom
were clothed in the most beautiful skins
of the sea otter, which covered them
from their neck to their ankles. Their
hair was powdered with the white down
of birds and their faces bedaubed with
red and black ochre, in the form of a
shark’s jaw, and a kind of spiral line,
which rendered their appearance extreme-
ly savage. In most of these boats there
were eight rowers (paddlers) on a side,
and a single man sat at the bow. The
chief occupied a place in the middle, and
was distinguished by a high cap, point-
ed at the crown and ornamented at the
top with a small tuft of feathers.

“We listened to their song,” continues
Mr. Meares, “with an equal degrea of
surprise and pleasure. Ft was. indeed,
impossible for any ear susceptible of de-
light from musical sounds. or any mind
that was not insensible to the powar of
melody, to remain unmoved by this sol-
emn unexpected concert. The c¢horus
was in unison, and strictly correct as to
time and tone; nor did a dissonant note
escape them. Sometimes they would
make a sudden transition from the high
to the low notes, with such melancholy
turns in their variations, that we could
not reconcile to ourselves the manner in
which ghey acquired or- contrived this
more than untaught melody of nature.
There was something for the eya as well
as the ear, and the actioh which acecom-
panied their voices added very much to
the impression which the chanting made
upon- us all. Everyone beat time with
undeviating ' regularity .against the Zun-
wale of the boat with their paddies, and
at the end. of every versé orfstanza they
pointed with extended arms to the north
and to the south, gradually sinking their
voices in such a solemn manner as teo
produce an effect not often attiined by
the orchestras in our quarter of the
globe.”

“They paddled around our ship twice
in this mafiner, uniformly rising 1P when
they came to. the stern and calline out
the word ‘wacush, wueush,” or friends.
They then brought their cannos along-
side, when Magquilla and Callicum came
on board. The former appeared to be
about 30 years, of a middle size, bet ex-
tremely well made and POSSes3INg a coun-
tenance that was formed to interest all
who saw him. The latter seemed to be
ten years older, of an athletic make, and
a fine open arrangemeat of featuros, that
united regard and confidence.

They were each of them in furn nresent-
ed with a blanket, when with every mark
of the highest satisfaction, they descend-
ed into their canoes. which were pad-
dled hastily to the shore.

“Maquilla not only readily consent-
ed to grant us-'a spot of ground in bhis
territory, whereon an house might be
built for the accommodation of the peo-
ple we intended to leave there, but had
promised us his assistance in for-
warding our works and his protection of
the party who were destined to remain
at Nootka during our absence. In re-
turn for this kindness. and to insure a
continuance of it, the chief was present-
ed with a pair ef pistols, which he had
regarded with an eye of solicitation over
since our arrival. Callicum, who seem-
to have formed a most affectionate at-
tachment to us, was also gratified. as
well as the ladies of his families, with
suitable presents; indeed it became our
more immediate attention to confirm his
regard, as he had been appointed by Ma-
quilla to be our particular guardian and
protector, and had the most peremptory
injunctions to prevent the natives from
making any depredations on us.

The Monowai brought news of the en-
gagement which took place between the
forces of King Malietoa: and Chief Ma-
taafa briefly mentioned in -the’cable ad-
vices of July 18th. The fight took place
on the Sth and the rebels were Jefeated.
On Mataafa’s side 16 were killed apd 17
wounded, while the king lost funr killed
and 11 wounded. The first news of
the battle that reached Apia was the
bringing in and presentation with much
ceremony to Malietoa of the beads of
11 rebels. Later two more heads were
brought in, making 13 in all. One of
the killed was a woman who was be-
headed while defending her wounded hus-
band. On his way back from the fight
Mataafa, who was wounded, set fire to
his own town which was burned to the
ground. At latest accounts hehad gene
to Upolo, where he was hemmed in and
had no chance of escape. Malietoa's
forces number 2500 men while those of
the rebel chief are only about 800.

The Whiskey War.

