PRESENT CLAIMS

The Solid Four For Victoria Review the Political

Record of the Present Provincial
Government.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The meeting in the Liberal interests
held last evening in Odd Fellows’ hall,
gpring Ridge, gave the candidates for
the city their first opportunity to pre-
gent their claims before the electorate.
A. J. Pineo was elected chairman, and
in his opening address explained that
it was a rather bad night to hold a
meeting as the electors had been out
for the two evenings preceding, taking

part in the municipal election. He call-
ed attention to the fact that latter on
in the campaign the opportunity would
be afforded to hear the four Liberal
candidates.

Gordon Grant, the first speaker, felt
it an honor to have conferred upon him
the distinction of breaking ground in
the present campaign. He trusted that
the Liberal candidates would be re-
turned as the representatives of the
city. He outlined the recent events in
the political history of British Colum-
bia, leading up to the selection of
Richard McBride as the premier. The
premier had not been returned to
power. Three acts contributed to give
Mr. McBride power. One of these was
the passing of a special act teo qualify
Arch. McDonald, of Lilloget. The sec-
ond was the stealing of the Fernie bal-
lot boxes, and the third was that Mr.
McBride threw Conservative tradi-
tions to the wind and allied himself
with the BodioTists. : .
government, Mr. Grant pointed out
that a coal license, different to any
ever issued before, and which were
found by the courts to be useless, had
been issued by them. This was to the
discredit of the lands and works de-
partment, and the attorney-general’s
department. It had locked up the coun-
try of the Flathead valley, and it was
never developed.

Referring to the granting of 800,000
acres to the Columbia & Western rail-
way. The premier in giving away
lands for which the company was not
entitled, showed that Mr. MeBride did
not appreciate the duties of hisg office.
(Applause.)

Touching upor the School Act, the
speaker claimed it was the duty of the
government to afford the children the
opportunity to have an education. The
money spent on education was the best
spent. Wherever economy was to be
exercised it should not be on the
schools. Premier McBride had seen fit
to interfere with the poor schools
where the attendance was small.

It was
clear that if the C. P. R. did not domin-
ate the government, it had a good deal
to do in influencing the government.

M. Eberts his statement made at a
previous campaign that the Columbia
& Western would be built to Pentic-
ton. When the railway company fail-
ed to do that he would like to know pof
Mr. Eberts why he supported the grant
of 800,000 acres to that road.

Kootenay were being pushed to com-
pletion as a result of the Dominion
government’s policy.

The mining industry showed signs of
prosperity. The Dominion government
had acted in this by the granting of
the lead bounty. The McBride gov-
ernment had done nothing in this. The
promised readjustment of the mineral
tax had never been attended to by the
McBride government. It was perhaps
well that the premier had left the min-
ing laws alone. It was fair to give the
present government credit where they
had left the laws alone. It would have
been well had more been done to let
the laws alone.

The Colonist now announced that the
London filnanciers were trembling lest
the McBride government was defeated.

Mr. Drury said
that he had had information brought
to him in 1905 that crown grants were
being issued on this reserved land. Ra-
ther than make political capital of it
Mr. Drury said, in the public interest,
he laid this information before Pre-
mier McBride. The latter went to Mr.
Green and after the two visited the de-
partment of lands the information
given by Mr. Drury was found to be
absolutely correct, and it was found
that some ¢rown grants had been is-
sued and others prepared. This the
premier assured him would be stopped.

Ottawa, Jan. 18.—+In the House to-day
W. Sloan (Comox) continued the debate
on the modus vivendi started yesterday
by A. K. McLean, of Lueneburg, N.S.
He said that existing treaties between
Canada and the United States should
be maintained, and the modus vivendl
withdrawn.

CAPITAL OF JAMAICA

First Consignment of Provisions Will |
Be Forwarded From Halifax
To-day.

Ottawa, Jan. 18.—Hon. W. S. Field-
ing announced in the House to-day in
reference to the Jamaica disaster, that
owing to the breaking of the cable it
had been found very difficult to get in- |
formation, and the government was de-
pending upon what was soon in the
press. There was no doubt, however,
as to large loss of life and destruction
of property, and ‘consequently very
much distress. The government, he
said, thought it was warranted and
ought to be the wish of Canadian peo- |
ple to express sympathy by making a
substantial grant. As to what that
amount would be, he would propose to
begin by taking the usual grant of $50,-
000, and if necessary the government‘
would increase this by taking another
fifty thousand, making it $100,000. A
steamer was about to sail from Hali-
fax, and the owners, Pickford & Black,
made an offer to convey free of charge
any provisions which Canada may wish
to send.

TOWNS FLOODED.

Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 19.—The rivers
are again at a flood stage, and with the
water rising at the rate of 2% inches
an hour the danger point will probably
be passed before evening. Reports
from upriver points, however, indicate
that the flood will not reach serious
proportions and the stage may not ex-
ceed 28 feet. The Alleghenny river is
falling at the head waters, but the
Monongahela is still rising at all
points. Half the houses in West
Brownsville are said to be submerged.
Elizabeth and West Elizabeth are al-
so partly inundated. Many of the resi-
dents remained up all night preparing
to leave their homes should the flood
reach them.

In 1902 it was decided to erect an ad-
ditional establishment on Sicamous
lake, and from this source some thirty
millions of salmon fry have been lib-
erated since operations were com-
menced at this point.

ES UlM : D { the Skeena river, and a small structure
was erected at Lakelse lake. The op-

erations at this point have been uni-
formly successful, and since its inaugu-
ration some fifteen millions of fry have
been liberated.

In 1905 another progressive step was
taken which resulted in the magnificent
structure located on the shores of Har-
rigson lake. This is one of the best equp-
ped hatcheries on the continent. Last
season about twenty-nine million young
salmon were liberated.

In 1906 another splendidly equipped
establishment had its initial season on

-Winnipeg, Jan. 17=—Hon. Mr. Agnew,
the provincial treasurer, delivered his
budget speech in the legislature yes-
terday, reviewing the ‘financial  situa-
tion of the province, during the past
year. The budget shows estimated
revenue - for 1907 of $2,470,497.46.  ‘The
direct assets of the province are placed
at $50,299,5650.86, and direct liabilities
$4,480,973.565. The rallway tax amount-
ed to $84,150.48, as compared with $56,-
657.27 in. 1905.
$2,890,652.07, and the total consolidated
revenue  $1,572,691.04, less reailway
bonuses of $1,438.40. The surplus for
the year was $518,399.43, and the total
surplus from 1900 to 1906 inclusive was
Of this amount, $885,078.10
was expended for public buildings.
There is cash on hand in the consoli-
dated revenue fund amounting to
$12,700.26, and the balance is madé
up by extraordinary expenditures
amounting to $84,007.84.

Late Particulars.

