This cause increased the expenditure for repairs in this department
to a much greater extent than in the Locomotive Department, causing by
its hardening effect upon the road-bed the destruction of no less than 11
axles, 24 wheels, and 1,987 springs, material that had, in most cases, run
for one or two years previously without any defect.

Included in the charge for repairs is the cost of construction of four
Foreign Blue Line box cars, and one foreign flat car, destroyed whilst in
transit over our road during last winter's casualties,

Stock of Cars.—This remains the same as last reported, with the exception
of the conversion of two box cars into Emigrant cars, ten small box cars into
composite cars, alteration of forty grated door, and ten cattle, into narrow-
gauge cars, and the addition of one broad and one narrow-gauge flat car,
