PARIS,June23. ~French news-
papers openly accuse the British
admiral in charge of the interned
German fleet with neglect in per-
mitting the sinking of the ships.
France had laid claim to the
battle cruisers and light cruisers
of the interned fleet, and French
papers assert that‘compensation
is due to France because of the
loss.

LONDON, June 24.— Three of
the German warships at Scapa
Flow, the cruisers Emden, Frank-
furt and Niirnberg, have been
beached, and the Baden is moored
in readiness for beaching.

— Germany has been notified
in a note sent today by the allies
that they possess the right to
punish the persons responsible
for the destruction of the German
ships and to collect reparation for
the loss.

quired by rural municipalities for
the destruetion of grasshoppers
provided that the municipalities
hxrn\i:h the other materials used in
preparing the poison baits, was
the announeement by Hon. Chas.
A. Dunning, Minister of Agricul-
ture.

“The grasshopper invasion has
become 80 serious that everybody
must take hold” said Mr. Dunning.
“Hoppers are being found by men
who were sure their fields were
free from them. Affected
include a good many districts from
Carnduff in east to
Saskatoon and points west.

For Poisoning Grasshoppers.
20 1bs. bran
1 1b. paris green (or white arsenic)
2 quarts Molasses
3 oranges or lemons
2} gallons water.

Mix bran and poison thoroyghly
dry. Grind or cut the fruit includ-
ing rinds, into small pieces and add
it, and the molasses to the water.
Mix " the liguid thoroughly with
the bran and poison and scatter it
broadcast, where the grasshoppers
are thickest. A 20 lb. batch should
cover a strip about a rod wide and
40 to 80 rods long.

Evidently - the best tlme for
scattering this bait is 6 to 7 a. m.
Do not put out in cold er wet
weather as the grasshoppers do not
feed under these conditions. The
full effect of the poison will prob-
ably not be apparent for 48 hours
afber\applica/tion.

The Merrits of Oatmeal.
"Our ideas abgut cooking oatmeal
have undergone a change during
the Jast few years. ' Formerly we
insisted upon the mnlu)ltanm of
cooking forseveral hours in uu]u to
render it
More ragent discoveries have shiown
however,

thoroughly dxgestlbh

that oatmeal should be
cooked not more than ten minutes
—and better still, five or six min-
utes,

In preparing oatmeal, pour it in-
; and ¢ook slowly
Do not stiv, but
cook in a deuble boiler or steameérs

to boiling water,
and continuously.

Although some prefer sugar with
their oatmeal, it is better to culti-
vate a taste for the cereal without
because sugar sometimes
gives rise to fermentation and irri-
tation in the digestive tract. Sugar
adds very little to the flavor of oat-
meal. If sweetening is desired, it
is better to,aid it by the use of
stewed figs, prunes or honey.

Fruit can be cooked with oatmeal
but the-getter plan is to eat the
fruit separately, since the cooking,
if thorough, will destroy the vita-

mines,* those substances that, ac-
cording to recent discoveries, play
so important a part in the digestion.
