The Lumber Business.

A tour of the mill-yards and wharves
of the Miramichi aud an examination
of the boowing grounds indicate a
rather discouraging condition of the
lumber business. In many cases—to
an extent unknown before in the his-
tory of the river—the wharves are piled
with deals at the mills that are or have
been sawing this season, while the
yards of some of our best mills present
a deserted, not tv say desolate appear-
auce, because the exvensive machinery
has been lying idle. Millions of feet of
logs arein the booms and coves, a large
proportion of them having been cut in
the hope of their finding a market, but
being, so far, without purchasers. The

has cost the operators to procure the
logs and hence the unsold stocks that
lie on the latter’s hands. The deals
that are piled up until there is no room
to pile more are not to be shipped
because the prices obtainable for them
across the Atlantic will not pay the
mannfacturer, and the idle wmills cannot
be set going because deals will not
realise the cost of producing them.

INSTALLATION — PROCESSION— CONFERRING
THE BERETTA,

Quesec, July 21, 1886.—Mgr. Tas-
chereau was duly installed here to-day as
a Cardinal Prince of the Catholic Church
The ceremonies throughout were of the
wmost imposing character. The westher
was beautifully fine and the day was
ushered in with the ringing of church
bells all over the city. The various dig-
nitaries of Church and State, religiouns,
civil and other societiss taking part in the
procession were crowding and jestling
each other about on the Basilica square,
where the grand marshalling tovk place
for more thun two hours before the hour
appointed for the start. All the traink
and steamboats, especially those from
Montreal, were crowded to their utmost

chereau was assisted to his throne, Mgr.
Power on his right and Father Tielen, of
the Redemptorist Order, at his left. The
musical portion of the mass, which was by.
Cherubini, was exceptionally goed. A very
large band and orchestra supperted the
veizes in addition to the organ, and the
principal solos were taken by Miss Tessiers
of Montreal, and Miss O'Brien, of this
city.
TIHR SERMON,

The eermon was preached by Mgr.
Gravel, Bishop of Nicolat, and was an
eloquent discourse upon the candidate,
breathing at the same time a devout
epirit of filial obediemce to the Holy See
and gratitude to the sovereign Pontiff for
the honor conferred by him upon _the
French Canadian people in ths elevation
of Mgr. Taschereau to the cardinalats.
The preacher referred to the sublime
dignity of being called upon to act “&gn
assistant to the Vicar of Jesus Christ, and
te assume the blood colored robes, which
remind the wearer of his high mission to
defend, even with his own blood the
Church of which he agrees to become one
of the supreme governors, He reminded
the congregation that the membeis of the
College of Cardinals were recruited from
the elite of mankind, from the most bril.
liant lights of the Church and called to be
an assembly of kings in the spiritual gov-
ernment of the world,

CONFERRING THE BERETTA.

The sermon ended. The Papal Ablegate
presented the erder passed inthe Roman
consistory appointing Cardinal Taschereau
which was read in Latin and French by
the secretary of His Eminence, Rev.
Abbe Marois* The proclamation ef His
Emineunce as Cardinal, signed by the Pa-
pal Secretary of State was read by Mgr.
O'Brien in Latin, follewed by French and
English translations. The Ablegate then
addressed His Eminence in both the
French and English languages, informing
him that the Holy Father had bsen pleas-
ed to appoint the Archbishop of Toronto
to confer the beretta,and adding:-—*“Your
elevation to the dignity of a cardinsl is a
personal honor. It is an evidence of his
admiration and esteem with which He
Holiness regards you. The universal eye
of the Holy Father has not failed to note
the zeal which you have displayed in your
holy missien, your piety and learning,
your devotion to souls and your life-long
labors in behalf of the Catholic Churche
He has also manifested hislove for Canada
and for the twu great nations which in
this country are the main uphelders of the

toman Catholie Church—one the chival-
rous nation from which you yourself have
sprung, the other that Celtie race whose

capacity, and as each poured its living

THE MARSHALLING THRONG

THE CENTRE OF ATTRACTION,

Thea came the Cardinal in his new car-
riage of atate, drawn by four black
horges, their heads decorated with red
plumes especially imported from - Rome:
In the carringe along with the Cardinal
were his Grand Vicar and the Papal Ab-
legate, Mgr. O’'Brien. The Papal Zou-
aves, in their picturesque costume, form-
ed the guard of honor in front of and on
either side of the carriage of His Emi-
neace.

