' THE NEW COMMANDER OP THE CANADIAN 
MILITIA.

CoL Fred. Middleton, 0. B., appointed 
in the plsco of General Luard, is an offi­
cer who has seen much service in the field, 
besides having tilled an important position 
on the staff of the Royal Military College

Sandhurst, The Army and Navy Gaz­
ette says his field service is as follows 
Operations in New Zealand, 1846-7 (men- 
tioned in despatches and medals) ; served 
as a volunteer in the Southall rebellion in 
India, 1855 (received thanks of the Indian 
Government) ; Indian mutiny. 1857-8, as 
orderly officer at Sultanpore, and subse­
quent affaire on the advance to Lucknow, 
by the force under General Franks (three 
times mentioned in despatches) ; as aide- 
de-camp nt the siege and capture of Luck­
now, (mentioned in despatches ) received 
brevet of major, as deputy judge advocate 
and aide-de-camp at relief of Aximghur 
and Jugdispore (mentioned in despatches ) 
and as brigade-major of the Soroon field 
force, at the taking of forte Trihol and 
Dehayon, and the surrender of Amothie 
(medal aud clasp.У He was recommended 
to Lord Clyde by Lieutenant-General Sir 
E. Lisgard, for the Victoria Cross for two 
acts of bravery, of which the following is 
a brief outline : On April 15, 1858, in 
the engagement near Aximghur, a troop 
of the military traiu charged a large body 
of rebels. Captain Middleton, staff offi­
cer, had been ordered by Sir E. Lisgard 
to take command of the party, and gal­
lantly ho led it ; in the melee Lieut 
Hamilton of the 3rd Sihk cavalry, 
fell from his horse mortally wound­
ed , a body of Sepoys, tulwar in 
hand, rushed at him to out him in pieces, 
Captains Middleton, Ferrier and Francis 
Murphy, of the military train, hastened 
to his assistance. Captains Middleton 
and Ferrier, in a desperate hindto-hand 
tight, killed several of the enemy, drove 
off the rest and enabled some others of our 
men, who afterwards came up to carry off 
the wounded officer. On the same day 
and about the same time, Private Fowlis, 
of the military trnin, was unhorsed and 
wounded, the rebels wore swarming about 
him and on the point uf cutting him to 
pieces when Capt. Middleton coolly dis­
mounted, placed Fowlis on his horse and 
brought him into camp. More devoted 
and heroic conduct was never rewarded 
by the Victoria Cross. * Yet though Mur­
phy received the above decoration in 
question, Lord Clyde declined to recom­
mend Cupt. Middleton on the ground that 
he was on the personal staff at the time: 
this was incorrect for Oapb. Middleton 
had been expressly placed in command of 
the party. But even had he been merely 
present as a staff officer, we fail to see how 
the fact would have diminished the credit 
due for his unselfish and heroic conduct.

Soudan means the country of the blacks. 
The name is given to that extensive terri­
tory which stretches from Senepambia 
on the west to the Nile provinces of 
Egypt on the east, and which is bounded 
on the south by Upper Guinea and on the 
north by the Sahara. In a more restrict­
ed sense, as all the world now knows, it 
is applied to Upper Egypt, which is 
simply an extension eastward of the 
larger Soudan. In Old Testament times 
the latter was known as Ethiopia. In 
those early times the Soudan serras to 
have shared the civilisation, as it shared 
also the fortunes, of Egypt Abyssinia, 
known for a lengthened period as Seba or 
Sheba, was part of the same country, ly­
ing to the northeast. Isaiah speaks of 
the “merchandise of Ethiopia.” The 
Queen of Sheba who visited Solomon was 
famous for her wealth, and she brought 
with her as a present to the Jewish mon­
arch gold, precious stones and spices. 
Then, as now, the Soudanese were famous 
fighters. “Come up, ye horses,” says the 
prophet, “and rage, ye chariots; and let 
the mighty men come forth—the Ethio­
pians and Lydians that handle the shield.” 
In the Book of Cbronfêles we read that 

Shishak, King of Egypt, came up against 
Jerusalem, with “twelve hundred chariots 
and twelve thousand horsemen,” and hie 
forces are described as “the Lubims, the 
Sukkiims and the Ethiopians. ” The Lu- 
bime are the Lubiane, the people to the 
west of Egypt, ani/th. euggeetion which 

hu been n-.de by іетегаї of late ia at 
leaat reasonable—that theSukkiima have 
left a trace of their name in the preeent 
Suakiro. The changea brought by time 
and the vioieeitndee of tribee ajti nations 

are indeed wonderful There ie eome- 
times much of hietory in a name.

