LOTBINIERE.

The county of Lotbiniere has eleoted Mr.
Boudet, a Liberal Conservative, to succeed
Hon, Mr. Joly as its representative in the
local assembly. The contest seems to have
been ruh squarely on party lines, The Op-
position candidate was supported by the
whole available oratorical talent of his party.
The Riel issue was made to do duty sgalist
the Government, and every possible effort
was put forth to impress it upon the people
that the executlon of the rebel was a Pory
oafrage.

The Quebec government gains a seat. Mr,
Joly always carried the county for th
Reuge party without opposition, :

Dr. Rinfret, a supporter of Mr. Blake,
represents Lotbinlere in the Dominion
house, having received 634 votes to 418
polled for his opponent, All this msjority
has been swept away and the opposition
candidate Is defeated. TheInference is that
the Joly igfluence was thrown sagainst his
late comrades. Not only does the old
Quebec Grit leader refusé to support the
Rielite leader of the local opposition, but
he has done all he could to defeat his can-
didate. The conduct of Mr, Joly in this
mdtter Is deserving of the highest praise,
It shines out the brighter in comparison
with the aititude of Mr, Blake and his
party managers who have not even the ex-
cuee of French blood in thelr veins,

NO CHANGE.

We fear that the local government pro-
poses to deny itself the pleasure of carrying
ouf the policy that its members advocated
when in opposition. The legislative council
is safe, the solicitor generalship will be re-
tained despite the apparently correct opin-
fon of the present incumbent that his only
service is In the way of drawing salary.
We judge this from the tone of the orgao of
Mr. Blair which remarks that TaE Suxis
not grammatical or truthfal when it suggests
that the Blalr government will no doubt
bring down the measures which its members
advocated while In opposition,

ALL ABOUT LAND.

The political istue in Great Britain Is
called by various names, and presents itself
in various phases, but the land question is
at the bottom of It all. The Irish people
‘want the form of eelf government, which
will permif them to deal with the rights of
landlords- and tenants. They do not care
for those municipal councils, which it is
supposed Salisbury Intended to create. They
do not care for the privilege of enacting their
own poor laws, and looklng after their local
public works. They want a parllament
which will deal with land,

This is the very form of self-government
which the land-holding interest in Ireland
most fears, and fear for the best of reasons.
An Irish parlisament would represent the
tenants rather than the landlords. It must
favor the interests of the numerical majority
of .its constituents. Such a parliament
elected, in a large measure, by a class of
people who have always held that the
‘‘alien landlords” were mnot rightfally
entitled to the profits of the Irish lands,
would not please the leading proprietors,
Even those who do not care much for the
landlords doubt that the subject could be
properly dealt with by such a parliament as
that asked for. It would bs easy to dis-
possess the present land holders, with or
without compensation, but it wounld be diffi-
cult to distribute the property, in any equit-
able fashion, Many honest and thoughtful
men have tried to study out a system of
land ownership suitable to the cendition of
the British Islands, but no one of these men
has yet been able to satisfy any other that
his scheme is good. It Is not probable that
an Irish parllament could do justice to all in
the allotment of lands, and it is certain that
it could not satisfy all.

The same question presses for solution in
England and Scotland asin Ireland. In the
present parliament farm laborers and small
tenants have a new and strong In.
fluence,, Their case must be dealt with
and at once. It was an Englishman and
nof an Irishman, a liberal and not a
home ruler, who moved the'amendment that
defeated - the Salisbury government, Col-
linge’ amendment only expressed regret that
the Queen’s speech promised no relief to the
farm laborer, But the measure which Col-
lings demands is sufficiently specific, and
was sufficlently well known before the vote
was taken to commit Gladstone and the
liberal party to some radical principles in
Iand leglalation. The government will, per-

baps, find it necestary to deal with Ireland
first and separately, but every concessfon
made to Irish tenants must be ultimately
made to Eoglish, Scoteh and Welsh tenants,
and we believe every feature of home rule
given to Ireland must in the end be
glven to Scotland and Wales as well,
Meanwhile no British governmest dare for a
moment cherish the idea of oreating an Irish
parliament with power to legislate the soi]
of Ireland out of the hands of the present
owners, If the coming Gladstone govern-
ment wants the property transferred it will
bring down the measure for that purpose in
London, and not allow a parliament at
Dablin to deal with it. Ireland will assured-
ly receive an increase of legislative power,
It will obtain home rule. There will be a
parliament at Dablin, bat for the present at
least that parliament will not rule the mat.
ters which the Irish people most desire to
rule,

VICE VERSA.

The story goes that when it became ap-
parent that the Salisbury government was
defeated, and before the result of the vote
was announced, Chamberlain whispered
to Labouchere asking him to dance a high-
land fling as soon as the statement should be
made, Labouchere occupied the same seat
as that where Lord Randolph Churchill sat
on the 8th day of last July when the Glad-
stone government fell The acene on that
occaslon is thas deseribed by Justin Mpg.
Carthy :— -

There was no impression in the house that
the government were going to be defeated.
Sanguine members of the opposition showed
by ingenious tabulation of figures that the gov-
ernment would only have a majority of some
five or six, and would therefore suffer a moral
deteat, Hopeful ministerialists, on the other
hand, demonstrated that the government could
count upon a safe mejority of twenty-seven to
thirty. It was only when the division was well
nigh over and the benches had pretty well fill.
ed that any inkling of what was about to hap-
pen dawned upon the senate. The keen-eye
of one well-known conservative, suddenly
discovered that the men from the ‘‘aye”
lobby were almost almost all in, while the
“no” lobby was still pouring a steady stream of
members into the house. On the Treasury
bench ore or two of the younger and less ex-
perienced members were observed casting
anxious glances toward the door through which
the followers of the Ministers were making
their way back to their places. Rumor ran
rapidly along the Coneervative benches that
the government would have next to no ma-
jority—would have no msjority at all—would
be in the minority, Lord Kensington came in
hurriedly, with a face set into determined
absence of expression, and sat down by Mr,
Gladstone. A few moments more, and the
paper wae handed to Mr, Winn amid the
loudest ontbreak of cheering that the house of
commons has heard for more than half a gene-
ration. Wild with delight, Lord Randolph
Churchill actually leaped on the bench, waving
his hat with the enthusiasm of a schoolboy.
His friends clustered around him—ocaunght at
him, drew him down, but could not restrain
him from the vehement expression of his de-
light. The example was contagious. The
whole house to the left of Mr. Speaker roared
and shouted and thundered and waved its hats
and clapped its hands in a frenzy of genuine
delight. Their hour at last had come and the
fate of the ministry was sealed.

It is patural that Chamberlain, recalling
this scene, should ask Labouchere to dance
a fling on the spot where Churchill gave his
exhibition ssven months ago.

The Storm.

BAILWAY AND TELEGRAPHIC SERVIOE DEMOR-
ALIZED —SCENES AROUND THE CITY.

The storm of sleet, which for the past
twenty-four hours has affected St. John, ex-
tended over a wide area, and seriously inter-
fered with the running of trains and the oper-
ations of the telegraph wires, Trains were
somewhat behind time on Thursday, but the

climax was reached yesterday, when the city
was practically cut off until long after night-
fall from all intercourse with the outer world,
The Bangor train due at 6 51 in the.morning,
and the Fredericton express due at 9.516. m.,
arrived together at about four o’clock in the
afternoon, and the day exprees from Bangor,
due at4 p.m. did not get in until 10 10 p, m.

On the Intercolonial matters were much
worse, 80 far as the arrival of trains was con-
cerned, the Quebec express due at 7.30 a. m.
falled to make its appearnnce until about
eleven o’clock at night. The passengers from
Halifax, who connect at Moncton for St. John
with the Qaebec express, were brought down
by aspecial, bus this and the Sussex train were
tbe only ones which got into St. John during
"the day. The storm along the line of the I. C.
R. between this city and Hallfax yesterday
was very bad. In the morning a heavy rain-
storm prevailed between Halifax and Truro,
and from that place along the line,sleet formed
nearly all day.. Oa the northern division there
was a heavy fall of enow and the Qaebecex-
press did mot reach Moncton until che after-
noon, It was on account of this
delay the ' train did not reach this
city  until eleven o'clock last night
being about eixteem hours late. A% Suseex
two cars in this train left the rails, The Hali-
fax express, due here at eight o’clock last
night, came in shortly after the arrival of the
Quebec train,

On the New Brunswick railway the storm
was heaviest between McAdam and Frederic.
ton Junction, though it was by no means light
on any part of the line. ;

Special engines with flangers and snow
ploughs were run on all lines, but as the rain,
which fell more or less heavily thronghout the
day, turned to ice as soon a8 it struck the rails,
it was almost impossible to keep the tracks
clear in advance of the moving trains.

