(Dundee Courier, Nov. 18.)

The Hon. G. BE. Foster, ex-finance
minister for Canada, addressing a
monster demonstration in Dundee, ask-
ed the audience to point to any coun-
try in the wide world with which this
country had .either free trade or fair
trade. The British people were a fair-
minded people who wanted fair-play,
and they did not intend to exist by
sufferance of any other people on the
face of the globe. The present fiscal
system in Britain was injurious to the

capitalist, and injurious to the work-
men. In the end the question was the
working man’s question, and the work-
ing man’s vote would decide it. The
greatest mistake the working man
would make if he made it would be to
let himself be shoved out with the
consideration of the question.

DUNDEE AND TARIFF REFORM.

Dundee had risen to the occasion in
supporting the cause of fiscal reform.
Last night’'s great meeting in the Kin-
nair Hall is eloquent testimony to the
intense interest Mr. Chamberlain’s
proposals have created in this as in
other parts of the country. The meet-
ing was in every sense représentative,
and the enthusiasm with which the
magnificent speech by Mr. Foster was
received makes it clear that the fair
and adequate scheme of fiscal reform
laid before the coumtry by the ex-col-
onial secretary is cordially welcomed
by the people of Dundee. There was
every evidence, indeed, from the man-
ner in which the arguments by last
night’s speakers, and especially the
appeal made by Mr., Foster on behalf
of colonial sentiment, were punctuated
by rounds of cheering that the citizens
of Dundee have not studied Mr. Cham-
berlain’s speeches in vain. ’

The great Canadian statésman and
orator who has come across the Atlan-
tic to tell the people of the mother
country how ‘deep Is..the interest felt
by the colonies in Mr. Chamberlain’s
scheme must note with pleasure the
anxiety of his kinsmen in the United
Kingdom to learn what colonial opin-,
ion really is on the questlon. Mr. Fos-
ter had no difficulty last night—and he
speaks with an authority .that cannot
be questioned—in convincing the peo-
pie-of Dundee  that the colonies look
upon this matter of fiscal reform and
tariff preference between ihe various
parts of the Empire as absolutely vital
to the best interests of the race. Canada
stretches her -hand across the stretch
of Atlantic waters and invites the
people of the motherland to participate
in her bounteous and golden stores.,
We cannot within our own small in-
sular compass produce food to supply -
the ever-growing millions of a dense,
population. There, in the far north-,
west, lie the great wheat fields, the
acres of golden grain growing on a |
stretch as broad as the Atlantic itself.'
And while in America and other coun-!
tries from which we purchase corn !
there is now little virgin soil left, Can- f
ada, part of our own Empire, has still |
thousands upon thousands of acres yet |
untouched by the ploughshare. As
long as we rule the waves and keep
our Empire intact  our people shall
never want, for there is a granary
whose stores are illimitable and inex-
haustible. But if by any mischance we
should neglect the present opportunity
to ‘grasp the hand outstretched to us

Foster pointed out last night that by
giving the Canadian the preference of

Three Chinamen, Sam Chin, Gum
Tie and Ah Gum, under sentence of
death at Clinton, B. C., for murdering
a countryman, were reprieved on ac-
count of the ‘contradictory nature "of
the evidence.

The trade and navigation returns
were published today. Canada’'s ag-
gregate foreign trade, the sum of ex-
ports and imports for
during the fiscal year ended 30th June,
1903, was $459,640,240, an increase of
$46,208,359 over the previous year. The
total exports were $225,849,724, imports
for consumption $223,790,616. The cus-
toms duty collected was $37,110,354. This
is an increase as compared with the
previous year of $15,209,438 in exports,
$31,008,921 in imports, and $5,684,822 in
duty collected. The aggregate trade
with Great Britain increased from $166,-
526,283 in 1902 to $190,099,222 in 1908.
The trade with the United States in-
creased from $192,012,48% to $209,289,119.
Trade with Newfoundland increased
from $3,498,482 to $3,714,167. Trade with
the West Indies inoreased from $5,-
472,747 to $6,021,294. Exports to Great
Britain rose from $117,820,322 to $131,-
202,321. Exports to the United States
increased by only half a milion,
namely, from $71,107,684 to $71,783,924.

On the other hand the imports from
the States increased by $16,790,445,
namely from $120,814,750 to $137,605,195.
The imports from Great Britain weére
$58,896,901, as against $49,206,082 in 1902,
an increase of $9,690,839.

Lord Strathcona transmitted to the
militia department today a cable mes-
sage from the general officer command-
ing the British forces in Somaliland,
stating that Major Leckie, who was
dangerously wounded by a leopard,
had arrived at Berber on Nov. 22nd, on
his way to this country. Major Leckie's
condition is reported favorable.

ALMOST DROWNED IN MILK,
Bursting of Creamery Separétor Kills
¢ One Man and Fatally Injures
Tw> Others.

BRIDGETOWN, N. J., Nov. 27.—One
man has been killed and two others so
seriously injured that there is very
'slight chance of their recovery by the
blowing up of the Separator bowl in a
milk plant here. The bowl, which was
made of steel and copper, flew to pieces
just as an exploding fly wheel does,
and the pieces were hurled in all direc-
tions. Some of them flew into other de-
partments of the plant, causing consid-
erable damage to the ice making ma-
chinery. The walls of the building
were_riddled as i by shots from kan-
non. Piéces of metal weare picked up
200 feet from the plant. Not only were
the men injured by the flying metal
but they were almost drewned by the

wrist, their hair matted with dried
blood, their clothing covered with dust
and dirt, two beardless boys, Peter
Niedermeier and Harvey VanDine, sat
tonight in the presence of Mayor Har-
rison and Chief of Police O’Neill calm-
1y confessing to their Share in a three
months’ career of crime which has in-
cluded nine murders, the wounding of
five other men and a long series of rob-
beries. The two young bandits, neither
of whom is over 21 years of age, to-
gether with their companion, Emil
Roeski, who is no older, were. captured
hear Liverpool, Ind., today after a fight
in which they battled against police-
men, railroad detectives, railway lab-
‘orers and farmers. One man was kill-
ed, another fatally wounded and all
"three of the young bandits. were wound-
ed, but not seriously.

The three men were wanted by the
police for complicity in the murders at
the car barns of the Chicago City R. R.
Company on August 30, when two men
were killed, a third badly wounded and
$2,250 - stolen from the company. Gus-
tave Marx, who last Saturday night
murdered Officer John Quinn when the
policeman endeavored to place him un-
der arrest, confessed after his capture
that he, in company with the three
men, had committed the crimes at the
car barns. The hunt for VanDine,
Niedermeier and Roeski has been hot
ever since. Although they knew the
police force was looking for them the
three men remained in the city until
Wednesday morning.

“We were ‘laying’ for a fellow that
was a witness against Marx,”
VanDine. On Wednesday they left
Chicago, going to a dug-out made by
railroad laborers near the tracks of the
Michigan Central railroad, near Mil-
lers, Ind. Last night they spent in
another dug-out near Millers station,
and there they were surprised by the
police this morning. Word
brought to the police last night by T.
S. . Reichers, a school teacher near
Clark station, Ind., that fhree men as-
gwering the description of those want-
€d for the car barn murders, -were liv-
ing in the dug-out. Other stories last
night placed the men near Waukegan,
Ill., and the police, placing little reli-
ance. in any of the rumors, sent;only
eight men, Detectives Zimmer, Dero-

coll, Baumer and Hughes to Indiana,
Sheehan being placed in charge of the
squad.

The men .reached the dug-out at
about 8 o’clock guided by.Reichers. As
soon as they were in sight of the
place, the officers advanced in a circle
upon the dug-out where the three rob-
bers were suppcsed to be concealed.

