PASSING EVENT

\V interesting statistical article on
the pay of preachers by Mr.H.

K. Carroll of the N. Y. Independent is

summarized by the Outlook as follows

“As one wounld expect, the salaries
are largest in the oldest aud wealthiest
denominations. In the Congregational
church the average paid is $1 047; in the
Presbyterian church, between ‘81,000
and $1,200’; inthe Protestant Episcopal
church, a somewhat larger sum, but
impossible to define becanse of the
absence of general returns. All of
these denominations, however—even
the Presbyterian—are weak numerical-
lg‘ compared with the Methodists and
| Baptists, and it is to these greater
! bodies that we must turn for a clear
[} xuceptmn of the average American
minister’s salary. "For the Methedist
church (North) there are exact returne,
and the average salary (mvlwlmg the
reptal value of pareonage ) is about
#847. In the Baptist church the salor-
ies are still smaller, partly because
this denomination is strong in the
South, where lower salaries are the
rule in all denominations. Mr. Car-
roll considers at some length the salar-
ies of highly paid ministers, Bishops

3000 to $12,500; in
c\mrch {North), about §5 (00 & year; in

describes the measure of the indi-
giaces belonging to the man;
the other describes the completeness of
the assemblage of such graces. In
each be is “perfect,” and, haviog all
that belongs to complete bumanicy, he
is “entire.” That is the ideal to which
we have to press.

That is an ideal to which we msy in-
deflinitely approximate. There are
people now—ns there always have been

who are apt to substitute emotion
and passivity for eflort .in the path o
Christisn perfectina would take
Jemea' teaching, Lst your persever-
ance have her perfect work, and by
toil and by protrac'ed efiort, and by
setting your teeth agaiost all seduc-
tions, sod by curbiog and ruling your
sorcows, yoir will reach the goal. God
makes no mn perfect without that
man's diligent and continuous struggle

and toil. Toil, indeed, based upon
faith ; toil, indeed, which receives the
blessing, but toil all the same.

Nor need .1 remiod you, I suppose,

how, in both the nartower and the
wider sense of this word, the persever-
ance of my text is iadispensable to
Chriatian chracter.

I daressy we all of us know, some
chronic invalid say, on whose wora face
there rest a gleam likethat of the Jaw-
giver when he came down from the
mount; refined by sorrow rightly bome.
1f your troubles, be they great or small,
do not do you good they do yon harm,
There is pach & thing as beiog made
obstinate, hard, mora clinging to earth
than before by reason of griefs. And
there is such a thing as a sorrow right-
ly borne beiog the very strength of a
life, and delivering it from many a ein.
The alabaster sheet which is irtended
to be fitted into the lamp is pared very
thin that the light may shine through.
And God pares away mach of our lives
in order that through what js left there
may gleam more clearly and lambently
the light of an indwelling God,

There is nothing to be won in the
perfecting of Christian character with-
out gurgee ing ourselves to it per
sistently, doggediy, continuously all
through our lives. Brethren, be sure of
this, you will never grow like Christ

y mere wishing, by mere emotion, but
only by continual faith, rigid self-con-
trol, and by continual struggle. And
be a8 suke of this, you will never miss
the inark if, “forgetting the things that
are bebind, and reaching forth to those
that are before,” you “let patience have
her perfect w: and press towards
Him who is Himsel{ the Autbor and
Finisher of our patience and of our
faith,

Bolling Meata.

Boiling is & branch of culinary art
that is understood by comparatively
few cooks, aithough it is generally sup
posed to be the most simple form of
cookery known. It is a fact, says the
New York Tribune, that, in Litcneuu,
where the cook understands her busi-
nese, actual bolling as applied to meats
very rarely oocurs, excepling for a few
minutes at & time, and then at the be
ginning of cooking. When these few
minutes are over the aim of the experi-
enced cook is tu keep meats that are to
be boiled from bofling, and to let them
simmer until done; for as surely as
the meat boils it will be spoiled. A
ood rale for bolling is the ﬁunving

‘resh meat, [resh poultry, fresh fish,
a1l alike, should be plunged iato as
mush boiling water as will coverthem.
Boil quitkly three or four mioutes in
the case of meat, one minute in the
oage of fish ; then draw the kettle back,
add a little cold water to reduce the
heat, and keep it covered and let the
<o1tents simmer only until done.

