Driven Mad By Heat.
New York, July 10.—This was the 

hottest day of the year In New York. 
Three persons went mad with the 
heat and eight others died of it. The 
list of prostrations was long, hut not 
so heavy as yesterday. One of the 
crazed sufferers became so violent 
that the magistrate who signed an or 
der for his commitment to Bellevue 
had to hold court on the sidewalk 
while the prisoner was held in re­
straint.

The night had been suffocating and 
with the first rays of sunlight, the 
thermometer began to'climb again. 
At 12.30 p. m., it was 92 degrees, one 
degree hotter than yesterday maxim­
um, at 4 p.m., hut the humidity was 
not so high and early in the afternoon 
a breeze sprang up. Shortly after­
ward a thunder shower rolled in from 
New Jersey and although it did not 
sprinkle the lower end of the city, it 
cooled the -flir. At four o'clock the 
temperature had gone down seven de­
grees and was sinking steadily.

Yield Large Revenue.
A considerable part of the revenue 

of the Indian government is derived 
from the export of opium to China and 
the Straits Settlements. In 1907-1909. 
the last fiscal year recorded, 48,000 
chests of Bengal were sold for export 
on which the net revenue to the gov­
ernment was about $17,880,000. Se­
vere regulations for the control of the 
growth and sale of opium were 
by the Chinese government In 
Two years later the British minister 
at Pekin made an agreement with the 
Chinese foreign office by 
chests of opium should be the stand­
ard amount imported from India, the 
amount to be decreased yearly by 
6100 chests and the importation stop­
ped after ten years.

The amount of foreign opium 
brought into China the preceding year 
was about 7,270,000 
over $23.000,000. The amount of opium 
grown in China was nearly as large. 
In February, 1909, a conference of 
China, several European and Asiatic 
powers and the United States met at 
Shanghai upon the initiative of the 
American government. Bishop Brent 
was elected president and nine re­
solutions binding the various govern­
ments to gradually suppress opium 
smoking in their territories were ad 
opted. They 
tin resolutions proposed by the Am­
erican government and supported by 
the Chinese delegates which would 
have resulted in speedy suppression 
of the traffic.

gates. Since the aereeim-tit between 
China and Great Britain of J908, Brit­
ish commercial bodies in the far east 
and the Hong Kong govern t ent 
which get considerable revenue from 
opium, have opposed the carrying out 
cf the agreement cn the ground that 
China was not enforcing its pledges 
to discontinue the growth of the pop­
py. The testimony of travellers, offici­
als and missionaries on this peint Is 
contradictory, but appears to show 
that the officials of certain provinces 
are stamping out opium while others 
are lukewarm in the matter.

New York. July 10—The financial 

market last week continued to reflect 
the apprehension felt over the general 
business outlook, but the further dras­
tic purging to which the stock specu­
lation was subjected, left that market 
so far relieved as to bring into ques­
tion its further movements. The evi­
dence of influential buying at the low 
price levels established heartened 
speculative sentiment and built up a 
feeling of hopefulness that the pro­
cess of adjustment to the unfavorable 
factors in the situation had approach­
ed completion in the stock market It­
self. The demoralized break In prices 
of the opening of the week was at­
tributed directly to the death of the 
chief justice of the supreme court of 
the United States and to a feeling of 
dissatisfaction with the advices of the 
banking situation in the interior. Some 
of the lowest prices of the year were 
recorded at the decline. The market 
demonstrated Its resilent power again 
at the end of the week after the show 
of the government report.

There was a subsidence of the acute 
anxiety felt earlier by speculators over 
the question of government regulation 
of railroad rates.

This was due partly to the action 
of the interstate commerce commis­
sion in resorting Increases of grain 
rates from Buffalo previously disal­
lowed and the intimations that In­
creased expense obligations of the rail­
roads formed an Influence on the de­
cision. The conference between Pres- 

Agk ident Taft and the chairman of the 
commission, and the understanding 
that the expediting of the commis­
sion’s work in passing on proposed 
rate advances was intended was ano­
ther element in the feeling on that 
subject.

An Isolated engagement of gold In 
London was subject to some difference 
of opinion as to its responsiveness to 
natural exchange conditions. The in­
cident was helpful, however, as prov­
ing a source of ax’ailable relief for 
any extra requirement which might 
he thrown upon the New York money 
market, such as Is considered possible 
in consequence of the extension of 
credit in lands purchased and specu­
lation in parts of the country.
