Major Tilley on consideration of sec-
tion 2 said he knew of cases where the
executors had not prepared a proper
inventory because of lack of informa-
tion. He thought it would be a hard-
ship to double the amount of succes-
son duties in such cases, but in cases
where it was shown that information

. had been wilfully withheld such action
would seem ' necessary. He thought
the bill should be amended to previde

}»oxempuon of the penalty in cases
where no guilty 'intent was shown.

Hon. Mr, Foster sald that it was not
the intention to impose an undue hard-
ship upon an estate where there had
heen no wilful misrepresentation of
facts. He thought the bill might be
amended along the lines suggested by
the hon. member from St. John.

Hon. Mr. Robinson said the present
act was retroactiye and could go back
to the year 1892, Perhaps it would be
well not to make the bill too drastic.

Hon. Mr. Byrne said that while the
present act went back to 1892 the
proposed one would only be applicable
from the date of its passage.

Hon. Mr. Baxter said that every
succession duty act was now retro-
active. Succession duty means wealth
and an estate should be compelled to
pay the tax imposed upon it. Power
should be retained by the bill to deal
with cases of gross negligence.’ He
had no sympathy with those who did
not take the trouble to look up par-
ticulars of an estate. He was satis-
fied to leave the bill in the hands of
the attorney-general and hoped he
would discuss the matter with the law
committee.

Mr. Potts said it seemed to him that
the bill proposed to make excuses for
those who did not do right, whereas
the ignorance of law is in reality no
excuse.

Mr. Campbell said that the hon.
member had drawn no distinction be-
tween ignorance of law and ignorance
of fact. A man should not be publish-
ed for not knowing facts.

Progress was reported.

The house went into committee with
Mr. Leger (West) in the chair and
took up consideration of the bill relat-
ing to shorthand reporting in certain
courts.

Hon. Mr. Baxter expressed approval
of the provisions of the act providing
for the assignment of stenographers
and also of the section which made
stenographers available for work in
chambers.

His honest conviction was that
if a deputy attorney-geenral was not
to conduct criminal business in out-
side counties his services were not
necessary.

It would not take more than a fort-
night of his time in a year to collect
the succession duties. It seemed that
the proposed new official was to do
only the work which successive attor-
ney-generals had carried on for years
and holding that view he did not con-
sider that the appointment should be
made. In his connection he would
point out that the salary of the attor-
ney-general was fixed by statute and
there was no reason why that of the
deputy should not be fixed in the same
way.

Hon. Mr. Byrne said he could not
agree with the ex-attorney-general in
his short experience in that capacity
himself he fourd that there were very
many duties which fell to the attorney-
general's lot and he had no doubt that
bis hon. friend had gone up against
them too.

Get Her Share of the World Trade |
After the War—Prof. Sexton Tells the Manu-

facturers How Technical Education Will Solve

Their Probléms.

#The members -of the Maritime
Branch of the C, M. A, and some few
of the citizens gathered in the High
School assemby hall last night to
listen to an address by Prof. . H.
Sexton, of Halifax, on Vocatfonal Rd-
ucation as a necessary part of the
school system of ‘this Gountry, if
Canada was to get her fair share of
the world's trade after the war.

A. McCall, ‘retiring president of the
assoclation presided and introduced
the speaker of the evening.

Prof. Sexton.

On rising to speak Prof. Sexton was
given a hearty reception. He ex-
pressed his appreciation of the oppor-
tunity afforded him to address a body
of men so vitally interested ‘in the
subject he was to speak on. He said
in part:

“Vocational education is specialized
training the controlling purposes of
Which are to fit for usetul occupations,
Speaking in the broadest terms; edu-
cation is preparation for life and tech-
oical education is preparation for
earning a livellhood. These definitions
are made at the beginning because
there are serious . misconceptions
among most of our people as to just
what industrial or technical educa-
tion really is.

“There is no doubt but that our ed-
ucational system in Canada should be
broadened and widened and supple-
mented by voecational training. This
has ben recognized for a long time by
both workingmen and manufacturers.

“By the introduction of vocational
training it is not intended that any
fundamental change will take place
in the present school system except
to make it fuller and richer and to im-
prove it. Our present schools must
have something the matter with them
when so many children gleefully run
away from them to work when the
law for compulsory attendance allows
them to go.' Not a very/large propor-
tion of the boys and girls are abso-
lutely obliged to have school at the
age of 14. The exodus is due largely
to the fact that the schools seem to
offer practically nothing further that
will help to earn a living., If definite
courses existed in theé academies and
high schools which fitteq for occupa-
tions -side by side with the courses
which now fit for college, there is no
doubt, but that children would stayin
school and learn to do something of
value to their prospective employers,
As it i3 now when a bey leaves school
at Grade VI, VII, or VIII he seems to
be of no value to anyone.

“To bring the nature of the child
to full maturity, as represented by the
best of the adult community in which
he grows up, is true education for
life in that community.. Anything
less than this falls short of its pur.
pose. Anything other than this is
education misdirected,

“When boys and girls were able to
learn enough about the occupations
of life from the home and the master
to whom they were apprenticed, voca-
tional training was not necessary in
the school. Now, howeter, when the
apprenticeship system has broken
down and the home no longer serves
its old instructional purposes, the
scope of the school work must be en-
langed to make up for the radical
social changes and Industrial develop-
ment. Technical education must be
added in a thoroughly going generous
way if the parents of today would
render justice to their children. The
youth must be trained in the school
80 that he is able to enter some use-
ful ‘occupation at the age of 16 and be

needed throughout the Dominion at
