13'ndon. May 8—After a heayy bom-
bardment on & wide front in Flanders,
the German infantry -.this morning
launched an atfack south of Dicke-
busch Lake, which lies bétween Ypres
and Kemmel, Says Reuter's corres-
pondent at British headquarters.

“The attack apparently was only
in divisional strength, but it may de-
velop larger proportions. The enemy
seems to have penetrated our front
line between the Lake and Ridge
Wood and some parties of Germans
are reported in the eastern wood it-
self. The fighting was in fine weath-
er. “We still hold the major part
of the wood and also Kleine Veirst-
rast. The technica] objective of the
enemy operation seems to be an at-
tempt to cleaf the way for a thrust
toward Scherpenberg from the mnorth-
east and it may prove to be the be-
ginning of more flerce fighting in this
region.
Marshal HNaig’s Report.

London, May 8—In an attack again-
st the British and French line be-
tween Laclyte and Voormezeele, in
the Ypres sector, the Germans early
this morning succeeded, after heavy
fighting, in entering the allled front
line positions at certain points ac-
cording to Field Marshal Haig's of-
ficial communication issued this even-
ing.

s’rhe communication adds that at all
other points the enemy' met with re-
pulses.

The communication follows: This
morning the enemy ' launched a
strong local attack against French
and British troops in the sector be-
tween Laclayette and Vormezeele, and
in the center his attack succeeded,
after heavy fighting, in entering the
front line of the allied positions, at
certain points. The fighting contin-
ues intense. At all other points the
enemy attacks were repulsed.

“By successful local operations the
French troops advanced their line
during the night south of Laclytte
and captured a nmumber of prisoners.

Ottawa, May 8.—Senator Lynch-
Staunton’s bill, for the identification
of traders in German goods, was giv-
en a second reading in the senate to-
day and its details will be considered
in committee tomorrow. This bill,
which is designed to protect the public
against dealers who may seek to sell
German goods as the products of
Canada, or Britain, or of any allied or
neutral country, would, if it passed
both houses, give Canada the most
advanced legislation of that character
thus far adopted by any allled coun-
try.

The debate which preceded ‘the sec-
ond reading was made notable by the
speech by Senator Roche, Liberal, of
Halifax, who warmly opposed the bill
and declared that when the war was
over, Germany would become Cana-
da’s best trading customer. This re-
mark drew a storm of protest from
all sides of the House and was sub-
sequently repudiated by other sena-
tors, who participated in the discus-
siom.

Senator Roche said that he oppos-
ed the bill on three grounds. He be-
lieved that it would result in penaliz-
ing the people of Canada; that it
would be an unfriendly and hostile
act, antagonistic to efforts to promote
continuance of peace at the conclu.
sion of the war; and that, finally it
would not succeed in diminishing
trade with Germany.

HOW HE SUCCEEDED
PREMIER ASQUITH

If Lloyd George Should Re-
sign Asquith or Milner Like-

ly Successor.

New York, May 8—There never was
perhaps & more inextricable tangle,
viewed from this side of the Atlantic
than the present British crisis which
plainly threatens to overset Lloyd
George and either return Mr, Asquith
to power or make Lord Milner Prime
minister. When one has summarized
the circumstances of the present cris-
is there remains the larger question
and this question involves the course
of the prime minister, just as it af-
fects his tenure of office. Lloyd
George came to power after a long
period of public dissatisfaction with
the Asquith ministry. He was im-
mensely helped in his bid for power
by the army, and the famous shefl
scandal of 1915, which recalls the new
dispute over the question of British
reserves was in a sense the beginning
of the downfall of Asquith.

The Old Regime.

The long service of disappoiniments
and reverses, which included in the
capitulation of Kut-el-Amara, the fail
ures at Festubert and again at Loos,
the Irish rebellion and the Galipol}
tragedy, turned the British publie
against Asquith and he fell. IHis fail
was procured by Lloyd George under
circumstances which were bound to
leave rancor and produce enduring
bitterness. Nothing was more certain
than that if Lloyd George did not suc-
ceed in unmistakable fashion, did not
change the military situation and or-
ganize the national resources, did not
lead with promptness, if not to actual
victory to the heighth from which
“victory was discernable, he would, in
turn be pushed out as was Asquith,
and that the very harshness with
which he had dealt with Asquith
would be visited npon him

Few Realized.

