NATIONS MUST
REPENT BEFORE
VICTORY COMES

Rev. Dr. Hutchinson States
Belief That National Sin Is

Keeping Allies From Speedy
Victory.

Last night Rev. Dr. Hutchinson, of
Main street Baptist church, stated in
his sermon his belief that the reason
why the Allies were not winning was
because of national sins, and until
those sins were repented of and
thrown aside they would not win.
His subject was, “Why is the Wia-
ning of the War Delayed,” and he
based his remarks on the words found
in Joshua 7, 12 and 13: “Neither will
I be with you any more, except ye
destroy the accursed thing from
among you; there is an accursed thing
in the midst of thee, O Israel; thou
canst not stand before thine enemies
unti] ye take away the accursed thing
from among you.”

The speaker said that for four years
a great war had been raging and on
the part of the British it was a right-
eoug war, but they had not won, nor
were they winning, and he believed
it was for the same reason that Israel
failed to conquer the men of Ai, be-
cause of sin. It might be that the
terrible blows now being ‘received
by the British on the western front
were to teach the nation the need of
getting back to God and he believed
that if this was done victory would
come and that speedily.

Among the national sins to be re-
pented of, the speaker referred to the
drink trafic, which had not yet been
altogether put away; the desacration
of the Sabbath. This had in maay
respects been made a mere holiday,
and many of the professed followers
of Jesus used the day for a holiday
instead of the purpose for which it
was intended, to worship and glorify
God.

The Huns of ancient times had been
called the scourge of God. It might
be that the modern Hun was a scourge
of God, used to bring his people back
from the path of sin to walki n the
paths of righteousness.

It had been said by some that the
Tinited States coming in would win
the war, but, while he was glad they
had come in, he did not believe the
war would be won until the nations
had humbled themselves and confess-
ed and repented of their sins.

RUSSELLITE PAPER
DISTRIBUTED HERE
STOPPED BY GOV'T

The Morniig Messenger, Ac-
cusing the Pope of Being in
League With the Kaiser,
Suppressed—Circulation of
Paper Caused Muth Indig-
nation and Numerous Pro-
tests.

The Morning Messenger, a Russell-
ite publieation, printed in Winnipeg,
which has been generally and gratu-
itously circulated in St. John and vici-
nity, and throughout Canada, has been
suppressed by the (Ottawa govera-
ment. A special extra edition of the
Canada Gazette was issued on Satur-
day forbidding the publication of the
sheet in.Canada or its circulation in
the Dominion,

The paper was published by the
Russellite sect of Brooklyn, N. Y., a
body founded by the late Pastor Rus-
sell. The officers of the concein re-
cently ran afoul of the United States
government and several of them were
arrested for publishing matter dele-
terious to the successful prosecution
of the war.

On the night of Saturday, June 8 or
early op the morning of Sunday, June
9, thousands of copies of The Mes-
senger were left at the entrleg of
many houses in St. Johm, Fairville
and other places.

The issue severely criticised the
Pope and the Roman Catholic church,
charging the pontiff with being in
league with the Kaiser. The receipt
of the paper by many Roman Catho-
lics gave especial offense and protests
were made. Mary E. O'Brien, of Fair-
ville, wrote a letter to the Globe,
which was published, setting forth
the facts and demanding the suppres-
sion of the Russellite publication.

Many other protests were made, ap-
parently throughout Canada, and
when the attention of the authorities
at Ottawa was called to the gheet,
they decided to suppress it.

The publication was not circulated
during the day time, so far as known.
