Toronto, Jan. 23— ten minute speech 
before the Canadian 69ub this afternoon, 
Hon. Arthur L. SCfturi, prime minister of 
Alberta, set forth fhe views held by the 
three western provinces regarding the con­
servation afad develbpinent of the natural 
resources of the provinces.

He emphaticalfcr stated that unless the 
three western provinces received the 
treatment as the other cix provinces of the 
dominion and were allowed to spend their 
own money in whatever way they saw fit, 
there would soon be a great demonstration 
at Ottawa.

Mr. Sifton dwelt upon the great natural

resources of the three provinces of Alberta. 1 
Saskatchewan and Manitoba, including an ; 
thracite and bituminous coal, minerals, 
vast arable lands and water powers. Much 
money was required to develop the natural 
resources, but the dominion government 
spent the money while the provinces were 
forced to provide the revenues. "This ! 
condition of affairs,’’ said Hon. Mr. Sifton, 
"cannot last much longer.'"

The people of the west, he declared, de­
served the same treatment as the people 
of all the astern provinces and of British 
Columbia, so far as the spending of their 
own money was concerned, and if they did 
not get the same treatment they would 
very soon demand it.

Phillips, editor, jmblicist and novelist, was 
shot eix times today as he approached the 
Pnnceton Club, by Fitzbugh Coyle Golds- 
borough, a Harvard man, who immediately 
afterwarde committed suicide. Tonight 
Phillips is at Bellevue hospital in an ex­
tremely critical condition, but with a 
chance for life. The body of Golds- 
borough, whose career at Harvard was 
brief, liee in the morgue. Apparently in­
sane. he had a fancied grudge against the 
authdr, and sought his life. He was only 
thirty-one years old, and is a son of Dr. 
Edmund K. Goldsborough of Washington. 
Phillips is forty-three.

“There you go,” snapped the assassin 
as he opened fire, and “Here X go/' he 
reehoed, as he sent a ballet into his own 
brain. He used a ten shot, 32 calibre 
automatic pistol and all six shots he aim­
ed at Phillips took effect. One of them 
perforated the abdomen; another pierced 
the right lung and came out at the back; 
à third shattered the left wrist, and a 
fourth drilled the right thigh. Two of 
them dropped from the wounded man’s 
clothing m be was being undressed at the 
hospital.

Ottawa, Jan. 23—During the first nine 
months of the present fiscal year. Canada's 
total trade amounted to $577,999,628, an 
increase of $65,511,950 as compared with 
the nine months from April to December 
of 1909. The increase was entirely in im­
ports, owing to the, rapid development of 
the country and the growing demands of 
the home market.

Imports for the nine months totaled 
$339,817,563, am increase of about $68,000,- 
000 over the corresponding period of 1909.

Exports of domestic products for the 
nine months totalled $221,764,869, a com­
parative increase of a little over half a 
million dollars. Exports of foreign pro­
ducts fell off by about $2,000,000. Exports 
of manufactures totalled $28,067,506, os 
compared with $22,911,314. Exports of 
agriculture totalled $68,121,036, a small de­
crease.

For the first time in a year and a half 
the monthly statement shows a falling off 
in total trade. The December trade 
totalled only $85.541,876, as compared with

While still with the World, he 
published, in 1901, his first novel, The 
Greet God Success. It brought him royal­
ties and he resigned from newspaper work 
to devote his time to fiction and the 
magazine.

tery of life. There is nothing inconsistent 
ip giving pupils a broad culture while we 
give them at the same time discipline in 
some one subject until perfection >» at­
tained. It is an advantage of the sloyd 
and manual training methods that ac­
curacy and finish can be at once measured 
at every step by the child himself. A boy 
who has failed twenty tiroes in trying to 
fashion an accurate foot rule out of a piece 
of box-wood, and at last succeeds, has a 
leason in absolute standards of veracity, 
justice, sound learning and thoroughness 
which he will never forget. Prom that 
moment he has a standard of complete­
ness which he can apply to all studies »nd 
all labors. He becomes intolerant of sham, 
of half-way knowledge, of hypocrisy in 
every form. In some small and particular 
field each child should acquire the cgPSflity 
of drawipg just inference from observed 
facts, develop a power of accurate obser­
vation, and have enough knowledge of the 
means of expression to convey a descrip­
tion of that inference and observation to 
others. The subject is of vital importance 
to the entire country. We must advance. 
The achievements of the past can be main­
tained oply by virtue of progress. Per­
haps in coming years when our schools 
shall be careful to require each child to 
learn some particular thing thoroughly, 
whatever else is dime superficially, we shall 
have a citizenship with more exacting de­
mands upon public servants.

