i CONTINGENT 15,000

Ottawa, Nov. 2. The following official
memorandum . was issued tonight by the
militia council giving the general detail
of the seeond contingent:

“There has been réceived - from  the
Britisk government a despatch to the
éffect that the army council wish » the
second overseas -contingent to be so or-
ganized that, in conjunction with one of
the four brigades of Canadian infantry
already in England, it will form a  di-
vision complete in itself as far as pos-
sible, with an additional due proportion
of army service cotps units for duty on
lines of communication.

“T'he contingent will accordingly con-
sist of two brigades of infantry, con-
sisting of eight battalions, a complement
of artillery, engineer, cyclist, signal and
administration units, such 'as army ser-

fty | vice corps and field ambulances, and the

following units for lines of communica~
tion purposes: - Divisional ammunition
patk, divisional supply c¢olumn, reserve
park, fleld battery, field butchery, rail-
way supply detachment and two depot
units of supply. /m

“T'he numerical strength of the con-
fingent will be over 18,000 men—and the
total Canadian expeditionary force for
both first and second contingents will
exceed 45,000,

“This does not include the reinforce-
ments Wwhich will be required from time
to time to maintain it In numbers and
efficiency from the time it takes part in
active operations.

DAIRY AND COLD STORAGE
REPORT ISSUED BY
DOMINION  COMMISSIONERS.

‘The report of the dairy and cold
storage commissioner for the fiscal year
ending March 81, 1914, has just been
issued.

This report deals with the progress
of  dairying, the expanding home mar-
ket, the export trade, the importation
of New Zealand butter and the work
of the Finch and Bromé Dairy stations,
of the extension of markets division, of
the fruit division and of the division
of cold storage.

In the appendices, of which there are
eight, the reports of. the chiefs of the
various divisions are given; these include
many ~details illustrative not only of
their work but of the progress being
made in dairying, marketing, storing
and ghipping of fruit.