Cincinnati, Aug.4—On Saturday Cin-
cinnati distillers must pay to the govern-
ment $3,000,000 whiskey tax. The Gov-
ernment has failed to recognize the re-
qest for an extension of thirty days. The
rate per gallon of government tax is 90
cents. The Cincinnati distillers must
pay on 8,800,000 gallons of whiskey.

Columbia, S.C., Aug. 4.—The citizens
of Sumter are giving state whiskey spies
a deal of worry. Yesterday Constables
MecCatty and West obtained an order of
search and seizure from Judge Fraser and
went to the premises formerly used by
David Morris as a barroom. Assistant
Attorney-General Buseman accompanied
them. They broke down the door and
found nothing but some old stock that
had been sealed and stored away before
the dispensary law went into force. Mor-
vis kicked one of them down stairs. The
crowd wag with Morris, and they jeered
and hooted. When one of the constables
undertook to resent it he Wwas Ibad}y
beaten. Constable Halloway was fal-
lowed through town by & crowd of boys,
who pelted him with rotten eggs and he
had to seek protection from an alderman.
Several -arrests . will: follow.

The Kansas ©ivil War.

Topeka, Kan., Aug. 4.——Yesterda‘y’s
session of the court. martial trying Col
Hughes, was occupied in disposing of 9b-
jections of the defence charging him with
éi\'ing information to'the “enemy.”’ The
prosecution boldly charged that the sze-
wublican members who had fought their
way through  armed men, and broke
down barred doors to get to their seats
were the “enemies ot the state, whether
war had been proclaimed or not.” All
objections and actions of defense W:zre
promptly over-ruled by the court. The
preliminary fighting is now over and the
evidence will be heard to-day, the first
witness being Governor Lewellyn.

New York, Aug. 4—The World this
morning had a long article saying the
metropolis is soon to be overrun by an
army of idle men. Statistics from 57
trades in New York city are given to
show that in these trades alone over
36.000 men are out of work, and it is

-declared that this represents only a por-

tion of the city’s unemployed. It is
said thousands are coming here from the
west in search of work, and that immi-
grants are tarrying in New York because
of business stagnation in the western
states. It is also pointed out that the
host of idle men is being further in-
creased by the closing of factories, and
the claim is made that manufacturers
who-do not close their mill doors are im-
porting pauper labor. Western cities, it
is declared, feed and forward tramps to
New York free of cost, and it is hinted
that there may be bread riots in the near
future. The assertion is made that
Horace Greeley’s maxim, “Go west,
voung man,”’ has: been reversed by the
silver kings of the Sierras.

Stock Market To-Day.

New York, Aug. 4.—Lower prices were
the rule at the opening of business at the
Stock Exchange this morning. General
electric fell 2 points, and the other act-
ive issues 1-4 to 1 per cent. The market
was affected by cables from London and
a fear that the financial and business
troubles may spread in the west.

Twice Sentenced, Twice Pardoned.

Poughkeepsie, Aug. 4.—Ishmael Free-
man, the colored man who has been
pardoned from Sing Sing, where he was
serving a life sentence, will not come to
Poughkeepsie, having been ordered to
leave the state at once. He was charg-
ed on March 14th, 1860, with having
poisoned his wife, and he was tried twice,
the jury having failed to agree on the
first* trialr When convicted on the
second “trial a year later Judge Emott
sentenced him for life. It was proved
at the trial that several days before the
death of his wife Freeman purchased
arsenic, but the defence showed that
during her illness his wife frequenlty
spoke of his kindness and said he was
the hest” nurse sh» ecould have. The
jury after a long delay'found him guilty.
This is the s'cond life sentence Free-
man has been rescued from by pardon.
He came’ here in 1859 from Sing Sing,
where he was serving a life sentence for
killing a sailor at sea. He was con-
victed in a United States court.

May Thorn’s Death.