Chicago, Jan. 19.—Passenger train
No. 38, eastbound, on the Big Four rail-
road, collided head-on v/ith westbound
freight train No. 95 at Fowler, Indiana,
a small town 35 miles west of Lafay-
ette, about 2.20 o’clock this  morning,
killing and injuring a number of per-

Paul D. Harris, an attorney of Chi-
cago, who was en route to Florida,
was, as far as is known, the only per-
son to escape from the combination car.
He reached Lafayette on another train,
and reported that the dead and injured
as fast as they were taken from the
wreckage, were placed first in the Cin-
cinnati sleeper. This car caught fire,
and the victims were hastily removed
to'the next car, the Indianapolis sleep-
er. The fire also spread-to this car,
and it became necessary again to
transfer the dead and injured, this time
to Vice-President Schaff’s private car,
in which they were taken to division
headquarters at Kankakee, Ill. One
passenger was pinned under some of
the wreckage and burned to death. The
engineer of the passenger was seriously !
injured, but will survive. The fireman |
of one of the engines was crushed to |
death. His body was recovered.
Vice-President Schaff was not on
board the train, but his wife occupied
the private car. She was not injured.
Big Four officials, in a statement,
said: “It is reported that there were
.13 people in the combination car, and
all of them were killed with the ex-
ception of two, who were badly injured.
The occupants of the car were either
killed outright or so seriously injured
as to.be unable to escape, and their
bodies were burned in the car.”

Hundreds of Bodies Recovered-—Fire Still Smoul-
dering in Ruins—People in State of
_Terror.

London, Jan. 17.—Kingston has been
viped ocut, the damaged area compris-
ng a square mile. All the large ware-
houses in the lower part of the city
were consumed, while not a single
house remained undamaged, and the
majority were unfit for habitation.

When the dispatch was filed the
bodies of many whites, who had been
staying in the Myrtle Bank hotel, were
\8till beneath the wreck, as it was im-
ipossible to secure workmen to search
ithe debris.

A conservative estimate of the casu-
alities made by the police of Kingston
places the number of killed™ at 1,200,
judging from the number of bodles
found in the few buildings which have
heen examined. This estimate, the cor-
respondent adds, is likely to be

Largely Increased

when a thorough search is made of the
buildings.

The treasury, on Harbor  street, is
standing, but the postoffice and court-
house were in ruins. The government
offices were unsafe for occupancy. The
government house was badly damaged.
The Colonial' bank was burned out.

Nova Scotia bank was a heap of
Tuins, and the residence of General
Marshall collapsed like a pack of cards..
Mrs. Marshall was dug nut alive and
dbut slightly injured. The Roman ca-
thedral, the parish church, the Scotch,
Wesleyan and Baptist churches have
disappeared, and the English church
cathedral was destroyed.

At Port Royal, at the entrancee of
Kingston harbor, one of the batteries
sank and a gunner was killed. The

Sir Alfred Jones, Jesse Collins, M.P,,
and several other members of Sir Alf-
red’'s party, had remarkable escapes
from being buried in the. ruins of the
Myrtle Bank hotel, according to a dis-
patch received from Holland Bay this
morning. After lunching at the hotel,
Sir AHfred, Mr. Collins and others went
out on the pier at the waterfront and
amused themselves by tossing coins in-
to the water. . The visiors had just left
the pier on their' way baek to the
hotel when, as they reached the lawn,
the earthquake occurred, and the hotel
toppled in ruins around them.

Gerald Loder was at the Jamaico
Club, on Hanover street, when the
building was demolished, a lounge pro-
tecting him from the falling debris.

The dispatch
was sent Thursday morning and fur-
ther reported that Kingston was then
quiet.

The Whipple started to return to
Guantanage with a full report of the
situation yesterday.

Send Ships to the Scene.

Wednesday morning he received a
cable dispatch from Govrnor Magoon
to send medical supplies. The Whipple
started immediately at a speed of
twenty-five Kknots, carrying all the
surgical supplies the fleet could spare.
The battleships Missouri and Indiana
followed and both are now in Kingston
harbor, but unable to communicate by
wirelegsg with Admiral - Evans owing
to an,intervening mountain. Commu-
nicatlon, however, is maintained
through the Colon, which is lying off
the port.

Rear-Admiral Evans sent the bat-
tleships because he knew no English
troops were in Kingston, and he fear-
ed looting by the negroes there.

Crushed Like Eggshells.

London, Jan, = 17.—Details of the
Kingston ‘disaster are given in one -of
the dispatches received here from Hol-
land Bay, January 15th.

According to this report the whole
city shrivelled up, buildings crashed
together and fell in a crushed mass like
eggshells. The business streets at the
time were well filled with tourists, who
were shopping, and according to this
correspondent no doubt many of them
were injured by falling brickwork and
buried In the: debris. < Fire broke out
immediately after the crash at three
points. The fire department station In
Sutton street was wrecked, rendering
resistance to the flames impossible. The
conflagration continued unchecked un-
til Tuesday morning, by which time the
whole business portion of Kingston had
been wiped out.

Harbor is Sinking.

New York, Jan. 17.—The shores of the
harbor of Kingston are sinking and
there is terror lest the city slip into the
sea, according to a private dispatch re-
ceived by a large mercantile house here
to-day from Port Au Prince, Hayti:

The harbor is said to -be sinking and
the water in many places is now 100
feet deep.

To Relieve Sufferers.

Rome, Jan. 18.—The Vatican au-
thorities last night received their first
direct, .confirmation, -of .the, disaster at
Kingston. The Pope ordered instruc-
tions: to be .sent to the Bishop of Ja-
maica to organize assistance for- the
sufferers.

Sails With Supplies.

Port of Spain, Trinidad, Jan. 18.—The
legislative council has voted £1,500 as
the first instalment from the people of
Trinidad for the rellef of the earth-
quake sufferers in Jamaica. H.M.S. In-
defatigable hds sailed for Jamaica with
provisions and other supplies.

Food Required.

Kingston, Jan. 18.—It is reported that
at Annota Bay the crater of the vol-
cano .is emitting flames and smoke. It
is thought the earthquake originated
there. The records of Jamaica con-
tain no previous mention of activity of
this volcano.

Appeals have been sent to all sec-
tions of the island asking for assist-
ance. Food is needed above all things.

The steamer Bella from Philadelphia
arrived here yesterday with a small
cargo of provisions.

Business is ai a standstill.

Some shops have been opened by
Chinamen, who have raised the prices
of goods one thousand per cent. This
so angered the people that the China-
men were driven out and their shops
looted.

An undated dispatch from a membeer
of Sir Alfred Jones’” party, now at
Kingston, received this-morning, says:

It is be-
lieved that there are about four hun-
dred more corpses among the ruins.”

The war office has posted a list of the
killed and injured among the troops at
Kingston, but it is admitted to be in-
complete, and exclusive of the disas-
ter at the camp hoepital, where forty
to fifty men of the West India regiment
were killed.

According to casuaities known at the
time of sending the dispatches, Major
W. H. Hardyman and Lijeut. J. Lamont
were the only two officers killed. Nine
officers were injured. Among the Eu-
ropean non-commissioned officers and
their families are seven deaths and four
were injured, while thirteen of the non-
commissioned officers are dead or miss-

ing.
Later Details.

Kingston, Jan. 17.—(Delayed in trans-
mision.)—The following”is a continua-
tion of yesterday’s dispatch describing
the earthquake at Kingston:

The awful devastation caused by the
earthquake became more apparent as
time passed. Without warning the
earth began to shake and tremble at
3.30 on Monday afternoon. The shock,
which came from the westward, lasted
..exactly thirty-six seconds. The whole
“city rocked like a ship in a choopy sea,
and buildings reeled and fell. East-
ward a dense cloud of dust arose and
enveloped Kingston in a cloud of dark-
ness.