Arches of unusual magnificence and
solidity spanued the streets through
which the piocession ‘moved at intervals
of every few feat. The Papal Ablegate
remarked thls morning that more hand-
some arches he had never scen, The ma-
jority of them were erected by the pro-
vincial and civic governmeunts. From the
centre of some of then depended floral
bells; in others were niches coutaining
ittle girls, who handed the Cardinal
bouquets and crowns  of cardinal colored
flowers, At other localities aloug the
reute were large balconies occupied by
children from the conveuts ef the DBon
Pastear and Sisters of Charity singing
triumphal hymns in honor of the new
Prince of the Church,

During the pregress of the processiou a
salute of & hundred guns were fired from
the Jesuit square by the Quebec Field
Battery by erder of the Military Depart-
ment of Canada.

AT THR BASILICA.

On reaching the kiosk erected for the
puipose on the square in front of the
basilica the Cardinal, Ablegate, Archbish-
ops ond Bishops, to the number of about
twenty-five, entered and robed them-
selves in their ecclesiastical vestments,
entering the church as a religious proces-
sion Admission to the basalica was by
ticket, which was refused to all but the
clergy aud civil and religivus dignitaries,
The interior of the blasilica was hand-
somely decorated for the occasion with
cardival red and lace, with allegorical re-
presentations and the cardival's coat of
arms, which is now surmounted by a car-
dinal hat and patiiarchial cross,
bears the motto:—

“In Fide Spe Et Chavitate Certandum.”

The old archiepiscopal throne was cov-
ered with haudsome crimson plush,
The Cardinal took his seat thereon and
the Papal Ablegate vccupied a smaller
throne arranged for hLim just opposite,
In front ot the Ablegate was the beretta
in bright scarlet on a salver. Count
Gagaoli, with drawn sword, stood guard
over the red hat during the whole mass,
his appearance beiug astriking feature of
the ceremony.

Lyuch lifted it from the
Salver and, without further ceremony,
crowued the Cardinal,

His Einence then withdrew, accom.
panied by the priucipal dignitaries press
ent, to he fully invested with his scarlet
robes of office.
| When His Fminence returned to the
sanctuary fully robed the 7¢ Deum was
sung. The effect was most impressive,
The splendid choir led and the whole con-
gregation joined in the joyful refrain,
evolving a volume of melody which was
heart stirring in its effect.

BLESSING THE POPULACE,

The venerable Cardinal proceeded down
the church aod ascended the balcony
erected for the purpose in front eof the
sacred edifice. An enormous crowd had
waited there for two long hours, and as
His Eminence appeared he found himself
gazing upon a sea of vpturned faces com.-
pletely filling the open square. As the
Cardinal raised his bands the vast multi-
tude, moved by a common impulse of
pisty, relapsed into a silence which was
markedly impressive, and devoutly knelt
where they stood, while the newly ele.
vated prince of the Church in a loud voice
bestowed the apostolic benediction upon all
present.  As His Kmincnce concluded, the
impressive silcnce was Lroken by a galve
of artillery proclaiming that Cacdinal
Taschereau had aesumed the full honors
and responsibilities of his new office.

carvers, That appeared to be a pretty
good purchase at the expense of the ceun-
try and should have satisfied an ordinary
mertal. But not so in this case. It was
necessary to add one lemon squeezer. It
is not stated in the bill of items for whose
benefit this particular lemon squeezer was
purchased. It may have been for Mr
Everitt, it may have been for Mr, Barker.