Mitchell’s life-long political friends 
freely admitted to each other that he 
had forfeited their support, and that the 
charge of his being always ready toaac- 
rifice the County, as a whole, in the 
interest of his coterie of ardent sup­
porters in Newcastle, who had always 
formed the inner circle of his political 
retinue, was too true. Former oppo­
nents, who had consented to his return 
without opposition in 1882, and had 
hoped his promise that he would there­
after represent all parties in the County 
fairly, would be verified, were, more 
than ever indignant over this flagrant 
violation of his pledges. Representa­
tive men of both parties communicated 
with him, some by telegraph and some 
by letter. Among those who addressed 
him by letter was the editor of the Ad­
vance. The communication was in­
tended as an expression of the writer’s 
views of what he conceived to be a sub­
ject of the greatest moment to the 
County, viz., Mr. Mitchell’s wanton 
and unexpected attack upon a Com­
pany that was just on the eve of com­
mencing a Railway which the people 
had long desired to see built—an attack 
which threatened to destroy all our 
bright hopes in connection with the 
project, and, at the same time, cause 
the enterprising gentlemen who had 
gone earnestly into the undertaking, 
personal loss to the extent of tens of 
thousands of dollars. The letter was 
not intended, by the writer, for publi­
cation, though he foresaw a possibility 
that it might, at same time, be neces­
sary to send, it to the press. A commit­
tee of Mr. Mitchell’s former supporters, 
however, received from him a communi­
cation of considerable length, in which 
he endeavored to justify himself to 
them in the course lie had taken. That 
communication was shown to a good 
many persons and, on Mr. Smith mak­
ing enquiry concerning it, one of the 
gentlemen to whom it was addressed 
placed it in his hands The Committee 
were indignant over Mr. Mitchell’s 
labored attempt to deceive them and 
they freely and openly expressed their 
disgust with the misrepresentation and 
concealment of well known facts which 
characterised his letter throughout. 
In the conversation which followed his 
perusal of .the letter, Mr. Smith men 
tionedthe fact that he had, a few days 
before, addressed a letter to Mr. Mit­
chell, which he thought would leave 
him no excuse fur further misrepresen­
tation of the position of the railway 
questionnas it was understood here ; 
and having read a copy of that letter 
over to the gentleman (one of the Mit­
chell Committee) he advised . that it be 
made public <ss an answer to our repre­
sentative’s misstatements, both in Par­
liament and in his communication to 
the Committée. This it was that in­
duced Mr. Smith to send his letter to 
the Telegraph. As sent to that paper 
the letter was without either the writer’s 
full name or initia s attached, for he 
desired that its statements should stand 
on their merits for discussion by those 
who might wish to attack them. For 
some reason—by mistake, we presume 
—the editor of the Telegraph appended 
Mr. Smith’s initials to it, which aflord- 
ed an opportunity for several friends of 
Mr. Mitchell to abuse the writer rather 
than discuss the subject dealt with. A 
six column letter from the pen of Mv. 
M. Adams, M. P. P., cx-Surveyor 
General, appeared in last Saturday's 
World. The position Mr. Adams holds 
in the County entitles him to a 
reply, which will be found in another 
column.

Editor of the Advance.
«Sir,—The late Dr. Elder, a man whose 

sympathy always went out to the poor 
and the suffering, in an editorial once 
remarked that be believed little children 
had to bear more than their share of the 
sufferings incident to humanity. The 
truth contained in this statement may 
never be fully realized until the day when 
the secrete of all hearts shall be revealed.

The N. T. Herald of the 22nd ult con­
tains an account of the arrest of a Mrs. 
Blinzley, on a charge of cruelty to a little 
girl whom she had adopted from a chari­
table institution. The woman “had used 
a hot poker in punishing the child ; the 
child’s skull was fractured ; the feet in a 
horrible condition from either burning or 
freezing,” etc., etc.

A late edition of the Chatham World 
copied an article relating to the arrest of 
a woman in Chicago for her cruelty to the 
inmates of a “Home for children.” And, 
so, we might prolong the list

To-day, I wish to give publicity to a 
case of cruelty towards a poor orphan, in 
orâer, if possible, to prevent one monster 
iu human form from again receiving the 
control of a motherless child. Mr. Moody, 
a dentist of this town, having given “good 
references” to the Supt. of “The Home 
for Destitute Children,” in Boston, obtain­
ed, some weeks ago, a little orphan girl 
nine years of age. She is a delicate little 
creature, and is spoken of, by those who 
have an opportunity of judging, as a very 
interesting and well-behaved child. Soon 
after her arrival passers-by were frequently 
distressed by her cries of anguish,evident­
ly while undergoing severe punishment. 
The matter attracted public attention for 
some time, when it was noticed that the 
sharp blows could still be heard, but no 
outcries ! The mystery cleared up when 
it became known that Moody was in the 
habit of gagging the little helpless créa, 
ture while torturing her. The “gag,” a 
wooden one pressed in behind the upper 
and lower rows of teeth, of itself caused 
torture. On one occasion the child escap­
ed to Moncton, but was followed by her 
tormentor and brought back for increased 
punishment. One night, lately, she 
again escaped by jumping from the win­
dow of the second story. She went to 
the Railway Station in the hope of finding 
her way back to the “Home” in Boston, 
where she says she was well used, but 
spent the most of her time in a corner, 
“crying for her mamma.” The night 
agent, however, induced her to return to 
a hotel for safe keeping. The child is an 
American citizen, and the U. S. Consular 
Agent here had Moody arrested and taken 
to the Police Court, where the highest 
possible fine was imposed. The physician 
who examined the child, on behalf of the 
prosecution, stated that her body bore 
marks of frequent and terrible beatings. 
The little girl suffered much from the 
bruises inflicted by her tormentor; her 
body was much discolored, and she was 
injured internally. She is, at present, 
in charge of a lady who is caring for- 
her with all a mother’s tenderness; and 
will soon be returned to the “Home” in 
Boston.

How any man could so ill-use an un­
offending little stranger—an orphan, and 
without one friend to sympathize with her 
or plead in her behalf—can only be 
accounted for by the deep depravity of 
human nature.

His 
offence waa the seizure of a registered let­
ter at a country post office, and the appro­
priation of its contents in satisfaction of 
an execution he held against the party to 
whora'it waa addressed. The office was 
in charge of a woman, and the sheriff took 
the letter out of the bag and carried it off 
by force, in spite of the protests of the 
poat-miatress. He was arraigned last 
week before the stipendiary magistrate of 
Bathurst, a perfect Daniel among the 
rural magistracy, and the charges against 
him were summarily dismissed. It baa 
thus been made lawful for 
wick sheriffs to search the mail bags for 
letters addressed to persons against whom 
they hold executions, and confiscate all 
such on eight!