But the demoralization of the telegraphic
service had more to do with the detention of
the trains than the icy rails, With the
?lreu down all along the lines, it was mext to

mpoesible for the train despatchers to control
the movements of trains, or even to learn their
whereabouts with any degree of cem\imy.I
The Iaterclonial wires were down just cutside
of the city, and despatches between St. John
and Moncton were sent by the Western Union
via Montreal.

On the N, B. Railway all wires were down
in » bunch at Faicville, and to reach the Fair-
ville office it was found necessary to send de.
spatches over the big cable wire to Bangor
and then back to Fairville. Communication
at one time was kept up via the Grand South-
ern wires to St. Stephen and thence to points
along the N. B, Railway. 'The telegraphic
service was taxed to its utmost to make con-
nections in any ?d all ways, 80 as to help the
railways out of their dilemma, and some of the

vices resorted to were almost incomprehens.
ible to non-experts. At an early hour this
morning, the state of affairs had somewhat
improved and the railway authorities had every
hope that in a short time trains would be run.
ning as usual,

Travellers who camein on last night’s trains
report the same state of affairs to the east and
west,showing thatthestorm coveredalarge azea.
I¢ is feared that the damage to orchards is of-
immense proportions. The Bangor Commercial
says :—Today has been one of sleet and rain all
over this section, West of Portland the storm
was 8o severe that wires were affected and tele-
graphic communication was stopped, all wires

down. In Portland, in addition to a
heavy fall of rain and sleet,a violent and some-
what destructive wind prevailed. The gale is
reported to have been so severe at one time
that trees were blown down. The sea along
the coast was considerably rough, In Boston
and New York there was more rain than snow.

position. With the reserve fund of $50,000 to
meet any losses, and a call of $50,000, the bank
will in all probability resume the payment of
dividends within a year.— Herald.

DEATH OF THOMAS., H. KFATING, A NATIVE OF
CHARLOTTETOWN, P, E. I.

Thomas H. Keating, a wholesale clothier of
Boson, who died suddenly of mneuralgia of the
heart on Thursday last, was born in Charlotte.
town, P. .E. Island, in 1828, When a mere
boy he went to Boston, ebtsined employment
in the clothing house of John Simmons & Co.,
and-remained with them till they retired from
business, when he went with the firm of B. L,

Merrill & Co,, and subsequently became a
partnerin the house. In 18583 he organized
the firm of Keating, Lane & Co. and was
senior partner till abou* 1874 when it went out
of business and Mr. Keating moved to New
York, where he connected himself with the
wholesale clothing houte of W. C. Browning
& Co. At its ditsolution some two years sgo,
he returned to Boston and formed the house of
Keating, Thompson & Witherell at 84 Summer
street, of which firm he was the senior partner
at the time of his death., Mr. Keating was a
bachelor, and leaves a brother and two nieces,
He possessed in a'marked degree the faculty
not only of making friends, but of holding
them, The Boston Herald of Friday, gives
the following particulars of his death: ‘‘The
sudden death of Thomas H. Keating, a pro-
minent wholesale clothier of this city, at his
home, 55 Temple street, at an early hour yes
terday morning, was a severe shock to his very
many friends and business acquaintances, In
excellent spirits, and apparently in the best of
health, Mr. Keating left his home Wednesday
evening to attend a dinner at the home of Hon.

Kastport for
$25,000, and about $2,000 wers expended in
new machinery and refitting, and esince then
has been on the Grand Manan, St. Andrews,
St. Stephen, Eastport and St. John routes,
making her trips, under the command
of Captain Ingersoll, with remarkable
regularity and without meeting with a
single accident. She is & veesel of 126 tons
net, 217 tons gross. (Gemeral sympathy is ex-
pressed for her enterprising owners, under their
present misfortune. The steawer was partial-
ly insured.

been committed the prisoner left his house to

on the night of the 20th May, when
the murder was alleged to have been
committed, the prisoner Gillis slept at her
house. In their evidences were many descrep-
encies showing a very imperfect alibi. The
counsel for the defence and crown addressed
the jury last evening and Judge Hensley
charged the jury today.

Berlin Breezes,
BISMARCK'S REMARKABLE SPEECH ON THE EX.
PULSION OF THE POLES.

BERLIN, Jan, 30,—The event of the week has
been Prince Bismarck’s reappearance in the
Prussian Diet. Thechancellor has made many
remarkable spseches, but never has he made
one more characteristically brutal than that
with which on Thursday he once more crushed

the hopes of Prussian Poland. When it became
known that the *‘man of blood and iron” was to
speak there was a regular fight for seats in the
chamber. The Prussian princes mustered
thick in the royal box. The gsalleries were
crowded, and the thousandcof bafflad applic-
ants gathered in the street to cheer or curse
the chancsllor according to the feeling on the
Polish question. Not that there was any
doubt as to the result of the debate. Prince
Bismarck’s triumph, despite the growth of
socialism, was regarded as certain, and his
attitude toward the Reichstag had prepared
the people for something sensational, and when
be rose—the three hairs on his head bristling
with t:;ty—they saw they would not be disap-
poiated,

The chancellor was in rare form—strong,
savage and satirical. He had taken pains,
too, to get up his subject, and whatever might
be though of its morality, the historic in-
terest of the speecb was undeniable. Herr
Windthorst, with all his talents was simply
snnffed out, and that evening blood and iron
conquered, Prince Bismarck gave a masterly
historical survey of Prussia’s relations with
the Poles, The allusion by the chancellor to
the government’s intention of expropriating
the land of the members of the Polish
nobility who live in Paris and Monaco caused
a tremendous uproar. On  Fridsy, when the
discuseion was continued, there was less in-
terest manifested, and the galleries were not eo
crowded as on the preceding day., The debate
savored of party recriminations. Herr Sta-
blevski made a violent speech in which he ac-
cused the government of waging a wsr of exter-
mination against the Poles. Prince Bismarck,in
controverting thestatementsof Herr Windthorst
the clerical leader, remarked that he wished
Herr Windthorst had his (the chancellor’s)
place, addiag that he had sounded the Emperor
on the subject of such a change, but that the
latter had declared he was too old to try such
an experiment. This hit of the chancellor was
greeted with loud laughter.

eharge, and the fees for certificates of title
of protection to. seamen, for billa of health,
shippiog and discharge of seamen will be
abolished, together with all costa of inspec-
tlon of steamers, llcensiog of officers, pilots,

&o. All these expenses are to be borae by |

the federal government.

The bill also relaxes the conditiona re-
specting advances to seamen. It imposes a
fine of one.dollar for every passemger carried
from one Ualted States port to another by
foreign vessels. It restriots to United
Siates vessels the drawbacks now allowed
en coal shipped for use as fyel on board
of steamers,

It will be seen that the Dingley bill
placea foreign vessels at a much greater dia.
advantage than they are now under as com-
pared with foreign vessels engaged in the
United States trade,

GOVERNMENT TELEGRAPHY.