Driscoll, who was walking in closer
than the others, picked up a chunk of
wood and hurled it at the dug-out. In-
stantky there was a flash, a report and
Driscoll fell in a heap, shot through
the abdomen. One of his fellow offi-
cers stooped to raise him and the other
six opened fire on the dug-out, from
which the shots were now coming
thick and fast. While the fire was at
‘its hottest VanDine and Roeski ryshed
out, followed a few minutes later by
Neidermeier. The latter ran to the
tracks of the Michigan- Central rail-
road, and throwing himself flat on the
roadbed, steadied his arm on the rail
and kept up a rapid fire with three re-
volvers. Roeski ran for the bushes,
but VanDine retreated slowly,
though the air around him ‘was filled
with bullets ‘and the snow at his feet
was kicked up by them. He is a
splendid marksman and, catching sight

a tree, he fired.
with a bullet in the head. As he fell
VanDine fired again and the second
bullet tore through Zimmer's arm.
After his arrest, VanDine said: “His
head and his left arm were all I could
see. I hit all there was of him.”
Reoski had by this time disappeared,
and Van Dine and Niedermeiar, plac-
ing tkeir revolvers in their pockets,
made a run for freedom. . The detect-
ives fire constantly, but the bandits
escaped. After running about a mile
across country, they came to the track
of the Pennsylvania railway. A switch
engine with a train of cars was close
at hand, and, hurrying up to it, the
men ordered Brakeman Sovea to un-
couple the train from the locomotive.
He refused. and attempted to ‘take
Niedemeier’'s revolver from him. The
latter instantly sent a bullet through
the brakeman’s brain, laying him dead
in the snow. Springing past Sovea’s
body, -the bandits mounted the locomo-
tives with revolvers in hand, and or-
dered . the engineer to move out in a
nurry, which he did, going in the di-
rection of Liverpool, Ind. After two
miles had been c¢overed the men order-
ed the engineer to slow dowm, and
leaping to the ground, disappeared in
the woods.

When they left the train both men
were nearly exhausted and unable to
travel.

It was easy to track them in
the new fallen snow, and the hunt
was speedily closed. The men were
seen as they dodged about in the sand
dunes and the farmers, most of whom
were arme with double barrelled shot
guns opened fire on them. Nieder-
meier received a charge full in the
head and the blood streamed down his
face and into his eyes, blinding him
so that he could hardly see.

A shot grazed VanDine’s head, carry-
ing off some of his hair, and his
wounded leg was weakening. The
posse was closing in on all sides.
There was no escape, and it was evid-
ent to both men that the time had
come either to surrender or to fight to
the death. Both men were _heavily
armed and able to take more lives be-
fore they lost theingawn, but, as Van-
Dine said tonight in iscusing his sur-
render:

“There would have been no good in
that, as we have not shot anybody un-
less we have had to, and the killing of
| those fellows wouild have not have let

“VanDine and Niedermeier knew
that' I-was the only one who could im-
plicate them in the car-barn case,”
and they hungered for my life. They
would have killed me today, even when
all of us'faced death, if there had
been an opportunity. But I knew it
and watched them. I had to protect
myself agajnst their murderous designs
as well as against the men who track-
ed me.

“I was not in on the car barn deal.
I could have heen and probably would
have been, but we had a little misun-
derstanding. After the ‘job’ the boys
told' me of it. Of course, they real-
ized that I knew ‘it anyway. They
seemed to fear that I would give them
away to the police. ’

“Not long ago VanDine enticed me
into the woods somewhere in Indiana.
He pretended we were searching for
dynamite that was buried, But I
knew he wanted to kill me.

“When I thought he was about ready
to do the job I dovered him with a pis-
tol. I told him if he made a move I:
would shoot him on the spot. He knew
I would do it, too. Would you blame
‘me? Niedermefer and Van Dine, the
very fellows whom I had befriended
time and time again, were waiting for
the opportunity to put a bullet into
my brain. I should have killed one of
jthem. I can hardly stand it when I
think of it.

“I don’t know just how Y escaped
from that bloodthirsty meb today.
When I try to think of the details of
the chase my mind wanders. It is like
a dream.”

Victim Was One of the Crew of the

One of the crew of the Donaldson
line steamer Alcides, docked on the
western gide of the upper I.-C. R.
wharf, was killed in the hold of the
ship Saturday morning. The man was
Donald B. McCallum, aged 41 years, of
He was a widower. The
deceased worked for years on the Con-
cordia of the same line and having
missed his passage on her the last
trip, joined the Alcides. - The, hold of
the last named ship was relleved of
all cargo a few days ago, but there
still remained some dirt consequent
upon the coal brought out, and a
couple of the crew went down there
Saturday morning to sweep it up. Me- |
Callum was one of the men and Mec-
Mullin was the other. While the big
puncheon used in the removal of such
materials was being lowered, it struck
the combings in the ’tween decks and
departed from the slifig, the rope hav-
ing been held by the combings. It
fell into the channel and rébounding,
struck McCallum on the head, killing
him instantly. Dr. James Christie was |
summoned as soon as possible, but he
was unable 'to do anything for the
poor fellow. Coroner Berryman was
notified by Dr. Christie and the cord-
ner was soon at the ship. Dr. Berry-
man expected to find the man in the
hold of the ship, but his body was on
the main deck, stretched out upon a
grating. The chief officer explained
that it had been taken there in order
to give the coroner a better chance to
examine " it,” and, thé& body was un-
doubtedly in a better position there
than down in the hold. Dr. Berry-
man lifted from the body the canvas
material with which 1t was covered in
order to see the head. The face and
head he. discovered to have been all
smashed. .The coroner said he c¢ould
do nothing-more 'then, but. he agreed
to give authority to have the remains
removed to an undertaker’s establish-~
ment. He pointed out that if an in-
quest was deemed necessary, the jury
could view the body at the under-
taker’'s' place. In the evening Dr.
Berryman visited the ship again and
through the courtesy of Capt. Hors-
burg had an opportunity to examine
all of the men on the ship who knew
anything about the occurrence which
resulted in MeCallum’s death.

This steamer, which it is expected
Wwill enter upon the service between St.
John and Halifax, calling at the more
important places along the. South
Shore of Nova Scotia, about the middle
of next month, is a substantial vessel.
She will be Jaunched in the course of
a few days, and will -be almost ready
to proceed to the performance of the
service which she was built to do. The
Senlac’s " dimensions are as follows:
Length, 190 feet over all; beam, 33 feet.
She will draw 9.9 feet. This boat has
‘been built to suit the South Shore
trade, hawing light draft, which should
enable her.to go into any of the ports
at low water, and having ample cargo
;accommodation, nearly all in the ’tween
decks, 'which prevents the extensive
breakage so often occasioned by coast-
ing boats on account of having to hoist
the cargo out of the hold. With such
large 'tween deck accommodation, it
is expected that nearly all the cargo
can be carried there, and it will be
trucked in and out of the steamer, no
hoisting -being required. The only ob-
istructions to the whole length and width

of the ship in the ’tween decks which

would debar it from carrying cargo,
are the messroom for officers, situated
aft, and the storeroom and refrigera-
tor. The balance of the space outside
of the engine room casing will be clear,
affording great floor space to sort and
stow away traffic.

The passenger accommodations are
very complete, the passages and rooms
being finished in white and gold and
well carpeted. All the berths have
wire springs, carved berth-boards, and
are furnished with the best of linen.
Electric lights are everywhere, even
through the cargo space, and a 5,000
candle power search light will contri-
bute to the safety of navigation at
night, This boat will carry 27 of a
crew, and sleep in addition to this 95
passengers. $She will have passenger
license for 500.

C. P. R. MAY MAKE WAR OF
RATES.

Rivalry With the Great Northern Rail-
may May Result in Low Kinter
Freight Rates Which Will
Benefit St. John.

NEW.YORK, Nov. 26.—James J. Hill
denies that his co-operation with the
Canadian Northern in the establish-
ment of the so-called “bullet” service
between St. Paul and Winnipeg indi-
cates an intentisn on his part to fight
the Camadian Pacific. He says he hs
not the least objection to the éxtension
of the Soo line northward. He adds
that it was always intended to put on
such a service as this as soon as the
Canadian Northern was ready. It is
purely and simply a traffic matter, and
will not, says Mr. Hill, lead to any
trouble with the Canadian Pacific.

In other words, Mr. Hill says he is
not looking for & fight. The Canadian

Paclﬂg people, on the contrary, say that
if Mr, Hill is not looking for a fight, he
is certainly in a fair way to get one.
They take the ground that Mr. Hill is
now and always has been the aggressor.
They say that ever since the Canadian
Pacific bought the Soo lne both the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific
have done everything they possibly
could to make the purchase valueless,
or at any rate to minimize its value to
the Canadian Pacific. They ‘'say that
they have stood for a long time the an-
noying tactics of Hill officials, and that
they ‘have stood it with good grace.
They admit that there have been re-
prisals at times, but claim that the re-
prisals were not by any means what
they might have been.