The quick boiling “seta’” the surface
of the meat, which keeps in the flavor
and goodness, while the inner portion
is gently cooked until done; this is all
the “boiling” needed. When really
boiled, fresh meat is tongh and flavor-
lees; so that to “boil” nieat sucoess
fally it should not be boiled at all.
That fresh meat should invariably be
put into boiling water, and salt meat
into cold is another rule worth remem
bering. Salt should always be added
to the water for fresh meats. In the
case of fresh, green vezetables, quick
boiling in plenty of salted water is
necessary to preserve their color, and
the lid should be left off the saucepan.
Peas, asparagus, cauliflowers and new
potatoes: should, however, be gently
boiled.

Care for the Diet,
There is in many vegetables an ele
ment that is in itsell harmless when it
exists in the digestive organs in any
quantity, yet, according to the N. Y.
Ledger, Turnishes nutriment for a dead-
ly-'germ. This germ will not flourish
unless this substance s present. Vege-
tables of various sorts are specially
productive of this element, therelore
the best authorities on cholers and
kindred diseases have found it neces
sary to restrict the use of certain vege-
tables in Nlrenlalf' hot weather.

THE FARM.

A New Insectieide,

A new and important discovery in
the domain of pomology has been made
by F. C. Moulton, of the Gypsy Moth
Commission, Malden, Mass.

advantage of being readily
leaves, 80 that one can tell ai s glsnce
which have and have not been sprayed
which is often of grest couvenlence
Belog lighter than Paris groen, it does
not settle 8o oickly, sud as & result
can be distributed more evenly cver the
folinge.

to 150 gallons of water without injary
to the folingr. Prof. Fernald adv acs
the addition of two quaris of glncose
or if that cannot be obtsined two
quacts of molssses to eaca 150 gallors
of water, used for the purpos + of caus
ing the ivsecticide to adhere to the
leaver. He says the experiments last
season show that the insecticide will
remain on the tree fora long time, even
after quite heavy rains, and we infer,
prove effective, The cost of these
chemicals is given as eight cents per
pound for arsenate of soda and four
teen centa for acetate of lead, at whole-
sale. It should be borne in mind that
all these subatancs are all poisonous,
and should be used with as great care
as Paris green.—Orange Judd Farmer,

A cow that
gives milk showing five per cent. of
butter may yet be & las profitable cow
than one giving four per cent., if the
quantity of the milk given by the lat
ter is one-four h more than that of the
other one. The mere fact that one
animal gives richer milk than others is
only ons element in her favor ; toexcel
altogother (she must give at least s>
much milk as will make the saleable
product gieater, and the food consnmed
must also not be in excess of that nsed
her ccmpetitor, 1t is gaite romson
able that attention is 10 be given
to the butter in the milk, bt at
the same time the quantity of the
milk given, and the persistence in the
yield as well, are all to enter into con
sideration, he cows that excel in all

Milk is about 57 per cent water. To
produce a good yield of milk withoat
plenty of water {s Impossible. The
water of milk.is twken from the blood.
Diminiahing the water in the blood
creates thirst and fever. Profuse prrs-
piration makes a person thirsty becanse
the flaid perspired comes from the
blood and not enough is lelt to answer
physiological requitements. Cows need
water in sumimer for the same reason
that warm-blooded animals in general
need it, ard for the additional reason
that they are artificially developed as
milk producers and milk production
demands water. Water should be furn-
ished In the pasture so they can drink
during the heat of the day and at other
times if they desire. Many pastures
have no natural supply of water.

A g well and & windmill " will
remedy this deliciency. .