! Now it is impossible to disguise the
fact that few, if any, of the things
which the British people demanded
and expected of Lloyd-George have
been realized. If Asquith failed to
give the army shells, if he consented
to send thousands of troops to Galli-
poli when Field Marshal French was
clamoring for men in Flanders. if he
Egave at least a passive consent to the
Mesopotamian adventure, Lloyd-George
lsmnds equally under the indictment
iof the army as responsible for failing
ito supply the army with the numbers
which it needed and for consenting
to still fyrther dissemination of Bri-
tish divisions over the east and in

One of the Most Remarkable
Incidents of the Entire War
Now Related.

THREE HUNDRED MEN
. STILL DEFY ENEMY

Hold Fortified Position in
Mountains of Invaded
Italian Territory.

Washington, May 8—Omne of the
most remarkable incidents of the war
was related today in this communica-
tion from the Italian supreme com-
mand:

“One of our prisoners, who escaped
fro man Austrian camp and succeed-
ed In reaching the Italian lines after
a serfes of thrilling experiences, mar-
rates that at Cimolai, east of Longa-
rone, three hundred Italian soldiers
are still fortified in a strong position
in the mountains and present the most
stubborn resistance to the Austrians,
who thus far have been unable to dis-
lodge them.”

Cimolai 18 fn the invaded Itallan
territory, and the Italian soldiers
holding the position have successful-
ly resisted sfege and assaults for
more than six months, as it was last
October that the Italian retirement
took place.

The inciden recalls several of a sim-
ilar nature reported for weeks after
the Italian retirement( and is bellev-
ed to represent one of the groups of
soldiers who held out, obedient to

Depends on Nationalists.

Tomorrow's debate cannot be con-
sidered a fair trial of the charge, as
Maurice will have no opportunity of
presenting his case before the Com-
mon'sg tribunal.

If a division is taken tomorrow the
result will depend on whether the
eighty Nationalists return to West-
minster and whether a considerable
number of Unionists join the opposi-
tion or refuse to yote. Any attempt to
forecast whethar the government will
stand or fall is largely guess work. I
hear the Lloyd George opposition al-
ready has considered the formation of
an alternative government and that it
is prepared to carry on the government
should the present administration fall.
The new government would have a
preponderance of Liberals and Labor,
but also some Conservatives, whereas
Lloyd George is a Radical Liberal sur-
rounded largely by Conservatives.

If the King should ask Asquith to
form a government his slate would
certainly not contain the names of
Lloyd George, Bonar Law or Balfour.
The downfall of the government would
mean an early general election, unless
Asquith is to return to power accom-
panied by some drastic change in the
military and political sjtuation.

Asquith’'s Weakness.

Asquith is supposed to be weak In
the country because he is considered
to lean towards peace by negotiation.
The charge may be unfounded so far
as the Liberal leader is concerned, but
it undoubtedly is true of several of his
former minsterial associates.

Almost any leader except Asquith
would have lttle difficulty in obtain-
ing the premfiership at this time, as
Lloyd George is decidedly weak politi-
cally, whatever may bde his strength
outside the House of Commons.

Magill, chairman of the board of grain
supervisors for Canada, said the board
is trying now to have all the wheat
that remains of last year's crop in the
three prairie provinces shipped from
the farmers, either to the mills or the
representatives of allled governments.

The great outstanding lesson
to be learned from the life of the man,
the centenary of whose birth -~ they
were celebrating, was that honesty in
public life, and by that he meant hon-
esty in th&® fullest acceptance of the
term—erected in the hearts and minds
of the people & monument more en-
during than that facing them and so
it was that all through this broad
land there could be heard onfy words
of praise for the life and labors of Sir
Leonard Tilley.

For Leady Tilley his prayer was that
she might long be spared to continue
her good works among the people of
the city and province,

Chief Justice McKeown.

Chief Justice McKeown said he was
glad to be present and pay his tribute
of praise and respect to the memory
of New Brunswick’s and St. John’s most
famous son, who had served the peo-
ple long and faithfully in the moulding
period of this Dominion.

At this point the fire alarm bell rung
and Judge McKeown waited until the
apparatus had passed before continu-
ing his address.