Butler defines education as a. gradual 

adjustment to the spiritual possessions of 
the race.

Children 
come to the school at the age of six or 
seven, and to the kindergarten still 
yqpnger, with a social experience and mem­
ory.

They have heard music, and be­
come familiar with family life. The child 
has known law and government, and does 
not arrive at school a mere blank paper 
to he written over with the egotism of tb« 
teacher.

The problem of the teacher is to utilize 
all its experiences so as to secure an or­
derly arrangement of them in the child's 
mind. Each day is a complete chapter oi 
life a»d should have its full rights. From 
infancy fa the transition from adolescence,

| integrity, as a whole, and not as a chaotic 
mass of unrelated experiences. A child 
has little power of discrimination. He is 
omnivorous and not at all fastidious. Like 
a game fish he will only rise to “live 
bait,” but that he will devour without 
waiting to taste it.

Pigs should be kept clean, provided with 
plenty of bedding in a dry place, but 
allowed to go in and out as they like- It 
is hard, however, to get out of the aid sys­
tem °f giving the bog the poorest atten­
tion of any animal on the farnt. Most of 
ua Still keep on feeding ogr yenng pigs 
shut up in pens ail the time. Pigs so 
raised never breathe the pure air or bask 
in the eun as they like to do. And no 
man has a right to keep any animal in 
such a way that is intended for human 
food.

I will give you the figures of two lots of 
pigs that I have raised.

The following are some of the character­
istics that should be looked for in the se­
lection of general utility stock. Of course 
attention should be paid to the selectiou 
of the female for any breeding pen, but, 
as a rule, any bird, which is a good pro­
ducer apd continues to be such, wifi be 
in very fair condition as far as breast meat 
is concerned, but as the cockerel is one- 
half the flock, it is in his selection that the 
greatest pains should be taken. One of 
the most eminent stock judges of the mid­
dle west—John Goring, Kansas City—has 
stated, that if you will but show him the 
head of a bullock, he will tell you largely 
what is behind it. That is true also to 
quite a marked extent with our poultry.
If we have a cockerel, which has a fairly 
broad skull, a short, well-curved beak, a 
head which shows short distance between 
the eye and the beak, one in which the 
eye stands out on the side of its head like 
that of a Homer pigeon, one in which 
the comb and head appurtenances are of 
medium size and texture, and which show 
bright red color, we may be fairly well 
assured that that bird will carry a goodly 
amount of meat and will be a vigorous,

At the Dominion Forestry convention 

at - Quebec, Chancellor Jones of the Uni­
versity of New Brunswick, read & paper 
on Forestry education. Mr. Jones spoke 
as follows :

In making some consideration of the 
present status of forestry education in 
Canada, I am cjuite convinced that we 
have sufficient educational machinery to 
meet our needs for some time to come. 
We do require, however, to examine the 
different features of our system from an 
educational standpoint and to extend con­
siderably those parts of the system which 
are capable of immediate and profitable 
extension. In other words, forestry edu­
cation so far as general organisation is 
concerned should at present be made more 
intensive rather than more extensive. At 
the same time, various details of the or­
ganization are doubtless capable of much 
extension. Rather than devise new 
schemes we should develop more thorough­
ly those which now exist.

In the domain of popular education we 
have the Canadian Forestry Association, 
the forest branch of the department of the 
interior, and the forestry committee of 
the Commission of Conservation. The 
meetings held under the direction of this 
association have been markedly success­
ful in creating popular interest. Informa­
tion of value has been brought to the at­
tention of the people and good has re­
sulted. There is still, however, a very 
great lack of any widespread interest in 
—or even knowledge of the movement.

It is true that a very judicious use has 
been made of the public press by the staff 
of the forest branch of the forestry com­
mittee of the Commission of Conservation, 
but the information supplied does not 
seem to be brought home to the ordinary 
small lhmber operator or the majority of 
the people of the rural communities who,** 
after all, constitute a large factor in the 
advancement of the movement and the 
main factor in securing popular approval 
of the reforms sought to be accomplished. 
An effort should be made to furnish in­
formation of practical value to these peo-