New York, Aug. 4.—May Thorn, aged
26, a handsome actress, choir singer and
music teacher, took morphine with sui-
ecidal intent last night at her boarling
house, 48 west 12th street. She was
removed to St. Vincent hospital, whete
she died this morning. The cause of the
act is a mystery. It is said her father
is a wealthy mine owner living in San
Francisco. Edith Thorn, sister of the
dead girl, said: “May was 26 and had
lived nearly all her life in San Francisco.
She once appeared on the stage and took
the part of Isabel in one of the ‘“Trip to
Chinatown” companies, but the position
proving irksome she left the stage and
decided to teach music. While living in
San Francisco the girl was engaged- to
be married to a very wealthy man of
that place, but for some reason the match
was broken off. She came east almost
immediately afterwards.” Edith Thorne
refused to tell the name of her parents,
or their address in San Francisco, or the
name of the man whom May was about
to marry. ‘“What do you think was the
cause which led your sister to ‘take her
life?’ was asked. Edith replied that she
had -not the least idea. “May never
confided in me, and I was horror-strick-
en when she told me last night that she
had taken morphine.

England’s First Commoner.

The first commoner in the land. a title
conferred by statute on the speaker of
the house of commons several centuries
ago, occupies a magnificent official resi-
dence on the river side of that gorgeous
pile known as the houses of parliament,
and devotes a considerable portion of
his large salary to official entertainments
while parliament is in session. These
entertainments take the shape of dinners
and levees, at both of which the. gentle-
men who attend are expected to appear
either in uniform or court dress, the or-
dinary evening dress being strictly for-
bidden.

The speaker himself receives his guests
in a black velvet court suit, knee-
breeches, with silk stockings, a steel-
handled sword and beautiful lace ruffles
around the neck and wrists. He is at-
tended upon such occasions by his official
train bearer (who on state oceasions car-
ries his train), his purse-bearer, his gen-
tleman-in-waiting and his chaplain. The
banqueting hall, where his dinners take
place, looks out to the north, and from
its windows may be seen the long
stretch of the Thames embankment,with
its perfect fairyland of electric lamps
and moving lights. The table and
huge sideboards are loaded down with the
magnificent old plate belonging, ex-offi-
cio, to the speaker of the house of com-
mons, and from the walls look down
the portraits of many famous “first
commoners” past and gone.

The speaker takes wine with old-fash-
ioned grace with each of his guests in
turn, while the health of the Queen is
invariably proposed and drunk with de-
corous and sincere formality. The office
of speaker carries with it in addition to
this palatial residence a salary of $30,-
000 and allowances amounting te almost
ag much more. Moreover, it is the priy-
ilege of each retiring speaker to reeeive
a seat in the house of lords. It may be
added that the grant of this peerage is
generally accompanied by a pemsion of
$20,000 a year for two generations.—

I had
twenty minutes one day to wait »t Ux-
bridge station for a train, and I saw the
advertisement of the Tower Furnis_bing
Company, representicg a number of beef-
caters—why, goodness only knows. 1t
gave me an idea and 1 wrote the play
originally as one of modern life in the
Tower of London. Then it suddenly
occurred to me .to throw the time of it
back to that of Queen Elizabeth. Having
oot one’s plot, the next step is to fit in
the characters. But this is a very diffi-
cult matter, whether he is writing for a
stock company or writing irrespective of
the cast. : :

“No. it is not always easier to write
for a non-existent company. One has
too free a hand. But with a stock com-
pany, it is hard to make the characters
seem” original.

“I write out the play as a story, just

RUSKIN’'S ROMANCE.

How the Great Writer Wedded and Was
Divorced.

John Ruskin did a strangely wayward
thing when he consented to get married.
He did a most erratic and, to the public,
a most inexplicable thing when he ar-
ranged for his divoree.

He had accepted some .of the loftiest
draditions ,about swomanheod .that :men
sometimes read and talk about, and he
looked for his ideal companion. Omne
night he met her in the drawing room of
a London friend, who, without his know-
ing it, had brought the young lady to
meet the eyes of the great writer.

It was a June night; he was 35, and
she looked like a Greek goddess.

He was dazzled. She was a tall,
graceful girl of 19, with a face and figure
as faultless as one of the statues of old.
No one ever expected Ruskin to fall in
love, and he did not. She was poor and
needed a home and its comforts, and so
they were married.