The shocks were most destructive
along the harbor front, where entire
streets were levelled and crowds of
frightened, shrieking people streamed
northward toward the racecourse. Hun-
dreds had heads and bedies cut and
bruised, streaming with blood, while
those who escaped with slight injury
reported that large numbers of persons
were buried under the. falling stores
and tenements.

As the dust lifted, pillars of smoke
arose in Harbor street, near the parish
church, and shortly afterwards flames
It. was then per-
ceived that fire would complete the
work of the earthquake.

In half an hour the flames were
spreading from block 'to block in the
business section, and-the fire depart-
ment was unable to stay‘their course,
owing to the inadequate supply of wa-
ter, the earthquake having broken the
mains. Fortunately a northeast wind
was blowing at the time, which con-
fined the conflagration to the southern
portion of the city. The fire raged all
night, and ultimately spent its force on
Tuesday forenoon.

The buildings in the upper portion-of
the e¢ity were uninhabitable, and the
residents sought refuge in the public
parks or on lands adjoining the
wrecked houses.

It was a horrible sight. Thousands of
persons were homeless. and hundreds
were eénduring agony from broken
heads and limbs under the open sKvV.
The city doctors were basy all night
amputating limbs and dressing wounds.
The worst cases were takento the pub-
lic hospital, where the staff doctors at-
tended to them, but many expired be-
fore morning. pEeT

The work of rescuing ‘the entombed
persons was continued on Tuesday and
Wednesday, and fully four hundred
corpses were recovered, but many more
were ‘burnt to ashes in the fire.

On Monday night fifteen distinct
shocks were felt, but they did no dam-
age. On Tuesday night there were
twenty shocks, and on Wednesday
there were ten.

Among the buildings utterly de-
stroyed are the supreme court, Colonial
bank, Nova Scotia bank, the Mer-
chants’ Exchange, the city council hall,
the parish church, St. George's church,
the Roman Catholic cathedral, the sav-
ings bank, all the shipping offices and
wharves, the Myrtle Bank hotel, the
Constant Springs hotel, the Jamaica
club, the Masonic temple, Training col-
lege, Hope college, the railway termi-
nus, customs buildings, scable company |
officeg, all the newspapeer offices, ex-
cept that of the Dalily Telegraph,
which is severely damaged, but escaped
the fire, the Salvation Army temple,,
and the Presbyterian, Methodist, Bap-
tist and Congregational churches and
schaols. Not a sound building remains
in Kingston, less than a dozen houses
can be occupied, and the entire section
{s washed out. The loss cannot fall
short of $5,000,000, and probably will to-
tal double that amount.

Refugees Tell of Disaster.

Santiago, Cuba; Jan. 18.—The steam-
er Thomas Brookes has arrived here
from Kingston with seventeen refu-
gees. They paint a horrible picture of
the catastrophe, and confirm the report
of the destruction of the principal
buildings. The pilots do not dare to
enter the harbor, owing to the changes
in the channel. The Machado cigar |
factory, in which many Cubans were
at work, crumbled, and a hundred and |
twenty of them were Kkilled. Relief
supplies are greatly needeed at King-
ston.

Family Killed.

Toronto, Jan. 18.—Harold Carter, of
168 Victoria street, has received word
that his father, mother, eight brothers
and seven sisters all perished in the
earthquake at Kingston.

Steamer Aground.

New York, Jan. 18.—The Hamburg-
American line received official con-
firmation to-night of the reported
grounding of the steamer Prinz Wal-
demar, of Plum Point, Jamaica. The
dispatch is from Capt. W. P. Forward,
the Hamburg-American agent at
Kingston, and it dated January 18th.
It peads: “Prinz Waldemar stranded

at 2 this morning half a mile east of

Plum Point.
wrecking steamer Premier has gone to
her rescue.”

Plum -Point is a lighthouse point
about ten miles east of Kingston, where
the steamer was bound. She left Port
Limon the day of the earthquake. The
shocks having destroyed the lights, the
steamer presumably lost her way.

The Hamburg-American officials say
that the passenger list is probably not
large, as the steamer expeoted to take
most of her passengers at Kingston.
She was to have sailed direct from
Kingston to New York.

REPORT REGARDING .
CITY ELECTRIC LIGHT

Superintendent Recommends Increas-
ed Power and Greater Number
of Lights.

The following is the report of the
superintendent of the electric lighting
plant:

Victoria, Jan. Tth, 1907.
To His Worship the Mayor and Board of
Aldermen:

Gentlemen:—I have the honor to submit
the following report having reference to
the operations of the electric lighting de-
partment during the past year, and set-
ting forth in general the improvements
and additions most required to insure
satisfactory and reliable street lighting
service, and to provide for the further
extension of the system.

At the beginning of the year the.new
equipment contracted for in the latter
part of .906 was expected to arrive; de-
livery was made, however, in March, and
on May 23rd the ‘installation -had been
complete@ and put in ‘operation; 120-old
style lamps: were:at once replaced with
the new, long burning, “encleséd ‘type, and
I am pleased to be -able to report. . that
the residents of the districts in which the
new type of lamp has been placed are
more than satisfied with the change, the
steadiness and brilliazce of the lamps
being particularly noticeable.

The equipment installed at the power
house has operated withoyt hitch since
being put in service; this was what the
equipment was expected to do, as all ap-

paratus installed was of the most up-to- |

date type procurable, there being nothing
superior available for street lighting pur-
poses, so that the saving in cost of opera-
tion, promised as a result of the use of
lamps of the new type, estimated at one
thousand dollars per annum, has beyond
doubt been fully realized. The new
generator installed has spare capacily
sufficient to operate fifty additional
lamps.

The weak point of the present equip-
ment, says Mr. Hutchison, is the en-
gine power. If any repairs have to be
made the engine has to be stopped,
thereby causing a complete shutting

:_off of the power or the injured ma- |
i chinery must be allowed to run until
an opportunity is presented for these\

repairs to be made. In view of this
fact and the fact that, in the near fu-
ture many extra lights will be installed
in the city, he recommends that the
question of supplying additional engine
power be taken up as early as pos-
sible. *

In dealing with the work done dur-
ing the past year Mr. Hutchison says
that thirty new lights were installed
and that several changes were made
in ‘the circuit with the object of mak-
ing the location of kreaks and disup-
tions easier. In rearranging the cir-
cuits margins were left for additional
lights, and when the new lights were
installed there was no trouble in con-
nection with the girculits.

His final recommendation follows:

In conclusion, I desire to. direct atten-
tion to the fact that to thoroughly light
the area included within the city limits
would require a vast Jncrease in the
number of lights at present in use, and
as the power required to operate the
lamps is generally computed on the basis
of one horse power per lamp, it will be
clear that considerable power will be re-
quired to cope with extensions of the

system, and as other departments would |

undoubtedly find use for power from
time to time I would respeectfully recom-
mend that the matter of power generation
be considered jointly with the question
of water supply, either for immediate use
or development at a future time.