This in some way shows how the public
money is being spent. If the Conservative
party, the great political lemon squeezers
of Canada, much loager administer public
affaive, the poor lemon, the country, will
be squeezed to death. They call them-
selves the Liberal-Conservative party,
they should rather be known as the lemon
squeezers of Canada.

tract. Respectable dealers in St. John
have offered the Railway management to
aup})ly identically the same quality of
oil for about one half the price paid Un-
derhay & Co, and those dealers have not
been granted the recognition of even a
reply to their letters, The oil supplied by
the Boston firm, according to the return
submitted to Parliament, from 30th June
to 31st Dec., 1885, cost ths country $10,-
809 I9. Dealersin St. John could have
supplied the railway with the same oil
and in the same quantities for about
$5,000. This enormous profit does not
go into the pockets of the Boston firm
—they charge their commission as brok-
ers. The prefit is divided among a syn-
dicate, some of whom live in St John,
some in Moncton and rome in Halifag.
It will, therefore, be seen that this ué-
dicate are making out of the country,“in
this oneitem of oil alone, the respectable
sum of from $10,000 to 15,000 every year.

This, however, wasonly one instance,
and a very small one in comparison with
others, of the great political immortality
fostered under the protecting influences of
the Tory party. Such disgrageful
transactiens sheuld be frowned upen \by

Salmon Fishing.

ERICANS IN POSSESSION OF PROVINCIAL
RIVERS—THE SYSTEM OF LEASING.
An American correspondent writing
fvom Dalhousie, N. B., to the Boston Her-
ald, among other things gays:
‘‘Americans have gained the better] of
one ‘tishing question’ at least; they have
invaded'and taken possession of provin-
cial salmon rivers, and their name is
legion, There has never been a season
when 80 many of our countrymen have
spread themselves over the northeast in
search of this most thrilling sport. The
accent of Boston, New York and Phila.
delphia is heard all the way from the Mir-
amicki to Labrador. There have been
no armed cruisers in the way, but the
natives have made up for their toleration
by extracting from their visitors a goodly
store of dollars for leases, fishing priv:
ileges, services, provisiens aund various
sundries, Among the last may be count-
ed fishing tackle. for the comparative
cheapness of the angler’s outfit in the
provinces induces many Americans to de-
lay their purchases uatil their arrival in a
Caunadian city, at a little expense to their
patriotism, perhaps, but with less to theil
pockets. One of the St. John dealers told
me that he had sold every salmon rod aud
every ‘silver doctor’ fly which he had pro-
vided, and the demands of his customers
and the answering of letters and tele.
grams from the river left him no time to
make more.

The salmon fishermen, as I have said,
are mauny, but the salmon this year are
few as compared with last year’s run, Or

luctantly than last year.

There are plenty of natives along the
Restigouche . who rcceive more ready
money from the reutal of their water
than they ever get from their farms. The
SYSTEM OF LEASING,

by the way, has caused considerable dis-
satisfaction on account of the mounopoly
of water by a few individuals or clubs.
There (s nothing to prevent this where
the land haa been taken up, altheugh it
would be more advantageous for the
farmers to rent good pools by the day or
week than for a term of years. But itis
probable tha’ the water along crewn lands
will be thrown open, and the change, if
made, will be of first importance to Ameri-
can angles. There is salmon fishing on
the Restigouche for 60 or 70 miles ahove
Metapzadia, and for much of this distance
the river flows /through government or
crown land. The New Brunswick parlia-
ment has considered the advisability of
opening the government fishing privileges,
and there will be a strong mevement to
this effect, I hear, at the next session.
This will give scores of anglers opportuni-
ties hitherto enjoyed by only a few. Some
revenue must-be derived from the watar
to meet the expenses of guardianship and
restocking, but this can be done by issu.
ing licenses for a certain fized sum by the
season. The change would bring many
more peaple inte the provinces and the
money of the wayfaring man is very ser-
viceable to the natives. If the crown
waters of New Dcunswick are opened,
masy an American angler, ambitioud to
crown his carecr with the capture of a sal-
mon, but at preseat deterred by the cest
of leases, may hope to realize his dream.”