There 18 a strong movement going on in
the United States to hand over the tele-
graphing business to the government, The
complaint against the present system s that
$he cost of telegraphy is too great, the profits
$oo large, while the service recelved is
not what it shonld be. It is contended by
the advocates of state righte that the federal
government have no constitutional power to
transact business of this character. The
central government, it is claimed, has no
power to manage railways or carry on traffic
of any kind, The right to - establish post
offices and poat roads and regulate commerce
is explicitly given, but this does not oarry
with it the right to maintain and operate
the telegraph system. It is alse claimed
that it would be dangerous to place in the
eontrol of the geverament so large a power,
which would be utilized in political cam-
paigos, The number of governmient em.
ployes would be increased by 36,000,
and these officlals would be in
oonstant and  secret communication
with each other throughout the pa-
Sion. The secrets of opposition parties
would no longer be safe, and a strain would
be put upon public morality which the pub-
Yo morality in the Uaited States is not
able to bear,

It has often been suggested that the Cana-
dian Government should acquire the tele.
graph wires and operate their system for the
benefit of the public. The government of
Grest Britain has undertaken the busicess
and the experlment has been altogether suc-
cessful. Since the government took over
$he lines in 1870, the rates have been great.
ly reduced and the accommodation greatly
increased, and up to the time of the adop-
tlon of the alxpsnny rate, there was a sub-
stantial profit in the business.

He believed, however, that it was
not as generally ynderstood as its great im-
portance required it should be and thought
a little time spent in glancing at its past and
present history wonld not be wasted, He
then reviewed the public polioy in regard to
lumber lands in the province for the past 15
years or more, showing how they had been
held, up to 1875, at a much smaller valua-
tion than now, how those of the counties
bordering on the S:. John river and in the
southern "parts of the province had been
parted with in free grants, sales to private
lodividuale and corporations snd the grant
of 10,000 acres per mile to the New Bruns-
wick Rallway company, uatil nearly all the
good public lnmberlands, save those of North-
umberland, Kent, Restigenche and Glouces-
ter were thus absorbed, To show that the
last named company had about exhausted
the best lands of York, Carleton and
Victoria (from which alone they were
authorized by faw to recelve their grants) he
cited the fact that they selected and ob-
taloed, for building the Woodstoock bridge,
a large tract in what was known as the
‘‘ Northwest angle” of Northumberland,
which the government of the day jastified
on techaical grounds. Had they been able
to find as good lands outside of the -large
tracts they had already secured in the other
three counties, they would not have ‘done
this, The situation, thep, about the time
the stampage impost was firat put on,
was that, practically, all the good lumber
lands of the province, elsewhere than at
the north, were held by private parties
who had obtained them for nominal con-
siderations,

Here Coun. Smith briefly traced the his-
tory of ‘‘Better Terms” negotistions with
the Ottawa Government in 0 far as the y
appear to have been mixed up with the
abolitfon of the New Brunswick export
daty, in consideration of which aboli-
tion, and for = interoational reasons, in
which imperial and Usited States inter.
ests and diplomacy were involved, our
government secured an annual Dominion
subsidy of $150,000 & year (in addition to
the other subsidies and allowances) which
was double the sam the province realized
from the lumber export duty theretofore
levled, The provincial government of the
day, he said, claimed great credit to them-
selves for having thus doubled their revenue
under this head and, at the same time,
relieved the lumber industry. of the pro-
vince of taxation which had somewhat handi-
cappad 1.

It was not long, however, before the lum.
bermen were made to feel that the boasted
boon was a delusion. The gentlemen who
had acquired our best lands in the centre
and south of the province by cheap purchase
and as subsidies, were not slow to work up
the cry that the crown lands were too vala-
able a resource to be held as cheaply as they
were, and the result was that the moderate
mileage system was changed to the compos-
ite system of the day. In this the govern-
ment was made use of for the purpose of en-
hancing the value of the lands with which
they had ecdowed these private parties, the
plea put forward, however, belng that of
which we hear so much today—the govern-
ment’s revenue necessities.

The introduction and gradual increase of
stumpage charges in the province, and the
additions of artlels afier a:ticle, until logs,
bark, sleepsrs, boom-poles, shingles, etc.,
were all laid under contribation, were nexs
referred to—from 1875, when stumpage on
logs was sixty cents a theusand and mileage
was returnable on lands under operation,
untll the present, with stumpage as $1.25
and no drawbask for milesge, and hemlock
bark is charged at 60c. per m. for the trees

the late adminiatration, he was informed,
was to make the term for which licenses
should be held five years, and to raise the
stumpage to $1 per m,—allowing also no
drawback for mileage—and it was to be re-
gretted that. the present government had
adepted these charges as a whole,and gone
further. They made theleases good tor 10 years
which was right and justified by all experi-
ence—for in Quebeo leases are practically
perpetual and the stability cf the trade is
thus promoted—but they gave another turn
to the screw and put stumpage on sprace
and pine up to $1.25 per m., which, sogether
with the mileage, was 25 p, c. on the value
of the logs, against only abont 60c. per m.
in Quebsc and 40c. in Nova Scotia. Such
being the position of New Brunswick in re.
gard to the initlal cost of its lumber supply,
it was no wonder that the lumber trade was
falling off, ’

It was said by those interested {n main-
taining the existing conditions that the
dullness of the trade on the other side of
the Atlantlc accounted for thé falling off in
New Brunswick exports, but he would show
that we must look eleewhere for the causes.
This was an age of keen competition in all
the walks of commerce—a time when the
dootrine of ‘‘the survival of the fittest” was
an important one to be understood—and it
beoame us, in thie province, if we would not
see our greatest iudustry crippled beyond
recovery, to make all pcssible efforts to hold
ourowninit. Hehad nosympathy with those
who held up the lumber business as a waning
industry and told us of an exhausted lumber
supply. That was the cry forty years ago
when the firat steam gang mill was built on
the river and its owners threatened to sdw
up all the logs on the Miramichi and its tri-
butaries in ten years. A few years ago we
had 14 steam saw mills golng—he regretted
there were fewer now—and still we have, as
he was assured, on good authority, a practi-
cally exhaustless supply. The record of the
lumber trade of the Miramichi was one which
reflected credit on the commercial enterprise
and solvency of the province; it had bulit up
and maintained a world-wide reputation and
was, yet, the great commercial industry at
the foundation of our prosperity, Wipe it out
of exlstence and the country would not be
worth living in, The farmer did well to stick
to his farm, for that was the bess
of oooupations, but = his interests, as
well as those of nearly every other
man in New Brunswick were boand up with
the success of the lumber trade, which, in its
long history, had not left the record of dis-
astrous investment which was a discourag-
Ing feature of more recent pretemtious and
state-pampered manufacturing enterprises,
and demanded our best efforts to foster and
maintain it., The dullness of the trade on
the other side of the Atlantic could not be

disputed, and the speaker here read brief
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extracte from London Z'imber of Oth inat,,
and the annual and other oircalars by the
last Eoglish - Mall—including these of
Churchill ' and Sim, Simpson and Mason,
sud Foy Morgan & Co., of London; Fara.
worth & Jardine, of Liverpool, and Allison,
Cousland and Hamilton, of Glasgow, on this
peiot. ' He next showed, by statistics of the
lamber trade on this side of the Atlantio
and by the Britlsh Board of Trade
returns,  that while the colonial sup.
ply of deals, battens, etc, golog lInto
the United Kingdom was falllog off
in comparison with the foreign (Baltic, eto,)
eupply, that of New Brunswiock was rapidly
declining, while Qaebec and Nova Scotia
wera bolding thelr own. - Not only so, but
Miramichl, in comparison with St. John and
Nova Scotla, was rapidly losing its lumber
trade. .

After referriog to the advantages of
St. John In being near the American market,
to which much of its surpins lumber went as
Aroostook product, free of American duty,
he sald the north was handicapped by not
having either this advantige or that of open
wiater porte, and 1t was proof of the superior
atuff our people were made of that they held
thelr own uuder snch disadvantages, added
to the others he had referred to, Trade
would bear any tax for a tlme, and in man
cages our lumber concerns must go oo, be.
cause of thelr jnvestments, which must be
malintaived in & realizing process, though it
might be alosing oneat that; but trade would
also go in the direction of the least resistance,
like all other things in which human effort
was involved, and the facts showed that the
lumber trade which should be ours ivas
gravitating towards Nova Scotia and Quebec,
‘for free capital would not seek employment
in New Brunswick logs at $1.25 stumpage,
when they conld be got at 40c, and 60c, In
the other places. This question was no sec-
tional one, so far as its effects on the general
interests of the province were concerned, for
the supplies of the industry were obtained
from all over the province and all should
joln in an effort to secure more just treat.
ment for our lambermen, Unless that was
done, the province would lose its revenus
and the people would lose the benefits of the
trade,

In reference to the political bearings of
the question Coun. Smith said the olaim
that the revenue mecessities of the govern.
ment compelled them to maintaln the pre-
sent high rates, was not a suffislent answer
to the arguments against them. He wounld
not even say the question demanded any
great degree of statesmanship to solve it. It
was plainly the duty of our legislators—of
those charged with the administration of
provincial affairse—to recognise the fact that
we are face to face with circumstances which
imperatively demand a change of policy, and
if they are fit—as he believed the present
government were—to hold office, they would
address themselves to the work,

SERMON.
Bethlehem and the Birth of Christ.