It is believed, however, by everyone
concerned that here will be no serious
trouble for some months, or until the
heaviest part of the grain traffic is
over. While all roads are doing their
best to handle this business there will
be no incentive whatever to anything
like hostile tactics on either side; in
fact, hostility would lose money to all
parties. It is during the bad winter
months that trouble is likely to break
out, and it is the opinion of one north-
western official that it is just as likely
as not to be precipitated by the Cana-
dian Pacific through the making of very
low winter rates on non-perishable
freight across the continent.

During these months the road will
have more idle equipment on its hands
than ever before in its history, for the
simple reason that its equipment has
been tremendously increased during the
past twelve months. It.is the opinion
of the official mentioned that the road
is almost certain to put in winter rates
this year lower than ever before in an
effort to divert to that line some of Mr.
Hill’s tonnage. If this happens there is
pretty certain to be war,

G. P.’s ON STRIKE,
Part of the Gang Quit Work, but the
Cells and Fasting Soon Brought
Them Around.

(St. John Star.)

The members of the chain gang had
cold feet yesterday and were not in-
clined to work. Early in the morning
they got out of bed and had break-
fast—good, pure, wholsome food and
lots of it. -Having eaten, they felt bet-
ter and decided that as the morning
was quite too chilly they would not go
to the park. When the time came to
march out, in accordance with their de-
cision, they refused to budge and
quietly settled down to a day’'s rest.
The guards were at a loss to know
what to do, but sent for Deputy Sher-
iff Rankine, who delivered an oration.

He pointed out the many advantages
of a healthful occupation, and inciden-
tally mentioned the inconveniences of
refusal, such as lack of companionship
and a want of variety in the menu. In
this manner he so worked on the feel-
ings of the men that all but four or five
decided that on the whole there was
nothing like work to keep one in good
trim.

So they went out, with only warm
mitts and socks, and light 'clothes on
other parts of their bodies, and the
four or five others remained behind.
These, by the way, had just eaten
breakfast and were not feeling hun-
gry. They went back " to their cells
and stayed in them instead of enjoying
that elevating companionship &nd com-
munion of souls so common in the jail.
But when dinner time came they began
to feel that emptiness and longed for
the flesh pots of Egypt, the roast beef
to which 'they had been accustomed.
Instead of this, they got bread and
water—good, pure, wholesome food and
lots of it—and at supper time their
strength was renewed on the same
dainty viands. This settled the insub-
ordination. This =morning the ' men
went to work. The strike was over
and the whole fourteen are shovelling
dirt.

CHEWED HIS LIP OFF.
Brutal Assault on Alexander Longon
by James Ramsey, Alias Jimmy
the Squealer,

James Ramsay, otherwise known as
Jimmy the Squealer, has added another
characteristic to those which already
make him well and unfavorably known
in police circles. Thursday night he
chewed the lower lip or at least a con-
siderable portion of it, off Alexander
Longon.

Very little is as yet known of the af-
fair, but .about half past nine Mrs.
Longon went into her home on the
Westmorland road and found Ramsay
sitting on the table. Her husband was
also seated in the room, the lamp was
out, and the windows were broken.
There were other signs of trouble, so
Mrs. Longon after taking an inventory
complained to the police that Ramsay
had assaulted her husband. About an
hour later Officers Covey and Greer ar-
rested Ramsay. Longon did not appear
anxious to give him in charge or to
make any complaint. When arrested
Ramsay bore marks of the fight. His
face was badly bruised and secratched.

Since his bout with Jack O’Brien, in
Philadelphia, a week ago tonight, Sul-
livan has won friends for himself by
the score, not only in Boston, but in
New York and Philadelphia as well.

A match may be made between them
for the near future, and if 'Sullivan’s
work in this is satisfactory, he will
then go after Tommy Ryan for the
middle-weight championship of the
world. O’Brien is the only man who
stands in the way of his meeting
Ryan, For this reason, especially,
Sullivan is anxious to meet O’Brien,
but the latter must make weight. At
one hundred and fifty-four pounds
Twin feels sure that he will win from
the fast Philadelphia boxer. In their
last bout, O’Brien had about 20 pounds
the better of the weight.

Sullivan is undoubtedly one of the
best boxers Boston has produced in
many years, Since entering the game
he has met some of the best men in
the country at his weight and has
never been decisively beaten. A few
decisions have been given against him,
but never has any boxer had more
than a shade the better of it with him.
Twin John has
out, but has several times sent oppon-
ents into dreamland. His improve-
ment in the past year has been won-
derful, and- he is being readily talked
of as coming champion middle-weight
of the world. Within a year, Sullivan
has met and defeated Andy Walsh of
Rochester, N. Y., Jim Judge, Charley
O’Rourke, Jim Guider, George Cole,
Tom <Carey and Jack Williams.

KILLED BY SCRATCH OF CAT HE
WOUNDED.

Blood-Poisoning Set In, and He Liwved
Only Four Days, Despite Doctors.

A St. Petersburg despatch says:
‘Whether M. Lopoukhin, director of the '

for his imperial master, as everyone

the less significant, for they show clear-
ly that instead of relaxing any of the
tireless vigilance which has surround-
ed Russian rulers for so long, the gov-
ernment is depending even more upon
its secret police for the sovereign’s
safety. Probably the authorities of no

a#l other nation would have sent fifty spe-

cial police agents to Rome six weeks
ahead of their ruler to feel the public;

compassed the Czar during his recent
trip to Darmstadt.

The detail selected to do this is the
pick of the special police and always
is composed of men who have been
tried in loyalty. After satisfying
themselves that the poverty-stricken
peasants have no bombs concealed in
dwellings, the commissiéh “pro-
ceeds to close and seal with the gov-
ernment stamp any outbuildings nof
in actual use, and the owners are for-
bidden to open these until officially
notified to do so. After the commis-
sion leaves, not one not a member of
the householder’s immediate family
may occupy any of the buildings, and
no visits may be received from strang-

Forty-eight hours before the arrival
of the imperial train strangers must
leave all villages through which the
train is to pass, and 24 hours before
the special is due, two policemen are
stationed in every house standing
within twenty yards of the line to pre-
vent any suspicious person from en-
tering the premises.

In order that there shall be no
guerilla work from inside the houses
on the railway line, every - window
facing the track -must be securely
boarded up. All cattle, too, and every
dog must be shut out of sight, and
when this is done, and the seals on
the outbuildings examined, the guards
are about ready to watch the royal
train whizz through. Even after the
inhabitants have compliled with all the
rules regarding their homes, they are
not allowed to remain in them while
the train passes, but must assemble
at a place which the police designate,
arranging themselves on either side of
the track at least tem yards jaway.
These groups, let it be understood,
must consist only ‘of actual residents
and should any stranger be found in
the crowd the police have strictest or-
ders to get him away as far as pos-
sible before the train arrives. After
the cars have .passed the regulations
require that the villagers shall stand
in their tracks until notified to dis-
perse, and they are never notified a
minute before the train is out of sight.

Nor are these the only details of the
minute arrangements. Hundreds of
officials line the railway, the signalmen
standing within speaking distance, and
often an exact duplicate of the im-
perial train precedes that containing
the Czar, to encounter any mines that
may be placed under the track. Some-
ties the scout takes the form of an ex-
pert riding a railway tricycle, who
closely examines every'foot of the
line before the royal train comes
along.

‘While every other European country
takes reasonable precautions to ensure
its sovereign’s safety while travelling,
it is only Russia and Turkey that: go
to extremes.

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RECENT VIEW. OF THE ALASKA
BOUNDARY AWARD.

Alderman Thomas Millidge is not one
of the Canadians who think that the
Dominion has been wronged by the
Alaska boundary decision. Through
the Sun today he presents "his reasons
for accepting the verdict of Lord Al-
verstone as against that of the dis-
Benting Canadian commissioners. . In
this view Mr. Millidge is supported. by
the historian from Queen’s University,
Who a few years ago agreed to write
a "magazine article on the boundary
case, but after an examination of
the documents gave up the task be-
cause he did not wish to prejudice the
Canadian case which he found himself
unable to support. He also agrees
with Mr. C. H, Lugrin, Bishop Ridley
and other British Columbians, and with
Colonel - George T. Denison, the Tor-
onto imperialist.