Resuming he said there was some-
thing fitting in the distraction which
had claimed the attention of the peo-
ple for a short time for the man whose
memory they were met to honor per-
formed his work among distractions
and amid it all he went his way with
a calmness of soul which called forth
the admiration of all with whom he
came in contact.

He deemed it a great privilege to
have known this honored man and it
was indeed a pleasure to speak of him
at this time.

A little over fifty years had passed
since the labors of Sir Lebnard and
his colleagués had culminated in Con-
federation, and in bringing about that
union they had labored better than
they knew or guessed, for he did not
think any of them foresaw what would
happen in this twentieth cemtury. He
agreed with former speakers that but
for Confederation Canada would not
be taking the part she was im this
fight for freedom and it must be that

The world will bow before Go
liath if he does mot encounter his
David. But that shall not be. The
spirit of David is making steady pro-
gress; it is winning the nations. They
understand the only way to save the
liberty of the world is to say to vio-
lence, ‘Halt!’

Falise Designs.
“It appears more clearly every day,
by the acts of our enemies, that they
are endeavoring to achieve a world-
wide domination. They cover the
falseness of their designs with the
cloak of piety. It is in the name of
God that they want to impose their
tyranny and make evervthing give way
and bow before them. What we have
to face now is a fearfnl attempt to re-
duce mankind to slavery by usurping
divine power itself.

ONE HUNDRED YEARS AGO.

The observance yesterday of the
one hundredth anniversary of the birth|
of Sir Leonard Tilley naturally sug-
gests comparisons between conditims
in New Brunswick now and one han-
dred years ago. At present the popu-
lation of New Brunswick is in the
vieinity of 360,000. One hundred years
ago it did not exceed 50,000. The ficst
census in this province was in 1824
and the return showed the population
to be 74,176, Historians report that
there had been a heavy immigration
between 1818 and 1824 and so, at the
time of Sir Leonard Tilley's birth, the
population was probably not in excess
of the estimate given.

St. John, now the foremost winter-
port of Canada, and with a population
approximating 60,000, had but 6,000 in.
habitants, and the whole of St. John
county, including the town of Port-
land but exclusive of this city, not more
than 3,000. Fredericton, although the
centre of administration, had but 1,500
inhabitants, and the entire County of
York not more than 8,000. The most
populous county in the New Brunswick
of that day was Northumberland, but
its area then included the whole north-
ern part of the province and embraced
the present Counties of Restigouche,
Gloucester and Kent. Moncton was
known as “The Bend" and was but a
village, while the County of Westmor-
land, including the territory now set
aside as Albert county, had 6,000 in-
habitants and Charlotte the same
number. Queens, Kings, Carleton and
Victoria counties were even more
sparsely populated.

As for transportation facilities New
Brunswickers of 1818 had but the river
and a few roads which were even
worse than they are now. From Fred-
ericton to St. John the mail was car-
ried by a mounted courier; the idea ot
a river transport apparently had not
been entertained. The usual time con-
sumed in a river trip, by sailing pack-
ot, from St. John to Fredericton was
from forty-eight to fifty-six hours. Com-
munication between St. John and New
York and Boston was by packet sloops,
while to get to Montreal or Quebec one
had to go to Halifax and thence by
eailing vessel,

Other public services were on a par
with transportation facilities. Schools
were few and of very ordinary quality.

the teacher. In other parts of the
province a male teacher, for a year’s
service, was remunerated by twenty
pounds in money, with his board and
washing; female teachers received but
one-half that sum.

Lloyd<George may have made
mistakes—there are few public men
who have not—but the Empire cannot
forget that since his accession to the
proud office of Prime Minister of Eng-
land he has been responsible for some
wonderful achievements.

WAR SAVINGS STAMPS.