Their wedded life was peaceful, friend-
ly, kindly to the highest degree, but there
was not a spark of affection to enlighten
their existence. She admired the great
man she had married and was grateful
for the wealth and comfort he showered
on her. He worshipped her as he would
the marble made life-like by the sculptor’s
chisel. :

There was nothing human about the
life they led as husband and wife, and
she was a woman who, in her heart,
like all true women, laughed at the tra-
ditions that made her sex love distant
worship.

One day Ruskin brought an artist to
paint his wife's picture. And the man
was Millais, and he was a bright, cheery,
handsome fellow, human every inch of
him, with a great and absorbing love for
the beautiful and a willingness to tell of
his love.

He began to paint the portrait of the
magnificent woman, and when he had
finished it he was in love with his friend’s
wife.

Woman like she saw it, and perhaps
she was not full of sorrow and réproach.
It was the first tribute of real manly
love that had ever been laid at her feet.

And Ruskin! His wide eyes saw the
romance that was weaving around those
two lives. and his heart realized how lit-
tle affection he had to lavish on the wo-
man whom he had made his wife.

How he told her the story of his pride
in her and the sacrifice he was to make
while she lay prone at his feet is one of
the things which only he or she could
tell.

It is difficult to obtain a divorce in
England, but John Ruskin procured it
for her, and one bracing morning in the
early winter, a month after the divorce
was granted, Ruskin stood beside the
couple in one of London’s quiet churches
and saw them made man and wife.

That was a good many years ago, and
since: then Millais has become rich and
famous and is now Sir John and his
wife is  Lady Millais.

The warmest, sturdiest friend the
struggling painter had in his toiling days
was the man whose wife he had married,
and through all the years of Millais’
later success and greater honor John Rus-
kin has been the welcome guest and al-
most daily visitor to the man and wo-
man whose lives he so unselfishly crown-
ed with happiness.

It is a strange story and the world
knows little about it, and some men have
condemned him as some women bhave
censured her. But the two men and that
one woman who knew best have been
happy and contented with the change
that John Ruskin’s pure unselfishness
brought into their lives. And so the
world should - not complain.—St. Louis
Republican.

Davies vs. MoMillan. Gynue, J. :
This appeal must, in my opinion, be |
decided solely upon the contention insist-

‘ed upon by the defendant, that the de-
- cision. in the interpleader issue in the:

county court case of Turner, Beeton &
Co. vs. King constitutes a complete bar
to the present action. Whatever collu-
sion there may have been between King's
creditors, Garesche, Green & Co., and
Strouss & Co., and King himself, to pro-
cure King for their benefit to make the
sale which he did to Davies, of which
the other creditors of King might have
had reason to complain, Davies does Dot
appear-to have been a party to any such
collusion. He appears to have acted
solely in his own interest and"ss a bona
The amount
paid by him for the stock of goods pur-
chased appears to have been the fair
cash'value at the time, and the evidence
failed to establish either that Davies
knew of King’s circumstances as being
insolvent, or that his intention'in making
the sale was either to defraud his cred-
itors or any of them, or to give some or
one a preference over others, even if that
knowledge could prejudice Davies’ rights
as a purchaser, and the jury have found
that Davies in making the purchase had
no intent that any. creditor of King's
should be preférred. In short the only
conclusion which the evidence in the case

' and thé finding of the jury warrant is

that the purchase made by him was’in
perfect good faith for valuable considera-
tion actually paid by him and without
any fraudulent intent being entertained
by him. Such'a transaction cannot in
my opinion be held to be fraudulent and
void without imputing to the statute re-
lied upon an intent in the interest of the
creditors of a vendor to make the courts
of justice parties to the committal of
fraud upon innocent purchasers for
value; and no such construction can be
put upon the statute. Accordingly the
learned Chief Justice of British Colum-
bia who tried the case rendered judgment
for the plaintiff upon the answers of the
jury to the questions submitted to them;
and that such judgment is that which
was warranted by the answers of the