The government of course had to prom-
ise the bonus.
had not two prominent Conservatives
refused to sanction the plundering of
the treasury.

thousand acres of land, to which it had
neither moral nor legal right, else-
where. It had not earned this eight
hundred thousand acres of land, ac-
cording to the opinion of disinterested
authorities. But the government gave
it this, and it will demand and will re-
ceive more if the government be. re-
turned to power. It has been relieved
of taxation to the extent of at least
two hunawsd and fifty thousand dollars
a year, while the demands of the in-
dividual taxpayer have been increased
from forty to one hundred per cent.

In the foregoing are presented some,
but not all, of the facts relating to the
policy of the McBride-Anderson-Haw-
thornthwaite government and the rela-
tions of that government with, the C.
P. R. In this election contest it is the
people against a combination made up
of so-called Socialists and would-be
monopolists. The combination is draw-
ing- from a common campaign fund,
and if it succeeds in corrupting the
electorate it is just as certain as that
the Legislature will meet that it will
demand and receive its reward in fur-
ther raids upon the treasury or upon
the public domain. The position is
doubtless a perfectly natural one from
the point of view of the C.P.R. It is
not a matter for surprise that it has
supplied not only the funds by which
the attempt is to be made to debauch
the electorate, that it is supplying the
Premier and his campaigners with spe-
cial trains and private cars, that it has
purchased newspapers to advocate its

they propose this country shall be gov-
erned in the interests of the public;
that they do not propose to have it set
aside as a preserve for a railway mon-
opoly and its progress arrested except
in so far as such progress is approved
by the C.P.R.

Such is the political situation in Brit-
ish Columbia to-day. And it behooves
the people to mark it well—to consider
what has transpired since the Ottawsa
government, enlightened by the Liberal
representatives from this province, told
the C.P.R. in plain terms that its de-
mands could not be countenanced for a
moment, and promulgated the railway
policy the McBride government has op-
posed with all the influence it could
command, and which by opening up the
Northwest and the richest sections of
British Columbia to settlement and
capitalistic enterprise has created the
prosperity which abounds to-day in the
Farthest West.

A CORRESPONDENT’S VAGARIES.

When the Ottawa -correspondent - of
the Colonist undertakes to elucidate a
situation, look out for something alto-
gether anique, original, and preposter-
ous. But this enterprising Tory offi-
ciates as the correspondent of the To-
ronto Mail and Empire also, and any-
thing he says really must not be seri-
ously regarded.

One might suppose that t{hese ani-
mals, living such secluded lives, would
. be of no interest to anyone. This,
however, is not the case. The ranch-
man who has I-rge herds of cattle and
horses, often finds his ‘pastures eaten
bare by the fréquent visits of these
mountain pirates. This is not their
worst habit, from a civilized stand-
point. Many an Indian has been. sus-
pected of stealing horses, while, if the
truth were known, he was entirely in-
nocent. Occasionally these will horses
will journey down the mourtain sides
i in search of better pasture, and in that
way get acquainted with the tame
horses of the ranch. The laws of
greed, so common among all animals,
prompts the wild horses to add to their
numbers. Ranchmen have often been
surprised to see in the distance the
wild stallions fighting with the mares
of his herd, driving them up the hill-
side and compelling them to join their
forces in their cause for freedom and
the heights. In this way many valu-
able horses have been led from the
| paths of rectitude and duty. After all,

how-

how, closely they resemble the humair’

animal with wayward tendencies, If
{ they only knew what numerous ex-
amples their superior brothers have,
all through the ages, given them to
¢ foHow, they would not be surprised at
their inborn tendencies.

How to rid the province of these
worthless pirates, has for some time
been considered. The case scarcely
justifies the government in offering a
bonus for their destruction, but I think
it will have to be done if the province
is ever to be rid of them. An act was
passed at the last session of the legis-
lature authorizing any one to shoot
these horses at certain times of the
vear, and after giving due notice to
horse owners in that district, so that
any tame horses which were among
them might first be captured. In spite
of this act, however, it will be a long
day. before this uncontrollable little
animal will be exterminated from the
wilds of British Columbia.

AN OPINION OF MR. McBRIDE

Edmonton Bulletin Dabbles in British Columbia
Politics and Gives Reasons Therefor.

Premier MeBride, of British Columbia, |
has seen fit to call on the general pro-
vincial elections, and the journalistic
priests of Conservatism from the Mail |
and Empire down are bestowing upon
him their editorial benedictions. But un-
tess the lesser lights in that household of
taith are mere fortunate than their lead-
ing luminary the downpour is likely to
accomplish little save to show how badly
Mr. McPEride needs the blessings and iow |
little he deserves them.

In upwards of a column of its valued
space the Mail discovers two alleged rea-
sons why the people of British Columbia
should not turn Mr. McBride out of
power; to discover a reason good or bad
why they should keep him in power it |
does not essay. And of the negative re- |
commendations the Mail produces on?
only by disregarding absolutely very well |
known evidence to the contrary; the sec-
ond by .scrupulously avoiding the vicinity |
of the truth,

''he' Mail considers it. one of the good
things of the McBride administration |
“that it has conserved the interests of |
the people,” and says: ‘‘There has been |
no giving away of public property, and
no yielding to corporate powers.” The
negative virtue of commoy honesty 13 of |
course commendable in a government as |
in ‘an individual, but in neither is it un
attribute se rare or of such inherent im-
portanee as to obviate altogether the
ability in its possessor. If with honesty
a government combine legislative and
administrative ability che community will
enjoy good government; but a govern-
ment which is only honest cannot be a
good government. Such government
might hold sway in China without dis-
turbing _the celestial dream of centuries,
but it could not hold sway in a Canadian
province without retarding the wheels of
progress.

Nor is there exactly the best of reasons
for accepting without question the assur- |
ance of the Mail that this desirable but
negative quality has been the conspicu-
ous and predominant -characteristic of
the McBride administration. If it has
been, then viriue in these degenerate days
must be its own reward for the McBride |
cabinet has reaped little public credit for |
their supposedly unusual honesty. The
story of thé Andersons is sufficiently
fresh in the public mind as not to need re-
calling beyond the fact .that of the $40,-
000 paid by the Grand Trunk Pacific for
the Prince Rupert site, only $10,000 found
its way into the coffers of the province.
Where the remaining = $30,000 went Mr.
MeBride has been given many opportuni-
ties of explaining, bit has not so far de-
monstrated how this incident proves the
singular vigilance- of his. government in
conserving the public Interests. The Mail
essays the task by eclaiming that the pro-
vince was made a one-fourth partner in
the Prince Rupert townsite. But until it |
supplies several missing links of informa-
tion git looks much more as though the
people of the province had been made a
ohe-fourth partner in the selling price of
a townsite, 'of which.they were formerly
the four-fourths owners.

Meantime news comes from Victoria
which may be fairly 'considered as fur-
nishing the sequel to this entertaining
story. Mr. Green, minister of Jands and |
works in the McBride cabinet, has re-|
signed, and according to Victoria dis- |
patches is to proceed to Prince Rupert, |
supposedly to take a position *with the
Grand Trunk Pacific.

The Mail is particularly concerned with
the bad politics of the British Columbia
opposition in attacking the government
on the question of the special subsidy re-
quired by that province frem the Do—J
minion treasury.

| effect that British Columbia should have

such consideration and have it at once,
and the right of Mr. Peters and Mr. Mur-
ray, Mr. Whitney and Mr. Roblin to a
voice in the matter was simply the right
of partners in a common business to
know how much another member of the
firm is getting from the funds.