By the Rev. William Richmond Scott of
Langholm.

Arourd the sweet and beautiful town of
Bethlehem there gathers a long oycle of
saored assoclations that will live in the
gratefal memory of mankind till time shall
be no more. No one can approach the green
ridge on which Ephrath, which is Bethle.
hem, stands without a feeling of reverence,

if not deep emotion,

“Bethiehsm ! of noblest cities
Nene can once with thee compare;

‘Ehere alone the Lord of heaven
Didst for us incarnate bear.”

Bethlehem, the birthplace of the world’s
Saviour, is plcturesquely situated on the
gentle slope of a green ridge in the hill
counfry of Judea, about six miles south of

the Holy City. Itis surrounded on every
side by hills—some soft and rolling, others
rocky and bare. Gedor, Gibeabh, and Mar
Elias olose it round on every side, To the
south is the Mount of Paradise, and to the
north the magoiffcent height of Nebz
Samuel. From the narrow, steep streets of
Bethlehem can be seen the dark blue wall of
the mountains of Moab to the east, with the
valley of the Jordan and the mysterions sea
of Death lying between them. - From any of
the proader heights around Bethlehem the
eye sweeps acrosa the plain of Sharon, past
Gath and Lydds, to the shinlog baysj of
Asoalon and Joppa; and far in the distance
is seen the great sea—the Mediterranean,
like a silver streak, bordered with a narrow
belt of yellow sand.

The old name Ephrath—place of fruit,
and the newer name Bethlehem—house of
bread, are both beautiful and appropriate,
The slope of the hill on which the town it-
self stsands, and all the hills around, are
covered with long lines of terraces bearing
olives and vines; and tier on tier of gardens
tenced with loose stones, in which myriads
of green figs, red pomegranates and golden
eitrons ripen in the summer sun,

What a wonderfal history entwines itself
around Bethlehem ! It is the scene of the
most tender and toaching events the world
has ever known, x

The firat notiee of Bathlehem carries nsfar
back to the early dawn of Soripture history,
More than threé thousand five hundred years
ago Jacob was journeyiogfrom Bethel,and go-

ingupto Hebron,wherehis father Ieaac dwgllt,
the

when but a short distance from Bsthlehe
his beloved Rachel was overtaken wi

paogs of motherhood, and gave birth to her
son, whom she called Benoni—son of her
sorrow. ‘‘ And Racheldied and was buried
on the way to Ephrath, which is Bethlehem,
and Jacob set a pillar upon her grave,”
Though 8o many centuries have passed away
since then, the pillar etill stands under the
dome of a little white mosque.and Is sacred-
{y protected by Christian, Jew and Mos-
em.

How tender and touching is the story of
Rath. Ia the plain, under the town, to the
eastward, are the sweet fields where Ruth
came fo glean behind the reapers. And
even today, In the time of the barley har-
vest, the women asd the children may be
see gleaning in the same fields of the fertile
valley as Ruth did in the fields of Boaz in
the early days of Israel.

Then, after three generations had passed
away came the story of Ssul. For the pee-
plerose up and olamored for a king, and
Ssmuel,a Bethlemite,chose for them Saul the
son of Kish, and after having been anoint-
ed with the holy oil he repaired te Rachel’s
sepulchre, aud there -received the first
intimation of his divine call to reign over
Tsrael,

Bat still more beautiful is the story of
David. In Bethlehem the shepherd boy,
poet-king and hero of Israel was born.
Over yon hills and fields, through yon
ridges and wadies, he followed his father’s
flocks, He became familiar with every cave
and glen, every hill and glen, every hill and
valley,between Mar Elfas and Eogedi. Some
of his sweetest psalms come from these hills
and breathe the spirit of the country in
which he dwelt. “The Lord is my Shep-
herd I shall not want, He maketh me to
lie down in green pastures; he leadeth me
beside the still waters.” Often too, did
David lead hie father’s flocks by pastures

green a:xd waters still; and when the light
of the Syrian sun shope upon them with a
terrible glare did he guide them into one ef
the dark valleys to rest under the shadow of
a great rock,

But bow shall we speak of, and how shall
we describs that amaz!ng event before which
all other events in the world grow pale—the
birth of Jesus Chrlst Our Lord ? 'The poet,
painter and historian have lingered around
the manger, and vied with each other in de-
scribing the glory of the scene when Christ
was bern, The quiet and simple, yet
beautiful and touching langunage in which
the story of the Messian’s birth is told s
one of the chief marks of its genuineness, It

is by no means improbable that the crypt or
cave under the church of St. Helena is the
very spot of the nativity, It was already
known two hundred years before the Em-
press Helena buils her church there. Near
the altar of the church are two marble stair-
cases—one on each side, by which you de-
zcend to the cave of the nativity. Who
could look otherwise than with deep rev-
erence on the marble slabs that cover the
manger where the infant Saviour is sald to
have lain, Itis lighted up with ever burn-
ing silver lamps that shine like the sun, In
one of the slabs there i a silver star en.
circled by the simple but beauntiful inscrip-
tlon, ‘“Hic de Virgine Marla, Jesus Christus |
patus eat.”—Here, of the Virgin Mary,
J7mus Christ was born,

“It {s enough to know tha$ this Is Bethle-
hem, where Jesus the redeemer was born.
Generation after generation has, indeed,
since that time passed away, and thelr places
now know them no mere; yet the skies and

.| the fields, the rocks and the hills, and the

villages around remain unchanged as whea
the of the Lord shone round about the
lhopm s‘and the multitude ef the
"beavenly host -resounded among the hills,
proclalming ‘‘Glory to God in the highest,
and on earth peace among men in whom he
is well pleased.” ;

It was true there had been a rebellion in the
North West, but tkis had undoubtedly-been
designed for our benefit.

sald he regretted that there was not a larger
attendance of farmers, Kings and West-
morelaod counties were very well represent-
ed, but many important districts were not
represented.

He favored the dlscussion
of the queation as to the best means to be
used for the improvement of the profession,

Mr. Trueman introduced the toplo :—

**How ean the farmers of this province best
improve the practice of their profeseion so that
they may more successfully compete with the
agriculture of other countries 2’

He said 1t was necessary to do somethin
in this direction, If the farmers expecteg
to be on a footing with the mem in other
professions they must educate themselves in
business. He spoke in faver of the sending
of farmer’s sons to Guelph, Oat., college,

MR, BLACK,

of Windsor, then spoke on the subject. The
only manner that would enable the farmers
to takesucha pesition as that occupied by the
farmers.of upper Canads, was thelr edncation
in the sclentific principles of the profession.
The unenviable position which farmers now
occupy. was due to the fact tha$ the most in-
telligent young men abandoned farming and
went in for business and other professions,

- A good -education did not unfit a man for

working on a farm. Farmers conld work
just as well if they were educated men.
He knew scores of men who had attended
Guelph (Ont.) college and returned to their
homes to work hard in the fields., The
value of underdraining and breeding of good
stock was commencing to be appreciated by
farmers, This wasa good thing. It was
gradually dawning upon the people that
educated farmers were the most successful
in the profession, The statement that agri-
culture was the moat healthful and, noble
profession was true to the letter and it wounld
in the near future be generally- admitted.
In the agricultural colleges there were many
necessary things taught and the speaker
pointed eut the necessity for the eatablish-
ment of such an institusion in the maritime
provinces. He eaid it could be supported
by the governments of the three provinces,
It would be an easy matter to locate it in a
place equally accessible from each of the
provinces. He favored the building of the
college at Sackville and sald he believed it
would be established in tha near future,

THOMAS PICKARD

of Sackville eald he wished"%o speak on the
subject’ tomorrow. ‘

Oa motion of Mr, Pickard the thanks of
the association were tendered ¢o Mr. Black
for his excellent address,

Mr. Black regretted that in Nova Scotia
there was no such assoclation but hoped one
would at some time be brought into exist-
ence, ‘

J. Love of Cumberland, N, S, said be-
fore he made any remarks he would like to
hear some of the older members of New
Brunswick.