Mr. Millidge confines his examination
to the question of the land boundary,
though the chief course of irritation
seems to be the award of the islands
and the course through Portland Chan-
nel. It is this latter feature of Lord
iAlverstone’s decision which Commis-
gioners Jette and Aylesworth declare
to be diplomatic rather than judicial.
Mr. Aylesworth’s charge, which is sup-
ported by Judge Jette, is that Lord Al-
verstone agreed with them that ‘the
four islands belonged to Canada, that
fhe and they prepared a statement on
this basis, and that without ever ex-
plaining to the Canadian commission-
ers the reason of his change of opin-
ion, he accepted the majority deeision,
giving two islands to the United States.
They say moreover that this decision
establishes a  water boundary for
which no argument was made and
no evidence offered. There is no doubt
that three-fourths of the Canadian
@issatisfaction with Lord Alverstone’s
decision, and nine-tenths of the eritic-
ism to which he has been exposed on
this side of the water and the other,
§s due to this statement of the Cana-
dian commissioners. The testimony of
the two British ‘members of the com-
mission against the bona fides of their
British colleague has done far more to
disturb the minds of the Canadian peo-
ple than the judgment itself. It is true
that Mr, Aylesworth had greatly modi-
fled his reflections when he spoke in

"/ Toronto at his own banquet, but the

gischief had then been done.
Profesgsor Benjamin Russell, M. P,
one of the leaders of the Nova Scotia
bar, delivered an address in Halifax
the other day in which he took the
same ground as Alderman Millidge,
though he admitted that the question
in dispute was not. without serious
difficulties. The Halifax lawyer was
more censorious than the St. John
" Jurist, and sternly reproached the Can~
adlan press at large - for. the attacks
which have been made upon the award,
and especially the reflections of the
lourna.llsts‘ upon the lord chief justice
of England. We believe that Dr. Rus-
sell uses the term “outrageous” as in-
@icating the culpability of the Cana-
dian press generally. For himself he
says that he hu»used all the means

“ working to make

avallable to formi a correct Judgment,
reading the 'documents consulting
learned Jurists, and giving the subjeet
due reflection. He has not yet been
able to satisfy himself €xaotly as to
the merits of the Canadian and United
States cases. In bad contrast to this
deliberative, industrious and Judicial at-
titude is that of the Canadian journal-
ists, who, according -to Dr. Russell,
have been able to decide without con-
sideration and without much inquiry,
but with violent unanimity that the
boundary award is ‘wrong and unjust
to Canada. These imputations have
greatly disturbed the Halifax Chron-
icle, which meets Dr. Russell’s re-
proaches with the charge that he is
assuming too much superiority over
other mortals, and that his lecturing
tone is quite inconsistent with his pro-
fessions of modesty. The Chronicle
shows that journals of high standing
in England have gone farther than in-
fluential Canadidn papers. It will be
observed that Mr. Millidge in his dig-
nified discussion of the case deprecates
the attacks made on Lord Alverstone.

This journal is not troubled over Dr.
Russell’'s too  sweeping charges
against the Canadian press. The Sun
has never !aild that the decision was
wrong, but on the contrary admitted
that the United States case in respect
to the ten league strip was a strong
one, Mr. Sifton was good enough to send
to the Canadian press a Vverbatim re-
port of the address of the counsel, and
it appeared to this paper than the Can-
adian case was not so absolute as to
discredit a decision the other way. We
do not think that the Sun was alone
in making this admission after the de-
cision was given. So that perhaps a
Canadian newspaper man may be as
free to apply the word ‘“‘outrageous”
to Dr. Russell's sweeping charges as
he is to apply the term to the press of
the whole Dominion.

If the history of the newspaper
criticism in this country is examined
it will be found that Mr, Aylesworth
and Judge Jette are ia,rgely if not
mainly responsible for it, not because
they differed on most points from
Lord Alver§tone. but because they de-
clare that his Judgment, on one point at
least, was not a Judgment at all, but
& diplomatic surrender disguised as a
judgment. Their complaint against
him goes even farther. For if he was
there  as a diplomatist as well as a
judge, s0 also were Commissioners
Aylesworth and Jette, and we have, ac-
cording to their testimony, one of the
three British diplomatists negotiating
a treaty without the consent or know-
ledge of his associates on the same
mission. It is not the Canadian press,
but the members of this responsible
and dignified c\mmission who present
the chairman in that light.

Our own opinion of the whole matter
is that the decision is the only one that
could be expected. It was certain from
the constitution of the tribunal that no
award favorable to Canada could be
obtained. Whatever surrender has
been made was made when the terms
of the reference were accepted by the
Canadian govérnment. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier said at that stage that the ar-
rangement was a Canadian victory. He
knows better now. i

THE BRITISH OFFICERS.

It is not often that the cheerful fes-
tival of St. Andrew is made the occas-
ion_ for such a flerce arraignment of
any human being or class of persons
as that wherewith the orator of last
Monday made his indictment of officers
of the British army. When the news

of thg death of Sir Hector Macdonald
with all the sorrowful story that could
then be told, was given to the world,
not his fellow countrymen alone, but
all British people were touched to the
heart with, the pity of it. If he had
‘waited and fought the charges down,
the vindication that has now come too
late, would have been welcomed in
every part of she Empire. deay if it
were known how many or what Brite
ish officers or army officials wer% so
base as to make or promote false
charges against Sir Hector Macdonald,
all that wgs said last evening, and
more, would be endorseq in its appli-
catiom to these traitors to their land,
the service to which they belong, and
their comrade in arms,

But in denouncing injustice other in-
Justice should be avoided. The British
army has thousands of officers of high-
er or lesser rank. Whatever may be
their faults it is still our happy privi-
lege to believe that these officers are,
as a class of men, no less honorable
than other men in the country. They
come from many kinds of homes.” They
are the sons of business men, of pro-
fessional men, of soldiers of the gen-
eration before them. They come from
England, Scotland and Ireland, and
from Britain beyond the sea. Who be-
lieves that the officers of the British
army are as a body so base, so jealous,
S0 utterly unmanly that they would
wreck the reputation and destroy the
life of a comrade because his birth
Wwas more humble than theirs, or because
he at one. time served in the ranks?
Nor will it be easily believed that the
officers holding highest command in the
British force would deprive a tried and
proved brother officer of his reward,
or stand by and see him unjustly
hounded to his death because of his
supposed inferiority. The men respon-
sible for the army have made many
blunders, but they are not monsters of
inhuthanity. All our pity for Sir Hec-
tor Macdonald, all our indignation for
the wrong done him, does not justify
the statement or the belief that the
day of chivalry is over among the of-
ficers in our army.

There was a statesman who said that
he could not draw an indictment
against a whole nation, and it is equally
rash to make a personal arraign-
ment of the officers of the British
army. After all it must be remember-
ed that scarcely another officer in the
British army, whatever his birth or
social pdsition, was advanced so rapid-
ly or won so many honors at so early
an age as this “ranker.” Over the heads
of the sons of dukes and of millionaires
he was promoted, by the recognition
of his extraordinary gifts and capacity
and power as a fighting man. He had
important administrative positions in
time of peace. He had always his
chance in war. Lord Kitchener, who
last evening was represented as one
who stood in the way of his promotion,
must have recommended his advance-
ment on several occasions. His Ma-
Jesty, who was mentioned last even-
ing in contrast to the late Queen, glve
proof-of his regard for the brave officer
who had served the Empire so well.
Whatever may now be said, there is
nothing in the known history of Sir
Hector Macdonald’s life down to the
last few months to show that the na-
tion or its rulers failed in any way to
recognize the services and merits of this
favorite son of Scotland. If there
are any who know the inner history
of the tragedy at Paris and of the cir-
cumstances that preceded it, they may
know who ought to be blamed. The
guilty need not be spared. But we take
leave to say that in the British army,
in every rank of the service from the
commander-in-chief down, the great
majority of the officers and soldiers
alike would resent as strongly as M,
Rainnie an unjust and dishonorable
act, especlally, if it were cruel and

Even
Henry Clay, whose aspirations for the
presidency covered a period of more
than a quarter of a century, was only
twice a serious candidate, though he
was voted for more than that many
‘times. Mr. Cleveland has the record in
another respect, as on three occas-
ions he polled a majority of the indi-
vidual votes, though in one contest
Mr. Harrison received a majority of the
electoral vote and was chosen.

iEa.stport Canners, Employes and Mer-
chants Feel Blue Over Sea-
son’s Work.