The Toronto Mail and Empire has
joined the rapidly growing list of Can-
adian newspapers and Canadian public
men who believe that the Government
could secure a large sum towards Can-
ada’s war funds by the adoption of war
savings stamps on a plan similar to
that which has worked out so success-
fully in the United States. The Mail
and Empire says:

“The adoption by the Govern-
ment of the thrift stamp idea, as
applied in the United States, will
be a considerable help in the war
financing, besides being an incen-
tive to war-time saving by the peo-
ple. The scheme in the United

States is to issue 25-cent stamps,

the first one to be put in a small

book with spaces for another fif-
teen. In addition to the $4 repre-
sented by the 16 stamps the saver

pays a few cents extra and gets a

$5 war bond due in 1923, and bear-

ing Interest at 4 per cent. The
price of the bond is so adjusted
that, bought at any time up to the
end of the period, the interest rate
works out equitably to the date of
maturity. Canadians who are in
the habit of throwing away loose
quarters and dimes on useless in-
dulgences ought to have some in-
centive to save them and apply
them to the war fund. The dime
bank idea had a remarkably wide
appeal to the public, because it
furnished an incentive to the sav-
ing of small amounts that other-
wise would be wasted. Many peo-
ple found themselves able to save
in this way, when they could not
afford putting by larger sums. The
thrift stamp fills this function of
gathering up small sums, and will
be of real service to people who
are fairly well off, as well as to
others. In the United States it is
expected that a billion or two of
dollars will be gathered by this

esteem of half a continent. The ob-
stacles Sir Leonard Tilley was forced
to surmount do not confront young
men of the present day. That fact
provides additional reason why his
career should serve as an inspiration
1o the men who live in an age of much
greater development.

To Save the Beef. |

To the Editor of The Daily Standard,
St. John, N. B,

Sir—Among many others 1 was
somewhat surprised at the change
made in the game law by the local gov-
ernment in stopping the sale of moose
and deer meat at this time. The whole
aim of the country just now is to use
all the local food possible and save
all we can that can be sent across to
our allies.
are told to conserve is beef, we are
asked to go without it on certain days
and do all we can to save it for war
purposes. It is well known that New
Brunswick does not raise enough beet
for local consumption, and that we are
using a lot of western beet that should
be going overseas.

In this section of the country moose
meat about took the place of beef dur-
ing the hunting season for the last
two years, and as a good deal of it
was salted for later use, it easily sup-
plied meat for the country for at least
three months. The sale of beef was
practically nil during that time, saving
the native beef for winter and spring.
Every pound of moose meat sold sav-
ed a pound of western beef that would
have had to come in later. The moose
meat was better eating than the bulk
of the natilve beef, and cheaper. As
far as we are given to understand, the
change was made on the plea of our
wild game being killed off, Reading
between the lines, the change was
made at the suggestion of that “hardy
annual’ the Guides’ Association, that
crops up in Fredericton at every ses-
sion and has managed to work every
government that has met in Frederic-
ton for years, to their interests. It
is to favor them that our open season
comes so early that lots of game is
shot and lost. This change in the law
is to favor them as they know that if
the sale of wild meat is stopped local
hunters will not try to kill moose for
themselves until the cold weather at
the end of the season, and they will
have the first of the season for their
rich customers to get the pick of the
heads.

“Lone Soldier.” This resulted in
many hundreds of parcels being sent
to the O. C. battalions in France, to
be distributed to the men, who other-
wise, would not be remembered,

In November an appeal for socks
was made and a good number were
sent in by friends all over the provin:
ce. This appeal wus made in respon-
se to many letters from France, toll-
ing of the urgent need for extra socks
during the months of January and
February, when the men on active
service suffer from trench feet.

By the passing of the War Charities
Act in became necessary for all socle-
tiey engaged In patriotic work to res:
ister,

Through the kindness of Dr. Barn-
hill this was attended to promptly
and in due time we became an incor
porated body, under the name of the
Soldlers Comforts, ILdimited. As a
means of collecting funds for our as-
sociation, Mr, (leorge MoAvity very
kindly donated large shells which wero
placed in various centres, and in this
way quite & generous amount wns
raised. Owing to the ever increas:
ing price of wool, without which, our
knitters throughout the city and pro-
vince would be st a standstill, it was
decided to hold & Tag Dag. Saturday,
March 80th was decided on, and the
work organized under the lesdership
of Mrs, H. B, Peck. The Commercial
Travellers Association came to our
ald and by their untiring efforts the
magnificent sum of $11,174.64 was
placed to our eredit.

Each year we begin our work pray-
fng and hoping that the war will be
over before the year closes, but s0
fong as the war continues, 8§ an us
sociation we must work, doing all in
our power to bring comfort to those,
who on the battlefield are giving up
their all for us.

In closing my report 1 would like
to move a vote of thanks to all who
have helped to make this gear a suc-
cess.