, jury to the qhestions submitted to them,

apon their finding as to which, the right
of the plaintiff to recover in the action
depended (assuming the action not to
have been barred by the judgment on the
interpleader issue in the county court
case of Turner, Beeton & Co. vs. King)
cannot in my opinion admit of a doubt.
Then as to the effect of the judgment on
the interpleader issue in the said county
court ease I concur in the judgment of
Mr. Justice McCreight in the Supreme
Court of British Columbia, namely, that
such judgment cannot operate as a bar
to the present action. To hold that such
judgment, from which there is no appeal
to this court, as there is from a judg-
ment on an interpleader issue in an ac-
tion commenced in a superior court,
would so operate, would give to a judg-
ment of an inferior court of limited juris-
diction the effect of being conclusive in
an action in the Supreme Court of Brit-
ish Columbia, and in this court of ap-
peal, in respect of a cause of action
wholly beyond the jurisdiction. of the
county court to entertain. f
The action is one of trespass brought
against the defendant for breaking and
entering the plaintiff’s shop, and continu-

_ing therein for a long space of ‘time, to

wit, Tor four months, and faking and selld.
ing the plaintiff's' -goods and chattels
therein to the plaintiffs damage of $15,-
000. :
The facts of the case appear to be
that on the 5th of January, 1888, the de-
fendant as sheriff entered the plaintifi’s
shop and made a seizure and levy on
goods therein to the amount of $370 to
satisfy an execution issued out of the
county court of Victoria in British Co-
lumbia at the suit of*a firm of Turner,
Beeton & Co. against one Atwell King,
and placed in the hands of the sheriff to
be executed. On the 6th January,
1888, the plaintiff gave mnotice to
the defendant that he claimed to
be the owner of the goods so seized and
paid to the defendant $395 as security
for the said judgment debt, interest and
all costs in case the plaintiff should fail
to establish his ownership of the said
goods; and -thereupon the defendant then
withdrew , from the possession of the
goods seized under the said writ of exe
cution. On the same 6th day of Jan-
nary, 1888, the defendant as such sheriff
made another seizure of goods in the
said shop to the value of $550 to satisfy
an execution issued out of the Supreme
Court of British Columbia at the suit of
the Bank of British Columbia against
the said Atwell King. These seizures
were made upon the contention that the
goods so seized were the goods of King,
the defendant in said actions.

The plaintiff having given notice to the
defendant that he claimed that the goods
so seized under the said execution at the
suit of the Bank vs. King were the goods
of the plaintiff, the defendant upon the
14th January, 1888, obtained an order of
the said Supreme Court in the suit of
the Bank of British Columbia vs. King,
which order is not produced, but where-
by, it appears, by a bond by way of se-
curity given in pursuance thereof, to
have been ordered that on payment of
$5350 into court by the said plaintiff, or
upon his giving security to the satisfac-
tion of one of the judges of the said
court for the payment of the same
amount by the plaintiff according
to the & direction - of any rule or
order to be made in the said
cause and upon payment to the defend-
ant of possession money and expenses
from the said 6th January the said de-
fendant should withdraw from the pos-
session of the goods and chattels seized
by him under the said writ of execution,
and that unless such payment should be
made or such security be given the said
defendant should proceed to sell the said
goods and chattels so seized and pay the
proceeds of such sale after deducting the
expenses and possession money from the
date of the said order into court in the
said cause to abide further order, and
that the parties should proceed to the
trial of an issue in which the said Davies
should be plaintiff and the Bank of Brit-
ish Columbia the defendant; and that
the question to be tried should be whe-
ther at the time of such seizure the said
goods and chattels seized were, or any
part was, the property of the plaintiff.
Subsequently: (the terms of the said order
having been ‘complied with by the plaint-
iff upon his part) the defendant in’com-
plianee with the said order upon his part
abandoned possession of the said. goods
seized under the said writ of execution
at the suit of the’ Bank of British Co-
‘jnmbia-vs. King.