The financial consideration referred to
is a claim from the province of British
Columbia that on account of the extent
and character of the province it should
receive .from the federal treasury a ‘‘spe-
cial” allowance for development purposes,
aside from the ordinary subsidy to which
it is entitled by the general schedule of
subsidies payable to all provinces. To
provide for such claims to special con-
sideration the conference resolved that
beside the general schedule of subsidies
payable to all provinces, the representa-
tives from any province might attach a
statement of claim for such extra allow-
ance as they considered their province en-
titled to. Such claim would thus come
before the conference, and, if considered
just, ‘would go before the federal govern-
ment reinforced by the endorsation of
the other provinces. If not considered
just, it would still go before the federal
government as a claim from the province
on the Dominion. Had Premier McBride
adopted this opportunity, at worst his
case would have been as strong as it is
now, while "he ‘would have had also the
chance of securing the cordial support of
the othgr provinces in pressing his case
on the federal authorities, But he declin-
ed the opportunity. When the ordinary
subsidies were being considered Mr. Me-
Bride was glad to avail himself of the
representations of the other provingces;
but when his ‘‘special’”’ claim came up he
brusquely informed the other provinces
that it was none .of their business, and
when, in recognition of this special claim,
they proposed a grant to British Colum-
bia of $100,000 -per year for ten years,
Premier. McBride added. insult to rebuff
by withdrawing from the conference.

Now a “special” claim by the very rea-
son of its being ‘‘special” is one in which
the other provinces claim the privilege
of a say. The money with which all sub-
sidies are paid is provided by the people
of the Dominion. So long as this money
be redistributed to the provincial govern-
ment in the same proportion, nq provinee
has or can have the right to question the
share of another. The ordinary subsidy
received by a province is a matter for
computation, not argument, and so long
as the calculation be correct, there is no
occasién for argument. But a ‘“‘special”
claim. is .a request for a grant to which
a province is not entitled en the ordinary
grounds of provincial subsidies. It is a
legitimate matter, therefore, for the con-
sideration of every man who miust contri-
bute toward the grant, both as to the
Jjustice of the claim and the amount neces-
sary to satisfy it. Since the people of all
Canada pay the subsidies, the people of
all Canada are entitled to be consulted
when it is proposed to augment the _sub-'
sidies to one province by a “special’”
grant.

The reasonable course, therefore, for &
province which has need of such special
financial assistance would be to secufe

| the assent and the support of the other

provinces in pressing its claim. With
such assent the grant could not well be
without this consent the grant
could be given enly by the federal gov-

| ernment taking chances on the objections

which the other provinces might raise;
If Premier McBride was really anxioys
to secure the special grant to British
Columbia and if he possesses the ordin-
ary foresight of a business man, he would

| have exerted himself to enlist the sym-

pathetic support of the other provinces.
Not only did he not do so, but when the
other provinces tendered their .support of
his case he flung in their faces a gratu-
itous insult. That British Columbia is en-
titled to special provincial assistance from
the federal government the representa-
tives of the other provinces are prepared
to admit, and they gave the best of evi-
dence of their readiness to support Pre-
mier McBride in securing this assistance.
But so far from accepting their: assist-
ance and naming the amount he wanted
them to recommend, Premier McBride re-
pulsed their offers with the -declaration
that the extra allowance he should re-
ceive from the common funds was none
of their business. That British Columbia
should receive an extra allowance from
the federal treasury the other provinces
are prepared to admit, but if they are
net prepared to assist British Columbla
in getting that allowance it is because
Premier McBride invited their antagon-
ism by a course which Premier Whitney
aptly described as neither ‘frank nor
candid.”

NO FUEL.

Brandon Schools Will Not Be Opened
on Monday.

Brandon, Jan. 19.—The public schools
of this city will not be opened on Mon-
day morning, as they are entirely out
of fuel. The situation is becoming se-
rious with little prospects of any early
relief. There has been no wood In the
city for nearly two weeks, and many
people, especially the poorer classes,
are entirely out of both wood and coal.
The city authorities have about two
hundred tons of coal, principally hard,
on hand. What soft coal they have
they refuse to give to the schools, as
they are holding it for the private use
of citizens,

CARS DESTROYED.
Boy Killed While Watching Blaze at
Pullman Plant at Wilmington.
Wilmington, Del.,, Jan. 20.—Fire last
evening licked up forty-five newly fin-
ished Pullman cars and resulted in the
death of one boy, causing a loss of up-
wards of $500,000. The Pullman plant
here Is second in size of the Pullman
plants throughout the country. The
fire to-might consumed one of the larg-
est buildings and only the most desper-
ate work on the part of the firemen
saved the entire ten acres of shops
with their 150 cars from destruction.
The boy who lost his life was run
down by an express train while watch-
ing the flames from the elevated struc-
ture of the Pennsylvania railroad,

which passes the Pullman plant.

It was the largest fire Wilmington
has had in ten years and the second
time the Pullman plant has been de-
stroyed within that period.

DAMAGED JAPS CRUISERS.

Thirty-Six Men of Crew Were Injured
‘When Storm Struck Squadron.
Tokio, Jan. 20.—The damage sustain-
ed by the training squadron which
was forced to return to Yokohama yes-
terday by a severe storm met after the
squadron had started on a cruise to
Honolulu, is not so great as at first
supposed. It has been ascertained that
the masts ‘of none of the vessels were

broken.

During the storm the squadron lost
six boats and thirty men of the crews
were injured. It is expected that the
voyage will soon be resumed.

—F. H. Eaton, M.A., superintendent of
city schools, informed the Times to-day
that all classes at the High school will
resume work at the usual hours to-
morrow.

VICTIMS OF STORM.

Bodies of Two Men Partly Devoured
By Wolves—Man Frozen to
Death.

Winnipeg, Jan. 20.—From all over the
province come reports of blustering
weather, accompanied by fine snow
and drifting. Railways, are tied up
worse than ever.

News was received yesterday of the
finding of two bodies in Red Deer Lake
district, across the Saskatchewan river,
about 60 miles west of Davidson, Sask.
The bodies were partly devoured by
wolves, and could not be identified,
but are believed to be the remains of
two Scots homesteaders. There was no
trace of the horses with which they left
town.

One man was lost on the prairie near
Long Lake, 30 miles east of David-
| son, on Sunday night, and was frozen
| to death.

CANADIAN PACIFIC
AT OLD GAME AGAIN

Efforts Made Through Premier McBride and His Govern-
ment to Hamper Construction of Grand Trunk Pacific
in Northern British Columbia.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The history of the negotiations in
which the Grand Trunk Pacific sought
to purchase a portion of the Indian
reserve at Port Simpson, Digby and
Kaien islands placed the transaction in
a light very different to that attribut-
ed to it by the Conservative press.
There was no invasion of provincial
rights in the matter, and the Domin-
ion government’s application to the
British Columbia government was no
attempt at eoercion, but merely a noti-
fication of the business agreement
made between the Dominion and the
G. T. P., by which the Dominion gov-
ernment with the consent of the In-
dians sold the latter’s right of pos-
session to the G. T. P.