THOMAS ROACH

of Sussex said farmers who had sons desir-
qus of following the profession should
spare no expense to fit them for the prosecu.
tion of the same,

Samuel Sharp of Polnt de Bute favored
the education of young men for farmers. It
was tobe regretted that so many young men,
sone of farmers, left their homes and sought
the cities, This might be accounted for by
the feeling thatthe farmer’s life wasa drudg-
ery, The work could be made a pleasant
one If ‘the fathers desired it. It was the
duty of farmers to educate their sons in the
belief that agriculture was the noblest occu-
pation, Young men should also be well eda-
ocated and after thelr attendance at the pub-
Ho mchool should be smemt to college,
This was one of the finest countries on the
face of the globe, and the people were only
beginning to find markets in the old coun-
tries for thelr cattle, etoc, The facilities in
this province for raising beef were unbound.
ed. Our nearness to the old country gave
us an advantage over any other part of the
continent, The aim of farmers ought to be
to produce beef a8 cheaply as possible, and
they could eaeily compete with any coun-
try.

G. J. C, WHITE

of Sussex thought the matter ander discus-
sion should be carefully considered. The
welfare of the country was dependent vpon
the rural portions, and therefore it was of
interest to the farmers to make an effort to
improve ‘the practice of the profession.
Young ‘men, while being educated, should
be given some work to perform. By this
meaus the men were prepared, intellectnally
and phyeically, for farming. It was too
frequently the case that farmers cultivated
areas mush larger than was advisable, 1t
was more profitable to cunltivate a small
farm than a large ome, Farmers in this
province were extravagant. In many cases
manure was wasted and implements were
not taken care of, and unnecessary labor were
hired. It would be more profitable to the
farmer if the food thrown to the dogs and
ocaty, which were useless, were given to the
pigs.
The secrefary read the following paper

R. E. McLEOD,

of Sussex on the topic : ‘‘How can thefarmers
of this province best improve the practice of
their profession so that they may more suc-
cessfully compete with the agriculture of
other countries ?” -

This is a subject that requires a great
amount of thought and oare, to give an in-
telligent opinion, In the first placeI think
we may stop and consider, and find out to
what are our farms- best adapted in this
province. We are all satisfied that we can-
not compete successfully in growing wheat
for exportation with the weat, therefore we
are not likely to grow more wheat than we
need for home consumption, and many other
orops could be named that will not be profit-

able for us to raisé for sale; yet a large ma.

jority of the people.of our ; .
their living directly by the cultivation of
their farms; and I may here add that for
aught for I know they make as good & lving |
in this province as any other part of the Do-
minion of Canada. i

Oar climate is good, we have a'good soil,
and a better watered country does not exist
on the face of the globe. Although our pro-
oountry, yet we can grow grain with reason-
able success and of good quality, second to
none in the Dominion,

New Brunswick is a good grazing country
and has many advantages, belng near the
sea board,that are not had by farmers in the
far west,

* And again, our country is rich in min-
erals of untold wealth, which are bus par- |
tially developed, but as the conntry bécomes
older this industry will doubtless become of
more value and be more thoroughly looked
after and not only be a means of wealth to
the men engaged it it, but will make a mar-
ket for the farmer and will very materially
aid him In the successful prosecution of his
business,

I HAVE INTIMATED

that we have a good grazing country and if
that be true we can keep stock and export
beef, butter, cheese, milk, sheep, wool and
horses with as large a'margin of profit as any
other agricultural product.

'And again, a farm with stock kept on it
is not so liable to run down as a farm kept
for raising grain. Now I hold that if we
study the resources of our farmers and find
out what they are capable of producing or to
what our farms are best adapted and then
follow an intelligent consistent course, ap-
plying ourselves to our own speclal business,
not bling too much in other profes-
slons, we may successfully compete with
agricultural men in other countries,

I would say in my opinion It Is not
always the man that makes the moat money
that is the most successful farmer, for jwe
find some men can make money under al-
moat apy circumstances, some would appear
to make money by exhausting their farms
for a time, others make money by depriving
themselves of the necessarles of life, while
others make slaves of themselves and fami-
lies for the sake of gain; they forego com.
fort, mental cultivation, and social inter.
course with soclety,they convert themselves
into money making machines to gratify a
sordid, avaricious, covetous desire of the
mind that lowers and degrades the man too
near on a level with the lower animal crea.
tion to be called a successful farmer in the
true sense of the word, although he may be
a successful money-maker. But to

BE A SUCCESSFUL FARMER

a man should make the most of his .oppor-

tunitiea by diligent application to his farm,

laboring intelligently and making the most

of everything in a equare, honest manner, so
that he may be able to help keep up society

and not neglect the cultivation of his own

mind por ‘that of his family,and lay up some-

thing for a rainy day as well, such a man I

count a successful farmer amd able to
compete with agriculturists of other coun-

trles. It is, however, certain that =mo
sountry is without its difficulties, nor is
New Bruoswick without her’s as well, but
our province is yet ia its infancy, not much

more than a' century old and many farmers
not half that age, yet great progress has:
been made considering the short space of
time that has elapsed since the country was

an unbroken forest. There is nogood reason

why we should expect to see our new
country as fully developed as that of our
older neighbors for some time yet,' Bat I
have faith in our prevince and I belleve we
bave as good men in our country as any
other, and when they are properly ednoated
and trained in the art of agriculture they
will succeed as well in our provisce as in
other countries. All that is necsssary te be.
done s to run our farms on an intelligent
and solentific prindiple and success is sure,

IN CONCLUSION

I wish to eay that I can see no good reason
why farmers cannot succeed in their profes-
slon ag well in our country as any other it
we apply ourselves to our business and make
ourselves thoroughly acquainted with it and
raise such crops as our farms are best adapt-
ed to, for the profit of a farm depends more
upon its owner than the farm itself,

The great lack of our farmers is a more
thorough knowledge of ‘ agriculture. We
should know better the value of manure,
how to take care of it and how to apply it.
And still another want, and that is an agri-
cultural school where our young men could
be taught the practical science of agrioul-
ture, 80 that a life time need not be spent
in experimenting to find the best system of
raising orops or the best breeds cf cattle to
be used for a given purpose, or how to feed
them.

I must therefore say, to make the farmers
of this province best improve the practice of
their profession so that they may more suc-
cesefully compete with the agriculture of
other countries educate them,

W. F. BEST,
of St. John, said it was the duty of farmers
to force, if neceseary, the government of the
province to establish an agricultural achool.
The farmers could induce the government to
do this and it would be of great benefit to
the province. He urged the members to
take steps in this matter, He pointed out
the necessity for the education of boys at
the primary schools in some of the principles
of agriculture, .