EASTPORT, Nov. 28.—Monday, Nov.'
130, marks the end of the sardine sea-
!son of 1903. The law permits the sar-
[ dine factory owners to seal all the fish
ion hand Dec. 1, but no fish can be
packed after midnight Monday, and as
herring have been taken in larga
quantities during the past three weeks
the canneries are being run to. their
! full capacity in order to get as many
little fishes packed in hoxes as possible
before the time limit expires.

The fish were scarce about all the
season, but the price was compara-
tively high and weir owners may be
said to have had a fairly successful
season in spite of the drawbacks en-
countered. Owners of factories have
been having their own troubles, how-
! ever, and the season’is not considered
by them to have been a success. Sup-
| plies of all varieties have been high,
'and the scarcity of fish of all kinds,
especially those suitable for .“oils,”
did not add to their profits or enjoy-
ment. {

The total pack this year is fully..a
third below the average, and the mar-
ket price of mustards and oils'is now
especially high, a ‘condition prevalent
throughout the entire season. Latrge
shipments of fish have been made
during the summer, but ithe bulk of
the pack has been stored for shipment
later -in the season when the market
shows a stronger tendency.

64,000 Cotton Operators in New Eng-
land Lose Ten Per Cent. of J[Their
Pay.

PUTNAM, Conn.,, Nov. 30.—A reduc-
tion of teri per cent. ih wages went into
effect today in a number of cotton mills
in eastern Connecticut. 'The Manahdn-
sett mill in this city, the Quinebaug in
Danielson, and ‘the Wauregan and
Aldfeh mills, in Wauregah are among
thie wetiterng wiioa gave 1'~'ice of the
cut. About 3,500 operatives are affect-

ed.

BOSTON, Nov. 30.—The wages of
about 32,000 cotton operatives were re-
duced ‘to day. Today's addition brings
the total number in New England who
have had their pay cut down this fall
to about 84,000 and the cut which takes
effect in New Bedford next Monday
will swell the total to aBout 75,000. The
cut in the majority of factories aver-
ages ten per cent. Today practically
every mill in Rhode ¥sland, in which
state there are about 2,200,600 spindles,
adopted the neéw  schedule. In that
state’ nearly 20,000 operatives are af-
fécted and the new order of things will
mean a loss of fully $20,000 weekly in
wages. The cut also became operative
in mills in Massachusetts and Connecti-
cut controlled by Rhode Island capital
and employing 7,000 additional hands.
The reports from ths mill district Indi-
cate that the schedules were received
without any serious protest on the part
of the operatives. \

SIR JOHN MAPLE, FAMOUS RACE-
" HORSE OWNER, DEAD,

Headed List of Winners in 1902~Was
. Business Man and Mémber
of “Parliament.

LONDON, Nov, 24.~Sir John Blun-
dell Maple, Bart.,, M. P., is dead. He
was born in 1845..

The deceased baronet was a typical
figure in this busy age. He was with
equal success a business man, race-
horse owner, country squire and mem-
ber of parliament. At the age of sige
teen he commenced business -in his
father’s small  furniture shop, which
gradually developed into its. present
huge proportions. His title was a re-
;wa.rd for political services tb the union-
sts. "

His exposure of thé remount scan-
dals in the South African war was one
of the earliest movements toward the
reform of the war office.

Few men played a more important
part in the racing world than Sir John
Maple in the last two decades. He
headed the list of winning owrers in
1902 and had the largest racing stud in
the United Kingdom,. but the aristo-
cratic Jookey Club persistently denied
him admittance, presumably on ac-
count of his connection with business,
until last September, when it was al-
ready known that his #llness must be
fatal.

ALEX, A. WATSON.DEAD.

A Resident of St. John Since 1854 —
Came from Selkirk, Scotland.

The death occurred Monday of
Alexander A. Watson, in the 75th year
of his age. Deceased had been ill for
& number of years, having suffered
from & shock of paralysis some years
ago. During the last few months his
health was steadily failing and while
his death was not unexpected, it came
to the family as a severe shock.

Deceased has been a resident of 'St.
John since 1854 (the year of the chol-
era), when he arrived here from Sel-
kirk, Scotland. Since that year Mr.
‘Watson has been continuously in busi-
ness. He was the first professor of
dancing in this city and was a teacher
of adl kinds of musical instruments.
He was the originator of what was
known in the old days as ‘“The
Friary,” a dance hall on Hotsfleld
street. .

From 1868 to 1877 deceased was one
of the leading photographers of the
city. In 1877 deceased and his eldest
son, W. G. J. Watson, went into busi-
ness on King .street, about where
Bruckhof’s -now is, uhder the : firm
name of Watson & Co. Here they
conducted a book and stationery busi-
ness till the big fire, when they were
completely burned out. After this
they openhed-up at the corner of Chéar-
lotte and Union streets, and for the
past twenty-five years the firm has
done business at this stand.

Four and a half gears ago deceased
retired from the firm and since that
time the sons have carried on the
business.

The last part of
his address was also most impressive,
but some of his hearers were disposéd
to criticise his reflections upon .the
British officers and public men as too
sweeping, and its tone as too bitter to
be appropriate to such an occasion.

Following is the conclusion of the.ad-
dress:

All can remember the thrill of pain
that ran through every Scottish heart
when the news came of that fatal pistol
shot of March 25th, in Paris,whose echo
startled a world. Hector Maedonald’s
unique career had endeared him to
all our hearts, and his untimely end
was regarded as little less than a na-
tional disaster. He was a son of the
80il, a “ranker” who had risen to .a
commanding position in the British
army. ‘Without friends or influence
this ranker by sheer grit and ability
had held his own with the bluest blood
of Britain, and those who were born
with the proverbial silver spoon in
their, mouths could  not endure the
‘man who was not, to be set over themi.
He had entered the army determined
to get on. Class prejudices and military
caste, nowhere stronger than 'in the
British army, opposed every step. We
remember how he won his commission
on the march to Kandahar.  We recall
how on Majuba Hill he fought till every
weapon gone and nothing left but
his own bare fists, he used them
So well that even the admiration of
the sullen Boers was roused and they
spared him, with the cry, “Don’t shoot
8 prave' man.” With pride we ecan
point to his work in Egypt, which
transformed the downtrodden and qdis-
pirited Egyptia® into the bravest'and
best disciplined soldier in the world.

We know that Macdonald was the real’

hero of Omdurman, and he alofie saved
the day, though ¥itchener was nomi-
nally in chief command. Our gallant
war correspondents made that an open
secret. Yet Lord Kitchener received 4
reward cf £30,000, while the real win-
nér of the battle was in London with-
out a sixpence in his pocket. When
some. pariies wanted to oppose that
grant in. parliament unless something
was done for Macdonald, he himself
asked -them to refrain, saying his
friends did not know .thé harm they
were doihg him with™his guperior offi-
cers by the praise and honors 'they
were. showering on ‘him. When " the
Highland Brigade was demoralized at
Magersfontein, Hector Macdpland was
brought from India and by his energy
and the brigade's confidence in him,
shook them together and made them
men fit again to dare and dod. Lord
Reberts seems to have looked on Mac-
donald with confidence and kindness,
but the 'same cannot be said of some
other geherals of High positioh. As
soon as Lord Reoberts returned home
from Pretoria and left the chief com-
mand in South  Africa to Lord Kit-
chener's control,’ Hector Macdohald
was deprived of the command of the
Highland Brigade and ordered back. to
India.
office was displeased with him, al-
though no satisfactory explanation of
their attitude has ever been given,
Perhaps he stood in the wvay of the
“man of iron,” ahd must be crushed.
Certain it is ‘that the people felt their
héro had not been fairly dealt with in
South Africa. Ere he could resume his
Indian command he was transferred
to a ‘subordinate position in Ceylon.
This was the beginning of the end, and
the brave yet lonely man was left in
hig obscurity to brood over an injus-
tice he keenly resented but could only
endure. - Then camesthe belt from the
blue. ¥t was stated that grave charges
had been preferred against him. - We
can imagine the nature of the influ-
ences he had to contend with, and the
intrigues of which he was the victim.
Feeling .in his loneliness that he could
ngt hope for justice, sihgle-handed in
the struggle, he came to England seek-
ing help and advice; and they were