This
latter issue appears: by the record of the
proceedings in the said county court to
have been tried on the 2nd February and
judgment ta have been rendered there-
on upon the. 16th day of February,

1888.:. Now upon the 17th and 21st of
January and upon the 3rd and 10th of
February, the 3rd of March and the Tth,
10th; 12th, 17th and 23rd of April, 1888,
respectively the said sheriff made several
other levies upon and seizures of the
goods and chattels in the same shop of
the plaintiff to the amount of about
$8000 under divers executions against
the said - King placed in the sheriff's
hands to be executed and upon the 10th,
11th, 12th, 25th, 26th and 27th days of
April he proceeded to sell and sold the
same. It is for these seizures and sales
so made upon and .subsequently to the
17th.day of January, 1888, that the pres-
est action is brought.

Now, in order to set up the judgment
of the County Court upon the interplead-
er issue in the County Court case of
Turner, Beeton & Co. vs. King as a
bar to the present action, the matter so
relied upon as a bar must be specially
pleaded .by way of estoppel, as in Flet-
ters vs. Allfrey, L. R. 10 C. P. 29, and
as the judgment upon that issue could
not upon its face show any ground of
estoppel of the present action, it would
be necessary that the plea should con-
tain suitable averments of what was
the precise matter in contestation in such
interpleader issue and of what is the
precise matter ‘in contestation in _the
present action so as to raise for adjud-
ication the question of estoppel relied up-
on by the defendant. Thus it was not
only necessary to set out what was the
issue .directed to be tried, namely, whe-
ther the goods and chattels seized by the
sheriff under execution at the suit' of
Turner, Beeton & Co vs. King were, or
any of them was, the property of Davies,
but also the particular matter of fact
upon which that question of title de-
pended, namely, whether the deed of con-
veyance by which the goods and chattels
so seized had been conveyed by King to
Davies was or was not fraudulent "as
aaginst the creditors of King, and the
finding of the jury upon the trial of such
issue. And since at -the trial thereof
the jury rendered no verdict against Da-
vies upon such issue, but merely answer-
ed certain questions submitted to them
by the judge who tried the issue, who,
upon the answers of the jury to such
questions afterwards rendered judgment,
it would have been necessary to s»t out
in the plea of estoppel the questions snb-
mitted and the answers of the jury ihere-
to and the judgment of the judge there-
on; and if it should then appear that
such, answers of the jury did not 'war-
rant a judgment to the effect that the
said conveyance by King to Davies was
frandulent and void as against the cred-
itors. of King, and that by  rea-
son thereof the goods and chattels
SO seized were not the prop-
erty of Dayvies, but that notwithsianding
the judge who tri=d the issue upon such
answers of the jury rendered a judg-
ment to that effect against Davies upon
such issue, *he plea of that judsment
by way of estoppel to the present action
would be bad in substance and could
constitute no bar whatever to the pres-
ent action. Now we have before us,
though not in the form of such a plea
by way of estoppel, what were the ques-
tions which were submitted to the jury
upon the trial of said interpleader issue
and the answers of the jury, whereby it
appears that such answers did not war-
rant a.judgment against Davies in the
interpleader issue to the effect that he
had no property in the goods and chat-
tels there in question by reason of the
conveyance whereby the said goods and
chatels were transferred and conveyed
by King to Davies, having been fraudu-
lent and void as against the creditors of
King. The jury'found as a matter of
fact in answer to the only questions sub-
mitted to them upon which the title of
Davies to the goods in question mainly
depended, that Davies had purchased
them from King for his own benefit, and
that he had no knowledge of King hav-
ing had any intention to apply the pur-
chase money paid by Davies for the goods
and chattels so purchased by him to
to some of his (King's) creditors in pref-
erence of others.