The fact is that Premier McBride
and his press are seeking to make cap-
ital out of the hostility to the Grand
Trunk, which they are exercising at
the dictation of their masters and the
C. P. R., and which will tontinue to be
exercised so long as the people of Bri-
tish Columbia permit their province to
be regarded as a Canadian Pacific re-
serve. The same fight which was put
up by the leaders of thé Conservative
party against the admission of a rival
road to the C. P. R. in Southern British
Columbia is being waged against the
entrance of a competitive system in
the northern part of the provinee.

consider the suggestion.

On being so advised, thnc. company
stated that it was prepared to accept
the property on the terms offered by
the Dominion and made a declaration
to take title from the Dominion with-
out recourse in the case of establish-
ment of the claim for reversion.

In August, 1906, the Indians executed
the surrender of 13,519 acres, being por-
tions of Kaien and Digby islands and
part of the: mainland.

The terms were: Purchase price,
$7.50 per acre and satisfactory  settle-
ment for Indian claims for gardens,
ete., fifty per cent. to be paid to the
Indians, men and women twenty-one
vears and over, balance to be funded
and interest paid annually for main-
tenance and  dimprovements of the
villages of the Indians.

The compamy has since paid $103,-
202.50. .

This is the whole story of the sale of
a part of the Indian reserve
railway company.

these Indians had under the Indian act.

The claims of the province, what-
ever they may be, have been carefully
safeguarded. Of necessity the province
was asked if the reversionary claim
would be waived. To neglect to do so,
would have been most improper. It
was then the privilege of Premier Mc-
Bride to do either of three things—
waive the claims altogether without
compensation, refuse to waive -the
money terms or stipulate upon -what
terms he was illing to relinguish them.

He could have said, for instance, that
he would surrender whatever claim the
province had upon precisely the same
terms as he surrendered the 10,000
acres to the gang of speculators, and
the company would have gladly agreed
to them even after paying the Indians
$7.50 an acre for their interest, or he
could have named any price he pleased
with the statutory reservations, and if
not prohibitory they would have been
accepted because the company would
prefer a final settlement now, rather
than the cloud on their title that will
continue until the claimsg of the pro-
vince are disposed of.

The hostility of the McBride govern-
ment to the Grand Trunk can be ex-
ercised in many ways. It can charge
the company a higher price for right-
of-way and for every tie or piece of
timber required for road construction,
and it is believed in railway circles
that Mr. McBride is under an obliga-

TRAIN DESTROYED
BY EXPLOSION

NUMBER OF PERSONS
BURNED TO DEATH

Four Mutilated Bodies Were Found
in Woods Some Distance
From the Wreck.

. Terre Haute, Ind., Jan, 20.—Big Four
accommodation train No. 3, which left
Terre Haute at 8.30 o’clock last night,
was destroyed by the explosion of a
car of powder at the siding east of San-
ford, Ind., 4t 8.50 o'clock last night.
Fifteen persons were Kkilled outright

and the death list probably will reach
20, with 30 or 35 injured.

The engine, two coaches and baggage
car of the passenger train were demol-
ished.

Three cremated hodies were taken

from the wreckage and four frightfully | freight cars went into the creek. E. W.

mutilated bodies were found in the
woods some distance from the wreck.
Four other bodies have not been iden-
tified. It is believed there are none in
the wreck.

The first intimation pepole had of
the disaster was a shock which was
felt in Terre Haute and as far east as
Brazil, Ind., and as far south as Sulli-
van, Ind. The wires were blown down,
and it was some time before the Big
Four officials here learned of the ex-
plosicn.

Relief trains were ordered out from
Terre Haute and Paris, Ill, and the
dead and injured were taken to both
cities, -

The work of the rescuing party was
hampered- by the almost complete de-
struction of the train and the blazing
timbers which were ignited by the ex-
plosion.

The train left Indianapolis at 4.40 p.
m. Saturday. G. M. Armstrong, agent
at Sanford, states that he thought the
car contained about 800 kegs of powder.

After the physicians from_ Paris, Ill.,
and the members of the relief party
from Terre Haute arrived the flames
died down so the men had to work
by the light of lanterns.

It is not known how many passengers |

were on the train, but it is said that
both coaches were full. Only about
sixty have been accounted for, and it
is thought a number were either killed
outright or were buried under the
wreckage and burned to death.

Many gruesome finds were made by
the relief party, and it is probable that
some of those who were blown to

pieces or were cremated will never be

identified.

From the most definite information
obtainable the freight train had just
cleared the main track as the pas-
senger started. It is thought that the
concussion caused by the passenger
set off the powder in the freight car.

PRESENT PETITION T0
HON. MR. PATERSON

Representations Strongly Supported
By Members and Senators---
Minister’s Reply,

Ottawa, Jan. 17.—The customs out-
side servicé of the Dominion was, rep-
résented to-day by a large delegation,
all parte of the doutnitry being repre-
sénted, asking for an inorease of their
present salaries. They met Hon. W.
Paterson in his office and were accom-
panied by thirty or forty members of
parliament and. several senaters, who
strongly supported thig increase. Ralph
Smith represented British Columbia.
The Libeérals and Conservatives alike
from all cities were present and heart-
ily endorsed the petition, which was
presented by Speaker Sutherland.

The petition asked for 50 per cent. in-
erase on their présent salaries. This
would bring the minimum up to $900,
and 850 a year shodld bé given after-
wards urtil the maximum in éach class
was reached. It further suggested that
50 per cent. be added to all the present
minimums and maximums of the sal-
ariées as scheduled. All the superior
offices were agked to be paid in accord-
ance with the duties they had to per-
form.

A special petition was presented from
officers west of lake Suvperior asking
for spécial provisions of $50 per month
on aecount of the increased cost of liv-
ing.

Hon., Mr. Paterson was impressed
strongly by the endorsement the propo-
sition received, and said that although
there was $100,000 in the estimates for
this purpose, it might have to be in-
creased. Since, he took hold: he had
given $155,000 in' increases.

FROM STEAM [ OAD
TO TROLLY LINE

Efforts Will Be Made to Have the
Victoria Sydney Railway
Electrified.

A prominent real éstate man is the
authority for the statement that dur-
ing the present year an effort will be
made to convert the Sidney railway
from a steam into an electric road.
It is pointed ‘out that in a short time
the whole of the Saanich peninsula
will be cut up into small holdings and
that the residents of these small fruit
farms will require better facilities for
travelling to and from the city than
the present. road offers, and, what is
more, they will be able to pay for a
better service.

“Owing. to  the -unexpected and unpreé-
cedeénted demand for coal during the pre-
sent month, the management of the
Western Fuel Company has had under
consideration with = President Howard,
the question of a voluntary Wonus or in-
crease to the employees during - such
period as the present demand exists.

corrupt body out of power and invest
the Liberals with the reign of govern-
ment.

“It is necessary,” he said, “that this
country of gold and fish, fruit and furs,
of gigantic forests, whose people’s lot
should be that of princes as compared
with many others, shall be protected.
It is a duty incumbent upon us to elect
a Dbetter government—a government
which will earry out the will of Lh_e
people. As free-born Britishers, avail
yourselves of your rights. Do so.”

JOHN JARDINE.

The next speaker, John Jardine, was
received with cheers and sustained ap-
plause.