C. FILLMORE,

of Westmoreland, spoke highly of the agri-
cultural resources of the provinse, second to
those of none. The climate and the soil were
all right, but the difficulty was the desire of
young men to work in the city. Usnally
the most stupid of a farmer’s sons was the
one selected to work on the farm andto take
his father’s place, the others being sent to
college and edncated to enter Into business
in the cities, Farmers were not extravagant,
but should, he thought, spend more money
for Improvements. The tools used in many
cases were entirely unfit for use and the
werk was made lignter by the use of good
implementas,
MR, SUTHERLAND

said the fanlt was that young men aban-
doned farming. They were ambitions and
knowing that, few farmers had ever attained
any degree of fame; they wished to work in
some ocher profession, Farming wae, in his
opinion, the best profession in the world,
and if he had millions of money he would in-
‘vest it in farmivg,

F. A. Dixon believed that more money
ought to be expended in the draining of
farms, Many fields which were for several
weeks in the spriog lying idle conld be cul.
tivated earlier if properly drained. Under-
draining was a very profitable experiment
and he advised all who could afford it to do
it. 'With an sgricultural college in the pro-
vince, young men could comhine work with
.ﬁdy and the benefita would be incalcul.
able,

THOMAS PICKARD

of Sackville was “then called upon for
an haddru:i - and made“ an ; ;:gollegt
speech, w| was greatly ~enjo y
all present. Mr, Pickard said farming
is a business worthy of following. He gave
some statistics -showing that the products of
the soil in New Brufiawick in 1831 were valued
at nearly nine million dollars, while all the
other products combined were worth only seven
and a half millions. The persons engaged in
farming in that numbered 54,590, and
there were otherwise engaged only 50,869. Ag-
riculture did not fill the pockets of the few,
but secured maintenance for the many. Cone
cenfrated capital more effectually influences
legislation than the scattered capital of the
farmers, hence farmers could mot confidently
hope the fiscal policy of the country to give
them any special advantages. They shon:d
ask for none that could only be given
at the expense of others, but should insist that
no hinderances be placed upon their business,
They should resist any attempt to load them
(with more than their share. The government
‘of the province could best help the farmers by
movihg them to help themselves. The only
help that should be given wss that which
would eupplement their own efforts. - It -was
importane that something sheuld be dome to
assist agriculturists. What woulddo it? Was
it the establishment of a college? Were
farmers thirsting for knowledge? He thought
not. That remedy was too slow to take effect,
More knowledge was scattered among the
farmers than they used. If it were used it
would create in them an appetite for more
knowledge. In order to induce farmers
to desire to become educated in Maine
sgricultural  institutes were  held in
all the rural districts, Able lectures
were delivered to large assemblages by intelli-
gent men and great good was accomplished.
This might be tried here. It would do no
harm., He had always hoped that this associ.
ation would accomplish great. things but he
must admit that his hopes were growing faint.
Farmers were not favorable to Guelph college,
and if one were started bere it would be only
slimly attended by farmer’s sons. To show that
we had made some p: during the past
century, [Mr, {Pickard drew attention to the
laws enacted in the local legislature in 1766
and 1769 respectively. The one prescribing the
death penalty for cutting dykes and the other
prohibiting theimportation of wheat, rye, meal,
peas, etc. Farmers did not recognise as much
as they should the neceesity for stirring the
soil. There were in the soil parti.
cles which required the action of the
air, and it was only being  stire
red that they accomplished their desigaed objeot.
No business gives such epportunity for secur-
ing the advantages of the ideal family. None-
of the manual employments are better calculat-
ed to develope intelligent manhood than farm-
ing.  In large manufactories there is minute
division of labor—no ome man completes the
whole but each only a part. - This is not favor.
able to the production of well reunded man-
hood either physical or mental. It tends mere
inferior manhood.: There is more variety in
the farmer’s work, more to stimulate thought,
more to secure exercise and consequent de-
velopement of all the muscles and thus to
ensure a sound mind in & sound body.

on the subject. The paper opened by stat-
ing that hay was the most essential product
in the province, belng the basis to a very
large extent of nearly all other orops.
All good grass land required draining
to fully develope it .and make it as
productive as it may be , made,
Nearly all ‘land can be  largely
improved by a proper application of manure.
From his experience he was Inclined to favor
the spreading of manure on the surface,
which we usually call topdressing, In his
opinion the safest way to utilize the hay
(speaking in a general sense) is to feed it on
the farm, make beef, mutton, butter or
cheese, condense down to the smallest pos-
sible form the product of export, which
leaves more to be returned back to the 8oil,
and thus prevent the farm from being ox-
hausted, as is usually the case when hay is
80ld off the farm. By utilizing the hay in
this manner, and by perfect care and appli-
cation of the manure to the soil, the: farmer
can gradually make his farm cut more hay
each and every year,
COL, BOMVILLE

sald his experience was that it paid him
better to sell the grass, He used chemical
manure on his field, half in the fall and the
remainder in the spring.

G. J. C. White said on the marsh lands
of Sunbury county, which were different
from those of Westmoreland, superphosphate
had been found to be excellent. He had got
the best results on grass lands from barn.
yard manure. He tried chemical manures,
and when used they gave the grass a bitter
taste, and barnyard manure was then re-
quired.

Col, Domville sald Cornelins J, MecIntyre
of Sussex had raised one third more hay by
thte use of chemical manures.

REV. 8. T. RAND,
Miscionary {o the Micmac Indians,

The Best Latin Scholar in Nova Scotia—His
Early Struggles—His Mission Work.

The Halifax Herald of the 30th ult., pub-
lishes an iInteresting sketch of the venerable
8. T. Rand, based on a personal interview:

from which we condense the following : —

‘‘You are Mr, Rand,” I eaid to the patri-
arch.

‘“Yes,” he replied, *“That’s my name.”

‘““How’s your health ?”

“T’ll eay to you as I said to Dr, Burns
upon an occasion not long ago,” he answered.
‘“Whey you are 76 years old, can walk ten
miles withont being noticably fatigued; eat
as heartily and chew as well as ever yon
could; sleep sound, and wake up in the
morning without a single trouble of mind or
pain of body; with your eye as keen as it
was twenty years previeusly, and can pick
up a poem of 500 lines, read it through be-
fore breakfast, and then after reading it
through on five subsequent occasions, repeat
it fcom end to end without a break—you
need have no immediate fears for your
health,”

‘‘Aud that’s an illastration of your health?”

““That’'s what I meant it for. I am now
76 and was never confined to my bed from
sicknegs a day in mylife, My only physical
infirmity is a little deafsess. That was
caused by being violently struck in the ear
by a snowball some thirty years ago.”

I was born in a log shanty on Brooklyn
street, Cornwallls, six miles from Kentvilie,
My grandfather came to Nova Scotia after
the expulsion of the French-Acadians. He
was one of the English pioneers. I don’t
know how much land he obtained, but my
own father and his youngest brother were
allotted one square mile of woodland—what
is now some of the finest land in the Corn.
wallis valley, I was

THE EIGHTH IN A FAMILY OF TWENTY-TWO
CHILDREN,

and was born on the 18th of May, 1810.
My father was married three times, By his
first wife, Amy Tupper, he had three chil-
dren, His second wife was Deborah Tapper,
a sister of the late Rav. Dr. Tupper (father
of Sir Charles, who is consequently my
cousin) and by her he had five children, of
whom I am the youngest, My father married
thirdly, a Miss Schofield, who bore him
fourteen children, The mother of this Miss
Schofield lived to be 106 years old, and when
she was 100 her memory was as clear as a
bell. My father died at the age of 74, and
of the family of 22 only five now survive.
Whatever talent I have been blessed with
I have inherited from my mother.”

Practically self-educated, Mr, Rand mast-
ered at least a dozen languagez—English,
Latin, Greek, Hebrew, French, Italiav,
German, Spanish, Modern Greek, Micmac,
Milicete and Mohawk. *'As I said, I am a
little rusty in some of these now; but twenty
years age, I could read Latin, Franch, Ital-
ian and Spanish, almost as well as Eng.
lish,”

- **Micmac I8 my favorite, because it is one
of the most marvelous of all languages, ancl-
ent and modern—marvellous in its construc-
tion, in its regularify, in its fullness, and it,
i s the language in which I have perhaps
done the most good. It Is a language that
I have tranelated the bible intd, and been
privileged to preach the gospel to thousands
of semi-savages. 'Yes, after leaving Parrs-
boro. I was pastor of the Baptist churches
at Horton, Liverpool, Windsor and Char-
lottetown respectively, until in 1846, just
forty years ago, I devoted my life to mis-
slonary work among the semi-savage Indians
of Nova Scotia.

Seeing Mr, Gladstone’s translation of
Toplady’s Eaglish hymn, Rock of Ages, Mr,
Rend thought he could make a batter one,
8o I made the attempt, and in sending Mr.
Gladstone my tranelation freely oriticized
hizs own, He acknowledged my letter in a
postal card, as follows:—

“Dear Sir—I thank you for the kind
terms used in your letter, and I at once ad-
mit that your verslon of the Rock of Ages is
more exact than mine, Indeed, I can
scarcely say that I aimed at a literary trans-
lation throughout. The versze you quote is
quite accurate, and 8o I have little doubt is
the rest that you have written,

““Your faithfol servant,
‘W, E. GLADSTONE,
‘‘Aug. 22, ’78.”