.denied him. He was not even allowed

to see, or consult with, his friends.
History had repeated itself with a sad-
der ending. Once before a gallant Scot-
tish soldler—S8ir Colin  Campbell—
driven through war office foolery and
arigtocratic army officer snobbery to
the .same fatal despair as poor, gal-
lant, high-spirited 8ir Hector Macdon-
ald, bade farewell, after the battle of
Alma, to his Highland Brigade, and
annoyed at the wave of jealousy and

‘snobbery persecution which assailed

him on every side because of his dar-
ing deeds, came to England to throw
‘his commission in the faces of the war

It was “hinted that the war]

office clique, What they might have
done is conjecture, for luckily Queen
Victoria surmised the difficulty, and
her good sense and tact triumphed and
the war office had to abandon their
disagreeable tactics. Colin Campbell
returned to lead his brave Highlanders,
quell the Indian mutiny, and die Lord
Clyde. But the Queen’s successor has
not the same interest in Scotchmen
and their affairs, and so Hector Mac-
donald’s enemies had a free hand. He
left to face his accusers, but his case
had already been judged. A respon-
sible governor of a British colony, in
defiance of every law, had abused his
position and discussed the subject with
the press before the trial.  Macdon-
ald found on reaching Paris a scurri-
lous journal giving allﬁged facts re-
garding his case and position. Theése
have been proved 'to be utterly false
and groundless by the commission of
investigation. But they:had done their
work. Sometimes words wound more
than swords, and Macdonald’s proud,
sensitive Highland nature could bear
no more. Once before, when threaten-
ed with a court-martial for effecting
a brilliant coup by disobeying orders,
he had quietly said, pointing to : his
sword, “That first.” It was his way,
and if in the end he took it who shall
Judge him? No Scotchman ever will or
believe thdt last act a proof of guilt.
His character has been completely vin-
dicated and his innocence established
beyond a . doubt. But further
indignity was still to follow.
Even in death they could not let
him lie in peace. His body was se-
creted in the English church at Paris
and the war office offered to make all
arrangements for the funeral if it took
place in Paris. The pergecutors had
gone too far. They had not reckoned
on Scotland’s love for Hector, and ere
they knew it, the heather was on fire.
Scotland was determined that her lone-
ly hero who had carved out such a
splendid career, who had so faithfully
fought his country’s battles in Africa,
India and Egypt, and who had died in
the bitterness of loneliness, should not
be buried in foreign soil. So the war
office had to yield, but they stipulat-
ed to the widow, through the lord ad-
vocate and Lord Balfour of Burleigh,
that the funeral must be private.. So
poor Hector’s body was despatched to
London like a box of drapery goods,
trundled across London on a parcel van
as if it were so much merchandise, tak-
en to Dean Cemetery in Edinburgh and
buried as a leper or a felon. Are all
army officers who die under a c¢loud
treated like that? Many a pound of
good gunpowder has Britain wasted
giving military funerals to men who
were as great scamps, profligates and
scoundrels as ever died unhung, sim-
ply because they had a claim to hbnor
as British officers. But an innocent
man was denied the rites accorded ev-
en to the mednest who wear the scarlet
coats of Britain. Can we escape the
conviction that this gallant Scottish
soldier was the victim of spite and
jealousy which hounded him to his
death? And for that we Scots shall
have vengeance. Many a brave and
noble Scottish and Irish officer must
live an alein from his native land and
fight beneath another flag than that
which saw his birth because of the
jealousy and snobbery of the war of-
fice and its crew of favorites. But our
day will come and well may the Eng-
lish war . office tremble for our hand
will not be stayed. No mercy will we
have for Scotland’s harp would be for-
ever mute, her soldiers’ hearts turn
craven and her strong right arm drop
paralyzed and helpless in the hour of
need if she forgot to strike a blow for
Hector Macdonald. %

Meanwhile we will keep his memory
green and build our cairns to tell how
Scotia lent him to an empire to pile
glory round its throne, and they cast
him broken-hearted to a bitter death
alone. Wails the Lion for his nurseling,
for the son to glory born, in the zenith
of hig manhood and his martial honors
torn; not the blow of honest warfare,
openhanded in the field, but the stings
of vipers venomed pierced our war-
rior's shield. Sweet and peaceful be
thy rest, our Hector, their malice and
their hatred cannot touch thee more.
We will ne’er forget thee and thy
wreath clad grave in yonder cemetery
will be the Mecca of sorrowing pil-
grims from all quarters of the world
as we pay our homage to a brave and
noble man unjustly done to death, and
will leave to our descendants as our
most treagsured possession a wee bit of
heather from Hector DMacdonald’s
grave.

GRAND MANAN.
Sardines Have Been Fairly Plentiful—
Herring Season a Failure.

GRAND MANAN, Nov. 28.—Sardines
have been fairly plentiful here this
month and have been bringing the
lucky fishermen who took them in
their weirs fancy prices. At the Ad-
miral weir at Seal Cove $19.75 was
paid for 33 hogsheads fine oil sardines,
and the other weirs have sold all the
way from ten, twelve, sixteen and
eighteen dollars per hogshead. Four
steamers and some sailboats were all
in Grand -Harbor at anchor waiting
for the seining of the weirs. At the
end of the month eight or ten thou-
sand dollars will have been left with
our fishermen for sardines. It was a
genuine dispensation of Providence to
our people, some of ' iwhom had not
done anything up to the time sar-
dines were in such demand,

The recent cold, rough weather has
about put an end to the season’s fish-
ing. Herrings are scarce and so are
line fish, except dog fish. The last
two or three days no large catches of
herring have been made. At Three
Islands a week ago 25 hogsheads of
fine large herrings were taken, the
first of this season. Altogether the
season has been a failure.

»SCOTCH WOMEN.

They Outnumbered the Men in the
Country—Curious Facts Respecting
the Employment of the Female
Sex in the Northern Part of

the Kingdom. ¥

EDINBURGH, Nov. 16.— The new
volume of the Scotch, census throws
some light on the female portion of the
population. In 1900 there were in
Scotland 4,472,103 persons, of whom
2,173,755 were males, and 2,298,348 were
females. Of this total, 1,982,812, or 44
per cent., followed
There were, however, 1,198,618 females
over ten'years of age who were return-
ed as ‘‘unoccupied and non-produc-
tive,” against 264,893 males,

There were no women engaged in the
‘“defence of the country,” but many
were employed in occupations usually
reserved for men. Two only are de-
scribed as ‘“dealers in money,” but one
is described as a dock laborer, one is
classed as a ‘“coachman,” two are
classed as builders, one as a chimney
sweeper, thirty-seven are engaged in
cycle and motor manufacture, five rank
as farm grieves (managers), one is en-
gaged in ‘“omnibus service,” one is a
paper-hanger, another is a plasterer,
and two are house agents,

Altogether 5,686 womén .are classed
as employérs, and 42,418 women are
“working on their own account.”

In 1901 there were 7,200 females and
6,468 male lunatics over t-enlyears of
age in Scotland, Their former employ-
ments included: Medical profession,
25 females and 26 males; teaching, 82
females and 64 males; art, music and
drama, 20 females and 24 males; and
domestic service, 1,740 females and 385
males,

Canadian Fruit Marks Act
. Has Been a Great
Success.

>

Big Demand for Our Poultry In Eng-
. land—It Will Pay Farmers to
Fatten Their Chickens
for Market.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICUL-
TURE, OTTAWA, Nov..26.—The Mont-
real Daily Star of Nov, 10th had the
following regort of an interview with

Hamilton & Co., one of the largest re-
ceivers of Canadian apples in Liver-
pool, who has been in Montreal dur-
ing the shipping season, looking after
his consignment, as well as those of
Thos. unssell, Glasgow.