Another of the questions submitted to
the jury appears open to the question
whether it was relevant to the issue be-
ing tried, but to which I make reference
to by reason of the answer of the jury
thereto, which wae rveally = favorable ra-
ther than otherwise to the title of Da-
vies.. The jury were asked to say whe-
ther Davies paid King the purchase
monéy of the ‘goods purchassd by him in
order to enable King to prefer two of his
creditors named Green and Strouss in
preference te his other creditors? To
which the jury answered “Yes,” adding
that they so answered the question in
the affirmative because they said Da-
vies did not then know that King had
any other creditors. -

Upon these answers the learned Chie
Justice of British Columbia rendered
judgment against Davies in the inter-
pleader issue in the County Court case,
which -judgment was maintain2d by the
Supreme Court of British Columbia act-
ing as a eourt of appeal from judgments
rendered in the County Court. The
learned Chief Justice, who also tried the
present action, and not, as I ‘think, with-
out reason, expressed a doubt of the
correctness of his former judgment, and
being of opinion that the judgment ren-
dered in the interpleader issue was net
a bar to the present action, rendered
judgment for the plaintiff with $9,151
damages. This judgment a majority of
the Supreme Court of British Columbia
has set aside and rendered judgment for
the defendant upon the ground that the
judgment in the interpleader issue in
the County Court is a conclusive bar to
the present action.

The judgment in that interpleader is-
sue, if it had been appealable to this
court, would not, in my opinion, have
been maintained, Not having been so
‘appealable, the judgment gf the Supreme

Court of British Columbia was conclu-
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sive in the matter of that issue, but for
the reasons already given it cannot op-
erate as a bar to the present action. It
was also suggested but scarcely argued
that by reason of the order made in the
case of the Bank of British Colmnbia
vs. King for the trial of the mterpiead.r
jssue ordered in that case, the present
action cannot be maintained, but 1hat
order, rightly or wrong:y, was rescinded
by the Supreme Court of British Colum-
bia without any trial of the issue there-
by ordered, and therefore the order in
the rescihding offer that (notwithstand®
ing that the interpleader issue between
Davies and the bank never was tried) no
action should be brought. by
against the sheriff in respect of the seiz-
ure made by the sheriff under the exe-
cution at the suit of the bank vs. King
was ultra vires, and that order can have
no operation as a bar to the present ac-
tion.

It was in like manner suggested that
the action of Turner & Beeton vs. King
in the County Court was, brought under
the provisions of a statute of the legis-
lature of British Columbia, viz: Ch. 7 of
the statutes of 1885, sec. 53, as amend-
ed by statutes of 1887, ch. 9, which eg>
acted that by leave of the court upon
affidavit or other proof satisfactory to
any ' County Court judge that a party
about to be summoned was about to ab-
scond or defraud any of his creditors, a
summons might be made returnable in
such time from the service thereof as
such judge might direct, and that such
summons might also issue when the party
has absconded, and that whenever . a
summons Should issue under the section
that the suit should be deemed and taken
to be brought on behalf of all the cred-
itors of the party summoned, and that
any execution or process in the nature
of an execution should enure to the ben-
efit of all the creditors of the
party so summoned, and  that such
and the like proceedings might be
had and taken thereon as upon a cred-
itor's suit brought in the Supreme Court
of British Columbia, and it was further
suggested that under the provisions of
this statu#® the interpleader issue in the
County Court and the judgment therein
operated and enured to the benefit of
all the creditors of King and constituted
a bar to the present action; but what
the statute says is that the suit in the
County Court and any execution issued
therein should so operate and enure, not
that an incidental proceeding at the suit
of a stranger sueh as an interpleader is-
sue, or ordered’ to be tried in respect of
a matter within the limited jurisdiction
of the County Court, should operate and
enure to the benefit of all the creditors
of the defendant in the County Court
case, so as to determine the title to the
property claimed adversely to them to an
amount of thousands or of hundreds of
thousands ' of dollars in excess of the
jurisdiction of the County Court. The
statute is susceptible of no such construc-
tion.

Upon the whole I am of opinion, for
the reasons already given, that the ap-
peal must be allowed with costs, and
that the judgment rendered in favor of
the plaintiff by the learned Chief Jus-
tice who tried the case must be restored
with costs.
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