After the inspiring addres of Mr. Hel-
gesen, he found it difficult to approach
his theme.

“It is a most unfortunate thing that

the people of Britih Columbia have seen |

fit to elect the same people from year
to year,” he remarked.

“Did these people remain in power
much longer, there would be not one
acre left for settlement.”

The land question is the crux of the
present situation. If the land is con-
served for the use of the people, if the
residue is administered wisely, the
greatest good is bound to accrue to the
men of this generation as well a to
posterity. The McBride government is
not doing this. In San Juan, where
one can see great timber towering to
the heavens, running 31,800 to 50,000
feet to the acre, the areas are falling
into the hands, not of people of our
race, but into those of outsiders. One
company has acquired a tract of land
bark of Mt. Edinborough 44 miles
square.

Did the electors of Esquimalt choose
to send a man to the Legislature who
would continue this course or one who
would support a man, pledged to dis-
eontinue it, a man, the Liberal leader,
against whom not a word could be said?
J. A. Macdonald is pledged to conserve
the residue.

Kaien Island Deal.

Mr. Jardine referred to the Kaien
Island matter. The Dominion govern-
ment had given all the necessary as-
sistance to the G.T.P.,’ and the G.T.P.
had entered into a solemn contract. ta
fulfil their part of the obligation. They
had to build across British Columbia.
Yet in the face of this what does the
McBride government do? They,
through intermediaries enter into ne-
gotiations with the railway, not being
able to conduct their nefarious designs
directly.

They fixed on 10,000 acres of land at
Kaien Island. By the statutes of the
province one-quarter of thiz had to be
reserved for the province, but 7,500 acres
there were handed over to these specu-
lators ‘for almost nothing, land whieh
would be worth $750,000,” at a very low
estimate,”not to.the G.T.P., but to peo-
ple of a very questionable character.
Thus in- the face of the fact thdt the
G.T.P. was compelled to cross the prov-
ince, if not to Kaien‘ Island, to. some
other harbor, the government- had
given them for $10,000 land which, had
it been granted them on a 99-year lease,
would have yielded money enough to
educate the children of British Colum-
bia for all time to come.

“It behooves you gentlemen to elect
a member who- will support a party
which will at no time do anything to
bring to your cheeks a blush of shame,
at such unparalleled conduct,” Mr. Jar-
dine commented. ‘“Not a government
which had borrowed $1,000,000 at 5 per
cent. when the city of Victoria was
paying 4.

In concluding Mr. Jardine expresed
his regret that neither Mr. Macdonald
nor Mr. McInnes had been able to ad-
dress a meeting in the neighborhood.
Mr. McInnes would speak at Esquimalt
the following Saturday night, while he
trusted that after Mr. Macdonald had
been returned as Premier he would be
able to speak in Metchosin.

W. G. CAMERON.

Mr.‘ Cameron, in explaining his pres-
ence there that evening, stated that he
and his colleagues of Victoria felt that
the issues of the present election were
party questions. The local Liberals
stood for the same principles as those
at Ottawa, and if those principles could
be worked out here, it would be a good
thing for British Columbia.

The present government claimed to
be the source of the present good
times. He denied it, and pointed to the
fact that under the present Dominion
government at Ottawa, good times had
come to the people of the provinces of
both East and West.

Immigration.

For instance, take what British Co-
lumbia owed to the Dominion govern-
ment’s ' immigration policy. With .in-
creased population in the prairie prov-
inces there came activity in the build-
ing trade and greater demand for lum-
ber. This was one of the causes of
British Columbia prosperity.

Continuing, the speaker claimed that
the lands of the country, if properly

enue required
without any direct personal taxes. Yet
the government had found it necessary
to enact the Assessment Act.

He referred to the cffcumstances un-
der which that Act had been passed.

At _the opening of the late narlia-
ment, when the members had been
called together, the government had
made a poor mouth, and stated that
unless ‘within a short time a certain
fum of money was raised, the country’s
debentures would be published upon
the British market and the country
blazoned to the world as bankrupt.

They succeeded in stampeding their
followers, and the result was the
$1,000,000 - loan,. which they are repay-
ing at $100,000 a year, the province pay-

ing 5 per cent. interest on the balance. |

The liability had to be met and it
was done through increased taxation.

This in turn fell heavily upon strug- |

glig people throughout the province,
upon farmers who had little ready
cash, and upon all classes. The speak-
er referred to the school act, which the
very action of the government placard-
ed as so faulty. At first consisting of
130 clauses, it had required 120 since to
amend it.

Thus the government, to meet this
liability, began economy in the one
direction where it could not afford to

economize. This in the face of the fact
that it had: already upon: the statute
bpoks a measure that worked admirab-
ly, which provided that in the cities
where the municipality was able to as-
sume part of the maintenance, they
should do so, while in the country the
entire cost was borne by the country
as a whole.

By their present policy, the govern-
ment only pays $40 for the teacher’s
salary in the community where the
people cannot pay it themselves. The
teacher seeks the cities, where the pay
is better, and poor children have the
cheapest teachers.

The weakness of the system of school
taxation lies in the fact that the peo-
ple of the settlement pay it alone, un-
assisted by any levy on the large ex-

may lay just adjacent to them, and
which secure protection and the benefit
of the laws. It is discriminating in fa-
vor of the rich against the poor, the
strong againt the weak.

Mr. Cameron concluded with an ap-
peal to the electors to remember the
principles for which Mr. Jardine stood,
and to contrast them with those evi-
denced by the administration of the
present government. Iet them judge
which was the better man and use their
influence to return him.

R. L. DRURY.

Mr. Drury, upon rising, was received
with applause,

He prefixed his remarks with a state-
ment supplementing the previous
speaker’s words with regard to the
school question. The evil had Dbe-
come so acute that already there were
200 permits granted, allowing unquali-
fied people to teach, because properly
qualified teachers could not be obtained
at the salaries offered.

Not content with the land which they
had already squandered, the McBride
government was - -anxious: to increase
that available. Recently he had been
shown a letter from Premier McBride
to the Hon. Wm. Templeman,: com-
plaining that the Dominion government
was retarding the development of the
province, because it was not selecting
its portion of the lands in British Co-
lumbia east of the Rockies.

Mr. Templeman had replied that in
his opinion this was a good thing, a®
there would be some land available for
the bona fide settlers when the G.T.P.
arrived.

Mr.” Drury proceeded to review the
government's financial policy. It may
have been necessary to borrow money.
It was necessary. The opposition quar-
rels with the manner in which it was
made. The opposition had suggested a
short-term loan. He ‘pointed out how
circumstances had proved them in the
right. Money .to-day is cheaper, and
the province could to-day obtain for 3
per cent. what it is now paying 5 per
cent. for.

Then |the government had borrowed
too muc¢h money.

While they were paying interest at 5
per cent. on this $1,000,000, there was on
June 30th, 1904, $500,000 to British Co-
lumbia’s credit in the bank; on De-
cember 4th, $402,000; in June, 1905, there
was $505,000; in December; $625,000; up-
on all of which the bank paid but 3 per
cent. interest.