The card bears the post mark of Hawar-
den, - One of Mr. Rand’s, latest efforts is
the translation into Latia of Addison’s
beautiful version of Psalm xxiii,, which,
perhaps, has never been surpassed, among
all the excellent versions of that ‘‘Hymn of
the Ages,”

HIS WORK MONG. THE MICMACS,

‘“What were the circumstances under
which you devoted your life to mission work
amorg the Micmac Indians’ Mr, Rand ?”

“Forty years ago a wonderful foreign mis-
slon sentiment swept over Nova Scotia, The
Baptists had sent Mr, and Mrs. Burpee to
Burmab; John Geddes and Isaac Archibald,
two young Nova Scotlans in the Presbyteri-
an ministry had devoted thelr lives to work
among the savages of the South Sea Islands,
Prof, Isaac Chipman, was then at Acadia
college. ¥You will remember that with a
party of studentshe was drowned somewhere
near Blomidon, - And it was in the funeral
sermon on the party that the venerable Dr.
Cramp made such a slip of the tongue in the
famous remark concerning ‘‘the loss of six
preclous souls and a man from Gaspereaunx.,”
Well, Prof, Chapman remarked one day that
we should look after the heathen at home,
and suggested that I should learn the Indian
language, I took hold of the idea and de-
termined thenceforth to devote my life to the
work of civilizlng, educating and christian-
izing the semi-savage Indians of the mari-
time provinees, I resigned the pastorate of
my church, that comparatively easy way of
livelihood, gave up all the comforts, con-
veniences, prospects and social happiness of
a pastor and devoted a large portion of my
life to

ASSOCIATION WITH SAVAGES,

and such comforts as were to be derived
from assoclation with them, and spending
portions of a life time in wigwams and in
the woods. Of course, my first task was
to master the language, and I can assure

TO PRESERVE THE TRADITIONS OF BARBARISM

and oa no account to become like white
men., Bat, thank God, all this has been
changed in forty years, in spite of bitter op-
position and difficulties that were apparently
unsurmountable., They are now treated not
only as human beings, but as citizens, They
have the gospel and other bocks in their own
language, and they live ‘in houses, dress,
work and eat like other people, and have
property and schools of thelr own. Forty
years ago the power of caste and prejudice
againet the Indlans were so strong in Nova
Scotis,that even such a good man as Isaac
Chipman didn’t dare to allow me the use of
an unfinigshed and unoccupied room in Acadia
college in which I counld obtain lessons from
one solitary Indian, for fear of affecting the
prpsperity of the college in which his heart
was bound up. Bat today not only the doors
of the Institution are thrown wide open to
boys and girls, and Indians and negroes,and
all other nationalities, but Indfans and
negroes wlill be found sitting side by side
with whites in the common schools and
academies all over the province. Of the
present condition of the Indians of the pro-

Governor, on the 26th February,hag
expressed its opinion that as yet no trustworthy
signs are perceptible of an early revival of
trade as regards our greatest staple article of
export; snd wheresas the present rate of stump.
age is fixed at $1.25 per M., superficial feet of
logs, which seem excessive in the present de.
pressed state of the trade.

Therefore resolved, That the estimated roy.
enue for the current year should be based upon
a reduction of the rates of stompage now
hargable upon timber, logs and other lumber,

The lumbering interest was then, as now,
greatly depressed—the neceesity for a reduc.
tion in the stumpage was evident to all who
took an interest in the welfare of the country
—and yet of all the North Shore members
there were only two who voted to help the
lamberer, and those two were Messrs, Park
aud Adams — Megars,
Ryan,McManus, LaBillots, Barberie, Wheten
and LeBlanc all voted to continue the oppres-
sive stumpage. We are glad tosee that
Mr. Barchill has now fallen into line with
Mesers. Park and Adams, where he should
have been last winter on this question. It
seems to us that the government, realizing
that it hasno record of any consequence with
which to come before the people at the next
election, and being aware of the desire of the
people in several of the counties to secure a
reduction in the stumpage tax, is preparing
to adopt the change urged by Mr, Park and
his colleagues inthe opposition, and that
its followers and papers supporting it are
belng brought intoline. For the sake of the
important lamber Interest, which furnishes
80 much employment, we hspe the govern-
ment will make the change, and if it is done
the opposition will very properly receive

their share of the credit. .1t will be observ-
ed tbat Counoillor Baldwin’s resolution was
unanimously adopted.

NOT FAIRTOP. E. I
An Interview_with Prov. Sect’y Ferguson.

Gillespie, Barchill,

A member of THE SuN staff intercepted Hon,
Denald Ferguson, Provincial Secretary of
Prince Enward Island, while on his way to
Ottawa, a few days ago, and obtained from
bim the following, touching the grounds on
which the Island believes the Dominion
treasury should bear the expanse of constract-
ing the subway across the Strait of Northum-
berland :

Said the provincial secretary: P. E. I is
misrepresented by the customs returns for the
past few years. I$ would appsar taat we had
ceased to import and consume dutiable goods,
if any reliance is to be placed in the face of
these retarns, It would seem that we do not
consume one half the goods that we did prior
to going into Confederation. This may
be explained by the facts that steam
have superceeded sailing v:ssels, and that
the -large wholesale merchants of Montreal,
St. John and Halifax are able to purchase
and import more cheaply than our own mer-
chants the goods we require. Prior to and for
a fow years after entering into Confederation
we owned a large flaet of sailing vessels, in
which our merchaants imported direct from for-
eign countries the gocds they required. Now
that steamers have taken the place of sailing
veesels, the goods produced or manunfactured
in other countries which we require areimport-
ed principally by the Montresl merchants, in
which place the duty is paid and we get no
credit for it. This makes it appear that we do
not contribute our share to the Daminion treas-
ury, which is wrong. One way of showiog how
much we gontribute, as compared with the
other provinces, is by ascertaining the propor-
tion that P, E. Island bears to the population
of Canada, which is ore thirty.ninth. Oaqr
soil is more fertile than thatef any other pro-
vince in the Dominion. For every one hund-
red acres of improved land the census returns
show that we own 55 head of live stock, while
the other provinces show only 38 head. From
the census returns it is shown that we pro-
duce 108 bushels to every acre of improved
Jand; the other provinces show only 61 bushele.
Ouar fisheries are more productive than those of
other provinces taken as & whole, The value
of our fisheries reaches $17 per head of the
population, while that of the other provinces
as a whole is only $3 50 per head. Therefore,
whils our scil is more fertile, and we produce
more agriculture and fish than the other prov-
inces, we manufacture less. Our manufactures
amount to about $31 per head, while those of
the other provinces are in the vicinity of $72
per head. Again, the wealth is more evenly
distributed among us than in the other prov-
inces as shown by the Savings Bank deposits,
which are $16 against $7 in the other prov-
inces. Being manufacturers to only a limited
extent, but larger producersin other respects,
we have larger purchasing power and are com-
pelled to go abroad to purchase. That being
8o it is certain that P. K. I. contributes in the
way of customs and excise duties more than the
other provinces per head, but claiming. how-
ever, only a pro rafo amount. P, E. I. con-
tributes about $650,000 per year to the federal
treasury instead of $190,000 as shown by the
customs returne, The ssme result can be ob-
tained by taking the rate of imcrease in our
import trade before Confederation snd a like
veriod such as intervened sirce 1873, From
1861 to 1873 our importsincreased by nearly 90
per cent., and there is no doubt but what they
have continued to increase at the same rate
eince the later date, which would give about
$800,000 as our contributions to the federal
treasury in the way of duties. The people of

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AMPERIAL FEDERATION OF THE Bmﬁsn
EMPIRE?

By A. B. Walker, LL. B, Barrister-at-Law.

By union the smallest states thrive,
By discord the greatest fall to pieces
—Sallust.