“When the Fruit Marks Act first be-
came law,” says Mr. Hamilton, “I
had my doubts as to whether it could
be worked Successfully on account of
the many conditions surrounding the
fruit trade, but it has proved a suc-
cess beyond all  question. Speaking
for the dealers on the other side, 1
may say, that owing to the lack of
uniformity in a large number of grade
marks used and the’ frregular pack-
ing of Canadian apples we were never
sure of what we might expect to find
in a package. It was possible to get a
good barrel of fruit under a certain
grade mark." It was also possible to
get a barrel of “trash” under the brand
So that the marks on the package
counted for little. As it is now, with
the marks fixed by law, when we pur-
chase packages bearing the “No. 1" or
“XXX’” brand, we are reasonably sure
that we are getting an honest and fair-
ly uniform “pack.” This has had a
tendency to inspire great confidence in
the Canadian apple trade:”

Speaking of the law from a Canad-
fan standpoint, Mr. Hamfiton said: ks :
have been a close observer of‘the work
and I cannot speak too highly of the
Montreal fruit inspectors. They have
had on their hands what I consider a
very difficult task owing to the fact
that they have had to pass judgment
on the wofk of hundreds of different
packers, and pronounce on the varying
qualities of fruit from the different
sections of the country. Sound judg-
ment, common sense and prudence
hdve characterized their actions from
the beginning in administering the law
fairly between the growers and ship-
pers on one side and thd consumers 'on
the other. The inspectors, while taking
a firm stand where glaring vidlations
were apparent, showel the greatest
courtesy and cohsideration towards the
shippers by writing hundreds of let-
ters’on educational lines. It is a well
known fact that there are .a number
of good shippers, who, while they may
have the best intentions, often find
ithat their packers ‘have vivlated the
law, either through igriorance of its
‘provisions, or carelessness. - To prove
this I could show a number of letters
from my Ontario shippers; who express
themselves only too anxious to have
their fruit inspected and the defects
pointed out by the inspectors that they
may remedy the same by instructing
their packers.”

In conclusion Mr. Hamilton said it
is'in the best interest of all concerned
that a good honest package of fruit
be placed on the market,

GREAT DEMAND FOR POULTRY.

The dominion department of agrioul-
ture has received communications from
British dealers who desire to purchase
Canadian poultry. One of the dealers,
James Blackburn of Manchester, Eng.,
is at present in Canada negotiating for
the shipment of poultry. He states
that he would be giad if he. received
the name8 of Canadian poultry ship-
pers “so that the chickens could be
shipped early in.

It may be interesting to lovers: of

first game of that noble Sport was
played in the city of St. John, and that,
of the  participants in that game,
Thomas McLelland of 315 Princess
street, is the sole-survivor, Al the
others have gone to. meet thetr reward,
‘but the m'entiolbotithelr names brings
back many happy reminiscences to
the mind of the gentleman still living,
who has done)so' much in curling and
who was one of the first to introduce

it into this province. About the year
1850, a Highland regiment, which for
some time had been stationed at St.
John, arranged with ‘a local stoha

| cutter by the name of McCormick to

make them a set of curling stones so
that the sport which they had been
used to in the old country might be in-
itiated into, St. John. "This he did, but
it was not until New Year's day of
the \winter of 1853-54 that the first
game was played. The Highland com-
pany had then left for the old coun-
try, but previous to their departure,
they had presented the stones to the
St. Andrew’s Society, and some of them
may yet be seen at St. Andrew’s rink.
They are much the same as the ordin-
ary stones, except that only the bote
toms and tops are polished, the sides
being left rough. The 'game, which
was between rinks compoded of mem-
bers of the club, began early in the
forenoon at the old Duck Pond and
was concluded about 3 o’clock that
day, Thomas McLielland and Andrew
Scott being the opposing skips. Others
who were' prominent and enthusiastio
members of the club, some of whom
played in this game, were the Messrs.
Jardine, James Alten, Richard Wright,
Geo. W. Smith, Willlam Girvan, Alex-
ander McLelland, W. Thomson David
Thomson and James Milligan.

The game was deemed a great nov-
elty and created quite an excitement,
a large crowd gathering to see the re-
sults ‘and cheer their favorite side on
to victory.

This. game made g great impres-
sion on the local sports and as it was
evident that before long it would be
very popular, Mr. McLelland, who had
curled considerable in Scotland, where
he was born in 1822, decided to send
over for a couple of first class stones—
one for himself, the other for his cou-
sin. These were so superior to the old
stones that it became necessary for
Mr. McLelland to send for many more
in order to satisfy the demand of the
members of the club.

Later on in the winter a game was
arranged to be played at Fredericton
against the Fredericton Curling Club,
and it was a merry lot of players that
left St. John in a coach at daylight
one fine sunny day, taking dinner on
the road and arriving in Fredericton
at dark that evening, The following
day was stormy. and wet, so it was
not until two days after their arrival
the game could be played. There were
of course, at that time no rinks, so the
game was played out on the river with
barricades on either side of the alloted
space to keep off the wind.. A promin-
ent member of one of the Fredericton
rinks was Joseph Neills, father of Jas.
S. Neills of that city. The game was
fiercely contested, and the visiting
team was defeated by a small margin.
That evening the St. John men were
most royally entertained by the Fred-
ericton club and on the following day
they left for home. Mr. McLelland re-
fers to the trip as being full of plea-
Sure and says the party arrived home
none the worse for their long drive.

Curling in St. John at that time was
carried on under difficultics, as com-
Pared with the present time. In the
first place it was necessary to be a
member of St. Andrew’s Society before
one .could join the curling club, and of
course all the curling was done in op-
en air rinks, ‘in the evening, for as
many of the curlers were clerks they
had no time during the day.

“Frequently,” said .Mr. MoLelland,
“we used to ‘collect our stones ..and
brooms at Robert Reid’s, where wé
stored them, and march out to Lily
Lake on a bright moonlight night, curl
for two or three hours, and then carry
our appliances back again and leave
them at Mr. Reid’s, ready for the next
night. However, I think we appreciat=
ed it more than they-do now, and that
is saying a good deal.”

Mr. McLelland is now nearly eighty-
two years of age, and although cri

latitude to the point of intersection of
the 141st degree of west longitude shall

.prove to be at a distance of more than

ten marine leagues from the ‘“ocean,”
the boundary shall be ‘“‘a line parallel
to the sinuosities of the coast and dis-
tant therefrom not more than ten mar-
ine leagues.”

Lord Alverstone describes. the situa-
tion of the date of the treaty as fol-
lows: “The broad, undisputed facts are
‘“that the parties were engaged in
“ making an agreement respecting an
‘“ archipelago, of islands off the coast
“and some strip of the coast itself.”

The  eastern boundary of this strip
or lisiere fixed by article III. or in the
alternative by article IV., was intend-
ed. to bear definite relations to the
western boundary which was ‘first to
be ascertained. And the definition of.
this .western boundary as, first, “the
coast,” secondly,  “the ocean,” and-
thirdly “the sinuosities of the cpast,”
was as described in The Times of 21st
Octaber last, ‘“‘one of those geographi-
cal puzzles which the ingsnuity of dip-
lomatists delight to provide for the
employment of later and more scienti-
fic generations.” Mr. Aylesworth dis-
cussing article IV, says “in reference
“to the word “coast” that its meaning
‘*is plainly synonymous with the edge
“of the ocean.” The ten leagues spok-
“en of are to be measured from the
‘‘ ocean” -or from “the coast.” The re-
‘“sult of the measurement must be the
‘““same in either case; therefore water
“which 1s not the ocean cannot have
“a coast line from which the measure-
‘“‘ment of the tén leagues could be
‘“made.” After an elaborate process
“of reasoriing he adds, ‘the coast
‘ parallement to which the mountains
* forming the' boundary are situate is
“in my opinion clearly the general
“’trend or direction of the main coast-
“ line disregarding alike narrow inlets
‘“ and narrow peninsulas.”

These two.extracts give a fair idea
of the view of the Canadian com-
missioners on this point.  But that
view will “.not commend itself
to any one who:thinks that the mean-
ing of the parties must be found in a
reagonable infere: from the terms
which they have chosen to express
their contract. The words “ocean”
and ‘“coast,” deflning the western
boundary of the lisiere are treated as
convertible terms. Taking the word
‘ocean” as the western boundary he
fails to see that this term is too vague
in its signification to furnish a line by
measurement- from which the eastérn
boundary of the lisiere could be ascer-
tained. Yet he infers from it an in-
tention to define the western boundary
of the lisiere to be “the general trend
of the coast.” It is essential to the
validity of his argument that some
common idea 'should underlie these
two expressions—that is to say the
term “ocean” and the term “the gen-
eral trend of the coast’—so that it
should be obvious to any one compar-
ing them that one is identical with the
other. But there is nothing in com-
mon between “ocean” and “the general
trend of the coast.” They bring before
the mind two conceptions' which are
totally diversé one from 'the other.
How could anyone posgibly fix upan
the ocean a series of points through
which a line could be @rawn ag the
western boundary of the lisiere? And
yet the establishment of such a line
updn the ocean, according to the Brite
ish yiew, is a conditlon precedent to
the location of the eastern boundary of
that_strip of.land which the parties
Intended to-assign to the Russian gov-
ernment.