To iliustrate the unbusinesslike
methods of this financial genius, the
government has been fearing it might
be stated that for over a year there
was an overdraft at the bank of $300,-
000 in connection with the dyking pro-
posals, upon which the province was
paying 5 per cent., while they had over
a half a million lying idle in the same
bank. All that was needed was to
transfer one to the other account, yet
it was necessary for John Oliver to
point this out to them.

Brought Prosperity.

The government claimed that it had
brought prosperity to the country. One
of the greatest factors in this connec-
tion was the renewed activity of the
lumber business. This, as a previous
speaker had remarked, was entirely due
to the Dominion government’s immi-
gration policy, which had created a
greater demand in the Northwest for
lumber.

Then the increase in the amount of
railway construction was responsible
for a large measure of the prosperity.
The McBride government hadn’t built
a plece of railway as long as his little
finger. McBride had promised to call
a special session to consider this legis-
lation exclusively. They had failed to
do .so. They had never touched the
question. Through the policy of the
Dominion government it was possible
for Mr. McBride to say that there was
railways in course of construction'at
the present time than thére had been
since the completion of the C.P.R. The
Conservatives, the McBride government
and the Colonist had fought the com-
ing of the V., V. & E., which now made
Mr. McBride’s boast possible.

The Farming Question.

Taxation, the speaker stated, should
be lightened upon improvements. This
was a principle generally accepted. Men
should‘be encouraged to improve their
holdings. W. W. B. McInnes had pro-
posed an amendment to the Assessment
Act, whereby all permanent improve-
ment on farming’land should be ex-
empted up to $1,600. The government

voted it down. The next session Mr.
McInnes brought it up again, but low-
ered the amount to $1,000, but it was
again voted down.

This was how the McBride govern-
ment encouraged agriculture.

‘While legislation is a good thing,
honest and faithful administration is
what the country requires at the pres-
ent juncture.

The Kitamaat lan& matter was fully
dealt with by the speaker. He nar-
ratated how the McBride government

had permitted large sections of this

PRESENT VICTORIA
WITH SOUVENIR

Secretary Matthews, of British For-
eign Sailors’ Society, Now Here
on His World Tour.

To preserve the memory of the great
naval hero, Lord Nelson, as well in the
homeland as beyond the seas, the Bri-
tish and Foreign Sailors’ Society is pre-

(senting to the cities of the Empire a

bust of the famous admiral, carved
cut of copper, belonging to the Victory,
the flagship of Trafalgar.

The secretary of the society, Rev.
Edwards W. Matthews, reached Vic-
toria. on the Moana c¢n Saturday on his
tour round the world, presenting these
souvenirs. The presentation will take
place on Wednesday at 8.15 p.m. at the
city hall. Arrangements are pending
to'get the lieutenant-governor to pre-
side at the ceremony, when Mayor
Morley, in the name of the citizéns of
Victoria, wiil receive from. the hands
of Secretary Matthews the interesting
memento. The presentation will be
made in the name of the King.

The bust-is carved out of copper
taken from bolts of the Victory. It
stands upon wood which also formed
part' of the world-renowned ~man-of-
war. Souvenir coins with an impress
of the Victory and stamped with His
Majesty’s initials, E. R. VIL, are also
being distributed among the local
schools, two of which—the South Park
and the North Ward—were addressed
by Rev. Edward Matthews this after-
noon.

Secretary Matthews was himself at
cne time a sailor, and considers that
it formed an important part of his
education in fitting him for his pres-
ent career as secretary of the British
Foreign Sailors’ Society. He yester-
day delivered nautical sermons at the
St. Andrew’s Presbyterian church and
the Methodist - Metropolitan church,
which were listened to with interest by
large congregations.

"The British Foreign Sailors’ Society
has done sterling work throughout the
world, and this, its latest all-embrac-
ing enterprise, is highly to be com-
mended. Its representative, who .is
now in the city, is receiving enthusias-
tic support from the local navy league.

It is to be hoped that there will be a
large audience at the city hall on Wed-
nesday night, when the last outpost of
the West in the world encircling Em-
pire will receive a lasting reminder of
the admiral who embodied in himself
all those qualities which gave to Bri-
tain and retains for her the sovereign-
ty of the seas.

MANY BODIES IN RUINS.

Four Hundred and Forty of Kingston
Victims Have Been Accounted
For.

Washington, Jan. 19.—The navy de-
partment to-day received this dispatch
from Rear-Admiral Evans, dated U. S.
S. Maine, Guiantamana, January 18th:

“The Whipple arrived from Xing-
ston to-day with advices from Davis
concerning the practical destruction of
the city. Business section destroyed.
Steamship wharf intact. Shipping un-
harmed. Bluejackets guarding con-
sulate possessions and guarding ar-
chives. Indiana lands 50 men. Re-
ported mutiny at penitentiary, contain-
ing 500 prisoners. Governor considers
whole situation well in hand. Four
hundred and forty dead accounted for.
Still many bodies in the ruins., Many
Americans sailed for New York via
steamer Prince Friedrich on the 17th.
Am sending full extract of Davis’ re-
port over Cuba telegraph.”

A ‘dispatch ‘has reached- the state de-
rartment via Holland Bay,. Jamaica,
from the United States consul at Port
Antonio, which says: ‘“No casualties
Port Antonio. Some property dam-
aged here. People terrified. Business
suspended.” :

Left Before Earthquake.

New York, Jan. 19.—The steamer At-
trato, which sailed from KXKingston,
Jamaica, on Monday, nine hours before
the earthquake, arrived here to-day
with 42 saloon passengers, most  of
them returning tourists.” There were
some Kingston residents on board, and
several of them recognized the names
of friends in the published list of the
dead. Dr. Albert E. Vipond of Mont-
real, whose father, T. S. Vipond, head
of the Canadian Produce Company, is
now in Kingston, was a passenger. His
mother, brother, Earnest Vipond a bar-
rister of Montreal, and a sister are also
there. Two of his brothers left Mon-
treal for Kingston soon after news of
the disaster reached them, and were
expected to arrive there Monday.

Another passenger on the Attrato
was H. R. Tilley, of Montreal, the
West Indian representative of a large
Canadian life insurance assurance as-
sociation. Mr. Tilley recognized in the

Discussing the disaster, Dr. Vipond
said: “If the ruins of the Myrtle Bank
and Constant Springs hotels have
yielded no' American or Canadian dead,
the friends and relatives of tourists
from these countries may be assured
that few if any of the visitors on the
issands were killed or injured. These
hotels usually. sheltered the tourists
who made their headquarters at King-
ston. The Myrtle bank was a sort of
clearing house for all travelers.

“My father’s offices, those of the
Canadian Produce Company, were in
Port Royal street, the heart of the de-
vastated -region. I hope he was not
in the building at the time of the disas-
ter, because otherwise I fear he may
have been injured. Stewart Ewing, of
Montreal, - was visiting my family in
Kingston, but I take it that he escap-
ed with the others.

“I am sure that all Jamaicans, Can-
adifans -and Englishmen everywhere
will be quick to appreciate the kindli-
ness and courtesy which prompted the
United States to send her war vessels
8o quickly to Kingston. Their arrival
there conveyed a world of assurance to
all who were anxious as to the city’s
fate. We owe America a lasting debt
of gratitude.”

This letter was stamped at the end
with the Khalifa’s personal seal, upon
which his name was inscribea.