One of the greatest questions of the day,
or the question about to become the greatest
of the present century, is that of Imperial
Federation—uniting the whole British
Empire as one people under one simple
form of government. It is a vital question.
The carrying of it into effect will most won-
derfally improve the condition of the whole
empire, It will benefit the whole human
family, It will fashion a nation such as no
man ever saw, 1t will crown Greater Britain

—the Federated Empire—the mistress of the
whole earth, It will make Her mandate
the political decalogue of every foreign
power, It will draw the citizens of the
hale empire together in the strongest and
clgest tle of union and brothership, It will
firm examples to other nations. It will

t new life into every form of enterprise,
It will diffuse trade and commerce as never
before. It will open new avenues of business.
It will encourage the capitalist to invest his
money in all manners ard kinds of profitable
speculations, It will increase the demand
for labor, It will develop and foster scientific
.and mechanical skill, [t will elevate the
condition ot the artisan, It will ralse the
standard of agriculture. It will settle and
people our unoccupied lands. It will
diminish taxation, I will simplify our laws
and medes of legal procedure. It will sti-
mulate and heighten education., It will
.quicken the aspiration of the citizen. 1t will
sharpen the ambition of public men. It will
create and stir up a healthier natlonal pride.
It will acquire new territory. It will add
other conquests. And it will expand civil
ization to every part of the globe,

Up to a very short time ago Eagland kept
ahead of her foreign competitors, but at the
present time her zsompetitors seem to be
crowding her and{shortening the lead. In
other worde, they are almost at her heels.
Germany, France, the United States and
Russia, among the most formldable of her
rivals, are struoggling hard for the winning
post—the palm of international sovereignty.
This is quite pralseworthy on their part, yet
England should not leave a gingle thing un-
done to excel them at all honorable hazards.
‘To hear of the succses of our neighbors
shonld be a great pleasure; to know of our
own, a greawer pleasure, We are not ad-
vancing as we should in order to retain our
place on the roll of nations. - As we are now,
we are not in a condition to advance, Oar
present political constitution is not conducive
to national thrift, It hasoutlived its useful-
ness. The wants and needs of the nation
have outgrown it. Hence, we must now
turn our attention to its reformation. We
must devise new plans and methods for our
national preservation, growth, and develop-
ment, and at once adopt them, or we will
surely be overtaken and passed by our com.
petitors, who it would seem have no other
hope of winning the race than our neglect to
put forth our superior powers.
~ The time has come when Great Britain
and her colonies must unite and thrive as
the most powerfal empire on the earth, or
divide and be scattered to the four winds.
True there is a fervent feeling or spirit of
loyalty to the mother country in the
colonies, but how long may 1t continue ? Is
it reasonable to suppose that it will continue
for all time and we remain as we now are,
mere dependencies without a-vestige of right
to say a word on imperial affairs unless they
concern alone our own threshhold, and even
then, only as humble petitioners? The
time may come,unless there is a closer union
than that which now exlsts between us,
when colonial loyalty will dwindle down to
historical love, a kind of loyalty or affection
not always to be relied on., Men have been
known to withdraw their support from
wealthy and well paying partnerships, de-
stroy the concern, and forfeit a handsome
income and fortune, simply because their
names were not allowed to appear in public,
If the constitution of the whole empire be
not changed very scon our high spirited
colonial statesmen may some of these days
advocate independence of the colonies. If
such event ever comes about the fate of the
empire will be doomed.

There are opposed to Imperial Federation
two schools of political philosophers—the
independent school who go in for independ-
ence of the colonies, and the let-alone school
who go in for remaining as we now are. To
my mind the philosophy of the Independent
gchool is suicidal, that of the let-alone school
non-remedial. At first thought the inds-
pendent philosophy seems plausible, but
after a second thought its plausibility verges
itself into an incousistent dream. It is a
most delusive fallacy to compare a colony
entering, today, upon its national infamt-
hood with 5,000,000 of .acattered people, to
Eogland in the dark ages. At that time
Eogland, although she had but a few mil-
lion people, was in & better condition than
any of her foreign Mvals, None of them
could put into the field of battle a better
equipped or dieciplined army than she could.
In other words Eogland commenced her
career on equal terms with her contempor-
arles, grew up with them, and finally out-
grew them, But the independent philoso-
phers do not appear to take this fact into
account, They appear to leave out of con-
sideration altogether, that, thers are now at
this very time more than a dozen recognized
nations,some of them with twenty-five times
their colonial population, and none of them
with less than double, who have had cen-
tusles of sore experience as independent
powers. It is unreasonable then, to say the
least, to suppose or predict for an infant na-
tion now.a.days any other end than an un-

timely one,

The moment a colony secedes from the

mother country all imperial interest in it
will disappear. Then will be the beginning
of its sorrows, Wily powers will lay traps
and make plots to involve it in some inter-
national diffizulty where its honor will be at
stake and its overthrow imminent, It will
be sub)ecbe_d to all manners and kinds of
Snubs and insults withous being in & position
to resent them. Very trifling things some-
times bring about war between nations, and
more {especially so when the party feigning
to be irjared or dishonored has good reason
to belleve that its helpless foe is unarmed
or unprepared to resist an attack, This sen-
timental talk about international peace at
any price; of turning the sword into knives
and forks; the cannon into pots and pans;
the man-of-war into a pleasure yacht; and
50 forth, s very pleasant gossip to pass
away an eveniug, but it is very poor philo.
-sophy Indeed to solve the destiny of a na-
tlon, It is contrary to the spirit of both
history and revelation, Jusi so long as
there are different nations on the earth, just
80 long will there be imperative mneed " for
munitions and ordnance of war,

Small independent states are always at
the mercy of large enes In matters of diplo-
matic strife, Their ambassadors aresneered
and scoffed at and spit upon whenever it so
pleases their superiors, Just imagine a
young and inexperienced nation with five
millions of citizens to support its conten.
tions, settling an international issue with
Ruseia or China and getting fair play. Can
any one fancy elther of these haughty pow-
ers ever allowing itself to be governed by
precedent, No, no; the only way to make
them observe the law of nationsis tosummen

.
them $o appesr before the high court of war,
In this court Eogland, very fortunately for all
mankind, her enemies as well as her friends,
has presided as chief arbiter. :

What poseible recompense could an in.
dependent New Zealander expect from
Russia or Chins for a breach of international
comity? How much would they oare for
the whining watchward, ‘I am a New
Zealander ?” Nothing at sll. They would
snap their fingers and tell him to do his best,
To coneole disinterested powers who chanced
to be looking on they might patch up some
unfounded charge to disguise their perfidy.
At all events, they would so manage the dis-
pute as to come out the gainers.  Bat on the
other hand, just let the self same Naw
Z:alander be able, in truth, to tell them that
he is a citizen of a mighty empire; an emplre
composed of nearly three hundred millions
of brave and hardy people; an empire pre-
pared at any moment to roll down all the
thunder of military vengeance on aforeignfoe,
and they would be only‘too glad to ask hia
psrdon ~ with their faces in the dust
of the earth, It should mot be
forgotten that the present behaviour
of foreign nations is due more to the high
place cccupied by England in the aunals of
war than their nstural disposition for peace
and fair play. Put Eogland once in jeopardy
where her supremacy may reasonably be
questioned and the scene will soon be
changed. A sorrowful day indeed would it
be for the human raece if KEagland should
ever be placed in such a position with rival
nations that she could not resist successfully
an insult to her honor by the stern knuckles
of shot and shell,

The let alone philosopby is just as weak
and dangerous as the independent philos.
ophy. It only postpones the calamity to a
later day. It makes us followere instead of
leaders, and learners instead of teachers. In
order to occupy the proud position of arbiter
of the world, we must so arrange the policy
and constitution of our empirs as to enable
us beyond all posaibility of doubt to keep
ahead of all our competitors. We must go
around the ring twice to their once, It will
notdo for us to recline in political and Mtional
indolence and let our rivals adopt a plan to
augment thelir strength before we shall have
enjoyed its firat fruits. Hence, if we expect
to wield the sceptre of internationalsov-
ereignty, we must adopt plans for the ex-
pansion of our power at double the ratio of
that of our nearest and proudest rival. The
only plan now open for us is imperlal feder-
atlon. By its adoption we will make our
nation the immortal judgment seat of the