The addition of the word “edge” to
the word ‘“ocean,” while it is esséntial
to the validity of his argument, is
plainly inadmissible if a meaning can
be extracted from it without the ad-
dition of any words. :

. ‘Whatever may be the meaning of the
word “ocean” in a different context, in
this particular treaty it probably
means the . salt water and noth-
ing else. It is not worth while to be
very astute about the matter, gince
the parties probably had no idea what

First, what is the meaning of the word
“‘coast,” and secondly 1is there any
range of mountains ‘which shall not
only be situated within ten marine
leagues from the coast, but shall also
run parallel with it. The whole ques-
tion turns upon the meaning of the
word *‘coast,”” The fact that the head
waters of the Lyrin Canal are situat-

the summits of a range of mountains
in the immediate vicinity of the ocean
is irrelevant, until the word #‘coast” is
defined. The discovery of gold in the
Yukon aftet the lapse of sixty-five
years from the date of the treaty gavey
to its provisions an' importance which
they did not previously possess. For
it was through the head waters of the
Lynn Canal that the readiest access
to the Yukon could be obtained. It
was then ascertained that an ambiguity
wasg Jatent in the word “‘coast.” Those
who advocated the opposing claims of
Great Britain and the United States
fixed their attention exclusively on that
dolution of the ambiguity which favor-
ed the interests of their respective fel-
low-countrymen. On the part of Great
Britain it was safd that the words
“coast” and “windings of the coast”
mean the general trend or direction of
the mainland coast-line excluding in-
Tets. On the other hand the conten-
tion of the United States was in sub-
stance that the langiiAge of the treaty
when read in the light of the negotia-
tion8 which'led up to the settlement of
1825, indicatéd. the inteéntion of the par-
ties that Russia was. to acquire a strip
of land on the coast which should bar
the acceBs of Great Brjtain to the sea—
that.the word “coast” should be inter-
preted to mean “the windings of the
coast’ without the addition by impli-
cation of any qualifying words—that
the mountains nearest the sea could,
not be the mountains intended by the
treaty unless the line falllng on their
summits should run parallel with the
coast, and that so far from running
parallel ‘with the” coast as thus defin-
ed, such a line would intersect the
coast at the Lynn Canal.

Question 5 in the submission to ar-
bitration requirass the - commissioners
to state “‘whether it was the intention
that there should remiain in the exclu-
sive possession of Russia & continu-
ous fringe or strip of coast on the
mainland not exceeding ten marine
leagues in width separating the Brit-
ish posseéssions from the bays, ports,
inlets -havens and waters of the
ocean.” 4

Lord Alverstone after a minute ex-
amination of articles: I. to VII inclu-
sive, which. contain the word ‘“coast,”
arrivés at the conclusion that'they do
not enable ‘one to answer the question

tioned in article III, was to run round
the heads of. the inlets or to cross
them.- But he discovers in the ¢corres-
pondence which preceded the treaty
such evidence of the intention of the
partiés - that Great Britain should be
excluded from the Lynn Canal and the
other inlets as €nables him to answer
question. 5 in the affirmative. “The
British proposals,” he says, *in the
correspondence of July, 1824, comprise
this language, “following the sinuosi-
tiea of the coast along the base of the
mourtains,” and “the base of the
mountains which follow the sinuosi-
ties of the coast,” and ‘“the mountains
designated as the boundary shall ex-
tend down to the very border of the
coast.” 1t is sufficient to say that
these passages do not suggest that the
line from summilt to summit will cross
any substantial arm of. the sea.”

If any one of these proposals could
be said to indicate an intention of
Great Britaln to acquire a harbor on
the Lynn canal then the acceptance
of such a propesal by Russia might
constitute a contract which would
sustain the claim of Great Britain.
But they were all objected to by Rus-
sia and, withdrawn_ by "Great Britain.
As. Mr/ Aylesworth says (the Times
B3rd Ottober, 1903): "“On their (the
Russians) proposing to take the top
instead of the base of these mountains
as the.line of boundary, Mr. Canning
agsented and the existing treaty re-
sulted.” From thése negotiations Lord
Alverstone draws the reasonable in-
ference that it was the intention of the
parties that Great Britain should be
excluded from the Lynn canal. He
says: “The coast mentioned in article
IIL. is in'my opinion the coast of the
continent?” And the coast referred to
in the 2nd paragraph of arficle IV, is
also the coast of the continent.” By
this language he evidently intends to
express his dissent from the view of
the Canadian commissioners. that the
western boundary of the lisiere extends
into the ocean, and to hold that it fol-
lows. the sinuosities of the coast from
the 66th parallel of latitude to the 141st
meridian of west longitude, so that it
might be traversed on foot by an ex-
plorer from end to end without cross-
ing any inlet of the sea. He proceeds
as follows: “I see some broad objec-
tions to the British view that the word
“coast” means the general trend of the
coast excluding inlets. In the first
place it necessitates the word ceast
being -used with two different mean-
ings in the same clause of the treaty;
and secondly it makes it necessary to
assume a view of the geographical
pdsition as’ being known to the nego-
tiators, or to postulate that they as-
sumed some good definition or cemmon
understanding as to what the general
trend of the coast was.” The two -dif-
ferent meanings of the word coast are
these: It may mean the line traced at
the junction of the wafer with the
land, as iz implied in the findings of
the majority of the commission. On
the other hand it may be used in its
territorial signification to indicate the
line passing from headland to head-

The inference to be drawn from the
negotiations is very well stated by a
correspondent in the Times of 2ist
October, 1903, upon “The Effect of the
Award.” He says:

States is strongly supported. The ob-
ject of Russia was to prevent the ad-
vance of the posts of the Hudson Bay
Company from the interior to the sea-
board, and so to check* their competi-
tion with the Russian American Com-
pany, and to protect the Russian es-
tablishments on the islands. She de-
sired to have a fixed frontier. beyond
which the English traders could not
settle. Her objects clearly would not
Lave been obtained by .a plece-meal
territory such as that which Great
Britain’s interpretation: of the treaty
would have provided_her, and which
would have permitted British settle-
ments on the inleéts almost within gun
shot of the Russian establishments.”

Any person, who with an unbiased
mind reads the opinions of the com-
missioners so far as they relate to the
owhership of the Lynn Canal cannot
fall to ‘arrive at the conclusion either
that the case should be determined in
accordance with the view of Lord Al-
verstone or that it is incapable of sol-
ution by legal reasoning at all. It
would be ‘entirely out of placé to offer
any compliments to the commissioners,
even although by their labors—those
of the minority as well as those of the
majority—a controversy which threat-
ened serious international complica-
tions has been laid to rest. But it is
certainly within the right of any Can-
-adian citizen. to assert that the impu-
tation of indirect motives to the lord
chief justice of England is a piece of
cowardly insolence, which admits of no
palliation whatever.

In conclusion it may not be inappro-
priate to cite a passage from the no-
velist Fielding to illustrate the absur-
-dity which sometimes arises when an
“intention” is attributed to persons
of which they were never conscious.
The passage is to be found in “A jour-
ney from this world to the next.” The
traveller encountered Shakespeare in
that abode of refreshment light and
peace where the soul of the poét now
resides. He was listening to a dis-
pute between those two great actors,
Betterton and Booth, concerning the
meaning of that celebrated 1line in

"Another would have al-
tered the last word and said, “put out
the light and then put out thy sight.”
At last it was agreed on all sides to re-
fer the matter to the decision of
Shakespeare himself, who delivered his
sentiments as follows: “Faith, gen-

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A NEW MAHDI IN THE SOUDAN.

Col. Mahon, who is military com-
mander of the Kordofan region, has!
with him a column of Egyptian cav-
alry, and it is expected that he will
make quick work of the new Mahdi,
who is operating in the Kordofan dis-
trict. The fact that Col. Mahon him-
self has taken command of the ex-
pedition shows that the uprising . is
considered serious. Col. Mahon was
with Kitchener in the Dongola and
Nile campaigns, aided in the capture
of the old Khalifa, and was decorated'
for his services. He also served in
India with distinction.
